Gayda Says Axis

Japanese Would React 
Quickly To Extension; 
Mentions Consequences

ROME, Dec. 28. —  Italy’s 

Virginio Gayda topped an 
Axis press offensive against 
the sending of American sup­
ply convoys to Britain by 

• way of neutral Ireland with 
the assertipn today that this

. ing to the western hemis­
phere and the Pacific ocean.

The editor of II Giornale DTtalia 
said Japan, tied to Rome and Ber­
lin by an "all for one and one for 
all’ pledge against outside inter­
vention in eastern or western war, 
is “watchful”, and “with her large 
means and wide Asiatic influence, 
would not allow without immediate 
reaction an extension of the Euro­
pean and Asiatic conflict.”

Gayda, like Berlm commentators 
of yesterday, declared the dispatch 
of American convoys to Ireland 
would be an open violation of 
United States neutrality, tanta- 

. mgimt, in the Axis view, to the 
ibeginning of the United States in­
tervention in Ure war. He indicated 
the Axis powers would make every 
effort to prevent such ships from 

'  reaching their destinations.
Gayda said he did not see why 

American “interventionists” wanted 
to “create an open conflict between 
continents.”
Start War Spread.

By sendmg convoys to Ireland, 
these “interventionists,” he went on, 
"would thus be the starters of the 
spread of conflict from Europe and 
the North Atlantic to the western 
hemisphere, the Southern Atlantic 
and the Pacific.”

Tire newspaper Avvenhe said 
these would be the consequences of 
American aid to England via Ire­
land:

"1. Tire sinking oI American ships 
enroute to Ireland.

"2. The end of Irish neutrality.
"3. The spreading of tile European 

war into a ‘world conflagration’ 
through American mtervention and 
the entrance of Japan into the con 
fhct under the tripartite pact.”

A majority of a special House in­

peace and, with it, the entire pio- 
grani of national defense, be jeo­
pardized.”

Hayes Blasts Highway 
Practices During Long 
Years In First Report
BATON ROUGE, La., Dec. 

28 (AP). —  Many financial 
irregularities in the huge 
$290,000,000 highway build­
ing program launched by the 
late Huey Long in 1928 Were 
charged today in an official 
report to Gov. Sam H. Jones 
who .ordered the investiga­
tion.

Jerome A. Hayes, supeivisor of 
public funds, and Jones’ key fman- 
cial adviser, made public the report 
dated Dec. 20 in whicli he said his 
preliminary and incomplete survey 
had disclosed many wide irregulari­
ties involving numerous former pol­
iticians, some members of the pres­
ent legislature, and others.

He said Louisiana could claim ap­
proximately $650,0000 in refunds al­
ready on the basis of the incom­
plete audit and asked Governor 
Jones for the services of at least 
50 additional auditors for a com­
plete probe of highway affairs dur­
ing the tenure of Long and the 
machine that kept power mrtil last 
spring, when Jones was elected. .

The report was considered tlie 
opening gun in Jones’ announced 
program to probe thoroughly state 
affairs under previous administra­
tions.
Roads For Politicians.

Hayes said an indication of tire 
extent of the alleged irregularities 
was given in Lafourche pai'ish near 
New Orleans, where he said the 
state had “built roads apparently 
for the benefit of politically influ­
ential persons and others at a cost 
of $85,661.03.

Hayes said he had directed his 
investigation thus far into only two 
of the 60-odd contractors doing 
business with the highway commis­
sion, but that this test survey had 
indicated a complete audit would 
pay its cost.

The report said the Louisiana Ma­
terials, Inc., Company showed a net 
average annual return to stockliold- 
ers of $113,447.06 on an average an­
nual net capital over five years of 
$97,800. Th(^ report stated that this 
company and Albert C. Thomas, 
New Orleans contractor, had paid 
out $204,546.47 to politically influ­
ential persons during the period.

Royal Air Force Squadrons Dump 
Explosives On Nazi-Held French 
Peris To P r e v e n i  Invasion Plan

Observer Reports Whole Coast Lighte<J While 
London Escapes Raids; British Open Fighting 
Soon A fter Dusk And Carry On In Long Siege

By The Associated Press
LONDON, Dec. 28.— In an evident attempt to smash 

Germany’s winter preparations for invasion of England, 
great squadrons of British planes loosed bombs upon the 
Nazi-held offensive bases and blockade ports in France 
tonight at a rate that reached 100 a minute.

