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Hundreds O f British Planes Thunder 
Across Channel Challenging Nazis
Asks More Powers 
For Roosevelt Now

WASHINGTON, Jan. lO' 
_(AP). —  A f t e r  President 
Roosevelt urged quick action 
on his vast lease-lend pro­
gram, administration leaders 
'►asked Congress today to give 
him sweeping powers to 
transfer American-made mil­
itary equipment to Great Bri­
tain and other warring “de­
mocracies.”

The President told liis press con­
ference just before tlie legislation 
was introduced in both houses of 
Congress tliat the powers whiclx it 
gave liini were needed to avoid de­
lay.

The bill would permit tlie Chief 
Executive, "wiien he deems it in 
tlie interest of national defense,” to:

1. "Manufacture in arsenals, fac­
tories, and shipyards under their 
jurisdiction, or otherwise procure, 
any defense article for the govern­
ment of any country whose de­
fense the President deems vital to 
«(lie defense of the United States.

'¿. “Sell, transfer, exchange, lease, 
lend, or otherwise dispose of, to 
any such government any defense 

•article.
3. “Test, inspect, prove, repair, 

outfit, recondition, or otherwise to 
place in good working order any 
defense article for any such gov­
ernment.

4. “Communicate to any such 
government any defense informa­
tion, pertaining to any defense ar­
ticle furnished to such government 
under paragraph C2l of this subsec­
tion.

5. “Release for export any de­
fense article to aiiy satch govern­
ment.”
Could Make All Repairs

A statement issued by congres­
sional leaders said that the bill’s 
provision permitting the President 
“to test, repair, outfit, or other- 

*wisc to place in good working order 
any defense article” meant that 
repairs could be made to defense ar­
ticles whether manufactured in the 

-United States or not.
"It eould concei+ably mean, for 

example,” the statement said, “that 
the British batile cruiser Renown 
could be repaired in the Brooklyn 
navy yai’d if the President consid­
ered it in the interest of our na­
tional defense to do so.”

The measure authorizes the ap­
propriation of funds- in such amounts 
as may be necessary to carry out its 
provisions. Estimates of eventual 
cost have reached $10,000,000,000, 
and Senator Barkley (D-Ky), the 
majority leader, has estimated that 
from $2,000,000,000 to $5,000,000,000 
may be appropriated this year.

The government. Barkley explain­
ed, would order for foreign govern­
ments “only those materials which 
our army and navy could use.”

“It sliould eliminate double as­
sembly lines in our factories, and 
should help standardize our war 
materials among the Democracies.” 

, Barkley said the measure contain­
ed no waiver of the wage-hour law, 
the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts 
Act or the Wagnor Labor Relations 
Act.

Raids On Germany 
Kills 20 Persons

BERLIN, Jan. 10. (AP). —British 
planes raiding “various places” in 
western Germany last night killed 

i 20 persons and left many injured, 
the German high command an­
nounced today.

The British raids were carried 
out, today’s communique said, while 
German planes were attacking cen­
tral and southern England with es­
pecially heavy poundings adminis­
tered to Manchester, Liveipool, and 
London.

The high command said the Bri­
tish failed to hit any military or 
military-economic objectives, add­
ing that the chief damage was in­
flicted on several apartment houses, 
Bethlehem Cloisters near Cologne 
and a Catholic journeymen’s home 
at Duesseldorf. Tlie latter was said 
to have been destroyed.

WASHINGTON, Jan, 10 (AP)— 
Creation of another “TVA” to be 
known as the “Arkansas Valley Au­
thority” was proposed today by Rep­
resentative Ellis (D-Ark) who said 
the legislation was “drafted at the 
direction of President Roosevelt.”

The authority would operate in 
Wliite, St. Francis, Ai-kansas and 
Red River basins of Arkansas, Lou­
isiana, Missouri, Kansas, Oklahoma, 
Texas, Colorado and New Mexico in 
in the same manner in which the 
TVA operates in the Tennessee Val­
ley.

