Budget
Hearing
Slated

Muleshoe school board will con­
duct an open meeting on the of­
ficial budget for the 1963-64 school 
year, it was announced Wednes­
day by Naal Dillman, superinten­
dent of schools.

The hearing will be held at 
the regular August meeting of the 
school board, slated for 8 p.m. 
next Monday in the school admini­
stration building.

The public is invited to attend.
The August meeting of the board 

has two other items on the agenda 
in addition to routine matters. The 
board will open bids for firms 
seeking to supply milk to the 
school cafeterias and will open 
bids on gasoline contracts.

The budget was tentatively 
drawn up at the June meeting of 
the board when the school tax 
rate for the coming school year 
was set at $1.60 per hundred, un­
changed from last year.

Here are the figures in the ten­
tative budget;

Maintenance was set at $1.23; 
interest and sinking fund at .37 
cents. The assessed valuation iias 
increased from $23,289,040 in 1962- 
63 to $24,811,115 for 1963-64.

Total budget has increased from 
$761,387 in 1962-63 to $805,894 for 
1963-64.

It was explained that the great­
est additional cost was the addi­
tion of five teachers and the ac­
tivating of new classrooms to take 
care of increased enrolment of

Births Lead Deaths 4 to 1 
In County. Statistics 'ihow

If official statistics are any cri­
terion, Bailey County is in no 
danger of depopulation. During 
the last nine years, four babies 
have been recorded for each death 

I and the record has held steady 
, around this level throughout the 
I entire time. Justice of the Peace 
j Joe Vaughn reports.

One of Vaughn’s duties as jus­
tice of the peace is the keeping 

I of vital statistics, and each month 
| all births are reported to him on 
j forms supplied to physicians and 
j  hospitals by the State of Texas. 
For nine years he has been keep- 

! ing these records, filing one copy 
| m the county-district clerk’s of- 
I rice and sending one to Austin

to the state capitol.
“ I’ve checked it through the 

years,” he says, “and have notic­
ed that the ratio of births and 
deaths has remained almost con­
stant at the four-to-one level. It 
will hardly vary at all from this 
proportion.”

This past month — July — fol­
lowed the same general pattern; 
22 children were born and five 
deaths were recorded. For the 
year through July the total was 
143 births to 43 deaths.

Of course, not all the births 
and deaths which occur in this 
county are Bailey county people; 
some of them are from out of 
the county. “ However,” he points

out, “ there are a number of Bai­
ley county babies born outside the 
county, and there ure also deaths 
which occur outside the county, 
so it just about balances out, I 
have noticed.”

‘ Women come up to me — they 
cull me ‘mother’/ ’ says Si/ikit, 
‘‘and ask how to take care of 
their children.

“We always bring along our 
personal physician so he can see 
that the villagers get whtt they
need.”

Since 1939, Thailand has been a 
constitutional monarchy.

King Bhumibol never courted
his job.

Born in Cambridge, Mass., 
while his father wus studying 
medicine at Harvard, he was 
headed for a scientific career 
himself when his brother. King 
Ananda Mohidol, died in June. 
1940. The mystery of the king’s 
death — whether by murder or 
suicide — has never been satis­
factorily explained.

While visiting the home of the 
Thai ambassador to London. 
Prince Chandaburi Suranath, he 
met the ambassador’s daughter, 
Sirikit, then 17.

Like most Thai royalty today, 
they are distantly related through 
the prolific K.ng Chulalongkorn. 
son of the famed Mongkut, the 
king of “Anna and the King of 
Siam.”

Deeply in love, they married 
in April, 1950. A month later, 
Bhumibol was crowned.

. Have Special School
The royal pair have four chil­

dren, three girls, ages 12, 8 and 
6, and a son, Prince Vajiralong- 
korn, 11.

“They were too easy on the 
children in school," the queen 
says. “So we started one of our 
own, here on the palace grounds.”

