Grove.

No. 1 Grove has been stak-
, €d 330 feet from the south,
990 from the east line of sec-
tion 26, block 9, H. & G. N.
survey. It is one and three-
® eighths miles east of the dis-
covery well of the pool, Stan-
olind Oil & Gas Company
(formerly Taubert, McKee
& Siemoneit) No. 1 V. W.
Crockett.

Magnolia Petroleum Company No.
1 State-Sharp, a mile and three-
eighths northwest of the discovery,
drilled plug from 7-inch pipe ce-
mented at 5465 feet and displaced
circulating water with oil. The
test now is preparing to core ahead
below present depth of 5,470 feet in
sand, It topped pay sand of the
Simpson, middie Ordovician, at 5,-
468 feet.

Other Abell Tests

Phillips Petroleum Company No. 1
Silverman, south offset to the pool
opener, is drilling unchanged at 3,-
200 feet in lime. George T. Abell
ef, al No. 1 Rixse, one-mile north-
east outpost, had reached 1,753 feet
in anhydrite with spudder.

Senator Reynolds

WASHINGTON, Feb. 20 (AP)—
Senator Reynolds (D-N. C.) an-
nounced today that he was opposed
to the administration’s British aid
bill because he was convinced that
its enactment might lead the Unit-
ed States directly toward a declara-
tion of war.

Beginning the fourth day of de-
bate on the measure in the Senate,
the North Carolina Senator describ-
ed it as “a bill for the defense of
the British empire at the expense
of the lives of American men and
at the expense of the American
taxpayer.”

His opposition came as a sur-
prise to many senators because Rey-
nolds. had voted with: the adminis-
tration majority to report the meas-
ure from the Foreign Relations
Commitee for Senate consideration.
He had consistently refused prev-
iously, however, to say whether he
would support the bill.

Opposed To Subterfuge

“I want to state,” Reynolds told
his colleagues, “that I am not op-
posed to giving aid to England
as is provided under existing stat-
utes. However, I am bitterly oppos-
ed to any subterfuge or the circum-
venting of the present statutes by
any type of legislation such as this,
which we are now being called upon
to vote upon.

“There is no man in this body
that abhors war or hates war more
than I do, and I intend to do every-
thing in my power to keep our
country from becoming involved in

this war. I am opposed to this bill,
H. R. 1776, because I am convinved
that its passage may lead us directly
toward, and to a declaration of
war.”

Criticizes Willkie Remark

Reynolds termed ‘“ridiculous” a
statement by Wendell L, Willkie, the
1940 Republican Presidential nom-
inee, before the Foreign Relations
Committee. Under questioning by
Reynolds, Willkie told the commit-
tee that if Britain fell tomorrow
this country would be in the war
within 30 to 60 days. Questioned
further, Willkie said that if Hitler
captured the British navy he would
attack the United States “in a re-
latively short time.”

Reynolds said Willkie was an
“‘alarmist,” and he also added:

“In the eyes of ' every military
man, he made the ridiculous state-
ment that if we aid Great Britain to
the extent of providing planes for
her, with which she can attain su-
premacy of the air, that she would
reconquer all of the territory taken
by Hitler.

“Of course we all know that Eu-
rope could not be conquered from
the air. To conquer or to reclaim
conquered territory, the foot sol-
dier of today is just as necessary
as was the foot soldier of Napol-
eon’s day. It would be easier to
conquer a country by radio waves,
propaganda, than it would be to
conquer or reconquer a territory
without the actual employment of
soldiers on the ground.”

| Fritz Wiedemann owed her money
for investigating his status with
Adolf Hitler, described the Nazi
Consul General in a law suit today
as head of the German espionage
system in America.

The complaint, filed in Superior
Court by Mrs. Alice Crockett, an
attractive brunette, sought $8,000
from Wiedemann, Hitler's former
personal adjutant, in payment for
an al'zsed visit to Germany.

Mrs. Crockett, a Swiss native who
said she once played in moving pic-
tures ‘under the name of Alice
Gulden, asserted she went to Ger-
many at the request of Wiedemann
who wanted her to find out if he
still was a Hitler favorite.

“It's all bunk,” said Otto Hoeck-
er, the attorney whom Wiedemann

said would do his talking for him.
Hoecker referred to the complaint
which made the following charges:
Left Under Agreement

Under a verbal agreement with
Wiedemann, Mrs. Crockett left San
Francisco June 9, 1939. She return-
ed the following December after
having spent $5,000 of her own
funds, which she wanted returned,
along with payment of an agreed
salary of $500 a month for the six
months she was gone.

Hitler, Propaganda Minister Jos-
eph Goebbels and Field Marshal
Herman Goering all assured Mrs.
Crockett that Wiedemann, consul
general here since March, 1939, was
properly doing his consular work
and also his duties as “chief of the
espionage service” of the German

government in this country.

