O’Daniel Urges Five State Departments Be Abolished
Requests Single 
Board For Farm 
Administration

Governor States Prison 
' System Should Permit 

Convicts Moke Goods
,  By The Associated Press.

AUSTIN, Feb. 27.— Abo­
lition of five stale depart­
ments which deal with agri­
cultural problems and con­
solidation of their functions 
under a state hoard of agri­
culture was recommended by 
Governor W. Lee O’Daniel 
today.

The governor also recoiiunended 
industrializing the prison system by 
permitting convicts to produce goods 
tor purchase by state institutions.

The recommendations were in two 
special messages delivered person­
ally by the governor to the legisla­
ture, which was called suddenly into 
a joint session to receive them.

The departments to be consolidat­
ed under the plan are the depart­
ment of agriculture, tlie state board 
of water engineers, the livstock san- 
itaiy connnission.the game, fish and 
oyster commission and the soil con­
servation board.

Certain phases of work done by 
the state board of reclamation en­
gineers transferred to the state land 
office two years ago also would be 
placed under the state board of 
agriculture.

Tlie Senate was eight minutes 
late for the joint session, the gov­
ernor having to wait at the door of 
ihe House chamber until the sen­
ators arrived.
Five-Member Board

Legislators listened in silence to 
most of the speech. There was 
whistling and one shout of 'no' when 
the governor suggested that the 
game and fish commission be abol­
ished. Members laughed and cheered 
when O'Daniel cracked that sports­
men had rather pay substantial fees 
and have something to hunt or fish 
for, than to walk aK day and see 
nothing but a gaiMfc^arden.

* The new board wpBd be composed 
of five members who would select a 
state commissioner of agriculiure.

Tile members of the board would 
 ̂ be chosen by a state agricultural 

advisory -board of 31, elected under 
the system of precinct, county and 
district conventions among farm­
ers, perhaps as the state soil con­
servation board now is elected.

The governor said a prime essen­
tial to solving the problem of agri­
culture was to give farmers the 
control of that part of the stale 
government which deals with agri­
culture.
Prison Should Profit

The governor expressed the opin- I 
ion the prison should operate at a | 
profit instead of a net cost of $1,-1 
500,000 annually.

He declared he was ''thoroughly 
out of sympathy” with the pres­
ent plan to restore wild life in Tex­
as, terming it “an almost total 
failiue.”

■'Uinder the present law,” he 
. said, ‘it looks to me as if all we 

are doing is hiring a whole army of 
game wardens to protect game that 
does not exist.”

He advocated giving the new ag­
riculture board power to pass reg- 

'  Illations to control hmiting priv­
ileges in the counties, in teu of 
hundreds of local game laws enact­
ed by the legislature.

The governor recommended ii-cat- 
ing the board at College Station 
so it could work in close coopera­
tion witli Texas A&M College.

Diplomatic Break

Missing Britisher

British-Buigorion Split 
Threatens A fter Officer 
Disappears From Public

SOFIA, Bulgaria, Feb. 27 
— (A P )— British quarters 
here said today the mysteri­
ous disappearance of a mem- 
ber of the staff of the Sofia 
legation may lead to a break 
in (lii)lomatic relations be­
tween Britain and Bulgaria.

'riie man is Wodin Grenovitch, 
British passport officer, Russian by 
bi) th but a naturalized British sub­
ject.

Associates of Grenovitch said they 
liad “good reason to believe” he 
was taken off a train while en 
route from Sofia to Istanbul, Tur­
key, “by Bulgarian police at the 
behest of the Germans."

The police made no statement re­
garding his disappearance.

George W. Rendel, British minis­
ter to Sofia, was received today by 
Premier Bogdan Philoff to protest 
cojicerning the affair, and later said 
that the British were “taking an ex­
tremely serious view of the situa­
tion,”
Break Long Awaited.

It has long been expected that 
Britain would sever diplomatic' re­
lations with Bulgaria as soon as 
Nazi troops began crossing the Dan­
ube from Rumania.

Legation actacnes saia they be­
lieved there was a definite connec­
tion between the dissappearance and 
the looting of the passport control 
office safe Saturday night. They in­
timated that papers of “great value” 
had been sought by the tlheves.

Rendel made it clear that he had 
no- wish to recommend a break in 
diplomatic relations now. At the 
same time he insisted he would “not 
leave a single stone unturned” to 
find Grenovitch. If these effoi-ts 
fail, he said, he will “know what 
to do.”

