British reports said today, striking tempestuous blows on the ports of
Hamburg, Bremen and Emden and raking the Nazi-held port of Rotter-

dam, Holland.

Berlin said more than 50 patients and nurses were left “dead and
buried” in the wreckage of two Hamburg hospitals.

In heavy counter-blows, Adolf Hitler's Luftwaffe smashed at the great
Clydebank shipping yards at Glasgow, Scotland, and pounded again at

Liverpool, London and Hull.
Severe Hamburg Raid

London’s air ministry said that
the raid on Hamburg, carried out in
bright moonlight, was “the most
severe attack” yet delivered on that
bomb-battered city and that huge
fires broke out around the ship-
building yard, docks and warehouses
“which had received special atten-
tion the night before.”

The German high command dis-
missed the military damage by Brit-
sih attack as “insignificant,” but
acknowledged that numerous build-
ings destroyed or damaged.

The British claimed 11 German
planes were shot down during the
night’s fierce action, making a total
of 23 since Wednesday night; the
Germans claimed 12 RAF planes
were destroyed.

RAF night fighters appeared in
unprecedented numbers to combat
the Nazi bombers, which resumed
the use of scream bombs such as
they dropped last spring in France.

First Munitions

Navy Constructs Six

New Cruisers Costing
Almost $70,000,000

SHINGTON, March 14—(AP)
The navy is building six powerful
battle cruisers, a type new for the
United States, as part of the huge
two-ocean fleet program.

An inconspicuous table of combat
shipbuilding now under way which
was made public by the House ap-
propriations committee = reporting
the $3,400,000,000 naval supply bill
disclosed this new develppment.

There were no details as to char-
acteristics of the ships but the table
showed they would cost a total of
$320,400,000—$53,400,000 each. It
the cost of armament is to be added
the completed ships would cost al-
most as much as $70,000,000 battle-
ships of the 35,000-ton type.

Navy Keeps Silence

At the time the two-ocean pro-
gram was authorized last July, there
was testimony before the House
naval committee that cruisers as
large as 27,000 tons might be un-
dertaken-as an answer to the threat
of “pocket battleships” and other
long range, powerful sea raiders be-
ing developed by other powers. The
navy, however, has maintained strict
silence regarding the tonnages and
other characteristics of all its new
ships.

It also was discovered that under
the 70 per cent expansion law the
navy is building four new cruisers
and 23 light cruisers.

FDR Will Speak
Tomorrow Night
At Yearly Dinner

Stimson Says Materials
Are Enroute But Chief
Executive Non-Commital

WASHINGTON, March 14— (AP)

Senate today a record peacetime
naval supply bill carrying $3,446,585,-
144, chiefly to carry forward the
huge two-ocean fleet construction
program and including funds for
building six battle cruisers, a new
type for the navy.

WASHINGTON, March:
14—President Roosevelt will
make a radio address to the
nation tomorrow mnight on
defense and aid to nations
battling aggressors.

He will speak at 8:30 p.

m., Central Standard Time,
for 30 minutes at an annual
dinner given him by the
White House Correspondents
Association and his address
will be broadcast.

The chief executive asked report-
ers at his press conference for per-
mission to inject the address into
the program for the dinner and was
assured that he might do so.

On the questions of the specific
nature of war supplies that have
been or will be sent to Britain, Mr.
Roosevelt chose to remain indefi-
nite. He said, in response to ques~
tions, that there had been no deci-
sion on transferring additional naval
craft of any type. As for cargo
vessels, hs said this country had
none available for transfer.

The president said  Springfield
rifles were not inciuded in the first
list of items approved for shipment
to ‘Britain and Greece, but asked
that reporters not inquire about
other specific articles and ftry to
find out by a process of elimina-
tion what war materials were being
allocated.

No Report On China.

On the question of assistance to
China, Mr. Roosevelt, said that mat-
ter was coming along all right, but
that he had no announcements to
make on it at the present.

Secretary Stimson earlier told
reporters that some defense
material to be transferred fto
Great Britain under the lend-
lease act already had started to
its destination.

For the moment, the secretary
of war withheld details,

“The information will come
out in due time,” Mr. Stimson
told the press cenference inquir-
ers, “As far as I am concerned
no details will be disclosed pre-
maturely. I don’t think it would
be fair to Great Britain.”

