The column of more than
90 trucks rolled rapidly to
the camp site, avoiding traf-
fic congestion in the business
district.

Breakfast was served at 5:30 a.
m.,, to the troops and they were
ready for hot food after a dusty
ride from San Angelo via Garden
City.

Army field kitchens arrived in the
city this morning and were quickly
set up. When the trucks rolled in
the food was ready.

There was steaming hot ham, beef,
potatoes, string beans and every-
thing that goes for a complete
meal.

Pitch Camp

After eating, the work of pitch-
ing camp started. Canvass was
hauled into the park and every man
in uniform had a part to play in
getting the camp in shape.

Major W. H. Papenfoth, in com-
mand of the battalion, was on the
job in field uniform, directing all
activities. He arrived here about an
hour ahead of the motor column.
Food and supplies had been pur-

As trucks arrived at the ball park
some one in each carrier sang out
a “When do we eat?” or “Is the
grub ready?” or “How about some
chow?” to the mass attendants.

FDR Allocates
$500,000,000 For
Aid To Britain

WASHINGTON, April 4—(AP) —
President Roosevelt announced to-
day he had allocated another $500,-
000,000 from the $7,000,000,000 lend-

lease act for 212 new merchant ships
and about 50 or 60 new shipways.

He told a press conference he also
had. authorized expenditure of an-
other $500,000,000 for existing mili-
tary equipment to be turned over to
nations resisting aggression.

At the same time the President
disclosed that if no fighting is tak-
ing place in the Red Sea the United
States government might remove
that area from listing as a combat
zone and permit American vessels to
carry cargoes there.

Previously Mr. Roosevelt had an-
nounced allocation of $1,080,000,000
of the $7,000,000,000 aid appropria-
tion for nations resisting aggres-

Mr. Roosevelt did not say wheth-
er the new merchant ships and new
shipways would be solely for the aid
program- or whether they would be
tied in with domestic defense ef-
forts.

In addition the President said he
was considering allocating another
$1,500,000,000 to $2,000,000,000 for
lend-lease aid.

The way things stand today in
the Balkans, if Herr Hitler attacks
Yugoslavia it will mean that he
finally feels compelled to embark on
a major operation instead of the
comparatively restricted offensive
originally contemplated in an as-
sault on little Greece.

One of the biggest battles the
Nazi chief has waged thus far has
been to avoid just such a major en-
»gagement on the
;peninsula, since it
would be bound to
‘open up a new big
iwar front against
thim. Now -“his
has been

with the full
ot : tnowledge that it
MacKenzie  i]] be almost im-
possible to avoid a general Balkan
conflagration. This might become
the main land operation of the war,
and in any event would compel him
to undertake a fresh military task
at a moment when he needs all his
resources for his blitzkreig against
the British Isles.

A Fight To Death.

Each day adds to the probability
that the Yugoslavs will fight to the
death to protect their independence.
The biggest news since young King
Peter took lead of the government
that defied Hitler came yesterday
in the announcement that Valdimir
Macek, leader of the Croat Auto-
nomists, had decided to bury the
hatchet with the Serbs and become
vice-premier- of the government.

The bitter- stiife’ ‘between  these
two well-nigh irreconcilable groups
with Yugoslavia was being exploit-
ed by the ‘Axis in hopes that the
country might bhe so far divided
against itself as to fall. Now that
chance has been vastly reduced.

The press campalgn in Germany
against Yugoslavia is getting hot,
and ‘bears all the earmarks of pre-
vious propaganda which has been
the forerunner of invasion. Still, the
Fuehrer’s intentions can’t be gaug-
ed by this.

Balkan Troop Necessity.

One would expect Hitler to be
rushing more troops and equipment
to the Balkans if he contemplates
this major offensive. He is suppos-
ed to have had hetween 500,000 and
600,000 effectives in Rumania and
Bulgaria for the drive against
Greece. He needs more than that
for the present situation.

Should the Turks decide to come
in with the Yugoslavs, the Germans
would be up against a combined Al-
lied force—Yugoslavs, Turks, Greeks
and British—of some five and a
quarter million, with large reserves
to draw upon. Hitler must figure
‘on that possibility.

The German operations presum-
ably would be conducted on the lines
of two possibilities. One would be
the throwing back of the Turks and
the confining of the conflict to
the peninsula. The other would be
an all-out smash against the Dar-
danelles, with the idea of forcing
them and driving through the Turks
into the Near East with its oil and
other badly needed supplies.

We Are Not At War, And May Not Be

It is not a time to assume, as some impulsively do
assume, that the United States now is practically at war,
what with the Lend-Lease Act and the seizure of European
shipping in American ports.

We are not at war, and we may not be, though there
is no longer any question that to support our principles
we are taking a desperate risk of war. Probably the Presi-
dent himself would not disagree with the statement of ob-
jectives made by the very isolationist President Hutchins
of Chicago University: “The country wants to defend it-
self, aid ‘Britain, and stay out of ‘war.” There is still a

rhance.of doing all three.

