F Bombs Nazi

FDR Emphasizes Seriousness As

"French Doctrine Violation Seen

WASHINGTON May 16——(AP)-—
President Roosevelt said today that
international conditions were too
serious for him to interpret or com-
ment further on the implications of
his appeal last night to the French
people to turn down collaboration
with Germany.

He dismissed a barrage of - press
conference questions seeking to draw
him out as too hypothetical. Among
the queries he put in that category
were these:

‘Is there likely to be a change in
the status of Martinique, the strat-
egic French island at the eastern
end of the Caribbean?

Will Admiral Willlam D. Leahy,
American ambassador at Vichy, be
asked to come back to Washington
to report?

Wiould any additional steps he
taken in the French situation?

He suggested that the state de-
partment be asked whether the
United States might take action,
under its agreement with other
Latin American nations, toward tak-
ing over some European colonies in
the Western Hemisphere if they
were threatened with a change of
sovereignty. ‘

The administration, informed
sources said, is satisfied that the
Petain regime has embraced a pro-
gram of increasing partnership with
Germany and henceforth must be
considered in about the same cata-
gory as the governments of other
Nazi-dominated nations in Europe.

The situation immediately thrust

to the fore the future status of
French colonial possessions in the
Western Hemisphere, particularly
Martinique in the Caribbean and
French Guiana on the Northeast

Coast of South America. A high

official singled out Martinique as
one. of colony that was receiving
special attention.

~There was no inkling in govern-

ment quarters as to just what ac-
tion might be contemplated, but
administration spokesmen have re-
peatedly made clear that any at-
tempt by a puppet government to
use new world colonies’ inthe inter-
ests of another power would be con-
sidered a chanke of colonial sover-
eignty and hence a violation of the

National Mediation

Board Settles Work
Controversy At GM

By The Associated Press

A threatened strike against the
General Motors Corporation, hold-
er of $750,000,000 in defense con-
tracts, was averted early today when
the company accepted a National
Mediation Board peace formula a
few hours before ‘the scheduled
deadline for the walkout.

The mediation board tentatively
scratched another labor dispute off
its books with word of union ac-
ceptance of terms to settle a strike
at the Ex-Cell-O Corporation, De-
troit die and tool plant.

The General Motors settlement
provided a flat wage increase of 10
cents an hour for an estimated 250,-
000 workers in 89 plants, and for no
closed shop, union shop or main-
tenance-of-membership shop.

The corporation estimated the
wage increases would add $50,000,-
000 annually to its payroll. The
present average wage before the
raise, the management said, was
about, $1 an hour.

The CIO United Automobile
Workers originally had called a
strike against 60 of the General
Motors plants for 7 a. m. Thurs-
day, but the union postponed the
deadline for 24 hours at the media-
tion board’s request.

The agreement remained to be
ratified by the union membership,
but CIO-UAW leaders expressed
confidence, that would be done
without delay.

Japanese Warplanes
Raid China’s Capital

CHUNGKING, May 16—(AP) —
More than 50 Japanese planes at-
tacked this Chinese capital today in
the fourth raid of the bombing
season which opened May 3.

Attacking after a four-day respite
brought by unfavorable weather,
the Japanese bombers rocked a
pross hostel, extending damage in-
flicted by the last previous raid.
All the press offices, including that
of the The Associated Press, suffer-
ed damage.

France’s new move toward col-
laboration with her Nazi conquer-
ors — a sensation boldly punctuated
by the disclosure that Germany is
occupying French mandated Syria
and already using its airdromes for
operations against Britain—repre-
sents a grim development for the
Allies.

It means more than that for Wash-
ington has label- ;

ed it as a poten-
tial ' menace to the
Western Hemis-
phere. President

Roosevelt’s appeal 2
to the French
people, over the
head of the Vichy
g o v ernment, to
reject collabora-
tion with Nazi- i
dom, clearly MacKenzie
marks the gravity of the position.

While Marshal Petain, French
Chief of State, yesterday announc-
ed extension of cooperation with
Nazidom, there remains some ques-
tion as to whether he actually ap-
proved the use of Syrian territory
by the German. If he did so he
abandoned one of the foremost pol-
icies—that of compelling Hitler to
keep hands off the French colon-
ies.

Grants Transit Rights

British Foreign Minister Anthony
Eden yesterday charged that Pe-
tain apparently had indeed grant
ed the Nazis transit right in Syria.
Should this prove to be true it
will mean that a tired old man,
bowed by the weight of his eighty-
five years, finally has succumbed to
German pressure, which has been
as unrelenting as the third degree.

