Irish Would Purchase
Or Charter Two Boats;

Hope To Acquire Dozen

WASHINGTON, May 20.

— President Roosevelt dis-
closed today that the United
States had offered to sell or
charter two ships to Ireland
and to' supply $500,000
worth of food for the Irish
civilian population.
+ Mr. Roosevelt said the vessels
could be placed under the ‘Irish
flag and that they probably would
carry much more than $500,000 in
food, indicating that Ireland in-
tended to make purchases of her
own.

Nothing has been done, he said,
about supplying military equipment
to the Irish.

The Eire government for several
weeks has been seeking Maritime
Commission approval for the pur-
chase of two ships in this country
for transporting supplies to Ireland.

Robert Brennan, the Irish minis-
ter, said it was planned to pur-
chase about a dozen ships in all if
the Maritime Commission indicated
approval.

Frank Aiken, Irish defense min-
ister, has been in the United States
for several weeks in connection with
his governmet’s efforts to purchase
both food and defense supplies.

Both Brennan and Aiken have de-
clared that American officials did
not 'raise the question of possible
British use of Irish naval bases
during--the - ‘discussions™ ‘here. -

Out Derrick On Test
Northeast Of Midland

H. B. Herring of Dallas, drilling
contractor on the new wildcat test
in Southwestern Martin County five
and one-half miles northeast of the
city in Midiand, said here this after-
noon that cellar and pits have been
completed and that rig builders will
finish topping out derrick this eve-
ning. Herring tomorrow will start
drilling two water wells to assure
an adequate supply of water. Rotary
equipment has not yet been moved
in but the contractor said it prob-
ably will be a power rig. Spudding
is slated sometime next week.

The Midland area test is on the
old Jim ‘Nail Ranch, and negotia-
tions to drill it were made by C. E.
Hyde and P. N. Wiggins, Jr., both
of Fort Worth, with present fee
owners, Margaret Stimson and
Elizabeth Burley. Hyde and Wig-
gins sold spreads of acreage to a
group of major companies including
Magnolia Petroleum Company,, Sea-
board Oil Corporation, Tide Water
Associated Oil Company, Union Oil
Company of California and others.
The Fort Worth operators original-
ly had a 20,000-acre block extend-
ing into Northern Midland County.

Location of the test, which is con-
tracted for 5,000 feet, is in the
center of the southwest quarter of
section 4, block 38, township 1
south, T. & P. survey.

Big Abell Producer.

Initial natural production of 2,-
349.6 barrels of 43.6-gravity oil per
day was registered by Sinclair-Pra-
irie Oil Company No. 1 Rosa R.
Daley, making it one of the largest
wells in the Abell pool of Northern

.Pecos County. No. 1 Daley’s daily

production was computed from flow
of 293.7 barrels the second three
hours of a six-hour gauge through
one-half inch choke on 2-inch tub-
ing; it made 305.8 barrels the first
three hours. Gas volume of 2,333,152
cubic feet per day gave it a gas-oil
ratio of 933-1. Pay sand of the
Simpson, middle Ordovician, was
topped at 5,358 feet and hole is bot-
tomed at 5,368 feet.

Enters Senate Race

Hopes To End Strikes
__And Labor Violence

“In Defense Program|

AUSTIN, May. 20.—Declaring he
could better serve the common peo-
ple in Washington, Texas’ radio-
orating Governor W. Lee O’Daniel,
formerly a crack flour salesman,
today crashed into the middle of a
free-for-all campaign for the Unit-
ed States Senate.

The 51-year-old sentimental song

composer announced his canclidacy
last night from the governor’s man-
sion where on Sabbath radio pro-
grams since assuming the governor-
ship two and a half years ago he
has interpolated homely philosophy
and caustic criticism of professional
politicians between numbers of his
Hill' Billy string band. '

O’Danie] claimed credit for a
large share of legislation ‘approved
by state lawmakers during the cur-
rent session, said he would be dere-
lict in duty if 'he did not make the
race, asserted he ‘would take to
Washington the Ten Command-
ments and the Golden Rule, told
listeners “we have got the job done”
in Texas, and asked their support
to succeed the late Senator Morris
Sheppard.

