FDR May Bare Future

Early Asserts President Will Leave No
Doubt On National Policy In Address;
Roosevelt Asks Billions For- Airplanes

By The Associated Press

WASHINGTON, May 27.—In the midst of preparing a momentous
pronouncement on governmental policy, President Roosevelt asked Con-
gress today for $3,319,000,000 in appropriations for more airplanes.

Stephen Early, Presidential secretary, told reporters that the Chief
Executive would extend his fireside chat tonight an extra 15 minutes and

asserted:

“I think you can say that by Wednesday morning there can no longer
be any doubt as to what the national policy of this government is.

I think I’ll just stand on that.”

Early announced that the re-
quest for huge new funds for planes
was ‘being sent to capitol hill in
a letter to Speaker Rayburn.

Of the total, $2,790,000,000 would
be for the army and $529,000,000 for
the navy.

Early declined to estlmate the
number of planes to be ordered with
the money or to say whether bomb-
ers would be emphasized.

Nor would he go into any detail
on the possible contents of the
presidential address tonight. He
said, however, that it had been cut
and worked out and eliminations
and additions made until it had
reached the point where it could
not very well be fitted into the

original 30 minutes for which it was
scheduled.

Accordingly, Early is = asking
broadcasting companies, which will
transmit. Mr. Roosevelt’s words to
the ‘entire world, for a 15-minute
extension of time.

World-Wide Broadcast

Again today, Early offered no dis-
couragement, to reports that the ad-
dress would probably be one of the
most significant ever delivered by
the Chief Executive.

The President planned to devote
most of his day to the address, and
the White House indicated that it
would take into consideration vir-
tually any major change in interna-
tional affairs occurring before 8:30
p. m. (CST) when Mr. Roosevelt
speaks by radio.

An all-network transmission will
carry the President’s words to the
four corners of the nation, and a
world-wide short wave relay will
broadcast the addrass to other
lands. In addition to the direct Eng-
lish relay, there will be translations
in French, German, Italian, Spanish
and Portuguese.

The White House yielded no hints
as to the exact subject of the Pres-
ident’s speech, but did nof discour-
age the growing impression that
the address would rank with the
most significant of Mr. Roosevell's
state papers.

Highly-placed officials were of the
opinion that one portion of the ad-
dress would contain a demand for
more active aid to Britain,  re-
gardless of Axis threats. Other
qguarters looked for a vigorous pro-
nouncement of foreign policy, pos-
sibly coupled with a formal re-
assertion of historic American doc-
trine on freedom of the seas,

Ford States Liquor
Board Officers Will
Enfqrce Law June 1

AUSTIN, May 27—(AP) — The

state liquor board will clamp down |’

on violators of the new prescrip-
tion liquor law beginning June 1.
In letter mailed yesterday to more

than 500 holders of medical liquor |-

permits, Liquor Administrator Bert

Ford explained the new regulations |

and warned that strict enforcement
would begin next month.

The law limits to 100 the num-
ber of prescriptions any doctor may
issue within a 90 day period and
prohibits a drug store from possess-
ing more than 10 gallons of liquor
at any one time.

Permits Expire Aug. 31
Ford pointed out that doctors

must be certified for- permxts by the

state board -of ‘medical examiners
before they may obtain blanks on
which to write prescriptions. He
said necessary permit and prescrip-
tion application forms may be ob-
tained from the board’s district of-
fices or from Austin.

Present permits will remain ef-
fective until expiration Aug. 31.

Drug stores unable to reduce their
stock of liquor to the 10-gallon max-
imum should report to local repre-
sentatives, Ford declared, adding
no disposition will be made to take
advantage of technical difficulties
where they exist.

Britain's Fleet
Balks Nazis Sea
Effort At Crete

CAIRO, Egypt, May 27.—
Britain’s Mediterranean fleet
has lost two cruisers and four
destroyers in the raging
week-old battle of Crete but
has balked German efforts
to land sea-borne troops, and
the epic struggle on land
now “hangs in the balance,”
the British announced today.

