R OME ,  June 16.— The 

Italian government froze 
American bank accounts in 
Italy today in swift reprisal 
ordered by Premier Musso­
lini for like action taken 
against Italian holdings in 
the United States.

Italy’s decision to retaliate 
was made known yesterday 
in a communique which said: 

“Following the blocking of Italian 
and German funds and the registra­
tion of all foreign property by the 
President of the United States, the 
Fascist, government, besides ordering 
suitable measures in reply, has or­
dered immediate registration of all 
property belonging to the United 
States and existing in Italy.”

The only United States property 
in Italy is the embassy, which en­
joys extraterritorial privileges, but 
Americans thought the decree would 
mean the property in Italy of all 
Americans.
$142,000,000 U. S. Interests.

Those who sought to withdraw 
funds tins morning were turned 
away and the Bank of Italy in­
structed other banks to block their 
checking accounts.

(The sp>eed of the Italian counter­
action prevented Americans from 
replenishing their cash by withdraw­
al from checking accounts.)

No Italian estimate of Americas 
property holdings and credits will 
be available until it appears in the 
registrations, but Americans were 
undersl^d to own shares in about 
,60 Italian companies. (Washington 
dispatches estimated the value of 
American interests at about $142,- 
000,000) .

Lee O’Daniel, Gerald Mann, Mar­
tin Dies and Lyndon Johnson) to 
meet here or at the White House 
door to discuss this crisis from the 
forum floor.”

Before Davis submitted his reso­
lution the four candidates who ac-

sented their cases.

Meanwhile, 35 survivors of the 
United States steamer Robin Moor, 
reported sunk by a German U-boat 
in the South Atlantic May 21, ar­
rived at Capetown, South Africa, in 
a British ship.

British Gain In Syria.

The German high command said 
60 British tanks were destroyed and 
that a British attack in the Salum 
area, on the Egyptian-Libyan fron­
tier, “collapsed” under the com­
bined resistance of Axis troops and 
warplanes.

The British said their forces des­
troyed 12 Axis vehicles in the Gam­
but sector. Other details were lack­
ing.

In the Middle East, British and 
Free French columns were rep>ort- 
ed to have slashed through key de­
fense positions of Damascus and 
Beirut, leading the British to. pre­
dict early capitulation of both capi­
tals in the 9-day-old invasion of 
Syria and Lebanon.

Nazi warplanes, now openly aid­
ing the hard-pressed Vichy lYench 
forces, were reported to have sunk 
a light British cruiser and damaged 
a heavy cruiser off the Lebanese 
coast.

The German high command, in 
making this claim, also declared 
that Nazi air formations raided air­
ports on the British-fortified island 
of Cyprus, 70 miles off the coast of 
Syria.

Corpus Chrisii 
Oilman Predicts 
Serious Back-Up

AUSTIN, June 16 — (AP) — A 
transportation shortage resulting 
from transfer of tankers- from the 
Gulf Coast service will cause a ser­
ious “backing up” of oil in Texas, 
Maston Nixon of Corpus Christi said 
at a statewide oil proration hearing 
here today.

“A cut should be made to prevent 
this backing up,” he said, adding 
that oil from other parts of the 
state moved to the Gulf Coast and 
the problem was statewide.

Nixon urged that the industry 
face the situation frankly and take 
steps to meet it. He said, however, 
that he had heard little talk about 
it, and that oil men were appar­
ently unconcerned.
Different Panhandle View

“The oil men of Texas are either 
asleep ,the cat’s got their tongue, 
or they don’t want to say any­
thing,” agreed Jerry Sadler, member 
of the railroad commission before 
which the hearing was held.

A different viewpoint was taken 
by witnesses from the Panhandle, 
who asked for more production to 
meet demand for oh.

As the hearing began, two mem­
bers of the commission asked for 
unity with the federal government 
and said Federal Petroleum Coordi­
nator Harold J. Ickes had no desire 
to take over the industry.

