New wage rates were announced Friday for skilled work­

men constructing the Advanced Twin-Engine and Bombar­
dier Training Center.

Heavy machinery operators were back at their jobs as 
were all other workers who have been given assignments.

The new wage scale authorized by the U. S. Army Dis­
trict Engineer at Galveston and announced by Captain 
R. J. Harrison, supervising engineer of the project, follows:
' Carpenters $1.12 1-2 an hour; painters $1.12 1-2; sheet 
metal workers $1.50; welders $1.50.

Operators of power equipment or -̂---------------

heavy machinery will be paid ac­
cording to the type of work they do.

Operators of air compressors, blade 
graders, distributos of bituminous, 
finishing machines, purhps, oilers, 
scrapers, tractors and spreaders will 
receive $1 an hour. Operators of 
mixers, size 10s an smaller, will re­
ceive 75 cents an hour’ and opera­
tors of trench' machines $1.25.

By the action the wages of many 
skilled workers were hiked.

All workmen wull be permitted to 
work 6 days a week, 48 hours, and 
will receive time and a half pay for 
over 40 hours, or eight hours a 
week.

The new scale was effective 
Thursday and was the result of a 
wage survey just completed by rep­
resentatives of the district engineers 
office.

Captain Harrison said original 
wage rates were set by the U. S. 
Department of Labor.

The Abell Ordo'vician pool, North­

ern Pecos County,, Friday received 
Ipcatior^ for a south-edge and a 
north-edge test.

Magnolia Petroleum Company will 
drill No. 3 State-Silverman 1650 
feet from the northeast and 330 
from the southeast line of its lease, 
comprised of the northwest 240 
acres of section 10, block 3, H. & T. 
C. survey. The new well is 990 feet 
southeast of the firm’s No, 1 State- 
Silverman, large natural producer 
from the Simpson sand of the mid­
dle Ordovician.

At the north edge of the pool, 
Anderson-Prichard Oil Corporation 
No. 1 E. E. Wagner has been staked 
660 feet from the south and west 
lines of lot 14, section 3, block 9, 
H. & G. N. survey. It is one-quarter 
mile east of Stanolind Oil & Gas 
Company No. 1 Thrapp-Walker unit, 
northwest outpost.

No. 1 Thrapp-Walker blew &,000,- 
000 cubic feet of gas per day and 
recovered 30 feet of distillate-cut 
drilling mud when an eight-minute 
drillstem test was run from 5,370 
to 5,412 feet. It was cored ahead and 
now is pulling core at 5,423 feet. 
North Basin

Lubbock County’s prospective dis­
covery, L. C. Harrison No. 1 Nairn 
estate, is shut down at 4,905 feet in 
lime. Operators may elect to swab 
casing and dump 1,000 gal­
lons of acid in the hole 
to clean up lime opposite the 
bottom six feet which carried oil 
staining. It has not been decided 
whether the well will be deepened 
with rotary or with cable-tool unit.

P. Livermore, Inc., No. 1 J. E. Rice

Mascho Oil Company of Midland 
No. 1 'The Texas Company-Univer­
sity is drilling unchanged at 4,902 
feet in lime. The wildcat is north­
west of Shafter Lake in Northwest­
ern Andrews County.

AUSTIN (AP)—Governor Coke R. 
Stevenson in his inaugural address 
Friday declared every Texan should 
support the President in defense of 
American ideals, standai'ds and 
fundamental principles.

“Our great President shows de­
termination to resist every force of 
aggression and conquest which 
threatens the liberties we enjoy,” 
he asserted. “Texas is a vital part 
of this aroused nation.

“ It is incumbent on every citi­
zen of Texas to support our Com- 
mander-in-Chief in the defense of 
our ideals, our standards of life 
and our fundamental principles.”

None wants war but if it comes 
the valor of Texans can be depend­
ed upon to match that of their 
fathers in past glorious pages of 
Texas history, he said.
Stressed Obeyance of Laws

He ppinted to a six-plank program 
for the state which he had proposed 
when inaugurated lieutenant-gov­
ernor for the second time last Jah- 
pay, said it had been largely ‘ac­
complished, but declared that be­
cause of that accomplishment legis­
lation would not become stagnant.

“We will continue to be alert and 
mindful of the necessities of a 
growing and progressive population,” 
he said. “Whatever is necessary for 
the common good will be under­
taken with collective energy and a 
genuine desire to accomplish the 
greatest good for the greatest num­
ber.”

