War Observers Conmder Losi Falih
In Command, Army-Nazi Rift, And
Trickery As Cause Behind Shake-Up

BERN, Switzerland—(AP)—Field
Marshal General Walther von Brau-
chitsch, who led the German
armies victoriously through France,
across the '‘Balkans and into Rus-
sia, was tumbled from a hero’s ped-
estal Monday by Adolf Hitler’s mo-
mentous decision to assume personal
command of his legions.

The Fueher’s stroke, taken at an

hour when he himself declared
Germany’s battle was fast ap-
proaching its “culminating and

turning pcint,” created a sensation
when it was disclosed Sunday night
in dispatches from Berlin.
Observers in this neutral capital,
secking an explanation for a move
which they believed must have not
only profound causes but vital con-
sequences, saw these possibilities:
1.” That the German reverses in
Russia—which Berlin has discount-

'ed as a strategic withdrawal to
winter holding positions—actually
are so serious Hitler has lost faith
in his army command.

2. That a serious rift has de-
veloped between German army lead-
ers and Nazi party chieftains on a
question of strategy.

3. That the whole maneuver is &
feint—a piece of Nazi trickery de-
signed to distract the attention of
Germany’s ensmies from some new
move now in the process of making,
such as an invasion of England, an
attack upon Turkey or a thrust
through Spain toward Gibraltar.

Hitler himself gave no clue to the
real reasons for his move, though
some quarters attached significance
to his prefatory statement that “the
campaign in the East has assumed
proportions which exceeded all past
notions.”

Mabee Wanted Only
'Ranch, But Land Has

Oil Possibilities

Ten years ago, when John Ma-
bee, millionaire Tulsa oil- producer
and drilling contractor, bought a
110-section ranch in Southeastem
Andrews and Southwestarn Martip
County, 10 miies northwest of Mid-
land, he wanted a place to ‘“get
away from it all.”

In partnership with his brother-
in-law, W. M. Pyle, Midland, the
ranch has been operated successfully
and has been a haven for Mabee,
who frequently flies from Tulsa to
the palatial $75,000 ranchhouse.

Now, with the leasing of 35 sec-
tions ot his land to The Texas
Company and with immediate de-
velopment in prospect, the Tulsan is
right back where he started—in the
oil business. Before long, according
to Pyle, Texaco will start drilling
its first wildcat well on the prop-
erties.

For the last six months Texaco
has had a seismograph crew “shoot-
ing” the ranch from border to
border, virtually pockmarking the
country-side with shot-holes. Late
last week, when its option time drew
to a close, the oil company’s repre-
sentatives pored over a map with
Mabee and each selected 35 sections
in checkerboard pattern over the
part of the ranch shown by seismo-
graphy to be most favorable for oil
preduction. Unofficial reports are
that Mabee got $56 an acre, or $112,-
000 as cash bonus for leases on the
sections.

The bulk of the 110-section ranch
was bought from the Midland Farms
Company (C ‘Ranch), which sold
Mabee 90 sections, retaining a one-
fourth, non-participating royalty in-
terest. Twenty more sections were
purchased from the estate of the
late O. B. Holt, Sr. and other parties.
Only: recently, Mabee added to his
ranch ‘holdings by buying 17,700
acres in Martin County from Mrs.
Dora Roberts, Big Spring.

Alabama Senator Calls For Halt In
Recruiting As President Signs Bill
Expanding Selective Service Plans

WASHINGTON——(AP)-—Presxdent
Roosevelt signed Monday the bill en-
larging - the Selective Service plan
while the Senate heard demands
that all recruiting be halted and
that the nation rely entirely upon
the draft to build up a war ma-
chine of 6,000,000 men or more.

