Manila harbor has been virtually |

useless ever since the first invasion
moves were made nearly three
weeks ago, as the Japanese control
the south China Sea.

The capital was the sunply and
communication center of Luzon and
much of the rest of the Archipelago,
but the army, in quitting the city,
took with the troops the most need-
ed supplies.

The civil authorities left with
the military, so Manila no longer
was the political capital. It re-
mained important as the hub of
railways, highways and telegraph
lines, but these facilities presum-
ably were abandoned for military
use when General Douglas Mac-
Arthur moved out his troop.

WASHINGTON — (AP) — Presi-
dent Roosevelt declared Saturday
night the position of the  TUnited
States and all nations aligned
against the Axis had been ‘“streng-
thened immeasurably” by the his-
toric conferences he has held this
week with Prime Minister Chur-
chill of Great Britain and repre-
sentatives of other nations.

Summing up in a statement the
conferences he and Mr. Churchill
held throughout Saturday with rep-
resentatives of 33 nations actively
allied with or sympathetic to the
Axis opposition, and other meet-
ings which began with Churchill’s
arrival last Mondaw night, the Pres-
ident said:

“We have advanced far along the
road toward achievement of the
ultimate objective—the crushing

[defeat of those forces that have
attacked and made war upon us.”
The President further said the
prasent overall objective “is the
marshalling of all resources, mili-
tary and economic, of the world
wide front opposing the Axis.”
He added that excellent progress
along these lines had been made.
Stephen Early, presidential press
secretary, who dictated the Presi-
dent’s statement to reporters, said
the meeting of the British-Ameri-
can war council, which had been
set for late Saturday as the eighth
of a series of group conferences on
the White House schedule, had been
postponed until Sunday morning.
This group, composed of the mili-
tary, naval and air chiefs of the
United States and Great Britain,

We win or lose the war together.

The actual military, naval, and air co-ordination of the
war effort is a technical matter and must be entrusted to
the heads of the armed forces of the countries concerned.
We must have faith that these selected leaders, all of whom
have devoted their lives to these problems, will make the
right decisions. Certainly they have a better chance of it
than we private citizens do, with our lack of the most ele-
mentary information, and of technical knowledge.

Our job is to realize the problem as a whole, and be pre-
pared to go along with whatever measures are decided up-
on. '

The Dutch forces in the East Indies have not failed to
learn the bitter lesson taught them in the fall of their own
homeland-——namely, the enemy must be struck where it is
most advantageous to strike him, not where sentiment dic-
tates. So Dutch NEI forces have reinforced Malaya and
struck at the Japanese invaders of Davao even before any
all-out attack on the NEI has been made.

That is our cue, too. There is no longer room for talk of
pulling anybody’s chestnuts out of the fire for them. All
the chestnuts now belong to all the allied countries. And
they’re all in the same fire. They won’t be pulled out by a
frantic snatching here and there, each for his favorite
chestnut, but by an intelligent, co-ordinated effort at re-
trieving when and where there is the best chance to re-
trieve.

Decentralizing Washington

Long before the war emergency came, thoughtful men
in Washington and elsewhere were considering plans for
decentralizing the federal government’s enormous bureaus
and establishments on the Potomac. ‘

Now what men were coming to believe was desirable
has become an urgent necessity. Washington has swollen
far beyond its capacity to contain the rising flood of fed-
eral functions and functionaries. The war has turned a ris-
ing current into a flood, and sheer inability to provide bed-
and-desk room in the capital makes its necessary to move
some of the federal bureaus to other cities.

In so far as the press of time makes its possible, fhis
should be done with an idea of permanent change in mind.
The mere fact that the political capital of the country is

~Washington is no reason whatever for the presence there

of many of the establishments whose enormous plant and
staff make them like great white-collar factories. There is
no more sense to it than if General Motors or Ford were to
insist on making every part and assemblying every car in
Detroit.

In the raid on Manila, scores of
men and women—firemen at their
posts, government employes, nuns
in the ancient convent quarters—
were killed and wounded.

