P e a c e  r u n n e r s  p a s s e d  
th rough  M uleshoe on  T u es­
day, ca rry ing  a  to rch  fo r the 
cause  o f  w orld  peace.

T h e y  w e re  g re e te d  by  
D a v id  T ip p s , p re s id e n t o f  
M u le s h o e 's  C h a m b e r  o f  
C o m m erce  and A gricu ltu re . 
L onn ie  A drian , a  local b u s i­
nessm an  T ipps ca lls  an "exer­
c ise  fanatic ,"  ran  w ith  the in ­
t e r n a t io n a l  r u n n e r s  n e a r  
M uleshoe.

T he  peace  re lay  spans the 
U nited  S tates and  is ded ica ted  
to w orld  peace . T he  flam ing  
to rch  rep resen ts  the  goal o f  
peace th rough  sports.

T ipps said  that C lin ton  and 
E velyn  Pete  supp lied  room s 
at the H eritage  H ouse  Inn fo r

the runners on T uesday  night. 
He sa id  tha t Joe  R hodes o f  
Joe 's  B oot Shop  en te rta ined  
the runners w ith  a to u r o f  h is 
farm  and V ictor Leal provided  
a  free  m eal at h is restau ran t 
fo r the runners.

A spokesm an  fo r the ru n ­

nations and  because  the ru n ­
ners like to  ta lk  to  school 
ch ild ren  a long  the w ay  abou t 
ex p ress in g  k indness  and  ca r­
ing  in stead  o f  anger and  h a ­
tred .

The 11 ,000mi le U .S Peace 
R un  is part o f  the 70-nation  
Sri C hinm oy O neness-H om e 
Peace R un, w hich  has been

held  every  o ther year since 
1987.

T he non-p ro fit Peace R un 
w as insp ired  by w orld  peace 
a m b a ssa d o r  S ri C h in m o y , 
w ho  has ded ica ted  his life to 
p rom otion  o f  peace.

He has w ritten  and lectured 
ex tensively  on  peace, offered  
hundreds o f  free peace co n ­
certs and m et w ith m any w orld 
figures to advance  the cause  
o f  in ternational harm ony.

T he global Peace R un  w as 
k icked  o ff  A pril 15 w ith  a 
re lay  run  th rough  all five bo r­
oughs o f  N ew  York.

“Our policy does not stop 
there. Even where the law is 
permissive, Exxon chooses the 
course of highest integrity. Local 
customs, traditions, and mores 
differ from place to place, and this 
must be recognized, but honesty is 
not subject to criticism in any 
culture. Shades of dishonesty 
simply invite demoralizing and 
reprehensible judgments. A well- 
founded reputation for scrupulous 
dealing is itself a priceless com­
pany asset.

“An overly ambitious em­
ployee might have the mistaken 
idea that we do not care how 
results are obtained as long as he 
gets results. This person might

think it is best not to tell higher 
management all that he is doing, 
not to record all transactions accu­
rately in his books or records, and 
to deceive the corporation’s inter­
nal and external auditors. He 
would be wrong on all counts.

“We do care how we get re­
sults. We expect compliance with 
our standard o f integrity through­
out the organization. We will not 
tolerate an employee who achieves 
results at the cost o f violation of 
laws or unscrupulous dealing. By 
the same token, we will support, 
and we expect you to support, an 
employee who passes up an oppor­
tunity or an advantage which can 
only be secured at the sacrifice of 
principle.

“Equally important, we expect 
candor from managers at all lev­
els, and compliance with account­
ing rules and controls. We don’t 
want liars for managers, whether 
they are lying in a mistaken effort 
to protect us or to make them­
selves look good. One harm 
which results when a manager 
conceals information from higher 
management and the auditors, is 
that subordinates think they are 
being given a signal that the com­
pany policies and rules, including 
accounting and control rules, can 
be ignored whenever convenient. 
This can result in corruption and 
demoralization o f  an organization. 
Our system o f management will 
not work without honesty.”

Neither will our society.
