Midland may lose its regional 
federal court if Chief Judge Adrian A. 
Spears of San Antonio follows through 
with his plans toward downgrading 
6nd centralizing some of the more 
remote courts in the 68-county 
Western District of Texasr 

“ He does not propose to aMish the 
MitlLland-Odessa and Del Rio 
Divisions,’’ said Midland attorney 
Reagan Legg, "but he proposes to 
accomplish the same thing" by 
transferring cases to metropolitan 
areas to the east and west.

Opposing Spears' move are the 
Midland County Bar Association, U.S. 
Rep. George Mahon who in effect 
brought the federal court to Midland 
in the late 1960s and Individual at­
torneys. __

" . . .  I am shocked at the present 
threat that the Midland-Odessa court 
will be downgraded." Mahon said 
Thursday. "

Spears' proposal, which is being 
challenged by Midland and Odessa 
lawyers, calls for the transferring of 
criminal cases to El Paso for trial and 
("eventually all civil cases” to San 
Antonio, Legg said.

“The .only reason he gives (for the 
caseload shifting), as far as I know,” 
Legg said, "is for the convenience of 
the judges."

The Midland-Odeua Division is 
without a resident/judge, although 
legislationi- is pending in the U.S. 
Senate possibly to provide the division 
with a full-time judge.

It does, however, have a visiting 
judge in Dorwin W. Suttle of San 
Antonio. Periodically, he and his staff 
of law clerks fly here to handle civil 
and a criminal cases set for hearings 
or trial.

"The business here justifies the 
division," Legg said. "We worked 
pretty hard in getting it, and we don't 
want to lose it." Legg was president of 
the Midland- County Bar in the late 
1960s when the court division here was 
created.

"Lawyers here better get up in 
arms," urged a federal court insider 
who p re fen ^  not to be identified.

And so they are.
Two Midland lawyers. W B. 

Browder Jr. and William Monroe 
Kerr, and an Odessa attorney, W. 0. 
Shafer, argued their court-keeping 
case in private before the judge in his 
San Antonio chainbers.

/Reportedly, he did not budge from 
his position and became somewhat 
angered when- the lawyers, too, 
remained steadfast.

Spears is out of San Antonio this 
week and was unavailable for com­
ment on his proposals.

Likewise, Browder, Kerr and 
Shafer were out of their offices on 
business and could not be reached 
Thursday. But Browder today in a 
telephone call from Lansing, Mich., 
confirmed the lawyers’ confrontation 
with an unyielding Judge Spears.

Browder said the chief judge would 
be in conference May 21 in San An--̂  
tonio with his four district judges to, 
perhaps, settle on the fate of the 
Midland-Odessa, Pecos, Del Rio and 
Waco divisions of the Western 
District.

Judge Suttle. he said, differs with 
Spears’ viewpoint. Browder said 
Suttle has been "firm” in his stance 
that "Midland-Odessa criminal 
matters should be handled in 
Midland" and not transferred 
elsewhere.

Judges serving under Spears are 
Suttle, Jack Roberts. John H. Woods 
Jr., and William S. “ Bill” Sessions.

who is stationed at El Paso..
Warren Burnett, an Odessa at­

torney, was somewhat critical of 
Spears’ decision, however firm it may 
be. He was in federal court here 
Thursday for a criminal pre-trial 
hearing before Suttle.

"I feel that it would be a tremen­
dous disservice to the- federal 
judiciary and to the people,” said 
Burnett.

“The whole idea sin^ie^he year 1066, 
at least since the Magna Carta, is to 
make the courts available to the 
people — not to make the people come 
to the courts.”

The M idland County B ar 
Association unanimously passed a 
resolution opposing the chief judge’s 
proposal. “It (the bar) opposes any 
change in the operation of this 
division," Legg said.

Legg said the removal of the cases 
to distant courts would be costly in 
time and money to lawyers and 
clients alike. Besides, he said, "there 
are many cases that can only be tried 
in federal court.”
, The transferring of witnesses 
hundreds of miles for a series of 
hearings and trial would "make the 
cost almost prohibitive for anybody,”

Legg said.
“The judges require so much 

paperwork now that it almost 
bankrupts 'a client . . . .  It’s 
ridiculous, frankly,” he said of 
Spears’ virtual shutdown proposal.

^ahon, who has been waging a 
quiet campaign to counter Spears’ 
moves, first heard of the proposal 
about two weeks ago.

“The lawyers and the people, the 
litigants, should not be compelled to 
go to El Paso or to San Antonio" to 
settle questions of justice. Mahon 
said.

He said the Midland-Odessa 
Division already has a heavy enough 
caseload to justify the continued 
operation of the division and a 
resident judge. In addition, the 
records of the federal courthouse 
Pecos Division are maintained in the 
federal courthouse here. The 
Midland-Odessa Division covers six 
counties, and the Pecos Division, 10. .

Mahon said he has not yet talked to 
Spears about the proposal. However, 
he said the chief judge feels cen­
tralizing the courts would somehow 
make for a "feasible compliance" 
with the Speedy Trial Act. Mahon

contending the schools should not be The reply, filed by Midland In­

dependent School District attorney 
Thornton Mardie, also asserts the 
school district should not be asked to 
submit desegregation plans before it 
has its day in court.

The MISD reply follows 10 days 
after the Justice Department entered 
a motion with the District Court for 
the Western District of Texas, 
Midland-Odessa Division, which 
seeks to implement the order of the 
circuit court to “dismantle the dual 
system" at education in Midland- 
elementary schools.

The Justice Department’s motion, 
however, includes three schools — 
Pease. Milam and Crockett — not 
specifically ordered by the court to be 
dismantled. Attorneys for the United 
States earlier had stated they sought 
changes only at Washington and De 
Zavala.

Their motion also urged the court to 
demand redistricting plans even 
before the two factions meet again in 
court so that "an additional hearing 
may not be neceuary” if the district 
court Judge rules in the Justice 
Department’s favor.

Hardie, in his reply, submitted that 
“ although ‘convenient’ for the 
government, such a requirement 
would be extremely burdensome to 
the defendants, who are possessed of 
a staff and a tax base somewhat 
smaller than that of the federal 
government. “

"Although the government thinks it 
may be convenient to present con­
tingency plans, the defendants Insist 
that to do so would be an entirely 
unnecessary added burden on their 
taxpayers. Surely, they are entitled to 
a judicial determination as to exactly 
which schools are to be the subject of 
an order before the defendants are 
required-to prepare any such plans — 
taking into consideration that the 

' government had long previously 
admitted, as a result of their own 
investigations, to being satisfied 
regarding all schools except 
Washington and De Zavala."

The question of the three schools 
arose when the 5th U.S. Circuit Court 
of Appeals in New Orleans named 
them "racially identifiable" in a 
ruling which overturned, a district

court opinion that only Washington 
need be desegregated. The appellate 
court did not specifically instruct the 
MISD to include those three schools in 
addition to De Zavala, which has an 
enrollment of almost all-Spanlsh- 
sumamed students.

The MISD pointed out the lack of 
clarity in the order in its effort, 
through a petition for a writ of cer­
tiorari, to be heard by the U.S. 
Suprem e Court. The Ju stice  
Department, however, filed a brief in 
opposition stating, "Nothing in the 
court’s opinion or judgement requires 
the sebnot board to correct racial 
imbalance where that imbalance la 
not the result of intentional 
segregation."

MUam, Pease and Crockett all 
opened in originally all-white neigh­
borhoods which through the years 
have changed in racial composition.

