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Troops capture Arab hijackers,
release 94 hostages unharmed

CAIRO (AP) — Egyptian
paratroopers stormed a plane at
Luxor, where Arab gunmen were
holding 94 hostages, captured the
hijackers and rescued the hostages
without any injuries, the Interior
Ministry said today.

The statement gave no details, but
said a statement would be issued
later.

First reports from Interior Ministry
sources had said there were seven
hijackers — five Libyans and two
Algerians. However, the sources later

said there were only three gunmen
aboard.

They had been demanding the
release of five persons jailed in Egypt
and enough fuel to fly to Libya, the
sources said.

The hijackers claim to be members
of a new organization called the Abdel
Nasser Movement, named after the
late Egyptian president.

The gunmen commandeered the
Egyptian plank after it took off
from Cairo for Luxor, 448 miles to the
south. The semiofficial Middle East

North Korea warns U.S.
action would force war

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) — A
U.S. Navy task force headed by the
aircraft carrier Midway approached
Korea today. North Korea said the
warships were bound for its waters
and warned that the move would
“force a conflict.”

The five-ship naval force was or-
dered from its base in Japan as part
of the U.S. military response to the
ax-slaying of two US. Army officers
by North Koreans in the Korean
neutral zone last week. The Navy
would not give their exact location or
destination but a Japanese pilot
spotted them, shadowed by a Soviet
freighter, and said they could be close
to the south coast of Korea today

North Korean broadcasts said the

naval operation brought the situation
“closer to the brink of war."”” Rodong
Shinmoon, the Communist party daily
warned that North Korean armed
forces are prepared for a “‘sacred war
.10 annihilate the aggressors at one
stroke if they dare pounce upon us.”

Pyongyang radio quoted the
newspaper as ‘‘denouncing the
criminal act of US. imperialism in
sending the nuclear-powered aircraft
carrier Midway into the waters of the
northern half of the republic ..

“By infiltrating their warships into
the waters of another country, the
U.S. imperialist aggressors force a
conflict on the other side...""it added.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Congress is
coming back to work after its recess
for the Republican National Conve-
nion with Senate-House differences
over taxes, abortion and the Bl
bomber still to be resolved.

Aside from reaching compromises
on those issues, the legislators have a
number of other measures to deal
with before the Oct. 2 adjournment
date set by party leaders.

The Senate starts off today with a
bill that would authorize pumping $1
billion in additional subsidies into the
deficit-ridden Postal Service over the
next two years.

The measure also would create a
12-member commission to study and
report by Feb. 15, 1977, on Postal Ser-
vice problems and how to deal with
them. In the interim, postal rate in-
creases and service cuts would be
prohibited.

On the agenda for the House on its
first day back were bills to control
toxic substances and to extend the
student loan guarantee program for
three years, as well as a variety of

In mid-week the House is to take up
a $3.45billion appropriation bill to
fund the modified public service jobs
legislation passed over President
Ford's veto.

And the Senate is to come to grips
with the House's insistence on bann-
ing the use of federal funds for abor-
tions

The ban, previously rejected by the
Senate, is included in a2 $56.6-billion
appropriation bill for the Labor and
the Health, Education and Welfare
departments.

The bill, on which other differences
between the Senate and the House
have been resolved, is about $4 billion
over Ford's budget requests

The two houses ave far apart on the
major tax overhaul bill passed by the
Senate shortly before the recess for
the GOP convention. The House
passed its version eight months ago.

The House has not yet appointed
conferees to seek a compromise with
the Senate, but it is expected to do so
shortly.

Along with a wide variety of tax law
changes, the bill provides for exten-
ding tax cuts for individuals and
businesses voted last year in an an-
tirecession move.

The individual tax cuts now in effect
are worth about $180 a year to a
typical family of four with an income
of $15,000.

Also awaiting a Senate-House com-
promise agreement is a defense ap-
propriation bill that totaled $104
billion when passed by the Senate just
before the recess.

A major issue to be resolved is a
Senate amendment banning expen-
diture of $1 billion to start production
of the controversial Bl bomber until
after next Feb. 1.

Thousands of South Korean workers
assembled for rallies today
denouncing North Korea for the at-
tack on a United Nations Command
working party that was pruning a tree
in the joint security zone at Pan-
munjom.

