Texas Employment Report - Part I

Employment Tax Up, But Fewer 
Persons Presented Claims in 1964

Bailey County office of the 
Texas Employment Commis­
sion says taxes collected for fis­
cal 1994 under the compensation 
act were 6 percent higher, but 
the number of claimants was 
down by 12 percent.

Jesse Young, local office 
manager for TEC, says the an­
nual report of the agnecy re­
veals these highlights.

Young pointed out that the 
report also shows another 
bright spot in the 1994 labor pic­
ture: Non - farm job place­
ments were up 8 percent — 
from 480.913 t 0 518.021. On the 
other hand, Young says, farm 
placements decreased from 41 s

881 to 363,348, resulting in a 
net decrease of 18,425 in total 
placements.

“ As the fiscal year ended in 
August, 1964, total non - farm 
employment was estimated at 
3.325,900 — up some 65,009 
from the same period in 1963," 
the report said. “ Accompanying 
the rise in employment levels, 
unemployment averaged some­
what lower in fiscal 1964 than in 
1963,’’ Young said.
Manufacturing of employment 

recorded an increase of 12,600 
to 553,800 workers, or 2.3 per­
cent, while no - manufacturing ’ items t(> the 
employment rose 2 percent to as possible.
