Supreme Court which per-
mitted limited advertising by lawyers
under the first amendment

A portion of the bar's Code of Profes-
sional Responsibility prohibits lawyers’
advertising, therefore 1s now unconstitu-
tional

Four Plans Offered

The board's committee on lawyer ad-
vertising offered the board four plans to
choose from which would implement
guidelines for the advertising

Although any action on the plans was
postponed until today, board members
said the type of advertising was not as
important as the motivation behind the
advertising

Lawyers should advertise to help the
public choose legal assistance, rather
than for financial gain, one member
commented

All the plans assert no advertising by
lawyers will be “false, fradulent, mus-
leading or deceptive ’

However, Plans 2 and 3 further pro-
hibit ads which are ‘“‘self-laudatory or
contain an unfair statement or claim.”

All the plans diverge after that general
statement, however

Fee Quotations Permitted

One plan 1s regulatory in nature and
specifies under what conditions lawyers
may advertise Advertising would be
permitted in print or on radio in the
area where the lawyer lives, and could
include the lawyer's specialization or
tield of practice. fixed fees for particular
envices, hourly rates and the fee for ini-
tial consultation

If this plan s approved, a lawyer
would be bound by any fee advertised in
print media until “publication of the
succeeding issue

Another plan under consideration de-
fines what lawyers cannot do in advertis-
ing Kleber Miller. chairman of the ad-
vertising committee, called it “basically
an anti-fraud approach which states
what would constitute deceptive adver-
Lising

Television ads would be prohibited
without bar approval. as would ads

Minimum Pay
Bill Cleared
By Congress

WASHINGTON (AP) — Congress on
Thursday sent President Carter legisla
tion raising the current $2 30-an-hour
minimum wage to $2.65 in January. ben-
ehiting The bill, the result of nearly six
months of lobbying by organized labor,
civil nghts, church and women's groups,
will increase the nation's wage floor 45
per cent between now and the time of
the fourth and final increase in 1981

This will raise the minimum to $2.65
an hour next Jan. 1. to $2.90 on Jan. |,

1979: to $3.10 on Jan. 1, 1980 and to
$3350nJan 1, 1981
The House completed final

congressional action on the bill with its
passage by a 236-187 vote. The majority
ignored Republican arguments that
hundreds of thousands of persons would
lose their jobs due to the inflationary
squeeze the increases would put on
small businesses
This should be called the unemploy-

ment act of 1977, said Rep. John Rous-
selot, R<Calif . who added that some
economists contend it will cost more
than 1.8 million persons their jobs

Labor Secretary Ray Marshall estimat
ed during congressional hearings that as
many as 80.000 to 90.000 persons could
lose their jobs due to the increase in the
wage floor, but he said this would be on-
ly a temporary dislocation

An estimated three million persons
now earn the minimum wage

Rep. J.J. Pickle, D-Tex., tried unsuc-
cessfully to get the House to reject the
compromise legislation worked out by
House and Senate conferees. He wanted
more small businesses exempted from
the measure

Pickle had won House approval initial-
ly to double the current exemption of
businesses grossing $250,000 in sales
each year to those with $500,000 in sales.
Labor lobbyists said this would have ex-

Hijacker Ends Siege, Kills Self

Jet Hostages
Freed Safely

AruMA(AP)—Am}xwmmwwmm amnd-:
the hostages he had held aboard a Frontier Airlines jet in a daylong ordeal that

started in Nebraska.

Frontier President Al Feldman said, ““The hijacking of flight 101 is now over. All
persons were safely evacuated including the co-pilot and first officer. The hijacker has
committed suicide. The impression we have is that he just gave up.”

Pllot Heard One Shot

About a half hour after the hostages were released, five ambulances sped up to the .

aircraft and a dozen or so persons ran to the steps leading to door of the plane. .

“He just sat down and pulled the trig-
ger,” an FBI spokesman in Atlanta said
shortly after the Frontier Airlines an-
nouncement.

Struck In Chest

The hijacker, Thomas Michael Han-
nan, was struck once in the chest by the
shotgun blast and died immediately, the
agent said

Hannan had been asked to surrender
by a man with whom he had been
charged in a bank robbery. Hannan had
demanded that George David Stewart be
brought to the plane from his cell in the
Fulton County Jail here where he was
being held on the robbery charges. Han-
nan had been freed on bail.

In addition to Stewart's freedom, Han-

nan had asked for $3 million in cash in
return for freeing the hostages

However, after talking with Stewart by
radio, Hannan allowed a lawyer, J. Rog-
er Thompson, to board the plane for
more negotiations. When Thompson
boarded the plane, Hannan freed the re-
maining 11 passengers, holding only two
crew members

Earlier in the evening, Hannan had re-
leased two flight attendants, the first
hostages to be freed after the jetliner ar-
rived in Atlanta

Hannan took over the plane at the
Grand Island airport in Nebraska about
6:30 am. CDT and ordered it to Kansas
City for refueling. There, he released 18
olhnnhauga ei(mwomen eight
children and two men — and then di-
rected the plane to Atlanta

No Lights Visible

As darkness fell at the Atlanta airport,
the plane, its navigation lights flashing,
was barely visible. There were no lights
visible inside the plane and no flood-
lights. Traffic to other parts of the air-
port, away from the hijacked jet, contin-
ued

Asked if any special anti-terrorist
teams were on hand, the spokesman re-
plied only that the FBI had enough
agents and officers on hand. He declined
to discuss specifics

Hannan's parents had flown to Atlanta
from their Nebraska home and his fath-
er urged him to surrender. His lawyer
also came to Atlanta and a spokesman
for Frontier said the attormey had con-
vinced Hannan to release the steward-
esses “as a show of good faith

Deadline Set

Earlier, Hannan, who carried a sawed-
off shotgun, had given authorities until 5
p.m. to meet his demands, warning, ““If
you don’'t meet my deadline, a lot of
people are going to suffer '~ Negotiations
continued after the deadline passed,
however

Hannan was demanding $3 million and
the release of Stewart

Shortly before 6 p.m._, the door to the
plane opened. Hannan told officials over
a radio hookup: “‘I need an honorable
way out.”’

