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House Approves Social SecufiiyUi
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The Hoow vot­

ed Thursday to locrease Social Secwlty 
taxes (or 104 rolllioii Americans, iaclnd’ 
in | hikes of $239 next year for many 
worken, as part of a plan to keep the 
huge national pension plan from folng 
broke.

Older Americans got a break in the bill 
when the House approved an amendment 
that will phase out Income limits that re­
duce benefits for pensioners who bold
jobs.

The biggest new burden would fall on 
upper-income worken, some of whom

would find their Social Security taxes 
more than tripled in 10 years.

Worken who make more thaa tlSiOO 
next year, which is the maximum tax 
bracket for the Social Security levy, wiB 
pay an additional tZW. But in 10 years, 
taxes will be levied on a worker’s first 
$42,000 of income. Worken making that 
amount would be paying $2,000 more in 
Social Security taxes than they did in
ion.

Taxes would go up for lower-paid 
worken as well and younger worken 
would find the Social Senirlty tax bite in­

creasing steadily over the next several 
yean.

The maximum tax is now $M5 per year 
for a worker earniag $10,W  or more. It 
svould go to $1,104 nest year on incomes 
of $19,900 or above, la  1IB7, it would be 
$3,02$ for thoae eamliig $42,100 or nsore.

The bU was passed 27$ to 14$ and sent 
to the Senate, which already is consider­
ing similar legisiaUon.

(Rep. George Mahon of Lubbock voted 
agUnst increasing Social Security taxes.)

Thursday assessed former Childress cot­
ton broker Vaughan B Nowlin a five- 
vear prison term after finding him guilty

It took sesen man. five-woman jury, 
w ho had heard one and a half days of tes­
timony. about 90 minutes to return a 
guilty verdict, and even less time, 40 min­
utes. to assess punishment.

The 34-year-old Nowlin, a native of 
Vernon, stood with attorney s at the coun­
sel table as Oist Judge R. J. Balch read 
the verdict

At one point. Nowlin, a one-time mon­
ey magnate, bowed his head.

Free On Bond
Nowlin remains free on bond.
Nowlin will not be formally sentenced 

lor at least 10 days
Jurors, lour of whom were farmen, 

found Nowim “guilty as charged in the 
indictment,■ that on March 5, 1976, he 
had unlawfully appropruted 187 bales of 
cotton from Cottle County farmer Pren­
tiss Fields, issuing a check on F in t State 
Rank of Childress lor 443.002 49 that was 
>ubsequently turned down by the bank 

The indictment was one of 13 returned 
April 19, by a Cottle County grand jury, 
alUging theft by check from Cottle and 
K ing county farmen and involving a total 
ul 1.230 bales of cotton and $198.41$.92 

The indictment alleging theft of cotton 
from Fields was the first to go to trul.

Fast Basiaess Noted 
Nowlin had been portrayed by the de­

tense in arguments to the jury as a 
young man m the cotton bufineu.” of 
good background, and a reputable per­

son w ho was caught up in a swirl of fast 
business, but who had tried to cover hta 
debts, particularly the debts involving a 
barrage of checks that wereretumed un­
paid to farmen in March, 1974. The de- 
tense also told jurors how NowUn was 
working to pay off creditors in bankrupt­
cy proceedings now pending in Lubbock 

But Paducah district attorney W.H. 
B ill' Heatly replied that "the uncon- 

iroverted facts are that Mr. Fields has 
not been paid: neither have the other 40 
tsrm en who brought their check! up 
here

The prosecutor argued (hat "preaump- 
tion of intent to steal has been proved be­
yond a reasonable dOMbt,” a t te  wove In 
extraneous offenses that were presented
in testimony to show "scheme, design 
and intent "

In court testimony there was evidence 
of two large drafts on cross acconb by 
Nowlin that had been returned to First 
State Bank of Childress and First Nation­
al Bank of Lubbock, missing warehouse 
receipts and a swap of some $77 Paducah

WASHINGTON (AP) -  President 
Carter announced Thursday that he'll 
wait until next year to unveil hia long- 
awaited tax revision proposals and that 
tax cut! to boost (he economy unll be a 
part of his recommendations.

"By the end of the year," be told a na­
tionally broadcast news conference, "we 
will have more information ... on (he 
state of the economy, to know how much 
of our tax reform propoaab should be de­
voted to stimulatliig the economy."

Asked about tax cuts, be said. "1 would 
say that the rate of tax reduction and 
stimulation from the tax reform mea­
sures could only be assessed at tbe ^  of 
this year.”

Appeal On Energy
The President opened tbe 3^minute 

session by appealing anew lor congres- 
sKMal action on hia energy package, say­
ing all public officialt wiU be judged ^  
"the courage which we are able to mus­
ter" In facing up to tbe energy problem.

As the President apoke, SenMe-Houac 
conferees worked to compromise differ­
ences between a House^Maacd energy 
btU that IS much to Cartcr'sliking. and a 
far different measure awaiting Senate ac­
tion
■Caitgr amd he itaada by a Honae ap-
proved price ceding of $L7S per (hnuMnd 
cubic feet of natural gas However, he did 
not flatly promise to veto a compromite 
measure boosting that Tigurc.

He also declared continoed oppotiUon 

to Senate provisions offenng what be 
called "windfalls" for oU companies but.

vetoing the bill

In other pronouncements, the Presi­
dent

— Said he has decided to support 
strong sanctions against the tale of weap­
ons to South Africa. He predicted the 
United Nations will adopt a resolution 
imposing such an embargo, inspired by a 
South African aackdown against blaAs 
and their supporters, and that it would be 
observed around tbe world

SALT Proapecla
— As for arms limitatioa talks with the 

Soviet Union, there is "a fairly good proa- 
pert'' that disclosure of the general out­
lines of a new Strategic A rm  Limitation 
Treaty can be made "within the next few 
weeks ' But he added it would take sev­
eral additional roontha to work out all the 
fine pnnl.

ted $1400.

Formal charges have been filed in 
connection with that heist, and with that 
arrest, police departments from Okla­
homa City, Shreveport, Longview, Hurst, 
Austin, Abilene, Irving and Lubbock 
have requested information indicating 
whether the four could have been in­
volved in similar robberies there

"That's no way to sell orange

NEW ORLEANS (AP) -  Mott Ameri­
can rcaden want more rather than leu  
hard newt in their newspapers, a turvey 
shows.

Asked to choose between a paper that 
consisting entirely o( hard newt and one 
made up of a news sumnury and enter­
taining features. M per cent of those 
questioned preferred the all-news paper.

News remains the most important com­
ponent of newspapers, even for infre­
quent readers who are most attracted to 
features, the report concluded.

The conclusions followed a rutionwide 
sampling Ust March of 3,000 adults 18 
and older. The Newpaper Readenhip 
Project, an industry group studying ways 
to increase newspaper circulation, super­
vised the survey.

"Even in today's intensely competitive 
media environment, newspapen will be 
most successful if they continue to do 
very well their traditional job of report­
ing the news," Leo Bogart, the project 
director, told The Associated P reu  Man­
aging EUlitors convention Thursday.

International and national news arti­
cles scored higher in reader preference 
than the average local news story, the 
survey found

An ideal newspaper, the study said, 
would devote considerable space to 
straight pews subjects, particularly those 
related to consumer matters, crime. U S. 
domestic events and human interest 

Only 9 per rent of those questioned had 
seen neither a week-day paper in the past 
seven days nor a Sunday paper in the past 
month

Among those surveyed. S6 per cent u id  
they received a newspaper at home on 
Sundays. 64 per cent on weekdays But 17 
per cent of those getting home delivery 
said they did not read a newspaper on 
any particular day

"That means that seUing our product 
into the homes may be less important 
than getting it read once it's there." Bo­
gart u id

Daily newspaper circulation in the 
United Slates is 61 million, a figure that 
has been constant the last 10 years de­
spite an mcreasing population, he said 

To build circulation, the survey con­
cluded. newspapen must start with the 
occasKMUl and infrequent reader rather 
than the hard-core non-reader 

"We've got to get more people back to 
getting two papen a day. and more back 
into a regular daily pattern." Bogart told 
about 800 editon "If every subscriber 
read the paper already in his home, the 
average weekday reading level would go 
up 17 per rent "

The largest group of non-readen cons­
ists of the poor, tingle, young, rural arul 
black, the survey showed And half of

those are without high school diplomas, 
it said.

In a media-rich society, practically no 
one goes unexposed to newt on any given 
day, the survey found. Sixty-nine per cent 
of those questioned said all or part of that 
exposure was from newspapers, 62 per 
cent listed television and 49 per cent ra­
dio.

One-fourth of the respondents u id  they 
got news from all three sources, 28 per 
cent from only one source.

The survey u id  people link the media 
to different kinds oif news.

When asked where they first found out 
about the one story they considered the 
big news of the diqr, 39 per cent men­
tioned TV, 28 per cent newspapers. 22 
per cent radio and 8 per cent u id  word- 
of-mouth

Television was associated primarily 
with major news stories in foreign affairs 
and spom. radio with weather and news­
papers with more complex and abstract 
subjects such as inflation.

But TV newscasts have not hurt news­
paper readership, the survey u id  

"The problems of big-city afternoon 
papers are the problems of our cities, not 
TV lompetition.” Bogart said 

He cautioned that what people u y  they 
want in their newspapers is not necesur- 
ily what they will read "In practice, ev­
erything depends on the specifics, the 
style and the presentation.” he uid.

Much of what has to be done to in­
crease readership is beyond the sphere of 
editors, the survey noM  

Pricing IS a factor, especully with 
young people and minority groups, and 
disutisfaction with delivery must be re­
duced

Seven per cent of those who didn't read 
their delivered newspapers u id  it was 
because of poor service That works nut 
to 5 6 million persons, the survey u id  

Use of newspapen in classrooms 
should be strengthened and more needs 
to be done to promote readenhip. the 
survey uid

"We should push the idea that it's nev­
er too late to catch up with the news in 
the paper the subtenber doesn’t have 
tune to read on the day he gets it." Bo­
gart u id

— Don't assume the reader already 

knows the full story, even though he also 
gets news from other media

— Don’t leave national and intenution- 
al news to TV

— Position news people as individuals

Two Jails Is One Too Many
A RECOMMENDATION th it the Lubbock 

City Jail be closed “as soon as possible" and 
that the County Jail be used to serve all law 
enforcement agencies and governmental ent­
ities in the county comes as no surprise.

It should be implemented without delay.
The ad hoc committee, headed by District 

Atty. Alton Griffin, confirmed The Ava- 
lancheJoumal's opinion that combining the 
dty and county jails would be economicaL 
effiaent and desirable.

It was even recommended by the study 
group that the jail merger be done now, 
without waiting for construction of new jail 
facilities by the County.

AN INTERESTING aspect of the commit­
tee's evaluation is the implication that mov­
ing the City Jail's pnsonen to the County 
Jail won't actually cost the County much, if 
anything.

‘This IS because most prisonen jailed by 
the City Police are transferred within a day 
or so, anyway, to the County Jail. This rep­
resents a duplication of effort, booking the 
prisoners into and out of separate facilities

A Deterrent, Or Punishment
ANOTHER ONE of those studies purport­

ing to prove that the death penalty “rarely if 
ever” deters murder has hit the headlines 

The report in the University of .Minnesota 
Law Review, dsputes what it said was a 
widespread belief that some potential crimi­
nals will change their minds about commit­
ting murder because they fear execution.

Washington researcher Brian Forst con­
cluded in the latest statistical analysis of the 
issue that “capital punishment does not, on 
balance, deter homiades."

of court challenges to the constitutionality of 
such punishment

Since the Supreme Court ruled such penal­
ties can be imposed under certain condi­
tions. several states have enacted new legis­
lation. and Utah was the first state to carry 
out the penalty in the case of Gary Mark Gil­
more

ON THE OTHER band, the study claims 
there is evidence that a high murder convic­
tion rate and prison sentences for slayings 
do have a deterrent effect 

The study encompassed murder cases for 
32 states between 1960 and 1970, a decade 
when the murder rate was climbing nation­
ally and the number of executions was de­
clining

Forst argues that if capital punishment de- 
ten  murder, the murder rate should have in­
creased the most in states where the risk of 
execution went down the most Instead, be 
says, the states that ended the death penalty 
haid smaller increases in the bomidde rate...