A declaration that the British objective apparently had 
been reached was made by a neutral air observer in close 
touch with the British air staff. He described the assault 
as “ equalling in intensity anything ever delivered by the 
Germans on any British city or town.”

* “The whole coast from Calais to 
Boulogne is alight,” one observer 
reported. It was Boulogne itself 
which was at the fiei’y core of the 
British bombardment — Boulogne, 
whose port is deep enough to ac­
comodate heavy cruisers.

The port serves, too, as a Ger­
man submarine base and a haven for 
the flat bottomed invasion craft as­
sembled by the Nazis.

This mighty attack, which was di­
rected also at Nazi big gmi posi­
tions and reddened the French coast 
for miles, capped a series of as­
saults in progress almost continu­
ously since 'Thursday.

Late tonight there had been n9 
raider over Loudon, but a south­
west town suffered one of its worst 
raids of the war.
Drop Fire Bombs.

Successive formations of German 
bombers scattered incendiaries and 
high explosives over all sections of 
that city. Two hospitals were hit 
and many stores and homes des­
troyed. The British Press Associa­
tion reported, however, that the 
number of casualties was believed 
“comparatively small.”

During the day there had been 
but on reported instance of German 
bombing in all Britain: At South­
ampton, where a single plane caused 
“some damage.”

But on the FVench side it was 
a vastly different story.

Watchers on the coast reported 
tlrat British bombers were attack­
ing in a mass assault from Calais 
south to Boulogne. The roar of 
heavy explosions rolled across the 
fog-ridden sea and flashes lit the 
skies.

German searchlight batteries lift­
ed their white beams in scores; Bri­
tish parachute flares and the flam­
ing shells of German anti-aircraft 
filled the air.

A fire was blazing near tlie Ger­
man big gun .stations at Cap Gris 
Nez; the glaro could be seen plain­
ly through the fog.
RAF Strikes First.

The British struck first soon after 
dusk and continued without aii in­
terruption until about 8 o ’clock. 
There was a short lull, broken only 
bj the roar of the motors of scores 
oi tomUers, and then a second and 
Ilf le violent phase began.

Soon, the sky above the French 
coast was bright with fires.

The resumption tonight of at­
tacks upon the German bases fol­
lowed plain warnings to the public 
liere that a gi'cat and perhaps deci­
sive struggles was at hand.

The threat of a Nazi spring across 
the channel, said one informed sour­
ce, was no more serious than Bri­
tain’s shipping situation.

“We are running as much chance 
of being choked by the (Gennan) 
blockade before United States aid 
reaches its peak as we are of get­
ting a knockout blow on the chin 
by invasion,” he added.

“You can take it that we’re not 
going to be diverted from the job 
of countering these two real dang­
ers flat-out by any sideshow . . .” 

The new British bombing cam­
paign was carried out yesterday and 
through last night from Norway to 
southern Pi-ance, over a thousand 
miles of German-occupied coastline, 
by many of the Royal Aii’ Force in 
coordination with navy fliers. Then 
the BAF’s coastal command retiyn- 
ed twice today, the air ministry an­
nounced to make new hits on the 
docks at Lorient, Fi ance.' This U- 
boat base has been bombed four 
times In two days.

Hie Magnolia-Sealy (South) pool 
of Ward continued to hold interest 
as Magnolia Petroleum Company 
tested its newest well for natural 
flow of 125 barrels of oil in 11 houi's 
and staked location for its fifth 
test,
Flows By Heads.

Magnolia No. 5-41 Sealy was lo­
cated 330 feet from the south, 2,310 
from the east line of section 41, 
block F, G. c& M. M. B. & A. sur­
vey. It is 933 feet southeast of 
Magnolia No. 1-41 Sealy, largest 
producer in the pool.

The No. 3-41 Sealy, after gun­
perforating 5 1/2-inch liner with 10 
shots from 2,907-19 and from 2,- 
916-19 feet, was swabbed for six 
hours through 2-inch tubing set at 
2,918 and recovered all oil load. It 
then started flowing by heads and 
tanked 125 barrels in 11 hours end­
ing early yesterday. Flow was 
through 1-inch choke on the tub­
ing.