The agency w'ould establish a 
“yardstick” rate for its area which 
would embrace 308,165 square miles. 
The area, Ellis said, was seven times 
larger than the Tennessee Valley.

The Arkansas Valley Authority 
would take over many federal gov­
ernment projects, all either under 
construction or authorized by Con­
gress.

British Bombers 
Hit Coast Ports 
With Explosives

By The Associated Press
LONDON, Jan. 10.—British bomb­

ers took up by dayhght a thun­
dering assault on the cross-channel 
French coast today after RAP raid­
ers were declared-to have delivered 
a siashing six-hour overnight 
pounding against the German sub­
marine base at Brest and other 
targets in Germany’s Ruhr valley.

Only a few hours after the night 
raiders set their planes down back 
home, the daylight attackers swarm­
ed over the channel to loose bombs 
whose blasts shook the southeast 
coast oil! this side. The attack 
began shortly after noon and a ht- 
tle later the bombers roared back 
to their bases.
Third Brest Attack

The ministry of information said 
that airdromes military installations 
and patrol vessels were bombed and 
machine-gunned from low level.

Summing up the night attacks, the 
air ministry news seiwice said dock 
and storage buildings at Brest, just 
around the French coast from the 
western entrance to the channel, 
were repeatedly straddled with sticks 
of bombs.

.The attack, the third on Brest 
within a week, was carried out by 
pilots of the coastal command who 
reported starting fires near the mil­
itary port and direct hits on a large 
ship in the harbor.

Acciident On Highway

ODESSA, Jan. 10 (Special)—G. A. 
Poole, chief Gulf engineer of a West 
Texas district, is in a critical condi­
tion in a Big Spring hospital from 
injuries received in an automobile 
accident on the Carlsbad-Big Spring 
road.

He was returning from an oil 
meeting in Austin when his auto 
struck a horse. He suffered fractur­
ed ribs, concussion, and exposure.

Proseculor Declares 
Lazarus Carried Nazi 
Money Into Countries

NEW YORK, Jan. 10 (AP). —A 
government prosecutor asserted to­
day tliat Isidore Lazanis, who was 
sentenced to prison for passport 
fraud, had carried large sums of 
money from Germany for such top 
Nazi leaders as Hermann Goer- 
ing and deposited it in other coun­
tries where some “was believed to 
have been used to finance espion­
age work and propaganda.”

Lazaraus, 58 years old, had plead­
ed guilty to an indictment alleging 
he had made false, statements in 
obtaining a passport and had used 
the passports so obtained. He was 
sentenced to two years in prison 
and fined $2,500 by Federal Judge 
Vincent L. Leibell.

Assistant U. S. Attorney Rich­
ard J. Burke said that the defen­
dant, “according to his own story, 
said that he had been engaged in 
international exchange, under the 
name of Lee Lane, since 1933, when 
the Nazis came into power in Ger­
many, and was a close friend of 
German leaders.”

Besides Marshal Goering, Burke 
named as among these friends Dr. 
Paul J. Goebbels, minister of pro­
paganda; Hjahnar Schacht, ex- 
minister of economics, and Robert 
Ley, labor minister.

British May Hit 
At Italy To Stop 
German Invasion

‘V ictories By Arm ies 
In Egypt Evoke Rumors 
W ar There Near Close
LONDON, Jan. 10 (AP).| 

— A Brithsh offensive against 
Italy to checkmate Ger­
many’s long-threatening in­
vasion of England is being 
spoken of as a possibility by 
military circles here as the 
result of recent develop­
ments ill the Mediterranean.

Victories by the army of the Nile, 
as well as by Greek forces in Al­
bania, have brought widespread 
speculation that the end of Italian 
resistance in North Africa may be 
near.

Once the North African campaign 
is cleaned up, some observers be­
lieve, the Royal Navy and Air Force 
may open widespread attacks on 
Italian ports and military centers in 
an all-out attempt to bring Italy to 
the point of surrender or I’evolution.