It has 70 children in only four 
grades — one for each royal 
child. The children are those of 
highly placed government officials 
and other members of the royal 
crowd

The royal kids go to the movies 
just like anyone else. And theatre 
owners profit by it by lettering 
their marquees the day before 
with the subtle come-on, “Long 
Live the Little Prince.”

When always sweltering Bang­
kok swelters a bit more in the 
spring and summer, the king and 
queen pack their children off to 
Hua Hin. a coastal resort on the 
Gulf of Siam.

Back home at the palace, the 
king gets a group of jazz mu­

sicians together weekly for a jam ' 
session. He has been a jazz buff! 
for years, plays several instru­
ments, composes his own music , 
which plays regularly_  over the
radio.

The queen prefers classical 
music. She abandoned a dream of
being a concert pianist when she 
married,

One of Best Dressed
Along with Mrs. Kennedy, the 

queen is a regular on lists of the 
worlcj's 10 best dressed women— 
and the only Asian among them.

While modern Thai women have 
been wearing Western dress for 
a long time, the queen revived 
Thai drqss for evening.

Sirikit keeps trim by conducing 
a twice-weekly exercise class for 
herself and a few friends.

But the queen’s real love is the 
Thai Red Cross Society of which 
she is the president.

“She doesn't take it as an hon­
orary thing as most royalty do,” 
rays q member of her board. 
“She really works at it.”

Sirikit spends a lot of time at 
the Thai Red Cross hospital.

Her interest in social work is 
stimulating other well-to-do wo­
men to follow her example.

‘There’s so much to do in this 
country,” she says, “Even this 
hospital is inadequate. The people 
need so much.”

BANGKOK (AP) — A breath­

less schoolgirl trotted alongside a 
limousine inching through Bang­
kok's snarled traffic. She grinned 
and waved at the young matron 
inside.

The woman — in pearls, dia­
monds and a Balmain tea dress 
—smiled and waved back. Then 
she turned to her companions and 
sighed:

“ I hope we’ll always be loved 
like that.”

The lady was Thailand’s Queen 
Sirikit, the Jackie Kennedy of 
Asia.

Popularity Grows
Through 13 years of political 

upheavals, Sirikit, along with her 
Massachusetts-born husband, King 
Bhumibol Adulyadej, have surviv­
ed and grown in popularity.

Some say Sirikit has a lot to 
do with it.

There’s a disarming shyness: 
When she greeted a couple of 

visitors recently in the parlor of 
Chitralada Palace, she apologiz­
ed for her flawless English, ner­
vously twisted a filbert-sized pearl 
ring on her finger and explained: 
" I’m terribly nervous.”

There’s also royal firmness:
She decided to show her visitors

her favorite project, the Thai Red 
Cross Hospital, und ordered a 
car.

Her court aide protested she 
didn’t have enough time. Sirikit’s 
voice stiffened as she told him, 
“ I think it would be nice to have 
the Packard.” The car was wait­
ing in an instant.

Has Shy Smile
But she took time to accept a 

small charity contribution from a 
young man whose quaking knees 
barely permitted him to stand 
And she quieted his nerves with 
a few soft words of thanks.

The soft words, the shy smile 
and the startling brunette beauty 
of the queen are substantia! as­
sets in a country that still re­
veres its royalty.

They’re more important when 
Sirikit leaves the comfortable con­
fines ef the palace and tours the 
Thai back country' where the vil­
lages remain virtually unchanged 
from the days when Thailand was 
the kingdom of Siam.

No one lias ever told most of 
the villagers what to eat to keep 
healthy. There’s disease — and 
not enough nodical care.

And there are the Communists.
People Need Identity

Until recently a king and queen 
cf Thailand had never even visit­
ed the Up country. King Bhumibol 
and Queen Sirikit are frequent vi­
sitors these days.

“Wc must give the people some 
sense of national identity.”