Nazi Bombs Kill
Patients, Nurse

LONDON, Feh. 20 (AP)—The in-
dustrial port of Swansea, in South
Wales, and London, where bombs
wrecked one block of a large mu-
nicipal hospital, killing several pa-
tients and a nurse, bore the brunt
of last night’s attacks by the Ger-
man air force.

The government said bombers
raked Swansea, with high explos-
ives, damaging “a considerable num-
ber of houses and business prem-
ises.”

A direct hit was scored on the
London hospital, demolishing a part
of it and killing several patients in
their beds. One nurse’s body was
found under the wreckage.

Other patients were buried in de-
bris. Rescue squads, doctors and
nurses worked by the rays of flash-
lights through the night to release
them.

Rescue work was halted when a
delayed bomb was discovered near
another wing of the hospital. The
patients were quickly removed,

AUSTIN, Feb. 20 (AP)—A bill to
abolish the death penalty was in-
troduced in the House today by Rep.
Taylor White of Odessa.

Gov. W. Lee O'Daniel has advo-
cated elimination of capital pun-
ishment.

A bill offered two years ago to
accomplish that purpose failed to
get out of committee.

The governor has consistently
granted each person sentenced to
electrocution a 30-day stay, the
maximum he is empowered to grant
without a recommendation by the
state pardon hboard.

The emergency clause of White’s
bill stated that “the death penalty
is barbarous and inhuman.”

The crossing of the river appar-
ently was made just north of the
captured port of Chisimio in the

region of Gelib, on the east bank of
the stream. :

Counter-attacking Italians were
beaten back, today’s communique
said, adding that “operations in this
area are developing well.”

The forcing of the river followed
five days of fighting against bitter-
ly resisting Italians. Repeated RAF
dive-bomb assaults of the Fasecist
positions helped clear the way for
the British infantry.

Counter-Moves And

ATHENS, Feb. 20 (AP)—Greek
soldiers pressing the Italians in
Albania without let-up were report-
ed today to have repulsed three Fas-
cist counter attacks in two days
and captured two “stubbornly de-
fended” villages.

However, the battle lines in Al-
bania apparently have not changed
materially in some time, despite con-
tinued Greek reports of successes.
The Greeks have not yet taken Tep-
eleni, key point in the drive on the
Southern Albanian port of Valona.
The counter attacks reported here
presumably were in the Tepeleni
sector.

The Greek government spokesman
reported that in one phase of the
fighting a Fascist company which
had begun to retreat was fired upon
by fellow Italians and forced back
to the front lines.

The counter attack by the Italians
cost them heavily in men and ma-
terial, the spokesman said. Three
hundred Italians and much equip-
ment were captured in yesterday’s
fighting alone, he added.

-+If it be true, and there is certainly a great deal of
truth in it, that the nations of the world stumbled blindly
into war in 1914, that is surely not the case this time.

4. The World War need never have happened. Cer-
tainly it need not have happened when it did. One word
of restraint from Berlin to the stupid and rash militarists
in' ¢charge of the Vienna war office would have halted the

whole ghastly business. There is some reason to believe |

that Berlin wanted to speak that word, but dared not.
And then, one after another, the nations followed one an-
other: into the war like sheep following their leader into

the slaughter pen. el :
In short, there always was a possibility in the Kaiser’s

Germany that that great country might have gone on to |

greater scientifie, economic, and even soqial triumphs, and
thus found its true *“place in the sun” WlthO.ut. war. Trlle,
it- did not work out that way, but the possibility existed.

* * *

' In the Third Reich, which took charge of Germany
in 1933, there never was any such possibility. Seven mil-
lion unemployed brought Hitler to power, and the Nazi
party never did have any plan for them except to build
an immense military machine.

Had the billions spent by the Nazis on that military
machine been spent in legitimate trade expansion, in so-
cial improvement, in the peaceful development of Ger-
many into an expanded place in the world, today might
have been far different. Perhaps, Germany being what
it'wag; this was impossible. At any rate, it was never tried.
The Third Reich started out with no other premise than
the building of a huge military machine, no other phileso-
phy but that of a “master race” with an evangelical mis-
sion to expand. ‘

. It s mow clear (unfortunately it was not so clear
te most, peaple eight years ago) that war was the logical
and only possible outeome of all this. The agreement with
Russia to partition Poland, which gave Germany the green
light for the attack on that country, was conspiratorial
in a senge beyond the alliances that preceded the World
War. Those, at least, were comparatively open. Musso-
lini’s “entrance into this war was no less conspiratorial
and eopportunistie, for no one could claim that Ttaly had
anhy more provecation with France on June 11, 1940, when
she declared war, than she had in September, 1939, when
the war began.

Se, too, the Japanese advance into French Indo-China
ahd southward is made without even any claim that there
iIs a provoeation. It is simply part of the conspiracy,
timed for a moment when Britain is ill able to proteet the
status quo in that area.

!  The world of 1914 always devised a cause for its
warsjcoften a phony cause, true, but a cause. It remained
for 1940 to usher in a series of conspiraterial wars launch-
ed without even a suggestion of cause or provocation.