Senators To Act On 
Highway Deaths Bills

AUSTIN, Texas, Feb. 27—(AP).— 
Altered in legislative committees, 
two bills designed to curb mounting 
highway traffic fatalities today 
awaited Senate action.

Ready for consideration of the 
upper chamber were originally 
Identical House and Senate propo­
sals providing for a bolstered state 
highway patrol.

Tlie Senate Highways and Motor 
Traffic committee last night ap­
proved modified versions of both 
bills, after strong arguments cen­
tered chiefly on the proposed $1 bi- 
ennual operator’s license.

Senator A. M. Aiken, Jr„ of 
Paris, successful last week in strik­
ing out the fee entirely, failed in a 
similar attempt after the $1 fee had 
been restored by a sub-committee in 
a redrafted bill.

A bill already passed by the House 
provided for a 75-cent fee.

Plane Rips Into Woods And Crashes 
During Night Near Georgia Capital

Passenger Stumbles To Telephone Near Down

ATLANTA, Feb. 27— (A P )— Dropping a'way from a 
radio beam, an Eastern Air Lines plane ripped itself to 
pieces in a pine woods near here today, killing seven and 
injuring nine others, including famed Flier Eddie Ricken­
backer.

The 14-passenger sleeper banged against a wooded knoll 
shortly after 1 a. m. (EST) while attempting a beam land­
ing after a run from New York but searchers didn’t find 
the wreckage until shortly after dawn when an injured 
passenger made his way to a phone to call for help.

Passengers Were Asleep

Identification of the dead pass­
engers was made difficult by the 
fact that they were dressed in pa­
jamas, some of tliem having been 
asleep in the plane’s berths.

Of the nine in hospitals, those in 
the most serious condition seemed 
to be Rickenbacker, who had a 
broken left leg and back injuries 
of undetermined extent; H. A. Lit- 
tledale, an assistant managing ed­
itor of the New York Times from 
Short Hills, N. J., whose injuries 
were not determined at once, and 
Mrs. Littledale.

J. S. Rosenfield of New Orleans 
and N. Hansell of the Bronx, N. Y., 
both were able to walk away from 
the shattered plane, the former giv­
ing the alarm that broug,ht search­
ers to tlie isolated crash scene which 
is about 5 miles southeast of the air­
port and some 15 miles from At- 
iaiita.
Rickenbacker Gave Orders

Hansell also called help about

While the injured were placed 
on stretchers for the laborious trek 
to the waiting ambulances, tlie dead 
were laid in a row beside tile torn 
reniains of the $120,000 Douglas bi­
motor monoplane.
Police Escort Ambulances

The ambulances bearing the 
wounded liowled through early 
niornliig mist to Atlanta hospitals, 
tjieir fspeed increased by pplice 
cars that served as escorts and 
blocked sideroads along the wind­
ing Jonesboro-Atlanta highway.I Air line ofifcials were reluctant 
to discuss any theories on the acci­
dent pending fuller inquiry.

The plane fell miles from a paved 
highway and about 700 yards from 
the nearest dii-t road on which am­
bulances could travel, so that the 
injured had to be caxried this dis­
tance across a muddy cornfield.

Rosenfeld was thrown clear of the 
plane and made his way about 20 
yards in the darkness, where he fell 
into a ditch. Injured and shocked, 
he lay there until dawn wh.en he 
made his way to the farm home of 
C. C. Sherman near Morrow which 
is about five miles south of the air­
port.

The plane first struck among 
some pines, ripping away one of its 
metal-covered wings and mowing a 
patch through the trees. It crash­
ed another 150 yards or so where a 
pine impaled the second wing and 
the sliced-open cabin skidded to 
a stop some 50 yards further.

Rosenfeld said the passengers had 
no indication that anything was 
wrong until the plane started losing 
altitude, then the lights went out 
and the impact came a few seconds 
later.

many plans never to restore independence to any of the 
countries it has conquered, even those occupied for rea­
sons given out at the time as purely military. And one 
need not accept at face value the reported speech of Min­
ister Walter Darre to envisiòn a new Dark Continent in 
jvhich subject peoples and “ inferior races” shall labor 
hopelessly forever at menial v/ork for whatever pay will 
barely sustain life, to provide raw materials and food-for 
the “ master race”  whose Berlin would be a sort of capitol 
of the world.