Given “very enthusiastic endorse-
ment” by Secretaries Hull, Stimson,
and Knox, the $7,000,000,000 lease-
lend appropriation bill advanced
rapidly today through the prelimi-
nary phase of legislative considera-
tion.

The bill already has acquired the
No. 1 position on the House calen-
dar for next Tuesday, and its pass=
age by Wednesday night was gen-
erally forecast.

Fires-Smouldering Below
Europe is beginning to smoulder.

Very little information seeps out of the tight blanket
thrown over a continent by the censorship of the con-
queror. But here and there a little wisp of smoke ap-
pears, suggesting that beneath the hlanket of oppression
there are fires smouldering. .

It is true that not all news from occupied territories
can be trusted. Some of it comes from sources which would
naturally want to exaggerate the discontent, making it ap-
pear that rebellion is about to break out. But taking only
the news permitted to be known by the Nazis themselves,
there is evidence of widespread discontent as the grip of
the conqueror tightens.

* *

Newspapers in occupied Paris, in which nothing ap-
pears without the Nazi imprimatur, now threaten death for
young Frenchmen who try to leave occupied France. Ap-
pax'eptly’numbers of them have been escaping across the
English Channel from lonely French coastal points to take
up arms against their conquerors.

. At ‘l_;he same time, heavier penalties are being in-
voked against the Dutch, as official German news reports
tell of sgpgtage, secret organizations, and occasional actual
attacksagainst German soldiers.

Nor_way, too, is feeling a heavier hand. The Nazi
cgmmissxoner has decreed that the property of the fami-
liés of all Norwegians who aided the British in their spec-
tagular raid on the Lofoten Islands shall be burned. That
18 repression precisely like that practiced during the Thirty
¥ears War of 800 years ago, and suggests that the situa-
tion has become gerious,

With all this there is a mounting passive resistance;
non-violent refusal to co-operate with the conquerors. This,
top, seems j:o be spreading and developing new techniques.
These tactics, difficult to cope with, can’t be helping the
morale of idle troops of occupation. :

g .All this is not to suggest that military revolt is brew-
Ing 1 conquered Europe, With the machine guns, the
tahks, and the airplanes all on one side, that is impossible.
But enough has escaped from German sources to indicate
that the ta'sk of conqueror is not in all ways a happy one,
and that instead of being “co-ordinated” into the Nazi
way, much of Europe is sullenly resentful, beginning to
smoulder.

The bqon of “liberation” by the Nazi invaders seems
appreciated, not more, as the months pass.

Broiling Is Easy
Way Of Cooking If
Rules Are Followed

Broiling is one of the easiest
methods of cooking meat and it is a
favorite method. Yet, it probably
raises- more questions than any of

the other methods of cooking meat.
Perhaps, this is natural because
recommendations for broiling have
been changed, after much research
has been carried on in meat cook-
ery. Then, too, personal opinion dif-
fers greatly as to what is the “per-
fectly broiled steap or chop.”

“Most of us have heard that we
sear meat to keep the juices in”,
Miss Crosson continued. ‘“But studies
on roasting disproved this theory
and ‘it seemed reasonable to assume
that searing would be no more ef-
fective in broiling. Also, the assump-
tion that the undesirable effects of
high temperatures in roasting would
be equally undesirable. in. . broiling,
appeared justified.

“Studies proved this to be true
and for this reason moderate tem-
perature is recommended because
the meat will be about half done by
the time the top side is niecely
browned, but not charred.

“Perhaps some reasons the broiler
is not used more extensively in the
preparation of meat is that women
consider it “too hard to wash the
broiler pan,” the “kitchen is smoked
up” and “it is too much bother.”
The construction of the broiler pans
and racks in the modern gas range
has done much to overcome this
difficulty.

“The broiler oyen may be pre-
heated 5 to 10 minutes with the
burner on full and then the broiler
rack greased with a piece of suet.
This pan and rack should be cooled
before washing then it is not too
hard to wash.

“Another reason why.women re-
gard broiling as not being easy when
the cooking temperature is high is
because it takes more or less con-
stant attention with frequent turn-
ings.