; We are not neutral in the sense that was understood
toward the end of the last and the beginning of this cen-
tury. At that time, an idea of neutrality began to be built
“up which meant a.rigid impartiality to both sides in a war
aamounting to indifference. The World ‘War taught us the
extreme difficulty of maintaining any such position.

But Attorney General Robert H. Jackson set before |;

the Inter-American Bar Association at Havana the manner
in which the concept of neutrality has changed. Grotius,
the founder of international law, was cited by Jackson
as writing, in ‘1625: “. .. it is the duty of neutrals to do
nothing which may strengthen the side which-has the worse
cause, or which may impede the motions of him who is
carrying on a just war. ..."”

Thus the original concept of neutrality was not one
of indifference or even of rigid impartiality. This legal-
istic idea grew up in the late 19th century, the idea that
onee a war was started, the world was somehow ‘bound
to pass no judgment on which side was right, but to treat
both precisely the same.

“The years:from 1930 to 1940 were a fine demonstra-
tion of:the folly of such a view ‘of neutrality. Had the
League of Nations been able to put effective pressure on
Italy, or on Japan, much that has happened might not
have-happened. Had a united world insisted on saying
“Nod’l to Germany when it marched back into the demili-
tariZzed Rhineland, the whole tragedy enveloping the world
today might have been avoided.

At any rate, the world has found that it cannot af-
ford to be indifferent when the world’s peace ‘is broken
by any-nation. We all feel the effects of that violation—
in fact, Jackson scarcely exaggerated when he said that
any aggressive war-today is “a civil war against the inter-
national community.”’

£
.o Teday, any major war affects every country in the
world. It is idle and unrealistic for neutrals to pretend
disinterest. And until the time comes when a potential
aggressor is restrained by the thought that he will find
the whole neuntral world against him, either actively or
Passively, there will be small chance that aggressive wars
will cease.
... We do not approve military aggression. While neu-
tral, we propose to help victims of aggression, and help
them_ effectively. It is not war as we see it. It may, ad-
mittedly, lead to war. That is the risk we take, but unless
some are willing to take it, there is no road to a world
free of the constant overhanging fear of aggression.

Sixteen Occupants

VERO BEACH, Fla., April 4 —

Ranch And Farm

Outlook Bright
In Texas Areas

By Ledgerwood Sloan
Associated Press Staff

The agricultural outlook for most
of Texas is the brightest in years
although wet weather is keeping
farmers out of their fields in some
sections.

Lush spring pastures are assured
over the ranch country, often dry
at this time of year. Livestock is in
excellent shape due to an unusually
mild winter. Prices are around the
highs of last year.

Bumber crops of wheat and oats
are in prospect with wind damaged
grain recovering in the North Pan-
handle.

Sheepmer have contracted or sold
an estimated 10 to 15 million pounds
of a 70-million pound clip of 12
months wool. The top is 40 cents
a pound. Two-thirds of a 15,000,-
000 pound 8-months wool clip has
gone at a high of 39 cents. Shearing
starts about April 15.

Two-thirds of the lamb crop is
on the ground and gaining weight
rapidly.

Cattle To Trans-Pecos. g

The finest ranges since 1928 are
drawing heavy shipments of cattle,
especially steers, into the Trans-
Pecos where stocks usually are at
their lowest point at this time.
Many of the shipments are from-
Mexico.

The market for choice steers and
yearlings, strengthened by a de-
mand for army beef, is firm at Fort
Worth. Plain and medium grades
are down moderately.

The fine range conditions result-
ed in a strong market and active
demand for choice stocker calves
and yearlings.

Spring lambs at Fort Worth sold
this week at $11 to $11.75 on a
steady market, due partly to the
high wool prices.

Steers of less than 1,200-pound
averages brought 11.50 a hundred,
which affords feeders a good mar-
gin of profit. Good ‘fat slaughffer
calves brought $9.25 to $10.50 with
plain and medium sorts at $6 to $9.
Good to choice stock steer cal.ves
ranged from $9 to $13 and heifer

calves from $9 to $12.

Germany Claims Large
Atlantic Ship Losses

BERLIN, April 4—(AP) — The
German high command reported to-
day that Nazi submarines had sunk
88,616 tons of merchant shipping in
the North Atlantic—mostly in at-
tacks on a strongly-protected Eng-
land-bound convoy—and had badly
damaged an additional 12,000 tons.

In North Africa, the high com-
mand said, German and Italian
forces have reached Ghemines, about
30 miles south of Bengasi. (The

Old Mr. Runner-up of golf, Blond
Craig Wood of Mamaroneck, N. Y.,
took a putter today and set out to
murder his historic wheeze about
being ever a bridesmaid but never
a bride.

Craig had to live with that one
for eight years—ever since Denny
Shute tied him in the 1933 British
Open and then took the play off.
He heard it in 1934, when Horton
Smith beat him out in the Augusta
Masters’ by a stroke. And in 1935
when Gene Sarazen sank a double
eagle .to tie him—and won the play
off.

But today was Wood’s day in the
1941 Masters’ tournament. Playing