Certain French quarters in Vichy
say that Petain has made some con-
cession in order to gain time. The
dogged fight which the old gentle-
man has made to preserve the in-
tegrity of his colonies might lend
some substance to that idea.

However, the faet remains thét
strategically
gone by the board and is now a
moving mountain to threaten the
safety of the’ Allies in the Near
East. If this is an indication that
Petain may grant similar privileges
to the Axis in France’s African
possessions, it represents a posi-
tion of the utmost concern to the
Allies. . .

This is a thing which Britain has
feared. all along. Should the Mar-
shal throw his colonies open to Hit-
ler, it would provide the Germans
with ea,gerly sought bases for op-

| erations which would threaten the

British control of the entire Med-
iterranean. That would bé an alhed
catastrophe.

- President Warns
Warships Could
Guard Sea Trade

WASHINGTON, May 16— (AP)—
President. Roosevelt injected today
into a discussion of Germany’s dec-
laration-that the Red Sea will be a
danger zone for foreign ships a
pointed reminder that twice before
in history the United: States had
used her warships to protect her:
commerce and obtain freedom of
the seas. ;

He mentioned the action of the
new American republic against the
barbary pirates in the Mediterran-
ean a century ago and naval ac-
tion as well against prlvateers in
the Caribbean.

But when reporters inquired at
a press conference whether he
thought there were “any modern
counterparts of the barbary pi-
rates,” he told them merely to use
their heads.

Freedom of the seas, he said, was
an historic American policy but he
did not indicate just what the Unit-
ed States might be prepared to do
about the Red Sea.

Vfchy Says Roosevelt
Does Not Understand

VICHY, France, May 16—(AP)—
The immediate and unofficial re-
action today to President Roose-
‘velt’s anti-Axis appeal to the French
people was that it was based on a
misunderstanding of Marshal Pe-
tain’s aims.

It was considered unlikely there
would be any publicly expressed of-
ficial reaction to the Roosevelt
statement since it was not formally
directed to the French government.

Newest Flush Well In
Abell Pool Flows 649
Barrels In 114 Hours

Flow of 649 barrels of oil in 11 1/2
hours was registered by Magnolia
Petroleum Company No. 1-B Mar-
key Heirs, newest flush producer

the Abell Ordovivian pool
Northern Pecos County.

The well was gauged through dif-
ferent size ‘chokes on 2 1/2-inch
tubing set at 5,422, two feet off bot-
tom. The first two hours it made
129.72 barrels through a 39/64-inch
choke; the next 30 minutes it flow-
ed 29.67 barrels through a 45/64-
inch opening, and the last nine
hours 490 barrels through a 21/64-
ineh aperture. No. 1-B Markey, lo-
cated in section 4 1/2, block 3, H.
& T. C. survey, is one-quarter mile
northwest of the pool opener. A
5 1/2-inch liner is set at 5,418 feet,
through upper sand which carried
some salt water, and the well is
producing naturally from six feet
of Simpson sand at 5,418-24 feet.

Stanolind Oil & Gas Company
No. 1 Conry-Davis Unit, four miles
east of the Abell pool discovery, is
drilling ahead below 5,030 feet in
Ellenburger, lower Ordovician, dol-
omite and will be carried to the
pre-Cambrian unless  production  is
encountered at a shallower depth.
It topped the Ellenburger at 4,825
feet after completely missing the
Simpson. Dolomite. showing oil
stains and porosity was drilled from
5,010-30 feet. Drillstem test, from
4,970 to 5,030 feet, failed. Another
test, from 4,960 to 5,030, showed rise
of 4,790 feet of fluid, top 240 of
which was drilling mud and the
bottom 2,550 feet sulphur water.

Magnolia No. 2 State-Baldwin,
three-cighths of a mile west of the
farthest north oiler in the Abell
pool, recovered eight inches of
Simpson pay sand by coring. from
5,228-33 feet, total depth. It now is
standing after cementing . 7-inch
casing at 5,225 feet with 400 sacks.
A steel-line measurement corrected
5,240 back to 5,228 feet. Top of the
sand was picked at 5,225 feet, cor-
rected.