Will Not Resign

The governor recently drew the
limelight to himself by sponsoring
a new law intended to prohibit
force and violence in labor disputes.
Organized , labor spokesmen have
condemned the statute and contend-
ed it was unconstitutional. The
major portion of his first anti-
strike recommendations was ruled
invalid by the attorney general.

After the half-hour broadcast ov-
er several state networks, O’Daniel
was asked by newspapermen
whether he would resign the gov-
ernorship to conduct his campaign.

“No, I should say not,” he re-
plied. Then he added, without
further elaboration, “and you know
the reason why.”

He gaid a resolution adopted by
the House of Representatives and
urging him to run had provided
him an ' objective as Senator to
end strikes and labor violence in
the defense program.

Another duty suggested to him by
the resolution, he continued, was to
assist in obtaining adoption of
President Roosevelt’'s announced
program for full payment of so-
cial security obligations.

“My old, old friend, the Presi-
dent, and I see alike on this mat-
ter,” he stated, adding “if you think
I have done a good job here, is it
not reasonable that I could also do
some good in Washington along the
same lines?” ;

As a third duty, he pledged co-
operation with other senators and
the President.

“Yes, friends,” O’Daniel said, “if
you want a United States Senator
who has had some successful ex-
perience in friendly cooperation and
successful experience in getting the
job done, and who knows his place
and tries to keep it, and who likes
hard work, and who will everlast-
ingly fight for the rights of the
common citizens, and who will en-
deavor to keep you informed of
what goes on in Washington as I
have done in Austin, I will appre-
ciate your support during this
campaign and at the polls. . . ”

Hill Lashes O'Daniel
And Reminds Governor
Was Going To Resign

AUSTIN, May 20—(AP)—Reac-
tion to the annoucement of Gov-
ernor W. Lee O’'Daniel for the U. S.
Senate echoed promptly  in the
state Senate and House of Repre-
sentatives today.

In a floor speech, Senator Joe
Hill of Henderson charged that if
O’Daniel were elected the President
would have to deal with another
Wheeler, Nye or. Lindbergh.

He also reminded that the gov-
ernor in a message to the legisla-
ture last January had urged sub-
mission of a constitutional amend-
ment prohibiting an office holder
from runing for another office un-
til he had resigned.

In view of the governor’s .past
statements on this subject, Hill pre-
dicted O’Daniel would resign short-
ly, declaring  he could not repudiate
himself. i
Said Wouldn’t Resign

After his announcement, last night,
the governor told newspaper re-
porters he' would not resign.

In the House, Rep. Clayton Bray
of Longview offered 18 resolutions
endorsing other announced candi-
dates.

Meanwhile, O’Daniel said he had
made no plans for his campaign,
and did not know whether he would
use the same technique for vote
getting: which twice swept him
to smashing victories at the polls.

“Telegram and telephone calls
poured in all night, congtratulating
me on my decision,” he added.

The Duke’s surrender of himself
and his trapped army of 7,000 Ital-
ians was expected in these circles
to hasten the capitulation of two
remaining Fascist holdout garri-
sons, one in the Gondar region
northwest of Addis Ababa and the
other in the Jimma, section south of
the Ethiopian capital.

LONDON, May 20—(AP)—Prime
Minister Churchill told the House
of Commons today he was not in a
position to make any statement on
the Hess case and he was “not sure
when I will be.”

10 Cents

Upward Trend In
Gasoline Prices Is
Expected To Result

TULSA, May 20—(AP.)—The na-
tion’s defense effort has spread
higher crude oil prices through six
states and a sharper upward trend
was forecast today for filling sta-
tion gasoline prices.

Shell Oil Co., Phillips Petroleum
Co., and Skelly Oil Co., posted a
10-cent-a-barrel increase for crude
oil they purchase in Texas, Okla-
homa, Kansas, Louisiana, New Mexi-
co and Iillinois. Most other major
companies were expected by oil exe-
cutives to follow. The. industry’s
leaders declared the price increases
had been expected for some time
because of increased labor and ma-
terial costs.

Continental Oil Co., and Sinclair-
Prairie Oil Marketing Co., met the
10-cent a barrel raise in Oklahoma,
and Kansas, Sinclair in posting its
new prices raised its low gravity oil
as much as 32 cents a barrel to
bring its scale up to the level of
other new postings. Sinclair also
raised Texas Panhandle prices nine
cents a barrel.