Besides the sunken ships high of-
ficial quarters said that two bat-
tleships and several other cruisers

had been damaged, but said there’

is no question whatever “our naval
position in the Eastern Mediterran-
ea nhas been prejudically affected.”
The Allied garrison on Crete was
said to be receiving reinforcements
while it was admitted that the
Germans still were parachuting
down troops in swarms.
Inflict Heavy Losses

With these reinforcements, the
Middle East command said the
Germans had been able to broaden
their major foothold at Malemi air-
port, west of Canea, the Crete cap-
ital. The Imperial forces were forc-
ed back to new positions.

The British asserted heavy losses
still were being inflicted on the
Germans in- fierce hand-to-hand
fighting and Greek sources placed
the number of Nazi dead at 18,000.
Of these,they said 5,000 were drown-
ed in attempts to land by sea.

The British announced that the

Approves $251,596
For Improvements
Midland Airport

WPA Proposal Would
Improve Runways And
Provide Barracks

WASHINGTON, May 27—
(Special) —Rep. R. E. Thomason
(D-Texas) was advised today by
the Texas State WPA Adminis-
trator that he had recommend-
€d approval of an allocation of
$251,596 for improvements at the
Midland, Texas, Mumclpal Air-
port.

The supplemental application
has been forwarded to Washing-
ton. If work is ordered on the
program the City of Midland
will make available $23,823 for
the work.

Thomason promised to expe-
dite approval of the project in
Washington. WPA headquarters
here must pass on the project
and President Roosevelt must
approve the program before
funds can be expended.

Most of the money would be
spent on the airport. Paving for
runways would be provided and
one runway would be widened
from 120 to 150 feet. Both would
be extended, making the total
length of each 4,710 feet.

A’ tie-down area, east of the
new hanger, also would be pav-
ed and would provide space to
accomodate about 100 planes.

A new barrack for Army en-
listed men stationed at the air-
port also would be built under
the program.. This barrack
would cost a.ppmmmately $20,-
000. About $2,000 is provided for
reconditioning the old hanger
at the west side of the airport
headquarters building.

The coast guard and navy reported
today that 39 survivors of the Brit-
ish steamer Marconi had been res-
ctied by the coast guard cutter Gen-
eral Greene, about 270 miles south-
east of Greenland,

The navy reported that about 40
filore crew members — the coast
guard said 60—of the Marconi were
believed drifting in two life-boats
in heavy fog in the same vicinity.
The coast guard cutter was search-
ing for them.

The navy’s information did not
state the manner of the Marconi’s
sinking, but the coast guard radio
report declared she was torpedoed
yesterday.

First of the survivors, a chief
officer and 19 men, were found at
3:45 a. m. (EST), and at that time
the navy was notified “three other
boats believed in general vicinity
with 60 men.”

Nazi Grand Admiral Raeder’s
warning to the United States
against aid for Britain perhaps
would have lacked some of its em-
phasis had it been delivered today
with  Germany’s proud battleship
Bismarck lying at the bottom of the
sea, but the issues of the moment
still remain those involved in his
statement.

Among other things, the admiral

declared that
American convoys
for contraband to
England would be
an open act of
war which would
be met by the
guns of the Ger-
man navy if nec-
essary. Such con-
voys, he said,
wouldn’t scare the
Nazi navy—a re-
mark bolstered by

MacKenzie
the sensational sinking of the battle
cruiser Hood which went down un-
der gunfire from the Bismarck.
Secretary of State Hull in com-
menting on the admiral’s statement

accused Germany of trying by
threats to induce the United States
to refrain from any real efforts at
self defense. Presidential Secretary
Early thought Berlin was trying to
Pecloud Mr. Roosevelt’s fireside chat
tonight.

Hoped To Hinder Aid.

Admiral Raeder’s threat was, of
course, made under orders from the
Fuehrer, since he alone can au-
thorize such statements. Obviously,
too, it was intended partly to intim-
idate us and partly to try to create
confusion in the minds of the Ame-
rican public.

Beyond this, just what did Nazi-
dom have in mind.in making such
a statement? Here is one case
where thought reading isn’t very
difficult.