LONDON, June 16— (AP)—Strong 
forces of British bombers fired in­
dustrial targets in Western German 
and caused extensive damage in the 
Cologne and Hannover areas last 
night, the air ministry said today.

Bomb hits were reported on three 
German supply ships and on a 
German E-boat (torpedo boat) in 
daylight operations yesterday.

(The Germans said several North­
ern and Western German cities were 
bombed by the RAP last night in 
“widely scattered raids.” They said 
there was some damage to residen­
tial districts but that poor visibil­
ity caused bombs to fall in fields in 
many places.)

052 announced by the War Depart­
ment apparently covers initial con­
struction of the program.

Midland a defense housing area.

Delays Threaten New 
Draft Proposal And 
Plant Seizure Plan

WASHINGTON, June 16— (AP)— 
The threat of delay today beset two 
major pieces of defense legislation 
—one for for lowering the maximum 
training age in the Selective Ser­
vice Act, and the other for empow­
ering the government to take over 
industries where arms production 
was affected or menaced by strikes, 
lockouts or other causes.

The administration-backed plan 
for making 27 years the top age Limit 
for military service, instead of the 
present 35 years, was reported to 
have encountered formidable op­
position from House members.

Chairman May (D-Ky) said the 
House military committee would be 
in “no hurry” in considering this 
Senate-approved measure which 
would permit the President to de­
fer active service of registrants who 
reach their 28th birthday before 
June 1 of this and subsequent years 
without having been caUed into the 
army.

The Senate mUitary committee, 
meanwhile, made public testimony 
by Brig. Gen. Lewis B. Hershey. dep­
uty director of Selective Sexwice, dis­
closing that 52 per cent of the men 
called for active duty in the ages 
from 31 through 35 had been re­
jected for physical disabilities.

Dutch Indies Rejects 
Japanese's New Order

BATAVIA, Netherlands East In­
dies, June 16— (AP)—The governor- 
general of these Dutch Pacific 
possessions, speaking in the midst of 
an economic crisis with Japan, de­
clared today his government had 
notified Tokyo it emphatically re­
jected “any thought” of including 
them in the Japanese-proposed 
“new order for East Asia.”

Addressing the opening session of 
the Legislative People’s Council, 
Governor-General A. W. L. Tjarda 
Van Starkenborgh Stachouwer re­
called Japan’s entry into the Rome- 
BerUn Axis and declared an Axis 
victory “would spell destruction of 
the kingdom of the Netherlands.”

German-Russian 
Relations Near 
Breaking Point

LONDON, Jime 16— (AP)—A re­
liable foreign source said today 
that German-Russian relations are 
rapidly approaching a critical staga 
where they must either be cement­
ed more closely in a Pan-European 
economic scheme or break into open 
hostility.

The situation, this source said, has 
arisen from Germany’s pressure for 
more oil, grain and ore from Rus­
sia and the conviction of certain 
Russian leaders that the spread of 
German influence through repeated 
European victories was endangering 
the Soviet’s own ambitions as a 
world power.

Anti-German Russians were said 
to express fear that German dom­
ination of the Balkans and Black 
Sea, if further extended, might re­
duce Russia to a second rate place 
among nations.

Russian diplomatic sources in 
London, however, refuse to go be­
yond the Insistence of Tass, official 
Soviet news agency, that German- 
Russian relation continue ami­
cable.”

Official Orcier Doesn't 
Mean Diplomatic Break; 
Widemann Is Involved

WASHINGTON, June 16. 

— The United States today 
ordered all German consu­
lates closed by July 10 be­
cause of activities “ inimical 
to the welfare of this coun­
try.”

Announcing the action, 
Sumner Welles, undersecre­
tary of state, said it did not 
imply a break in diplomatic 
relations with Germany and 
did not affect the diplomatic 
staff in Washington.

He made the announcement after 
handing a note to Dr. Wilhelm 
Tannenberg, first secretary of Ger­
man embassy.

The order requests tl)e closing of 
the German Library of Information 
and Railway Tourist Bureau and 
the (jterman 'Transocean News 
Agency. It calls for removal of all 
nationals connected with the con­
sulates and these agencies.