Flow For Britoin Questioned

Sadler Condemns Operators 
Urging Further Oil Hearing

AUSTIN (AP)—Condemning those 
oil operators who would hide behind 
technicalities, Jerry Sadler, one 
member of the three-man Texas 
Railroad Commission, Friday as­
serted he saw no necessity of a 
further hearing on Texas’ oil for 
Britain donation plan.

The commission, state oil regula­
tory agency, set Aug. 17 as the day 
operators voluntarily could run a 
day’s crude production as a gift to 
Britain. The oil would aggregate 
more than 1,300,000 barrels if all 

'producers contributed and has been 
valued at approximately $5,000,000.

Sadler’s statement came after the

commission had received a request, j 
from 30 Houston oil companies for- 
further hearings bn the matter.

At one point in his statement, 
Sadler commended a fine spirit of 
cooperation he said had been shown 
by independent operators through­
out the st^te.
. “To my notion, as long as certain 

companies have everything coming 
their way, the path is rosy,” he 
continued. “But once these com­
panies are asked to donate some­
thing to the good of public welfare, 
then up goes a hue and cry that 
‘insurmountable difficulties’ stand in 
the wav,”

Curtiss-Wright 
Propeller Plant 
Workers Strike

Several hundred AFL* mernbers 

walked out on $100,000,000 of de­
fense work at the Curtiss-Wright 
Corporation propeller division plant 
at Caldwell, N. J., Friday while a 
CIO strike continued to hold up 
$493,000,000 of naval and merchant 
shipbuilding at Kearny, >►. J.

'The latter case may be referred 
directly to President Roosevelt for 
p,ction, a defense official indicated.

At Caldwell, a company official 
said the plant’s entire production 
on defense orders was imperiled. 
The plant employs several thousand 
workers.
Loses NLRB Vote

Those who walked off their jobs 
were members of the AFL Interna­
tional Association of Machinists. 
John Hart, company spokesman, 
said the workers “asked more mon­
ey, but have made no specific de­
mands and have not presented their 
request in writing.”

The AFL union Thursday lost a 
National La,bor Relations Board 
election for collective bargaining 
agent at Curtiss-Wright’s Caldwell 
and Clifton plants. Propeller craft, 
an independent union, won, 1,094 to 
526.

Three other shipyard strikes were 
called Thursday in East Coast, yards 
of Bethlehem Steel Corporation, 
two at Brooklyn and one at Staten

Treasurer Says 
More Billions 
Are Necessary
Official Urges Lowering 
Of Levy Exemptions Ancd 
Stiffened Tax On Others

WASHINGTON. (AP.) —  
Advocating an “ all-out tax 
program for defense,” Sec­
retary of the Treasury Mor­
genthau asked Congress Fri­
day to tax millions of addi­
tional persons with small in­
comes by cutting personal in­
come tax exemptions and to 
stiffen other taxes on mar­
ried couples, corporations 
and others.

He told the Senate finance com­
mittee that the revenue from the 
House approved tax bill should be 
increased from its present $3,206,- 
200,000 to “at least” $3,500,000,000. 
He hinted strongly he would like 
much more.

Under questioning, Morgenthau 
estimated it would be necessary to 
raise at least $2,000,000,000 more 
that is expected to be approved by 
the pending bill if the federal gov­
ernment is to pay two-thirds of its 
operating costs.

John L. Sullivan, assistant treas­
ury secretary^ testified that anti­
cipated expenditures for this fiscal 
year were $22,000,000,000 with an 
estimated deficit of about $12,000,- 
000,000. To meet two-thirds of the 
cost, at that rate, he said, esti­
mated revenue;  ̂ would need to be 
boosted by almost $15,600,000, in­
cluding the amounts contained in 
the pending bill.

Reading a 15-page statement, the 
treasury head asked a dozen changes 
to boost the yield of the tax bill, 
but said his proposed new taxes on 
“millions of people with low in­
comes” should not be attempted 
“unless we reach in other places 
where ability to pay is escaping its 
fair share of taxes.”

He explained that this applied to 
married couples and corporations, 
particularly.
Rejects FRD’s Plan

Morgenthau gave no figures on 
how deeply he thought personal ex­
emptions should be cut. Only last 
year, however, the exemption for 
heads of families was cut from $2,- 
500 to $2,000 and the exemption for 
single persons was reduced from 
$1,000 to $800. Suggestions have been 
heard recently that the next ex­
emptions might be $1,500 for mar­
ried couples and $700 for single per­
sons. ’

President Roosevelt suggested 
lately that the exemptions be $1,- 
500 and $750. The House ways and 
means committee rejected the idea.