Under " the law, all men of 18
through 64 must register and all
from 20 through 44 are liable for ac-
tive mlhtary service,

‘The "Sénate later apploved legis-
lation to increase the authorized en-
listed strength. of the Navy from
300,000° to-500,000. and to- raise "the
limit on the Marine Corps from 60,-
000 to 104,000 men. The measure now

.goes to the House

‘Senator Hill (D-Ala), the Demo-~
crtic- whip, argued 'that ‘the- draft
was -the most efficient method of
doing the job, and in support of his
contention, he cited the case of
a_ *“doctor who had enlisted as a
private when the Army was crying
for more docters.”

Secretary of War Stimson already
has announced that the Army will
stop accepting volunteers. as soon as
there is a falling off in the patrictic
rush prompted by declarations of
war against the Axis powers. The
Navy already has asked and receiv-
ed from Congress the right to draft
50,000 for the fleet ‘and 10,000 for
the Marines.

Our defenders in the Philippines
appear to be in the throes of the
supreme test in the bloody fight-
ing which has developed as the re-
sult of Japanese landings in force
from eighty transports in the Lin-
gayen Gulf area, a bit more than
100 miles northwest of Manila on
Luzon Island—a strategic heart of
these straggling possessions.

The Japs, already delayed in their
schedule by the strong defense of
General MacArthur’s forces, have
struck heavily with the purpose of
gaining possession before the ar-
rival of American reinforcement
across the Pacific.

Details of this great engagement
are meager, and this is no time
for speculation. Obviously the posi-
tion is serious for the Philippines.

The news thus far is a mixture
of good and bad. It is a matter of
concern that the Japanese should
have sufficient control of the wa-
ters about Luzon to effect such a
mass landing. It is grand to hear
from General MacArthur in an
early report of the fighting that “our
trcops are behaving well.”

Hitler In Emergency

Next to this invasion of the Phil-
ippines, the great sensation of the
day is Hitler’s assumption of su-
preme command of his armies, dis-
placing the famous Field Marshall
von Brauchitsch.

The precise meaning of this ex-
traordinary move remains obscure
but I think we are safe in saying
that it was inspired by a great
emergency of some sort.

One doesn’t overlook, of course,
that the Fuehrer himself has de-
clared he is divinely ordained to
carry out his program for the fath-
erland. Still, it is hard to believe

that this is the explanation. Ad-|

mitting Hitler’s genius for leader-
ship, he might be expected to be the
last to claim that his training fit-
ted him for a position demanding
the highest type of military skill,
and to feel that there is no one
else capable of leading his armies.

Rather, it seems to be, he is faced
with a great crisis in which either
(1) he is forced to repend upon
the personal hold which he has on
his people or (2) he and Von Brau-
chitsch have disagreed on a vital
military issue.

ties and accomplishments in the
women’s and girls’ club work in

Martin County for the vear now
closing; as given a newspaper rep-
resentative by Miss Fern Hodge,
county home demonstration agent?

The phase for home food_suppl’y
in both women’s and girls’ work
this year was poultry. The women

received eight demonstrations con-
cerning poultry by Miss Fern Hodge,
home demonstration agent, and
trained demonstrators. The girls
received eight demonstrations by
the agent and their sponsors. Some
outstanding work has hbeen. done.
The Ralph Mullins of Flower Grove
and the M. L. Koonces of Leﬁora‘h;
the Belton T. Hills of Brown; and
Mrs. O. G. Denton of Bryant, prov-
ed that hens kept for laying pur-
poses can be made to pay hand-
some returns to their owners.

The most outstanding poultry
house in the county was built by
the Hills and reveals a modern
poultry house provided from scrap
lumber. Any farm family can have
such a modern poultry house.

Cleola Griffin, 4-H club girl at
Brown, has a splendid record as a
demonstrator for her club. Her in-
terest in poultry is so stimulating
that her mother, Mrs. J. E. Griffin,
is turning the family’s poultry sup-
ply over to the daughter for an-
other year.