Pressure Against Defenses

Even as the silver-winged bomb-
ers circled and struck ceaselessly
for three hours and 17 minubes
starting just before noon, Japanese
land forces driving from the north
were said to have thrust within 80
miles of the hard-hit capital.

One report telephoned to the Ma-
nila Bulletin said the steadily-
reinforced Japanese had advanced
more than 30 miles down the moun-
tain-bordered corridor from their
beachhead near Damortis.

One source said the Japanese had
reached Moncada, 83 miles north of
Manila, and another said they were
at Paniqui, five miles closer to the
capital.

Heavy pressure also continued
against American and Filipino
defense forces southeast of Manila
in the Lamon Bay area near Ati-
monan.

High military sources said the
Philippine summer capital at Bag-
uio, 17 miles northeast of Damortis,
still was being held Sunday morn-
ing by American regulars.

The terrifying aerial attack on
Manila came only a day after Gen-
eral Douglas MacArthur officially
declared it an open city to spare
its 600,000 residents. Its moveable
guns were taken away, its garrisons
removed and other defense equip-
ment that could not be removed
was. destroyed. )

Japanese planes scouted the city
at low altitude later Saturday unop-
posed, on their .way to attacks on
nearby military objectives.

Sunday, coming in waves of sev-
en to 12 planes, they brought de-
struction first to the harbor area
and then death and ruin to the
city itself. . :

The police radio station, KRLE,
of Midland is undergoing 30 days
of testing before it is licensed by
the Federal Communications Com-
mission.

"Good Old American Thrift” Should Be
The Watchword Of Nation's Housewives
Believes President Of Federated Clubs

AUSTIN'A“Good old Amencan
Thrift” practised diligently by the
housewives of the nation can do
much towards achieving the nation-
al economy necessary now that the
United States is at war, Mrs. J. W.
Walker, Plainview, president of the
Texas Federation ‘'of Women’s Clubs,
believes.

“The housewife who spends 75
per cent of the family income clear-
ly is responsible for the exercise of
national economy. This is her first
and most serious obligation at the
present moment,” Mrs. Walker said
from her office here in announcing
six main points of “household
thrift” as officially recommended ‘by
TFWC for the thousands of Texas
women who “want to help”.

“TIt "is "'the ‘duty of every woman,
too, to be calm %ind poised. Her at-
titudes of composure will determine
the attitudes of her home and the
home is the fundamental unit of our
national life,” Mrs. Walker said.

Points of thrift for every house-
hold as proposed by the Texas club
women follow:

1. Conservation of paper. Christ-
mas wrappings should be carefully
pressed and folded away for possible
use next year when such luxunes
will probably be scarce.

Re-use of envelopes. Envelopes
can be carefully opened and then
a new address pasted across its face

for re-use. (The average life of an |

envelope in England today is four
postings, according to news bulle-
tins from Great Britain.)

Penny post cards should be used
whenever possible. Small margins,
single spacing, and use of the back
of letter heads for second sheets is
advised.

Card board should be carefully
saved. It may be at a premium
within the year. OPM is already
restricting its use.

Newspapers should not be dis-
carded. In most towns, Boy Scouts,
Girl Scouts and Girl reserves will
collect old newspapers. This is an
economy recommended by the Gov-
ernment.

2. Tin should be saved! In most
cities and towns in- Texas, word has
gone out that tin cans should be
saved for the government. (Many
manufacturers have already an-
nounced their products are now
being put in glass containers.)

Because women are not ‘“‘garbage
conscious”, very little cooperation
as far as saving cans in Texas has
yet been realized. When a tin can
is open and emptied, it must be
carefully washed and dried and nqt
thrown into the refuse can if it is
to be offered for salvage!

Tin cans contain a large per-
centage of stesl=between 60 and 70
per cent, according to reports from
Washihngton news sources thls
week.

3. Other waste items to be saved.
(It is a well known fact that Ger-
man rearmament began by the na-
tional sacrifice of “butter for guns”
and “garbage for ammunition”.)