Hardie’s reply, commenting on the 
Justice Department’s stance-in the 
matter, says: “At that time, when its 
now apparent motive was to defeat 
review of the matter by the Supreme 
Court, the government was certain

(underlined) that the Sth Circuit’s 
opinion did not require the district to 
correct racial imbalance not the 
result of intentional segregation.

“Having successfully defeated the 
application for certiorari and having 
advanced to the next objective, the 
government now discards, without 
apparent conflict of conscience, its 
interpretation of the 5th nreult’s 
opinion...”

Making reference to his own legal 
experience, Hardie. in his reply, said 
"this kind of duplicity by oHkers of 
the court is not tolerated by our, 
system of jurisprudence nor by those' 
whose duty it is to administer that 
system.”

When the Justice Department filed 
its motion 10 days ago, it cited the 
Keyes vs. School District No. 1 case in 
support of its including three more 
schMls. According to that decision, 
"the burden is now on the Mhod 
board to demonstrate that the 
remaining minority schools arc not 
the product of its de Jure (intentional

Pursuit of 'hot leads' proposed

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The CIA 
and FBL-liod. to. the Warran Com^ 
mission about the assauination of 
President Kennedy, a Senate in­
telligence committee member said 
today. The senator also suggested 
"we pursue some hot leads" to an­
swer for certain who killed Kennedy.

Sen. Richard Schweiker, R-Pa., a 
mamberqf tlm panel’s subcommittee 
investigating the auasslnatlon. said 
"there is no question in my mind" 
that the two intelligence agencies lied 
to the commission which conducted 
the government’s first, (Aassive probe 
of Kennedy’s death.

Schweiker said he has found no new 
evidence about who killed Kennedy 
but declared; “If we pursue some hot

leads, we may well answer that 
-quaaUon." Schweiker refused to 
elaborate on what he meant by "hot 
leads."

Schweiker made his statementAjon 
the CBS-TV "Morning News’’

He said the subcommittee has 
turned up “significant new material

about defects and deficiencies in the 
Investigation” of the auaasination, 
noting — as he hat before — the CIA’s 
failure to inform the Warren Com­
mission of its Kheroes against Cuba’s 
Fidel Castro and the FBI's destruc-' 
tion of a note by Lee Harvey Oswald, 
whom the commission named as 
Kennedy's sole assassin.

Schweiker and Sen. Gary Hart. D- 
Colo., are the only members'of the~ 
subcommittee, which investigated the 
"performance or non-performance" 
of the intelligence agencies during the 
Initial probe of the auasination. Hart 
has said he has seen no evidence to 
discredit the Warren Commission’s 
report that Oswald acted alone in 
killing Kennedy.____

But Schwetkar said today' be 
disagrees. He said the deficiencies in 
the original Investigation invalidate 
the Warren Commission's conclusion. 
Schweiker said he believes the key to 
Kennedy's slaying lies in Oswald’s 
relationships with both pro- and anti- 
Castro factions.-

Schweiker said some of the

Schweicker and Hart are expected 

to deliver a written report to the in­
telligence committee by the end of the 
month. The full committee must 
approve the report before it is made 
public.

The question of why Oswald killed 
Kennedy on Nov. 22. 1963, in Dallas, 
Tex., will be one of the first questions 
to face a proposed new Senate com­
mittee that would watch over the 
workings of U.S. intelligeoce agen­
cies. -

But a person filing such a 
document without knowing it was 
forged _  would not be subject to

prosecution.

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FBI official, Nqshville publisher su

Washington — a House sub­
committee has summoned a high FBI 
official and a Nashville newspaper 
publisher to testify next Thursday on 
the FBI’s relationship with a fired 
copy editor whose background is 
becoming more and more mysterious.-

The hearing by the Small Business 
subcommittee on energy and en­
vironment will explore the charge 
that Jacque Srouji, 31. was an un­
dercover agent for the FBI while 
serving as a copy editor for the Nash­
ville Tennessean and, before that, as 
a reporter for the Nashville Banner.

As subcommittee aides' prepared 
for the hearing, there were 
suggestions- that Mrs. Srouji had 
passed along to the FBI information 
on radical groups she was covering • 
for the Banner during periods of 
antiwar activity, protests by blacks

and student unrest.
A subcommittee investigator said 

reports are being checked that Mrs. 
Srouji also had talked of making 
“some kind of contact with the Soviet 
Embassy with the encouragement 
and support of the FBI.”

It was said that Mrs. Srouji recently 
had joined the Navy as a reserve 
officer and, while on a tour of duty in 
the Washington, D.C., area, was 
found by a subcommittee investigator 
inside a highly classified military 
base.

She allegedly told the investigator 
that she had a .security clearance and 
was involved in Project Sanguine, a 
developing worldwide system for 
communicating with submerged^ 
subarmines.

Whether she had a clearance and 
was working on the project is being 
checked out.

To go into these and other details 
uncovered by investigators, the

\
subcommittee — headed by Bep. John 
D. Dingell (D-Mich.) — has asked for 
te stim o n y  from T ennessean  “ 
Publisher John Seigenthaler and 
James B. Adams, assistant to FBI 
Director Clarence M. Kelley.

Seigenthaler has agreed to appear, 
and a letter was delivered to Atty. 
Gen. Edward H. Levi Thursday 
seeking Adams’ appearance. The FBI 
previously refused to turn over 
documents in the Srouji case, and if 
there Is resistance on the request for 
testimony, Adams will be sub­
poenaed, a Dingell aide said.

As for Mrs. Srouji, she was fired by 
Seigenthaler after testifying at a 
subcommittee hearing April 26 about 
1.000 confidential FBI documents in 
her possession.

She has denied being an FBI un­
dercover agent, but has been 
unavailable for comment since she 
left home last Friday with two of her 
three children. She did not teU her

husband, a state highway engineer, 
where she was going, according to the 
husband.

Seigenthaler saicT he had 'deter­
mined from discussions with Mrs. 
Srouji that she had a “special 
relationship” with the FBI. Recently, 
he said, the FBI attempted to have 
her plant a story in the Tennessean.

Seigenthaler would not elaborate, 
but an investigator said the story, 
which was never published, could be 
viewed as seeking to widen a factional 
split within the FBI. The story 
reportedly cast favorable light on an 
agent for his handling of a con­
frontation with militant Indians at 
Wounded Knee, S.D.

Seigenthaler said he also was 
disturbed that “the FBI asked (Mrs. 
Srouji), while she was reporting to 
them about other matters, about at 
le a s t two m em bers of the 
newspaper’s staff.”i Although she 
professed worry about the request

and said she reported only favorable 
things, Sbigenthaler -said it was un­
wise for the paper to have such 
contact with the FBI.

The subcommittee got involved 
with Mrs. Srouji last December. She 
was -writing a book on atomic energy 
and planned a chapter on Karen Silk- 
wood, who was killed in a November, 
1974, car incident following a dispute 
over nuclear safety regulations with 
her employer, a Kerr-McGee 
plutonium processing plant in 
Oklahoma City.___________

According to aides, the sub­
committee had been investigating the 
Silkwood case, and Mrs. Srouji sought 

-information. At the same time, she 
showed investigators some of the 
1,(X)0 FBI documents she had obtained 
on the case, apaprently from agent 
tawreHCe Olson. Olson had been/in 
charge Of the Silkwood c a s e in

Oklahoma, and Mrs. Srouji met him 
upon his transfer to Nashville.