The workers shouted “Down with
murder-gangster Kim [I-Sung.' the
North Korean president; “Clubs for
mad dog™ and similar su:m

President Chung Hee Park's
Democratic-Republican party and

parties issued statements
calling on the government to take
‘““strongest possible measures"’
against Com munist provocations.

The United States and South Korea
both rejected a message from North
Korea which said the clash last
Wednesday was “regretful.”

““We do not find this message to be
acceptable since it does not
acknowledge responsibility for the
deliberate and predmeditated
murders of the two UN. Command
officers,” said State Department
spokesman John Ordway in
Washington.

A Korean official commented:
“The North Koreans did not express
even condolences over the officers
slain, nor did we find any sense of
remorse in their statement.”

The South Korean Foreign Ministry
said the message was delivered orally
at a meeting Saturday at Pan-
munjom. The English text said:

“It was a good thing that no big
incident occurred at Panunjom for a
long period. However, it is regretful
that an incident occurred in the joint
security area, Panmunjom, this time

“An effort must be made so that
such incidents may not recur in the
future. For this purpose both sides
should make efforts. We urge your
side to prevent the provecation. Our
side will never provoke first, but take
self defense measures only when
provocation occurs. This is our
consistent stand.”

The message was delivered five
hours after a UN. Command force,
acting on orders from President Ford,
cut down the 40-foot Normandy poplar
which the working party was pruning
when the North Koreans attacked it
The tree cutters Saturday were

arded by 300 American and South

orean combat troops and an um-
brella of American helicopter gun-
ships, jet fighters and B52 bombers.

The U.N. Command said the tree
blocks its forces’ view of North
Korean guard posts on the other side
of the truce village.

News Agency reported the hijackers
ordered the pilot to fly to Benghazi, in
neighboring Libya. The report said
the pilot told the gunmen he didn't
have enough fuel and the plane landed
at Luxor.

Security forces immediately
surrounded the craft and Salem flew
to Luxor to take charge of the
negotiations.

An Interior Ministry communique
said 96 passengers were listed on the
plane’s manifest, including/ the

Blazes sweep bone-dry England

SOUTHAMPTON, England (AP) —
Six counties in southern England and
Wales smouldered today after fire
fighters battled through the night and
put out two forest fires and more
than 200 smaller blazes that swept
through the drought-stricken coun-
tryside.

Fire brigade officers warned that
the fires could break out again at any
time, since Britain's worst drought in
250 years has made southern England
and Wales “‘a giant tinderbox."

Authorities estimated that some
3,000 were evacuated Sunday,
inc 1,000 from a country club,
360 patients from St. Leonard's
Geriatric Hospital, a nudist colony
and holidayers in mobile home parks.

Twenty fire fighters were overcome

by heat and smoke, and about 50
homes were destroyed, but no towns
were threatened, police reported

A dozen highways and three major
rail lines in southern England were
closed as hundreds of troops, firemen
and volunteers fought the fires, which
were fanned by strong winds.

The biggest blaze was in the Hurn
Forest, 15 miles west of Southampton,
on England’s south coast. Fire chiefs
said an estimated six square miles
were burned over.

““We stopped the flames only a few
hundred yards from St. Leonard’s
Hospital,” a fire officer -

‘It was terrifying. The flames leapt
from the crowns of the trees 60 feet up
and we couldn't always get at them.
We nearly didn't make it."”

The fire fighters used up thousands
of gallons of water. The government
has already warned that water will
soon be rationed in many areas if rain
does not fall and replenish dried-up
reservoirs, rivers and underground
springs.

The fires raged through tinder-dry
forests and moorland in five southern
counties — Hampshire, Dorset, Kent,
Sussex and Norfolk — and Merioneth
county in northwest Wales.

Critics of the press in America
do not quarrel with the con-
stitutional guarantee of press
freedom, but focus on the degree
of responsibility with which it is
exercised.

Thus it is difficult for us, a
people long accustomed to the
blessings of liberty, to understand
why Bombay publisher Rajmohan
Gandhi is in trouble with his
government.

He made the mistake of printing
in his weekly newsmagazine a
quotation from his revered
grandfather, Mohandas K.
Gandhi, in 1922 when India was
straining at its bonds with Britain.
“The restoration of free speech,
free association and free press,”
‘said the leader in the founding of
-modern India, “is almost the
whole of swaraj (independence).”
;- But in India's version of
democracy, speaking out for civil
liberties today is disloyal and
‘betrays a lack of discipline
*required by the times."