Talking over the radio, Hannan's fath-
er said: ‘“‘Mike, how are you doing”"’ He
got no reply and went on: ‘I see the
stewardess has 2 child she's worried

Mississippi
Crash
Kills Seven

MCCOMB. Miss. (AP) — A twin-engine
airplane with about 25 persons aboard,
including members of the rock band Lyn- -
yrd Skynyrd. crashed in a swampy area of
Southwest Mississippi Thunday night,
killing seven persons, authorities said

Medical officials in McComb, 'Ilo re-
ported the death toll, said 19 persons, in-
cluding several band members, were hos-
pitalized. Some were in critical condi-
tion

Authorities said the dead were taken to
the Southwest Medical Center in
McComb for identification

Authorities could not identify all those
on the plane but a hespital spokesman .
said at least four persons receiving emer-
gency treatment were members of the
band. including drummer Tom Artimus
Pyle. He was reported in good condition.

Renan Richmond, assistant adminis-
trator of the Southwest Med-
ical Center in McComb, said, “We have
people in here with broken arms, legs,
head lacerations, sume of them are pret-
tv bad.”’

Authorities said it appeared that the
Convair 240 en route from Greenville,
S C., to Baton Rouge, La., was trying to
crash land after running low on fuel, but

struck tree tops and then crashed in a
wooded area near the Mississippi-Louis-
1ana border

A spokesman for the McComb flight
service said he understood the Federal
Aviation Administration had instructed
the plane to land at the McComb airport
— about eight miles northwest of the
crash site — after it reported running -
low on fuel

Witnesses said the plane cut a 100-yard
swath out of tree tops, then crashed, the
nose twisted to the left, the fuselage
pointing into the air.

Lynyrd Skynyrd, a group of 10, was re-
ported to be en route to a concert Fri-
day night at Louisiana State University
in Baton Rouge

A spokesman at Southwest Medical
Center said three of the early arrivals
who were hospitalized were identified as
members of the Lynyrd Skynyrd band.

Hospital Administrator Thomas Logue
said the three had muitiple bruises and
possibly other injuries, two after appar-
ently making their way through woods
to emergency help. One of the three was
receiving emergency treatment.

Airplane hijackings began in the United

States in 1961, reached a peak in the late
1960s and tapered off in the 1970s after
security measures were stepped up. The

sky pirates’ motives have ranged from
political causes to greed.

The early hijackings had political over-
tones; the first air pirate and those who

came just after him demanded to be
flown to Cuba. The Federal Aviation Ad-
ministration reports that 87 U.S. planes
were diverted to Cuba between 1961 and

Later, hijacking took on a mercenary
aspect as the hijackers started demand-
INg money in ever increasing amounts.
The first hijacking for extortion — one of
the few in which the hijackers has never
been caught — occurred Nov. 24, 1971,
when a man known only as Dan Cooper,
or D.B. Cooper, parachuted from a plane
with $200,000 in ransom

The FAA said in April that there had
been only one successful hijacking since
Nov. 10, 1972. A spokesman said that the
low number ‘‘testifies to the effective-
ness of the (U.S.) security system."" In the
same period — from November 1972 to
April 1977 — there were 24 successful hi-
jackings of foreign air carriers, the FAA
said

The last successful U.S. hijacking was
the takeover, last September, of a TWA
Chicago-to-New York flight by five Croa-
tian nationalists who ordered the jetliner
on an odyssey that ended in Paris. The hi-
jackers achieved at least one of their de-
mands — publicity for Croatian inde-
pendence from Yugoslavia — but all end-
ed up in jal, given sentences from 30
years to lfe

The FAA characterizes a hijacking as
successful If the hijacker controls the
flight and reaches his destination or
objective. It calls the hijack unsuccessful
if the hijacker tries to take over the plane
and fails, and it lists the hijack as incom-
plete if the hijacker is apprehended or
killed in the hijacking or right after

The most recent US. hijacking until
Thursday was the Aug. 21 takeover of a
Western Airlines Honolulu-to-Denver
flight with 31 persons. The hijacker or-
dered the flight to land at Salt Lake City
It did. he surrendered and the plane com-
pleted its tnp

The first U.S. hijacker was Antulio Ra-
mirez Ortiz who forced a twin-engine Na-
tional Airlines plane to Cuba from Flon-
da on May"1, 1961. FAA records on sky
piracy start with the Ramirez case

Ramirez returned to the United States
from Havana voluntarily early in 1976 He
pleaded guilty — to a kidnaping charge
since there was no federal aircraft hijack
ing law at the time of his crime — and, on
May 3, was sentenced to 20 years in pris-
on by a federal judge in Miam

The FAA reported in September 1972
that there had been 157 instances of hi-
jackings nvolving U .S -registered air
craft. Two hundred eleven persons were
involved, the FAA said. It said 39 of the
211 had been convicted in U S. courts and
five were convicted abroad

The FAA said hijackings became preve-
lant in 1968 when there were 13 success
ful cases of sky piracy. There were 33 suc
cessful hijackings 1in 1969, 17.1n 1970, 1110

1971 and six in 1972

These are some of the major US. hi-
jackings in the past five years
Jan. 7, 1972 — A Pacific Southwest Air-
lines jet was hijacked from California to
Cuba by an armed man and a woman
with a five-month old baby. The hijackers
remained in Cuba.

Jan. 29, 1972 — A TWA flight originat-
ing in Los Angeles was hijacked by a lone
gunman who demanded $303,000 and
forced the plane to land at Kennedy Air-
port. An FBI agent posing as a crewman
shot and wounded the man, identified as
Garrett Trapnel, 33.