GRANTED MR. Forst'i report has validi­
ty. But it would be most difficult we think, 
to ascertain what goes through the mind of a 
person contemplating murder, either on the 
spur of the moment or otherwise 

Many slayings are done in a fit of anger or 
passion, arid the thought of penalty probably 
does not arise at the moment.

But somewhere in the total picture of law 
enforcement, the idea of punishment must 
be considered

FORST ARGUES that those states which 
actually ceased use of capital punishment 
expenenced no greater increase in murders 
th u  those which did use the death penalty.

THE SLOW, BUT steady slide of the Stock 
Market may have come as a surprise to many 
across the land

But. at the risk of sounding like a pundit after 
the fact, we contend that what happened should 
not have come as a surprise to anyone, including 
the smart money boys.

As a matter of fact, to the really smart ones, it 
probably didn't. And at the nsk of being accused 
of tooting our hom, we can say we were in the "I 
told you so" club.

Last January, when the Dow Jones was rocking 
along in the 960 to 980 range, and a (cUow by the 
name of Jmrniy Carter was getting ready to take 
over, we told a couple of our itockbraker frlendi 
that by the middle of October, the Market would 
be below 840. It was.

THAT DOESN'T make us, nor those who ob­
viously have sold off, wise guys. Actually, the 
handwriting to a great degree, was on the ticker 
tape

There was no way, we contended then in print, 
that the federal government could continue its 
spending program as envisioned by the new Pres­
ident and Congress and not affect everything 
from inflation to jobs.

Mr Carter had dropped enough hints of his do­
mestic and foreign policy to alarm not only the 
more conservative and sound thinken and busi­
nessmen In the U S , but many abroad

Too. Europe and other nations were having 
their own economic problems The international 
monetary picture was clouded.

Tests Satellite 
Killer Second Time

WASHINGTON (API -  RussU has 
scored an apparent second straight suc­
cess in testing a new sateUitenlestroying 
weapon that w orria U S officials, the 
Pentagon said Thursday

The development suggests the Soviet 
Union may be extending its lead over the 
United States in such potentially critical 
weaponry

The United States is working on anti- 
satellite technology, but has not tested 
any system and may need another five 
years to bring an anti-satellite into opera­
tion

The Soviet intercept test Wednesday al­
so indicates the Russians are continuing 
to Ignore President Carter's public ap­
peal last March for a ban on such satel- 
hte-destroying weapons The Russians 
have staged three tests since Carter 
voiced his appeal, one rated a failure and 
the two most recent as apparent success­
es.

In a terse announcement giving no de­
tails, the Pentagon said:

"We have preliminary Indications that 
the Soviets launched an anti-satellite in­
terceptor on Wednesday against a target 
satellite Presumably, a successful inter­
cept occurred"

Defense officials said the hunter-killer 
satellite passed within lethal range of the 
target, which had been launched from 
central Russia five days earlier into a low 
orbit

U S scientists find it significant that as 
in a June test the intercept occurred in 
an elliptical orbit of the kind followed by 
U S reconnaissance satellites and other 
intelligence-gathenng and communica­
tions space vehicles considered vital to

U S security
Defense Secretary Harold Brown an­

nounced Oct. 4 that Russia had an opera­
tional anti-utellite capability He added 
the development "Is something of con­
cern to me because we rely a good deal 
on our space systems.”

Brown s t r e s ^  that the ability of satel­
lites to watch over Soviet m i l i t^  devel­
opments and to warn against possible 
Russian attack "contributes to detemng, 
preventing war.”

He described the U S anti-satellite ef­
fort as "a preliminary exploration and 
design effort."

The announcement on Thursday was 
the first instance in which the U.S. gov­
ernment volunteered Information of a So­
viet anti-satellite test. This reflects an ap­
parent Carter administration intention to 
point up Soviet activity in the field of an­
ti-satellite weaponry

Russia announced the launch of the tar­
get satellite. Cosmos 9S9. on Oct 21. but 
did not disclose its purpose

The target was sent into space from 
Plesetsk in central Russia and traveled in 
an orbit with an apogee of 847 kilometers 
and a pengee. its closest point to earth, 
of 147 kilometers

The hunter'utellite. Cosmos 961, was 
launched from Tyuratam. another Soviet 
base in central Russu, into an orbit with 
an apogee of 302 kilometers and a pengee 
of 125 kilometers

The Russians resumed anti-satellitc 
testing early last year after a four-year 
lapse caused by apparent technical diffi­
culties Since then, they have conducted 
seven tests monitored by U.S radar, 
three of them considered successes

Electric Bill Hikes 
Feared By Bentsen

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Sen Lloyd 
Bentsen. D-Tex. says the natural gas 
users' tax passed by the Senate Thursday 
IS "not nearly as bad" for Texas consum­
ers as the onginal Ux proposed by Presi­
dent Carter

Bentsen and Republican John Tower 
both voted against the Ux amendment, 
which was sponsored by Sen Howard 
Metzenbaum. D-Ohio It passed. 51-37

One reason for his opposition. Bentsen 
said, was the extra 120 per year the Meta- 
enbauffl users tax would add to the elec­
tricity bills of the average Texas family

But another reason, and perhaps the 
more important, was that passage of the 
tax by the Senate means that a user tax is 
much more likely to emerge from the 
House-Senate conference that will write 
the final version of the energy bill.

The House, back ui August, passed a 
users' tax much like Carter's proposal It 
would add 1288 per year to the electricity 
bills of the average Texas family, Ben­
tsen has cstinuted

The House version of the Ux would add 
a stiff surcharge to the cost of natural gas 
and oil used u  fuel by Industry The 
Metzenbaum version would apply the 
surcharge only to industries u ^ h  arc 
able to convert their boUers to coal but

do not and to mdustries which construct 
new gas-fired boilen 

The .Metzenbaum version specifically 
exempts the petrochenucal industry 
And. It would not affect most Texas utili­
ties. which bum natural gas in boilers 

That u  because the industries and utili­
ties designed their boilers only to bum 
gas or oil They cannot convert In other 
parts of the country, there arc industries 
which started burning coal converted to 
oil or gas. and can convert back to coal 
They would be affected by the Metzen­
baum tax

The only Texas utilities which would be 
affected by the Metzenbaum amendment 
are those which arc constructing new, 
oil-fircd boilers for use in meeting peak- 
penod demands. Bentsen said 

But passage of the Metzenbaum 
amendment "means that our work is cut 
out for us in the conference conuiuttec." 
Bentsen said

He will be resisting any effort to spbt 
the difference between the House and 
Senate versions of the usan' tax. he said 
If a users' tax looks Inevitable. Bentsen 
said be will try to add an exemption for 
gat and oil used to generate dectrldty 
for home consumption

Balance Of Trade Shows 
Big September Advance

WASHINGTON (AP) -  U S business­
es sold a record 110 9 billion in goods 
abroad last month as the balance of trade 
showed Its biggest improvement since 
May. the Commerce Department said 
Thursday

Imports still exceeded exports by II 7 
billion m September, but the trade defiat 
was a sharp improvement from the 12 7 
billion defiat in August and the 12 3 bil- 
bon defint in July

However, a government economist said 
the increase may have been caused by 
businesses stepping up their exports last 
month in anticipation of the Cout 
and Gulf Coast dockworken' strike, 
which began Oct 1

Maynard Comiei. Commerce Depart­
ment econormst. u id  the strike affecting 
container products might cause a decUne 
of both exports and imports this month 
but that the impact is hard to determine

A trade deficit means more doUan are 
leaving the country to pay for foreign 
goods than the United States is eanung 
from u le  of Its goods abroad It can cut 
into employment and production at 
home

The country had sold more than It had 
bought for years, but last year went into a 
trade deficit of 88 2 billion. So far this 
year the deficit is a record 819 3 bllUon. 
and at the current rate It could reach 8T 
billion

In another economic development the 
Labor Department reported the produc­
tivity of American worken rote at an an­
nual rate of 4.9 per cent in the third 
quarter, following a 1.1 per cent decline 
in the second quarter

Productivity it the amount of output 
per hour storked It Is an important mee- 
surc of efficiency In the economy

Meansthlle, the goveniment reported 
that It ended its fiscal year srith a far 
smaller deficit than cxpacted. The defldt 
at the end of the year — on Sept. 20 — 
wM 848 billion, or 823 billion lets than 
was projected earlier In the year. Offi­
cials attributed the lowar defldt in part 
to "a  general tendency to overedimatc 
the amount of funds that can be ipent.”

Nearly all of the trade defldt Is caused 
by oil Imports from the Middle E ast gov­
ernment experts said. Traatury Secretary 
W. Michael Blumenthal w u  In Iran 
Thursday trying to persuade oil exporters 
not to Increase their prices.

Blumenthal has maintained that 
wealthy nations such u  the United 
States. Japan and Germany should share 
in the diefidt to keep less-developed 
countries from severe hardship 

The September defiat w u  the second 
smallest of the year The smallest w u 
the 81 2 billion d d ia t recorded in May 

W hile exports were rising 14 2 per cent 
In September, imports were up 3 8 per 
cent, mainly because of more dsmand for 
oil Petroleum imports Increased from 
83 3 billion in August to 83 7 billion in 
September

Exports increased in nearly all prod­
ucts. with particularly large gams in food, 
tobacco, coal, chemicals, motor vehicles

Jury foreman Bradford Pitch rend the verdict and 
sentence after two boon and 36 minutes of dclibera- 
tkm. Ray sat expressionless in his chair.

Before Thanday's eaavtctkm. Ray, 40, would have 
been ellglbte for parole ia 1000.

The six other inmataa who seated the rear wall of 
the prison on June 10 and fled into the mountainous 
WDO  ̂ surrounding the fortress were earlier sent­
enced to one year in exchange for their guilty pleas.

Ray’s attorneys, Mark Lane and George Buxton lU. 
said they were happy with the trial and wi would begin 
Friday to srorfc on getting a new trial for Ray on the 
murder charge.

Criminal Court Judge Lee Asbuty also lUowed 
Ray's attomeys 33 days to file motions for a new trial 
00 tb t CKtpt chirf€.

"We were heartened by the fact that the Jury took 
three hours In delihcrstlng." Lane said. “ It's clear 
that they didn't see it u  an open and shut case "

Ray took the witness s^nd after the prosecution

called flve witnesses and tested its case earlier in the 
day Lane asked Ray why be dimbed the prison wall 
at Brushy Mountain Penitentiary.

Ray a id : “ It was my intention after I was out a cou­
ple of months to make some arrangements with the 
Attorney (teneral. General Bell for a new trial in the 
King case" He referred to U.8. Atty. Gen. Griffin 
Bell

"Why did you choose this method?" Lane asked.
"I don't think there was any other method availa­

ble." Ray said.
Weanng a faded green fatigue jacket and blue jeans 

stained with white paint, Ray awaited queriwas with 
his legs crossed and his hands sometimes clasped and 
sometimes folded in his lap.

The trial was in a Morgan County Vocational School 
classroom because the county courthouse Is being ren­
ovated.

On cross-examination, the prosecutor asked why 
Ray planned to wait two months before contacting au­
thorities.

"I assumed it would take that long to get to Illinois 
or Canada." Ray said.

"You intended to leave the country?" the proscutor 
asked.

"Not exactly," Ray said. “ I just wanted to get up 
north or into (Canada.”

In his summation. Lane u id  the prosecution never 
proved that Ray was legally confined at Brushy Moun­
tain.

The judge dismissed the jury an hour for dinner be­
fore reading his charge The panel of nine men and 
three women began its deliberations at 6:06 p m 

Lane, an assassinations buff who has co-authored a 
book on the King slaying, wanted to argue that Ray 
was coerced, tortured and threatened to plead guilty 
to murdering King, who was shot April 4, I960 on a 
Memphis motel balcony.

After Criminal Court Judge Lee Ashury ruled that 
he could not Introduce such evidence. Lane submitted 
a six-page offer of proof of the allegation for the court 
record.

"I have no intention to provide a forum for Mr. Ray 
to issue his complaints against the system, Shelby 
County authorities or anybody else," the judge said.