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Old Glory On the Seas Again
Four years ago, when the Merchant Marine Act was 

passed, some people said, “There goes a lot of money down 
the rat hole.”

But now the ships are coming off the ways at a one- 
a-'week rate, and they look good. They are putting Old 
Glory back on the seas on something of the scale of Clip­
per days, and they give the Navy the kind of auxiliary 
ship backing that it must have.

Suppose the United States had confronted its pre­
paredness emergency six months ago with no more fore­
sight in regard to ships than it showed before the World 
W ar! Then 90 per cent of American commerce was car­
ried in foreign ships; we literally had no merchant ma­
rine worthy of the name.

Even when the new construction program got under 
way two years ago, the United States merchant fleet was 
90 per cent obsolete. But because we passed the act in 
1936 and began active construction in 1938, what a dif­
ferent picture greets us today:

* ♦ »
Of 179 ships whose construction began in 1938, 84 

have been launched and 54 have been completed and are 
now in service. The fine new American ships are appear­
ing in ports and on shipping lanes that almost never saw 
the American flag before.

When these ship.s are all completed, the United States 
will have a new fleet of 1,500,000 tons, all built to naval 
specifications, including the only tanker fleet capable of 
.steaming at naval fleet speed and big enough to keep a 
naval force at sea indefinitely.

More than 100,000 men are now at work in 23 Ameri­
can shipyards operating some 84 shipwmys.

ik
Most of these ships are unspectacular, but_ beautiful, 

seaworthy, fa.st, and efficient. The America, finest pass­
enger liner ever built in the western hemisphere, is not 
equal in size to leviathans like the Queen Mary or the 
Normandie, but the usefulness of such ships is open to 
que.stion, and for its size the America has no superior in 
the world. Two more such ships are planned for the Pa­
cific passenger trade, both built so as to be quickly con­
vertible into airplane carriers.

While the shipping of the world goes down in the 
whirlpool of war. America is building ships to do the 
world’s hauling.

Here, gen­
erally in the warm south, persons retired from active life 
on small savings, social security allowances, or pensions 
could find co‘ngenial company and a leisurely pace for 
their declining years. Here in these peaceful little havens, 
it would be always afternoon.

With nobody but the elderly to plan for, Frank be­
lieves, ideal little communities could be built, without 
schools, with central heating and cooking, with golf links, 
movie theaters, and libraries.

Would it work? Would elderly people like it? Is 
it a visionary and impracticable scheme?

Who knows? But it’s interesting, and it shows one 
of the ways in which we may see things in the future 
which have never been in the past.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 28 (AP)— 
Secretary of Commerce .Jesse H. 
Jones said today that business pros­
pects v^ere so bright that “in 1941, 
for the firat time in a decade, we 
may confidently look to substantial 
progress toward elimination of un­
employment as a major problem in 
our society."

In a year-end statement, Jones, 
wlio is also Federal Lending Admin­
istrator, said “business moves into 
1941 operating at record levels. It 
can look back on the year just past 
as one of vigorous expansion which 
in total production produced best re­
sults in a decade. It can look for­
ward to 1941 as a year that will 
bring further progress and the ad­
vance of our per capita output to 
a new record.”

Jones said the spurt in industry, 
which he credited primarily to the 
defense progi'am, already had taken 
up some unemployment slack, and 
that between February and October 
2,300,000 person got new non-agri- 
cultural jobs.

Keeping Wage-Price Balance
The United States is going to have to walk a precari- 

ou.s tight-rope during the next few years between prices 
and wages.

We are not at war, and we may not be at‘war, yet 
.something very close to a war economy has been forced 
upon us.

In .such an economy, prices of ordinary civilian goods 
tend to rise, because so much of national production and 
energy is drainetl off into war goods, that civilian goods 
tend to fall behind demand and thus rise in price. To 
meet these rises, wages must increase in proportion if stan­
dards are to be maintained. In European war-economy 
countries these relationships have been maintained by 
bullyragging and bullet.