Behind the navy and air force 
would be Britain’s army of the 
middle East, ready for an invasion 
of Italy either across the Mediter­
ranean or the Adriatic.
Affect On Germany

So long as fighting on the Eastern 
front remains localized in North 
Africa and Albania, the Germans 
can afford to 'discount Italian re­
verses as having no real bearing on 
the outcome of the war, military 
analysts point out.

Should Italy be threatened by in­
vasion, however, Germany would 
find it necessary to strengthen her 
ally, by diverting not only planes 
but troops to Italy; they said.

A beaten Italy, it was added, 
means British bombers operating 
from Italian au-fields and British 
troops in the Brenner Pass.

Tlie militai-y advantages which 
Britain would derive from knock­
ing Italy out of the war would be 
equalled by political gains, these ob­
servers contend, strengthening Brit­
ish prestige in the Balkans and giv­
ing new spirit to nations now under 
German domination.

Allack On 30,000 Fascists Trapped 
In North Africa Is Imminent While 
Operations Continue West In Desert

Church Bells Toll In Ancient Kingdom A fter 
M etaxas Announces Capture Of Point Leading 
To Adriatic  Gateway, Ita lians' Last Big Port

By The Associated Press.
Massed hundreds of RAF warplanes thundered across 

the English Channel at midday today— challenging Hit­
ler’s fighter plane defenses along the Nazi-held Fi’ench 
coast— and blasted the Calais and Boulogne areas with 
bombs and machine-gun fire in one of the greatest attacks 
in many weeks.

Residents of a south coast English town said “ at least 
50 bombers” engaged in the assault, which capped a six- 
hour overniglit attack on the German U-boat base at Brest, 
France, Nazi “ invasion” bases, and targets in Germany’s 
industrial Ruhr valley.

It was indicated unofficially that 500 RAF fighter planes 
escorted the bombers in the daylight raids, spreading over
1.000 square miles of northwestern France.

Britain’s empire armies slashed into Italian east Africa 
today and massed apparently for an imminent assault on
30.000 Fascist soldiers trapped at Tobruk, north Africa, 
while her little ally, Greece, repor.ted another triumph 
against Premier Mussolini’s hard-driven legions in Al­
bania.

Church bells pealed throughout the ancient Aegean 
kingdom as Greece’s Premier John (“Strong Man” ) Me­
taxas announced the capture of Klisura in central Al­
bania— gateway to the Adriatic seaport of Valona.
------- ’---------------- -̂------------------------—*  Valona, 33 miles north of Klisura,

is Italy’s last big port in Southern 
Albania.

British general headquarters in 
Cairo reported a “concentration” of 
British troops around Tobruk and 
said operations were continuing 
farther west on Uie Libyan desert.

Hundreds of miles southeast of 
Libya, other British fighting men 
were reported helping to carry out 
Prime Minister Winston ChurcliilrT;—  
pledge to “ tear Italy’s African Em­
pire to tatters and shreds.”

■The Cairo command said that 
British forces had entered Buna, 
Kenya colony, 100 miles south of 
the Ethiopian border, which thfe 
Italians have Jield for months, and 
that the Italians had fled from El 
Wak, on the Kenya-Italian Somali­
land frontier.
Report Another Capture.

The British also reported the cap­
ture of Serobatib, on the Sudan- 
Ethlopian border, 40 miles north of 
Kassala.

In London, the air ministry told 
of a sei’les of slashing blows on 
Germany’s vital war industries In 
the Ruhr and other RAF attacks 
on Rotterdam, Flushing, Dunkerque, 
Calais, Brest, and Egersund on the 
southwest coast of Nazi-occupied 
Noi-way.

Factories, Hast furnaces, railway 
and oil plants were heavily bombed 
in the Ruhr, the air ministry de­
clared.