“The people were getting used 
to seeing government officails, 
but they look to us as their fa­

The nuclear test ban treaty ini-> 
tialed by the United States, the j 
United Kingdom, and the Soviet j 
Union must be viewed with cau-j 
tious optimism at this time, but 
may well go down as one of the | 
most significant acts of benefit 
to mankind in the history of the 
human race.

In his stirring address to the 
nation, President Kennedy said:

“A war today or tomorrow, if 
It led to nuclear war, would not 
be like any war in history. A 
full-sr-ale nuclear exchange, last­
ing less than sixty minutes, with 
the weapons now in existence, 
could wipe out more than 300 mil­
lion Americans, Europeans, and 
Russians, as well as untold num­
bers elsewhere. And the survivors, 
as Chairman Khrushchev warn­
ed the Communist Chinese, would 
envy the dead. For they would 
inherit a world so devastated by 
the explosions and poison and fire 
i hat today we cannot even con­
ceive of aJl of its horrors. Sc let 
us make the most of this oppor­
tunity, and every opportunity, to 
reduce tension, to slow down the 
perilous aims race, and to check 
the world's slide to final annihi­
lation.”

With nuclear tests we have pol­
luted the air we breathe, the wa­
ter we drink, the food we eat 
so that we are reaping malign­
ancies, leukemia, malformations 
of children yet unborn, and oth«r 
deadly effects from this whirl­
wind.

I realize there are great dan­
gers in a treaty with the Soviet 
Union which has a record of

breaking treaties. But today we 
have means of detecting the tests 
covered by this treaty. This treay 
covers tests in the air, underwa­
ter, and in space. It leaves each 
side free, to continue underground 
tests where they are hard to de­
tect anyway, but where they can 
be made withou polluting the air, 
the soil and the water.

The President has expressed a 
sense of urgency. A sense of ur­
gency is also felt in the heart of 
more and more poisons are being 
every mother who realizes that 
spewed into the air by nuclear 
explosions. Clearly this treaty 
must also be viewed and acted 
upon with equal urgency.

[n a world of 2.8 billion people 
where almost two-thirds dp not 
get enough to eat, containing 
areas where education or even 
the barest of decent living con­
ditions are virtually unknown; 
where there is hardship, poverty, 
disease and death, this treaty is 
a step toward realiz.ation of a 
society at peace which may ful­
fill the prayers of mankind.

Think what could be done for 
mankind if we could divert at 
some future date the great 
amounts of money, manpower 
and leadership going into the de­
velopment of nuclear weapons and 
turn them instead to peaceful 
uses, one of which might be to 
offset the great expense in the 
exploration of space.

This treaty is but a small step. 
Its importance must not now be 
over-rated, but it is a golden op­
portunity that must not be allow­
ed to pass.

For Waterworks

Something new has lK*en added 
to the Farmers Home Adminis­
tration program — loans for small 
communities' waterworks, John 
C. Kennedy, Bailey county FHA 
supervisor.

In fact, several communities in 
this area already have taken ad­
vantage of the FHA loan system.
Kennedy explained that the loan, 

known as a “soil find water as­
sociation loan,” can be made to 
a group of interested people in a 
rural community or in a small 
town if they cannot get credit else­
where.

The loan funds can be used to 
drill a well, put in a water stor­
age system, and a distribution 
system to each member’s resi­
dence or business.

The loan is obtained through a 
corporation or an association 
formed by the interested group. 
This association operates as a 
non-profit organization, governs 
itself Ihrough a board of direct­
ors, and repays the loan from the 
sale of water to its members.

Additional information regard­
ing this loan can be obtained 
from any FHA county office.

New Flavors Spark Tomato Juice

You can retain the sun-ripened goodness of this year’s tomato 
crop if ycu will devote a tew hours to making and canning fresh 
tomato juice. It will taste mighty good come winter.

High in vitamins, low in calories, tomato juice can cost you 
as little as 6 to 12 cents a quart. The cost depends upon the source 
of the tomatoes.