Old John Bull Is
Ready To Go To
Mat With Japan

By DeWitt MacKenzie
Associated Press Staff Writer.

Britain’s heavy reinforcement of
her great naval base at Singapore
doesn’t challenge Japan to combat,
but it does at long last set up the
blunt “no trespass” sign which has
been gathering dust in John Bull’s
basement because of his heavy com-
mitments in Europe,

Nippon has declared this to be a
belligerent act. If the tacitum J.
Bull said anything he presumably
would term it merely a defensive
move, although to judge from the
determination and finality he is
displaying one might equally ex-

| pect him to'reply ‘“so what!”

Whatever way you look at it, how-
ever, it in effect calls for a show-
down of the Japanese hand. John
Bull is prepared for an argument.

It isn't unlikely that Britain would
get a quick response were it not for
for one. circumstance. That is Ame-
rica’s firm stand, not only as regards
her own interests in the Far East,
but as the all-out supporters of the
British against the Axis powers.
Disturbed At U. S.

Nippon appears to be rather pain-
fully disturbed to read in the writ-
ing on the wall that Uncle Sam re-
gards her in exactly the same light
as Germany and Italy when it comes
to the question of war on Britain,
America’s decision to strengthen her
naval bases in the Far East has
brought the charge from Tokyo of
“warlike preparations.” The Ameri-
can and British moves, however,
have made the Japanese pause for
consideration, as is apparent from
their disavowals of any hostile in-
tentions.

Japan’s chief concern undoubtedly
is with our attitude. If she had to
deal only with Britain, already hard
pressed by the Axis in the west,
the picture would be far different.

The Japanese cannot afford to
tangle with America. Quite apart
from any military or naval opera-
tions, the United States could play
havoc with Nippon by clamping a
blanket embargo onto all our ex-
ports to her.

Japan Is Dependent. ;

Since Japan is dependent on us
for virtually all her essential war

‘materials, we coyld just about step

her fighting machine altogether.
The Japaneid: economic position
could be rendered desperate by such
a move and by the severance of .the
vast ordinary trade between the two
countries.

As things now stand the British
and Japanese are fairly well set
for action. The peosition is so tense
that it would ke too bad if some-
body accidentally let off a gun, for
it might start hostilities. The situa-
tion is this:

The Japanese, taking advantage

Leaders Will Ask
Longer Crop Plan

WASHINGTON, Feb. 20 (AP)—
The administration, officials said
today, soon will ask Congress to ex-
tend the life of the agriculture de-
partment’s “ever normal granary”
program and to authorize an addi-
tional $500,000.000 to finance fed-
eral crop storage and price-pegging
operations.

The life of the Commodity Credit;
Corporation ,agency which advances
loans to farmers on crop surpluses,
expires June 30.

Agricultural department officials
said that unless the corporation was 3
given an extension, the government
would be without the financial pow-:
er to continue the present program
of pegging prices of such commodi-
ties as wheat, corn, cotton, and sev-
eral other farm products at prices
above levels which would prevail
under normal operation of the eco-
nomic laws of supply and demand.

The corporation already has ap-
proximately $1,300,000,000 tied up in
loans to growers on surplus farm
commodities and in crops taken over
under foreclosure of past-due loans,
Its lending power is limited to $1,-
500,000,000.

If “Super-Contract Bridge,” de-
scribed by Capt. John M. Ellicott,
U. S. N., retired, in his new hook,
ever becomes widely played, we
may expect to reap a whole new
crop of amazing stories about bridge
hands. Such monstrosities as -the
4pDuke of Cumberland hand” and
“Mississippi heart hand” will pale
into insignificanee beside the new
freaks. Here is an example of what
I mean.

Would any player holding the
South hand dream that the oppo-
nents could make a grand slam in
no trump against him?

The bidding given is an esti-
mate of what might happen if the
joker were turned up. Both sides
would plump all out to win 'the
contract, whatever the cost. West
would finally get to seven’'no trump
as a “save,” but he can actually
make the contract.

The joker is taken into West's
hand and a spade discarded. North
opens a heart (no opening can set
the contract.) West wins. He goes
over to dummy to lead a diamond.
The ace picks up the queen.

The spade ace gives re-entry for
a second diamond lead. Using the
joker as a diamond, declarer holds
& :major tenace over the king-ten,
picks them up, then returns to dum-
my ‘with the deuce of diamonds to
run the suit. West discards all his
remaining spades on the diamonds.

The last catches South in a re-
peated squeeze. South can have
no better than the tog spade, the
top heart, and two clubs at this
juneture. But he must make a dis-
eard.

If -he lets go the heart or spade,
East will cash the established card
of that suit, the five of spades or
ten of hearts, and South will  be
squeezed again. Any time that
South lets go his club stopyer, the
West club holding is solid.

Gas Firms State
Levy Would Bring

AUSTIN, Texas, Feb. 20 (AP). —
A levy of $8,650,000 a year on top
of what they are. now carrying