Studies and reports by thè Department of Commerce 
have now reinforced private information on the means 
taken ta loot the conquered countries with velvet fingers. 
With military control over the banking and ceurrency of 
conquered peoples, the Nazis simply debase thpir money 
in terms of German marks, thus enabling themselves .to 
“ buy” in conquered lands anything they want at any price 
they choose to set. That includes not only producer goods, 
but mines, factories and farms. Huge “army of occupa­
tion co^s” are being assessed on all countries which have 
been given the “ advantage”  of German “ protection.” Ex­
ports are completely controlled from Germany. Banks 
and pi’ivate safe-deposit boxes were simply looted.* 3(e , ♦

The very people who probably hoped to save more 
of their property and position by yielding rather than 
fighting are now being despoiled.

Though they are being robbed by modern methods, 
yet it is robbery. Though they are being.enslaved in gild­
ed shackles, yet it is slavery. Even those still technically 
free have only the freedom of .a lapdog on a leash.

Stuidies Golf Courses 
For Airplane Landings

WASHINGTON, Peb. 27—(AP).— 
Possible conversion of metropolitan 
golf courses into landing fields for 
warplanes is under study by the 
war department, authoritative soiu'- 
ces disclosed today, as a part of 
general precautionary preparations 
for all emergencies.

An Air Coips board has been or­
dered to make an official survey of 
tlie golf courses in the vicinity of 
New York City, which number up­
wards of 200.

By chopping down trees separat-. 
ing long fairways and levelling ele­
vated greens or bunkers, sections of 
a golf course might be made ready 
for quick conversion into sodded, 
flat surfaces capable of accommo­
dating many types of planes, air­
men suggested.

Balkan Nations 
Bign Agreemerit

BUDAPEST, Hungary, Peb. 27— 
(AP)—^Foreign Minister Alksander 
Cincar-Markovic of Yugoslavia was 
recalled from Budapest today but 
shortly: before he left he signed a 
Hungarian-Yugoslavia friendship 
treaty.

Hungarian signers of the pact 
were Premier Count Pal Teleky and 
Dr. Laszio Bardossy, Foreign Min­
ister.

After the ceremony Cincar-Mar­
kovic conferred with Count Tele­
ky.

No reason for the abrupt recall 
of Cincar-Markovic was given, but 
diplomatic quarters heard that it 
was connected with “impending 
events of importance between the 
Axis and Yugoslavia.” He arrived 
here yesterday.

A committee yesterday recom­
mended the upper legislative cham­
ber confirm the trio, about whom 
there was considerable delay in the 
committee, but the approval was 
not tantamount to favorable action 
by the Senate.

The appointees’ names probably 
will be submitted to the Senate next 
week.

Brilish Agitators 
Land In Netherlands

BERLIN, Peb. 27— (AP) — T h e  
possibility that “British agitators” 
are being landed in the Netherlands 
by parachutes and swift motorboats 
at night was suggested in Berlin 
today.

A Nazi spokesman declared, how­
ever, that the effectiveness of such 
operations was limited a n d  that 
measures being taken by German 
military authorities to .suppress dis­
orders in Amsterdam and Rotter­
dam were proving adequate.

“There Ls no preventing parachut­
ists from landing and some boats 
might reach the coast,” the spokes­
man said, “but no big ve.ssel with 
upwards of 1,000 agents could land. 
'We see to that.

“At any rate, disturbances in 
Holland which led to a number of 
deaths and Institution of a military 
administration in one province 
(North Holland) are not to be re­
garded as a great political develop­
ment. It is a little incident which 
cannot possibly cause any serious 
trouble.

Show Reception 
Of Nazi Methods

By DeWitt MacKenzie.
Associated Press Staff Writer
The bloody clashes between the 

police in Nazi occupied Amsterdam, 
Holland, and Dutch “disturbers of 
tlie peace,” is perhaps the most im­
portant of the big news events of 
the past twenty-four hours.

Its significance lies in the fact 
that it is the rash which tells us 
of a malady that is taking a hold 
on EMrope—a growing opposition to 
the overlordship of Germany. We 
don’t hear much of this, because of 
fear and censorships, but if you 
watch carefully you will see that it 
is there.

Thus far the Occupations have 
been accepted in most countries with 
a smouldering, passive resistance, 
but in many cases this has broken 
out into . active opposition to the 
Nazi conquerors. Under-cover sabo­
tage and refusal to cooperate with 
the German administration long has 
been apparent in numerous coun­
tries — notably Poland, Czechoslo­
vakia, Norway, Holland and Prance. 
Ha rmony' Impossible.