“As a consequence, in a great
many homes the broiler remains an
unused part of the range. This is
unfortunate because not only meats,
but the entire main course may be
prepared to add variety to meals.

“Tender steaks and chops as well
as many of the other foods, such as
fruits, and vegetables, which go
well with them are easily and satis-
factorily broiled.

“Not only is it important to select
the right cut of meat for broiling,
but for the best results, special at-
tention also should be paid to the
quality. There should he a liberal
distribution of fat throughout the
lean. This should not he confused
with gristle. 4

“Wipe the meat with a damp
cloth, Preheat the broiler oven and
grease the rack. Place the broiler
rack so that when the meat is in
place, the top side will be about 3
1/2 inches from the flame. By the
time the top side of the steak is
nicely browned, the steak will be
approximately half ‘done. Season
and turn. The broiler door on the
modern gas range should be closed
while broiling.

“The length of time required to
broil depends upon how done you
want the food; the thickness of the
steak or other food; and to some
extent upon the area of the food.
In others words, a large steak will
take more time to broil than a
smaller steak of the same thick-
ness. Of course, if you like steaks
rare, you will not broil them as
long as if you desire well-done
steaks. The mixed grill is a com-
bination of foods that have been
broiled. Indeed, the mixed grill is
practically the whole meal prepared
at one time, in one cooking and
served on one platter or on indivi-
duale plates. A green salad and a
simple dessert complete the meal.

MODERN BAKED HAM

Place the ham, fat side up, on a
rack in an open roasting pan. Pre-
heat oven of gas range to 300 de-
grees F. Bake without adding water
and without covering. For a 10 to
12 pound ham, allow approximately
25 minutes per pound; for larger
hams 20 minutes per pound; half
hams 30 minutes per pound,

Forty-five minutes before the ham
is done, remove it from the oven
and remove rind. Cut diagonal
across the fat to form diamonds.
Stick whole cloves in center of dia-
monds. Moisten brown sugar with
some of the fat drippings; rub en
the ham. Return to the oven to
finish baking. During last 10 min-
utes, increase heat to 425 degrees F.
to brown ham.

ASPARAGUS TIMBALES

1 bunch asparagus

Few grains' pepper

1 1/2 T. melted Banner butter
2 eggs

1/4 c¢. hot Banner  milk

1/4 t. salt

1 c. bréad crumbs

Wash asparagus thoroughly; cut
the tender parts into one-half inch
long, and put into boiling salted wa-
ter. Boil rapidly for 10 minutes and
drain thoroughly. In the meantime,
cover the bread-crumbs with hot
milk, When crumbs -are -soft, add
eggs, and mix well together. Stir in
salt, and melted butter; then stir
in asparagus tips, carefully. Grease
small timbale molds, and fill. Set in
a baking pan that contains boiling
water, but do not allow the water to
reach the top of the molds.

Preheat the oven of the gas range
to to 300 degrees F. Bake 35 to 45
minutes. Invert on a heated platter.
Serve with white sauce.

SWEET POTATO BALLS WITH
MARSHMALLOWS

Mash and season canned or cook-
ed sweet potato. Shape into balls
with a marshmallow in the center
of each. Roll in crushed cornflakes
and bake until hot and brown with
the rest of the meal.

APPLE COMPOTE

4 mediwum-sized tart apples
2 c. water
1 c. sugar
1/4 ¢, red cinnamon candies
Wash, pare, quarter ana core firm,
ripe apples, and drop in cold water.
Bolil sugar and water 3 minutes, stir-
ring until sugar is dissolved; add
cinnamon candies. Drop drained ap-
ple sections into syrup, a few at a
time; cover and simmer gently un-
til fruit is transparent, turning ap-
ples when half done. A small amount
of red vegetable coloring and 1 small
stick cinnamon may beadded to the
syrup in place of the cinnamon can-
dies, if desired.

Add
softened gelatin, stirring thoroughly
and cool. When mixture begins to
thicken fold in stiffly beaten egg
whites to which has been added the
other 1/4 c¢. sugar. Fill baked pie
crust and chill in automatic refrig-
erator. Just before serving spread
thin layer of whipped cream over
pie.