Unable to swab salt water below
4,500 feet from bottom, - operators
will pull tubing and run Schlum-
berger to determine source of water
in George T. Abell et al No. 1 E. J.
Rixse, test one mile northeast of
the pool discovery. Total depth is
5,043 feet and pay sand was topped
high at 4,985 feet. -

J. W. Murchison of Dallag No. 1 S.
T. Murphy, scheduled 5,500-foot
test about six miles north of Tokio
in West Central Terry County. Lo-
cation is 660 feet out of the north-
west corner of section 22, block K,
public school land. Both The Texas
Co. and Texas & Pacific Coal &
Qil Company are said to have do-
nated acreage toward drilling of the
test.

Murchison No. 1 M. T. Sawyer, old
5,243-foot dry hole on the north
edge of the Wasson pool in South-
ern Yoakum County.

Cooper And Hamilton
Meeting Foreshadows
Possible Development

LONDON, May 16—(AP)—The
British Intelligence Service took a
hand in the bizarre care of Rudolf
Hess today as the government call-
ed for expert help in analyzing
sfatements gleaned from Adolf Hit-
ler’s erstwhile deputy.

Possible new developments in the
affair -were foreshadowed, mean-
while, by an early-morning confer-
ence between Minister of Infor-
mation Alfred Duff Cooper and the
Duke of Hamilton, Scottish noble-
man through whom, the Germans
assert, Hess believed he could
single-handedly arrange peace with
Britain.

The Duke, an RAF squadron
leader, arrived in London after mid-
night at the controls of an army
plane after talking with Hess for a
second time in. the secret retreat
where the German is guarded as
closely as any prisoner who ever
entered the old tower of London.

After talking with Hamilton for
an hour, Duff Cooper was reported
to have paid a hurried visit to
Prime Minister Churchill,

In Damascus

[Nazis Turn Back

British Attempt
To Reach-Coast

Hitler’'s Tanks Rumble
Through Syria; French

‘Planes Aid Transports
By The Associated Press

RAF warplanes officially
were reported smashing at
German bombers poised at
Damascus, Syria, reputedly
the oldest city in the world
still inhabited, as Nazi tanks
were declared today to be
rumbling across the French-
ruled colony en route to the
rich oil kingdom of Iraq.

On Europe’s western front, the
Berlin radio reported that a British
attempt “to approach” the German-
occupied channel coast was turned
back by naval guns,

It was not explained whether it
was a British naval sortie against
coastwide shipping or an attempt to
land troops.

The semi-official Turkish radio
broadcast a report that “Axis offi-
cers in both Syria and Iraq are go-
ing about the streets in uniform.”

In Berlin, the well-informed com-
mentary Dienst Aus Deutschland
sald flatly that “the positions from
whlch the next blow will be struck

have been occupied”—an evident ref-
erence to Nazi infiltration into Syria
and Irag.

Unconfirmed reports said French
fighting planes were escorting Ger-
man bombers and troop transports
in their flights across Syria.

Simultaneously, France’s active
new role in collaborating with Ger-
many stirred grave repercussions in
both London and Washington, D. C.
Report Series Of Raids

British Middle East headquarters
announced that RAF warplanes at-
tacked the German aerial invaders
yesterday in a series of raids in
Syria, including Damascus, Rayak
and Palmyra, where some of the

rincipal airports are situated,

ountering the Axis threat, Bri-
tish reinforcements were reported to
have arrived in both Iraq and Pal-
estine.

Dispatches from Beirut, Lebanon,
told of new sparks which may spread
the conflict still further—a stiff pro-
test by the Iraq government to Emir
Abdullah of Trans-Jordan against
asserted hostile thrusts by Trans-
g.ordan forces along the Iraq fron-

ier.

On the North African war front,
the German high command ac-
knowledged that British tanks had
stormed back into the key frontier
post of Salum, just inside Egypt,
which has been the scene of fierce
fighting for weeks.

A Nazi communique also noted
that strong British forces advanced
on Fort Capuzzo, across the border
in Libya.

This would indicate a serious set-
back to the Axis drive toward the
Suez Canal, which only a few days
ago had knifed 45 miles into Egypt.

Except for diplomatic formalities,
informed quarters said, the United
States has reached an open break
with the French government of
Chief of State Philippe Petain, 85-
year-old hero of Verdun.

HELSINKI.—(UP)—Finland’s un-
stable position, as a result of the
demarcation line between German
and Rassian “living spaces,” re-
mains blurred and continues to
eause uneasiness, it .is apparent
here.