Record-Breaking Year.

At the same time, it was pointed
out that thus far this has been
a record-breaking year for con-
sumption of petroleum products.

The stimulus of the gigantic na-
tional defense program to industry
and to motoring in general has in-
creased demand for oil. products
about 15 per cent.

The upward price movement be-
gan April 1 after crude prices had
remained virtually unchanged for
about three years. The first increase
was five to seven cents a barrel.
Illinois since has received another
five-cent increase.

Gasoline prices have strengthen-
ed over the same period and now
are almost a cent a gallon higher
at the refinery than 60 days ago. Re-
tail prices over the country have
been edging up .a -half cent to a
cent.

. The new crude oil prices gives
Kansas and Oklahoma a top of $1.25
a barrel; Illinois $1.37, with the tops
in New Mexico, Louisiana and Tex-
as ranging from 82 cents a barrel
to $1.25 depending on the producing
area.

Shell Prices.

HOUSTON, May 20—(AP.)—The
Shell Oil Company, which announc-
ed today a general 10-cent per bar-
rel increase for crude oil in several
states, posted the following price
schedules for crude purchased in
Texas, Louisiana and New Mexico:

Crane, Ector, Howard, Glasscock,
Upton, Winkler and Yoakum Coun-
ties, Texas, and Lea County, New
Mexico, 70 cents per barrel for below
20 gravity with a two-cent differen-
tial upward to a top price of $1.04
per barrel for 36 gravity and above.

Pecos County, Yates (deep), 95
cents per barrel, flat. Pecos Coun-
ty, Yates (shallow), 82 cents per
barrel, flat.

Fisher County crude is 86 cents
per barrel for below 25 gravity with
a two-cent spread upward to a top
price of $1.18 per barrel for 40 grav-
ity and above.

Zamzam
By The Associated Press

‘BERLIN, May 20. — The
8,229-ton Egyptian passen-
ger liner Zamzam has been
sunk by the German Navy—
presumably by a surface
raider-—and the 322 passen-
gers and crewmen, including
138 Americans, are safe in
German-occupied territory,
authorized Germans report-
ed today.

(The sinking, seemingly, occur-
red many days ago—the Germans
did not say when—for the trip from
the South Atlantic lane she was
following to the nearest German-
held territory is a lone one of it-
self.

(The Zamzam left Recife, Brazil,
for Capetown, union of South Af-
rica, on April 9, expecting a 14-day
crossing. Her departure from New
York was on March 20.

(France, it appeared, was the like-
liest territory for ‘the landing of
passengers and crew. Presumably
they were taken there by the vic-
torious raider or an auxiliary.)

Authorized sources said simply
that those from the Egyptian mo-
torship were ‘‘safe and well cared
for in German-occupied territory.”

“The -vessel was destroyed with
the most exacting regard for all
international agreements,” a spokes=
man said.

“The ship carried contraband in-
tended for the enemy. German na-
val units observed every regulation
in meeting the situation.

Germans quoted the American
and British press in which the
sinking of the ship was called an
instance of Nazi barbarism or the
beginning of unrestrictec sea war-
fare.

‘“The facts show 'hat it was any-
thing but that kind, indeed it was
an instance of the most humane and
legal destruction of a vessel which
was bringing most valuable supplies
to the enemy,” a spokesman said.

The Germans did not say where
in occupied territory the crew and
passengers were taken. Nor could
they say where the sinking oc-
surred.

To a question whether the Zam-
zam was destroyed by U-boart, the
spokesman said “it’s hardly to be
assumed that a submarine could
take hundreds of survivors aboard.”

Crete

Adolf Hitler’'s aerial in-
vasion of Crete—a lightning
swoop by glider, parachute
and plane -landed shock
troops, including 1,500 Nazis
reportedly disguised in An-
zac battle dress—was de-
clared by the British late to-
day to be “in hand,” al-
though scattered fights were
still raging.

London military sources
said it was believed the big-
gest-scale operation of its
kind in history.

The asserted use of New
Zealand uniforms, presuma-
bly stripped from Anzac
dead or prisoners of war, ap-
peared to violate The Hague
convention which prohibits
“improper use . .. of the en-

emy’s uniform.”