First off, it. was an effort to sty-
mie our aid to Britain without forc-
ing us into. the conflict. ‘Germany
déesn’t ‘'want war with Uncle San
at this critical juncture. Herr Hit-
ler naturally would be delighted to
see us at war with Japan in the
Far East, so to dissipate our forces
and hamper our ald to the Allies,
but he has all he’wants on his hands
already in the European.theater.

The Nazi chief recognizes that in
all probability he is going to win or
lose the war this summer. That does
not necessarily mean-that peace will
be signed so soon, but that the out-
come will be determined. y

He recognizes, too, that the out-
come depends on American aid to
the Allies. Without our help Britain
and her supporters cannot win.

Churchill Decides
Not To Conscript
Citizens In Ireland

LONDON, May 27— (AP)—Conscrip-
tion -for military service will not be
extended: to Northern Ireland, au-
thoritative British sources said to-
day.

Lord Glentoran, Northern Ireland
minister of agriculture and chief
government whip in. the House of
Lords, made the following - state-
ment:

“Mir. Churchill asked' the Prime
Minister of Ulster to come-over and
give his views on the matter to the
British cabinet. ‘ ‘

“The Ulster prime minister made
it quite clear that Uuster is out. 'to
assist the war effort in every possi-
ble way, and that, in total warfare,
equality of service among all classes
could be attained only by conscrip-
tion.

“In .his. wisdom, Churchill  has
decided against conscription. Never-
theless, he will continue to receive
just the same help and support
from the Ulster people as if he had
decided otherwise.”

Nazis Ship Crew Of
1300 May Be Lost

Fleet And Airplanes End Three-Day Hunt
Defeating Reich Boat In North Atlantic;
American-Made Plane Spots Fleeing Boat

Germany’s new 35,000-ton battleship Bismarck, trap-
ped by overwhelming guns of the British fleet and the
torpedoes of darting planes, was sent to the bottom of
the North Atlantic after a 3-day hunt at 11 a. m. (3 a. m.
C..S. T.) today even as her guns still blazed and her
radio sent a last message home, “Long live the Fuehrer!”

With her Swastika flag flying to the end, the big Ger-
man sea raider fell victim to what the British described
as ‘“the whole apparatus of our ocean control” in a pitch-

ed battle some 400 mlles west of Brest, France.
% Thus did Britain’s

Royal Navy
repay the greatest blow to its pride
since the war began—the sinking on
Saturday of the 42,100-ton battle-
ship Hood, the world’s largest fight-
ing craft, with the loss of approxi-
mately 1,300 officers and men, in
a fight with the Bismarck off Green
land.

Ironically, the planes which struck
the mortal blow were from the air-
craft carrier Ark Royal, often re-
ported by the Germans to have been
sunk.

Accounts varied whether the giant
battleship was actually sunk by
gunfire or air-launched torpedo,

Possibly both struck simultane-
ously, with planes diving again and
again to hurl their torpedoes into
the Bismarck’s vital while the
Prince ot Wales and. other British
warships poured a tempest of fire
into the German raider, flounder-
ing helplessly in the sunlit waters.

Overtaking the German man
o’'war as she reeled in uncontrollable
circles, her ruader and propellers
smashed by aerial torpedoes, the
British. fleet delivered the . coup
de grace and closed one of the
greatest naval chapters in history.

The German high command said
the Bismarck went down under at-
tack by planes and three British
battleships, numerous cruisers and
destroyers.

Admiral Guenther Luetjens, and
Captain Lindemann of the Bismarck
along with an undisclosed number
of the crew, lost their lives.

The Nazi high command said the
British squadron had been under
heavy attack by the Luftwaffe ever
since dawn.

Britons found another big head-
line in reports from Greek sources
in Cairo that 18,000 Germans have
lost their lives so far in the aerial
invasion of Crete, including 5,000
drowned at sea.

Hitler’s high command said the
Bismarck was crippled at 9 p.m.
last night, 400 miles west of Brest,
when she was hit by two plane-
launched torpedoes, smashing her
rudder and propellors.

“In the battle against gradually
increasing strength of enemy naval
forces, the battleship Bismarck
fought on,” the Nazi high com-
mand said, “until finally on the
morning of May 27 it fell victim to
superior strength.”