(Transocean is not connected with 
any American news agency).

“It has come to the knowledge, 
of this government,” the Welles 
note said, “that agencies of the 
German Reich in this counti’y, in­
cluding G erman consular establish­
ments, have been engaged in ac­
tivities wholly outside the scope of 
their legitimate duties.
Twenty-Four Consulates

“These activities have been of an 
improper and unwarranted char­
acter.

“They render the continued pres­
ence in the United States of those 
agencies and consular establish­
ments inimical to the welfare of 
this country.”

This was the first action against 
German consular establishments in 
this country, although Italian con­
sulates at Detroit and Newark, N. 
J., were ordered closed some time 
ago.

Today’s notice to the German 
government affects scores of con­
sular officials throughout the Unit­
ed States, including Captain Fritz 
Widemann, the German consul gen­
eral at San Francisco who is a 
personal friend of Adolf Hitler.

Germany has 24 consular estab­
lishments in the United States and 
its possessions. They are Mobile, 
Los Angeles, San Francisco, Balboa 
and Colon, Sanal Zone; Denver, 
Honolulu, Chicago, New Orleans, 
Baltimore, Boston, Detroit, Kansas 
City, Mo., St. Louis, Buffalo, New 
York City, Cleveland, Portland, Ore., 
Philadelphia, Pittsburgh, Manila, 
Aguadilla, P. R.; San Juan, P. R.; 
Newport News.

No Economics In A Vacuum
There has been a great deal of discussion of the pos­

sible economic position, of the United States in the case 
of a Hitler victory in Europe.

Could the United States, or could it not, compete 
with an economy ma,naged from Germany which included 
slave populations and resources throughout the whole of 
economic Europe?

. „ One side of the argument says, no, that it would be 
the death of free enterprise in the United States*, which 
would have to adopt totalitarian principles in order to 
do business with the world at all. The other says, yes, 
the United States, with all its resources, efficiency, and 
skill, could compete with Germany under any circum­
stances, provided it keeps prices low, develops technique, 
and builds military strength.

A great deal of this argument is unrealistic in that 
it avoids the central fact of trade under the Nazi system. 
That fact, and it is a new fact in the study of economics, 
is the complete intermingling of foreign policy, local pol­
itics, and economics with what used to be a simple com­
petitive trade matter.

It might well be argueci that the United States could 
compete with the best a Nazi Germany could offer, even 
if that system had the resources of a forcibly-united Eu­
rope at its disposal. Provided free competition were pos­
sible, and provided that the United States were willing 
to adjust its standard of living in some relationship to 
whatever standard of living the Nazis might impose on 
Europe, it might be possible. But it seems useless to make 
these calculations in a vacuum.

♦ ♦ *
The Nazis have no idea of competing on what we 

have always regarded as a free basis with other econo­
mies. They worm their way in. They work internal po­
litical pressure to slant trade in favor of their economy, 
and this goes as far as internal revolution or the threat 
of it, to. say nothing of bribery, “ loss leader sales,” ex­
clusive privileges, and every technique of political and so­
cial pressure which gives them the bulge on anyone who 
wishes to compete as a matter of straight business.

All calculations on whether or not the United States 
could compete wtih a Nazi European economy on any 
kind of a fair business basis are useless. The Nazis don’t 
do business that way. They never have, and there is not 
the slightest sign that they ever intend to.

Developing Hemisphere Resources
Progress is being made at the technique of killing 

with one stone the twin birds of U. S. dependence on far 
regions for raw materials and greater mutual trade be­
tween North and South America.

The United States has signed up to buy all the tung­
sten ore in Bolivia for the next three years. Six million 
tons of high-grade bauxite, or aluminum-bearing clay, are 
being bought in Dutch Guiana. Brazil’s production of 
manganese has been doubled; so has that of Cuba. Ar­
rangements for vast amounts of Bolivian tin await only 
shipping facilities. More than 85 per cent of required 
U. S. antimony is now coming from hemisphere sources, 
principally Mexico. The United States is helping to es­
tablish production of rubber and quinine in countries to 
which both are native, but which have neglected their pro­
duction in recent years.