“We have now come,” Morgentau 
said, “to the point where it is a 
matter not merely of fundamental 
equity, but of the utmost necessity 
that all exemptions from taxaion be 
reduced to the absolute minimum.
XXX.
To Abolish Complexities.

“ Under the bill before you the 
base has been broadened to add 
about 2,000,000 new taxpayers, but 
even so there will remain a rela­
tively large proportion of the popu­
lation in the lower income groups 
which will not be directly affected 
by the income tax.”

Morgenthau coupled this sugges­
tion with a proposal that all the 
traditional complexities of making 
out an annual income tax return 
should be abolished for the small 
taxpayer.

Morgenthau also urged that 
“along with increased taxation 
should go the maximum reduction 
in the ordinary non-defense expen­
ditures of government.”

He urged speed in consideration 
of the tax bill because “the excise 
taxes and the estate tax cannot be 
imposed retroactively and every 
day’s delay in the passage of this 
tax biU costs the treasury several 
million dollars in revenue.”

He added that, in fairness, taxr 
payers ought to know “as soon as 
possible” how much taxes they will 
have to pay next year.

Hitler Command 
Reports 30,000 
Russians Taken

Adolf Hitler’s high command re­

ported Friday that German troops 
knifing deep into the lower Ukraine 
had annihilated a Red Army force 
trapped southeast of Uman, 125 
miles south of Kliev, capturing more 
than 30,000 prisoners and the su­
preme commander of the Russian 
sixth army.

Earlier, unofficial Nazi reports 
said Kiev itself, the Ukraine capital 
had been surrounded. But the high 
command report indicated the main 
German thrus was directed at cut­
ting off the Black Sea port of Odes­
sa.

While the Germans pictured their 
armies as plunging headlong against 
wobbling Soviet defenses, Russia’s 
Marshal Semeon Timoshenko voiced 
a new note of confidence in this 
appeal to peoples in German-occu- 
piei territories:

“Join, your comrades and fight, 
starve, shoot and blow up the 
Germans and help the Bed 
Army rout Hitler’s dogs. SpiU 
blood for blood, death for death, 
for the hour of victory is near.” 
Dispatches from Istanbul quoted 

well-informed cources there as say­
ing that Britain was prepared to 
send several divisions of Indian 
troops through Afghanistan to bol­
ster Russia’s defenses in the oil- 
rich Caucasus.
Penetrate To Gulf 

These sources reported that Af­
ghanistan would formally protest 
the passage of troops into the U. S. 
S. R., but ultimately would yield.

In the north, the Nazi high com­
mand said Germans columns driving 
toward Leningrad had captured 
Wesenberg, 68 miles southeast of 
the old Czarist capital, and pene­
trated to the Gulf of Finland.

If true, this would indicate that 
the Russian-held capital of Estonia, 
Tallinn, is cut off by land. It would 
mean, too, that the Russian Baltic 
fleet was in jeopardy from German 
guns pressing toward its base at 
Kronstadt.

German reports said fighting was 
in progress within 25 miles of Tal­
linn.

Nazi dispatches indicated that the 
whole northeast part of Estonia, 
bounded by tidewater on two sides, 
was surrounded by German troops 
on the two other sides.

The Soviet high command, offi­
cially labelling Hitler’s claims of 
vast successes as “Arabian fairy 
tales,” declared that the 48-day-old 
struggle had cost the Germans more 
than 1,500,000 men against 600,000 
Soviet losses, and termed the blitz­
krieg a complete failure.

More than 500 persons were at 
work Friday at the Military Reser­
vation which will house the Ad­
vanced Twin-Engine and Bombard­
ier Training Center.

Captain R. J. Harrison, supervis­
ing engineer, said seven cars of lum­
ber are en route here for the pro­
ject.

More than 1,200 cars of gravel 
will be shipped from Pecos for the 
work here. The gravel will come 
from the H. T. Collier land aboilt 
20 miles from Pecos. Ralph Ingram 
of San Antonio has the contract to 
supply the gravel, and an applica­
tion has been made for a spur track 
to the gavel pit. First shipments 
are expected to start within ten 
days.

Work on the spur track at the 
Military Reservation was progress­
ing on schedule Friday with more 
than 50 workers on the job. Con­
struction engineers hope it can be 
completed within a few days.