Home improvement for women’s
club work was on Kkitchens. Six
demonstrations were completed and
a number of kitchens improved at
a total cost of $1,855.21. A number
of families added butane gas plants
to their homes this year. Kitchen
improvement in several cases led
to whole-house demonstrations.
Those who deserve special mention
of whole-house demonstrations are
Mrs. Ezell McKaskle, Lakeview;
Mrs. J. T. Mims, Valley View; and
Mrs. Otis Davidson, Stanton.

The girls’ phase of home improve-
ment was bedrooms. They received
six demonstrations concerning bed-
rooms by the agent and sponsors.
As a result 30 bedrooms were im-
proved at a cost of $365. Girls de-
serving honorable mention are:
Sarah Evelyn Griffin, Brown; Ber-
nice Mims, Valley View; Gwendo-
lyn McClain, Lenorah; Ruby and
Virginia Atchison, Stanton.

The mattress, comfort program
has been carried on. One hundred
forty mattresses have been made
with 123 yet to be made. Making
of these mattresses has been delay-
ed because of insufficient supplies.
The cotton comfort program has
been completed and 123 comforts
have been made. Working in both
of these fields has increased inter-
est in extension work.

The Martin County Fair was or-
ganized on a permanent basis. The
fair this year showed much inter-
est in agricultural crops, canned
and fresh fruits and vegetables.

The home demonstration women
and the 4-H girls of the county
have had two occasions each to give
information over KBST, Big Spring.

Home improvement is greatly
under way in Martin County. Due
to the unusually good crops made
this year much more improvement
will be made.

REA has been extended this fall,
thus making electricity available

to more families in the county.

Some work concerning food and
feed for National Defense has been
done with the USDA county de-
fense board, home demonstration
clubs, home demonstration council
and over the radio.

Several changes regarding ex-
tension work have been made in*the
county, due to changes in school
systems, excessive farm work, ten-
ant tenure and so forth.

Enhanced income and future pros-
pects are the major factors influenc-

ing expansiin in consumer buying,

later arose as-an isolationist.

Stewart further proposed that the
President Lindbergh to his army
colonelcy . :

Another coast city, Corpus Christi,
produced the idea many Japanese
secretly welcome war with the Unit-
ed States because it will rid Japan
of its military rule. Dr. Joe B. Hunt-
er, former missionary, told an inter-
viewer:

“One highly-educated Japanese,
a man of considerable influence,
once even went so far as to tell me
that he was willing for Japan to

had been pacified and a general
offensive had been launched against
the main Chinese forces in Che-
kiang, Anhwei, Kiangsi and Fukien
provinces.

Domei, Japanése news agency,
toted up naval claims again and
produced a figure of 47 warships
sunk, damaged or seized by the Jap-
anese since the start of the Pa-
cific war.

There was little doubt that the
supreme test for the defense of the
Philippines was at hand.

General MacArthur’s U. S. Army
headquarters said his forces had
long prepared for just such an as-
sault, made at the point where a
smaller landing force recently was
reported annihilated by Filipino
troops.

The mass attack across the Pa-
cific came as Navy Secretary Frank
Knox disclosed the U. S. Navy had
sunk 14 submarines in the Atlantic
and as Adolf Hitler relieved Field
Marshal General Walther von
Brauchitsch of the direct command

is to follow the Axis debacle in
Russia.

Killers Pledge Allegiance

Besides the Lingayen Bay offen-
sive, United States and Filipino
soldiers were fighting off Japanese
attempts to invade southward from
Vigan, 200 miles north of Manila,
and Aparri, 180 miles northeast, and
northward from the Gulf of Davao
on the southern island of Mindanao,
where MacArthur reported the sit-
uation confused.

~Japanese bombers again attacked
Nichols airfield near Manila and
the nearby naval base at Cavite and
the open city of Baler, in Tayabas
province which MacArthur said was
devoid of military objectives. Later
three Japanese planes dropped a
few bombs on Manila itself from a
height beyond the reach of the
naked eye.