WASHINGTON — (AP) — Here
are some questions and answers

clarifying details of the govern-
ment’s tire rationing program:

Q. When does rationing begin?

A. January 5.

Q. What kind of tires will be
rationed?

A. Only new automobile, truck
and motorcycle tires, tubes and
. casings. No restrictions are placed on
purchases of used tires, retreads or
recapped tires, or on bicycle tires.

Q. Who will be allowed to buy
new tires?

A. The ration regulations estab-
lished seven groups of eligibles, cov-
ering vehicles used exclusively in
protection of public health and saf-
ety or for essential freight and bus
transportation or industrial and
commercial operations.

Q. How about the average motor-
ist?

A. Unless he is. a physician, a
surgeon, a visiting nurse or a vet-
erinarian, he can not buy a new
tire,

“Important Exception”

Q. What can the average motor-
ist—including the car owner who
lives in a rural area removed from
other = transportation—do to keep
his automobile running? ,

A. He can only observe all pos-

sible methods of conserving his
present tires, try to “double up” with
neighbors driving to work, buy used,
retread or .recapped tires.
: Q. What about taxi drivers, trav-
eling salesmen and other persons
using their automobiles to earn a
living?

A. They are in the same class with
the average motorist.

Q. How are truck owners affect-
ed?

A. The only trucks for which new
tires may be  obtained are those
used “exclusively” for transporta-
tion -of ice or fuel, materials for
construction or maintenance of pub-
lic highways, public utilities or pro-
duction facilities; transportation
essential to roofing, plumbing, heat-
ing and electrical Trepair services;
transportation by any common car-
rier or for waste and scrap ma-
terials; of transportation—with an
important exception—of raw ma-
terials, semi-manufactured goods,
and finished products, including
farm products.

Q. What is the “important ex-
ception?”

A. No new tires may be purchas-
ed for a truck which is used to
transport commodities to an ulti-
mate consumer for personal, family,
or household use.

Large Busses Eligible

Q. Does that mean delivery trucks
operated by a retail grocer, a de-
partment store, or other businesses?

A. Yes.

Q. What about milk or bakery
trucks?

A. Technieally, they fall under the
ban; in practice, it is believed pos-
sible that some future provision
may be made for their benefit. But
it may involve enforced “pooling of
their delivery facilities to reduce
the number of trucks operated by
each company. Most firms operating
large fleets of trucks or taxis, how-
ever, have fairly large stocks of new
or retreaded tires on hand and may
not suffer immediate effects from
the rationing plan.

Q. What about buses?

A. Buses with a capacity of ten
or more passengers, used exclusively
for public fransportation, are on

HONOLULU — (By Cable)—Ha-
waii’s women are gallantly standing
firm on the home front. In this
war-blasted sector of ths Pacific
front line, housewives are cour-
ageously -meeting the crisis created
by the Japanese onslaught of De-
cember T7th.

Happily, there were no casualties
among women. Their spirit is epit-
omized in the statement of one
Navy officer’s wife, who said:

“When all hell broke loose Sun-
day, I washed clothes to keep from
thinking of my husband, under
fire only a few hundred yards away.
I  fixed a complete meal, too.
When he returned, I was so happy
I went to my own room and prayed
while he was eating.”

The .sudden need to become ac-
climated to blackout nights and
other radical wartime conditions
has quickened the pulse of daily
living. There are 1,500° women vol-
unteers working with the Red Cross.
At stations established in palatial
homes, 200 women gather daily to
make surgical dressings. Materials
had been stored for a year past in
fireproof vaults. One hundred
pounds of yarn are issued daily to
knitting circles established in vari-
ous neighborhoods.

Hundreds of women, of all na-
tionalities, are sewing hospital gar-
ments, pajamas and shirts for men
whose clothes-were burned off their
backs in Pearl Harbor.

Within two hours after the Jap-
anese attack, a Red Cross canteen
was set up. Twenty-five women
remained on 24-hour duty, pre-
paring cocoa, coffes and soup, and
a thousand civilian defense work-
ers served three meals daily.

Mrs. P. K. McLean, first woman
to head the Red Cross drive here,
has already realized $20,400, which
will pe used for food depot sup-
plies, clothing and bandages. It was
the first time that Hawaii was on
the receiving end of Red Cross
money from the mainland.