When the subcommittee sought to, 
obtain copies of the documents from^ 
the FBI, it was turned down. The 
panel then had Silkwood display and 
discuss the documents at the April 26 
hearing — an attempt to undermine 
the FBI's rationale for withholding

 ̂ Congress'okay 
of budget ceiling 
may provoke fight

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Ford and 
Congress apparently will spend the summer at each 
other's throats in what* could be an historic con­
frontation over the federal budget.

Acting under a new budget procedure,' Congress 
has for the first time approved its own federal 
budget. In the past, Congress has worked on a budget 
submUted V  the president.
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Under the new procedures. Congress has approved 
its own spending ceiling of $413.3 billion for fiscal . 
1977.

But Ford said Thursday he is determined that it 
will be his budget of $395.8 billion that will regulate 
government spending and not the congressional 
budget.

“The Congress should be on notice that it is my 
intention to hold federal spending to the lower limit I 
proposed.” Ford announced after the House gave 
Congress’ budget ceiling final approval on Thur^ay. 
“ 1 will not be a willing partner to the risk of another  ̂
round of double-digit inflation "

Sen Frank Moss. D-Utah. had warned when the 
Senate approved Uripending ceiling on Wednesday 
that if Ford tries to cut the congressional budget 
figure by veto it would mean “a long-summer-of 
(utile confrontation between Congress and the White 
House "

Democratic leaders say Congress' higher spending 
is the way to keep the nation s economic recovery 
going, largely by creating an extra one million jobs 
and continuing Congress' $17 billion tax cut through 
1977, rather than granting a $28 million tax cut Ford 
proposed.

D«mocrats. including House Budget Committee 
Chairman Brock Adams. D-Wash., contend it is 
Congress' tax cut and extra money for federally 
aided jobs that have started economic recovery, not 
Ford's efforts to cut federal spending.

The 1413 3-billion congressional budget ceiling 
envisions a $50.1 billion deficit compared to Ford's 
$44«billioo

The essential differences in Ford's and Congress' 
budget approaches to economic recovery rest on 
taxes and jobs

Congress' $17 billion tax cut is focused on low-and 
middMncoiiie Americans sod assumes they will 
spend the money and stimulate the economy 
Congress also wants to spend some $8 billion to 
create • millioo new federally aided jobs.

Congress' economists say that will cut unem­
ployment to $ per cent by the end of 1977, compared 
to 7 per cent under Ford's budget proposal.

WOMEN'S NEWS

By MRS. ROBERTJCNOTT 
LANCASTER GARDEN CENTER '

Now that our spring blooms are 
beginning to fade, it is time to get 
ready for summer color with annuals. 
They may be planted earlier when 
danger of frost is past, but if you have 
not done so, set plants out now or sow 
seeds in early May.

Fine seeds such as petunias may be 
kept from getting too dry by covering 
them with paper or burlap held in 
place by stones or soil. Remove the 
covering as soon as the seed ger­
m inates. P lant long-stemmed 
seedlings like cosmos with roots an 
inch or so deep, but avoid burying 
crowns of plants that hav£ their 
leaves borne in rosettes. Tall, lanky 
growths may be pinched back to two 
or three sets of leaves.

SHASTA DAISIES can be divided or 
set out readily now. These plants 
require lots of rbom, and should not be 
allowed to flower too freely the first 
year.

VIOLAS grow in full sun, but 
tolerate some light shade in -hot 
weather. They do not grow well in 
shade. Set them about 9 inches apart 
in good soil. They are delightful perky 
little flowers with shining dark green 
foliage.

ANNUAL ASTERS grow in any 
type of soil. Plants prefer full sun, but 
will do fairly well in partial shade. 
Alternate location every year, Seed 
may be sown through June 1.

All types of tender plants can be set 
out in May—cannas. caladiums and 
all summer bulbs.

Annuals to take the place of tulips 
and daffodils may be sown now— 
Drummond's phlox, California 
poppies, nasturtiums, zinnias, to 
name a few.

GLADIOLUS can be kept free of 
thrips by soaking corms for six hours 
in a solution of Lysol—four teaspoons 
to one quart of water, before pianting. 
Make three successive plantings at 10 
day intervals to give a long season of 
bloom Phosphate is the most im­
portant fertilizer to use when growing 
glads

Daffodil foliage., like that of other 
spring bulbs, should not be removed 
until ft turns brown

Keep faded flowers picked from 
'pansies, also cut off old blooms from 
most flowers to encourage new 
blooms for color all summer

With almost a minimum of effort in 
May, a lovely garden may be enjoyed 
all summer long

MOSCOW — Soviet Communist 
party chief Leonid Brezhnev was 
dealt an unmistakable snub Wed­
nesday when President Ford abruptly 
put off a planned ceremonial signing 
by the two leaders of a pact limiting 
the size of underground nuclear ex­
plosions for peaceful purposes, in the 
opinion of informed Soviet sources.

These sources confirmed that Mr. 
Ford indefinitely postponed the 
session, which was to have been held 
Thursday with Brezhnev and the 
President joined by television 
satellite as they signed the accord. 
Brezhnev, said the sources, wa^ 
merely told that the timing was in­
convenient.

Soviet sources were assuming, 
however, that the real reason for the 
delay was Mr. Ford’s unwillingness to- 
be seen making a sensitive agreement 
with Moscow at a time when the 
President's campaign is in trouble 
after a series of primary election 
losses.

“We are learning all about your 
political zigzags,” one Soviet com­
mented.

Mr. Ford's opponent, former

^Austin school proposal rejected
AUSTIN, (AP) — The Austin School 

Board had an emergency executive 
session scheduled today to study the 
second rejection by the 5th Circuit 
Court of Appeals of the school 
district’s desegregation plan.

The court rejected the Austin plan 
Thursday, remanding it to the U.S. 
District Court in Austin to implement 
one th a t will e lim inate  all 
discrim inatory segregation of 
Mexic-an-American and black 
students in the district's 74 schools to 
meet federal standards.

The court order in effect did away 
with a three-year-old plan that the 
district had implementi^ while it was 
still being appealed. The court said 
the plan is not good enough and may 
be continued only as a stopgap.

“The constitutional duty of the 
school authorities is to establish a 
unitary system, not a unitary grade," 
the decision said aiming at the main 
feature of the plan that apparently 
displeased the appeals court.

The Austlo plan had been set up to

avoid massive busing and concen­
trated only in the sixth grade. It set up 
six sixth grade centers and estimated 
it would require the busing of about 
1,900 students. $2 per cent of them 
Anglo.

The Sth said the plan approved for 
the AISD “leaves untouched the 
students in grades K-S (kindergarten 
through fifth) and 7-12."

'“The district court should consider 
appointing a master to prepare a 
comprehensive desegregation plan." 
the Sth added in remanding the case 
back to U.S. District court in Austin.

The AISD encompasses the city and 
some outlying areas of Travis County. 
It has some 55,000 students. 62 per 
cent of them Anglo. 23 per cent 
Mexican American. IS per cent black.

Of the two minority classes, the Sth 
said 42 per cent of the blacks and 45 
per cent of the Mexican Americans 
still attend schools where the enroll­
ment is over three-fifths minority.

School District Supt. Jack L. David­
son said he would work with the board 
“ step by step" to implement 
whateverthe federal court orders.

Sam Biscoe, attorney for the Na­
tional Association for the Advance­
ment of Colored People (NAACP) 
said of the court’s decision: “ Ex­
cellent. excellent.”

It was the second time the appeals

A plan submitted 
in 1972 also was rejected.

Austin now assigns students in 
grades kindergarten through the fifth 
to Mhools closest to their homes. The 
5th said this will not do.

“It is apparent that assignment on a 
strict neighborhood basis will not suf­
fice in the AISD although it may suf­
fice as to some schools. To the extent 
that it does not suffice, the district 
court will proceed to employ other 
methods of desegregation."