Under measures instituted by
Prime Minister Indira Gandhi —
fio relation — the publisher has
‘been ordered to post a $2,300 bond
‘with the police commissioner, the
first step in closing dissident

of ‘'swaraj’
newspapers.

And Rajmohan Gandhi con-
cedes that only his kinship with
the architect of India’s struggle
for freedom has delayed official
retaliation under the emergency
measures order more than a year
ago.

The prime minister justifies the
government's harsh actions as
essential to India's ecomomic
health. Criticism of government
or government officials,
therefore, is unpatriotic.

Americans, who have ex-
perienced the positive ac-
complishments of a free press in
recent years and who are jealous
of their freedom in general are
more likely to agree with
publisher Gandhi. “My very
patriotism and discipline compel
me to take this stand,’’ he said.

It is improbable that Western
revulsion will sway opinion in
Bombay.

But the bleak outlook for
freedom in India is a blunt war-
ning to be wary of restrictions
initiated in the name of
democracy which must be the
blueprint for democracy’s
demise.

Think about it.

Change looks tamiliar

Italy has not had a government
which could govern in at least this
decade and the wobbly regime
launched by Premier Guilio
Andreotti probably won't improve
the record.

Andreotti's Christian
Democrats rule at the pleasure of
the Communists. For the first
week, the Communists refrained
from voting in the Senate and
Chamber of Deputies, allowing
the prime minister's fragile
plurality in parliament to
establish him in office.

Andreotti will hold the office
only if he revives his corrupt and
hapless party and forces it to
tackle Italy's horrendous
problems — a depreciating lira, 7
per cent unemployment rate and
20 per cent rate of inflation.

His ability to act, however, is
limited sharply by a Marxist
president of the Chamber of
Deputies and Marxist chairman
of seven key parliamentary
commissions — their price for
abstention from voting.

How would you like to operate

under such an arrangement?
Chances are most persons would
throw up their hands in utter
frustration. But in Italy, govern-
ments just seem to drift and drift
to nowhere.

In their own interests, the
Marxists are likely to thwart as
many of the Christian Democrats’
programs as they can while still
projecting an image of
moderation and constructiveness
because they abstain from
bringing down another govern-
ment.

It'’s a game that the Christian
Democrats cannot win. But they
could at least cut their losses by
moving forward aggressively on
the programs that they think will
help Italy — instead of just
drifting. 4

If the Communists do object to
them and vote Andreotti out of
office, he will at least have scored

by tarnishing their image of
modernation.

And that image most certainly
should be tarnished.

WASHINGTON, — Apparently, no
one in Washington knows whether the
government’'s antipoverty programs
are doing any good.

The Community Services Ad-
ministration oversees the spending on
the poor. This amounts to an annual
$1.5 billion in federal, state and local
funds.

Yet Community Services is so
ensnarled in red tape, so short of
qualified people and so woefully
inefficient that it is unable to evaluate
the programs it is supposed to ad-
minister.

This is the aggrieved conclusion of
the General Accounting Office, which
has checked the books of Community
Services.

In a report intended for official eyes
only, the GAO charged that Com-
munity Services received less than
half the required progress reports,
that some of the reports reaching
Washington were inadequate and that
many local agencies hadn't even
established a self-evaluation system.

Community Services, therefore,
couldn't be certain whether local
antipoverty projects met “‘national
standards and program objectives,”
declared the GAO.

Retired intelligence chief declares
Kissinger had MIRV paper rewritten

WASHINGTON (AP) — Lt. Gen.
Daniel O. Graham, retired military
intelligence chief, says analysts
rewrote an estimate of Soviet pro-
gress in missile warhead develop-
ment after Henry Kissinger disagreed

“l was employed at CIA when one
fully coordinated National In-
telligence Estimate on Soviet
strategic attack systems was
returned for rewrite by Dr. Kissinger
because he disagreed with certain
conclusions,” Graham said. “It was
rewritten.”

Graham said Kissinger, then head
of the National Security Council,
wanted the estimate to indicate faster
Russian progress toward achieving
multiple independently targetable
warheads (MIRVs).

“The estimate was changed in his
direction,” Graham said.