April 7, 1972 — A man identified as Ri-
chard Floyd McCoy Jr., 29, hijacked a
United Air Lines plane going from Den-
ver to Los Angeles and ordered it to San
Francisco. He later parachuted from the
plane over Provo, Utah, with a $500,000
ransom and was arrested at his home in
Salt Lake City two hours later.

April 12, 1972 — A Mexican national hi-
jacked a Frontier Airlines flight en route
from New Mexico to Los Angeles. He
surrendered in Los Angeles after a ram-
bling interview with newsmen he had
summoned

May 6, 1972 — A man took over an
Eastern Airlines 727 and, after being giv-
en $303.000 and six parachutes, bailed out
over British Honoduras. He later surren-
dered, but the money was never re-
covered

June 2, 1972 — A man who described
himself as a Black Panther and his girlf-
riend hijacked a Western Airlines jet en
route from to Seattle and, after stops in
Seattle, San Francisco and New York,
forced the plane to Algena. He took with
him a $500,000 ransom

The same day a gunman hijacked a
United Airlines jetliner in Reno, collect-
ed $200.000 ransom and ordered the
plane airborne. He escaped by parachute,
but was arrested a short time later

Nov. 12, 1972 — A Southern Airways
DC9 was hijacked to Cuba by three men

to an atomic research facility in Tennes-
see. It was the last successful U S. hijack-
ing until the Croatian nationalists hi-
jacked a TWA jet last September.

Increased security measures and an an-
ti-hijacking treaty with Cuba went into
effect in 1973 and sharply cut the number
of hijackings. The treaty has expired but
Cuba has indicated it will abide by its
terms. Among those hijackings that did
occur since 1972 were:

Jan. 3, 1973 — A man with an empty
gun took over a Piedmont Airlines plane
after it landed at Balumore airport. A
Catholic cardinal and an FBI agent
talked the man, identified as Charles A.

Wenige, into surrendering three hours
later
Dec. 14, 1974 — A charter pilot was

forced to fly to Cuba from Florida by an
unidentified gunman who, the pilot said,
claimed he was tired of living in the Unit-
ed States

April 15, 1975 — Frank Page Covey of
Richmond, Va., seized a United Airlines
727 jet over Baltimore and was captured
in Atlanta when crew members and pas-
sengers slipped off the plane, leaving him
behind

Sept. 15,1975 — A gunman identified as
Fred Salomon of San Jose, Calif., tried
took four hostages on a plane at the San
Jose airport. He was killed by a police
marksman

April 19, 1976 — Roger Lentz hijacked a
small plane from the Hall County Airport
at Grand Island, Neb. — the same one as
in Thursday's hijack He forced the plane
to Denver where he was shot and killed

Sept. 10, 1976 — Five Croatian national-
1sts hijacked a TWA flight en route from
Chicago to New York and forced it on a
transatlantic journev that ended with
their surrender in Pans All were sent-
enced to prnison, with terms ranging from
0 years to hife

Aug 21. 1977 — A man hijacked a West-
ern Airlines Honolulu-to-Denver and
forced 1t to land in Salt Lake City where
he surrendered

Rampage Through Rome

ROME (AP) — Students protesting a ban against anti<German demonstrations
roamed streets in the heart of Rome Thursday night, hurling firebombs, firing pis-

tol shots and clashing with riot police

Police fired tear gas barrages to disperse the rioting students and detained about

20 youths for questioning

Hospitals treated four policemen and three students for minor injuries during the
early hours of the clashes. No serious injuries were reported

A large area in the center of the city was turned into a battlefield between leftist
protesters and riot police. Clouds of tear gas filled the air and sporadic shooting
was heard as the youths surged through the streets, scattered before the police as-

sault and then regrouped in other spots

Police stopped one car with five youths inside and found a loaded machine gun

ammunition belt

Police said some of the students commandeered a bus and private cars near the
university and used them as barricades, firing pistol shots and hurling gasoline
bombs at police. Riot police surrounded the university in an attempt to stop the
students from massing for a march through the city

Police had banned demonstrations called to protest the reported suicide deaths

of three jailed West German terrorists

In addition to the ban, police increased security around parliament buildings, the
presidential palace, the interior ministry, offices of the West German embassy and

German companies with offices in Rome

The terrorists, Andreas Baader, 34; Jan-Carl Raspe, 32, and Gudrun Ensslin, 37,
were found dead in their cells Thursday in a maximum security prison in Stuttgart
The government said the three killed themselves shortly after West German com-
mandos rescued 86 hostages aboard a hijacked Lufthansa jetliner in Somalia early

Tuesday

The hijackers had demanded release of the three, along with freedom for some
other terrorists in West Germany and Turkey and $15 million in ransom.

ST. LOUIS (AP) — Production of a
larger, more-efficient version of the DC9
twin-jet was given the ‘‘go ahead’’ Thurs-
day by McDonnell Douglas Corp

The aircraft, designated the DC-9 Super
80, will be significantly quieter and more
fuel-efficient than jets currently in major
airline service, the firm said.

The decision to build the aircraft fol-
lowed receipt of firm orders and options

for a total of 36 of the new jets from
Southern Airways, Austrian Airlines and
Swissair. Value of the 27 firm orders ex-
ceeds $400 million, McDonnell Douglas
said

Delivery of the first ol the 137-to 172-
passenger DC-9 Super 80s is scheduled
for early 1980 to Swissair, the firm said.

Bentsen, however, voted for the bill
He also voted against an amendment, of-
fered by Tower, that would have enacted
lower minimum wages ($3.05 in 1980) than
the Senate version

Bentsen followed the liberal Democratic
party line, too, in voting against a “youth
differential” which would have created jobs
for unemployed and inexperienced young
people by permitting businessmen to pay
them only 75 per cent of the adult wage for
six months while they learned their jobs

And he voted against an effort to raise to
$500,000 the small business exemption ceil-

Tower voted opposite of Bentsen on each
of these motions.

Over in the House of Representatives,
meanwhile, Rep. Bob Krueger of New
Braunfels—who would like to unseat Tower
next year—was voting the Big Labor line,
too.