Ray asked to withdraw his guilty plea to King's mur­
der three days alter he entered it. receivmg a sentence 
of 99 years in prison Taking appeals all the way to the 
U S Supreme Court be has tried to win a jury trial,

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uman Rights Issue Meets Soviet Stone CT1
BELGRADE, Yugoslavia (AP) — In nearly a month of 

talk at the Belgrade conference, mention of human rights 
has produced only a stone wall of resistance by the Soviet 
Union and its closest allies.

On less thorny subjects such as barriers to trade, the 38-na- 
tion conference is providing a forum for at least a limited 
give-and-take. It also offers the small and medium-sized 
countries of Europe a place to speak out on an equal footing 
with the two superpowers.

But it's a different story on human rights.
In one of the sharpest exchanges. West Germany said “no 

state can exclude itself from criticism” on human rights. 
This prompted the Soviet ambassador to warn acidly that 
such a line could jeopardize whatever progress the two coun­
tries were making in settling humanitarian cases on a gov- 
ernment-to-govemment basis.

There is also the ideological divide. Discussing the role of

journalists in society, an Elast European ambassador said a 
reporter must not only "transmit the truth as quickly as pos­
sible" but also be responsible for "building the moral fibre 
of a nation.” '

These points raise the question of what the conference can 
accomplish by the time it concludes, possibly as late as Feb­
ruary.

The 38 North American and European nations — only Al­
bania is not present — are meeting to review implementa­
tion of accord on European security and cooperation signed 
at a summit meeting in Helsinki, Finland, in 1175.

The accords crowned nearly a decade of Soviet diplomacy 
aimed at securing recognition of the postwar map of Eu­
rope The West, on the assumption that real detente means 
more than secure borders, obtained broadly stated provi­
sions on human concerns — the reunification of divided fam­

ilies, a greater flow of information a a o n  froaticn, the re­
moval of barrien to trade and economic cooperation.

The emergence of activiat groups in the Soviet Union, 
Czechoslovakia and elsewhere in E astan  Europe to nnnitar 
compliance with the accords puts the accords ia a new 
perspective. The Soviets came here defensive about what 
was once viewed as the successful result of a d tp in itfa- ol- 
fensive.

Spurred by President Carter’s human rights rsmpsip ,  
former Supreme Court Justice Arthur J. Goldberg, chief 
U.S. delegate, says he is pressing for a diaiogue with die 
East Europeans, at least to get them to talk about humani­
tarian problems if not admit violatioos.

Deficit $23 Billion Below Projection
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The federal 

government ended the 1977 fiscal year 
with a budget deficit of $45 billion, which 
was $23 billion less than was projected 
earlier, in the year, it was annoitneed 
Thursday.

Officials attributed the lower deficit in 
part to "a general tendency to overesti­
mate the amount of funds that can be 
spent."

Expenditures during the year totaled 
$401 9 billion, up from $369.2 billion in 
1976, and receipts were $356 9 billion, up 
from $308 6 billion in 1976 Fiscal 1577 
ended on Sept. 30.

The budget deficit was $23 billion less 
than was estimated in February and $3 
billion less than estimated in July, the 
Treasury Department and Office of Man­
agement and Budget said in a joint re­
port.

Spending dunng fiscal 1977 was $14 7

billion below the February catimate and 
$4.5 billiofl below the July projectioa. 
Receipts were $8.3 bilUon below tlw Feb­
ruary estimate, but $1.5 billion above the 
July outlook.

Budget experts have been unable to ful­
ly explain why the government under­
spent its budget by such a large amount, 
leading to speculation by some econo­
mists that the spending lag contributed to 
the slowdown in the economy at mid­
year.

The same thing occurred in 1976 when 
the government underspent its budget by 
$10 3 billion dunng a 15-montb period.

The Carter administration is projecting 
spending dunng the current 1978 fucal 
year at $463 billion, which includes a defi­
cit of $61 5 biUion That would exceed the 
record deficit of $60 6 billion in fiscal 
1976

Fall Scenery Colors Oklahoma Roads
This is the tim e of year when the Oklahoma landscape erupts in a bril­

liance of red, yellow and golden leaves.
Listed are areas and routes in all portions of the state that annually 

produce spectacular fall color
A utumn foliage pilgrims should take into consideration that the height 

of color in northwest Oklahoma may be weeks earlier than in the south­
east.

Local cham bers of comnrwce usually are happy to take telephone 
calls concerning the status of fall color.

Oklahoma scenic fall drives include: ’
Highway 10, north from Tahlequah in G ierokee County. This winding 

drive follows the course of the Illinois River for approximately 20 miles 
to the town of Kansas. Tall hardwood trees line the riverbank, offering 
spectacular color in the fall A beautiful contrast of turning leaves and 
evergreen pines is evident when the road climbs over the higher hills.

Highway 10 continues north into Delaware County The recreation 
areas around Lakes Spanvinaw and Eucha offer brilliant fall color.

Highways 62 and 51, east of Tahlequah. These are winding, sometimes 
steep, O z ^  M ountain-type drives. The foliage b  profuse, the country­
side is a quiet scattering oi small farms and cabins. The nearby Barren 
Fork River is one of Oklahoma's most beautiful streams

Highway 1, east of Hartshom e, Pittsburgh, Latim er and L eF lo rt 
Counties This road passes through rugged, wooded hill country. After 
leaving Talihina. the highway climbs up near the clouds as the Talim eru 
Skyline D nve Crossing the crest of the Ouachita Mountains in the

Highway 258, south of Big C ed u , LeFlore and McCurtain Counties. 
This highway runs through dense forestland, w ith pine and mixed hard­
woods combining to  trea t the eye. The road runs along the beautiful 
Mountain Fork River for several miles, and adjoins d ea r, island-dotted

Discovery
Broken Bow Reservoir and Beaver’s Bend State Park  — one of Okla­
homa’s nnost beautiful in the fall. Cabins are available.

Highway 2, west of Wilburton, Latim er County. The road winds 
through R obber’s Cave S tate Park, one of Oklahoma’s largest. Cabins, 
campuig. fishing and concessions are available. ’The park is densely for­
ested. Marked hiking trails wander through the trees.

Highway 77, south of Ardmore, Carter and Love Counties. Spacious 
Lake Murray Resort makes staying overnight on this scenic drive worth­
while. W inter rates a t the lodge and park cabins are enticing. Fishing, 
camping and horseback riding are available.

Highway 99, north and south of Tishomingo, Johnston County. ’This 
highway adjoins the ’Tishomingo National Wildlife Refuge. The densely 
wooded, undisturbed area is the fall and w inter re treat for some 40,000 
geese plus countless other waterfowl. Nearby Pennington Creek and 
Blue River are swift and clear, with the la tter offering rainbow trout 
fishing during winter months. Camping is available a t all locations.

Ctuckasaw National Recreation Area, Sulphur. One of the finest na­
ture trail centers in the Southw est Foliage is diversified, and abundant

Highway 152, west from Minco to  Eakly; Caddo County ’The road 
winds through beautiful redstone canyon country, with dark cedar con­
trasting the hardwoods that dominate canyon B oon The Salyer’s Lake 
area, near Cogar, is especially vivid with color in the fall. Suggested side 
tours would include U S. 281 from Binger to  Hinton, srith a stop at Red 
Rock Canyon State Park. Note that foliage is oftentimes a week to  10 
days early in the canyon depths Abo. the drive on S H. 9 from Anadar- 
ko to Fort Cobb crosses a beautiful conglomerate of prairie g ran , sand­
stone canyons, buttes and oak-forest pecan-cottonwood lowlands. Sug­
gested stops include F o rt Cobb State Park and Indian attractions at An- 
adarko.

Highway 49, Wichita Mountains Wildlife Refuge. Comanche County 
No m ore spectacular scenery abounds in Oklahoma than the popular re­
fuge area. The reds and greys of mountain granite are accented in fall 
by the colorful oak forests. ’The nation’s largest herd of buffalo roams 
the area A panoram a of southwest Oklahoma awaits on the scenic drive 
to  the sum mit of M t Scott. Don’t miss the one-building, gold rush town 
of Meers and lb  fabulous lunches, or quaint Medicine Park, near centu­
ry-old resort community on Lake Lawtonka The interpretive nature 
t ^  at French Lake b  an easy walk, educational and takes one away 
from the highway for a Brst-hand view of wilderness artistry

Highway 281. Hinton to Watonga, Selling; 51A from Watonga to  Fair- 
view Blaine. Dewey, Major counties. T hb  route crosses and paralleb 
the North and South Canadian Rivers Cottonwoods along the river bot­
tomlands are vivid yrilow-gold In the fall. ’The bncbcape b  the epitome 
of contrast, combining rolling grasslands, dark cedar canyons m ued  
with colorful deciduous trees, taU, gypsum-flecked buttes and rolling 
oak forest-uvannah edge.

The Roman Noee R esort area, Watonga, b  extremely lovely in the 
fall. 51A north to Falrview  crosses some of Oklahoma's most striking 
gypsum butte-canyon terrain.

It then turned aside by a 50 to 38 vote 
an attempt by Uberals to kill guarantees 
that tV  national energy plan will include 
profit incentives for oil and gas compa­
nies to find new energy reserves.

T V  Senate also rejected 62 to 16 an at­
tempt to eUminate tax credits for home- 
owners who weatherize their homes with 
insulation or other materials.

Homeowners would V  permitted a 
credit of 8400 on a maximum $2,000 spent 
on weatherizalion after last April 20

ObjecUou Given
Sens. Eldward Kennedy, D-Mass. and 

Bob Dole, R-Kan., sought to kill tV  cred­
it, saying it would pay Americans for 
something they are already doing any­
way

T V  Senate adjourned after a full day's 
consideration of $40 bilbon in miscella­
neous energy tax credits, postponing un­
til Friday a flor fight over whether to kill

If the attempt is successful, it wouUl 
deal a severe blow to Carter's chances for

plans And tV  Senate's refusal to hand­
cuff him on that issue left tV  Louisuna

A husband and wife named Goldstein were among X  per­
sons selected as potential Juron in the U.S. District Court
case.

David and Rosalie Goldstein u y  they are no relation to the 
defendant, who publishes "Screw" magaxine 

There is no regulation profc.i>iting a husband and wile 
from serving on the same jury, but one or both of the Gold­
steins probably will be challenged by defense or prosecution 
attorneys, court officials uy .

A prosecutor said the odds were "astronomical” that both 
a husband and wife would he summoned for jury duty on the 
same case And he said he could not calculate the likelihood 
of the additional coincidence that their name would be the 
same as the defendant 's.

Federal court juron are drawn from voter registration 
lists from an eight-county area. About 5,000 names are used 
(or a pool of potential juron, and names are drawn from 
lists of 300 to 500 for each case.

Japanese Hijackers Missing
TOKYO (AP) — Five Japanese Red Army hijacken appar­

ently slipped out of Algeria less than a month after they 
seized 3 Japan Air Lines jet with 15A hostages aboard, a Jap­
anese official said Thursday

Chief Cabinet Secretary Sunao Sonoda told a parliamenta­
ry committee invesUgaUng the Sept X  hijacking of the Par- 
is-to-Tokyo flight that he had received "unconfumed infor­
mation'’ about the incident.

The heavily armed terrorists took the plane on a su-day, 
5.000-mile journey in the Indian subcontinent and the Mid­
dle East before ordering the plane on Oct. 3 to Algiers, 
known as a safe refuge for hijackers.

Sonoda said the reports indicated six terrorist comrades 
whose release had been demanded by the hijackers in ex­
change for the safety of the hostages aboard the JAL DC-( 
jet also were no longer in Algcna.

Sonoda also alleged the Algerian government confiscated 
two-thu’ds of the 56 million ransom the hijackers obtained 
from the Japanese government 

In the past. Algeria has held hijackers (or a few days.then 
sent them to another country without making any announce­
ment It also has confiscated ransoms from the hijacken and 
returned them to the govrnmients that paid them 

Sonoda told the committee the Japanese government was 
urging all countries served by JAL to strengthen their anti 
hijacking measures and to rtfoie to grant asylum to terror­
ists.

Dr. Roy S. Rogen HI told a symposium here Wednesday 
that in addition to eliminating sagging and binding of stock­
ings, pantyhose prevent allergic women from being in con­
tact with the metal In gaiten and garter belt (uteners used 
to hold up stockings.