Democratic Canada is in advance of us in facing these 
problems. It has managed to keep a balance between 
wages and prices by a Wartime Prices and Trade Board. 
It is now setting up conciliation boards which will try to 
keep wages and living costs in adjustment. Canadian ex­
perience in these matters ought to be of the greatest value 
to the United States— we should chart closely the trail 
they have blazed.

Many More Federal 
Income Tax Returns 
To Be Filed In 1941

Midland citizens in greatly in­
creased numbers will file income tax 
returns under terms of the new 
Federal Revenue Act.

Under the new law, the tax base 
has been broadened and surtax 
rates increased, affecting cititzens 
here.

Single persons with gross incomes 
of $800 or more must file returns. 
Heads of families or married per­
sons earning $2,000 or more must 
file.

The old law provided that single 
persons making $1,000 or up were 
required to file. Heads of families 
or married persons had to gross $2,- 
500 or more before having to file. 
May Double Returns

Tax experts and accountants here 
asserted the new law would double 
the amount of tax-payers filing re­
turns.

New tax payers will not receive 
forms from the government direct, 
but citizens earning in the men­
tioned income brackets were warned 
that filing a return was an indi­
vidual chai’ge.

Employes, as under the old law, 
are required to file informational re­
turns showing salaries or wages 
paid employes.

Severe penalties are provided for 
failure to file if earnings are in 
the $800 for single, $2,000 for mar­
ried classifications.
File In Dallas

Midland is in the second district 
of Texas and returns must be filed 
by March 15 in Dallas.

Exemption of $400 for a dependent 
remains under the new law.

The normal rate of income tax 
has not been changed from four 
per cent,' as of the prior law, for 
normal tax. Surtax rates, however, 
have been increased somewhat. This 
tax starts from the $4,000 bracket 
up.

Who must file: “Every citizen or 
resident of the United States, (single 
or married and not living with hus­
band or wife for any part of the 
year) whose gross income from any 
source, imless exempted by law, shall 
make a return, if the gross income 
is $800 or more.”

“Every citizen or resident married 
and living with husband or wife the 
entire year, and grossing $2,000 or 
more,” also must file.

Also included in returns under 
the new law is the defense tax.

The ship 
flew the Japanese colors at first, 
but ran up the swastika just before 
it opened fire, the Melbourne Navy 
Ministry announced Saturday.)

To Conflict's Toll

NEW YORK, Dec. 28 (AP).—The 
year 1940 added more than 1.000,000 
human beings to war's toll of dead 
and wounded. Twice as many be­
came pri.soners of war or simply 
"missing”—added to the vast army 
of those who disappear without 
trace in times of cataciysm.

The year saw one war ended, that 
between Soviet Russia and Finland, 
but not imtil it had added its un­
told thousands to the casualty tolls.

With the new year, the spreading 
European conflict rounds out its 
16th month with its total of dead, 
wounded and missing or captured 
somewhere between 3,000,000 and 
4,000,000.

been the scene of three explosions 
and three fires.

Famous Violinist Says 
War May Produce Great 
Transition In Culture

CHICAGO. (UP) — The severe 
shock of total war may precipitate 
a “European cultural upheaval 
matching the Renaissance in mag­
nitude" and revolutionizing all art 
forms, Fritz Kreisler, the eminent 
violinist and American concert fa­
vorite, believes.

Interviewed on his appearance 
with the Chicago Symphony Or­
chestra, Kreisler compared the ef­
fects of modern warfare to those of 
such earlier great disasters as the 
Black Plague, which swept the Eu­
ropean continent in the Middle 
Ages.

He pointed out, however, that 
neither the World War nor the sev­
eral 10th century conflicts had suf­
ficient impact upon European peo­
ples to produce far-reaching cul­
tural changes.

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Troop Movemenl To 
Rumania Coniinues

BERN, Switzerland, Dec. 29 (Sun­
day) (AP).—The mass movement of 
approximately 300,000 German troops 
across Hungary into Rumania con­
tinued throughout the night under 
the screen of a ne-vvly improved 
Hungarian censorship.

Reports from informed sources in 
neutral Yugoslavia said today that 
many fresh German units had mov­
ed Into Timisoara in the Banat re­
gion of Rumania on the Yugoslav 
frontier—less than 100 miles’ strik­
ing distance from Belgrade, the 
Yugoslav capital.