The fall of Klisura, climax of 
Weeks of bitter fighting, was des­
cribed by Athens milltai-y circles 
as having paved the way for the 
seizure of Tepcleni, twin mountain 
citadel 15 miles west, and the crack­
ing of the whole Italian defense 
line.

Premier Mussolini’s high com­
mand omitted mention of this lat­
est blow' at Fascist arms. Instead, 
the, liigh command’s daily war bulle­
tin declared Italian planes and 
naval units bombed a British bat­
tle,ship in tlie Eastern Mediterran­
ean, sank two submarines and two 
freighters and torpedoed two other 
merci lantmen.

The battleship, unidentified, was 
reported hit despite "violent anti­
aircraft'reaction” in an attack on a 
large British naval formation.

U. S. Board Cautions 
Public On Britain's 
War Help Resources

WASHINGTON, Jan. 10 (AP)— 
The Federal Reserve Board caution­
ed the public today against over­
estimating the resources available to 
the British Empire for pm'chase of 
American war materials.

No mention was made, however, of 
President Roosevelt’s proposal to 
“lend” materials to the British after 
they pay cash for current orders.

The board discussed British assets 
in a monthly bulletin, which esti­
mated tliat the beginning of the war 
the Empire had $7,115,000,000 worth 
of gold, secui'ities and other assets 
theoretically available to pay for 
American purchases.
Gives Explanation

After saying that it could not 
tell how much of these ■ assets had 
been used up, the board said:

“The situation cannot, however, 
be adequately presented in terms of 
such figui-es. In the first place there 
is no one figm'e that really measures 
British dollar resources.”

Then it explained that some of 
the wealth in the Empire belonged 
to other nations, that some of the 
securities — although intrinsically 
valuable—had no immediate market, 
that gold held on the other side of 
the Atlantic might be sunk en route 
here, and that other assets might 
lose much of their apparent value if 
they had to be sold in a relatively 
short period of time and swamp the 
markets.

The Tide Of the Future
Now, at last, you cun begin to feel the rising of a 

mighty Lide.
It is a Tide of the Future, and it is freighted with 

the burden of a new world.
There are waves, true, and one of them has been 

de.scribed by Mrs. Lindbergh. She sees the world help- 
le.ssly driven forward by a wave which washes it toward 
a life more nearly exemplified by totalitarianism than by 
freedom.

But that is a Wave of the Present. It is the wave 
that has engulfed France, and Norway, and Holland, and 
Belgium. Beneath and beyond this wave there is a mighty 
tide, and it is a tide of freedom.

The time for ciuivering and quaking i.s past. The time 
to higgle over “what will the totalitarians do?” is pa.st. 
The time i.s pa.st, to cower before their advancing wave 
le.st we be temporarily submerged. The time to quibble 
over “Just how democratic is England?” or “ What have 
the English done to India?” is pa.st. Whatever they are, 
whatever they have done, they fight the fight that prom­
ises most for freedom. They ride securely on the tide 
which now' begins to ri.se, slowly but perceptibly now, 
toward a free world.

* #
It i.s too late, again, to look back to 1918 and the 

dream that was dashed into a million piece.s— the dream 
of a peaceful; decent world, the dream of “a world fit 
for heroes to live in.” We won that war and lo.st the 
prize. But that world, that prize, remains infinitely de- 
.sirable.

Thank the Nazis for one thing,-anyway. They have 
shown us that the yvorld of the future cannot be the 
world of the past. That much is cleai*. The security which 
the Nazis how promise their people is a .security which 
every country must achieve. Few clearly-stated war aims 
have come from Churchill, but every word from England 

,_is that the ancient yvorld of privilege and position is dead. 
This time the heroes are going to make their own world.

It is on this great Tide o f  the Future that the Presi­
dent has launched the United States, even though to sail 
upon it, some waves must be brea.sted. Whether those 
waves w'iM mean war for the United States, we do not 
know. They may, whenever the Nazi leaders believe the 
United States ik no more dangerous at war than as the 
“ar.senal .of democracy.”