Tomato juice is an excellent substitute for sweat, bottled drinks 
for children. Let them play at mixing, making their own choice 
of seasoning—and tliey’ll learn to love it. Tomato juice is a boon 
to weight watchers, too, for a cupful adds up to only 50 calories.

Prepare your juice without seasoning, and stow it away. When 
you plan to use it, take down a jar or two several hours in ad­
vance of serving time. That’s the time to add the seasoning, or 
combination of seasonings, your favorite taste tantilizers—dill, 
garlic, herbs or sauces. Then put into the refrigerator to chill 
while the seasonings mellow. Be adventurous—try curry, chili 
powder, mint or sage. I t’s fun to experiment, and variety, too, 
adds spice.

Tomato juice is easy to make at home. One bushel (53 lbs.) 
of sound tomatoes will make 12 to 16 quarts of juice.

The principles are simple—wash, rinse, drain, core and quar­
ter red-ripe tomatoes. Simmer in covered kettle until soft, then 
put through food mill or sieve to remove seeds and skins. Reheat 
juice almost to boiling and pour to within one quarter inch of 
the top of fruit jars. You may, if you like, add one teaspoon of 
salt to each quart. Put dome lids on jars, screw bands tight, and 
process in boiling water bath canner. Pints require 10 minutes, 
quarts 15 minutes.

AUSTIN — When Texans are 
looking for fun, they are very 
likely to head for the water. And 
it should be no surprise to any­
one that swimming tops the list 
of participant recreation. A re­
cent Gallup Pull ol sports partici­
pation of United States adults puts 
swimming first on the list At 
least a third of the adults swim 
each year. No less than five mil­
lion Texans use aquatic facilities 
annually.

Addiction to the water apparent­
ly extends from coast to coast. 
More than 57,800 pools were built 
last year and 70,000 is the expect­
ed figure for 1963, an indication 
that pool construction is fast be­
coming a major industry. Some 
are complete with artifical sand 
beaches. Others have adjoining 
tennis courts and playgrounds.

Throughout all this accelerated 
interest in swimming runs hazards 
of life and limb and possibilities 
of disease transmission through 
contaminated water. That’s why 
the State Department of Health 
stepped in with a phin for school­
ing swimming pool operators in 
the various skills of their jobs. 
The voluntary plan works like 
this;

Any pool operator may register 
for “ short schools” being held 
according to announced schedules. 
The schools are sponsored by the 
Department’s Division of Sanitary 
Engineering and the Texas Beach 
and Pool Association. Operators 
who successfully complete the in­
struction and pass a written test 
will be awarded certificates of

Ordinances in some 
cities make attendance manda­
tory for its pool operators.

During the first part of 1963, 
25 swimming pool operator’s short 
schools were held in Texas. The 
total attendance hit the 1,350 
mark; and 850 operator’s certifi­
cates were issued. These short 
schools first began in 1956.

The ever-present possibility of 
drownings (there were 328 last 
year), accidents and disease — 
together with the phenomenal 
surge in popularity of water sports 
— are compelling reasons behind 
the Department’s program for

short schools for pool operators.
Swimming pools, real estate de­

velopers are finding, make new 
houses and buildings lots sell like 
the well known hot cakes. Tourist 
court owners have found pools to 
be an attractive drawing card. 
Even during periods of normal 
tourist flow, the courts with pools 
fill up first.

Although much is being done to 
prevent hazards for swimmers, 
the final burden rests on the in­
dividual. Swimming is fun; but 
swim where it’s sale.

Health, Birth 
Forms Required

All pupils starting to Muleshoe 
schools fo. the first time next 
month must have:

1. A birth certificate.
2. Immunization eertlftaate.
This announcement was made

by Superintendent Neal Dillman

The birth certificate must show 
that the child "had reached his 
6th birthday on or before Sept. 
1, 1963."