The point of all this is, of coiu'se, 
that quite apart from any active re­
sistance, a refusal by the civilian 
population to cooperate with the 
overlords means that government 
and industry cannot function prop­
erly. This has been one of the chief 
weapons of lire Chinese against the 
Japanese invaders—refusal to co­
operate. It is one of Herr Hitler’s 
gravest dangers. My tip is to watch 
it if you would know how the con­
quest of Europe goes.

Much more semsational would 
seem to be the announcement that 
German troops are m action in 
Italian Libya and have clashed with 
the British .south of Bengasi. Still, I 
personally can’t give that very high 
rating in military importance at 
tills juncture. The Fascists have 
made the most of the news, presum­
ably to cheer up the Italian public. 
But the German communique re­
corded a “skirmish” between Ger-

Conducl Survey 
Of Car Industry

WASHINGTON, Peb. 27—(A P ).- 
In their hunt for ways of boosting 
arms production to higher levels, 
government experts were making 
a survey today of the automobile in­
dustry and certain others for addi­
tional equipment that might be 
utilized.

Discussion turned about the fea­
sibility of using basic machine tools, 
in -plants now idle or at work on 
non-defense products, to expedite 
the present production progi-ams 
and meet the enormous problem 
posed by prospective new arms or­
ders.

Defense officials generally are 
convinced that, since machine tools 
are a major “bottleneck” in arms 
production and since the output of 
new machine tools is definitely 
limited, the only way to speed up 
deliveries of planes, tanks, guns and 
other weapons is to use eveiY bit 
of existing equipment that can be 
spared from e.ssential production for 
civilian needs.

In employing the McPherran No 

Trump Convention, your'partner, of 
course, must have a thorough un­
derstanding of the various responses. 
A response of two no trump by 
jjartner is a forcing bid and shows 
a tremendous hand.

In today’s hand we find West 
attempting to interfere with the 
normal bidding with his fom'-dia- 
mcnd overcall. North, however, 
bids four no trump, which under 
theSs circumstances is the same as 
the two no trump bid, showing a 
big hand and asking partner to con­
tinue bidding. Nortli does not have 
to worry which type of hand South 
holds. If it is the No. 1 sub-mini­
mum type, then he has at least an 
ace, a king, and a queen. These 
tops, with North’s tremendous 
strength, should produce a slam 
even without a long suit. If South 
has a No. 2 freak suit hand, then 
his suit should be solid, with .North’s, 
help, and the slam should be made 
with six or more tricks in this long 
.suit plus North’s side tricks.

South, with a good, solid heart 
.suit, jumps to six hearts, and that 
is all the information North needs 
to go to seven.

You can sete that, even though 
the McPherran No Trump is bid 
on sub-minimum and freak, types 
of hands, it does not prevent you 
from getting into slam contracts.

North and South have 13 tricks in 
top cards, regai-dle.ss of the opening 
lead.

Japanese Prepare To 
Evacuale From Àrea

TOKYO, Feb. 27—(AP):— The 
Japanese government ordered Japa- 
ne.se residents of French Indo­
china to be prepared to depart 
and informed observers expressed 
belief the action was a diplomatic 
maneuver intended to strengthen 
Japan’s hand during the next few 
day.s should the Thailand—Indo- 
China peace negotiations collapse.

Germany Claims Nine 
Ships Sunk By Planes

BERLIN, Feb. 27—(AP)—The Ger­
man high command reported in a 
special communique today that 
“long-range planes carried out a 
daring attack in which nine ships 
were sunk and three others so heav­
ily damaged that their loss is as­
sured; four other ships suffered 
heavy hits."

Tlie high command announcement 
did not include details, but author­
ized sources .said the score in this 
attack, carried out on a convoy 
yesterday, 315 miles off the West 
Coast of Ireland, included:

Nine cargo ships of 58,000 tons 
sunk, three ships of 23,500 tons 
heavily damaged and four others 
totalling 21.000 tons less seriously 
damaged.

All Actions Of Treason

MEXICO CITY, Feb. 27—(AP)— 
The judge of Mexico’s first Crim­
inal Court, Luis G. Corona, quash­
ed today all treason actions pend­
ing against partisans of General 
Juan Andreu Almazan, defeated 
presidential candidate in last year’s 
turbiüent campaign.

Citing the amnesty decree Pres­
ident Avila Camacho signed im­
mediately after taking office. Judge 
Corona said there were no longer 
any Alamazanitas or Avila Cama- 
chistas in Mexico. “We are all 
Mexicans,” he declared.