COFFEE

Put fresh water in lower part of
glass coffee maker and drip, ground
Folger coffee in upper part, being
sure that filter is properly adjusted.

The Lbrd’s Supper Is
Christ’s Invitation
To A Famishing World

By R. A. Weaver

17 And he received a cup, and
when he had given thanks, he
said, Take this, and divide it
among yourselves:

18 for I say unto you, I shall
not drink from henceforth of
the fruit of the vine, until the
kingdom of God shall come.

19 And he took bread, and
when he had given thanks, he
brake it, and gave to them, say-
ing, This is my body which is
given for you: this do in remem-
brance of me,

20 And the cup in like man-
ner after supper, saying, This
cup is the new covenant in my
blood, even that which is poured
out for you.—Luke 22.

Jesus said, “With desire have I
desired to eat this passover with
you before I supper.” This Hebrais-
tic expression means, “I have great-

ly desired.” It is a very emphatic
statement of the depth of Jesus’

emotion at this time. Note how he
calls attention to the fact that He
shall suffer,

But before inaugurating the new
covenant, Jesus declares that He
shall not again eat the Passover un-
til it is fulfilled in the new kingdom
to be established. After this present
meal, there is to be no such observ-
ance by Jesus and His apostles of
the Passover. But the new supper,
about to be inaugurated, will be ful-
fillment of all the blessed fellow-
ship which the Passover afforded,
and will be shared by Jesus and His
followers whenever observed through
all coming ages.

He took unleavened bread. When
He had given thanks, He broke it
and said, “This is my body which is
given for you; this do in remem-
brance of mre.”

Then He took the cup and had
them all drink of the fruit of the
vine. He said that this was the
own
blood poured out for our redemp-
tion. The Lord's Supper is symbolic
of the sacrifice of our Lord. Jesus
also calls it the new covenant. The
new covenant was dedicated by the
shedding of Christ's own blood.
Meaning of the Lord’s Supper.

1. It is a memorial to Jesus Christ
who gave His life on the cross for
our redemption. Jesus said, “This do
in remembrance to me.”

2. It is a proclamation—a showing
forth of the Lord’s death until
he comes again. Thus, since He is
the living Christ who is to return
again, the proclamation includes not
only His death, but also His resur-
rection.

3. It is prophecy. Every time this
feast is observed, it foretells that our
Lord will return to earth in glory.
It is a prophecy of His second com-
ing. We show forth His death “until
he comes.”

4 It is a covenant. In the olden
days a covenant was attested not by
a signature, but by the actual life-
blood of thHe persons who made it.
The Lord Jesus has made a coven-
ant with all those who accept Him
in faith. He promised that we shall
have eternal life with the heavenly
Father. This promise He sealed with
His own blood. It is a covenant that
He has established forever with His
disciples. He renews that covenant
with us every time the Lord’s Sup-
per is served. Christians accept that
covenant when they receive the seal
of baptism. They also renew that
covenant in the Lord’s Supper. In
order to claim the promise of the
Lord, we must appropriate His sal-
vation through faith in Him. Every
time we observe this supper, we re-
new our covenant with Him.

5. It is a holy communion or spiri-
tual fellowship with the Lord who is
spiritually present- at the feast.

6. It serves to unify the church.
There is a communion with the
saints or fellowship with the breth-
ren. There is a solidarity recognized
by the church as it assembles around
the Lord’s Table. There is a recogni-

Beat eggs
slightly ,add sugar and salt; add
coffee-flavored milk, Pour into
greased custard cups or large mould;
set in pan of hot water and bake
in moderate oven 350 degrees about
30 minutes until firm. Makes 6 cup
custards.

Coffee Ice Cream

1/2 cup ground coffee

2 1/2 cups milk

2 eggs

1/2 cup sugar

1/4 teaspoon vanilla

1 cup heayy cream

Pour milk over coffee; scald. Lef
stand 10 minutes; strain. Beat eggs
slightly; add sugar; add vanilla. Mix
with coffee-flavored milk. Cook
in double boiler, stirring constantly,
for about 5 minutes until mixture
coats a metal spoon. Cool. Let freeze
in refrigerator tray at coldest tem-

cream, fold into partially frozen
mixture. Continue freezing for 3/4
hours.