It was the first reported time in
history of war that gliders had
been used as troop transports un-
der combat conditions. '

A fierce battle was reported still
raging, and some German {roop-
carrying planes were said to have
found landing fields on the moun-
tainousisland.

In London, Prime Minister Win-
ston Churchill told the House of
Commons that the Germans had
attacked Crete “in great strength”
and that “a serious battle has be-
gun and is developing.”

Churchill said British, New Zeal-
and and Greek troops were defend-
ing the island. He reported that 1,-
500 Germans disguised in Zealand
battle dress had landed in the in-
itial assault.

A British communique said “a
number” of the Nazi aerial invad-
ers, who apparently struck in force,
had already been “accounted for.”

London military quarters said the
assault appeared to be. . the fore-
runner of an attempt to gain con-
trol ofthe sealane to Syria — Ger=-
many’s latest theater of action in
her march to the East—and to com-
plete the Wastern encirclement of
Turkey.

Closed Aegean Entrance

The Germans and Italians have
already bottled up the Aegean en-
trance to Turkish-controlled Dar-
danelles by seizing Greece’s Cy-
strung out like a
bridge of stepping-stones from the
Greek mainland toward Crete.

In the Certe attack, the British
said a “grave battle” for the stratgic
island was developing.

London dispatches said Adolf Hit-
ler’'s Luftwaffe was delivering a
large scale assault on the island,
which lies 75 miles from the Ger-
man-occupied Greek mainland.

The attack apparently began dur.
ing the night or early this morn-
ing, according to sparse details
reaching London.

Thanksgiving Day
To Be Regular In
1942, FDR Says

WASHINGTON, May 20—(AP)—
President Roosevelt declared today
the experiment of moving up the
date of Thanksgiving Day by a
week to improve retail business had
not worked and that next year
Thanksgiving would be on the cus-
tomary last Thursday in November.

This year, however, it will fall on
the next to the last Thursday by
Presidential proclamation. ’

For the last two years, the date
of Thanksgiving has been advanc-
ed by Presidential proclamation a
week ahead of the traditional last
Thursday in November. Numerous
states, nevertheless, adhered to the
last Thursday holiday.

Originally, he said, a majority of
retailers had thoughht sales would
increase if Christmas and Thanks-
giving were not so close together.
So, as an experiment, the Presi-
dent said the date was moved up
and the experiment did not work.

Now a majority of retail stores re-
port, the President said, that the
change in dates made little differ-
ence in sales.

Governor Signs
New Liquor Law

AUSTIN, May 20—(AP)—Gover-
nor W. Lee O’Daniel has signed
into law a bill prohibiting physi-
cians to write more tha 100 pre-
scriptions for liguor in 90 days and
designed to curtail liguor sales .in
dry .area.

The new law provides prescrip-
tion forms must be obtained from
the liguor board, and the doctor
must write his diagnosis of the
patient on the form.

Consent of the parent or guardian
is necessary before prescriptions for
minors may be issued.

No doctor may write a liquor pre-
scription unless he has' a permit
issued by the liquor board.

Drug stores are forbidden to have
in stock more than 10 .gallons of
liguor at any given time and pre-
seription liguor must conform to the
standards set up in ‘the United
States Pharmacopea.

C. A. Paxton, chief enforcement
officer of the liquor:board, said that
forms. which the doctors must use
have been ordered, and that the
board was ready to grant .permits.

Doctors and durg stores, Paxton
said, were asked to “observe the
spirit” of the law until machinery
could be set up for enforcement.

It was expected about a week’s
time would be needed to put the
new regulations into operation.

U. S.-Made Bombers
Help Repel Advance

In Northern Africa

CAIRO, Egypt, May 20—(AP.)—
American-made bombing - planes

have struck their first blow in the

war in North Africa, having helped
on May 18 to drive back an attemp-
ted Axis advance into Egypt from
the Libyan border base at Fort
Capuzzo.

A massed German mechanized
column, including 60 tanks.and 100
other armored vehicles, sallied out
from the frontier barbed-wire bar-
rier Sunday afternoon, May 18, and
took up positions over a 6-mile front .-
from Fort Capuzzo to a point south
of Halfaya (Hell Fire) pass.