Berlin radio reported that the
Bismarck’s last message read:

“Ship out of control. Will fight to
the last shell. Long live the Fueh-
rer!”

The fleeing Nazi raider was re-
ported heading for refuge from pur-
suing British warships in a French
port, either Brest or St. Nazaire,
when torpedo-carrying planes from
the British Aircraft Carrier Ark
Royal sent her to the bottom—the
first kattleship ever reported sunk
by acrial attack.

An American-made . Catalina
plane was credited with first spot-
ting the Bismarck, bringing other
planes and British warships to de-
liver the coupe de grace to the al-
ready twice-wounded German craft.

Authoritative quarters in London
said the 35,000-ton battleship Prince
of Wales, sister ship of the King
George V, participated in the flam-
ing 'sea battle which sent the Bis<
marck to her dpom.

Expects Few Survived.

Presumably, the Bismarck had a
complement of 1,300 to 1,500 offi-
cers and men on board—about the
same number carried by the Hood.

Unless she struck her colors be-
fore being sent to the bottom few

The Italians said Miahailoff, wheo
was described as a Greek afflicted
with “a poetic madness,” fired the
shots in an attempt on the life of
the Albanian premier, Shefket Vver-
laci. All the shots went wild.

Hihailoff was convicted by a
military tribunal and sentenced to
death before a firing squad.

If
it were enough the government would not have to go
out to raise another huge loan at this time by selling
ordinary bonds to the banks.

£ *

Once more, let us repeat the advantages of the De-
fense Bond plan. When the government sells bonds to
banks, that simply expands the national credit base. In-
flation is brought nearer. But when you huy Defense
Bonds, you lend your actual money to the government.

Driving Bill As Governor's Vetoes
And Suggestions \Yﬂgh-On Calendar

AUSTIN, May 27—(AP)—A meas~
ure intended to clamp down on
drunk driving headed for the state’s
law books today while the legisla-

ture, staggering under clogged biil
calendars, was further loaded with
recommendations and vetoes by
Governor W. Lee O’Daniel. :

House and Senate yesterday ap-
proved a conference committee re-
port on a bill making the initial
offense of driving while intoxicated
a misdemeanor and subsequent vio-
lations felonies.

Statutes currently declare the
first offense a felony and prose-
cuting attorneys complain convic-
tions, with the accused facing a
penitentiary sentence, are difficult
to obtain.

Among other messages and vetoes,
O’Daniel asked the Senate to ap-
prove proptly a House bill designed
to make state laws conform with
amendments to the federal social
security act which became effec-
tive July 1.

The legislature was asked by the &8

governor for the second time to im-
mediately provide ‘additional funds
to-avert a cut in pension:payments
and:to eliminate an asserted ‘joker”
from the recently-enacted  multi-
levied $22,000,000 tax bill, .
Vetoes Two. Amendments

The House sidetracked -a motion

stripping the governor of the power
to name a state auditor and vest-
ing it in a joint legislative com-
mittee after O!Daniel threatened to
veto it unless he were permitted
to appoint a budget director.

Vetoed were two amendments to
the unemployment compensation
act, one excluding tips from wages
in determining benefits to jobless
and .the other fixing a method of
determining benefits to seasonal
workers.

Submitted by O’Daniel, +a bill
prohibiting sale of liquor, wine and
beer within a - 10-mile radius of de-
fense training areas was introduced
in both houses.

The House sent the Senate a bill
instructing the attorney general to
file suit against New Mexico for
proper division of Pecos River wa-
ters, the proposal carrying a $30,000
appropriation for the purpose.

Like Gen. Marshall,
None Is Graduate Of
West Point Academy

WASHINGTON. — Each of the
commanding generals of the four
armies which make up the U. S.
Army cut-his military milk-teeth on
bullets, not text-books. They did not
study the art of war until they had
fought one. Like their Chief, Gen.
Marshall, none of them went to
West Point. Each was baptized into
the army in battle during the
Spanish-American War.

.Geeneral Marshall was a dark
horse when he was chosen Chief
of Staff. The man who had been
considered most likely to succeed
the retiring Chief, Malin Craig,
was Lt. Gen. Hugh A Drum, Com-
mar=er of the First Army.