These things take time to develop, but there is room 
for hope that enduring foundations are being laid for a 
mutual exchange which will make the western, hemisphere 
more independent of the rest of the world, yet more inter­
dependent in matters of normal trade.

the states. ,

Tendencies to set up such barriers have been appear­
ing; in recent years, and even more recently the reali­
zation has come that they must be broken down. The 
Council of State Governments, then,, has good reason to 
note with satisfaction that efforts to extend such barriers 
were generally defeated before state legislatures in their 
1941 sessions. Bills to give preference to local labor and 
m âterials were killed in several states, and discriminatory 
taxes on the products of other states were also repelled 
in several instances.

DIVISION IN TENNESSEE, June 16 
— (AP.)—Just 11 months old but al­
ready a terrifying force, a full arm­
ored division rolled into middle 
Tennessee before dawn today, took 
a few testing smacks at two rein­
forced infantry divisions and drew 
back for a knockout blow.

The second armored division—11,- 
000 men who can fight with their 
19,000 weapons from tanks, armored 
scout cars, trucks, midget cars and 
even motorcycles—hid itself on high 
tableland, ready to strike a crushing 
blow at two modern infantry divi­
sions along a 20-mile battle line.

It will be a test o f how well the 
mechanized force can strike, unex­
pectedly and accurately, and how 
the motorized divisions can fend 
off the actics that have revolu­
tionized warfare.

Advance forces of both the arm­
ored division, which with the 5th 
division (Ft. Custer, Mich.) is op­
posing the 27th (New York) and 
30th (Ga., Tenn., N. C., S. C.) di­
visions in the last two weeks of 
month-long field exercises clashed 
and fell back. They were just spar­
ring, testing each others lines to 
learn where the main forces might 
be an square off on a 20-mile front 
for the lightning war.

Ask No Privileges 
In Performing Duty

CAMP BOWIE, Brownwood, June 

16— (AP)—On its honor roll the 
Army lists its female brigade—the 
nursing corps—a band of young 
women who perform their duties 
without demanding special privil­
eges because of their sex.

Here at Camp Bowie are 89 nurs­
es, who assist 26 doctors in caring 
for the medical needs of 25,000 sol­
diers.

They live in plain-board bar­
racks like other officers, eat the 
regulary army mess and in other 
ways demonstrate they can be good 
soldiers without coddling.

All things considered, life in the 
Army is wholesome, healthful and 
generally beneficial, but there are 
times when a nurse fresh from 
civil life meets a situation she never 
before encountered.
Emergency Conditions

The first group of nurses who 
arrived at Camp Bowie, when it 
still was in the construction stage, 
found one low cot in each room— 
nothing more. There was no hot 
water for a week and no lights 
for one night.

An apple box was the only piece 
of furniture in the reception room.

Conditions all over th e  cajnp 
were in the hurry-up stage because 
of the national emergency, and the 
nurses accepted the fact, joking and 
wise-cracking about the situation 
instead of running to the com­
manding officer with a wail that 
home was never like this.

Now the nurses’ rooms are furn­
ished comfortably with beds, writ­
ing desks, dressing tables and large 
sitting chairs. The apple box has 
disappeared from the reception 
room, which has a divan, radio and 
home-life furnishings.

Transporters Will 
Apply For Permits

AUSTIN, June 16— (Special) — 
More than 1,200 transporters of 
special commodities in Texas, rep­
resenting over half of the commer­
cial truckers in the State, must 
make application for a new permit 
within 60 days from June 4, as the 
result of the signing last week by 
Governor O’Daniel of the n ew  
“Specialized Motor Carrier Act,” 
Lynn B. Shaw, general manager of 
Texas Motor Transportation Asso­
ciation announced today.

The act sets up a new type of 
carrier, the “Specialized Motor Car­
rier,” in place of the old carrier of 
“special commodities.”