Leaders Stand Firm 
For Army Extension 
Without Time Limit

WIASHINGTON (AP)—The House 
wasted no time Friday calling up 
army service extension legislation, 
and administration leaders stopd 
firm for an indefinite extension in 
preference to the 18-month maxi­
mum just voted by the Senate.

The Senate approved the 18- 
month extension by a 45 to 30 tally 
late Thursday, providing $lu-a- 
month more pay for service beyond 
one year, and House leaders prompt­
ly ordered an unusual forenoon 
session Friday with the determina­
tion to get to a vote by Monday at 
the latest.

Manifesting no misgivings as to 
how the House vote would go. Chair­
man May (D-Ky) of the military 
committee predicted that the cham­
ber would disregard the Senate’s 
18-month time limitation.

“I ’m getting sick and tired of 
this question of whether we are 
going to defend our country for six 
more months, or 12 more months or 
18 more months,” May told report­
ers. “I believe in National Defense 
without any time . limit.”

Spending, But No 'Spree'
The vast sums of money which have been poured into the 

defense program are beginning to circulate.
The makings of the kind of a “ silk-shirt spending spree” 

like that which iswept across the country in World War 
days and directly afterward are all present. But there is a 
difference, and that difference is all to the good.

The America that comes into this period of “ war pros­
perity” is a different America from the one which entered 
that of 1916-1920. We have been chastened; many have 
had a hard struggle for 10 years; we do not have the 
same child-like confidence that good times will go on for­
ever.,

This thought, down in the minds of almost every Ameri­
can, has tempered the potential “ spending spree” thus far. 
For many weeks after employment began to leap forward 
retail sales generally did not reflect the advanced purchas­
ing power, even in towns where its presence was obvious. 
One reason is that many, many people had obligations 
which they wanted to clear up before they did anything 
directly for themselves. Money orders went streaming out 
of defense centers to “ the folks back home.” People wanted 
to clear the decks of debt and obligation while they could; 
then if the whole thing collapsed, they would at least start 
even.

Now those who have a finger on the business pulse say 
that money from fattened pay envelopes is beginning to 
flow into direct retail trade. Faced with the realization 
that certain kinds of goods may be hard to get at any 
price, even the expected higher prices, people are buying. 
But they are buying more solidly, carefully, then they did 
in that other “ war boom.” They are buying things they 
really need, things that will last. Dealers report large cash 
Bales.

There is no reason at all why people, especially people 

'who have been in pinched circumstances during the last 
10 years, should not buy the things they have long wanted. 
There is on reason, in the midst of our great food surpluses, 
why they should not buy the food so long denied to so many.

When that has been done, there is always the Defense

Briton Contends 
Soviet Air Force 
Assaults Berlin

LONDON (AP)— Â reliable source 
With Soviet contact said Friday he 
had been informed that the Red 
air force attacked Berlin Thursday 
night.

This source gave no details. Earl­
ier the German high command had 
told o f minor damage to Berlin 
buildings and the deaths of several 
civilians as the result of bombs drop­
ped by a few planes.

The British denied they had 
bombed Berlin, a communique lim­
iting Thursday night’s German tar­
gets to Essen, Dortmund and Hamm. 
Subsequently, German spokesmen 
insisted the planes which bombed 
the Reich’s capital were British, 
and scoffed at the idea that they 
were Russian.

An air ministry communique is­
sued in London said the British 
raiders caused great damage and 
started widespread fires in Essen, 
Dortmund and Hamm, in Western 
Germany.

Again on their round-the-clock 
schedule, British planes—now hold­
ing the offensive-ferried their bombs 
across the English Channel Friday, 
the first anniversary of the start 

the air battle of Britain.

Dutch Authorities 
Forecast No Panic

BATAVIA (UP)—Dutch author­
ities in the Netherlands East In­
dies believe that evacuation of cities 
in the Indies, should invasion come, 
is so highly organized that a repe­
tition of the panic that choked 
roads when the German legions 
thundered into Europ>e’s Lowlands 
is impossible.

“We cannot evacuate everybody,” 
said an official of the Civil Plan­
ning Board, in whose hands the 
problem rests. “ If our great popu­
lation centers were deserted indus­
try in the Indies would come to a 
standstill,” he pointed out.

Shell-Loading Plant 
In East Texas Turns 
Farmers From Homes

National Defense is reaching in­
exorably into the backwoods of Tex­
as, uprooting families which have 
spent their lives on one plot of 
ground.

In the first of these bloodless 
land revolutions to reach Texas, 2,- 
000 rural folk living near Texar­
kana are going to be moved, lock, 
stock and barrel, off of 35,000 acres 
to make way for a shell-loading 
plant.