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California Gov. Ronald Reagan, has 
accused the President and Secretary 
of State Henry Kissinger of 
sacrificing American military 
superiority and strategic interests in 
an effort to improve ties with the 
Kremlin. Mr. Ford has countered by 
adopting “peace through strength” as 
the motto for his policy toward 
Moscow.

The Soviet bid to have the peaceful 
nuclear explesien pact — which was 
tentatively approved five weeks ago 
and initialed in Moscow Wednesday — 
signed so speedily at top level was 
evidently aimed at taking some of the 
recent chill out of Soviet-American 
relations.

News of the turnaround leaked out 
because American correspondents 
had already been invited to an “ im­
portant event” at the Kremlin 
Thursday evening and pressed here 
and in Washingtoa lor delsilsjil the 
occasion. Thursday morning Soviet 
Fore i gn  Mini s t ry  o f f i c i a l s  
acknowledged that the event — never 
actually described — would not take 
place after all.

Ceremonial appearances by 
Brezhnev, such as the one envisioned 
for the signing, are unusual, par­
t icular ly one which foreign 
correspondents have been invited to 
attend. Hence, the sense among 
diplomats and Soviet sources that 
Brezhnev has been given a rebuff.

Soviet sources said that no public 
comment on the matter is likely.

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Ford prepares for whistle-stop M ichigan tour

Ronald Reagan is playing for the 
Democratic crossover vote in 
Michigan’s key presidential primary, 
saying t|iat America’s problems cross 
party lines and so should the voters.

It could be an important factor in 
his challenge in President Ford’s 
home state, where Jimmy Carter and 
Morris Udalhare wooing those same 
voters as they square-off next 
Tuesday in the Democratic primary.

Ford today was embarking on a 
campaign journey to Johnson City 
and Memphis. Tenn., Louisville, Ky„ 
and Michigan, where he begins his 

-whisU^stop train tour through the

state on Saturday.
Carter today is meeting AFLCIO 

President George Meany for the first 
time — a session that could be the key 
to winning enthusiastic support from 
organized labor if he captures the 
Democratic nomination.

Both Ford and Reagan hope a 
victory in Michigan will send their 
campaign on the road to victory at the 
GOP convention. Carter wants a 
victory to consolidate his position as 
Democratic front-runner following 
this week’s loss in Nebraska and to 
stymie Udall’sbid.

“We have to win a state like 
Michigan.’’ Ford has said. Most ob­
servers agree that a loss to Reagan in

his home state could cripple Ford’s 
campaign effort.

Four of Reagan’s victories over 
Ford have come in states that do not 
register voters by party and — like 
Michigan — permit voters to choose 
candidates from either party during 
primary election balloting.

The President, too, has invited 
Democratic voters to cast Republican 
ballots for his cause. But the odds are 
that Democrats who choose to vote 
Republican in Michigan will do more 
for Reagan than for Ford. “I don’t 
think it will hurt us,’’ Reagan said in 
Battle Creek Thursday.

Hundreds of railway cars, sent 
to quake areas for housing use

UDINE. Italy (AP) -  The Italian 
government has rushed hundreds of 
railway cars to Friuli province to 
house earthquake victims driven 
from their tent camps by flooding 
rains.

Police warned the homeless in five 
camps that they might have to move.

Rescue squads stopped digging 
through the debris for bodies and dug 
drainage ditches around the tent 
camps. But officials said there was no 
health hazard yet.

The storms caused more landslides 
along roads of the devastated region 
in northeastern Italy, isolating 
several communities. Clearance 
operations were hampered by 
darkneis and the threat of more 
slides.

Another threatened village was 
evacuated Thursday night, adding 
more than 3,(X)0 persons to more than 
100,000 persons made homeless by the 
first severe quake May C. It was the 
fifth village evacuated in two days.

Strong north winds blew over some 
tents and brought somewhat colder

weather. Authorities tried to speed up 
deliveries of cots and blankets to the 
tent cities.

The government set up a court in 
one tent to try four men accused of 
possessing goods stolen from 
damaged houses.

Nine more bodies were found in 
Gemona, raising the total to 923 
bodies recovered. A police spokesman 
estimated that 400 to 500 more |>ersons 
were missing and probably dead, an 
increase of 100 to 200 over previous 
estimates.

American officials said the United 
States already has sent more than 
$600,000 worth of tents, supplies, food 
and medicine to the quake area.

Ag promotes thumb wrestling
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The .Agriculture 

Department has spent $44,000 so far for a series of 
“ assertive awareness*'.seminars in which women 
employes learn to cope with their jobs and male 
bosses by engaging in Danish thumb wrestling con­
tests

The department's Animal and Health Inspection 
Service began the KSSioqs about l t  mont|is ago. The. 
three-day seminars involve lectures and discussions, 
in addition 'finish thumb wrestling.

R. M .‘ Gurley, the agency's training officer, 
calls the program “a leveling process” and says it is 
recommended highly by activist women's groups 
throughout the country. About 220 women employes 
of the department have participated in 11 of the 
sessions held so far in Washington and in various 
locations, including Philadelphia, Atlanta and Ames, 
Iowa, he said. **

“For the women who are a little bit on the superag- 
gressive, super-hostile side, it has a leveling pro- 
ceu .” Gurley said Thursday. “ For the ones that are 
a little shy and timid and reticent, it brings them up 
to a level where they can communicate with ... male 
supervisors."

About Danish thumb wrestling. Gurley admits 
“ I'm really not sure what it is. but it involves 
touching.'*

However, another Agriculture Department 
MKifceiman described Danish thumb wrestling as 
“two people interlocking fingers and then trying to 
pin each other's thumbs"

Gurley said the sessions have averaged about 20 
women each. He said the cost to the government for 
paying salaries and other expenses of qualified 
outside instructors has been $44,000, or about $200 per 
employee.

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Callaway to testify today

WASHINGTON (AP)'— 
President Ford’s former

Arber appeared.

Glass and Levin said 
they had gone to Sen. 
Floyd Haskell. D-Colo., 
last October to report 
allegations that Callaway 
was using his influence as 
a Ford administration of­
ficial to try to persuade 
the Froest Service to ap­
prove expansion of his 
Crested Butte ski resort 
onto federal land.

Arber said he sum­
marized Glass and 
Levin’s information in a 
“confidential report’’ he 
delivered to Haskell in 
November. He said when 
it became clear that 
Haskell intended to 
-launch a Senate probe in­

to Callaway’s conduct, he 
published a story on it in 
the March 11, 1976, issue 
of his weekly newspaper 
“ The Crested Butte 
Chronicle.’’

All three-denied that 
t h e y  had a c c u s e d  
Callaway of wrongdoing, 
claiming they had just 
passed along their suspi­
cions to Haskell.

Haskell, chairman of 
the panel, said he never 
regarded the three Col­
oradans as key witnesses. 
He said they only pro­
vided the preliminary in­
formation that allowed 
Senate investigators to 
begin their own indepen­
dent probe.

Callaway resigned in 
March as President 
F o r d ’ s c a m p a i g n  
manager after published 
reports that he had met

last July 3 in his Pen­
tagon office with top 
Agriculture Department 
and Forest Service of­
ficials, during which he 
argued for expansion of 
his ski resort.

Six months after that 
meeting, the Forest Ser­
vice issued an en­
vi ronmental  impact  
statement reversing an 
earlier recommendation 
by local forest rangers 
urging that the expansion 
be delayed. _

Callaway owns a two- 
thirds interest in the ski 
resort company.