He recalled that the incident oc-
curred in late 1969 or early 1970 when
the Nixon administration was work-
ing toward an agreement with the
Soviet Union on limiting strategic
nuclear weapons.

The general, who retired last
January as director of the Defense In-
telligence  Agency, suggested that
Kissinger wanted a more ominous in-
telligence estimate to support
arguments that such an agreement
was imperative to curb Soviet missile
gains.

An associate of Kissinger said
Graham's version of the incident was
overdrawn and “not quite a fair
representation’’ of what happened.

“I don't believe that Kissinger sent
the National Intelligence Estimate
back to get a different conclusion,”
the Kissinger associate said.

‘““He probably told them to look at
the NIE again and consider all possi-
ble interpretations of the evidence.
There was a fair amount of debate in
Washington at the time about the Rus-
sian S9 missile and whether they were
moving it.

“I would seriously doubt that Kiss-
inger would tell the technicians what
to conclude. To my knowledge, he has
never done that.”

The CIA was given an opportunity
to comment but did not do so.

Graham mentioned the incident
briefly and without detail in an article
in “Strategic Review,” journal of the
privately financed United States
Strategic Institute. He elaborated in
an interview.

The United States and Russia com-
pleted their first SALT agreement in
1972, but it placed no limits on MIRV
warheads. In 1973, the Pentagon an-
nounced officially that the Russians
had successfully tested MIRV-armed
missiles.

Long, expensive trial seen

in San Antonio gas lawsuit

SAN ANTONIO, Tex. (AP) —
Pla their poker hands to the last
card, nation's tenth larget city

and its natural gas supplier faced off
in court today for what could be one of
the longest and most expensive trials
in Texas history.

At stake are the gas supply for more
than 1,000,000 people and the financial
future of Coastal State Gas Corp.

San Antonio and its City Public
Service (CPS) utility seek more than
$400 million in alleged damages from
Coastal States, its chairman, Oscar
Wyatt Jr., and its LoVaca Gathering
Co. subsidiary.

The city claims it suffered the
damages when the gas companies
charged higher prices than specified
in a longterm gas supply contract

in 1961.
city filed its suit more than four

years ago and it goes to trial today
only after the city council rejected
unanimously an out-of-court set-
tlement from Coastal States.

Negotiations between Coastal
States and the city are continuing.

Judge Peter Michael Curry had
numerous pre-trial motions before
him this morning in his 166th District
Court.

Lawyers for both sides said it could
take months to get . through the
preliminaries necessary before jury
selection can begin in the case.

Much of the early trial
maneuvering was expected to be out
of public view, with lawyers arguing
legal points in the judge’'s chambers.

Among the pending motions were
requests by Coastal States to further
delay the trial and to move it from
San Antonio to Houston, its
headquarters city.

While rejecting the last settlement
offer from Coastal States, which some
officials said would be worth $65
million to the city, the city council left
open the door for further talks.

Coastal States president Harry
Blomquist said last Friday he
recognized “that some changes in the
last plan may be necessary to ac-
complish a settlement which will
meet with approval by San Antonio
and other necessary parties.”

Coastal States and Lo-Vaca face
numerous similar lawsuits in South
Texas by customers who seek
damages totaling more than $16
billion. The amount exceeds the book
value of the company.

Coastal States lawyers have. said
that unvaforable court rulings in the
pending litigation could send the
company into bankruptcy.

Natural gas may be real payoff
in coast gamble by oil industry

NEW YORK — Natural gas, not oil,
may provide the richest payoff in the
billion-dollar gamble that began last
week when American companies put
down their bids for the first off-shore
leases in the Atlantic Ocean.

A number of oil company
executives said they expect the 101
tracts lying off the coasts of New
Jersey and Delaware to be more
valuable for producing natural gas
than for oil.

“There is probably both oil and gas
down there,” said J. R. Jackson of
Exxon's exploration department,
which has been examining the
Atlantic’s potential treasures for 16
years.

“But I've been saying this for five
years — tht there is a greater chance
for gas than oil and I still believe it."”

Exxon backed up its expectations
with $348 million in high bids here this
week, buying M tracts to become the
top bidder as the Government sold the
first leases on the Atlantic's outer
Continental Shelf.

More than $1.1 billion was anteed up
by oil companies, bidding either

The
Mid-Atlantic states are heavy con-
sumers of the gas, both for residential
and manufacturing purposes.