Krueger voted for passage of the so-called
National Labor Relations Act ‘‘reform™ bill.
That was opposite of the way Reps. George
Mahon of Lubbock, Jack Hightower of Ver-
non, Omar Burleson of Anson and Richard
White of El Paso voted.

In our opinion, Mahon et al voted the way
West Texans would like for them to vote;
Krueger didn't.

KRUEGER ALSO voted in favor of mak-
ing 1t easier for unions to organize workers,
for “‘quickie” union elections, for federal
“blacklisting”’ of employers and for award-
ing double backpay to employes the bureau-
crats decided were discharged for union-re-
lated activities.

Although Hightower voted against the final
bill. he joined Krueger in the union-support-

Wrote Rehnquist in 1967 We are no more
dedicated to an integrated society than we are to
a segregated society we are instead dedicated to
a free society, in which each man is accorded the
maximum amount of freedom of choice in his in-

That 1s. indeed. what the Constitution says It
guarantees equal rights, but nowhere says or im-
plies that any American—even a defenseless child

The Senate.” a reader argues, “‘should not rati

The 1ssue will not be put off that long But, it
most certainly will be one of several hot potatoes
in next year's Congressional contests, a fact weigh
ing heavily on the minds and future fortunes of
several Senators

Even 1f the White House chooses to ignore the

BACK IN LATE June, when we were in Wash
ington for a State Department conference on for
eign affairs, the Panama Canal was one of the big
items on the agenda

Aproximately 300 editors and broadcast people
from across the nation were on hand to hear a dis
cussion of all facets of the Carter Administration’s
handling of foreign affairs

MR LENOWITZ, who looks and acts his role

Although he argued the Canal was no longer a
viable waterway for US defense or commercial
purposes and that a new project was needed. he
returned again and again to the theme of what the
pact would mean in terms of being
bor

It all sounded pretty good. on the surface

But. in the days that followed. we took another
look at the symbols of Democracy in the nation's
capital and came home to the clean air and sober
thinking in this neck of the nation

Granted. Panama mught look more favorably to-
ward the US. Why not” We plan to give them a
most lucrative deal they can't refuse. at the ex
pense of American taxpayers They will take over
a “‘choke point’ area which could play havoc with
future US defense and commercial shipping
needs. A Communist dictator might appeal to
Communist Russia to help him defend " his* canal
in some future showdown

But, most important, we seriously doubt that
with all the facts and possible dangers inherent
the deal is really that attractive for the rest of Lat
in and South America and certainly not the U §

For the US. to get in bed with a two-bit dictator
would lessen. not enhance, our image The Latins
respect authonity and fair administration of pow-
er To"givein" at this point would not only be asi-
nine, as the man said. It could be one more step
toweard national suicide. And we ve taken enough
of those lately, already

Americans Lack Faith
In Economic Upswing

NEW YORK (AP) — Most American
consumers believe the nation’s economy
either will get “slightly worse or much
worse ' in the next six months. according
to a new survey released Thursday

Consumer confidence hit a 15month
low in September. despite a drop in the
rate of inflation. the latest survey of con-
sumer attitudes by Citicorp Inc said

Nearly 42 per cent of the 1.435 persons
polled said they were pessimistic about
the economy. while only 22 per cent said
they thought it would improve. said Les
Miller, a Citicorp researcher

Each person was asked “how he feels
the economy will be during the next six
months.” Miller said. “Only 2.6 per cent
said the economy would get much better,
19 per cent of the respondents said slight-
ly better. 34 4 per cent said it will remain
the same. and 32 6 per cent said slightly
worse.

Nine per cent indicated they thought
the economy would get “much worse,”
Miller said

The survey was conducted by tele-
phone and “covered all income catego-
ries in urban and rural communities all
across the country.”” Miller said

“There's a lot of pessimistic talk
around.” said Peter Crawford, an econo-
mist with Citibank “It's obvious that a
lot of people are raising questions about
the economy these days and that the
mood is more pessimistic, or less opti-
mistic, than the numbers suggest it ought
to be

“Statistical performance in the past six
to nine months has been better than the
mood would suggest,” Crawford said.
““There was a lot of progress in real Gross
National Product during the last three
quarters of ‘76, and it generated a good
deal of pessimism.”

Despite consumer pessimism, Craw-

.

ford said "“we think the rate of real con-
sumer spending for goods will pick up
over the next few quarters .~

Citibank vice president Alan Murray
said the “'slowdown in the inflation rate
in the last two months—to 4 to 5 per cent
as opposed to 8 to 9 per cent at the begin-
ning of the year— shouold boost consumet
confidence

The survey said September was the
fourth straight month in which consumer
confidence in the economy declined.

The gusts of high wind made the pre-dawn temperature more un-
: comfortable than usual. Bobby Goff, a game warden with the Texas
: Parks and Wildlife Department, already was out in the field for the
first day of the prairie chicken hunting season. The Lubbock-based
warden was starting what would be a 14 1/2-hour day of duty.

Goff drove his radio-equipped car down a bumpy country road to-
ward an area that had been a favorite for prairie chicken hunters last
year. As the car's rear tires churned in the deep sand, this writer si-
lently wished for a high-rise four wheel drive vehicle

“We'll also be checking some dove hunters, since the season is still
open,”” noted the game warden. He recalled, ‘I remember once |
found eight illegal dove that had been killed by a hunter about two
weeks before the season opened. They were hidden in a hub cap of a
dune buggy. Another favorite hiding place is in a water can or a Ther-
mos jug. Sometimes illegal game will be stuffed under the vehicle's
seat or in the spare tire.”" He slowed the car as we approached a deep
rut, “I've found quail stuffed in shotgun shell boxes We learn where
to look for hidden game ™

An off-road vehicle approached from the opposite direction and Goff
used a red light to signal the approaching vehicle to stop. He walked
across the road and talked for a few minutes with the occupants be-
fore he asked to see their hunting licenses. Everything was in order

““Most hunters in the field are friendly and observe the laws, ' noted
the warden as we turned onto another dirt road. “'Even if you find one
that's broken a hunting law, you don’'t get much argument [ don't
think I've ever had any serious trouble.”