The metal, nickel, caused a ru h  (or many women, Rogers 
said. TTie nickel allergy is one of many that can cause contact 
dermitis in the form of skin eruptions, inflamation and rash­
es, he said.

An art gallery invited him to show his invention and he came up with an eight- 
foot square waterbed covered in red velvet and dubbed “The Pleasure Pit."

ers

Rickman noted that the check actuallv 
had been received by the hospital district 
late Tuesday and deposited in the b.ink 
immediately On its first day in the b.mk 
he said the hefty deposit earned the di- 
I net $954 in interest

The $4 million in slate aid is projri led 
to be just enough to balance the 245 bed 
teaching hospital s first-year budget The 
hospital opens Feb 1

Rickman assured stale officials that the 
money would be used as the legislature 
intended — to offset costs borne by the

hospital in assisting Texas Tech Universi­
ty School of Medicine programs

We're indebted to the state legisla­
ture. flouse and Senate, (or their decision 
to appropriate these funds. ' Rickman 
lold the group

He prai.sed Hance s "able leadership, 
couasel and guidance ' and House 
Speaker Bill Clayton s "hard work" in 
leading the appropriation through their 
respei’live chambers 

Also recognized were State Reps Joe 
Robbins and Froy Salmas ol Lubbock 
.md Pete Lanev of Hale Center I.anev

To make 
m atten worse, fear of failure becomes a 
contributing cause of impotence that 
might have been but a temporary phase 
of middle age

Your husband should realize that he is 
not the kid he used to be And thU ap­
plies to other n u tten  as well — heavy 
lifting, hill climbing, etc.

For some reason, with sexual matten 
of this kind, one spouse tends to blame 
the other — In your case that you are cold 
and don't love him. ThU U obviously not

Most bad breath originates in the 
mouth If you have no gum or tooth infec­
tion the mouthwash U useless The 
source lies elsewhere — in the sinuses, 
the tonsils, or the lungs

The more genteel term for the nose 
problem is “atrophic rhinitU " In this the 
nasal membrane deteriorates, the tiny 
hair-like mechanisms (cilia) no longer act 
efficienUy in removing natural mem­
brane mums, and tcabs and pus may 
form Warm nasal imgation helps, but 
this should not be done unless advised by 
the doctor

Writes Way To Pulitzer Prize
By JOSEPH A. REAVES

METAIRIE. U . (UPI) -  When Shirley 
Ann Gray got bored with graduate school 
at Tulane University, she decided to read 
every book in the library. She never 
made it. Instead, she started a writing 
career that led to the Pulitzer Prize. "I'd 
had a steady diet of finishing schools 
from high school on up and by the time I 
went to iTulane'si Newcomb iCoUegel 
and ran into one more finishing school I 
said, "This isn't for me." Miss Grau said 
with a smile.

"My plan was to read my way around 
the library out of sheer boredom. I never 
made it I hid in the library stacks and 
finished a collection of short stories and 
sent it o ff"

That collection of short stones was 
published in 1955 Nine years later she 
wrote her fourth book, "Keepen of the 
House," and won the Pulitzer for her ef­
forts.

Surprisingly. Miss Grau still feels a lit­
tle uncomfortable about the Pulitzer cer­
tificate which hangs in a simple frame 
next to a stack of books in her second- 
floor study

"The Pulitzer is very strange because 
you know you've won it over people." 
she said "Of course you want to wui It's 
just so bred in everybody. But it's a little 
unpleasant to realize you have to win 
over somebody

“ It's a great honor It's second only. I 
guess, to the Nobel, and it's the only (lit­
erary) pnze in this country that's worth 
anything But it dilutes it a little bit to 
have to win it over somebody "

Today. Miss Grau uses a bulky type­
writer she bought 14 yean ago with her 
Pulitzer money to crank out a novel ev­
ery three years

"When you work completely by your­
self. you have to set arbitrary limits." she 
said "If you don't, nobody else will and 
you'll never do anything ^  I set a book 
every three y ean "

In the 22 yean since she started writing 
seriously. Miss Grau has kept her three- 
year average. She wrote “The Black 
Pnnee and Other Stories” in 1955. fol­
lowed by her fint novel. "Hard Blue 
Sky," in 1958 and "The House on Colise­
um Street" in 1961

"Keepen of the House" was next and 
then it was seven yean until Miss Grau 
came out with “The Condor Passes "

"My fourth child blew it," said the 48-

year-old brunette. “KathiTM to tint mii*- 
ing book ”

But Miss Grau caught op. She wrote 
"The Wind Shifting West” in 1673. just 16 

months after "The Condor Passes.”  Her 
latest book is "Evidence of Love,” pub­
lished early this year 

"The arbitrary rule to all kind of silly, 
but you have to pot marks on your wort 
or the days just all blend together," she 
said. "You can just have to  much fun 
working that you don't really put itiiil 
out So I set three yean for abook "

Miss Grau also sets arbitrary houn to 
write each day. She spends from 9 a.iiL to 
3 p m locked in her study while her hus­
band works downstain in his office.

"He’s a writer of pbiloapby — things 
like metaphysics, technical philosophy 
and logic," Mtos Grau said. "I r ^ y  
don't read many of his books because 
most of them arc just too technical. My 
math doesn't keep up with them.”

Miss Grau and her husband have been 
married since shortly after she wrote her 
fin t book and she uses her maiden name 
only in her arriting.

"I did that because I already had the 
fint book o u t"  she said. “ I use my bus- 
band's name for everything else, but I'd 
just as soon not give it out. Anyone who 
wanted it could fuid i t  but most people 
won't bother."

Miss Grau and her husband have four 
children, two of whom live at home. The 
oldest daughter is attending Rice Univer­
sity this fall. The oldest son goes to a sec­
ondary school in Florida 

"During the day I can sit in my study 
and have my only little quiet isolated 
thoughts, but once the kids are home for­
get I t . "  she said "You know women's lib 
has never hit this house Whatever crisu 
comes up. I have to lake care of it.”

But there are fewer crises these days 
The youngest child is mne and tlunp  arc 
often quiet around the bouse 

"I m still fond, though, of going up to 
my study snd slamming the door,” said 
Miss Grau. "I don't like uproar. I like ev­
erything in order. I’m nine-tenths scholar

It always has been my feeling that pho­
to Ians who are familiar xnth or do their 
own darkrtwm work get an extra mea­
sure of pleasure and satisfaction out of 
their photography At the same Ume. 
there is a valid argument for many sen- 
ous amateur and freelance photogra- 
phen to have their darkroom work done 
by a reputable custom lab 

A photographer who finds creative joy 
m working with films and pnnts not only 
gams satisfaction, but some photographic 
knowledge It can be a learning ezpen 
ence as you see whether your exposures 
arc good or somewhat under-or overex 
posed You learn to ' read' the nega 
trves. and they become a guide for future 
shooting

However, other photographen find 
that darkroom work becomes drudgery 
To them the creatinty invohed in proc­
essing and printing does not make up for 
the chores m muiing solutions, waging 
trays and cleaning up for each darkroom 
session They can learn to “ read" nega­
tives by studying the results from a lab 

Then there’s the matter of costs. It cer­
tainly costs much less to procesa and 
print your own pictures — once you have 
set up a darkroom

"rhat's the catch, u y  the proponents for 
custom lab work — the cost of setting up 
the darkroom You don’t uve as much as 
you think if you count in the imtial cost of 
the equipment enlarger, dryer, sinks, 
trays, tanks, chemicals, accessories and 
proper plumbing and temperature con­
trols And. to be realistic, you also should 
figure in what your own time is worth 

There s also the matter of expertise 
Can the average photographer do as good 
a job as a professional lab technician In 
processing films and making enlarge­
ments’’ Generally, no. although there al­
ways are sertous hobbyists who are u  ex­
pert u  the moat profleient proa 

Custom labs procan films by inspec­
tion. a techniqiie that most hobbyists do 
not work with Inspection can save films 
when the photographer it uncertain of or 
has miscalculated the correct expoeure 
Sometimes laepcctioe reveals that part of 
a ran of film h n  to be cut off and proc­
essed separately Sometimes some M the 
negative* have to be reduced or Intemi- 
ficd.

In custom labs, expert printen know 
and woft with difiarent papar sarface* 
and adapt different types of printing: 
bi^i-key, low-key. soft-focus or ultra- 
iharp. to the i p e i ^  type of Image being 
printed "rhey arc able to bum In and 
dodge those a reu  of a picture that re­

quire It without making it apparent in the 
finished prtnt They know bow to make 
an exhibition-type print and that there is 
a difference in the tonal quality of a print 
for newspaper reproduction and one in­
tended for magazines

Custom labs adjust their pnnting to m- 
dmdual preferences when necctaarv 
Henri Cartier-Bresson, for instance. Ins 
ista that none of the pnnta from his nega­
tives he cropped Normally. 35mm nega­
tives require cropping to fill an 8 a 10- 
inch pnnt

Ralph Baum founder of Modemagr 
Labs in New York City permitted phf>- 
lographerv to work with the lab s prtnterv 
on their first orders The trchnicians be­
came familiar with the photographer s 
feelings about cropping and tonal qualitv 
and It became standard for all his future 
work

There are some things a custom lab can 
do which hobbyists might find unpotsiblc 
— such as making mural-sized pnnta for 
exhibitions or to decorate a wall The 
home darkroom isn t likely to have the 
equipment, facilities or paper large 
eiMugh to tackle such a project

A custom lab also can provide services 
while a photographer is on an extended 
trip in this country or abroad Film  can 
be mailed to the lab at the very start to 
check camera and exposures If there are 
any problems, it ran be caught while it 
ran be corrected at the scene of shooting 
If,the photographer is on an assignment 
the custom tab can act as his office, mak­
ing and mailing prints as directed It 
processes and files his negatives as they 
come in and can prevent a massive pileup 
of processing and pnnting all at once

If the idea of finding a reputable cus­
tom lab sounds advantageous, amateur 
and freelance photographers might lake 
a lew preliminary steps in that direction 
They could start by having a lab make 
'.ome enlargements while they continue 
to process and contact print their own 
work

For best handling 35mm films usually 
are rut in strips of live frames, and 120 
films arc cut in strips ol three frames A1 
wa>s include a contact sheet with nega- 
'ives Use a yellow or red rhma-marking 
pencil to mark your iropping and print 
mg instructions on the contact set of 
pnnts Never mark or attach paper clips 
to negatives

Negatives and prints should be protect­
ed with cardboard backing larger in sue 
so there are no fraved edges If your in­
structions are clear and the lab is profes­
sional the arrangement might free you 
lor more creative shooting

When George Eastman said "You 
press the button we do the rest" he 
might have had custom labs in mind long 
before they existed

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Defense Witness Counters Gavrel’s Testimony
AMARILLO (AP) — A ex-coovict who 

shared a hotplUl room with Gut “Bub- 
ha” Gavrel testified Tbuisday he over­
heard him tell his father he did not know 
who shot him.

“ It was Cullen that done it,” he said 
the father replied. “A girl out there said 
it was. So if anybody asks you, you say it 
was.”

The witness, Tommy Jourden, said Gus 
Gavrel Sr. assured hki son that million­
aire murder defendant Cullen Davis was 
the gunman and declared,:

"Someone is going to pay for .... doing 
this.”

Gavrel, 22, who survived the murder­
ous 1976 shooting spree at Davis' Fort 
Worth mansion filed a multi-million dol­
lar personal injury suit against the de­
fendant

He testified during Davis' capital mur­
der trial he recognized Davis as his assail­
ant in the split second the gunman 
whirled on a vralkway outside the man­
sion and shot him in the chest.

The defendant’s estranged wile, Pris­
cilla, 36, was also wounded in the gunfire 
that killed her daughter Andrea, 12, and 
Mrs. Davis’ lover, Stan Farr, 30.

Davis is on trial only for the shooting of 
the young girl.

Jourden, currently unemployed and liv- 
mg in Fort Worth, testified Thursday he 
was sharing a cubicle in the mtensive

care unit with Gavrel during the houn 
after the shootuigs.

He said the elder Gavrel entered the 
room and asked his son what bad hap­
pened and if he knew who shot him.