This Nazi movement, whatever its 
ultimate purpose, was being earned 
out with a thoroughness that ruled 
out any possibility of bluff In the 
opinion of Balkan obseiwers.

The reports out of Belgi'ade gave 
credence to possible pressure on 
Yugoslavia fi'om the Tinnsoara re­
gion and said that German coliunns 
were piling up on the frontiers of 
Yugoslavia in southern Austria.

Greeks Claim More 
Gains In Land War

ATHENS, Dec. 29 (Sunday) (AP) 
—The daring stab of a Greek sub­
marine reporte’d officially to have 
slipped inside a destroyer guard 
and sunk three Italian transports 
carrying troops and equipment, was 
followed today by Greek claims of 
new gains ashore.

A government spokesman said 
that despite thickening weather 'our 
troops have been able to advance 
north and northwest of Chimara 
and a great distance from this town 
the enemy is defendmg himself in 
heavily fortified positions.’

Against strong ItaUan resistance, 
the spokesman added, "methodical” 
Greek attacks have forced the Fas­
cists from heights exceeding 3,000 
feet and compelled them to put up 
a running fight to cover then- re­
treat.

Hitler Movement- 
May Be Insurance

BUDAPEST, Dec. 28 (AP).—Au­
thoritative informants reported to­
night the mass of men and material 
Germany is sending to Rumania will 
be sent across Bulgaria to attack 
Greece only in the event Britain 
lands a force in Greece and attempts 
to invade central Europe.

Tliese Gennan troops—there are 
expected to be nearly 500,000 in the 
Balkans by the end of January—are 
described as chiefly an insurance 
measure.

As for the Greek affair, reliable 
informants here say Hitler agreed 
to Mussolini’s attack only because 
he wished to quiet ItaUan clamor 
for slices of French territory. Tills, 
it was said, embarrassed Hitler be­
cause he wanted to give the Petasi 
government easy peace terms and 
win Vichy’s full friendship.

Now the ItaUan debacle in Greece 
and Albania, it was said, is fai' 
from disquieting to Germany.

If Italy collapses, Hitler is repre­
sented as ready to make a full set­
tlement with France, taking .only“ 
Alsace and Lorraine. Marshal Pé­
tain, today’s informants asserted, 
has told the Nazis that if their 
terms are unreasonable he wUl cut 
North Africa loose, with General 
Maxime Weygand taking a large 
colonial army there over to the 
“free French” forces and moving 
from Tunisia against Libya in cp- 
ordmation with British action from 
Egypt.

Committee Asks FDR 
To Retain Defenses

CEDAR RAPIDS, la.. Dec. 28. 
(AP).—The no foreign war commit­
tee sent to President Roosevelt to­
night a telegram, signed by 35(K) 
“common people,” urging him “not 
to lend or give away the defenses 
of the nation.”

The telegram described the signers 
as “ thousands of common people 
who furnish the camion fodder and 
the food for war, who fight and die 
in w'ars forced on them by their 
governments, and who in .the last 
analysis, must pay for those wars.”

Tliey asked the president in his 
radio broadcast Sunday night “ to 
teU them x x x tliat the assm-anc- 
es you gave them in the recent 
presidential, campaign will be kept, 
to the letter.”

AUSnN, Dec. 28 (AP).—Chair­
man Ernest O. Thompson of the 
Texas Railroad Commission today 
asserted state regulation of oil and 
gas production had kept the “door 
of opportimity wide open” and de­
clared there were 3,502 more inde­
pendent operators in the state now 
than in 1932.

Thompson, former chairman of 
the Interstate Oil Compact Com­
mission, cited figures showing 2,838 
operators and 43,630 wells in the 
state in 1932 as compared with 5,- 
340 operators and 92,053 wells at the 
close of this year.

He called attention to well spac­
ing regulations which formerly pej'- 
mitted one well to 2 1/2 acres and 
now allow but one well to 20 acres.

“There ai'e not any more major 
integrated companies now,” he said, 
“than there were in 1932 but there 
are 3;502 more successful indepen­
dent oil producers than there were 
in 1932.