We do not know precisely to what sort of brave new 
world this tide of the future is bearing us. No blueprints 
are drawn, no guarantees established. In detail, in man­
ner of administration, no doubt, it will be .strangely dif­
ferent from what we have known.

We know only that we cannot be wrong in .steering 
directly toward the Four Freedoms to which the Presi­
dent has rightly dedicated all. our strength— freedom to 
speak and to express ourselves, freedom to worship God 
(lach in his own way, freedom from want, and freedom 
from this ever-impending fear of war which has made the 
world a nightmare for 20 years.

Let us take courage, then, whatever we face, from 
the fact that while Waves of the Present may break 
against us, we ride the Tide of the Future.

More Airfields
If there is a single word, dominating the national con- 

.sciousness at this moment, it is “ More!” More plane.s, 
more engines, more tanks, more ships, more arms, more 
soldiers.

That being the national mood, it is comforting to 
learn that there are more airports, by 205, than there 
were last year. Donald H. Connolly, administrator of civil 
aeronautics, reports that on Jan. 1 there were 2656 air­
ports in the United. States and Alaska, including seaplane 
bases: 788 municipal and 496 commercial airports, 289 
CAA intermediate fields, 507 auxiliary fields, 21 naval 
air .stations, 69 army fields, and so on. More than 700 are 
lighted for night flying.

In addition, many fields have been enlarged, for new­
er and faster planes require larger fields for high-speed 
landing and taking off. Two hundred new airfields is 
impi-essive for a single year, but it is only a hint of what 
is to come.

Foreign Language Barometer
The choice of foreign languages for .study by college 

students alwaj'.s forms an interesting barometer, of the 
state of the national mind. Students are influenced senti­
mentally, but also by their judgment of what they think 
IS mo.st likely to be helpful to them in the future.

They evidently agree with a great many of their eld- 
era that the future of the United States is g'oing to be in- 
crea.singly intertwined with South and Central America, 
for 100 colleges quizzed by F. S. Crofts & Co., publishers, 

.reported registrations of 36,146 students in Spanish this 
fall, as compared with 29,739 in 1939, an increase of 21.54 
per cent in a single year.

Italian War Units

the high command said today.

Thé British battleship was not 
identified but the daily war bulletin 
said it was hit despite “violent anti­
aircraft reaction" during an attack 
on a large naval formation in the 
Eastern Mediterranean.

One of the two submarines sunk 
by toi-pedo boats was the 1,400-ton 
Prnech Narval, the communique 
said, identifying her as a vessel “in­
corporated in forces serving Eng­
land,”

White Envelopes Hold 
Answ er How President 
Ran With Texas Chief

By The Associated Press 
Two hundred-odd white envelop­

es, carefully preserved in a huge 
steel vault on the second floor of 
the capitol, contain the answer to a 
Texas political question:

That question is: What showing 
did Governor W. Lee O’Daniel make 
in the general election November 5.

’Tlie Governor was overwhelming­
ly re-elected over his Republican 
and Communist opponents. Tliat 
has been established plainly, but 
whether he .equalled, exceeded ov 
fell short of the vote given Presi­
dent Roosevelt is not known. Tliere 
Is considerable curiosity on the 
subject.

Under the law, the state election 
board, composed of the governor, 
the attorney general and the sec­
retary of state, officially canvass 
the vote for presidential electors 
and all state offices except governor 
and lieutenant-governor 20 days 
after election. -

But the official returns* from the 
counties in the races for governor 
and lieutenant-governor must be 
kept sealed in the secretary of 
state’s department until the legis­
lature convenes, Jan 14, when they 
are to be turned over to the Speak­
er of the House of Representatives 
for canvassing by a committee of 
the two houses.

Bern Has First Daylight 
A larm  In Several Months

BERN, Switzerland, Jan. 10 (AP). 
—An air raid alam  was sounded 
in Bern at 1:20 p. m. (5:20 C.S.T.) 
today.