The superintendent said "all 
children, before enroling in the 
first grade, must have a signed 
statement from their physician 
certifying that they have been im­
munized against smallpox, diph­
theria, polio, whooping caugh and 
tetanus.

tion with Russia in the develop­
ment of nuclear weapons is favor­
able enough to stop testing.

1 am sure that Russia has not 
shown by deeds, as opposed to 
words, that it wants real peace 
in the world. Cuba remains. The 
Berlin wall remains. The division 
of Germany remains. Turmoil in 
Laos and Viet Nam remains. Com­
munist subversion and intrigue 
throughout the world remains.

I believe all thinking persons 
would welcome genuine peace in 
the world. I think they would wel­
come a respite from the tax bur­
den that comes from continuing 
an arms race when both we and 
the Russians already have enough 
nuclear weapons to saturate the 
earth.

But certainly all intelligent per­
sons will look at history before we 
fall :nto each other's arms in

ty with leaders of international 
Communism. A mere glance at 
Communism’s long line of brok­
en treaties should serve as a re­
minder against blind faith in the 
magic phrase “Test ban.” A cas­
ual reading of the fundamental ten­
ets of Communism should serve 
to warn us that, even if a per­
fect treaty is signed with Russia, 
the battle for men’s minds will 
go on and on.

The end result of the test ban 
treaty, if it is finally concluded, 
could well be a stepped-up cam­
paign by the Soviets to subvert 
all free governments in the world. 
THe current conflict, between Rus­
sia and the Red Chinese, if in­
deed there is a real conflict is 
over methods to “bury” the West. 
The Red Chinese leaders want to 
accomplish the fact by violence; 
the Russians by infiltration, sub­
version, by economic warfare, by 
constant disruption of traditional 
American markets, and by any 
and all other means short of act­
ual armed conflict.

If we are faced with the alter­
natives of nuclear war on the one 
hand, and a protracted struggle 
with the forces of Communism on 
the other hand, it appears to me 
that the wiser course to follow is 
the latter. This entails the recog­
nition however that we will re­
main in a constant state of com­
petition with the communists, ha 
we mus be forever on guard 
against their infiltration and sub­

version, that we must maintain 
strong fibre in our national life, 
that we must assume the initia­
tive and carry the message of 
freedom to the world and fight 
Socialism in all its phases here 
at home lest we become, in the 
final analysis, no different from 
the Communists.

One of the problems we will 
face however is this:

Those who recognize and cry 
out against the motives and meth­
ods of International Communism 
will almost certainly feel thfe 
wrath of the liberal left. For rea­
sons that are hard to explain, 
thfc extreme liberal seems to view 
the right wing of the American 
political spectrum, those who btt- 
lieve in free enterprise, states’ 
powers of a certral government, 
as more a threat to America 
than are the Communists. This 
will not be lessened in the days 
ahead. Indeed, if we enter a per 
iod of relative tranquility with 
the Soviet Union these attacks by 
the liberal left upon the conser­
vative right are likely to become 
intensified.

Here at home the orders have 
already been cut. The American 
Communist Party has made its 
assessment of the situation and 
called for an all-out war on the 
conservatives, particularly tne 
conservatives within the Repub­
lican party. A newly-formed organ 
zation called Group Research Inc., 
backed by liberal intellectuals and

Texas Tourist 
Markers Planned

AUSTIN — Authorization for 
four more Texas Tourist Mark­
ers means that travelers through 
the Lone Star State will learn 
still more about Texas from le­
gends permanently etched in me­
tal.

The Texas Highway Commis­
sion gave the nod August 1 for 
the erection of the aluminum 
tourist markers to commemorate:

Pilot Knob in Travis County, 
the only example of an exposed 
submarine volcano in Texas; the 
Geographic Center of the State in 
McCulloch County; the Llano Es- 
tacado in Garza County, that 
mesa-like area that is one of the 
world’s most perfect plains re­
gions; and Old Tascosa in Old­
ham County, famed for its Boot 
Hill Cemetery and known as The 
Cowboy Capital of the Texas Pan­
handle.