There, the British said, British
armored units and artillery brought
the Germans to a halt, knocking
out eight tanks.

Then, at dusk, the RAF with U. S.
built bombers loosed a -heavy air
attack, observers said, destroying
several more tanks and sending
most of the Germans back to the

barbed-wire border.

As I have offen said in my arti-
cles hefore, B. J. Becker has a
very iine partnership temperament.
Here is a hand in which he made a
fine protective play to prevent his
partner from making a mistake.

Dummy played low on the open-
ing lead, and Becker won with the
ace in order to keep declarer in the
dark as to the location of the king.

So Becker
overtook the jack of clubs with his
gueen to lead the king of diamonds.
Seuth ruffed, but now how to open
the hearts himself and give up two
tricks. Thus he made only two odd,
which turned out a very poor score
for him.

German Librarian Finds
Rure Edition Of Bible

HUNTINGDON, Pa. (UP)—A 24-
year-old German refugee librarian
has discovered a rare pre - Luther
edition 'of the Bible in a vault of
the Juniata College library here.

Identification of the -book by the
refugee, Gerhard Friedrich, estab-
lishes the 52d known existant edi-
tion of the rare two-volume Swiss
Bible, and makes the Juniata li-
brary the sixth in the United States
to possess such a Bible.

The Bible, which belongs to the
transition period between manu-
seript and movable type in the pio-
neer days of printing, has been
described by Wilhelm Walther,
outfstanding German bibliographer,
as the fifth of 14 pre-Luther Bibles
printed in High German. According
to Walther’s calculations, it was
printed somewhere in Switzerland
about 1474,

The second :division will be made
up of a ‘“volunteer participation
eommittee’” which the President
said ‘would have not more than 20
members erpresentative of various
regions and interests of the na-
tion.

No Special Message
Is Planned By FDR

WASHINGTON, May 20—(AP)—
President Roosevelt said today he
had no news on the issue of convoy-
ing supplies to Great Britain and
further declared there was nothing
to reports that he would submit
a special message to Congress soon.

Roosevelt touched only lightly at
his press conference on the argu-
ment whether American warships
should escort the supplies but did
question whether Senator Barkley
(D-KJy) had asserted that war ma-
terials were reaching Britain satis-
factorily.

Told of this, Barkley said he had
not known that reporters would
quote him when he said that Amer-
ican war equipment seemed to be
reaching Britain satisfactorily.

-President Ford Frick can untangle.

The Brooklyn Dodgers have lost
two games in a row at Chicago and
yesterday slipped out of the per-
centage, lead although remaining
half a contest ahead of the St. Louis
Cardinals on won-lost reckoning.

However, the Dodgers complicat-
ed this otherwise commonplace
mixup by protesting both games on
the grounds thatthe Cubs had 26
men on their squad, one over the
limit that went into effect May 15.

The player in question is outfield-
er Charley Gilbert, whom Brooklyn
traded to the Cubs in the Billy Her-
man deal. He was playing under
option at Montreal and the deal
provided that the International
League club turn him over to the
Cubs June 1.

One Week Before Ruling

In the meantime he sprained an
ankle and went to Philadelphia to
get repairs. He never has been any
closer to Chicago than he is right
now—roughly 800 miles.

President Frick says it may be a
week before he can make a ruling.
During the interim the prospect not
only will reflect on the first-place
struggle between the Dodgers and
Cardinals, but also on the Cubs,
who moved into the first division
yesterday.

Even if Brooklyn wins the pro-
test it won’t erase the humiliation
of yesterday’s 14-1 walloping, The
Cubs climbed on Chubby Hugh
Casey, who had won five games
without a defeat, and kayoed him
with nine runs in the second inn-
ing

NEW YORK, May 20—(AP) s
The Southwest is getting ready to

support its first National Open golf
tournament in a big way and as a
result, Dallas, Houston and Tulsa
have supplanted New York, Chicago
and Philadelphia as the principal
centers for the sectional qualifying
rounds next Monday.