“Hughie” Drum is a soldier first
and last. He was commissioned when
he was 18—two years under age—
by an act of Congress in tribute to
the gallantry of his father, Captain
John Drum, who was killed at San
Juan Hill. Before young Hugh un-
dertook the study of textbook tactics
he had had years of rough and
tumble fighting in skirmishes with
guerrillas during the Philippine in-
surrection.

Instinet For Organization.

Drum went to Europe with Persh-
ing in the first World War and was
sent ahead to France to select ports
and training fields for the 1st Divi-
sion. When the war was over, he
was Chief of Staff of the 1st Army,
had distinguished himself by laying
out the plans for the battle of Ar-
gonne forest.

His instinct for military organ-
ization is remarkable. On one oc-

casion when a textbook on com-.

mand was needed in a hurry, Drum
dictated to relays of stenographers
and completed in one month what
usually takes three years or more.

“An incident during the = World
War  illustrates Drum’s
knowledge of military operations.
The late Secretary of War New-
ton Baker (who told the story) was
in Drum’s improvised office in the
St. Mihiel sector when the phone

" rang. The person at the other end
told Drum to call off artillery fire.
Drum repeated the message to Bak-
er, picked up another phone and
told - his artillery to double fire.
Baker waited for an explanation.
Finally Drum said: “That message
was a fake. I'm sure of it.” He was
right.

He’s Hard-Riding.

For years after he joined the
army Lt. Gen. Ben Lear, Jr., who
commands the Second Army, would
look nervously up and down the line
whenever ‘he barked an order. He
had volunteered for the Spanish-
American War when he was a boy
and was made a sergeant. He was
ordered -to the Philippines, and as
he lined up his men to board the
transport in San Francisco, he got
a nasty shock when he realized one
of the ragged recruits he was send-
ing up the gangplank was his father.
Lear senior felt lonely back in Colo-
rado, after his son left, so he fol-
lowed along and asked to be sent
to the same regiment.

. After the capture of Manila both

Lears were mustered out, and the
son got back in the next day with
a .commission as second lieutenant
of cavalry.

Asserts Sea Power
Greater Than Japan

NEW YORK—(UP)—If the two
great sea powers of the Pacific
should_clash in- battle, the odds fa-
voring the United States over Japan
would be approximately 2 to 1, be-
lieves. the naval historian and stra-
tegist, Capt. W. D. Puleston, U.S.N.,
retired.

The  theoretical - mathematical
chances are reached by assuming

posed by 10 Japanese dreadnoughts.

could be expected to survive.

The fate of the other ships in
the German force was not disclos-
ed, but London dispatches had pre-
viously said that the fleeing Bis~
marck headed a squadron, and Bri-
tish sources declared that ships en-
gaged in pursuit of the Germans
probably - included the 33,950-ton
battleships Rodney and Nelson —
and possibly the Royal Navy’s new-
est and most powerful battle-wag-
ons, the 35,000-ton King George V
and the Prince of Wales.

High official quarters in London
subsequently announced that “mea-
sures are being taken” to deal with
the German cruiser, Prince Eugen,
which had been escorting the Bis-
marck.

Leaves Three Capital Ships.

Sinking of the Bismarck presum-
ably left Germany with only three
capital ships—the brand-new 35,-
000-ton Tirpitz, sister ship of the
Bismarck; and the Gneisenau and
the Scharnhorst, both 26,000 tons,
which the British say have been re-
peatedly bombed in Brest harbor,
Nazi-occupied France, since mid-
March.

With a top speed of at least 30
knots, the Bismarck had slipped
away from other British men o’ war
immediately after the fight with the
Hood, somewhere between Green-
land and Iceland, in which the
Hood’s 1,300-odd officers and men
were believed to have perished.

British seaplanes kept the Bis-
marck spotted, however, and a crip-
pling torpedo-hit blasted her
chance to escape. The chase had
covered hundreds of miles.

Even with the loss of the Hood
and the battleship Royal Oak, tor-
pedoed by a German U-boat at
Scapa flow early in the war, Bri-
tain still has 15 battleships and bat-
tle cruisers—the same number she
had in commission when the war
broke out.