Hitler And Stalin Dickering

British express fear German 
threat to Russia is a feint: This 
appears to reflect an attempt by 
the British leadership to dispel 
wishful thinking about a German- 
Russian conflict (incurable Brit­
ish habit and to prevent any re­
laxation of preparedness and watch­
fulness at Home. There is solid 
ground for expecting another Ger- 
man-Russian get-together, probably 
a f  Russia’s expense.

But it also is apparent that Ger 
many is applying tremendous mill 
tary pressure to Russia in an at­
tempt to get a free hand in the 
wheat country of the Ukraine and 
perhaps the oil fields of the Cau­
casus, if not even more. To the dis­
illusionment of Russia, Hitler is 
proving again that no country on 
the borders of the Third Reich can 
in the long run maintain complete 
sovereignty, no matter how much 
friendship it offers. The pattern for 
Nabiland’s ‘friends’ has always been 
the same: Infiltration of hordes of 
“speciaUsts” from without; steady 
demoralization by Fifth Cojumnists 
and “quislings” within. Stalin has 
resisted this process; indeed, he 
even has decorated the peasantry 
for thwarting stealthy violations of 
what is cautiously called “the West­
ern Russian border” by gentlemen 
with German names. These same 
peasants have not risen to the glor­
ious task of growing wheat for the 
Reich; indeed, they are reported 
this year to have eaten the grain 
distributed among them for spring 
sowing. How this sort of story must 
infuriate Adolf Hitler, who has all 
the rest of the European continent 
to feed, can be imagined with the 
greatest of ease.
Mussolini Front Man

Italy freezes U. S. credits as re­
prisal: This action by Italy, but 
not Germany, may well forecast a 
Hitlerian policy of pushing Italy 
out in front to do the blustering 
and take the risks in this era of 
dangerous and explosive relations 
between America and the Axis. The 
German reaction to Axis credit 
freezing by the United States is 
feeble so far, and German spokes­
men are using the word, “unjusti­
fied,” which must be one of the 
weakest words in the Nazi vocab­
ulary. Probably the Germans are 
figuring that Washington will not 
be so tough with Italy as with Ger­
many.

The best way to prevent sunburn 

during July, August and Septem­
ber is to acquire a coat of tan in 
June.

The smart girl really works at 
tanning during the first part of the 
summer and then doesn’t have to 
worry much about over-exposure the 
rest of the hot season. She knows 
that tan gives protection against 
ultra-violet rays which cause a 
burn.

She knows also that the best way 
to go about tanning is to take pro­
gressive doses of sun. You don’t 
catch her sitting in the sunshine 
for an hour the first time she goes 
to the beach. She takes only fifteen 
minutes of direct sun that day, 
twenty the next twenty-five the 
next, and so on.

TO TAN OR

liked by girls who intend to keep 
their skin alabaster white through­
out the summer.

’There are oil and lotions which 
prevent burning but allow for a 
coat of tan and, at the same time, 
keep the skin soft and smooth.

Any suntan preparation, wheth­
er it absolutely prevents both tan­
ning and burning or permits the 
former and discourages the latter, 
should be applied frequently during 
any sunbathing period. You cannot 
smooth on a film of lotion, cream 
or oil and expect it to last all 
through a morning of alternate 
swimming and sunning.

Take the bottle to the beach with 
you and apply the liquid frequently.

Both mother and daughter use a suntan lotion to prevent sunburn and to encourage an eveiTcoat o f 
tan. Modern mothers know that overdoses of sunshine can do permanent damage to tender young skins.
There are non-greasy suntan liq­

uids as well as oily ones. And there 
are special non-greasy creams to 
be applied just in case you do get 
sunburned. Further-more, there are 
little pads, satmated in suntan lo­
tion, which may be carried in a 
small compact in pocket or beach 
bag.
HOW TO SELECT 
SUN GLASSES

Sun glasses have improved con­

siderably during the past few years. 
It now is possible to get inexpensive 
ones that are guaranteed to be es­
sentially free from flaws and sur­
face defects. Naturally, whatever 
the guarantee on the label, you can­
not expect to get as good sun glasses 
for twenty-five cents as you can for 
a dollar anymore than you can ex­
pect to get as good a watch for a 
dollar as you can for fifty.