While one branch of the federal 
government, the army, imperturb­
ably metes out this blow to 500 farm 
families who have lived most of 
their years coaxing the land to pro­
duce, another branch is straining 
itself to soften the impact.
Plant Requires Space

The Farm Security Administration 
has announced it is determined to 
see that no family suffers undue 
hardship.

That is less than half the story.
These people live in Bowie Coun­

ty, between Texarkana and New 
Boston. They grow cotton, corn, 
feed for livestock and a few veg­
etables on land which the govern­
ment recently decided was needed 
for a plant to load ammunition.

An ammunition plant requires 
much space. Ammunition depots 
must be widely separated for safety. 
A wide space must be cleared 
around the whole plant for the same 
reason.

The government is taking over 
these 35,000 acres by condemnation, 
and in a few days all the inhabi­
tants must move on.

Stevenson, Schooled In Business 
And Experienced In Legislature; 
Grasps Helm Texas Ship Of Slate
AUSTIN (AP)—Affable, big-fram­

ed Coke Robert Stevenson, native
Texan, successful business man and 
veteran legislator, Friday formally 
grasped the helm of Texas’ ship of 
state.

The former lieutenant-governor, 
who taught himself bookkeeping by 
campfire-light and then rose to the 
presidency of a c o n n ^  bank, suc­
ceeded radio-orating W  Lee O’Dan­
iel, one-time Kansas flour salesman 
and now Texas’ Junior U. S. Sena­
tor.

Stevenson, 53-year-old, brought a 
wealth of governmental, business 
and legal experience to the govern­
orship. He knows how to raise goats, 
sheep and cattle. Friends say he is 
one of the state’s ablest lawyers.

A Simple, brief ceremony at noon 
in the Capitol’s great hall of the 
House of Representatives was ar­
ranged to administer the oath of 
office to Texas’ 33rd governor. He 
has actually held the office since 
Monday but the swearing in was 
postponed. Hundreds of Stevenson’s 
friends gathered for the celebration. 
Once Was Farm Hand

Members of Stevenson’s family. 
Including Mrs. Stevenson who cam­
paigned shoulder-to-shoulder with 
her husband in various quests for 
public office, and who has been 
very ill, were given places of honor 
on the rostrum.

Born in a log cabin in a sparsely- 
settled middle-portion of the state, 
the new governor has been a farm 
hand, hardware merchant, hotel op­
erator, newspaper publisher, land 
abstractor and automobile dealer.

At 26 he was elected county at­
torney of Kimble Counay and four 
years later became county judge. 
Thereafter came 13 years in the 
legislature during which he w a s  
chosen • speaker twice in succession, 
a distinction given no other.

He asserted also that Japan alone 
was responsible for an encirclement 
of itself in the Pacific.

These comments were made by 
Hull at his press conference on 
statements by official spokesmen in 
Berlin and Tokyo.

Texas Coaches Association Expands 
Covering Other High School Sports 
As All-Star Football Battle Nears

HOUSTON (AP) — The Texas 

High School Football Coaches Asso­
ciation, largest organization of its 
kind in America, is ready to expand 
its scope of athletic activities.

For nine years the association has 
functioned as a football unit, spon­
soring a huge coaching school where 
all phases of the gridiron game are 
dealt with. Now it is prepared to 
add basketball, track and field and 
the other sports operated through 
the far-flung Texas Interscholastic 
League.

That was made possible Thurs­
day night when the association vot­
ed to change its name by dropping 
the “football” and becoming the 
Texas High School Coaches Associa­
tion. Thus, it opened the way for 
adding all other sports in its annual 
clinic.

The school entered its final in­
struction periods Friday with noth­
ing left for Saturday excf/t the 
annual all-star game matching the 
cream of the crop from the upper 
regions of the Interscholastic League 
football plan against a similar squad 
from the lower brackets.

This game, scheduled for 8 p. m. 
at Rice Field, is expected to at­
tract between 8,000 and 10,000 spec­
tators. And indications are that all 
the money realized from this classic 
will go into a fund to provide per­
manent disability insurance for 
schoolboy athletes of the state. 
Name Curtis President

A committee headed by P. E. 
Shotwell, veteran Longview coach, 
is studying a plan whereby ath­
letes in the schools represented in 
the association will have this in­
surance paid up for them, meaning 
some 12,000 boys will be protected 
without cost to their schools. But 
until the committee can confer with 
the insurance company offering a 
very attractive rate, nothing def­
inite can be announced.