Carter-Meany “meeting Ford facing
could be key to labor vote Rhodesia issue
t WASHINGTON (AP) -  Jimmy 
Carter is heading for his first face-to- 

ith AFL-CIO Presidentface meeting with 
George Meany — a meeting that could 
be the key to winning enthusiastic 
support from organist labor if he 
captures the Democratic presidential 
nomination.

Aides to both men described today’s 
meeting in Meany's office across 
Lafayette Park from the White House 
as a chance for them to get to know 
one another. No endorsement was ex­
pected to come from the session.

Carter headed into the session fully 
aware that labor leaders generally 
preferred Sens. Hubert H. Humphrey 
or Henry M. Jackson. But he also 
knew that with his candidacy gaining 
momentum, labor may need him 
more than he needs them.

The former Georgia governor's 
stunning victory in the Pennsylvania 
primary showed that he could win the 
“ lunchbucket” vote, despite the opp- 
sition of several important union.. 
leaders who endorsed Jackson.

Carter has had help from a coalition 
o f liberil unions and in recent weeks 
has stepped up his efforts at wooing 
new labor support.
t Democratic presidential candidates

have traditionally benefited from the 
AFL-CIO’s support in terms of money 
and manpower. A rare exception was 
in 1972 when the candidate. Sen. 
George McGovern. Incurred Meany’s 
wrath and (he labor federation sat out 
thf election.

Meany, who at one time or another 
has met with all of the Democratic 
candidates except Carter, has said 
any of them would be acceptable with 
the exception of Alabama Gov. 
GeorM C. Wallace.

Although known to be cool to 
Carter, he told his political strategists 
last month to stay out of any stop-- 
Carter drives.

AFL-ClO official said today’s 
meeting would give Meany a chance 
to study Carter and find out where he 
stands on issues concerning labor, 
such as jobs and the economy.

“If Meany sees that Carter can 
level with him while sitting across the 
table, it will help," the official said.

Some labor leaders are weighing in­
dividual endorsements for Carter and 
there has been some talk that the 
AFLCIO* ought to abandon its
ftreconvention neutrality. But of- 
icials of the giant labor federation In­

sist that no endorsements would be 
made until after the conventioos.

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Ford is being 
pulled in opposite directions over attempts to repeal 

. a law that exempts imports of chrome from a trade 
embargo against the white supremacist regime that 
runs Rhodesia.

South Korean doctor may have solved mystery

TOKYO -- A South Korean doctor’s 
isolation of a rare virus in a field 
mouse has apparently solved a major 
medical mystery and may lead within 
two years to development of a vaccine 
against the dreaded hemorrhagic 
fever.

For years, hemorrhagic fever has 
defied efforts by U.S. and !^viet 
scientists to identify its cause. Since 
the lUO-53 Korea War, about 3,000 
American servicemen stationed in 
Korea have been stricken by the fever 
and at least 140 are thought to have 
died from its effects.

After seven years of research 
financed by the U.S. Army, Dr. Lee 
Ho Wang,  a U.S . - educa t ed  
microbiologist, announced»ln Seoul 
earlier this month that he had found 
the virus in the lungs and kidney of a 
single species of field mouse and suc­
cessfully isolated it.

Hemorrhagic  fever  infects  
thousands of people annually in 
China, the Soviet Union and other 
countries and is on the Increase 
among South Korea’s civilian popula­
tion.

Although known for more than 60

years in Russia and Manchuria, it 
leapt to medical prominence when 827 
front-line GIs caught the disease in 
the first year of the Korean War.

The outbreak caused "great 
panic,” according to Dr. Lee.

"It occurred explosively between 
the Chinese and American forces and 
some Americans thought it might be 
microbiological warfare,” Dr. Lee 
said in an Interview last week. "But 
eventually they found out the Chinese 
and North Korean troops were suffer­
ing too." <

Eight hundred American soldiers 
caught the fever in 1951 and Dr. Lee 
estimates that from 5 to 10 per cent of 
them died from its effects — shock, 
hemorrhaging or kidney faUure.

In 1952, 833 men naught the fever 
and American microbiologists flown 
to Korea to Investigate the epidemic 
searched desperately but unsuc­
cessfully for the viral’agent. Between 
1951-75, a total of 2,895 GIs were 
hospitalised with the unexplained 
fever. '  -

American military and diplomatic 
officials in Seoul recall the onset of 
the epidemic.

"It was a horrible, frightening thing 
at the time,” a diplomat said. "You 
wondered how many would get it and

would the army be able to keep on 
fighting.”

These officials do not remember

any rumor suggesting that the disease 
was iMing spread deliberately by the 
North Koreans. No such allegations

were officially made by the United 
States. Germ warfare charges were 
made however, by North Korea,

WASHINGTON MERRY-GO-ROUND

Secret police files uncovered

WASHINGTON -  The pernicious 
practice of branding prominent 
Americans as Communist sym­
pathizers didn't die with the late Sen. 
Joe McCarthy His murky diKiples 
are stili circulating a smear sheet, 
called “Information Digest,-’ to |>olice 
departments.

This has resulted, incredibly, in the 
establishment of secret police Hies on 
a host of celebrities such as Eddie 
Albert, Candice Bergen, Leonard 
Bernstein, Djck Cavett, Dustin 
Hoffman. Shirley MacLaine, Caii 
Reiner and Richard Widmark.

Several political figures, including 
Rev. Ralph Abernathy, ex-Atty. Gen. 
Ramsey Clark. New York City's 
former Mayor John Lindsay,-auto 
workers bou Leonard Woodcock and 
various members of Congress have 
also wound up as the subjects of police 
dossiers.

The evidence has been uncovered 
by New York State Assembly in­
vestigators William Haddad and 
Thomas Burton, who conducted a 
painstaking investigation of “ In­
formation Digest.” In a confidential 
report that eventually will be released 
to the public, they charge that the 
insidious smear sheet has been used 
as a “confidential informant” by the 
New York State Police for years.

“Names negatively mentioned in 
the publication.” the Assembly in­
vestigators found, "were the stimulus 
for the creation of a dossier on the 
individual.” Copies of the smear sheet 
were found in police files stamped: 
“The information contained herein is 
of a classified nature intended solely 
for the New York State Police and any

other agency authorized by them.”
The information was then shared 

with police acrou America, often 
"withwt indepgodent checking by the 
police as to thR validity and soufce of 
this derogatory information.”

The chief source, according to the 
study. Is the office of Rep. Larry 
McDonald. D.-Ga„ a bush-league 
McCarthy who uses his coogresstMsI 
immunity to malign prominent 
people. He spreads wild charges 
against them in the Congressaonal 
Record. This permits Information 
Digest to republish the charges 
without risk of libel suits 

In fact. Information Digest has 
acknowledged in one of its bulletins 
that  it " is  indebted to the 
Congressman for his in-depth 
analysis” of Communist Party ac­
tivities In the United States.

McDonald's colleagues on Capitol 
Hill tend to regard him as more of a 
clown than a menace. They may 
change their minds, however, after 
they discover his office has helped 
Informatiom Digest portray many of 
them to the p^ke at Communist 
sympathizers.

This is the life. The locale is deep in 
Martinez Canyon, a good up-and- 
downhill four miles from civilization."

music of Horse Thief Creek.

The problemsof ringing telephones, 
needling bosses, complaining readers 
and ridiculous politicians are 
seemingly centuries and thousands of 
miles away.