He picked up the radio’s microphone and spoke with another war-
den in the same general area. Goff shrugged, “It's a different story in
the summer out on the lakes

“For instance, we occasionally have trouble with some boaters
when we check for life jackets. Sometimes the boater has had several
beers, and he doesn't like someone reminding him of safety practices
when he has his family or friends along. I guess it's something to do
with personal pride.”

Goff stopped the car and walked over to a group of hunters near a
windmill. Again everything was in order and we headed for another
county as the TP&WD officer told me, ‘I was about 26 years old when
I decided I wanted to be a warden with the department. [ don't think I
had seen more than one game warden in my life, but the job sounded
interesting.”’

As he crisscrossed the vast area close to Brownfield and Plains
checking licenses and birds taken by hunters, Goff recalled, *'I went to
work for Texas Parks and Wildlife Department in the summer of ‘67
The department hired 50 men and put us to work on the lakes. I guess
the department wanted to see if a man was going to stay before much
money, training, and equipment was invested. We were part of a cadet
program.”

The cadets quickly discovered being a game warden wasn't an easy
job. It was normal to put in around 16 hours a day on the lakes and
rivers in East Texas checking trotlines and looking for illegal nets and
traps. Only 35 of the recruits decided to go on to game warden school
at Texas A&M

"I think it was a good idea to work us hard during that summer. The
department has to pay A&M for five months of schooling, plus the ca-
det salary, then equip each person with a new automobile, revolver
and uniforms. It all adds up to quite a bit of money '~ Goff noted,
“Nearly everyone from that class is still with the department and
they're good, hard-working wardens."

Sometimes a game warden gets some help from a concerned public
regarding game laws being broken. I got a call one day from a stu-
dent at Texas Tech,” said Goff. “The caller said he knew of some stu-
dents that were going out every day and killing too many female
ducks. He went on to say that the hunters were in Coleman Hall on
the seventh floor cleaning a lot of ducks at that very moment."

Goff was interupted by a message on the radio. He replied to anoth-
er warden regarding our location and then continued, “'I picked up the
federal game warden and we headed for the campus. Sure enough the
boys had just finished cleaning the ducks and had a large bucket filled

Game Poacher Draws

Wrath Of Sportsmen

The poacher is a thief. Always
has been. He steals by taking
game out of season or over the
limit or by using illegal methods
He steals from everyone who has
an interest in our natural heritage

Sportsmen no longer are very
tolerant of the guy who hunts out
of season, hogs game or violates
hunting laws. Why? Because most
hunters are increasingly aware of
their role in conservation and sci-
entific wildlife management. We
know that the poacher cares no-
thing for the future of the sport or
the resource. And we know that
the poacher acts as a bad-will am-
bassador for hunting in general;
he gives the non-hunting public a
thoroughly nasty impression of
what hunting is about.

We have also come to under-
stand that the game warden — not
the poacher — is the good guy. In
fact, the warden is now more of-
ten called what he really is — “a
conservation officer.” He is the

one who spends his life protecti
wilfdlife, educating people to thn:

needs of conservation and restor-
ing wildlife populations. In short,
we have recognized that we need
the conservation officer, and he
needs our help

Another good thing: the judges
and magistrates who hear cases
involving poachers are becoming
increasingly stern. The slap on the
wrist that used to be typical pun-
ishment for poaching is today like-
ly to be something much more ap-
propriate — like loss of gun, loss
of car, a stiff fine, and maybe a
jail sentence for good measure.

All in all, the situation has im-
proved. But it can improve even
more. the responsible hunter, like
any other good citizen, has an obli-
gation to report poaching, like any
other crime. We really don't have
any choice. The poacher belongs
to the past. The sport of hunting
can't afford his kind in the pre-
sent. He's no hero -just another
kind of crook. Treat him accord-
ingly. — National Shooting Sports
Foundation

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WASHINGTON (AP) — A former
South Korean intelligence agent told con-
gressmen Thursday he spent about $1
million suplied by his government in a
scheme to buy influence from members
of Congress.

Kim Sang Kuen, testifying under the
guard of US. marshals, also supplied
hearsay testimony that his country's
president knew of a $20,000 cash offer
made to a member of Congress in 1975 by
the South Korean ambassador.

Kim told the House ethics committee
he had been told that Ambassador H E.
Pyong-Choon Hahm had offered $20,000
to a member of Congress on a list ofd
Hancho Kim, a Souh Korean indued
guard.”

The witness said Hancho Kim, a Souh
Korean industrialist now living in the
United States, told him that South Kore-
an President Park Chung Hee knew of
the offer

Kim defected to the United Sates after
a career as a Korean Central Intelligence

He described in detail how the KCIA in
Seoul sent bundles of U.S currency in
diplomatic pouches and how he paid the
money to Washington area manufacturer
Hancho C. Kim as part of operation
“White Snow,"” the code name for the
bribery scheme

He also described the panic of some
South Korean operatives when American
reporters first became interested in the
activities of Tongsun Park.

He said Hancho Kim told him on April
20, 1975, that he feared reporters would
discover Tongsun Park’s connection with
the high congressional official and the
White House aide

The House committee has decided not
to make public the identity of U.S. offi-
cials referred to in the testimony except
for those known to have refused Korean
offers of cash.

The committee has decided to leave

that phase of the investigation for later
hearings

As he opened his testimony Thursday,
Kim Sang Kuen said his KCIA superiors
told him that South Korean President
Park Chung-hee was personally monitor-
ing the influence-buying operation.

Kim Sang Kuen now is living under
US. protection at an undisclosed loca-
tion. In addition to asking that his testi-
mony not be televised, he also asked that
his appearance not be photographed or
recorded

He told of receiving during 1975 two
currency shipments of $300,000 each
from Seoul and of passing them on to
Hancho Kim

And he said he once received from his
KCIA superiors checks valued at $400,000
which were signed by Tongsun Park. He
said he passed them on to a South Korean
businessman operating in New York.