"No, sir, 1 don't,” Jourden quoted Gav­
rel as saying. "It all happened too quick 
and it was dark and I didn’t see who it 
was.”

It was then, Jourden said, that he elder 
Gavrel told Bubba that “ a girl out 
there," said it was Davis.

The girl was not identified, but presum­
ably it was Gavrel’s date that night.

Jourden said the crippled Gavrel later 
told him personally he did not know the 
identity of the gunman and that he, Jour­
den, replied: "You know, if this rich man 
shot you, you are going to be a rich man 
yourself. You can file suit."

He quoted Gavrel as saying, “ you 
know. 1 guess you are right. 1 haven't 
thought about that.”

Prosecutors brought out under cross- 
examination that it was some four 
months after the shootings that Jourden, 
through his ex-wife LaVon, contacted au­
thorities about the conversation.

Jourden denied, however, that he and 
LaVon came forward, as a prosecutor 
suggested "for the purpose of bettering 
yourself financially.”

Although not brought out in court, 
Jourden was convicted in 1964 of break-

A Fort Worth policeman and a former 
ambulance attendant both tesUfied pre­
viously they had asked Gavrel at the 
mansion who it was that shot him and 
both said he replied: "I don't know ”

In testimony Thursday morning, a 
young nurse testified in violation of an 
order by the judge that she overheard 
Gus Gavrel say he thought Cullen Davis 
was weanng a "disguise” when he shot 
him.

Responding to a defense question, Bri- ' 
tish-bom Paula Cocknim, 26, told the ju-
ry:

"He stated that he knew it was Cullen 
Davis who shot him because he recog­
nized his voice. But he said he didn’t see 
him because it was too dark.

“He also stated that he thought there 
was a disguise.”

The Fort Worth nurse was repeating 
testimony she gave outside the presence 
of the jury Wednesday and trial judge 
George Dowlen ruled that the second 
statement was too vague to be admissi­
ble

Dowlen again sent the jury out and 
Mrs Cockrum explained that she did not 
intentionally volunteer inadmissible tes­

timony but that she believed she was sim­
ply responding to the question 

Prosecutors sought t block both state­
ments because Gavrel had testified he 
visually recognized Davis and made no 
mention of voice identity or a disguise.

The move, mandated by Coofrcaa with no time (or pnbtte ccw neiit. it the latest 
round in a light matching the d ^  industry and a rahKtaat USDA against soaM iw  
cream makcn and the Food and Drag AdminiitratioD.

The ice cream maken earlier this year asked the FDA to let them mhititate eaS' 
eio for the more expensive milk byproducts normally seed ia ice cream. Caarin, a 
protein that can be extracted from milk, often is ns^ in cheese and la wallpapar 
paste.

Dairy state congressmen countered by passing legWatiOB requiring USDA to de­
velop a standard for ice cream that excludes caseinates and to provide an idantify- 
ing symbol for this ice cream.

That way, sponsors said, consumen would know that the ice cream contained no 
casein.

Agriculture Secretary Bob Bcrgland, noting be bad no choice but to issue the new 
standard, said he still wants consumen to tell biro if they teould like an offidai 
grading system for ice cream that would reflect not only ingredients but also quali­
ty

CAMBRIDGE. Mass (AP) -  He is 74 
and loves to demonstrate his "double 
piddler hydraulic happening machine.”

It consists of two rubber tubes that 
pump water into a simple plastic tub. 
When the lights are on, the gadget looks 
suspicious. But when the lights are off, 
thousands of tiny water droplets are visi­
ble. shattering onto the bottom of the tub 
in all directions.

The effect is created by a strobe that 
emits flashes of light at speeds so high 
that the eye can't detect them. Only the 
water droplets are visible.

The "happening machine” was created 
by Dr Harold E Edgerton, the world fa­
mous Massachusetts Institute of Technol­
ogy professor who pioneered the devel­
opment of the stroboscope in high-speed 
and stop-action photography.

His achievements include the design of 
specialized instruments in many fields. 

' ranging from underwater photography to 
aerial reconnaissance 

Applying the principle of his strobe 
flash to sound. Edgerton devised an ul­
trasonic probing technique for making 
two dimensional pictures of the layers of 
rock and sediment beneath the ocean 
floor

The strobe emits a tremendously bright 
light and flashes so quickly it can 
"freeze ' details of movement otherwise 
invisible or blurred to the human eye 

"See how useless the eye is’’" he says

"close-end"

Mutual funds arc "open-end" ; that is. 
they are prepared to sell more shares 
when investon want them, and redeem 
(hem when that is desired. They are not 
traded on any exchange. You buy from 
(he fund, sell to the fund.

Closed-end funds are traded on the 
stock exchanges and over-the-counter 
and bought and sold by investors just as 
are the corporate shares of railroads, util­
ities, oils, etc.

You should know by now that this col­
umn doesn't recommend stocks, but a re­
cent study by the Stock Elxchange firm of 
Wayne Hammer & Co. gives some statis­
tics on nine closed-end investment com­
panies listed on the Big Board.

the North American trade.

Even confirmed landlubbers would 
have to agree there are few better ways 
of escaping from the daily rat race than a 
leisurely voyage aboard a cruise ship with 
all the amenities of home — and more.

And each year U.S. and foreign-flag 

shipping companies offer hundreds of 
cruises and itineraries for vacationists 
seeking relaxation, as well as those in 
search of fun In the sun and the adven­
ture of visiting exotic faraway places with 
strange sounding names.

Roller Furling Wrinkle Means 
New Set To Yachtsmen’s Jibs

NEW YORK (UPI) -  A new wrinkle in 
roller furling could bring about a time 
and labor saving revolution for uiling 
yachtsmen.

Nearly all new sailboats on the market 
now have roller furling beadsails that 
wrap around a luff wire or rod like a 
tightly wrapped umbrella. To set the jib. 
you pull it out something like pulling 
down a window shade

Some cruising sailors even use loose­
footed roller furling mainsails bent to a 
luff wire or rod behind the mast instead 
of directly to a sail track on the mast.

This setup saves the tune and labor of 
hoisting sails by halyards. It means no­
body has to go upon the bow to hank jibs 
or genoas to the headstay — and to get

them down — and H isn't necessary to 
weathercock the boat by turning it direct­
ly into the wind to spread the mainsaii. 
It's a heck of a lot safer than wrestUng 
with large expanses of canvas that tend to 
get away from you and go over the side in 
the drink if the wind is strong.

It is even possible to get slotted luff 
rods, making It possible to change sails in 
reasonable lime on these vertical furling 
rigs. It wouldn’t be any great trick to de­
sign a luff wire with swaged hooks or 
rings at intervals so sail changes could be 
made by hanking the sails to these fixed 
rings.

Sugar b ^ ts  and cotton offer two 
bright spots in an otherwise dismal farm 
situation in 1977. Grain farmers have 
been faced with severly depressed yields 
and markets.

Hot weather in mid-July, which 
proved a boon to the limited cotton

acreage here, was the downfall of area 
com and grain sorghum crops.

Some com failed to pollinate under 
blistering heat and yields have fallen far 
short of the 10,000 pound per acre mark 
which had become common in recent 
years.

John Fuston executive director of the 
Agricultural Stabilization and Conserva­
tion Service office said the county's av­
erage com yield could plummet to a low 
of 4,000 pounds per acre after the coun­
ty's total acreage is taken into considera­
tion

CONFIDENCE THAT COTTON WILL CONTINUE to be a vital force in the 
marketplace was voiced Thursday by National Cotton Council president Jack G 
Stone

Speaking to the National Knitwear Association at its meeting at Scottsdale. 
Arix., the California cotton grower singled out excessive government regula­
tions as the major problem confronting the industry.

But he pointed out "The long arm of government regulation is reaching into 
every business in America today, and that includes the business of farming "

Stone said regulatory agencies apparently are "here to sUy " and that industry 
and agriculture are going to have to learn to "live with or live in spite o f " some 
degree of government regulation from here on out.

Cautious Optimism Expressed 
By Oriental Textile Officials

THE STRUGGLE TO BRING COMMON SENSE and reason into the regula­
tory decision-malung process must continue. Stone emphasized, and efforts also 
must be made to arouse the public

"We need to let consumers know what's happening, and show them what 
over-regulation means to them in terms of increased taxes, higher prices for 
products, and fewer products to choose from.”

Referring to the proposed new cotton dust standard u  by far the most serious 
problem clouding cotton's future. Stone said the industry will continue its at­
tempts to resolve the cotton dust problem regardlcu of the final standard pro- 
m ulcted

"We are determined to push ahead with research to find the unknown agent 
in cotton dust that causes byssinosis." he said "And I assure you that once the 
cause is found, we won't rest until we find ways to eliminate or control i t ”

RESEARCH STIMULATED BY AN iodustiywlde committee already is 
showing high promise for short term solutions to the problem, and Stone said 
much progress can be made within the next year or two.

Regarding flammability. Stone noted that the Consumer Product Safety Com­
mission proposes to change the sleepwear standard to allow untreated synthetic 
fiber products which igmte. melt, and drip to pass 

These garments would significantly increase the risk of injury above that of 
flame^etardant cottons

The cotton udustry opposes this modificatioo of the standard to allow un­
treated synthetics but not untreated cottons to pass the test 

Stone also pointed out that the cotton industry had tried unsuccessfully to ob- 
tam exemption for close-fitting kmt garments when sleepwear standards were 
first being considered

"WE FEEL THAT THESE GARMENTS ARE NOT dangerous and. further­
more. we believe the consumer is entitled to freedom of choice." he added 

The CPSC now has proposed to exempt sleepwear in sues zero to one If It 
does, then untreated cotton kmts could be used in that size range 

As u) the cotton dust situation, the industry is pushing ahead with research In 
this area and is determined to develop the most efficient and economical flame- 
retardant finishes for cotton that can be found.

A tno of Far Eastern textile officials 
here Thursday expressed mued opinions 
concerning industry recovery in their re­
spective countries but all agreed that a 
healthy world economy and freer access 
to export markets for their finished 
goods are of prime importance

The representatives of Hong Kong. 
Malaysian and Taiwanese textile firms 
were part of a group of 28 persons from 
11 nations that purchased about 3 5 mil­
lion of the 4 8 million bales of U S cot­
ton shipped overseas last year

The group spent two days visiting cot­
ton production, marketing and research 
facilities on the High Plains during a 
two-week tour of the U S Cotton Belt 
The annual trip was sponsored by the U 
S Department of Agriculture's Foreign 
Agriculture Service and the National 
Cotton Council

Wellington M K Lo. assistant manag­
er of The Textile Corp of Hong Kong 
Ltd . noted that the spinning and weav­
ing industry in that country is "in a de­
pressed state at the moment" as it is in 
other countries

However, business has been improving 
in recent weeks, he added, although he 
said the greatest improvement may 
come late next year

"We hope that by the latter part of 
1978 the world economy nuy be steady 
again and U S. markets may be revived 
so that countries like Hong Kong. Tai­
wan. Japan. Singapore and Malaysia can 
have a better market for their fabrics." 
he remarked

Lo pointed out that Hong Kong has 
"quite a large proportion of export quo­
tas" on goods for u le  to the the United 
States and the European Economic 
Community (EEC) He expressed a de­
sire for a favorable outcome in negotu- 
tions between textile importing and ex­
porting nations now underway in Switz­
erland

The general manager of a Taiwanese 
firm was not quite optimistic about the 
possibility of iridustry recovery next year 
in that country

John C H Yang, with Wan Yuan Tex­
tiles Co., Ltd , foresaw no improvement 
in 1978. because many mills "are still us­
ing high-pneed cotton that was bought 
earlier

He said some mills purchased relative­
ly expensive cotton in 1974 and have 
laced lower prices for finished goods 
since then

" The industry has suffered for three 
years. " said Yang "I don't see any 
bright future in the market "

The textile official added, however, 
that for mills that did not make earlier 
purchases of higher-pneed raw cotton, 
1978 could be a year for recovery

The main facton that will permit such 
a recovery will be an improved world 
economy and lower impori bamers to 
the United States and the EEXT. he u id

Yang u id  Taiwan currently is working 
to extend its market' into eastern Africa 
and eastern Europe

A pioneer of Malaysian textile opera­
tions, David N W Lee. chairman of 
South Pacific Textile Industries B hd, 
noted that many companies had come 
into the textile business there within the 
last Bve years