It was the first daylight alarm in 
the Swiss capital in months, al­
though there have been frequent 
night alerts officially attributed to 
the flights of British planes across 
the country en route to and from 
Axis objectives.

Altogether too many women ob­
viously are of the opinion that (1) 
a fresh flower in the coiffure will 
conceal the fact that the hair it­
self should have been washed before 
the flower was tucked into it, or (2) 
it’s a good idea to be ultra-whim­
sical in choosing flow'ers for the 
hair as well as in deciding just 
where to pin them.

The truth is that one fresh flow­
er, or even three, won’t liide strag- 
gUng ends or excessive oiliness or 
general lack of luster. A Juliet cap 
of flowers or seed pearls or lace 
might, but indmdual blossoms won’t.

Further truth is that there need 
be no hocus-pocus about where to 
put flowers in the hair. Just as a 
hair-do must be planned to accent 
good features and hide less at­
tractive ones, so flowers should be 
pinned where they will enhance 
the symmetry of the face. This 
is just as t r u e  of hair jewelry, 
feathers or veiling.

HERE’S WHERE 
SUBTLETY COMES IN

If your face is round or if you 
are .shorter than you wish yc)u were, 
by all means wear a couple of pomp­
adour curls and pin your corsage 
(not too large, please) behind the 
second curl. If your face is long 
or if you are quite tall and don’t 
wish to look taller, wear a side 
pompadour and pin your flowers so 
that they lie close to your head. 
For flat arrangements, roses, gar­
denias, carnations, camellias or 
spray orchids are popular.

Incidentally, you don’t always 
iiave to wear rosebuds. How about 
a freshly opened—\Vide open rose 
now and then? And lilies-of-the-, 
valley which aren’t open at all often 
can supply just the right amount of 
green needed with a white carna­
tion or a white rose.

A slant-wise arrangement of 
orchids or rubrum lilies is likely 
to be especially becoming to a face 
that is .slightly too thin. If you wear 
your hair in peruke style, try put­
ting an orchid or gladiolus on a 
barrette and fastening back ends 
with this instead of with the 
ubiquitous black velvet ribbon.

FLOWERS FLATTER 
OLDER WOiVlEN TOO

Ear muffs of swéetlieart roses, 
sweet peas, or spray orchids are a 
charming compliment to a slim 
young face. If your face is triangu­
lar, let the man who sends or wires 
flowers to you know that a halo 
of blossoms is sure to be becoming. 
Foreheads that are a trifle too high 
for perfect proportions gain sym­
metry if flowers are placed slight­
ly above one ear.

The flattery of flowers in the 
hair is by no means confined ex­
clusively to the young. pdle
pink camellia, a white gardenia, 
a few lavender sweet peas or a 
wine-red carnation are just as love­
ly atop a white or bluish-white or 
bluish-gray head as in blond, brown 
or black curls. And the same basic 
rules of harmony and symmetry 
apply regardless of age.

P. S. (for men only) : when you 
are . sending flowers, by wire or 
othei’wise. have the corsage made 
so that it can be taken apart if 
necessary. This will simplify the 
recipient's life—considerably.

Diplomalic Circles 
Report Netherlands 
Damage 500 Millions

WASHINGTON, Jan. 10 (AP)— 
An estimated $500,000,000 worth of 
damage was done to Dutch property 
in the five day German blitzkrieg 
which conquered the Netherlands 
last May, according to information 
only now received in diplomatic cir­
cles here.

The details of destruction, while 
apparently authoritative, • were un­
official- in character.

Seemingly complete reports which 
have now reached diplomatic quar­
ters here give this picture of the 
havoc wrought:

The total damage to private prop­

erty, according to the survey by 
Dutch appraisers, exceeded 700,000,- 
000 guilders (a guilder was worth 
68 cents before the Invasion.)
Great Rotterdam Loss

A single city—Rotterdam—suffer­
ed half of the damage when it was 
blasted by a furious German ak' 
raid the day the nation sm’rendered.