These four markers, the Com­
mission said, will round out the 
Highway Department’s 1963 par­
ticipation as a member of the 
Texas Tourist Marker Committee 
whose membership also includes 
the Texa3 Game and Fish Com­
mission, the State Parks Board,

and the Texas State Historical 
Survey Committee.

The four markers approved 
make a total of eight purchased 
by the Highway Department this 
fiscal year. Markers approved 
earlier are to commemorate:

Guadalupe Peak in Culberson 
County, Texas’ highest mountain 
at 8, 75. feet; Galveston Island 
in Galveston County, whose vari­
ed history has played one of the 
most exciting roles in the life of 
Texas; the Law West of the Pe­
cos in Val Verde County as hand­
ed down by the legendary Judge 
Roy Bean at Langtry; and the 
Highways Paved With Gold, sec­
tions of U. S. Highways 81 and 
287 literally studded with the pre­
cious metal.

All eight markers, the Com­
mission said, will be erected be­
fore the end of the year. They 
will be placed in safety rest 
areas (roadside parks) or in turn­
outs along the nigitway for the 
convenience of the traveling pub­
lic.

The Texas Tourist Marker Com­
mittee was formed in January, 
1959, to set up a unified program 
for marking sites of scenic, his­
toric, and recreational interest in 
Texas.

Officially, the program was 
launched on January 14, 1962,
when the first Texas Tourist Mark­
er was erected to commemorate 
Camp Ford, the Confederacy's 
largest prisoner of war compound 
west of the Mississippi River and 
located near Tyler in Smith Coun­

ty.

A survey taken by the Texas 
Highway Department last fall 
showed that each marker wilt 
earn more than $6,000 a year in 
added tourist revenues — more 
than ten times their original cost.

In addition to their earning pow­
er, tlie markers serve another use­
ful purpose; they are a safety 
factor. By pausing in safe park­
ing ardus provided by the High­
way Department to read the mark­
ers, travelers may rest moment­
arily from the strain of driving 
and go on refreshed.

Viitually all tourists queried 
considered, the quality of the mark­
ers "excellent,” felt they added to 
the pleasure of traveling in Tex­
as, and nsked for more of them.

AUSTIN — Supporters of the 
proposed billion-dollar Trinity Ri­
ver development plan won the 
first round on the opening day of 
hearings when the Texas Water 
Commissioners turned down the 
lailroads’ motion to delay the 
Austin hearing.

Gov. John Connally’s approval 
of the commission’s proposed 
plan was expected. He had long 
since pledged his support.

Connally called the navigation 
project, “a major step in one of 
the most important water conser­
vation, flood control, and naviga­
tion projects in the history of 
Texas.”

Texas Highway Department’s 
420-seat capacity auditorium over­
flowed during the two-day hear­

ing as every community in the 
vast Trinity watershed was repre­
sented.

Spokesman for the railroads 
was Walter Caven, counselor for 
the Texas Railroad Association.

Plan of the U. S. Corps of En­
gineers calls for development of 
the entire watershed for naviga­
tion, flood-control, water conser­
vation, water quality control, 
drainage, irrigation, hydroelectric 
power, fish, wild life and recrea­
tion.

Thirteen reservoirs are includ­
ed in the long-range plan. Locks 
and other features to make the 
river navigable from the Gulf to 
Fort Worth would claim more 
than $515,000,000. That’s more 
than a million dollars a mile for

the 500 mile project.
Bai'gc line navigation of the 

Trinity from the Gulf of Mexico 
to Jhe Dallas-Fort Worth market 
was the target of railnad ob- 
'eefidns.