Dallas is the qualifying location
for the section where the big tour-
nament will be played—at Fort
Worth’s Colonial Club, June 5, 6
and 7. ‘This district dontributed
126 entrants to the total of 1,010
who will try to qualify in 27 differ-
ent locations. Chicago, always a hot
spot in golf and looking after a big
territory, is second with 104 en-
tries and Pittsburgh third with 80.
Then comes Tulsa with 69, Detroit
with 68 and Houston with 67, all
ahead of New York’s metropolitan
district which general is either first
or second. New York’s total this
year is 65.

Limited To 128 Places.
The total entry list for the 1941

Open, announced yesterday by the |

United States Golf Association, is
1,062. Of these 33 are exempt from
the sectional qualifying rounds be-
cause they were among the low 30
scorers and ties for 30th place last
year. Eight former Open champions
whe didn’t rank high in the 1940
tourney also were granted exemp-

tions under a ruling made this year,

and the home club pro, Bob Byrnes,
also is exempt.

As a result there will be just 128
places in the main tournament for
the 1,010 golfers to shoot at Mon-
day. The field at Fort Worth will
be limited to 170 starters, the same
as it has been since 1936.

Inasmuch as the number of quali-
fiers for each district was deter-
mined on the basis of the quality
as well as the number of entrants,
New York and Chicago each will
have 12 places to fill, only four few-
er than Dallas’ top total. Detroit
and Houston each will qualify eight,
Tulsa and Pittsburgh seven; Birm-
ingham, Ala., with 48 entries, gets
six and Cleveland, with 47 entries,
will have five. The other districts
each will qualify from one to four
players.

The complete entry lists and
groupings for play in each district
will be announced today.

troops striking from Habbaniyah
air base were reported to have ad-
vanced 16 miles toward ancient
Baghdad, the capital, in a march
into the heart of the Middle East
oil kingdom.

Cross Euphrates River.

The British said Imperial forces
had crossed the Euphrates River
and captured the village of Fallu-
jah, 40 miles from Baghdad, with
the aid of strong aerial support.

It was not disclosed whether the
British were pushing on toward
Baghdad itself, but it was declared
perhaps significantly, that only one
physical obstruction lay ahead —
the Tigris River.

Iraq’s high command, making no
mention of the British-claimed cap-
ture of Fallujah, said a series of
British attacks on the western Iraq
front had been repulsed with ‘“con-
siderable losses.”

A Baghdad communique said that
30 British armored cars were des-
troyed by Axis-aided Iraq’s air force,
and that losses were inflicted on
the British in the Basra sector, at
the head of the Persian Gulf. Two
British gunboats which, shelled Iraq
defenses were said to have been
driven off.

Petain Threatens Fight.

In Vichy, the French government
of Chief of State Philippe Petain,
now actively cooperating with Ger-
many, bluntly threatened a full-
fledged fight to regain France's
African colonies seized by General
Charles De Gaulle’'s “Free Fench”
troops with British aid.

At the same time, the Vichy gov-
ernment suspended the granting of
visas for Martinique, France's only
route of direct communication with
the Americas,” as a result of “the
uncertainty of the situation of
French possessions in America.”

Dispatches from Damascus, Syria,
said the British were hitting Syrian
airports in almost daily attacks—
presumably attempting to halt Ger-
man warplanes which the British
say are flying to aid Iraq’s Pre-
mier' Rashid Ali Al Gailani, who
had appealed to Hitler for help.

House Bill Would
Require Resignation

AUSTIN, May 20—(AP.) — The
House of Representatives today
sent the Senate a bill to prevent
a person holding an office with a
term of more than two years to run
for another office without first re-
signing his old job.

An amendment to make the regu-
lation apply to all officials whose
salaries exceed $1,500 a year—but
not until after the present election
for U. S. Senator—was voted down.

The bill passed last night by a
vote of 103 to 17.

The House also passed and sent
to the Senate a bill limiting ex-
penses of corporations in influenc-
ing a municipal election. The pres-
ent law was held invalid by the At-
torney General because of conflict-
ing penalties and a corrective mea-
sure was submitted by the governor
as emergency legislation.

As finally approved by the House,
the bill would limit expenditures in
a town of 3,000 population or less
to $750 and in larger cities to $25
for each 100 population.

Proceedings against, juvenile delin-
quents would be changed from crim-
inal to civil and would be held be-
hind closed doors under terms of a
bill by Rep. Lester Boone of Fort
Worth approved finally by the

House.