When it comes to buying sun

glasses, don’t economize more than 
absolutely necessary, especially if 
you wear them a great deal of the 
time.

To make the white rings around 
eyes match the rest of your face, 
which hasn’t been protected by sun 
glasses, use a dark foundation film. 
Get one that matches. exactly the 
shade of your tanned face, then 
smooth it on over the white rings 
before powdering.

weeks ago.

All championship tournaments 

have a tournament director in 
charge, who also acts as referee. 
The National Laws Commission 
drafts the rules of the game, but 
they must be interpreted by the 
tournament director.

Russell J. Baldwin o f Cleveland 
is the tournament manager of the 
American Contract Bridge League 
and is in charge of its staff of di­
rectors. With the millions of com­
binations of hands, it is diffcult 
for the laws commission to pre­
pare rules for every situation, and 
the tournament directors are often 
confronted with baffling problems.

You will note on the fifth round 
of bidding on today’s hand. North 
made an insufficient bid for five 
hearts. North and South were 
using the Blackwood convention, 
in accordance with which North’s 
five diamond bid showed one ace. 
When South bid five no trump, 
asking for the number of kings in 
North’s hand, the correct response 
would have been six hearts to 
show two kings.

When the insufficient bid was 
made, Baldwin was called to the 
table, and explained that North 
must make a sufficient bid and 
that in any event. South would 
have to pass. Now North had to 
try to decide upon the correct con­
tract, and bid six clubs. West pro­
tested at once and asked for a 
neutral score, but Baldwin cor­
rectly ruled that the hand should 
be played out before he gave a de­
cision.

North and South easily made six 
clubs. West pointed out that had 
North made the proper response 
of six hearts showing two kings. 
North and South would then have 
been in an unmakable contract.

Baldwin sustained his view, set 
aside the results and awarded East 
and West the score they would 
have made had the contract been 
played at six hearts—down two, 
doubled.

Experts Look On 
Economy Plan As 
Highly Important

WASHINGTON.—A drastic plan 
for merging United States civilian 
economy with the general govern­
ment procurement program and the 
purchase of supplies for the de­
fense effort is gradually unfolding 
in Washington.

With it may be 
denied that the 
plan involves the 
creation of an 
“Economic Min­
istry”—a super­
control body that 
would practically 
dictate what ar­
ticles of general 
commerce could 
be produced and 
sold—the idea is 
so sweeping that 
if the defense ef­
fort were to last 
B c o n s  iderable 
period of time it 

migh easily grow into such a pow­
erful organization that it would 
influence every phase of the coun­
try’s economic life.

First steps toward such a set-up 
are to be seen in the announcement 
of Donald M. Nelson, director of 
purchases in the Office of Produc­
tion Management, that in a matter 
of weeks there may be instituted 
an effort to simplify the number of 
lines of merchandise for civilian 
use. While these particular indus­
tries might not be the first to be 
affected, Nelson mentions as ex­
amples, hardware lines, which re­
quire skilled labor to manufacture; 
blankets, which might be reduced 
from over a score of grades and col­
ors to say seven or eight; and radio 
sets, which might be reduced from 
20 models to 10.

With simplifications of specifica­
tions such as these, the extra pro­
ductive capacity of all mills could 
be turned to defense items or other 
items for which there might be a 
critical civilian-use shortage.
No Cracking Down—At First

Two things should be made clear 
in connection with this breath-tak­
ing plan for the reform of the eco­
nomic pattern;

1. “Simplification” does not mean 
“standardization.” That is, all man­
ufacturers of blankets or radios 
would not be compelled to make the 
same seven or ten lines, colors and 
grades. Widest possible latitude 
would be given to make any seven 
or ten grades the manufacturer 
chose.