There are many places'across, 
America with the sante lure'and\the 
same natural beauty as this par­
ticular locale; four miles into tik . 
wilderness on Caetus Trail from 
PInyon Pines, population 47. The busy

WASHINGTON -  On the last day of 
the Johnson Administration in 
January 1969, outgoing Treasury 
Secretary Joseph W. Barr dropped a 
little bomb on Congress.

He told the Joint Economic Com­
mittee that 155 individuals with

including 21 with incomes over $1 
million — had paid no federal income 
taxes.

T^e minimum tax is actually one of 
several tax provisions involved inlhe 
fight, which is likely to occur next 
month. Sen. Edward M./ Kennedy, 
(D-Mass.), is leading one/ide, Senate 
Finance Committee Chairman 
Russell B. Long, (D-La,), the other.

At issue is tax legislation Long’s 
committee is now writing that would 
do two things. First, it would extend 
the anti-recession tax cuts Congc£s& 
passed last year, thus averting a tax 
increase, since the cuts will otherwise 
expire June 30.

Second, it would make assorted 
other tax revisions. As a basis for 
these changes, the committee is work­
ing partly from a complicated tax bill 
the House passed last December.

The House bill contains some pro­
visions that would cost the 
government revenue, such as a 
liberalization of the existing tax 
write-off for-child care. But these 
would be outweighed by various 
revenue-raising reforms; the bill as a 
whole would increase governmjtnt 
revenues about $1.4 billion in the 
fiscal year starting Oct. L

There are' three main revenue-' 
raising sections of the House bill. One 
would strengthen the minimum tax, 
so that it would yield about $1.4 b^lioh 
next fiscal year instead of fhe- $230 
million it yields now. Another would 
crack down hard on so-called tax 
shelters, ways of creating paper 
losses to makcf an individual’s income 
look smaller than it is and thus reduce 
his taxes. The third would reducO an

existing tax subsidy to exporters.
Kennedy wants to go beyond the 

House bill and enact enough changes 
to net $2 billion in additional revenue. 
He says it can easily be done — for ex­
ample, by tightening the minimum 
tax a little more than the House, and 
reducing the tax subsidy to exporters.

Both the House and Senate have 
also voted indirectly for $2 billion in 
reform in the budget resolutions they 
have passed for next fiscal year, and 
on which they are supposed to take 
final votes this week.

These tax and spending resolutions' 
are only targets, but they add to the

J
pressure on Long. WKh tax legislation 
being presented as a wJy to reduce 
the federal deficit,. Kennedy may be 
able to look to liberals and fiscal 
conservatives for support.

While the House bill would raise 
about $550 million by virtually outlaw­
ing use of paper losses to reduce 
income and income tax, the Finance 
Committee has so far voted to raise 
only about $200 million this way.

Instead of'outlawing tax shelters, 
the committee has merely put certain 
limits on their use and decided to sub­
ject sheltered income to the minimum 
income tax.

Nudear hornh 
terrorism  
said possible

tONDON — The terrifying prospect of nuclear 
terrorism has emerged yet further from the mists of 
paranoiac discussion with an article in a British 
police magazine on how political activists have the 
technological capabilities to make a two-megaton 
bomb — about 100 times as powerful as the- 
Hiroshima device — for about $20,000.

The article in Police Journal can be seen as public 
acknowledgement of a great deal of private concern 
among security agencies in this country- and 
elsewhere on how to stop terrorists wielding the 
ultimate weapon.

The issue has officially, and quite effectively, been 
quietely played down over the past few years of 
mounting terrorist activity. The aim of this has been 
to calm public apprehension. The possibility of 
well-trained guerrillas forcing an entry into a 
nuclear power plant storage room and stealing an in­
credibly potent haul of plutonium is however a sub­
ject under continuous review.

The threat has its genesis in the re-cycling of waste 
plutonium. Leading physicists have already 
conceded that any technologically competent person 
could construct a nuclear device , by stealing re­
cycled materials.

According to the article, terrorists would need 
about 20 pounds of pTuTonltiTfnomalte a bomb of up to 
two-megatons. And. according to the autborDe. John- 
B. Wolf, chairman df the department of criminal 
justice. Union College, N.J.; the fuels could be 
available because of the gradual adoption of 
plutonium as a fuel for the present generation of 
nuclear reactors, replacing uranium which is becom- 
ingscarce. r-

Dr. Wolf was principal intelligence analyst for the 
New York City police department. He said a bomb 
costing about $20,000 to make, and which could be 
moved easily in a small truck could produce an ex; 
plosion ranging from 100.000 to 2 million pounds of 
TNT.

S a t u r d a y  S p e c i a l s

Dr. Wolf says that political terrorism can be 
indiscriminate or selected, and employed against 
enemies or allies, but it is never spontaneous. It is 
the deliberate result of organization by individuals 
who are violence-prone and dedicated to the concept 
of the use of brutal force.

The rapid growth of technology in the pkst decade 
had contributed to the growth and danger jHL 
terrorism world-wide. *

NKW YORK — Among the many 
things right with the Broadway 
theater these day$ is the plentiful 
supply of theateT masterpieces 
lovingly revived.

A surprising percentage are 
American in origin. Others are more 
international in flavor as well as 
birth.

Currently running, for instance, are 
excelient productions of “Henry V,” 
“Threepenny Opera," Ibsen’s “The 
Lady from the Sea" and “My Fair 
Lady,” which must be classified as a 
joint American-British progeny in 
deference to George Bernard Shaw.

The “Henry V'-l is that of England's 
Royal Shakespeare Company im­
ported for just three weeks at the 
Brooklyn Academy of Music in a 
production already widely acclaimed 
since its debut iast year.

Terry Hands has directed with care 
to see the play as a Shakespearean 
sampler of comedy, tragedy, irony, 
history and theatrics enough for ali. 
while not the definitive “Henry V" 
some have claimed, this production iy 
complete, accurate, sturdy and in­
spiring. a worthy comparison for the 
historic Worid War II film version o f " 
Laurence Olivier.

The fiim, produced as high-art 
propaganda during dark war days, 
hung a warmonger, jingoistic 
reputation on the play that this 
production does much to dispel 
simply by including the “battle 
scene” in which two clowns represent 
the entire actual Battle of Agincourt, 
about which the play revolves.

Also, Hands has constructed some 
fascinating illumination around the 
character called Chorus, who spends 
much dialogue on exhorting the 
audience to provide imagination for 
filling in the lacks of the theater. This

Chorus, piayed as a friendiy, chatty, 
spectator's representative a la “Our 
Town’s” Stage Manager, begins the 
show, like the rest of the cast, in 
contemporary garb. Unlike the

be

others, he remains so dressed 
throughout.

The others, including the superb 
Alan Howard in the title role, 
gradually and gracefully change into 
the traditional trappings as the play 
begins to unfoid and. when an ap­
paratus of cloth and wires which has 
hung overhead since the informal 
beginning of the show suddenly 
blossoms into an .enormous, billowing 
panoply of heraldic designs, one 
grasps fully the magnitude of the 
concept.

The actors are, without exception, 
breathtakingly excellent. The decor, 
by Farr ah. Is sparse in quantity btit 
rich in quality with the costumes of 
particular eloquence in contrast 
between the ragged British and the 
overelegant French.

Touches such as the presence of 11 
musicians playing brass, woodwinds 
and drums; the clever and innovative 
lighting design of Stewart Leviton; 
and the complete absence of 
microphones in the enormous hall 
(with no audio problems) reminded 
one of the occasion of a too-brief visit 
by one of the English-speaking 
theater’s most glorious ensembles

The German theater wilt 
represented during the coming weeks 
by a new translation of the Bertolt 
Brecht-Kurt Weill "Threepenny 
Opera,” produced at Lincoln Center’s 
Vivian Beaumont Theater by Joseph 
Papp and the New York Shakespeare 
Festival.