Committee lawyers said the amount of
currency handled by Kim in all of his
transactions is “‘in excess of $1 million."”

““The evidence doesn't reach what hap-
pened to that money,” a staff lawyer
said. “But it does establish a plan on be-
half of the South Korean government to
influence the Congress and do some oth-
er things."”

Kim Sang Kuen testified that the mon-
ey also was used by Hancho Kim to help
keep track of Korean nationals livng in

WASHINGTON (AP) — Congress took
a first step Wednesday toward drafting a
compromise national energy bill as
House and Senate negotiators agreed to
let utilities loan consumers up to $300 for
insulating their homes.

Utilities could line up contractors to
have the work done and consumers could
pay for the improvements on their regu-
lar gas or electric bills under the compro-
mise approved by the House-Senate ener-
gy conference committee.

It was the first agreement the 43-mem-
ber panel has reached in three days of
trving to fashion an omnibus energy poli-
cy

Under the energy bill the House passed
earlier. gas and electric utilities could
both make loans and install the energy-
saving devices themselves. The Senate
rejected this approach

President Carter, meanwhile, told the
two Democratic senators who led the los-
ing Senate filibuster against deregulation
of natural gas pricesthat he regretted
Vice President Walter F. Mondale's role
in ending it

Sen. James Abourezk, D-S.D ., and Sen
Howard Metzenbaum, D-Ohio, said after
a White House meeting with Carter that
the subject of the filibuster earlier this
month was discussed bnefly

‘The President regretted the way it
ended and so did we, "' Abourezk said

Abourezk also said he would not ‘'rule
out’" another filibuster although Metzen-
baum has said he doesn’t think one is
likely

HOUSTON (UPI) — Former Texas
Gov John B. Connally, sounding more
like a candidate than a private citizen,
Thursday urged savings and loan execu-
tives to tell government to do ‘“"‘the fun-
damental things'' and ''Jeave us alone

We have to have government,”’ Con
nally told the National Savings and Loan
League. "'but government ought to do
the things collectively that we can't do
by ourselves

We're going to have to say to our pol-
iticians 1n Washington, ‘Do the funda-
mental things Leave us alone for a
while Let us get on with our work. Let
us go on to build this nation

I m talking about the overkill of regu
lations. " he said, citing estimates it costs
Americans $100 billion annually to fill
out government forms

Rather than regulating business, Con
nallv suggested congress try to help busi-
ending the nation's international
trade imbalance and allowing private en-
terprise to solve the energy problem

Noting this year's expected $30 billion
trade deficit. Connally blamed the feder
al government's failure to gain trade re-
ciprocity so that the nation can stop
buving more than we're selling

One of the reasons is that other coun-
tries won't let Amernican goods and serv-
ices come into their markets but they
can get their automobiles in (the United
States) and their television sets in and
their tape recorders in

Project ‘Seadock’

Attracts Backing

From New Source

HOUSTON (AP) — The “'barely brea-
thing” Seadock project remained alive
Thursday as its membership deadline
was extended until April 20

Hugh L. Scott, president of the six-com-
pany consortium, said another firm has
expressed ‘‘strong interest’’ in participat-
ing in the proposal to build a $700 million
crude oil terminal facility 27 miles off the
Texas coast. Scott would not identify the
prospective new member but said/the
company had asked for time in whith to
consider the situation

Seadock's status has been in doubt
since three companies that held a com-
bined 52 per cent interest in the project -
Exxon, Mobil, and Gulf Oil -withdrew be-
cause of what they termed onerous con-
ditions specified in the federal license

The withdrawals reduced the member-
ship to Dow Chemical, Phillips Petrole-
um, Continental Pipe Line, Crown Cen-
tral Petroleum, Cities Service, and Shell
0l

While repeating an earlier statement
that Seadock is ‘‘barely breathing," Scott
said efforts are continuing to recruit new
members.

“But instead of spending $1 million a
month, we are spending $60,000," he
said, adding that the staff had been re-

duced from 45 persons to seven.

Although Abourezk and Metzenbaum
waged the filibuster in support of the
President’s position, it was broken when
Mondale and Senate Democratic Leader
Robert C. Byrd cut short debate with a
series of parliamentary maneuvers.

Mondale has previously denied that
Carter asked him to help Byrd crush the
filibuster.

The compromise on home insulation
was drafted by Sen. Bennett Johnston, D-
La., and Rep. John Dingell, D-Mich.

It would not automatically make the
loans available, but would give states the
authority to order utilities to have such
programs

And under the measure, utilities could
loan more than $300 if the work involved
furnace modifications

The $300 loans would be in addition to
proposed tax credits of up to $400 for
home insulation which the committee is

expected to take up in the future

Some committee members noted that
the $300 would hardly cover the cost of
many major home improvements de-
signed to conserve energy. But Rep.
Thomas Ashley, D-Ohio, said another
provision of the legislation makes moder-
ate-interest loans available to cover big-
ger jobs — although such loans could not
be financed through utilities.

Ashley said he was philosphically op-
posed to allowing utilities to make loans,
even though this provision was contained
in the House bill, but would support the
measure in the spirit of compromise.

Sen. Lowell Weicker, R-Conn., ex-
pressed similar reservations, saying,
“Some of us don’t feel utilities should be
in the loaning business. I'm dead-set
againstit.”

Utilities already installing home insula-
tion could continue to do so but others

could only contract for the services under
the compromise agreement.

However, Johnston said the measure
would make utilities ‘‘project managers’
for helping consumers to save energy in
their homes, providing a “one-stop serv-
ice.”

Rep. Harley Staggers, D-W.Va,, chair-
man of the conference committee, said
he was distressed that it took the panel so
long to reach agreement on a minor dif-
ference between the House and Senate
bills

“We're paying $5 million an hour” to
foreign countries for imported oil, Stag-
gers said. ““All T hope is that we can get
some more work done before we go
broke."