“The textile market was good In 1971 
and 1974," he said, and the Industry ex­
panded. But tome people became in-
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volved who knew nothing about it and 
have faced two years of economic reces­
sion in which demand for textile 
slumped

But Lee, a 3&-year veteran of textile 
manufacturing, said there are positive 
forces in Malaysia that do not exist in 
other Far Eastern nations 

He said the relatively small country of 
about 12 million people has a strong eco­
nomic and political system, largely 
maintained by exports of Un. rubber, 
palm oil and timber 

Commodity Credit Corp credits and 
Public Law 480 aid from the United

States are not available in Malaysia. Lee 
said

However, the use of such funds re­
quires the purchase of U S cotton at 
whatever prices prevail, said Lee, add­
ing that Malaysia now is free to buy 
from whatever countries offer the best 
sales opportunities

From a personal standpoint. Lee said 
he prefers to buy "clean. U S cotton" 
because his mills operate with open-end 
spinning frames But he said price com­
petition from Brazil and Pakistan, which 
produce comparable qualities of cotton. 
IS keen

Rural Home Quality 
Upgrading Stressed

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The quality 
of rural housing has improved signifi­
cantly conditions in cities and suburban 
areas

And the gains in housing conditions 
have not been shared equally by all sec­
tors of the population, with blacks, the 
poor and the elderly occupying a dispro­
portionate share of substandard dwell­
ings

The conclusions were drawn in an ag- 
nculture department report on changes 
in the rural housing situation during the 
past 28 years

Between 1950 and 1975, the numbq{ of 
housing units in the United States in­
creased 71 per cent, compared with a 42 
per cent hike in the available while pop­
ulation grew 21 per cent

But quantity alone cannot measure 
housing progress, and USDA economists 
say there has been a dramatic improve­
ment in the quality of American dwell­
ings since 1950

A su b s tan d a rd  housing  u n it is one  
w hich  IS d ila p id a te d  o r  lacks e ith e r  ho t 
ru n n in g  w a ter , a flu sh  to ile t o r a b a th tu b  
o r show er

Between 1950 and 1975, the number of 
persons in substandard housing dropped 
from more than 15 milion to less than 4 
million

Business recessions cut into the ex­
panding housing industry in 1958 and 
1957. and the recession of 1974 and 1975 
sent housing construction skidding The 
1974-75 recession was particularly hard 
on mobile home construction, and ihis 
was felt more in rural areas where m-v 
bile homes make up a larger share of to­
tal housing

Government assistance has played a 
major part in improving housing for 
Americans by making credit more readi­

ly available Since the early 1970s, econ­
omists said, the government has helped 
finance the construction of about one- 
fourth of all units built in rural America

Loans from the Farmers Home Ad­
ministration were available only to new 
units a year But expansions of the pro­
grams to include rural nonfarm house­
holds have boosted the totals to 77.000 
new uruts a year

Types of loans have also been expand­
ed to include home repair, rural rental 
housing and farm labor housing

But better housing conditions brought 
about by bigger incomes, more new 
homes and government help have not 
benefited all Americans equally

During the 25-year period, housing 
conditions for rural bladis did not im­
prove as rapidly as lot whites By 1975. 
black hcuseholdt occupied a sharply 
higher proportion of all substandard 
housing in rural America even though 
their share of rural housing units was 
small

However, the report pointed out that 
in 1950. 96 per rent of black housing out­
side of metropolitan areas was substand­
ard. and by 1975. the figure had dropped 
to about 11 per cent

The aged and the poor also have not 
shared equally in better housing condi­
tions

People over 65 occupy far more hous­
ing units than 25 yean ago and an even 
larger proportion of substandard housing 
units in both country and city areas

The USDA attributed the increase to 
the growing number of elderly persons 
who are heads of households and live ei­
ther alone or share a home with people 
other than relatives

from only one farmer ail othen having 
completed com harvest. He added that 
milo harvesting is in the vicinity of 98 
per cent complete.

"Milo yields are down 25 to 30 per 
cent this year, just like the com ,' said 
Artho. "I would estimate an average 
yield of 5,000 to 6,000 pounds per acre 
for irrigated milo.

"The quality and test weight were 
good and the sun kept the moistuio-level 
about where it needed to be. In fact this 
is one of the finest harvests I have seen 
in my 12 years here (in regard to weath­
er) but It sure wasn't where yields are 
concerned," he added 

Artho said com yields ran anywhere 
from 1.500 pounds per acre up lo 11,000 
pounds per acre, and that estimating an 
"average" com yield for this meager 
com production year would be difficult 
task. I

A spokesman for Pitman Grain of 
Hereford said his firm also is on the 
verge of completing this year's harvest 

"Some of the milo farmen are waiting 
for a frost so they can finish up their 
late milo. Once that comes along, we 
will be through in a hurry" he said.

The official pointed out that soybean 
harvesting was completed in short order, 
and the final two loads amved Tuesday 

"It just wasn't much of a year for any 
gram crop, as bean yields were off in 
comparikon to com and milo. The test 
weights on beans were running heavy at 
58-57 pounds and the beans were of good 
quality but there simply weren't enough 
of them," he added 

"The com market has climbed a few 
cents the last week or so, and right now. 
any price in-rease is encouraging We 
just hope the com market keeps going 
right on up." said the spokesman 

Gene King of Easter Grain dlB  that 
gram harvestinj; is "totally wrapped up " 
in that community to the south of Here­
ford

"Our yields in this area were off about 
30 per cent on com and milo," King 
said He extimated com yields at 5.500 
to 6.000 pounds

A spokesman for daim Co-Op lo the 
east of Hereford said that "a few strag- 
glen are still bringing com in, " but add­
ed that the nujor rush of harvesting was 
already completed

While this year's grain crop u  out of 
the fields for the moat part, a number of 
farmers are still waiting to harvest what 
may be their best crop this year 

A number of fie l^  are snow white 
with cotton But the leaves are still on 
those plants and lull scale harvesting 
will wait until a hard freeze disposes of 
them

Marvin Payne of Hereford Farmers 
Gin Inc u id  that early cotton yields are 
extremely encouraging 

"We are beginning to get a little cot­
ton in One 14-acre field made 21 bales, 
and a 20-acre block made thirty-five 500- 
pound bales Most of the cotton will 
probably yield a bale to a bale and a half 
per acre," he estimated

Payne reported that his firm has al­
ready gm n^ 250 bales of cotton, with 
the big harvest rush still coming.

"We'U see a lot of cotton harvesting 
activity after our fint frost. Most larm- 
en  are pretty srell pleased with the out­
look for their crop and the prospect of a 
45<ent per pound m arket," Payne em- 
phasued

Prospects for good sugar content

Pumpkin Enterprise
FLOYDADA (UPI) — Farmer B. A. Robertson has had hard luck with his 

pumpkins the last couple of years, and the folks who prefer plastic jack o’lan- 
tems to the real thing aren’t helping to change It.

In a good year, Robertson grows 20,000 pounds of pumpkins an acre. A fungus 
last year reduced the yield to 15,000 pounds. A late beat wave that moved acroa 
the flat High Plains burned the young fruit this year, reducing his harvest to 12,- 
000 pounds an acre.

'”niis year I didn’t have the fungus, and I thought I was coasting aloi^. Then 
this thing (heat) hit me. I was getting things in there that are undesirable,” be 
said.

And now, at age 73, Robertson isn’t sure the back-straining work in the hot 
West Texas sun is worth the effort anymore. "I don’t know." be said. "One 
more of them (a bad year) is all I can take.”

Produce buyers agree the harvest of West Texas pumpkins has been reduced 
this season because of the weather.

"The quality of the pumpkins is not as good u  it has been," said A.C. Fulton 
of Furr’s Supermarkets in Lubbock

"It’s due to this extreme hot weather," said Roy Bowen, produce buyer for 
Shop Rile Foods Inc. in Lubbock. "They burned up before they matured."

But the buyers also say modem shoppers grown conditioned to quick and easy 
meals aren’t as interested in pumpkins as they once were.

"To be frank, 1 think they’re getting lazy," said Bowen. "It’s a lot easier to 
open a can or buy a paper jadt o’lantem."

"It think that’s rijpit," said Robertson. "I think they’re buying these plastic, 
artificial pumpkins."

Robertson doesn’t want to offend any of his customcn who still cling to the 
Halloween tradition of carving ghoulish jack-o’-lantems Instead of shipping the 
pumpkins to them, he now makes the buyers come to him.

"I Just wouldn’t send them a load. I u id  you come out and look at these 
pumpkins.”

One buyer’s faith In Robertson’s green thumb was jaded when he looked at 
the witliedng orange pumpkins. “ I just didn’t believe you could grow that kind 
of pumpkin,” the man uid.

ThMC may well be chauvinistic state­
ments but they are also proving to be 
myths, ss —«g*«»*riin[ mearcfa indicates 
that there are certain physical joits which 
either sex can or cannot perform well 
and that even among males and females 
there are certain Jobs which one individu­
al can perform and others cannoL

The research is being conducted by 
Drs. M. M. Ayonb and Jerry D. Ramsey 
of T eas  Tech's Industrial Engineering 
Department Ayonb is studying, among 
other things male and female perform­
ance, while Ramsey is concerned with 
environmental effects in work situatians.

"In a simple comparison, a female’s ca­
pacity is to per cem that of a male when 
it comes to manual handling of loads, but 
females are better at estimating the 
amount of weight they can lift from their 
past experiences. In Jobs involving dex­
terity, fine mampulation or precision, as 
in micro-eicctronics, females are better 
than males,’* Ayoub explained.

The question is: who can do what kind 
of srark, under what conditioos and for 
bow lon^

A piooeer in the field and a nationally 
recogntsed authonty on ergonomics, also 
called biotechnology, Texas Tech is en­
gaged in finding answers to this question.

"As more and more females enter the 
armed services, there will be questiom of 
finding suitable Jobs for males as well as 
females. Private udustry will also be 
faced with siniilar questions as an in­
creasing number of women apply for

blue collar Jobs traditionally assigned to 
men,” Ayoub, who b  also director of 
Tech’s I ^ t u t e  for Biotechnology, ci- 
plained.

"There are some SOO different types of 
Jobs within the Air Force. We are match­
ing the type of work with strength, physi­
cal work capacity, or stamina, and siae of 
the individual, the ultimate objective 
being to improve human performance 
and productivity in blue collar Jobs," Ay­
oub explained.

B esite  human performance and prod­
uctivity the research also will help reduce 
industrial irquries, such as back injuries 
caused by manual handling of loads.

Biotechnolagical research also b  find­
ing effects of heat, wind and humidity 
stress outdoor as well as indoor situa­
tions. Ramsey b  investigating these ef­
fects.

"Using a technique called the Wet 
Globe Bulb Temperature we can specify 
various sets of ’tdeal’ conditions for labor 
Jobs,” Ramsey said.

Radutioa from a beat source, whether 
it be a furnace or the direct light from the 
sun, natural or induced humidity, and 
wind can individually or collectively pro­
duce physiological responses that affect 
an em p ire 's  performance, Ramsey said

It b  difficult to set individual degrees 
of temperature, humidity and radiation 
that can be called "ideal" because it b  
the combined effect of these factors plus 
the metabolic or internally generated 
heat that affect human performance The 
WGBT method b  assumed to represent 
all these thermal factors in combination

Ramsey has served as chairman of the 
Standards Advisory Committee on Heat 
Stress of the Ocimpational Safety and 
Health Administration.