In Rotterdam, where the German 
planes dropped hundreds of explos­
ive and incendiary bombs from a 
low height, an estimated 11,000 busi­
ness premises and 26,000 residences 
were reported destroyed or burned. 
Approximately 45,000 people were 
left homeless with a loss of all furn­
iture and possessions.

Practically no damage was done 
to Holland’s world famous tulip 
fields, the report said, and bulbs now 
provide a major export, with most 
sales to Germany.

Japanese To Tighten 
Nation A ir Defenses

NEIW YORK, Jan. 10 (AP)—A 
Dome! (Japanese News Agency) 
broadcast from Tokyo today said the 
cabinet approved an army and naVy 
proposal for tightening the nation’s 
air, defenses “ui’gently needed in 
view of the emergency of the situa­
tion.”

“In any emergency tlie Japanses 
people must be prepared against 
enemy raids,” the news agency said 
War Minister General Hideki Tojd 
told the cabinet.

'The 
warden force was curtailed mainly 
through efforts of Governor W. Lee 
G’Daniel to economize in state ex­
penditures.

The state recently was divided 
into five patrol regions, eacli hav­
ing a warden captain who supervis­
ed the work of the woodland police­
men in his region.

M. W. Whitmire, Midland County 
AAA committee chairman, said the 
New Year’s rasolution of the AAA 
committee and all farmers of the 
county should be:

“I resolve to go the limit in soil 
conservation work in 1941, to earn 
every penny of my soil building 
allowance, and even to dig down into 
my own pocket to carry out addi­
tional practices and thus enrich my 
land as much as possible.”

Whitmire added farmers fell short 
of earning- the full amount available 
in 1939, and Improved dm-ing 1940, 
but still they failed to get the malc- 
imum.

The 1941 program places emphasis 
on soil conservation, and county 
committees have been given more 
latitude to encolu'age the work, he 
said.
Lists Practices

Whitmire listed these practices es­
pecially valuable in this county: 
Construction of standard terraces 
with proper outlets; constniction o f 
dams and reservoirs; contour list­
ing; subsoiling or fuiTowing non­
crop land; sti'ip cropping on the 
contoiu" contour farming inter-till­
ed crops; contour listing of crop­
lands; seeding of close-grown sweet 
sorghums, millets, soybeans, peas, 
and small grain crops on the con­
tour; plowing under or leaving on 
the land, a good growth, of cover 
crops of non-legumes and legumes; 
control of destructive plants (such 
as cactus, mesquite, cedar, sage­
brush.) on non-crop pasture lands.

Loans Of 178 Texas 
Banks For Six Months 
Total $570.000,000

NEW YORK, Jan. 10 (Special) — 
Twenty-one per cent of the com­
mercial banks in Texas made more 
than 424,000 loans totaling $570,000- 
000 to business firms and individuals 
in the state during .the .first six 
months of 1940, according to the 
semi-annual survey of bank lend­
ing activity made by the American 
Bankers Association.

The A. B. A. loan survey was par­
ticipated in by 178 Texas banks, or 
21.2 per cent of the 840 commercial 
banks in the state.

These 178 banks reported they 
made between January 1 and June 
30, 1940:

New mortgage loans totaling 
1,510 4,764,263

The survey showed that business 

firms in the state used only. 39 per 
cent of the “confirmed open lines 
of credit" maintained for their use 
on the books of banks., A total of 
27 banks in the larger centers of the 
state reported they carried on their 
books $49,813,000 in “open lines of 
credit” offered to and kept avail­
able for regular borrowers for use 
as needed by them. Of this amount 
$19,857,443 or 39.9 per cent was used.

The average number of new loans 
made per bank during the she 
months period under review w a s  
1,377 and the average size of loan 
was $1,036.

Tlie average number of loans re­
newed per bank was 999 and the 
average renewal was for $1,753.

’Tlie average number of new mor­
tgage loans made per bank was 
eight and the average new mort­
gage made was for $3,155.