Railioads claimed that Army 
engine-i s ‘greatly ove'ostimat- 
d” traffic potential, future grow­

th and benefits to b“ derived. 
Caven said the 20 railroads would 
have to spend mre than $25,000.- 
000 to relocate lines and bridges 
in the Fort Worth area. Then they 
would lose $6,500,000 annually in 
freight business to the barge lines.

NEW SPEED LIMIT Some 41,- 
500 miles of state-maintained high­
ways will be zoned for the new 
70-mile per hour speed limit when 
the law becomes effective on Au­
gust 23.

Texas Highway Commission ap­
proved the daytime maximum for 
passenger cars for more than 
two-thirds of the state’s highway 
system. But the old 60-mile per 
hour maximum still applies to 18 - 
640 miles. Engineering studies in­
dicated that these roads couldn’t 
handle faster traffic.

A large percentage of the Farm- 
to-Markec Road system will 
come under the 70-mph maximum. 
Lower limits will apply where con­
ditions warrant.

CHEMICALS KILL CROPS —
“Weekend farmers” and “absen­
tee owners” not acquainted with 
the dangerous potential of hor- 
nome-type herbicides (such as 2, 
4-D and 2,4,5-T) have contributed 
to a new pattern of crop damage, 
says Agriculture Commissioner 
John C. White.

He estimated 7,000 to 8,000 acres 
of crops, principally cotton, have 
been affected by damaging doses 
of the herbicides.

“ Fortunately, most of the effect 
has been only light to moderate 
on Ihe cotton,” White said, “and 
the yields are not seriously threat­
ened.

“ But we’ve been lucky so far,” 
he added. “When carelessly ap­
plied, herbicides are capable of 
wiping out crops several miles 
away from the sprayed area.” 

HOT WEATHER TOLL — Four 
consecutive weeks of 100-plus de­
gree weather plus drying wind 
look a toll of crops and pastures 
over the state, according to the 
Texas Crop and Livestock Report­
ing Service. Early harvesting wa 
used to beat the heat in many 
places.

dren were either separated or di 
vorced in 1960, Population Refer­
ence Bureau figures show.Last year, more than 14,000 re­

sidents of Texas turned to the 
Bureau of the Census, U. S. De­
partment of Commerce, for help 
in proving where and when they 
were born, the Bureau reported 
today. They needed proof of age 
to collect social security and oth­
er retirement benefits. They need­
ed it to obtain passports. They 
needed it to qualify for jobs car­
rying certain age or citizenship 
requirements. They needed it for 
some forms of insurance.

These persons who requested as­
sistance from the Census Bureau 
last year were among an estimat­
ed 30 million United States resi­
dents who are without proof of 
age or birthplace. The historical

JURY DUTY

Jury duty is an experience 
everybody ought to have.

In a criminal case twelve jur­
ors have a duty to do justice as 
each one sees it, and yet be un­
animous. In most trials both 
sides have much to say, and the 
evidence is conflicting. The twel­
ve jurors vary in their ability, 
temperament, character, educa­
tion, and their experience in the 
world, and in the question at 
stake.

Yet a jury made up of both 
sexes, with wide age and educa­
tional differences, jobs and ori­
gins must all come up with the 
same verdict. Upon their verdict 
much depends — the life or li­
berty of others, and the public 
good. So it may take them days 
of talking among themselves, all 
to agree.

Jury duty calls for insight, com­
mon sense, courage, tact, fair- 
mindedness, patience, (especially 
toward the jurors who disagree 

■ balance, willingness to hear oth-

men could not serve on juries. 
They still cannot in four states.

A jury finds facts. It hears 
and weighs evidence and then 
comes to a verdict. It does not 
make the law — the legislature 
does; and the judge “charges” or 
instructs the jury concerning the 
law applicable to the particular 
case it is considering.

The judge will tell you not to 
find the accused guilty untii he is 
proved so under strict rules of 
evidence. If you' have an “ rea­
sonable doubt,” — not imaginary 
or far-fetched — acquit the ac-