2. The entire plan would be insti­
tuted, at least in the beginning, on 
a purely voluntary basis within any 
given industry, without compulsion 
or penalty of any kind, for there is 
no definite statutory provision to 
cover any such industrial revolution 
as this plan involves.

The plan has been under consid­
eration in Washington for some 
months. It has been presented to 
the President and is supposed to 
have his approval. Only reason it 
has not been promulgated, accord­
ing to Nelson is that press of im­
mediate matters has prevented it.

Announcement of the basic ideas 
of the plan came rather unexpected­
ly at a press conference held by 
Nelson. He had not intended to re­
veal the plan in such detail at this 
time, but under questioning by re­
porters about the speed of letting 
contracts and carrying out the de­
fense program production, Nelson 
brought out this idea as one of the 
means by which production could be 
speeded—by freeing productive ca­
pacity through simplification of 
styles and designs and variations 
of the more or less common items 
of civilian use.

Commissioners Sadler and Cul­
berson said the administrator's only 
wish was to work out a smooth pro­
gram of cooperative functioning 
whereby the industry can do the 
most good in the President’s plan 
for national defense.

Both officials conferred recent­
ly with Ickes in Washington.

The industry has one of the lead­
ing roles in defense preparation and 
Texas, being the largest oil state, 
should lead the way for the sake 
of patriotism and loyalty to the 
nation, the statement declared.

“We have a job to do and it is 
up to us to put our shoulders to the 
wheel,” it added.

The commissioners further said 
that a majority of oil men probably 
do not realize the seriousness of 
the “crisis which confronts us.” 
Foreign Oil Proposal

“It is indeed a grave one, and we 
have been thoroughly convinced of 
its gravity after conferring with 
leaders in Washington,” the state­
ment said.

“Among variegated topics dis 
cussed with Coordinator Ickes was 
a plan for the United States to 
place a limitation on the amount of 
oil which American companies might 
contract from foreign fields.

“We urged that such a plan be 
put into effect immediately and in 
order that American produced crude 
might share this market, and the 
coordinator told us that he would 
give it serious consideration,” indi­
cating that such action might be 
exercised in order to keep our pro­
duction on an even keel.

“Mr. Ickes also stressed the im­
portance of permanent proration 
for Texas! Now in free conference 
committee is House Bill 199 making 
our proration law permanent.”

But as Louis and the cocky kid 
from Pittsburgh polished up their 
shots and their speed today in final 
brief sparring sessions at t h e i r  
training camps, even some of Joe’s 
sincerest boosters were willing to 
acknowledge for the first time that 
he won’t have any minutes to waste 
doing it on this occasion. They know 
that his best chance of knocking the 
stuffing out of the Smoky City’s 
glamour boy lies in catching Conn 
before he’s warmed up.
Louis Much Slower

No one knows that better than 
the Bomber himself.

All his training has been pointed 
toward a repetition of the fast fox­
trot he put in on Max Schmeling in 
their second fight. He has concen­
trated all his sparring along one 
line—rushing his punch-absorbers 
into a corner and then dealing dyn­
amite off his right arm.

He has told this corner just that. 
Yet I don’t think he’ll catch the 
little man that quickly or with one 
punch. 'That’s why I pick Conn to 
win the decision, thus becoming the 
16th ruler since Sullivan in the 
royal heavyweight class.

’The New York Yankees are scourg­

ing the American League again 
with a sizzling seven-game win­
ning streak that has the Cleveland 
Indians trembling on their pedes­
tal.

At various times this year the 
Yanks have been good, bad and 
indifferent—mostly the latter—but 
right now they are hotter than a 
Harlem swing band.

Yesterday they polished off the 
Indians for the sixth time in nine 
meetings this season and reduced 
the Tribe’s margin at the top of 
the league to two games. They had 
proved Saturday that Bob Feller was 
not invincible, and they came right 
back against young Jim Bagby and 
won, 3-2, before 43,962 fans.

The first two encounters of the 
series attracted 88,123 fans, and the 
Sunday baseball program as a 
whole drew a turnout of 186,782, 
including the capacity crowds at