It’s bound to be the most con­
troversial show of the season, this 
dense, mysterious, disturbing 
production directed by Richard 
Foreman, an experimental theater 
hoyden with no previous commercial 
credits.

Central to the controversy is the

Broadway version by Marc Biitzstein 
which ran for 2,611 performances and

Barbara Walters, but 
Robert MacNeil is public 
television’s pride and joy. 
And his nightly 30-minute 
“ MacNeil Report” has 
been hailed widely and 
glowingly, and described 
as everything from an 
“electronic op-ed page” 
to “news with meat on its 
bones.”

T he 4 4 - y e a r - o l d  
.MacNeil is the antithesis 
of the current crop of 
p o m p a d o u r e d  
newscasters who race 
through the evening news 
like sprinters trying to set 
a record

MacNeil, a refugee 
from NBC and the British 
Broadcasting Corp., is a 
self-effacing,  quiet- 
spoken man with a

reputation for being 
articulate. On television, 
he is courteious to his 
guests but seldom allows 
them to stray far from 
th e  po i n t  of t he  
discussion

The “ MacNeil Report” 
began in October in New 
York and is now carried 
by 40 stations in major 
cities.

The yearbook also showed that the 
pernentage of the U.S. population 
holding formal membership in 
churches in 1975,62.3 per cent, was up 
from the 1974 total of 61.9 per cent.

Bike-hike
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inoculations

NEW YORK — To the untrained 
eye, they look under the microscope 
like a series of fuzzy, crystalline 
shapes. But to the trained eye, the 
shapes are silent carriers of death — 
swine flu viruses so deadly they could 
wipe out an army of millions.

Which is why Lt. Gen. George E. 
Schafer, the* Air Force surgeon 
general, iays, ‘T'll be the first on line 
when the flu vaccination program 
begins. The situation is simple — I 
don't want to get the flu.”

Schafer’s perspective on 'the 
developing controversy about 
whether 200 million Americans need 
to be inoculated against the swine flu 
virps is twofold. As the Air Force 
surgeon general, that service’s chief 
medical officer, he is concerned about 
the fate of the thousands of fighter 
pilots, flight missile crewmen who 
form the backbone of the U.S.' 
strategic deterrent. If those men were 
immobilized by a deadly flu, the U.S. 
would be virtually defenseless.

But Schader is also a public health 
official, and in that capacity feels just 
as strongly that alj Americ a n  ought 
to be inoculated, the sooner tne better.

“Admittedly,'’ he said during a re­
cent interview in New York following 
meetings with civilian public health 
officials on the inoculation program, 
“I am not an expert epidemiologist. 
But based on wl^at I have heard from 
those with outstanding qualifications 
on the matter of the type of flu and the 
means necessary to combat it, I feel 
strongly that the (inoculation) pro­
gram must be carried out.”

Schafer occupies something of a 
central position in the swine flu ques­
tion, since he is running one of the 
critical testing programs for the vac­
cine. Working in conjunction with the 
National Institute of Health, the pro­
gram will test the vaccine on about 
1,000 adults between the ages of 18 and 
45 at various military bases, to try to 
determine; (1) Is the vaccine effec­
tive, and (2) does it cause harmful 
side effects?

Since President Ford last month

convinced Congress to approve a $135 
million program to inoculate all 
Americans against the swine flu by 
December, there has been a growing 
controversy among medical scientists

J

oyer whether the program will work. 
adv‘Ford acted after an advisory board of 

scientists, including Drs. Jonas Salk 
and Albert Sabin, developers of the 
polio vaccine, warned him that a new 
strain of flu bore strong resemblance 
to the flu virus that killed 20,000,000 
people during the pandemic of 1918-19.

The virus was detected last 
February at Fort Dix, N.J., when a 
29-year-old Army recruit died after 
contracting flu and 12 other soldiers 
subsequently fell ill with the same 
symptoms .  Many prominent  
virologists, including Edwin D. 
Kllbourne of the Mount Sinai Medical 
School, warned federal officials that 
since Americans had no antibodies 
against the new strain of flu virus, 
swine flu could attack millions of 
Americans during the flu season this 
coming winter.

But other experts aren’t so sure.

and question whether,  newly 
developed anti-swine vaccines will 
work. Others fear bad side effects. 
Dr. Francis Ennis of the Department 
of Health, Education and Welfare has 
estimated that up to IS per cent of 
vaccine recipients could suffer side 
effects, including fever and severe 
headaches. Others, including Dr. 
Martin Goldfield of the New Jersey 
Department of Health — lie first 
isolated the swine flu virus — believe 
that the incidence of swine flu this 
winter will be very small and that the 
flu outbreak will be of the A-Victoria 
virus, the flu type against which ̂ 
many Americans are already in­
oculated.

Schafer is on the pro-vaccine side. 
“I think the business of side effects is 
mostly myth,” he said. “Based on our 
experience, what side effects that do 
occur are usually quite mild and in a 
low percentage of recipients. 1 think 
what happens is that people tend to 
exaggerate what side effects they do 
get. Any flu outbreak is critical for us, 
of course, and I want all people to get

vaccinated.” . >
Using mobile Inoculation teams, 

Schafer wants to inject at least 80 per 
cent of all Air Force personnel. “I feel 
secure that the vaccine is safe,” he 
said. “Our testing program will. I’m 
sure, prove that. If I didn’t think the 
vaccine was safe, or that swine flu 
wasn’t a serious threat, I would not let

Higher prices spark 
uptyrh in exploration

TULSA — Higher energy prices and 
iaaproved exploratkm incentives have 
sparked a sharp upturn in drilling in 
western Canada. The Oil and Gas 
Journal reports

The resurgent level of action has 
seen the average number of active 
rigs increaae to 221 during the first 
quarter of this year, up about 2S per 
cent from the first three months of 
1175

The Journal says the upturn, 
halting a two-year decline in activity, 
is most evident in Alberta. Canada's 
biggest oil and gas producing 
province. British Columbia and 
Saskatchewan are sharing in the 
recovery, but to a lesser degree.

Fueling the rebound is an easing of 
federal and provincial tax policies to 
give producers a larger share of in­
creased prices for oil and gas. The 
response isa sueable jump in capital 
outlay by 8|berators—to record l^ e ls  
for some firms

StiU. the weekly business magaxine 
reports, most Canadian cmerators 
believe the industry's snare of

wellhead prices is too low. They point 
out government has claim ^ the 
biggest share of income from earlier 
price bikes.

One analysis shows that provincial 
royalty. Income and other taxes calim 
13.74 of the IS operators receive for a 
barrel of Alberta crude oil produced 
for the Canadian market. Federal 
income tax claims another 11.57 a 
barrel. That leaves operators with 
I2.SS a barrel, but nut of this comes 
11.35 for drilling and exploration costs 
and 50 cents for lifting costs, leaving a 
netback of only S4 eesrta.

Operators hope for more im­
provement in their netback Is  a result 
of future price increases.

Crude on the domestic market, for 
example, could advance to IS.50 to 110 
a barrel when a price agreement 
between the federal and provincial
Sovemments expires June 30. And 

ittawa has promised the price of 
natural gas. which was increased 
recently, srill soon rise to parity with 
crude.

house itself as a collector, thuteby 
avoiding the expense of installing 
oomplicated aolar collector-storage, 
facilities.
• “The mdjor deviation we have 

made from the typical frame bouse 
eonatmction is in the walls." he ad- 

'ded. “We are using a double exterior 
waD; and apacing the two walls in 
sneh a faahioo that we can install 
Eiaulalion Doable exterior walls 
^mad expensive, but actual^ we are 
anty do tting  the'framing and the 
ihs^ation; there is stOI only, one 
exterior akin and one interior skin. 
Also, we are-plaeiag studs farther

apirt than usual. Nevertheless this k 
a costly item.”