Meanwhile, Sen. Edward M. Kennedy,

One of the strangest alleged armed rob-
bery cases in memory here came to an
abrupt conclusion Thursday, with the ju-
ry returning an instructed verdict of not
guilty because of a technical flaw in the

Acquitted as a result of the directed
verdict was Lloyd Wayne Muse, who, ac-
cording to testimony, aided police in ef-
fecting his own arrest.

Clerk Tammy Hughes had testified
Muse robbed a convenience store March
7, 1976, then called police from the store
to tell them a robbery was in progress

Dist. Judge Thomas L. Clinton ruled,
after the state had presented its case,
that the aggravated robbery indictment
was faulty because it did not allege on its
face that the weapon purportedly used, a
knife, was capable of causing death or se-
rious bodily injury

In doing so, he granted the motion for
an instructed verdict by defense lawyer
Harley Huff and co-counsel Dennis Strou-
ble

Sources indicated that a decision by the
Court of Criminal Appeals, now several
months old, requires the additional lan-
guage concerning death or serious bodily
injury in alleged aggravated cases in
which a weapon other than a firearm s
purportedly used

Asst. Dist Atty Jim Darnell said pro-
per technical language has been used in
such indictments since the first of the
year, but that the Muse case, an older
one, apparently slipped by

The faulty indictment was not discov
ered by prosecutors until the trial was
underway, making it impossible, because
of double jeopardy questions, to frame a
new indictment

Muse, who celebrates his 20th birthday
today, was accused of robbing a Preston
Milk Store at 4102 34th St

Miss Hughes, 20. the first witness
called by the state, had described a -
zarre series of events which she said
started about 6 a m when a man alleged-
ly entered the store holding a can of beer
in one hand and announced he was there
to pull a robbery

"“He pulled out a knife and said he was
there to rob me."” the witness said

Prosecutor Bob Jones asked the wat
ness if she saw the man who allegedly
pulled the knife She pointed out Muse
dressed in a pale blue lewsure suit, seated
with his wife at the counsel table

Miss Hughes said she didn't take the
robbery announcement senously At
first. 1 thought he was just joking because

he had the can of beer in his hand,”” she
said.

“I said, ‘Naw, you don't want to (pull a
robbery)."”

Miss Hughes said the man she identi
fied as Muse remained adamant, howev

er

At that point, the witness said, a cus
tomer came in to buy some gas

“The guy said ‘Get the hell out of here,
I'm robbing the place,”” Miss Hughes re-
lated

But she said the customer barely
glanced at Muse, apparently not taking
him seriously. She said the customer in-
dicated he was just going to buy about $5
worth of gas, put some money on the
counter and walked out

The witness told the jury in 99th Dis-
trict Court that, at that point, she herself
was unsure as to Muse's intentions

She said that a five-minute oral battle
ensued, as she tried to talk Muse out of
the robbery and at the same time to
gauge his intentions. She said she did not
feel threatened during the conversation,
and that Muse kept the drawn knife close
to himself

“I think we di:d establish the fact that
he did want money,”" Miss Hughes said

She said she opened the register and
told Muse to take the money if he wanted
to, but that she was not going to give it to
him

According to the witness, Muse
scooped up about $100 and put in in a
pocket

Then, said the witness, Muse told her
she could “call police. hit the alarm, or
do anything you want todo

Instead of following the suggestion
Miss Hughes said she tned to talk Muse
into putting the money back

She said Muse then took the imtiative
himself and contacted police

Not only must commercial publicity
be truthful but its accurate meaning
must be apparent to the layperson with
no legal background,” the plan says

The briefest plan (one paragraph) might
also permit the broadest interpretation
That plan would discourage advertising
by lawyers but permit the advertisement
of fees in the newspaper as long as the
ads are not "‘false and misleading.”

However, Bar President Travis Shel-
ton noted the plan would ‘‘leave on the
books provisions which are unconstitu
tional.”

“Most likely to succeed’ was vet an-
other plan, which was deemed the most
acceptable to the advertising committee

The compromise plan would permit

dignified ' advertising only in newspa-
pers and Yellow Pages Ads could in
clude certain biographical information
about the lawyer and specific informa
tion about fees

The lawver would again be bound by
the fee for a certain time period and
would be obligated to charge the fee ad
vertised

Objections were raised to the prowvi
sion which would allow attornevs with
bar certified specializations to advertise
the cerufication in the Yellow Pages but
not in a newspaper

A motion was made that the plan be
voted on. but a barrage of amendments
and substitute motions convinced board

—"In the plebescite, a voter can say
one of two things: yes or no. ‘Yes, I sup-
port the treaties’ or ‘No, [ am not against
them," " a third version has it

Such jokes are popular, appearing daily
in the usually controlled Panama press.
There is also criticism of the new treaties
and of Brig. Gen. Omar Torrijos, the
Panama strongman.

Although the opposition is not consi-
dered strong enough to cause rejection, it
has become fashionable and is causing as
many headaches for Torrijos in Panama

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School Board Okays Discipline Polie

Lubbock school trustees today reiterat-
cd their policy against students smoking
on campus — but they admit the ban on
tobacco at school is nearly impossible to
enlorce

In fact. the problem i< so bad that trus
tee Giles M. “'Buddy" Forbess suggested
omitting such violations as grounds for
suspension. or at least modifying the rule
to allow the use of chewing tobacco and
snuff

However. Forbess later backed off. and
the school board unanimously adopted a
new student discipline package as pre-
~ented by Supt Ed Iron

He also suggested that the policy be
aimed only against smoking, not against
the use of such products as chewing to-
bacco and snuff

School administrators conceded that
the tobacco ban is the ‘‘hardest™ of poli-
cies to enforce

“We try to enforce it. but there is no
way all of the restrooms can be super-
vised.” Irons said. “We know we have
smoking going on."