LOS ANGELES (APi — In case you ha­
ven't noticed, something called punk 
rock is going around It gives some peo­
ple green hair and has been known to 
cause headaches in others 

The people with the green hair are 
those who've caught the punk contagion 
and like it; members of the Blank Gener­
ation. teen-aged reckless riders of the 
New Wave. Folks with the headaches are 
those who've heard punk rock and don t 
like It. but think they should 

Punk rock — loud, fast and simple — is 
a reaction to the elaborate spinnings of 
musical fancy being churned out by the 
pop music establishment It is. those in 
the know say. an expression of the listless 
1970s. a musical style bom of lynk'isin 
and alienation The '60s gave us Elvis and 
the greasers, the '60s the Beatles and hip 
pies The '70s give us punk, with its con 
( umitant sociology of dnlnkenes^. apathv 
and anarchy, and the plain old fun ul bus 
ing green or orange hair dye and dressing 
up funny to shock the old folks 

Ever since Elvis swayed in with Iik 
sensual sneer and black leather jacket 
giving kids the thrill of liking musu that 
scared their folks, pundits have engaged 
in a vigilant search for bellwether devel 
opmenls in teen age music A lot of them 
missed the txut with the Beatles and 
they didn't want to get caught again 

The result has been the payment ol in 
ordinant attention to the various twists 
and turns taken in the evolution of the art 
fonn known as rock and roll You may 
remember a certain fellow who adorned 
the cover of two national news magazines 
.It the same time two summers ago 
Bruce Springstein proved not to be the 
r<H k messiah

You may also rememlier l.i-t vear s 
hreworks over reggae the Caribbean 
b«‘at Whatever happened to reggae'“

And disco, although a definite musiial 
trend of the 70s. can hardly bo consi 
dered a new rock fomi It is merely re 
pji-kaged soul Irom the '6(E and RAB 
before ih.il

So here we have punk At first it

seemed just a new form of shock rock — 
w hich hasn t been disproven — but when 
crowds started to gather at New York' 
CBGB club to hear the stuff, the predic­
tions started rolling Los Angeles picked 
up on punk, and the Whiskey club be­
came a haven for West Coast punkers 
"It s gotta be important, one rock writ­
er said, "you ve got a Sunset Strip scene 
again"

Lovers of the form took heart when the 
giants in the record industry began to pay 
attention to the punk, or new wave, 
bands There was a stampede to sign 
some groups, and it seemed like punk 
might be king

Well, is punk rock the ultimate exprc' 
Mon of the musical soul of the 70s’’ Could 
be But there are some signs that the new 
wave will quickly grow old and that 
jiunk. alas, is junk

Perhaps the most ominous ol these 
•■igiis IS the lait so many people think 
Ituit punk well stinks Not just the 
1 hrome-do^le^ who think all rr¥k music 
IS bad. but folks who should have a little 
more resp«-l for the stufi if it s going to 
be the biggest musical statement ol a 
generation

Note Harvey Kubernick. West Coa't 
writer lor England s biggest rixk maga 
/me Melixly Maker, says he has been 
writing about punk for more than a year 
He follows It analyzes it writes about it. 
but here are some of his random personal

Strangely enough, the bizarre aspects 
of punk — the weird dress and rebellious 
behavior that go with the sound — do not 
figure into the music's prominent criti-

Mirtin seems to enjoy the changes and 
the opportunities that they could open. 
He's written a movie script called “Easy 
Money” and hopes to ^  it produced 
soon There are the records, and there's 
the concert tour that will keep him on the 
road through most of the year. He also 
writes about K  per cent of his material 

Martin said of his busy schedule. 
“Right now we're really concentrating on 
the record, trying to make it successful 
Then if the records really start hitting. I 
can sort of cut back on the performing 
and sUrt concentrating on movies. " 

Martin's act sbooU out at an audience 
He changes tempo quickly, pausing, then 
coming back with a fast linie or a new rou­
tine He'll throw out a line like.

day the actress is purely unintentional.

Off screen. Miss Holiday bears little re­
semblance, physical or intellectual, to 
the man-hungry, wise-cracking waitress 
of CBS’s “Alice.”

Once the red wig and the makeup come 
off and the rewed-up Southwestern ac­
cent fades. Miss Holliday, with shoulder- 
length brown hair, is an extremely attrac­
tive woman. Much more so than Flo, 
whose appeal seems to be mainly to dust­
eating truck driven wbo've worked up an 
appetite on the road.

Along with Linda Lavin, Beth Howland 
and Vic Tayback, she is one of the de- 
noens of Mel’s Diner on the outskirts of 
Phoenix. The series, now in its second 
year, is firmly established in the front 
ranks of the Nielsen ratings. It is seen at 
9:30 p.m. EST Sundays.

“ Flo’s basically a very good person, ” 
said Miss Holliday. “She’s had a lot of

bad luck, bad luck in choosing men. She’s 
limited by not having a good education, 
but she’s doing what she can. She’s an ex­
cellent waitress.

“She talks about men, like she’s using 
men, but she’s being used. She keeps get­
ting taken in. Mostly, her talk u  a facade. 
Even if she didn’t have a date the night 
before she comes into the diner and says, 
‘Boy, did I have a swinging time lu t  
night.’ It gets her through the day.”

Flo is a much more rounded character 
than she was in the movie, “Alice 
Doesn’t Live Here any More,” on which 
the series is based. Part of that is due to 
Miss Holliday, who immediately began 
constructing a real life for Flo once she 
was cast in the pilot.

“I said it sounds like she might be di­
vorced.” she said. “ I told that to the 
producers and they picked up on it and 
decided she had been married three 
times.

Miss Holliday, who grew up in Child-

enburg, Ala., remembered the clay track 
at nearby Talladega and decided Flo's 
first husband was probably a stock car 
driver.

“I used a lot from my growing up in Al­
abama.” said Miss Holliday, who lost 
most of her own accent after 12 years on 
the stage in New York.

“1 knew a lot of women like her,” she 
said. “Good, hard working, usually sup­
porting about su  kids A lot of other peo­
ple know someone like her and can iden­
tify with her. She's not a complainer. 
She’s not a philosopher. She’s action-ori­
ented. which is probably how she ended 
up getting married three times.”

Her third husband was on a recent 
show, and in that one he was younger 
than Flo. who is in her early 4ds. “She 
was probably trying to recapture her lost 
youth in that marriage." said .Miss Holli­
day.

He's never done radio drama before

geonhole ’’

York IS doing his best not to be pigeon­
holed After a senes of big-name. big- 
mooey movies — “Cabaret’’ with Los 
Mumelli. “Murder on the Orient Ex­
press ” with Albert Finney arxl Lauren 
Bacall — he IS turning back to the small 
screen

" I’ve suddenly rediscovered television 
I've done several things for the BBC re­
cently. the kuid of t h i ^  you can't do in 
film." York said

“The pilot described her only as ’a 
brassy, bleached blonde.' which I’m 
not." she said “ I just didn't think they 
would try to achieve the character 
through makeup ”

She said she auditioned for the role in 
New York. “I guess what caught their at­
tention was that I had the only real 
Southern accent they'd heard that day, " 
she said

“After I got over my amazement 1 had 
a blonde wig made in New York but it 

.didn’t work nght I ended up with a red 
wig from the CBS makeup department ’’

She said she devoted attention to the 
hair because waitresses, all attired alike

It's a hermit-Uke existence for the Duf- 
fietds There's no running srater, tele­
phone or electricity Water comes from a 
nearby desert spring — 10 gallons at a 
time Ray charges diggen five bucks a 
day to poke through the rubble, looking 
lor that big find

He has his already — a 1.7M carat opal, 
still uncut, rum or^  to be worth thou­
sands He says it's the biggest anywhere 
It draws oohs and aahs at most rock 
shows The people who work his mine 
stipulate they will sell a larger find to 
him lor $6(X) maximum

I do that to protect the value of my 
gem.' said Duffield. He said he wouldn't 
part with the rock unless he finds a big­
ger one — or unlerts he's offered the right 
amount of money

Opals are used m jewerty-making They 
are found m ordinary-looking rocks 
When you split a rock open you find out if 
you have an opal

I ts  just like a slot machine Some­
times people find the right rocks, some­
times they don t. he said 

The quickest way to get to the Little Jo 
bv car IS vu Reno, past Pyramid Lake 
out into one of the most remote and rug­
ged areas Nevada has to offer, out where 
utility poles signs and water are sparse 

The most visible wildlife is the buzzard 
It s a four-wheeler s paradise When you 
look on the horizon of the desert, you ex 
pect to see a wagon tram led by Ward 
Bond

Once to Gerlach, population maybe 
IjO. you head out into the desert 40 
miles to Black Rock Point The nearest 
neighbon are in Gerlach.

Diggers are advised to make the trek in 
the spring and summer When the storms 
rome vehicles often bog dosm m the de-
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sert lake bed which must be crotted to 
get to the mine, t h o ^  the lake bed road 
is pleasant whim firm. Mountain roads 
which must be driven are like something 
out of a television commercial showing 
how much punishment a tire can take.

People from as far away as New York 
City have visited the Littke Jo. But most 
come from the West. One busy weekend 
there were more than IIW diggen probing 
the rubble

Duffleld IS a lutive of Camden, N J .  He 
eventually settled in Nevada's capital. 
Carson City, where he worked as a state 
highway designer Then he went into the 
desert.

I am a loner I love it out here It s a 
bit more of a problem for my wife, but 
she IS getting to like it.

We play chess and cards and listen to

radio talk shows. There is always some­
thing to do and we keep busy. Now I dig 
in the mine every other day We are com­
ing to town once a week, but that is get­
ting old. I think we'll stretch it out to 
once every two weeks,” he said.

NEW YORK (UPI) -  When it comes 

to airliner tccuhty, no news is good 
news.

Only a few years ago travelers would 
yoke about “ flight 0001. leaving New 
York for Miami — via Havana. Cuba "

In ion . several hundred unwilling trav­
elers had their flights diverted In that 
year, the worst on record for airline secu­
rity. there were 87 hijackings worldwide. 
40 of them in the United States and S3 of 
those successful

So far this year there have been 2S hi- 
jackiiy attempts worldwide, two of them 
m the United States and both of them un­
successful.

The last successful diversion of an air­
craft taking off from an American airport 
was on Sept. 10. 1976. when a group of 
Croatian nationalists hijacked an airliner 
out of New York

Even in that instance airport security 
was not at fault because it was eventually 
found that the "explosive" with which 
the CroaUans were threatening the airlin­
er was in fact just a piece of play putty

Hijackings have not been completely 
stamped ou t but the number has 
dropped dramatically since industrywide 
safety measures were introduced five 
years ago

That was when airlines and airports 
started running passengers through met­
al detectors to check for guns and other 
weapons and made the hand baggage 
search standard practice

“There's no way in the world you can 
protect yourself 100 per cent. " according 
to American Airlines spokesman David 
Fraley “ It's a fragile system but it has 
workH very well “

For those passengers who become irate 
when submitted to a body searchnor de­
lay by a magnetometer check, the air­
lines have an answer — from the presi 
dents on down, all airline executives go 
through security precautions

The situation is not quite so rosy over­
seas. as shown by the recent hijacking of 
a Japanese airliner on a flight over India

The most security-conscious airline is 
ET AL the Israeli national line El Al s ex­
tra precautions, introduced after the rash 
of hijackings by Palestinun guerrillas in 
the early 1971h. mclude a specially 
strengthened bulkhead between cockpit 
and cabin and a system of rode words 
with which cabin staff can warn the pilot 
of trouble

a hijacking is under way There have 
been several false alarms because of mal­
functions or mistakes 

Airline secunty also extends to freight 
The three airports that serve New York 

— John F Kennedy. LaCuardia and

Newark — had the worst reputation lor 
stolen freight in the 1960s 

In 1969. the three airports had 619 re­
ported freight losses, totaling $3 7 mil­
lion But by 1976 the reported losses were 
down to 2S7. worth $629,000 

The difference was the formation by

the airlines of the Airport Security Coun­
cil in 1966

An executive with the Council. John R 
Kennedy — "no relation to the airport" 
he explains — said: “What we did was 
act as a catalyst in bringing together all 
the law enforcement and security bodies

working at the three airports.
The drop in losses has come during a 

period of dramatically expanding air 
freight The volume of cargo handled at 
Kennedy, for example, rose from $9 5 bil­
lion ui 1968 to more than $21 billion in 
1976

"What we did was point out that good 
operational procedures have security 
built-in." Kennedy said. "Over the past 
nine years that has proven itself Airhne 
losses have dropped to 3 cents for every 
$1,000 of cargo handled — the lowest for

NEW BRITAIN, Conn (AP) — Kevin Dardis broke from the backfield, spot­
ted daylight and sped 99 yards for a touchdown and the longest football run of 
his life But he never heard the cheers

Instead, he looked back up the field to see if there were any penalty flap  For 
a moment, he had to postpone the exhilaration of his run so his eyes could af­
firm what he could not hear

Dardis. a 17-yetr-old junior at the American School for the Deaf, h u  captured 
several athletic records at the West Hartford School. And, although he bves in a 
silent world, he regards sports as a rewarding way to express himself

Two weeks ago he broke three records As a ha lfba^  he set a mart for the 
longest run from scnimnage and most yards rushing in a single game. 288 As a 
linebacker, the S-foot-10. MO-pound D arto made eight unassisted tackles

Last Saturday he bolted for touchdown runs of 73 and 4S yards in ASD's 24-19 
loss to Putnam

Unable to hear a word. Dardis nevertheless has become one of ASD's best 
athletes through determination and the will to srin

Last year he averaged 16 points per game to lead the baskethall team to a 194 
record and a third-place finish in the Elastem Schools for the Deaf tournament

ASD football coach Alex Slappey. who also is deaf, remarks: "He's a good kid. 
He's a real worker on the football field I've never seen him quit”

What Dardis lacks m hearuig ability be makes up snth an acute visual aware­
ness of where the ball is And that's actually the key to a successful deaf team, 
the coach uys

"We have to pay more attention to where the ball Is The kids are much better 
at using their ryes They have to be They can't hear moveroenL signals or whis­
tles "

Coaches positioned strategically along the sidelines flash signab to the play­
ers

Dardis attributes his athletic prowess to his father, James, a former football 
standout at the school Both Mr and Mrs Dardis are deaf A younger son, Jim­
my. IS the only family member who can hear

Thinking of his brother, Kevin chuckled "He used to go fishing with me all 
the time Now he wants me to help hun with basketball and football."