Floor insulatioa also is used, unlike 
most conventional bouses.

Another major innovation la the 
placement of windows. Jones said.

"East and west windows were 
eliminated because they are double 
losers. They gain heat excessively in 
the summer, and have a net loss in the 
winter. North-facing windows are 
beat losers in the wintec, and their, 
contribution to summer cooling are 
minimal. We could not eliminate all 
the windows to the north, but we have 
held them to a minimum."

The most beneficial windows are 
those facing south. Jones explained; 
They provide substantial solar gains 
in winter, and their excessive heating 
in summer can be reduced by proper 
shading. Thus most windows in the 
experimental house are placed on the 

' s o ^  side,-and the major dimension 
of the house is facing that direction.

"Our calculations indicate that it ia 
likely the house can be heated with 125 
gallons of oil per year ~  a more 
conventionally built house would 
probably require about 500 gallons 
per year,” Jones said..

Jones estimated that the coat of the 
special construction measures would 
amount to about $3,000. with about 
$1,000 of this offset by the reduced 
cost and sixe of heating and cooling 
equipment.

He also estimated that, with the 
12.000 additional expense resulting In 
a 375 gallon savings per year, at 40 
cents a gallon of fuel oil the dollar
saving would be $150 per year.

NEW ORLEANS (AP) -  An 
engineer for the California firm that 
built a rescue capsule in which 13 
offshore oil workers died has testified 
that high waves alone could never 
have toppled the capsule.

The workers were drowned when 
the craft overturned in high seas as it

‘We don't think there’s a sea state 
that could turn the boat over,” Jerry 
Laidson told a Coast Guard board of 
inquiry Thursday.

The board may recess Friday until 
it can hear testimony from the man 
who might be able to settle a key 
issue. The man, Thomas Loftin, was 
in the hatch of the capsule as towlines 
were passed back and forth with the 
tugboat. Loftin is recovering in a 
horaital.

The key issue is whether or not the 
last of the tow lines was still attached 
when the capsule flipped.

Laidson said his firm, Whittaker 
Corp. Survival Systems Division, La 
Mesa, Calif., feels certain that tension 
on the towlines caused the craft to go
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over.
But crew members of the tug have 

said that the last line between the two 
already had been lost overboard.

Laidson said the fiber-glass rescue 
craft had survived hurricane winds 
and seas without tipping. But he said 
tests had determined that if it were 
forcibly turned upside-down, the 
capsule could take on 200 gallons of 
water in two minutes.

The craft was floating upside down 
in the water with 13 bodies inside 
whe(i it was retrieved the morning 
after the April 15 disaster.,

The capsule was not designed to be 
self-righting. Laidson said, although '  
similar craft made by Whittaker were 
selfrighting to meet British safety * 
laws. A self-righting boat will , 
automatically turW right-side-up if . 
overturned.

The Coast Guard board has granted 
Whittaker status as a "party of in­
terest” in its inquiry, giving attorneys 
of the company a chance to, question 
witnesses. The board is investigating - 
the loss of the oil rig "Ocean Ex­
press,” which the men fled as it sank ' 
in a sudden gale off the Texas Gulf 
Coast.

— On»<o{-ihe 
last cattle drives in the country 
occurs each spring when Jack 
Huebner, a few other ranchers and 
their cowhands bring herds of 500,tp 
1,000 head upjhe Texas coast from 

‘their winter grazing on the tip of 
Matagorda Peninsula. Much of th^ 

‘drive takes place on Highway 60.
'  At the end of the drive, many of the 
cattle are sent to auction sales, or sold 
to cattle buyers. But half or more of 
them are returned in the fall to the 
^winter grazing lands.
' ,IN TEXAS, each county can set up 
its own stock laws. Many give cattle 

'preference over motorized vehicles, 
and it is often the motorist who has 
the first liability, not the cow or the 
cowboy. Sometimes, on Highway 60, 
.this can cause a little trouble, 
particularly with homeowners along 
the route who don’t like.herds of cattle 
driven through their front yards.

fn  a way, that is a throwback to the 
ancient pfairie feud between the 
cattlemen and the homesteaders.

Though it provides scenes 
reminiscent of the old Chisholm Trail, 
Huebner's cattle drive is only about 30 
miles long and takes about seven 
days. It is all that is left of the great 
cattle drives of the late 19th and early 
20th centuries ^hen thousands of 
cattle were driven across Texas and 
up into Kansas for rail shipment.

Today’s drive offers many modern 
differences. But some of the 
essentials remain: it still takes hard- 
riding cowboys and cow ponies, lots of 
patience an4 physical stamina, a 
pistol to kiH rattlers and wolves and 
plenty of thick, black coffee.

Huebner’s herd of cattle — a mix­
ture of various breeds — is worth 
about $200,000. With two exceptions, 
the eight cowboys on the drive are 
related, brothers and cousins and in­
laws, so most of them have a vested 
interest in the herd. , ,.

“Another four-five years, we won’t 
be here no more,” said Johnny Click, 
67, who has spent almost all of his life 
as a cowboy, riding horses, rojjnding 
up cattle, mending fences and 
windmills and living in the open. He 
has been riding on this particular 
drive for 45 years and is now the trail 
boss

of sleeping under the stars. Or they 
may sleep in a bunkhpuse on the 
peninsula.

LIFE ON THE DRIVE, cowhands 
say, can be boring or exciting and 
tough or easy, deilehding on the time 
of the day, but it is usually hot and dir­
ty. The men often arise before dawn 
and do not bunk down until after dark. 
For hours they may simply ride 
along, talking casually, watching for 
rattlesnakes or eyeballing the tourists 
or local inhabitants who come out to 
watch them in turn.

If a cook is along on the drive, as he 
^was on this one a few days ago, he will 
serve up a hot and hearty meal of 
boiled cabbage and carrots, beef ribs 
and yellow cornbread. But closer to 
civilization, someone may simpiy 
drive to a convenient grocery store 
and buy diet drinks, barbecued ribs 
and chicken, potato chips, white 
bread and cookies.

The Huebner spring cattle drive 
actually consists of two drives. One 
took place a few days ago and another 
will begin at the end of the month 
when the remaining cattle, those with 
calves too small to travel earlier, will 
be rounded up and driven to the 
Huebner ranch outside Bay City.

IN THE SPRING, the herd must be 
rounded up and dri\{|n home for 
suntmer grazing. It cannot remain on 
the peninsula during the summer and 
early fall and spring because of the 
threat of hurricanes and tornadoes, 
and — even worse — the mosquitoes.

. Mosquitoes can drive a herd crazy, 
for these cattle are not the rugged and 
tough-skinned Xfixas longhorns of the 
1800s.

that lasted two or three 
weeks.
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"When 1 took this 
place, 1 wanted to go into 
cattle, but the well didn’t 
produce enough water, so 
I started in hogs,’’ 
Lebrun said. “Then 1' 
found that a high con­
centration of sulfate in 
the well water caused my 
young pigs not to gain 
weight for about two 
weeks after they were 
weaned. I haven't had 
that problem since the 
.system came.
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“ It ended our worries 
that we'd get caught in a 
bad winter storm and run 
out of drinking water, 
too.”