He said teachers “‘catch some but not
all”” of the violators

Even so. limited enforcement is no rea-
son to scrap the policy. argued school
board secretary Joan Ervin. And, in fur-

School officials said the availability of

What happens if they
are just left alone and not treated” Can
they become cancerous” A lot of readers
would hke to know these answers. —

Youve asked some broad questions
but if my mail 1s an indicator. you are
correct 1n saying a lot of folks have a lot
of questions about cysts

First of all. a cyst can best be described
as an enclosure containing Liquid or semi-
solid material One ran occur just about
anvwhere in the body. but the most com-
mon places are where there are glands
that secrete. as in the skin. ovanes
breasts and other organs Cysts also oc
cur in bones

Glands have ducts which often become
clogged with secreted matenal If it col
lects. a swelling results and a wall forms
around it You have a cyst

Sebaceous cvsts (from sebaceous, or
sweat glands) occur in the skin in such
conditions as acne And we know what
happens if they become infected The
acne wWorsens

Breast cysts are a special concern to
women. and they account for a lot of my
mail The term 1s “fibrocystic disease
The cause 1s a clogging of milk glands and
ducts around the nipples Some women
are more prone to these than others
They are usually harmless but must al-
ways be distinguished from other lumps
a point | ve made here before and which
} hope 1s not lost on my women readers

Cysts on the ovaries may cause irregu
lar menstruation. even infertility

As a general rule. if a cyst has been ex-
amined and shown to be benign. the best
thing to do is leave it alone. In fact, some
women may have visible cysts only at
certain times of the menstrual cycle. in
the breasts. particularty

Lancing of a cyst will relase the liquid
matenial. but the problem is that such
cysts usually come back. If it is done, it is
best to have it done completely, remov-
ing the entire structure. wall and all

Fach cyst has to be evaluated by the
physician in relation to the individual pa-
tient's history. etc. But a good general
rule 1s to view cysts with suspicion, and
not with panic. The second rule is, as |
said. to leave them alone unless they be-
come troublesome

Dear Dr Thosteson: After suffering for
11 years with a bad gall bladder. I finally
got the courage to have it out I am doing
well My question is about the appendix
Don't the doctors still remove your ap-
pendix during another operation routine-

The Season's Greeting latch-hood rug
pictured at left rolls out the holiday car-
pet year after year with a cheery checker-
board pattern of familiar Yuletide sym-
bols. Latch hook is easy enough that the
whole family can work on the project in
time to complete it by Christmas

Here are all the materials you will
need: a 4mesh-to-the-inch canvas mea-
suring at least 37" x 25", rug binding, a
latchhook, and the following amounts of
yarn (in packets of 360 strands each) -13
of white, 12 of dark green, 9 of light
green, and 11 of red. And it's important
to remember, when buying your yarn,
that all of one color is from the same dye
lot

If you're doing your own design, the
pattern is first plotted on graph paper
scaled 1o the meshes on your canvas
Needlepointers should be familiar With
this basic technique (Each square of the
graph paper represents a square of the
canvas ) The pattern can be simply trans
ferred to your canvas by coloring the cor
responding squares in crayon -this will
eliminate the need for counting when vou
actuallv start hooking

For the checkerboard effect. the back
ground color will always be a color other
than those used in the details ol each de
agn  Picking up the background color
with an accent of the same color in the

design can also be put to good effect ~the
red stripes of a candy can, against a red
background. breaks up the cane part ol
the design into an nteresting hine of
white squares

Designing latch-hookers should keep in
mind that patterns look best when they
stay simple. Inspiration 1s what counts
for a successful canvas'

Latch hook is best worked from bottom
{o top. from right to left, row after row
If you find another technique that work
better for you. make sure that all the
knots are tied in the same direction.

A large front-zip-
pered outside compartment provides
ready access for small accessories like a
flash unit, light meter, etc. while a
handy side pocket holds film. Another
shallow, outside zippered compartment
is handy for photo prints. instruction
manuals. maps and other flat material
Two side zippers protect the access to the
sleeves of the *‘changing bag.”

An expert refinisher is usually needed
to restore a painted surface The value of
the piece 1s far higher with the onginal
surface than if the paint 1s removed and
the wood beneath polished for a "'new
look

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Lance Urges Bankers
To Become Involved

NEW YORK (AP) — Bert Lance, rei-
terating a theme he has used several
times since his resignation, told a group
of New York businessmen Thursday that
government needs their help and advice
more now than ever before.

Lance spoke less than 15 minutes at the
annual awards luncheon of the Fifth Ave-
nue Association Inc. and had offered to
answer questions later.

But none was offered from the 900
businessmen.

Although Lance received a warm round
of applause, dozens of businessmen head-
ed for the exits when he ended his talk

The awards luncheon lasted about 1'%
hours and Lance's remarks were preced-
ed by presentations of several civic and
association awards.

Lance told reporters later he was
pleased with the reception, which he
characterized as ‘“‘super and fantastic. ™
He also said the reaction of bankers at an
association meeting in Houston earlier
this week was “‘very responsive and very
cordial '

He implied in his remarks to the New
York group that news reports that he got
an ‘“‘unenthusiastic”” reception at the
Amencan Bankers Association meeting
Tuesday were inaccurate as the event
drew a record crowd

Lance told the audience that, while his
experience in government had not always
been pleasant or easy. it had been satisfy
ing. He said he still maintained his basic
commitment that those in the private
sector need to offer their knowledge and

WASHINGTON (APY — The House
narrowly defeated an attempt Thursday
to revive production of the B1 supersoni
bomber

Heeding a last minute appeal by House
Speaker Thomas P. O Neill. the House
on a 204 to 194 vote. killed a move to
force President Carter to spend $1 4 bil
lion for five of the expensive strategic
weapons

The vote marked the second time the
House has backed Carter’s decision to re-
place the bomber with long range cruise
missiles, expected to be ready for use as
part of the nation's strategic weapons ar-
senal by the early 1980s