The former outfielder from Mobile, 
Ala., said be hasn't missed being in unl- 
foim.

CAIRO, Ejypt (UPl) -  The l»th centu 

ry English demographer Thomas Mai- 
thus noted that world population was in­
creasing faster than man's food supply. 
He predicted mass impoverislunent and 
survatkm unless the trend were checked.

Nowhere are Malthus' dire forecasts 
more likely to come true than in Egypt. 
Some would say the process has already 
begun.

With 40 million people living along the 
Nile valley, on about three per cent of 
Egypt's total land, experts agree that — 
barring large scale irrigation and fertili- 
ution of the surrounding desert — food 
production has reached its upper limit.

Between 1886 and 1927, the number of

Egyptians increased almost seven times 
faster than the land on which they lived, 
and almost two and one half times as fast 
as agricultural output.

It was not until the overthrow of King 
Farouk in 1962 that the government took 
the problem of population control seri­
ously.

"Elxperts" in the 1960s held that suc­
cessful development of industry and agri­
culture would raise the standard of living 
and induce people to limit their family 
size without government intervention.

But when this approach failed to pro­
duce any significant results after alrnost 
10 years. Carnal Abdel Nasser's govern­
ment decided to try a new tack and gave

top priority to family planning in 1964.
This effort, which lasted imtil 1973, 

ended in failure.
Or. Saad Qadalla, director of Egypt's 

Social Research Cmter and an interna­
tionally recognized cipert on family plan­
ning, said in a paper on the subject pub­
l i s h  in 1976 that the major problems 
had been a low budget, poor conceptuali­
zation, sloppy implementation and a lack 
of continuity in the program's leadership.

A reassessment of the problem by 
Egyptian officiab and international con­
sultants led to startlingly different con­
clusions.

Dr. Aziz Bindari, chairman of the 
Egypt's Population and Family Planning

Council, exemplifies one approach.
Bindari beliwes that measures aimed 

solely at reducing fertility arc doomed to 
failure.

He says nine other factors — including 
ed u d w n . the employment of women 
and Increased social welfare — win 
promote conditions in which family plan­
ning is acceptable.

What Bindari's ideas have meant in 
practice is that instead of having one 
agency in charge of family planning in 
E ^ t ,  each ministry in the government 
is charged with one aspect of the prob­
lem.

This administrative decentralization, 
with Bindari's Population and Family

Planning Coondl serving as coordinator, 
is not acconyaniad b j  an agresalve in­
centive program to tatouM the M t of eon- 
traceptlves.

Incentives typicMIy means paring so­
cial worken and vUlagen each time birth 
control pills or intta-ulerinc devices are 
Kceptad.

Gadalls drew radically different con- 
clusioos from the failure of populatioo 
control during the Nasesr years.

Cadalla believes that stronger incen­
tives, with aggressive social work and fol­
low-up procMures, are needed on a mas­
sive to Insure results.

Nicaraguan Guerrillas Hide Out 
In Costa Ricans Wild Country

SAN JOSE, CosU Rica (UPI) -  Much 
of CosU Rica's northern border is wild 
rugged country, sparsely inhabited and 
mostly unmzpped — a ready sanctuary 
for Nicaraguan guerrillas hiding out from 
Nicaragua's military forces

The guerrillas are members of the 
SandinisU National Liberation Front. 
They have been using the mounUinous, 
inaccessible border country as a refuge 
since the rebel band was formed in 1961

The same sanctuary also is enjoyed by 
cattle rustlen, smugglers, and itinerant 
farm workers

The frontier runs along the San Juan 
River from its mouth on the Caribbean 
and then along a narrow belt of land 
which follows the nver and then Lake 
Nicaragua Only at the western end of the 
border is the frontier clearly marked, 
where the Inter-American Highway 
crosses the border at Penas Blancas

Lack of men and money — and incen­
tive — make it difficult lor the CosU Ri­
can authorities to nnainUin any sort of 
reguUr frontier control

The situation is further complicated by 
the fact that hundreds of Nicaraguans

freely back and forth acron the invisible 
border.

These are some of the problems which 
face the inadequately manited CosU Ri­
can Rural Guards whenever — as hap­
pened in mid-October — a clash occurs 
between SandinisUs and the Nicaraguan 
National Guard just across the border. 
The rebels always flee or are chased into 
CosU Rican temtoiy

CosU Ricans in general do not actively 
support the SandinisUs except In ex­
treme left and communist circles where 
any revolutionary movement advocating 
violence is likely to find approval

But most CosU Ricans also do not care 
much for President Anastasio Somou, 
whom they regard as a dIcUtor and 
whose apparent stranglehold on Nicara­
gua is alien to their ideas CosU Rica is 
one of Latin America's few remaining de­
mocracies, and the Central American re­
public has no army

There is little doubt that anywhere in 
the northern Irontier region — a h e ir  
within 40 miles of the frontier — any 
SandinisU or anti-Sonnon rebel group 
could be fairly sure of receiving sympa­
thetic aid and comfort from CosU Ri­
cans

Walled City Place 
Of Misery, Rats

HONG KONG (UPI) -  Kowloon's 
Walled City is six acres of squalor con­
taining anywhere from 50.000 to 80,000 
people, a place of misery and neglect 
where rats are u  big as cats and where 
intruders are not welcome 

The Walled City terhmcally belongs to 
China but is located in Bntish-admmis- 
tered Hong Kong Jetlinen pass directly 
above it Unding at KaiUk airport 

Chances are that that is the closest 
most visiton will get to the Wailed City, 
where rats scamper along dark passage­
ways laced by open sewage canals and 
the skeleUi figures of human beinp 
blanched by heroin squat in the shadows 

Eleven yean ago. S-year-old Briton 
Jackie PuUinger, fresh from the Royal 
College of M u s k , came to the Walled Ci­
ty as a part-time missionary She has 
been there ever since 

Refused work here by a number of mis­
sionary organizations because her train­
ing was in music (oboe and pUnoi and 
her religion simply 'ChrisUan," Miss 
Puibnger set out on her own to help 
Hong Kong's morally and socUUy de­
prived

She has long since moved out of the 
Walled City to an apartment on Hong 
Kong Island but Miss PuUinger still 
makes dally visits there and to nearby re­
settlement esUles where the government 
has relocated hundreds of thousands of 
hillside squatters

"It's changed a lot." she said during a 
stroll through alleyways where vrtndows 
are shuttered behind glowing joss sticks 
and dinen cluster in fUthy street sUUs

"But there are still so many who need 
help "

sWeral old women squat in a doorway 
Miss PuUinger stopped and touched each 
on the head, uying in perfect Cantonese. 
■ Jesus loves you "

"Those women sell girls into prostitu­
tion." she said

The old women gave only a token flick­
er of recognition to U»e missionary and 
their ey«  said. "We know you're trying 
to help but it's too late "

For the past two yean. Miss PuUinger 
and two American missionaiies, Rick 
and Jean Willans, have operated two 
apartments in the fashionable mid-levels

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Inmates Earn Wages;
No Subsidies Needed

CHICAGO (UPI) -  lUinob prison in­
mates no longer make license plates, but 
they earn up to $300 a month producing a 
wide variety of other items, including cig­
arettes, soap, clothes and furniture.

Wages paid to the 800 prisonen and 120 
civilians in the Illinois Correctional In­
dustries program, including ICI Director 
Edmund H. Muth, come directly from 
the sales of the products — not out of the 
pockets of taxpayers

"We are very proud we receive no leg­
islative subsidy," Muth said. "We try to 
run it as much like real factories as possi­
ble so it is like a training program.

"The ICI program is a good opportuni­
ty to teach . . and also to address the ter- 
nble problem of idleness in prisons," he 
said.

Unlike license plates, which now can be 
produced easily and cheaply by private 
industry, items currently made in state 
prisons can be produced and sold at a 
cheaper price than comparable products 
in stores

Under state law, the prison products 
can be sold only to s^ te  and local govern­
ment agencies.

The program, near bankruptcy in the 
mid-1970s, had sales last year of $4 3 mil­
lion and a profit of $70,000 Sales this 
year are expected to be about $6 million, 
Muth u ld  Profits are invested back into 
the program.

The Menard Correctional Center at 
Chester has one of the most unusual fac­
tories in the state prison system. Inmates 
make filtered and unfiltered cigarettes 
and package them under the name Pyra­
mid. They are sold at 16 cents a pack to 
institutions, such as veterans and nursing 
homes.

"I ve been told by other people they 
taste pretty much like Camels," .Muth, a

nonsmoker, said.
Prisoners at Menard also make knitted 

garments, such as underwear and socks, 
and brooms, brushes and wax, concrete 
drain culverts and parking lot curbs, and 
they upholster furniture and maintain a 
beef, dairy and swine farm.

"We think we make the best brushes 
and brooms in the world." Muth said, ad­
ding that wax is also in great demand. 
"Just try to imagine the miles of state 
hospital and prison comdon in Illinois."

Inmate clothing is made by prisoners at 
the States'ille Correctional Center near 
Joliet. They also make furniture and all 
kinds of soap, including both deodorant 
and non-deodorant bath soap. The laun­
dry soap is “simibr in appearance to Ivo­
ry flakes." Muth said.

Lumber for the furniture factory comes 
from a timber farm at the Vienna Correc­
tional Center .Most of the other raw ma- 
tenals used in the factories are bought 
from private industry 

"We are a good customer for Illinois in­
dustry." Muth said, noting the program 
spent $3 5 million in buying raw materi­
als last year

The largest factory produces highway 
signs at Pontiac Inmates there also re­
bind books and make dentures 

The Sheridan Correctional Center has a 
refinishing factory for used furniture and 
the Joliet Correctional Center makes 
mattresses and bedding 

A beef, dairy and swine farm is main­
tained at the Vandalia Correctional Cen­
ter The Vienna facility also has a beef 
farm to go along with its Umber f-rm 

The Dwight CorrecUonal Center, a fa­
cility for women, has a garment factory 
wHere inmates •make a full line of 
clothes for the state's mental institu­
tions." Muth said

The women usually are paid more than 
men because they produce more, Muth 
said He attributed the higher rate of pro­
duction to the "thrill" women inmates 
get when they are able to send money to 
their children or other relatives.

The ICI program "giveu people an 
awareness that people are in state pris­
ons and can do a good job ..  that they're 
not animals." .Muth said.

"He's (the inmate's! a valued employe. 
He's called by name, not by number 
Without him, we wouldn't get paid I 
think our guys do a helluva job."

Muth said most of the inmates save 
their money so they can live comfortably 
"on the outside■' while searching for a 
job.

"Illinois sUll sends inmates away with 
$75 and a bus ticket home." he said
