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Rhodesia Announces 
Plan For Black Rule

SALISBURY, Rhodesia (AP) — Prime 
Minister Ian Smith announced plans 
Thursday to steer the country to black 
rule through a one-man, one-vote settle­
ment with moderate African nationalists. 
Me said he would seek guarantees for a 
serure future for Rhodesia's white mi­
nority

Me also spoke of a "safe return” policy 
tor black nationalist guerrillas battling 
Ills regime and said he believed his plan 
would end the five-year war with the 
guerrillas

The 58-year-old leader of the white mi­
nority government s;iid (or the first time 
Out he foresaw national elections on the

basis of universal adult suffrage. He did 
not announce a date for the elections.

"I believe I am representing the views 
of the black political parties ..when 1 say 
they are also of the opinion that it is time 
we got on in Rhodesia and came to some 
linalities so that we can bring to an end 
the kind of madness which exists today 
where Rhodesians are killing Rhodesians 
at a pretty fair pace." Smith told news­
men alter making the announcement.

Rhodesia issued a unilateral declara­
tion ol independence in 1965 after Britain 
relusixl to grant the ixilony independence 
that would exclude black majority rule 

Smith also said he would seek guaran­

tees (or an impartial judicury and special 
representation (or minonty groups.

A statement released here from the 
prime minister's office stated Smith had 
dropped all previous demands that any 
settlement — through British-Amerin ini­
tiatives or bus own internal plan — be 
keyed to elections on the strength of .a 
strictly qualified fram hise

The statement appears to guarantee 
th.it the envisaged internal settlement 
will usher in the breakaway former Bri­
tish colony's first black majority govern­
ment The population ixinsists of more 
th.in 6 4 million blacks and only 268.000 
whiles

Mideast Urged To Keep 
^Momentum For Peace^

TME UNITED STATES urged Mideast 

protagonists Thursday to maintain the 
"momentum for peace' generated by 
Anwar Sadat's journey to Jerusalem In 
Cairo, the Egyptian foreign minister said 
Egypt and Israel now held the key to a 
Mideast settlement.
■ "The politics of (he region will never 
be the same as they were before Egyp­
tian President Sqdat visited Israel." U S. 
Ambassador Andrew Young told the 
U N General Assembly in its .Mideast de­
bate in New York.

"President Sadat came in peace, was 
welcomed in peace by Prime Minister 
(Menahemi Begin and the Israeli people 

"Prospects Advanced"
"By That simple yet dramalK' act. the 

prospects for a just and durable peace 
have been significantly advanced if all 
concerned have the vision and the will to 
recognize and build upon the psychologi­
cal transformation it hat made possible

"Mv government urges all of the par­
ties to maintain the momentum toward 
[leace "

The statement was the strongest U S. 
endorsement of Sadat's trip since the 
Egyptian president returned from his his­
toric three-day visit to Israel on Monday. 
Young spoke in a debate marked in past 
years by a torrent of anti-Israeli speeches 
and resolutions

U.S. “ Displaced"
In Cairo. Egypt's acting foreign minis­

ter. Butros B Ghali. told a press confer- 
eme that Sadat's mission had displaced 
the United States as the key to a Mideast 
(veace

"After .Sadat's trip to Jerusalem the 
proportion has changed Now the two op- 
jionents. Egypt and Israel, hold the cards 
— and I will add the Palestinians. " he 
vaid

Until lad weekend's trip. Sadat often 
-.lid the United States "holds 99 percent 
111 the cards" in the Middle East because 
of Its military and economic auf to Israel 

"Positive Role"
Ghali said the United States, as a super­

power and co-chairman with the Soviet 
Union of the Geneva peai*e conference, 
will continue to play “an important and 
positive role "

There were reports that Egyptian-Isra- 
eli contacts were continuing with a view 
to reviving the Geneva Middle East

pea<-e conference soon Egyptian officials 
indicated that the U.S ambassador to 
Cairo, Hermann Eilts, was continuing to 
act as a conduit for messages between 
Cairo and Tel Aviv.

But Ghali denied reports that the Unit­
ed Stales is drafting actual invitations to 
Geneva (or Dec. 31. The conference has 
been in recess since a brief opening ses­
sion in December, 1973 ■

Askial whether Sadat had achieved a 

breakthrough on the question of 
Palestinian representation at Geneva, 
long a nvijor stumbling block to recon­
vening the talks.

Comal County court- 
at-law judge, held his first doeket 
rail Julv 15 His office was given a 
budget of $24,266 67

By this week. Buchanan's little 
court on the third floor of the 
stone county courthouse building 
had colleetcd just over $70,000 in 
fines since its fint day of opera­
tion.

The court. In fa r t had paid for it­
self SIX weeks after it came into ex­
istence

Buchanan, a 56-year-old former 
trial lawyer, feels the system n 
working because "the offenders 
are paying lor the judicial system 
and that's the way it ought to be "

He says other courts make mon­
ey. too. but he doesn't know of one 
in a small town like New Braun­
fels. population about 20.000. that 
has done nearly as well

The court was established to 
handle Class A and B misdemean­
or offenses that were dying on the 
vine m the crowded district court 
dockets, where more serious 
rrimes get (int attention 

Buchanan found rases in the 
clerk's office that were three years 
oM "through nobody's fault "

So far, the new court-at-law has 
had more than 400 rases 

Before the court was created. It 
was well known that a motorist 
ticketed (or speeding had only to 
appeal his rase to district court 
here to wriggle ouCof the charge 
In district court, such cases Just 
didn't get heard

Buchanan uk) many of the rases 
he hean are driving while intoxi­
cated iDWI) charges. It used to be 
"up to six months" before a DWI

Now. court appearances (or DWt 
are scheduled at the time the ar­
resting officer issues the ticket and

most cases are tried within three

Buchanan's court also hears such 
caves as shoplifting and minor 
thefts And he has concurrent Ju­
risdiction with other Judges on Ju­
venile and probation matters.

Meteorologist 
Says TV Types 
Clown Around

PHILADELPHIA (AP) — Many television weathermen should not expect 
people to believe them because they have chosen to become slapstick comedi­
ans with comic getups and silly one-liners, says a professor of meteorology.

"A lot of weather watchers don’t have much confidence in the forecast be­
cause of the Joke treatment many TV programs give to the weather,” Charles L. 
Hosier Jr. of Penn State Univenity said In an interview. "While It may be amus­
ing to some people, it doesn't do anything to elevate the forecast in the eyes of 
the public.

"What would you think If you had a tumor and you went to your doctor and 
saw him dancing around in a clown suit?" Hosier said. "Or If you u w  an air­
plane pilot Jumping up and down in his seat wearing a clown suit? You wouldn't 
get on the plane..

"On many days the forecast is a pretty absolute thing, but by the time these 
clowns get finished with it" it's haid to tell which day will have what weather, 
he said

Hosier recalled a TV weather program he once watched where "a guy got on 
the show and said; " ‘It's going to ram today, tonight and tomorrow.' I couldn't 
believe It There was no cham-e of rain within 1.000 miles __

"Later. I talked to one of the producers and he said. ‘I don't care what they 
say as long as they get the commercials right Hosier said

Among the stations that have maintained high standards in weather broad­
casting, ilosler said, are WBZ in Boston; WTVT in Tampa. Fla.. WWLT in New 
Orleans. KSTP in Minneapolis, and WON in Chicago

A spokesman for the American Meteorological Society in Boston said 104 
memben hold ILs seal of appros-al for television weather broadcasting. But. she 
added, the society does not keep a comprehensive listing of all members doing 
TV weather

Holier, who Is dean of Penn State’s College of Earth and Mineral Sciences. 
Hid It's not always the weatherman's fault that a forecast is misunderstood.

Some watchers, he said, forget that forecasts are usually generalized and tend 
to hear only key words like "rain” or "snow,” which may not apply to their vi­
cinity

He said people who want detailed, no-nonsense weather ran listen to the 
weather band on the radio, call the local National Weather Service office, or do 
as some businessmen do — buy the service of a professional weather consulting 
firm g

States Hit 
By Storms

Snow, freezing rain and vnnd produced 

a dreary Thanksgiving Day in the north­
ern United States, and travel advisones 
posted late Thursday warned that haz­
ardous road conditions would persist.

Already the bitter weather there had 
claimed the lives of several motorists, 
one of whom strayed from his vehicle 
and died in a Wyoming blizzard. Advi­
sories warned travelers of hazardous 
road conditions from the Montana footh­
ills across northern Idaho and eastern 
Washington and into the Cascade passes 
Four inches of snow were forecast for 
that area.

Northeastern Oregon motorists were 
notified of slippery highways glazed by a 
muture of snow and rain.

Five inches of snow covered portions 
of Minnesota, where snowy roads were 
blamed for the deaths of two residents 
of that state.

Wisconsin reported two weather-relat­
ed fatalities and SO traffic accidents.

The mountains and northwestern sec­
tion of Colorado came under storm 
watches as snow moved eastward over 
the Rockies.

Earlier, blizzard-ridden Wyoming man­
aged to reopen Interstate 80, allowing 
hundreds of motorists to continue to­
wards their destinations.

Southern slates, for the most part, felt 
little of the icy edge

Dense fog Thursday provoked travel 
advisories for parts of South Carolina. 
Georgia. Florida and the Eastern Gulf 
Coast

In Lubbock. Thursdaj^'s high reached 
59 degrees under a thin cloud cover that 
only occasionally failed to screen sun­
shine from the Hub City.

The National Weather Service report­
ed little change likely for the Lubbock 
area for the next several days, with up­
per readings Jn the 60s and partly cloudy 
skies through Sunday..

Northwesterly winds o f ' tS-20 mph 
were predicted along with an expected 
30-degree low tonight.
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Lubbock and vicinity: Partly cloudy 
today through Satur^y. No signifi­
cant change in temperatures. High to­
day, mid-OOs.

Be alert for (ire hazards from pro­
longed use of stoves' fireplaces, and 
space heaters, advises the Commerce De­
partment agency.

If you can afford iL you might consider 
carrying a spare set of wheels equipped 
with chains. "It's often euier to change 
wheels than to install chains when »car 
is stuck," the agency said

It also ^eminds^ "mittens are warmer 
than fingered gloves; several layers of 
loose-fitting clothing provide better prot­

ection against cold than do tightfitting 
garments; and outer wear should be 
tightly woven, water repellent and hood­
ed "

If your car gets stuck during a blizzard, 
the agency says. "Try to stay in the car. 
where rescuers are most likely to find 
you soonest."

B.ANGl'I. Central African Empire 
lAP) — Final preparations are underway 
for one of the most elaborate ceremonies 
in Africa since the end of the colonul era 
— the Dec 4 coronation of self-pro­
claimed Emperor Bokas.sa I as hereditary 
ruler of his underdeveloped, landlocked 
nation.

The Central .African Empire’s official 
radio station said Bokastia's coronation 
"will prove to the world that independ­
ent Africa has come of age after casting 
off the fetters of colonialism, and has re­
turned to the authentic way of life of our 
forefathers "

According to diplomatic sources. Bo- 
kassa is spending more than $30 million 
for the •̂ê enK>ny, including diamond- 
studded crowns for himself and his No. 1 
wife, the 28-year-old Empress Catherine, 
and a gold-painted bronze throne de­
signed by French artist Olivier Brice in 
the shape of an eagle with outspread 
wings

A detachment of 30 Central African .sol­
diers has been trained for several months 
in France to ride the white horses that 
will draw the ornamental coronation 
coaches through the streets of Bangui

' We want it to be an oi'casion that will 
live on in the history of Africa," one offi­
cial said

Bokas.sa. 56. the son of a minor tribal 
chief, was a sergeant in the French colo­
nial army who rose to be chief ofktaff fol­
lowing the end of French rule in I(i60

On New Year’s Eve 1965, he seized 
power in a bloodless roup and later 
named himself field marshal of his 1.506- 
man army, president-for-life of what was 
then the Central African Republic, and fi­
nally, on Dec 4. 1976, emperor

Many diplomats believe the stocky, 
beardeil Bokassa assumed the imperial 
mantle because he wants to be regarded 
as a traditional African chief not only by 
his own tribe but bv all the 80 different

While more than 90 peri-ent of his 2

Most of them 
including French Presidenl Valaiy Gia- 
card d’Estaing — politely declined the in­
vitation, but many promised to send 
high-level delegations to the ceremonies.

l.ike Napoleon, Bokassa wanted thal 
Pope to hand him his crown. Roman^ 
Catholic sources said Pope Paul VI dec-r 
lined, sending word that the church no 
longer crowms emperors.

Bokassa told a French radio interview­
er he intended — like Napoleon — to 
place the crown on his own head.

The Coronation ceremony Is to be held 
in a 6,000-seat Yugoslav-built sports stad­
ium on the road to Bangui airport.

The emperor’s clothes and those of 
Empress Catherine and other court dig* 
nitaries were designed and tailored in 
France Some of the military outfit* were

The two crowns, gold scepter and 
sword are reportedly worth more than S9 
million.

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Sowing Seeds Of Destruction
LIKE AMERICANS a decade ago, Europe­

ans today are puzzled and frightened by the 
youthful terrorists in their midst.

Since so many known terrorists come from 
well-educated, middle-class backgrounds, 
what are they rebelling against? And can 
democratic institutions withstand the as­
saults mounted against them?

Answers are not easy to come by.

IN AN ARTICLE in The Harvard Crimson 
last month, an undergraduate wrote that he 
felt a ‘‘desire" to blow up the White House, 
the Capitol, the Pentagon, the university ̂ nd 
even whole cities because (hold your breath) 
‘‘blowing up buildings can show that you're 
serious."

He added: " I t will take a very concrete de­
struction of the material foundations of the 
wrongs we are fighting before we are rid of 
them. Only then will we be able to plant 
trees and flowers all over our woes, and be­
gin again.”

The grievances of European terrorists are 
.^u a lly  diffuse.

THE SITUATION today recalls the out­
break of anarchist terrorism at the turn of 
the century, following another long period of 
peace. In the two decades prior to World 
War 1, anarchists accounted for the assassi­
nation of six heads of state, among them

Now, at last, someone has taken up the cudgels 
for the automobile—and very effectively, loo 

In "The War Against The Automobile" (Dut­
ton), urtMnologIst B. Bnice-Biggs tformerly of 
the Hudson Institute) supplies a wealth of daU 
provii^ that most of the charges against the auto 
are mistaken, and that In virtually every respect 
It Is superior to the proposed alternatives

BRUCE-BIGGS SHOWS. In fact, that the com­
bined effect of the automobile and our well-de­
veloped system of roads and superhighways Is 
just about the finest surface transporUtlon sys­
tem human ii^enulty can devise 

It provides point-toiwint connections for all 
travelers, moves enormous quantities of goods. Is 
totally flexible In terms of scheduling and with 
very few exceptions supplies an almost Infinite 
variety of possible routes for reaching any desUn- 
ation.

Compared to all this, "mass transit" simply 
doasn't hack it.

Such systems arc laid out on Rxed-roote pat- 
term, often on raib (prsfcrTcd by planners), op­
erate on Inflexible schcdulas not a^usted to the 
needs of Individual tnveiers and lend themsdivee 
to breakdowns (when they are on rails) that back 
up o t t e  vehicles for aatended periods 

Al of this ti ehanctaristic not only of the oldor 
systoM but also of the nawtaagied ones such as 
BART in San Fnndaco and Metro hare In Wash- 
l i M k  with the result that they are tremendous­
ly anpensive as seen as Ineffectual

BRITE BIGGS ALSO deflates some other can­
ards about the auto—particularly In the realm of 
safety

He rebuts the Naderite notion that auto manu­
facturers have deliberately foisted unsafe vehi­
cles on us, and that only thanks to ruthless feder­
al regulation have safety standards been im 
proved

Indeed, he shows traffic ufety improvement 
was far better before the advent of all the regula­
tion than it has been since its adoption

From 144VM. a period when auto ownership 
went from M to 80 percent of Amencan families, 
the traffic fatality rate per 100 million miles was 
more than rut In half

This result was in considerable measure owing 
to the construction of the IntersUte highway sys­
tem, which IS extremely ufe, and also to im- 
proiements in the autos themselves, including 
more reliable engines, better suspension and 
braking systems, and to the increasing sophistica­
tion of American drivers

Bruc^Blggs concludes that moat federal ufety 
regs have done little or nothing to improve high­
way ufety

EQUALLY ILLUSORY, he argues, are sup­
posed gams from federal ermssion and mileage 
regulations

The newer emission standards, he uys, are 
largelv ineffective and contradictory (requiring 
the nunulacture of one prohibited chemical com­
pound in order to get nd of another)

Bruce-Biggs concludes that the war against the 
automobile is elitist—fueled by the dislike of the 
literati and the plannen for Joe Sixpack and his 
Belchfire W This is undoubtedly a factor, but I

I V  automobile is the symbol of American indi­
vidualism. privacy and personal mobility, u  well 
as the quintassential American business.

All these features are distasteful to collectivist

"Not one," wrote the historian Barbara

NOW. WEST GERMANY has launched an 
Intensive manhunt for the terrorists respon­
sible for the assassinations this year of Fed­
eral Prosecutor Siegfried Buback, banker 
Juergen Ponto and, most recently, industri­
alist Hanns Martin Schleyer.

the France of President Valery Giscard d'Estaing 
virtually told Quebec to go ahead and declare its 
independence from Canada, and a French corre­
spondent was gloomy.

"I had hoped that by this time It would have all 
blown over," said Anatole. "You know. Giscard 
clarifying his position as merely one of unofficial 
politesse to Levesque and expressing his heartfelt 
wish for continued cordial relations with Ottawa. 
But the fool had let that silly incident stand ”

The "incident" of which Anatole spoke was an 
example of France's perverse talent for miKhief- 
making After a lavish reception for Quebec's 
Premier Rene Levesque, who wants his French- 
speaking province to split off from France, Gis- 
card assured his guest of France's 
"understanding, confidence and support" for any 
"direction" Quebec chooses to take

WITHOUT DENOUNCING the OtUwa govern­
ment as an enemy of every nght-thlnklng French­
man. this was Giscard endorsing separatism in a 
country whose internal affairs are nobody else's 
business

For Levesque's Parti Quebecois won the prov­
incial election last year on a platform that includ­
ed the holding of a referendum on independence 
in the province within two years.

Apparently, the French government is still be­
deviled by dreams of "La Gloire," as pronounced 
by the late Gen Charles de Gaulle.

That supreme nationalist all but had Ottasra 
calling out the Canadian Mounted Police when in 
a likiT visit to Canada he got drunk on his Napo­
leonic ego and shouted "Long live free Quebec!" 
from the balcony of Montreal's City HaB

AT THE TIME, Giscard took a dim view of De 
Gaulle's rhetoric, and went so far u  to confide to 
the French press that he was concerned about 
the general's mental health. He also offered a 
personal apology to the Canadian government

Rut as president, Giscard Is seriously aware 
that France will hold an election next March, and 
that the Gaullist Patty has remained steadfast to 
Its late leader's preoccupation with (Quebec's in­
dependence

Giscard can't win without the Gaullists because 
all the polls show the leftists doing unexpectedly 
well So the man who criticized De Gaulle for in­
terfering in Canada's affairs, wanted a piece of 
the separatist action.

Giscard and his Gaullist allies art living dan|te^ 
ously, not because Ottawa Is likely to fire warn­
ing shots over tome French batUeshlp's bow, but 
because they are encouraging Levesque and 
Quebec to nurture great expectations

SHOULD QUEBEC Indeed be permitted to 
break away from the rest of Canada, Its leaden 
naturally would look to France lor help during 
the new nation's weanling yean New countries 
need money, foreign investment, and customcn 
for their g o ^

Unfortunately, however, France is not the Unit­
ed States. It shuns the Santa Claus rote As Win­
ston Churchill once put It, "France sees Its duty 
exclusively as taking care of itself.”

An Bide to Prime Minister Pterre Trudeau of 
Canada called the GiKard meddling "a joke." 
Rene Levesque and his separatist colleagues 
could discover the joke Is of the sick variety. 
With France as its patron, an Independent 
Quebec would have no trouble storing its francs 
in a piggy bank

EVANS
Bums took hope that the luncheon covered more . 
than its announced subject of "voluntarism"

If she reported favorably to the President on 
Bums, it would break the present pattern which 
points to more Carter trouble with the economy.

That pattern: blanket opposition to reappoint­
ment of Bums as chairman of the Fed from the 
President's own advisen, blanket insistence from 
outsiders in the business world that forcing Bums 
out Jan. 31 is one piece of bad news not yet dis­
counted by money markets.

Thu position has surprising support among con­
gressional Democrats—such as Rep. Thomas 
Ludlow Ashley of Ohm. a rising figure in the 
House thanks to his gritty performance as chai^ 
man of the ad hoc Energy Committee 

Ashley, highly regarded in the White House, 
has privately urged the President to reappoint 
Bums.

. A flickering possibility that Ashley's advice 
might be taken exists because the President has 
neither made up his mind nor discussed the sub­
ject in formal meetings Still, unless Mrs Carter 
was so charmed that she becomes a Bums boost­
er, the President is far more likely to hear a neg­
ative message on Bums wherever he turns.

THERE HAS NEVER been doubt that chief 
domestic aide Stuart Eizenstat and chief econom­
ic adviser Charles Schultze want Bums out.

Less well known u  how deeply anti-Bums feel­
ing is rooted in the President's inner circle Con­
tending that the 73-year-old central banker now is 
the product of old press clippings, one senior ad­
viser told us: "Bums can't fill hu own shoes "

The influential Jody Powell fits this category 
After the President praised Bums at a press con­
ference, press secretary Powell toned it down at 
the next day's press briefing 

When the I ^ id e n t  lunched with Bums and 
Treasury Secretary Blumenthal that day. Carter 
informed the Fed Chairman Jody said I was too 
nice to you

B IT  BEING "too nice," say White House insi­
ders, is just part a  White House tactic of paci­
fying business and the money markets with pro- 
Bums rhetoric until the time comes to dump him 
—a tactic with unfortunate time liimtations 

Whether Blumenthal's panegyric on Bums be­
fore the Senate Banking Committee u part of the 
same tactic is less certain 

Dunng a recent trip abroad. Blumenthal be­
came less cavalier about the declining state of the 
dollar and might be connecting the dollar's 
health and Bums' future 

Overriding Schultze's objections, Blumenthal 
insisted that Bums review the Humphrey-Hawk- 
ins jobs proposal.

But Blumenthal, still blamed at the White 
House for pushing Bert Lance, might not want to 
svnm upstream on this issue Behind his public 
praise, Blumenthal over duiner the other night 
expounded privately on how many sound con­
servatives could replace Bums.

‘raOSE REMARKS BY Blumenthal expoaed 
the administration'! desire to name somebody 
who would cushion Bum's departure. But two 
names prominently mentioned, ex-Treuuiy Sec­
retary Henry H (Joe) Fowier, N, and Republi­
can Bruce MacLaury, 45, head of the Brookings 
Institution, provide little cushion MKLaury 
means nothing to business and Fowler is viewed 
as somebody who might take orden from Char­
ley Schultze

Republican consultant-lobbyist Charts Walker 
will urge Bums, if dumped as chairman, to stick 
around as a board member He might do It if he 
considers his successor a weakling.

Since the head of the table then would be

Invasion By Retarded Protested
By ARNOLD ZEITUN

BOSTON (AP) — Vlnccflt Finn doesn’t want retarded youngsten living 
next door to hit house

“Property values will fall," he uys. "Some of them may be sexually ag- 
greuivc"

It's not that he doesn't sympathize for the retarded, says the 39-year-old 
Cambridge high school teacher, a father of two young children. “We re not 
acting out of fear and ignorance,” he says, "We have retarded persons living 
In the neighborlwod, a 7-year-old and a man of 40 ”

Finn and four of hit neighbon on Park street In the otherwise tranquil 
Boston neighborhood of tree-shaded tingle homes In west Roxbury have 
gone to court.

They arc lighting an attempt by the state to move seven retarded children 
aged 14 to 18 from institutions to a group residence, a white frame single 
home next door to Finn's house

From a decision, pending since August, may come a landmark affecting 
not only home ownen and the retarded in Massachusetts but throughout the 
United States

Oraduatly since 19W, Masuchusetts has moved about 1,000 retarded chikj  ̂
ren and adults from institutions to single homes where, under supervision, 
they fend for themselves

BMInd the moves is the theory the retarded will learn better to rope with 
life outside Institutions Also, the state is seeking economies by closing even­
tually most of Its facilities for the mentally ill and retarded by deinstitution­
alizing care.

The white house on Park Street is the state's first attempt to move in Bos­
ton. ,

The process has speeded in the last live years, partly because of a law. —

known here as Chapter 766 — requiring public school syatems to provide 
special education for the retarded and other students with special needs

That law has become federal statute, and homeowners all over the country 
may fare the dilemma in which Finn and the state's Department of Mental 
Health find themselves- where does one draw the line between the right to 
protect one's investment in a residential neighborhood and the right of a re­
tarded person to live outside an institution.

Even one of the major supporters of the Park Street house for the retard­
ed. Abby Gould, director of community affairs for the retarded division of 
the State Department of Mental Health, conceded “ halfway houses" treat­
ing alcoholics, drug addicts and juvenile offenden have proliferated beyond 
reasonable proportions in many neighborhoods.

"We've had maybe a half-dozen lawsuits since 1939, and we've won them 
all," said Mrs Gould about deinstitutionalizing the retarded.

“But we've never had such a vitriolic suit. We have tried to negotiate, to 
tell these people this has nothing to do with their property taxes, their child­
ren won't be raped.

“These retarded are gentle, passive people who have been denied their civ­
il rights by being placed in institutions. We are caught in a dilemma in which 
people still view the retarded portion of the population as ... less than hu­
man. having less rights than others

"Boston feels dumped on, especially since the busing But if we don't re­
solve this issue here, it could result in a series of federal lawsuits that could 
make life very uncomfortable here for a lot of people"

Much of the opposition to the retarded springs from persons who have op­
posed forced busing to integrate Boston schools, an issue which has caused 
tumult for four years here

Alice Hennessey, 44. mother of five and wife of a public Khool headmas­

ter, said she went into neighborhood politic! because of oppotitioa to bui- 
ing “It was time to be involved,” she says.

She has lived in the neighborhood all her life, 18 yean in the Richwood 
Street house from which she can see a half-block away the home for the re­
tarded. She and Finn are allies in the suit and founden of a group they call 
Coalition to Maintain Our Neighborhood, or C'MON.

Four retarded persons, supervised by a staff of five, already live in the 
Park Street house under a ruling by the Boston Zoning Appeals Board.

The state claims the house actually is a school and requires no zoning ap­
proval. Finn and allies contend the neighborhood is not zoned for group
housing and the establishment is a residence, not a school.

Eventually, the State hopes to move in three other children. In addition.
200 retarded children and adults “now in institutions who -Should be in a 
community setting" are awaiting assignments to other housed apartments in 
Boston, said Mrs. Gould

"They have improved more than 100 percent since moving in last July," 
says Roberta Reich Rosenberg of her charges. She is an education specialist 
who runs the home for a private, nonprofit group called the Parkway- 
Friends of the Retarded under a 855,000 contract with the state.

She says the three boys and a girl at the house are “moderately" retarded, 
unable to read but able to identify objects by picture.

They go daily by cab to two neighborhood public schools for special class­
es. Mn Rosenberg says their life in the house Is a “24-hour process" of 
learning to dress themselves, care for their toilets, cook, do their own mar­
keting, walk to the corner for an ice cream cone, ride city buses and fill out 
Job applications

She says “given the fact the job market is beginning to respond to the re­
tarded. the possiblity now exists for gainful employment for them.”

That remarkable spirit that infused the 
whole country is captured in “Oscar Pre­
sents John Wayne and the War Movies 
The two-hour program, which Landsburg 
produced for the Academy of Motion Pic­
ture Arts and Sciences, will be seen on 
ABC at 9 p m. EOT Sunday 

Wayne, who fought the battle on land, 
sea. air and soundstage. and probably 
embodies that spirit and era better than 
anyone else, is the principal host. Other 
hosts are Louise Fletcher, Jeff Bridges 
and Brenda Vaccaro.

Landsburg and his researchers waded 
through 1.700 movies cranked out during 
War War 11. or immediately afterward, to 
come up with excerpts from 107 films.

Pinpointed

NEW YORK (AP) -  The Pentagon 
has won the 1977 "Doublespeak Award” 
of the National Council of Teachers of 
English .for referring to the neutron 
bomb as “ a radiation enhancement 
weapon'"

The award for twisting the English 
language also rites the Energy Research 
and Development Agency for using the 
same phrase.

The neutron bomb is capable of killing 
all life within its range while doing little 
damage to buildings'

The Central Intelligence Agency won a 
runncnip award for the name it report­
edly gave to Its experiments in human 
behavior control: "The Society for the 
Investigation of Human Ecology"

A special Doublespeak award went to 
Virginia Slims cigarettes for what the 
council termed “aggressive exploitation 
of v'Qung people” in its advertising The 
organization said the cigarette ads have, 
“ helped to double the number of teen­
age women smokers since the bram'. was 
intrixtuced in 19t>8"i 

The group's Committee on Pubic 
Doublespeak was named in 1972 to alert 
the teaching profession to deceptive use 
of language by the government, indus­
try, and the media The council made 
the. awards at its annual convention 
here

Among others runnersup were- 
—The U S Senate, which now calls its 

recess a “non-legislative period,” and 
the Hou.se. which calls its recess a "dis­
trict work period "

• —A panel investigating the 1976 col­
lapse of the Teton Dam in Idaho, which 
killed 14 persons, for concluding the 
dam's collapse was caused by “an unfor­
tunate choice of design measures togeth­
er with less than conventional precau­
tions.”

The neutron bomb is a small warhead 
that would be placed on Lance missiles 
and artillery shells It produces twice 
the deadly radiation of a conventional 
nuclear bomb but less than a tenth as 
much explosive power, heat and fallout 

The warhead is designed to replace the 
approximately 7.000 nuclear warheads 
now deployed in Elurope

"We looked for the scenes that showed 
Americans pulling together and that gave 
the emotional thrust of the war,” Lands­
burg said. “We snipped out the emotion­
al wallop and central thrust of the pic­
tures Our job was to organixe it so that 
you got an emotional jolt from each 
film.”

The films do bring an emotional charge 
to anyone who lived through the war, or 
even if you've only experienced it 
through television reruns. Those great 
faces are there — Clark Gable. John 
Wayne, Gary Cooper. John Garfield. Er­
rol Flynn, Pat O'Brien. Brian Donleavy, 
Robert Taylor. James Stewart. Spencer 
Tracy. Van Johnson. James Whitmore, as 
well as Bob Hope and Bud Abbott and 
Lou Costello.

Even a rough rut of the program, seen 
without narration, is like a visit to a time 
gone by. It was a time when there was no

dissent — at least not from the movies 
which wholeheartedly hacked the war ef­
fort with a combination of patriotism. 
Jingoism and innocence.

Boy Babies
NEW YORK (UPI) -  The boys 

are winning!
Forty-nine percent of American 

wives prefer boy babies and only 
33 per cent would rather have girl 
babies, according to the tin t na­
tionwide study of wives' prefer­
ence for gender of children pub­
lished in New York today. It will 
be up to social scientlstrto inter­
pret the preference for boys shown 
by the report In Family Planning 
Perspectives, journal of the 
Planned Parenthood Federation of 
America's Alan Cuttmacher Insti­
tute.

Questions Include: What does 
this mean in the era of women's 
lib? Do women think boys have a 
beticr chance? Are boys easier to 
raise? Do girls have a less desira­
ble life?

Only wives of Hispanic origin 
preferred girls over boys.

The study by Lolangene C. 
, Coombs of the University of Michi­
gan's Population Studies Center, Is 
based on responses from 6,300 
married women interviewed in the 
1973 National Survey of Family 
Growth The survey was sponsored 
by the National Center for Health 
Statistics.

The only significant area of vari­
ation. in addition to the Hispanic 
wife one, was Catholic wives. Thir­
ty eight percent of these had a 
"girl bias." That's six points above 
the girl bias among a^ persons In 
the survey

Blacks also were found "slightly 
more apt" than whites to exhibit 
son preferenco. v ,

Surprisingly, no relatively great­
er preference for girls was ob­
served among working wives. 
They, in fact, were "somewhat 
more likely to prefer sons"

Hanking the gender preferences 
with those of selected other coun­
tries for which comparable data 
are available, Mrs Coombs found 
the underlying preference for sons 
in the United States was not nearly 
as prevalent as in most of the 
Aslan countries

In Korea and Taitvan, for exam­
ple. boys are preferred 95 to 98 
percent, respectively In Hungary, 
60 percent prefer sons In Colom­
bia and Jhe Philippines, both of 
Spanish cultural hertlage, howev­
er, daughten arc preferred over 
sons.

Mrs Coombs said an "outstand­
ing observation" from the data 
studied was the lark of significant 
variation among American wives 
in sex preferences of their babies 
either by education, by economic 
Status, by region or by rural-urban 
residence

Since publication bst year of "The Last 
Chance Diet" by Pennsylvania osteopath 
Robert Linn, Prolinn, the liquid recotiv 
mended in the book, and a host of similar 
producb have flooded health food, drug

and discount stores under about 50 differ­
ent brand names.

Linn says be advises persons using the 
substance to do so under a doctor's su-
pervbion.

Scientbb who have analyzed the dark 
syrupy liquids say they contain low-quali­
ty, partbily digested protein derived 
from cattle hides and tendons. Artificbl 
flavors and saccharin are added to dis­
guise the otherwbe horrid taste.

Although Linn advised his readers to 
think of the liquid as a “medicine" to 
help them treat obesity as a health prob­
lem, he said in an interview with The As­
sociated Press that it is a food, not a 
drug

The difference may be critical to the 
product's future.

If it is a food, the FDA has rebtively 
iittle power over iL except to ensure that

it is acetuately bbeled and free of con­
tamination.

The agency has considerably more 
power in dealing with food additives and 
drugs.

The bw  permib it to require manufac­
turers of food additives to prove their 
products safe.

Tremors Persist Amid Quakers Rubble
BUENOS AIRES (UPI) -  New trem- 

o n  shook the earthquake-ravaged prov­
ince of San Juan Thursday u  thouunds 
of families huddled outside the ruins of 
their^adobe homes in the rain.

The provincial government estimated 
that between M and 100 persons died 
Wednesday when the initial quake, which 
measured seven on the Richter scale, 
shook the lower half of South America.

A local reporter in San Juan, reached 
by telephone, said 140 tremors had been 
felt since the major shock. All of the lat­
est shocks were minor and no serious 
damage was reported.

Wednesday's earthquake was the wont 
to hit Argentina in 33 yean. About 300 
persons were injured and another 10,000 
were left homeless when buildings were 
toppled and huge fissures opened in the

ground, government officials said.
"Housing for the survivon is our great­

est concern now," a Welfare .Ministry 
spokesman said after announcing that 4,- 
000 tents had been sent to San Juan, 785 
miles northwest of Buenos Aires.

"Some schools have been opened up to 
house people but they are afraid to be In­
side any building," the reporter said. 
"The people want to stay in front of

what's left of their houses. They're afraid 
someone might dig through the mins and 
steal thinp, but mainly they just prefer 
to be out in the open."

The town of Caucete, with a population 
of 25,000, one of the worst hit, was de­
scribed as looking "like a city that had 
been bombed with determination many 
times."

WASHINGTON (AP) -  SecreUty of 
State Cyrus R Vance's trip to Argentina, 
Brazil and Venezuela this week con­
firmed just how much the United States 
has reordered its priorities in Latin 
America under the Carter administra­
tion.

The new issues are human rights and 
nuclear non-proliferation, replacing such 
hearty perennials as combatting com­
munist subversion in the Western Hemi­
sphere and concern for the investment 
climate for U.S. multinational corpora­
tions.

The moralistic impulse of Carter's poli­
cies seem to have won more favor among 
the Latin American peoples than the gov­
ernments which rule them.

Mobs Recalled
It wasn't too long ago that visiting 

American dignitaries, such as Richard 
Nixon and Nelson Rockefeller, were 
greeted routinely by hostile mobs when 
traveling through Latin America.

On Vance's three-day trip which ended 
Wednesday there was only one demon­
stration — by close to 100 Argentine 
women in support of his human rights ef­
forts

Until recently, the United States was 
involved in helping the Latin countries 
improve security procedures through ex­
tensive training of police. The idea was to 
enable these nations to track down left- 
wing guerrillas more efficiently.

Due Process Urged
The Latin countries are now left to 

their own devices in pursuing criminal el­
ements. Washington's concern lies with 
the treatment of those detained and 
whether they receive due process.

Police equipment, which the United 
States has exported to Latin America in 
large quantities in the interest of hemi­
spheric security, is now denied 'the cduli- 
tnes which engage in repression. Sales of 
U S weaponry also have dropped off sub­
stantially.

Under Carter, there has been a redefi­
nition of security within the hemisphere. 
Worries about Cuban export of subver­
sion and the activities of guerrilla groups 

. have subsided.
Now the emphasis is on nuclear non­

proliferation
Argentina and Brazil are Latin Ameri­

ca's two most advanced nuclear powers. 
Vame is trying to encourage both govern­
ments. in the interest of hemispheric se­
curity. to adopt the strongest possible 
safeguards to ensure that neither will de­
velop a nuclear weapons capability.

The increased stress on human rights 
and the nuclear issue clearly has annoyed 
many governments which have been the 
targets of Carter administration criti­
cism

Holiday Toll
Reaches 93

By The Associated Press
At least 93 persons were killed on the 

nation's highways by late Thanksgiving 
Day. the first of four days in the holiday 
weekend

The National Safety Council said 460 
to 560 people could die in traffic acci­
dents over the Thanksgiving weekend 
that began at 6 p m. Wednesday and 
ends at midnight Sunday.

The council estimates that an average 
of 530 highway deaths occur dunng a 
non-holiday period of equal length at 
this time of year

Thanksgiving auto travel claimed a 
ccord number of lives in 1968, when 764 
persons died Last year's death toll was 
467

The Thanksgiving holiday has been an 
exception to the general rule that more 
traffic deaths occur over holiday week­
ends because of increased auto travel, 
said a council spokesman 

"Our statisticians aren't quite sure 
why this is so." said the spokesman "It 
apparently means that people are travel­
ing less for Thanksgiving than they did 
before, or at least that they're traveling 
less by car

Families and friends may make more 
use of holiday airplane travel now than 
before, the sp^esman said.

Thanksgiving

The countries most often singled out 
for criticism on the human rights ques­
tion have been Argentina and Chile while 
the administration's efforts on behalf of 
nuclear non-proliferation have been di­
rected mostly at Brazil. But in no case 
have these rifts been allowed to deterio­
rate into a prolonged confrontation.

Changes within Latin America appear 
to have made it much easier for the (Tart­
er administration to pursue moralistic 
themes and break with the policies of the 
recent past.

With the exception of Cuba, leftist 
forces in the hemisphere seem to be on 
the defensive. In most countries, kidnap­
pings. hijackings and other politically in­
spired acts of terror are down So far as is 
known, no government in the region 
faces any danger of being ousted by a 
left-wing uprising

One reason is that the military govern­
ments which now dominate the region 
have been able to break the back of insur­
gent movements with the use of repres­
sive tactics.

Ironically, the same tactics which 
helped to reduce the subversion that 
Washington had feared for so long are 
now the principal source of irritation in 
inter-American relations.

Rudolf Hess
Reported
Worsening

BONN, West Germany (AP) -  The 
condition of 83-year-old Rudolf Hess is 
deteriorating rapidly, his son said Thurs­
day in a new appeal (or release of the 
one-time Hitler deputy from Spandau 
prison in West Berlin.

Wolf-Ruediger Hess told a news con­
ference he believes his father is not re­
ceiving as much medical attention as he 
needs. When he last visited Spandau on 
Monday, Hess said, his father told him 
he can no longer climb stairs because he 
is unable to lift one of his legs.

"It was reported to me that he has of­
ten fallen down during his twice-daily 
walks in the prison garden," the son 
said.

Atteatioa Quettlooed
Though his father's leg problem is not 

unusual for a man of his age, "I cannot 
shake off the suspicion that he is not re­
ceiving as much of the necesury medi­
cal attention as would normally be the 
case," the son said.

Hess has been a prisoner — first in 
Britain, then in Spandau — since he par­
achuted into Scotland May 10, 1941, aft­
er a solo flight on a self-styled peace 
mission. Both the British and Hitler said 
he was mad.

Sentenced to a life term by the Allies 
in 1946, Hess is the only prisoner left in 
the vast Spandau prison, built to hold 
600 Inmates, and is guarded on a rotat­
ing basis by America, Britain, France 
and the Soviet Union

Otben Freed
Unlike many other former Nazis. Hess 

was convicted of planning and carrying 
out an aggressive war, rather than of 
war crimes Some of the top Nazis who 
were tried with him were executed. The 
last of the other Spandau prisoners was 
freed in 1966

His U.S., British and French jailers 
have frequently stated their readiness to 
release Hess on humanitarian grounds, 
but the Soviet Union refuses, claiming 
he was one of the wont of the Nazis

Hess, who tried to commit suicide last 
February, “ is still extremely alert men­
tally and, in my Judgment completely 
unbroken spiritually," his son said.

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Areals Wildlife Abundance 
Product Of Cooperation

Texas Parks & Wildlife Department Biologist 

Within the boundaries of the State of Texas can be found an enormous 
variety of environments for plant and animal life; and within the vast 
expanse of real esUte known as the High Plains and South Plains of 
Texas there exists some really fantastic game habitat.

This broad area of Texas provides the sportsman with game species 
such as the mule deer, white-tailed deer, pronghorn antelope, aoudad 
sheep, Rk) Grande tu^ey , ring-necked pheasant, lesser prairie chick­
en, scaled and bobwhite quail, mourning dove, several species of 
ducks and geese and the highly sought-after sandhill crane.

Historically, the Plains supported untold numbers of buffalo, ante­
lope and quail which kept the Plains Indians well provided with food, 
clothing, shelter and a variety of other needs.

J. Wright Mooar, noted buffalo hunter of the 1870s, described his 
first encounter with buffalo in the Panhandle before the "great slaugh­
ter” :

"In July of 1873, John Webb and I made a trip on horseback ... south 
across Wolf Creek, up the divide between Canadian and Palo Duro 
Creek, went west until we could see the breaks of Blue River (Big 
Blue Creek?l. Buffalo, asolid herd as far as we could seer aHday they 
opened up before us and came together behind us."

By the late 1800s the thunderous herd of the magnificent plains buf­
falo was gone forever from the Texas scene.

Historical journals were filled with references to the abundance of 
game animals before the advent of civilization.

Vernon Bailv, biologist for the United States Biological Survey, dc-

Discovery
scribed the status of the pronghorn antelope during his travels across 
the Plains of Texas in 1899;

“ A few were counted singly or in bunches scattered over the prairie 
from Canyon City, Texas, to Portales, New Mexico."

In September 1902 while crossing the staked plains, Bailey reported 
that he saw, "five antelope near Hereford and nine near Canyon City 
and Mr. Goodnight told me that about 30 which until the previous year 
had been protected on his pasture had escaped to neighboring ranch­
es." One month later Bailey recorded "two small bunches near the 
railroad between Dalhart and Texiine."

Antelope have increased substantially since the early 1900s; however, 
current farming trends on the Plains and the development of extensive 
irrigation have reduced thousands of acres of antelope range to crop­
land.

The planting of feed grains and the abundance of water have in turn 
produced a suitable habitat for the ring-necked pheasant. In the past 
few years this fascinating game bird has increased throughout the irri­
gated plains area and has done remarkably well. However, the pheas­
ant population is still far below its potential.

Pheasant also have done well in many other areas despite current 
farming practices, many of which are incompatible with pheasant pro­
duction. One can only speculate as to what even a little bit of manage­
ment could do for these sporting birds on the plains of Texas.

Within the breaks of the numerous drainage systems on the High 
Plains, cottonwood, willow and chinabeny groves harbor and sustain 
healthy popubtions of mule deer, white-tailed deer and Rio Grande 
turkey, while the scattered wild plum and skunkbush thickets support 
num ben of bobwhite quail.

The scaled or blue quail enjoys the wide open areas sprinkled with 
yucca or soapweed as well as those brushy areas covered with mes-
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quite and a variety of shrubs or weeds. Both species of quail overUp in 
range but each has its own preference for food and cover types.

Since much of the rough breaks country along the Canadian River is 
unsuitable for white-tailed deer, mule deer from the Trans-Pecos were 
transplanted In the area' as early as 1930 and continued at intervals 
through 1966. Harvest records indicate the success of these restocking 
efforts and show that the muley has adpated well to its new environ­
ment.

The first restocking efforts of mule deer into the Palo Duro Canyon 
began in 1949 and continued periodically until 1968. The popubtion 
trend has shown a significant Increase over the past few years and 
hunting leases are becoming commonplace on ranches in or near the 
canyon.

Scaled quail are common in this area and some bobwhite also can be 
seen. i

The variety of topography in the canyon suggested to blologbts an 
unoccupied ecological niche existed. Investigations of the various vege­
tation types were made and compared with reports from New Mexl- 

.co's successful experience with the Barbary or aoudad sheep and a de­
cision was made to try the North African sheep in the canyon.'

The original introduction of 44 aoudad sheep occurrei| during De­
cember 1957 and February 1958. The sheep were purchased from a 
rancher in New Mexico and trucked to the release sites in Armstrong 
and Briscoe counties

The aoudad seemed to adapt readily to the rugged terrain of the es­
carpment and the population increased so well that the first hunting 
season was opened in 1963 Since that time, a hunt has been held each
year.

The agile aoudad is evidence of a successful exotic Introduction and 
these sheep already have become a popular and highly prized game an­
imal.

The historical abundance of the lesser prairie chicken is still recalled 
by old timers who witnessed the darkening of the sun as the chickens 
came into the grain fields for their evening meal.

Writing of prairie chicken sightings in 1914, Walter Colvins, assistant 
to Arthur Cleveland Bent during (he collection of data for his life his­
tory series, describes it: "As we thrashed back and forth across the 
grain field the chickens arose in flocks of 50 to 500 and generally 60 to 
80 yards distance .... Mr, Ward (owner of the field) and I estimated 
that there were from 3,500 to 4,000 chickens in this one field, a sight 
never to be forgotten."

Colvins also acclaimed the lesser (Hairie chicken to be a fine game 
bird "sufficiently wild and swift of wing to make sporty shooting and 
large and plump enough to make a desirable table bird."

Market hunting, overgrazing and the drought of the 1930s contribut­
ed to the decline in prairie chicken numbers to such a point that the 
legislature voted to close the season in 1935.

Population data collected continuouly since 1952 has shown a signifi­
cant increase of the lesser chicken over the past few years and in 1967 
a limited two-day hunt was allowed.

The availability of game and access to it depends largely upon con- 
servatlon-mlnded landowners and true hunter sportsmanship. Fanners 
and ranchers fortunate enough to have these valuable natural re­
sources as a part of their holdings have enjoyed an aesthetic value for 
generations. In addition, bndowners are b^innlng to realize their eco­
nomic potential as well

Each species has a basic habitat requirement which must be main­
tained to produce a healthy animal (or the game bag from year to 
year. Many times the lack of these basic needs are the prime cause of 
poor wildlife production — barring climatic (actors.

A cooperative effort on the part of all concerned — the landowner 
who produces the game, the hunter who desires to hunt and harvest 
the game and the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department, srhich pro- 
tecU and regulates the harvest — can make hunting (whether with gun 
or camera) a rewarding and memorable outdoor experience.

Tomb Of Macedon^s King Philip Found
SALONICA. Greec« (AP) — The reroaim of Kin( Philip D of Macedon. father 

of Aleunder the Great, have been found in a lolid |old cheat in a tomb 
unearthad in northern Greece, a Greek archaeologist said Thursday.

Manobs Andronikos of Salonica University said artifacts m the tomb and five 
carved ivory busts of King Philip, his wife Olympiada. his son Alexander and 
Philip’i  parents prove “without a doubt that this is King Philip’s tomb.“

King Phdip was assassinated in S36 B C. while preparing for war in Persia and 
was succeeded by Alexander, then 20.

Andronikos led the archaeological team that discovered the marble door to 
the long sought tomb earlier this month, buried deep beneath a narrow street in 
the village of Virgina. 7W miles from the town of Veroia. The tomb had re­
mained sealed for 2.300 years. American. British and German archaeologists 
were summoned to the site to assist their Greek colleagues in examining the 
treasures.

Andronikos. in a press conference at Salonica University Thursday, said the 
remains of the Macedon king were found in an engraved gold chest resting in a 
marble sarcophagus The sarcophagus was surrounded by sculptured silv« vas­
es and rested in the renter of a 17-foot high room in the main chamber of the 
tomb.

He said other conclusive evidence to back up the claim that it was King Phil­
ip's tomb included the presence of the remnants of a royal panoply of blue cloth 
decorated with feathers, which stood over the marble sarcophagus.

Other royal artifacts unearthed included the King's gold triiiuned body ar­
mor. a shield with the emblem of Macedon kings on it and the remains cif his 
royal spear.

“The spear had been placed against the wall” Andronikos said, “and as the 
wood disintegrated the iron h e ^  became stuck in the tomb wall and la still 
lodged there."

Andronikos said it was the Ant Macedonian tomb found that had not bean 
broken into and looted

Among the most precious itenu discovered w u an adiustable royal headband 
made of gold and silver, placed in the comer of the main vault. Macedonian 
kings of that era. as statues of the time show, always wore this headband.

In the anteroom, or entrance passage to the tomb, Andronikos said, was an­
other marble sarrophagut.

“Within It was another gold boa containing blue doth embroidered with 
gold ' he said, adding that the sunpiy-dcaigned gold box "probably belonged to 
Olympiada."

Other Items found induded a gold laurel srreath placed with Philip’s ashae, 
gold and silver vases, remains of the king's dothlng and the five small hand- 
carved ii'ory heads of Philip, his wife, his parents, and his son Alexander.

Andronikos said they recognised the heads of Olympiada and Alexander by 
matching them with statues discovered In the past.

All the conclusive evidence, he said, came to light In the pest several days at 
his team of experts sifted through the items in the two chambers He u id  the 
further excavation work temporarily has been halted until the end of the winter 
sea.-ion A protective covering has been placed over the tomb.

Ari-haeological excavations have been going on in the area since 1991. when 
the remains of a Macedonuin palace were found at a nearby hill in Virgma. 
which was the Macedonum capital.

For Karen to donate a kidney for 23- 
year-old Gail, there were problems, both 
family and legal.
Her parents were against it. What if 

Mrs Hurdle 
feared they might have "two ill daugh­
ters instead of one "

Besides. Horace and Aleta Hurdle 
learned minors may not donate organs 
Their daughter, Karen, is 16. two years 
shy (rf the age at which she needs no 
one's consent.

Karen persisted Her parents came 
around The Hurdles went before Circuit 
Court Judge Charles H Duff in Arling­
ton He heard the story, said he was “ im­
pressed by the apparent thought" the 
family had given to the proposition, and 
promised to rule quickly 

The Hurdles said there have been only 
SIX rases in the United States in which a 
decision was sought giving parents the

right to permit a minor to donate a kid­
ney to an ailing sibling They said that in 
all but one rase the permission was 
granted

Gail was afflicted with polynephritis, a 
kidney disease, in 1964 when she was 10 
Medication helped, but in August 1972 
her kidneys tailed Now she needs 41/2 
hours each week on a dialysis machine, a 
mechanical kidney

She needs a transplant u  soon as possi­
ble because, among other complications, 
the openings in her left arm and right leg 
for hookup to the dialysis machine are 
closing

"Gail was our first concern." Mrs Hur­
dle testified in court "We wanted her to 
get well But we didn't want to jeopard- 
ite Karen "

At first Gail didn’t want Karen's kid­
ney. Mrs Hurdle said, because "she was 
afraid something might happen to Kar­
en ■'

Karen, a high school junior who was a 
finalist in the Miss Teenage Virginia pag­
eant. said. "I thought about it a couple of 
years ago and I made a decision "

The parents, Karen and another sister,

The energy secretary said oil and natu­
ral gas portions of energy legislation In 
Congress are linked.

"Inevitably there is a logical connec­
tion between the two." Schlesinger said. 
"The greater the cash flow from natural 
gas. the less need" for incentives on oil.

Carter initially proposed raising the 
ceiling on natural gas prices from the 
present 91.45 per thousand cubic feet to 
$1 75 The House accepted his proposal. 
But the Senate voted to deregulate natu­
ral gas prices.

No They are tucked away in the safest 
spot' nature could find for them — deep 
within the pelvic cavity where only the 
most severe blow will harm them.

You're right about one thing, many

But bile isn't produced in the gall blad­
der The liver does that, sending it direct­
ly into the small intestines where actual 
digestion takes place. Bile is such an im­
portant substance that the liver produces 
enough for a “ reserve" supply. This is 
what is stored in the gall bladder After a 
meal high in fats, the gall bladder releas­
es some bile into the small intestine.

Dear Dr Thosteson: When a person 
has cirrhosis, will he ever recover or will 
the liver always be damaged? If the an­
swer is yes. please say so. It would help 
my husband's outlook on things. He used 
to be a heavy drinker. — Mrs. G.P.

You can understand why the gall blad­
der makes its presence felt digestively 
when there is trouble there. There is pain 
in the upper right or upper mid-abdo­
men. This often follows a fatty meal. 
When such symptoms occur the gall blad­
der is a suspect

The liver has great "regenerative" 
powers, but nature requires an even 
break in the matter Incidentally, with al­
coholics it is not a problem of alcohol ex­
clusively Poor nutrition plays an impor­
tant role If your husband follows his diet 
and avoids alcohol, the liver shouls re­
cover nicely.

Mrs Knauer said the toy industry is in 
a particularly controlled position regard­
ing advertising She said the industry 
clears its ads with the National Advertis­
ing Review Board before they are shown. 
The board was established by the Better 
Business Bureau to police the industry.

"All I ran say Is. as far as the toy people 
are concerned. I don't see how they could 
be more tied in than they are with their 
advance clearance It would be a disas­
ter in their short selling season If th«' got 
on the airwaves with an ad which h ^  to 
be jerked olf, which would be bad public- 
ity.

I think they lean over, they don't want 
lo deiTive. and they want to protect 
iticmsclvcs in a highly competitive mar­
ket "

One public interest group heavily in­
volved m Ihc controversy Is Boston-based 
Action on Thildren's Television A re­
searcher there agreed that "some ads arc 
less oxploitalivc than they om’c were."

Rul she said several problems still exist 
with the annual Christmas toy advertis­
ing blitz

"... very often a toy will be advertised 
a,s pari of several (ximponents that have 
to be bought separately. The Evel Kni- 
evel motorcycle runenlly being adver­
tised is obviously no fun unless you also 
have the Evel Knievel doll, which the 
commercial says ls  sold separately," Ihc 
researcher said

"But our experience and that of most 
child psychologists is that children don't 
understand that, because they see both

A department spokesnun said that 
shutting down the tnvel office, and shift­
ing travel arrangements to the individual 
airlines, has been under consideration for 
some time.

The station said Scott at first denied 
that all his trips had been first class It 
said Scott admitted they ail were first 
class when a station rep t^er showed him 
the trip vouchers

He also said that “ the way the r e f la ­
tions are written, there are occasions 
where flying first class is justified when 
necessary to the job. Scott's job is similar 
to an executive vice president of a corpo­
ration. and he feels that since he works 
on a plane, sometimes with confidential 
material, he should fly first class ”

Personnel of the department's travel 
office reported that Scott always asked 
them to arrange first class tickets for his 
out-of-town trips An office employee.

But the spokesman added that Trans­
portation Smretary Brock Adams feels 
most flying should be done in the coach 
section, and “ I think you’ll see a lot less 
first class flying in the future.”

Dancers Study In Geometry
NEW YORK (AP) — The Pilobolus Dance Theater made its Broadway debut 

this week, adding a magical and refreshing touch of whimsy and originality to 
New York's dance establishment

The four men and two women of this company — named after a fungus — ex­
ecute a curious but dazzling blend of mime, gymnastics and modern dance with 
the balance of a well-tuned gyroscope and the grace of a trillion particles of 
swirling sand

The style of Pilobolus is unique Living sculptures of geometic lines and plia­
ble pretzel shapes freeze for a sustain^ moment in time or flow into other 
thre^im ensional body pictures

The choreography, often a communal effort by the six dancers, makes use of 
spare to a larger degree than, perhaps, most conventional dance If a body is to 
dangle from another and then join a Ihird'or .fpurth. the space must be there to 
preserve the balance and form

This was readily seen in the first work shown Tuesday night, “Monkshood's 
Farewell" Using barmiue-flavored music by Robert Dennis, the company 
moves with alarnty and grace through a medieval fantasy Knights, consisting 
of three entangled dancers, joust Only, with Pilobolus the lances are real peo­
ple and not sticks

In another marvelous movement, two women are borne bij the backs of two 
men. who crawl on hands and knees The women stand upright on the-barks, 
one leg on each man

'  ' Shiren.” a tvncal duet bv and with Moses Pendleton an4Alaon Chase, has

both dancers topless in bikini bottoms. Using sustained movements to the reed 
music of Riley Lee, they melt into a variety of body pictures. One step has Miss 
Chase extended stiffly across Pendleton's upper back and shoulders. He sweeps 
up his leg into an arabesque with her two legs. The effect is astounding as well 
as beautiful

The final work is a journey through the real and imagined war between wom­
en and men Called, simply enough. “Untitled," the dance opens with .Miss 
Chase and Martha Clarke romping about in full skirts and straw hats, a la early 
1900s. They appear to have exaggerated bustles. But, no bustles, they.

The women soon grow to about nine feet, supported on the heads of the men 
under their skirts And. what a sight -- muscular, hairy legs jutting out insolent­
ly from the fabnc of femininity. Eventu'hlly the men emerge from the skirts, to­
tally n.aked. as in birth, and vulnerable

There are two worthy solos in the program by Miss Clarke and Robert Bar­
nett Miss Clarke especially demonstrates her talents as a mime in “^agliac- 
rio "

When Pilobolus was founded in 1971, it consisted of Pendleton, Barnett, Jona­
than Wolken and Lee Harris All had been students in Miss Chase's choreogra­
phy classes at Dartmouth College In 1974, Hams was replaced by Miss Chase 
and .Miss (Tarke.
, Since then, the group has gained the financial and emotional support of the

Nigeria Struggles 
Against Pirates

LONDON (AP) — Nigena has banned all night movement of fishing boats 
in Its waters in an attempt to stop pirate attacks on merchant ships waiting 
to enter the congested port of Lagos, the Nigenan radio reported Thursday 
night The radio, monitored here, also said naval and police patrols have 
been intensified. The British Foreign Office had asked the Nigerun govern­
ment to step up security, and in the radio broadcast the mibtary government 
assured ships entering the country’s waters of full protection 

There have been a number of attacks by pirates on ships anchored off La­
gos On Monday the Danish freighter Lindinger Ivory was attacked and 
boarded by pirates under rover of darkness 

The captain of the 1.599-ton vessel. Sonnich Kromann Frederiksen. was 
shot and thrown overboard during the raid He is believed dead Some crew­
members were injured

On Wednesday night in London, the International Transport Workers Fed­
eration claimed "someone in authonly" was in collusion with the pirates 
The Federation recommended that its affiliated seamen's unions imstrurt 
members not to man ships bound for Lagos. Nigeria's principal port 

Several other Danish ships and four British vessels have reportedly been

But the most famous royal E^gyptian 
visit was by lb  Queen Cleopatra around 
33 B C , at a time when she and the Ro­
man Empire's co-regent. Mark Antony, 
were lovers

The couple had been touring some im­
perial satrapies north of the Tigrus-Eu- 
phrates rivers, she cajoling him to give 
her all of the small Middle East king­
doms. including Israel, then called Ju­
dea

In order not to refu.se her entirely, nor 
vet to^appear altogether subservient, he 
gave her sonve of Herod's territory on the 
west bank of the Jordan around Jericho 
and also part of another kingdom to the 
north

She alone then "went on to Judea. 
whtTe Herod met her." the first cenlurv 
historian Flavius Josephus recounts

Being in this situation, and having Her­
od’s company very often. Cleopatra at­
tempted to have sexual relations with the 
king, for she was by nature used to enjoy­
ing this kind of pleasure."

But the crafty Herod, who had gained 
rule over Judea by battle and marriage 
into the royal Jewish line, was too 
shrewd a power manipulator to fall un­
der her spell

"He evaded her proposal." Josephus 
recounts, and conferred with advisers 
about whether to have her slam, as he 
had done with numerous real aivd fancied 
foes, includmg various wives and rela­
tives

The aides counseled against it. so in­
stead he showered her with gl(ls and 
gave her a personal royal escort part way 
back to F^cipt Then he wrote to Mark 
Antony aNnit her maneuvers, suggesting 
he get rid of her

Simultane(vu.sl> Cleopatra, hack in 
Eg.vpt and smarting from Herod s rebuff 
to her chamis. was Irving to induse An- 
tonv into hav ing Herod bumped off

Subsequently, as history records. Cleo­
patra lost her throne and life when she in 
collusion with Antony stwight to setae 
control of the Homan empire in the naval 
battle of Actium in SI B C They lost and 
killed themsebes

Herod, his status endangered because

of his past friendship with Antony, has­
tened to Rome, and managed lo ingra­
tiate himself wtth the new emperor. 
Os'tavian

Octavian. later titled Augustus, sensed 
in Herod a wily and useful ally, restored 
to him the land given lo Cleopatra and 
made him fully king over Judea The Ro­
man emperor, now also ruler over Egypt, 
later visited the Judesn king in Jerusa­
lem

There, toasting and feasting together, 
they pledged sturdy friendship and alli­
ance. whK'h lasted until Herod, sick and 
threatened with real and Imagined revo­
lutions. including the birth of Jesus, died 
in deliriums

OKUHOMA CITY (AP) -  The once- 
troubled but reboundlni Rock Island 
Railroad Is making a concerted effort to 
live up to its new nickname — “The 
Rock."

But some municipal governments and 
school districts are nuking life hard for 
the railroad's eiecutivet during the 
firm's federal reorganiution.

And attorneys general of a dozen states, 
led by Kansas and including Oklahoma, 
are tiying to force the r a i lr t^  to pay off 
millions of dollars in back taxes om d to 
counties.

In Oklahoma, Rock Island owes Cana­
dian and Oklahoma counties more than 
1500,000 In taxes. The total figure for 30 
counties In Oklahoma Is |2,416,M0 for 
taxes, penalties and Interest, according to 
the Oklahonu attorney general's office.

Meanwhile, Rock Island Is in the midst 
of a $100,000, seven-market "u ies  blitz" 
aimed at raising the profile of the compa­
ny and Increasing business contracts.

"A lot of people had the idea we just 
folded our tent and went home," uys

At a hearing before U.S. District Court 
Judge Frank J. McOarr in Chicago ear­
lier this month, the railroad proposed 
that it begin paying its current taxes on 
July I. 1978.

"We don't agree that that's the bottom 
line on these taxes," Gray says. "We 
think that they can be' paid as part of the 
trustee's administrative expenses In 
terms of an ongoing business. We're 
i!oing to try to Insist that they should be 
(*a l4 "

Among Oklahoma school districts 
which have felt the lack of the railroad's 
public utility taxes in the last three years 
IS Kl Reno, which officials estimate has 
missed $30,000 a year since 1975 as Its 
share of the nearly $300,000 owed to Ca­
nadian County.

"Of course It hurts." uys Jerry Hutchi­
son. assistant school superintendent. 
"That could buy a lot of teaching aids."

Kl Reno Is the baadouarten of Rock Is­
land's aouthweslem division and is the 
location of company car repair shops. 
Some 750 persons work for Rock Island 
in the community, so a layoff of 100 
workers In the last several weeks caused 
some local concern.

The\ said that despite a 1960 law au­
thorizing using military lands for such 
purposes, little has b m  done and no 
money lus been appropriated by Con­
gress for carrying out the program

Minister Develops 
Adoption System

SPRINGFIELD. 111. (UPll -  Six years 
ago Charles Filson. a Presbyterian minis­
ter and father of eight children — two of 
them adopted — had an idea bom of frus­
tration with disorganized adoption serv­
ices.

Bolstered by the thought that “ there 
had to be a better way to do it," Filson 
volunteered to help with the Child Care 
Association of Illinois' adoption project. 
He wound up heading it.

He soon found ad^tion  agencies were 
plagued by lack of coordination and com­
munication and their biggest problem 
was placing older, physically or mentally 
impaired or non-white children. Most so­
cial workers were reluctant to offer such 
children to adopting couples, he said.

Filson. impressed by real estate bro­
kers’ success with multiple listing serv­
ices. decided to try a list of "hard to 
place” children. The Adoption Listing 
Service, the first of its kind nationwide, 
was conceived.

The service, supported by the slate De­
partment of Children and Family Serv­
ices and private donations, has placed I.- 
576 children since 1971 and become a 
model for other states. Filson said.

"We’ve changed a lot of attitudes about 
what is an adoptable child." Filson said 
in an interview during National Adoption 
Week. Nov. 19-26. "We've found there's 
really no such thing as an ‘unadoptable 
child' and have replaced the 'hard to 
place’ label with a ’waiting children'.one.

"All children have problems — some 
just mpre than others. Some families 
want to adopt the ones who need them 
the most. A lot of families amaze us " 
Filson said about 80 private and public 
family-oriented agencies receive the list­
ings, which include the child's name, pic­
ture, health and emotional state. List­
ings, updated weekly, are broken down 
into color and Sge groops. and families 
who want children are included.

He said 60 percent of the children arc 
placed within three months after they ap­
pear in the book and 85 percent are gone 
after six months. He said families with 
other children are the most frequent 
"takers" of the listed children and older 
black or mentally retarded children are 
still the hardest to place.

Despite the business-like nature of the 
service, Filson said the personal touch 
prevails.

"We stress we’re not dealing with flow­
ers or potatoes. We re dealing with hu­
man lives."

Filson said one of the side benefits of 
his service is tax dollar savings since

Refinery 
Sinking In 
Red Ink
SAN ANTONIO (AP) -  Common­

wealth Oil Refining Co., one of the na­
tion’s largest independent refiners faces 
the possibility of bankruptcy.

Gary W. Davis, Corco president, said 
he h ^  been "informally advised" by 
management of Ashland Oil Co. that Ash­
land “ appears unlikely" to exercise an 
option to buy controlling interest in Cor- 
co.

Ashland's deadline, which has been ex­
tended several times previously, is sched­
uled to expire Nov. 30.

The option allows Ashland to purchase 
controlling interest in Corco for $50 mil­
lion in new convertible preferred stock 

In a message to Corco stockhoiden last 
week, Davis warned:

"The company's short-term and long­
term financul problems persist, and if 
Ashland does not exercise its option to 
buy. we should like to emphasize that the 
company will again be faced with critical 
difficulties and choices, not excluding 
seeking protection under the bankruptcy 
laws."

Ashland's reported decision not to ex­
ercise Its option apparently was triggered 
by Tenneco Inc.’s refusal to buy, for $.30 
million, Oxchem Enterprises, a Corco 
joint-venture with W R Grace Co.

Ashland officials also could not be 
reached for comment 

Corco has posted substantial losses 
since mtd-1974. For the nine months end­
ed Sept. 30 this year, it had a net loss of 
$6.8 million on revenue of $708 million 

Interest payments on Corco's large 
debts have "played a significant role" in 
the company's recent financial losses. 
Davis told stockholders 

Corco's interest costs totaled $18 3 mil­
lion for the first nine months of 1977, 
Davis said.

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Coffee Futures Traders Face
Bar To Price Manipulation

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The Commodi­
ty Futures Trading Commission has tak­
en action to prevent what a spokesman 
called "a potential” for traders in De­
cember grade C coffee contracts to ma­
nipulate prices.

The commission issued an order sup­
porting the New York Coffee and Sugar 
Exchange s action which requires sellers 
in such contracts to reduce their futures 
holdings either through liquidation or by 
accepting delivery of coffee on similar 
contracts.

“The action was taken to avoid serious 
threats to the nuirketplace,” a commis­
sion statement said.

The spokesman said the exchange and 
the commission became aware of the de­
velopment of a large concentration of De­
cember grade "C  coffee futures in the 
hands of a relatively small number of in­

dividuals as the December delivery date 
was approaching.

The situation produced, said the 
spokesirun, “ a potential that may be con­
ducive to the manipulation of prices."

"The New York Coffee and Sugar Ex­
change has acted in the best tradition of 
self-regulation of the futures market,” 
said W'illiam T. Bagley, chairman of the 
commission. “Its action should diminish 
the potential for future serious distortion 
in the coffee futures market."

The comission’s order declared: "Any 
person who at the close of business on 
Nov. 23 directly or indirectly owns or

SANTIAGO (AP) — Chile's military 
government has ordered seven union 
leaders detained for “ lack of labor discip­
line'' and uys they will be sent to a deso­
late desert area

Two were reported arrested immedi­
ately. Two were attending a labor meet­
ing in Costa Rica and the others report­
edly had not been located.

In another matter, sources said the gov­
ernment denied re-entry to three Chilean 
women who went abroad to plead the 
cates of missing relatives last SMn in the 
hands of government security agents.

President Augnsto Pinochet announced 
the arrests to a meeting of hundreds of 
union people "As there are some leaders 
who make more politics than anything 
else, I have ordered the detention and 
they are going to be sent to pass the sum­
mer In the north," he said

Summer is beginning in the southern 
hemisphere, but It is always hot in the 
Chilean north Sources said the detainees 
probably would be sent to the Putre area 
near the Bolivian and Peruvian borders 
— high in the Andes with virtually no 
growth and few Inhabitants

Hunters
Become
Hunted

IDLEWILD. Mich. (UPU -  ( 
Prostitutes from all over the 
Midwest descended on this rustic 
northern Michigan resort town in 
caravans of lavish mobile brothels 
to go on the prowl for deer 
hunters, state police said 
Wednesday.

Troopers said the women, 
dressed in fur coats and evening 
gowns. lured weekend 
outdoorsroen from the only tavern 
to luxurious motor homes for sex 
and drug parties that cost patrons 
$20 to r s  each.

The invasion started the 
weekend before deer season 
began Nov. IS. with 50'suspected 
prostitutes spotted on the streets 
Saturday night alone. When CB 
radio enthusiasts spread the word 
about the illicit doings, business 
really picked up.

State troopers began a 
crackdown after complaints from 
residents, most of them retirees 
In two weeks. 18 hookers, one as 
young as 16. were arrested. 
Repeat offenders got jail 
sentences up to 30 days.

"W ere sick and tired of thi.s 
shabby business." said Marry 
Solomon. Yales Township 
supervisor. "It got so bad that our 
wives couldn't walk to a store 
without being propositioned.

"Those women were doing 
anything they could get away with 
figuring there would be no police 
surveillance."

One prostitute told a reporter 
she came from Chicago the 
opening weekend “when all the 
boys have money” and planned to 
return for tme season windup — 
“ their last big fling." She said she 
charges $75 a night for parties that 
feature sex, liquor and cocaine.

The prostitute influx began 
slowly a couple of years ago, "but 
It s gotten progressively worse." 
Solomon said. "This is a 
recreation and retirement area 
and the taxpayers are gelling up 
in arms over this.

"We only have these incidents 
during deer season It's quiet Ihe 
rest of the year, and that's Ihe 
way we want to keep it — quiet 
and rustic "

Of the CB radio broadcavU. 
Solomon said, "that's the thing 
that brought Ihe mob in They 
were wondering where the action 
was. and it was here."

were made in purchase of tickets for 
committee fund-raising evenU.

Ryu referred to one of the $500 pay­

ments during the ethics committee's pub 
lie hearings last month and the House in­
vestigators obviously want to know who 
got money and why it was paid.

The New Jersey newspaper, in stones 
bv reporter Rudy Larinl. said the Middle­
sex County Democratic Committee re­
ported conlributions of $500 each from 
Park in 1973 and 1974 and a $500 contri­
bution from Ryu in 1972
The newspaper quoted Ryu as saying in

an interview that he also made a $300 
ixiynienl lo Ihe committee In 1971 and 
that he made both payments on behalf ol 
Park

Ryu was quoted at saying Park told 
him liitle about the contributloas othar 
than that he was to contact the Patten 
aide and arrange them.

CHAMPVA la your column. Can you tcU 
me what Ihli It? — C.B.

A. CHAMPVA, or Civilian Health and 
Medical Program-Veterans Administra­
tion, provides medical coverage for the 
spouse or child of a veteran who has a to­
tal, permanent, service-connected disa­
bility, or a veteran who has died of such a 
disability. These people are eligible for 
CHAMPVA provided they are not eligi­
ble for Medicare.

IIEARTLINE: I am 63 and have been 
drawing Social Security disability for four 
years. My dlMbllily Is permanent and 
there is no chance of my ever being able 
to work again. I have heard that a person 
ran only draw Social Secniily diubility 
for a certain number of years, b  there 
any truth to this? — F.D.

A. No. As long as you remain disabled 
within the meaning of the law, and are 
not able to do substantial work, your 
monthly disability benefits will continue. 
Of course, when you reach age 65, the 
disability benefits are automatically 
changed to retirement benefits. At that 
point, your monthly benefits would con­
tinue even If yog were to recover from 
your disability. But this would not mean 
an increase in your benefits.

IIKARTLINK; i retired at 65 and s u i t­
ed drawing my SocUl Security benefits. I 
am now 71. My wife, having no Social Se­
curity of her own, started drawing her 
beneflu at 62. She 1s now 67.

At present I am receiving a monthly 
benefit check of $340.20. My wife is draw­
ing $133.10 a month. How much Social 
Security would my wife receive if I 
should die? — C.W.

A. Your wife would be entitled to 100 
percent of the monthly benefit you are 
drawing at your death.

WASHINGTON (UPl) -  The Supreme 
Court it getting a crash course In engi­
neering from a professional group whose 
longtime stand against competitive bid­
ding is under chaUenge.

The National Society of Professional 
Engineers filed a 97-page brief recently 
to bolster its appeal from lower court or­
ders requiring it to stop discouraging 
competitive bidding.

It charged that rulings against its policy 
represent "an unconstitutional blunder-

bus" abridging memben' rights of free 
speech, publication and asaodatkm.

The Supreme Court wiU deal another 
blow to the ‘Teamed professions" if it re­
jects the society's arguments.

The First blow came in 1975 when the 
justices ruled in a Northern Virginia case 
that lawyer groups vrhich set a minimum 
fee schedule for real estate title searches 
were violating the Sherman Antitrust 
Act. The high court rejected the argu­
ment that the “ learned professions" are

not subject to the law.
It told a federal judge to review the en- 

gmeers’ case on the basis of that ruling.
U.S. District Judge John Smith did so 

and decided to bar the engineering socie­
ty from adopting a policy statement 
which discourages submission of price 
quotations or implies that price competi­
tion is unethical. The U.S. Circuit Court 
of Appeals here affirmed his order.

The Suprenw Court will bear argu­
ments later this term on the 69,000-mem­

ber engineering society’s appeal.
The society started off its writtro bnrf

b y  o u t l i n in g  t h e  ABCs of tiK engineering
profession.

Since the 17th century, common law 
has recognized that restraints of trade 
must be unreasonable to be unlawful, the 
brief said. Engineers’ refusal to engage in 
competitive bidding is not unreasonable 
but necessary to the public safety, it 
argued.

Informants Get

WASHINGTON (UP!) -  The federal 
government paid more than $1 million to 
informant.^ who helped the Internal Rev­
enue Service track down income tax 
chralen during the past three years.

The federal treuury came out far 
ahead in the practice of exchanging mon­
ey for information.

According (o the IRS, the government 
colircled 635.276,414 In the three year pe­
riod from taxpayen who would have 
avoided payment if It were not for the In­
formants Of that total. $14.9 million was 
collerlrd during fiscal 1977 alone.

The IRS said just because a person calls 
to say ho lhink.s somebody is cheating on 
his taxes, it does not mean the informers 
will get cash In fact, most are turned 
away empty handed.

Out of 14,667 informers who volun­
teered information during the past three 
years, only 1,414 — loss than 10 percent 
— rivcived any money.

An IKS spokesman said a total of $1,- 
052,550 was paid to informers — an aver­
age of $744 38 each.

The spokesman sak) the largest single 
p.iyment to an Informer dunng fiscal 
1977 was $r)0,000. The IRS recovered 
more than $500,000 ulilUIng the elandes- 
line information from that one tip.

The derision to pay off In exchange for 
a lip IS completely unilateral, the spokes­
man explained.

"The tip has got to lead us to untaxed in­
come which we ordinarily would not 
have recovered.

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Sex Survey Finds Male
Apprehensive Of Beauty
NEW YORK (AP) — Mtny men u t  

more likely to be “unnerved" than 
“ turned on" by a beautiful woman and 
moat men want women to take an eager, 
active role In sex and to let them know 
what will make It most utisfylng, accord­
ing to a new national survey.

Results of the survey by Crossley Sur­
veys Inc . a New York-based market re­
search and public opinion polling Ijm . 
will be published next week by Timet 
Books in “Beyond the Male Myth "

In the survey, 4.0M men aged 18 to A5 
were asked questions about male sexuali­
ty which were prepared by Dr Anthony 
Pietropinto, director of a psychiatric clin­
ic at Lutheran Hosptial here, and Jacque­
line Simenauer, a medical writer.

Ninety-live percent of those questioned 
Mid they did not object to women who 
"make demands" during sex And 98 per­

cent Hid It w u  important for their fem­
ale partnen to reach orgasm, and they 
blamed themselves if their partners srere 
not sexually satisfied.

The survey results indicate that “many 
women are unnecesHrily leery about 
making suggestions to a man about how 
to satisfy them better," the authors 
wrote.

In a recently completed, widely distrib­
uted survey of female sexuality, "The 
Hite Report," women complained that 
men were interested only in their own 
Mtisfaction, made little effort to please 
their partners and did not want to be told 
how to do so.

In the new survey, about 60 percent of 
the men interviewed Hid they believed 
love was the key to utisfying sex

More than one-half of the men under 
age U M id they had had extramarital sex­
ual relationships, while one-third of those

over age U had had such relationships 
Of thoM who had affairs, 4 percent s ^  
their wives knew of their relationships 
with other women.

Nearly a third of the men over 40 Mid 
they would never be tempted to have an 
extramarital affair, while more than half 
those over 55 held that view. Forty-five 
percent listed factors at home, such as 
poor sex with their wives or fighting with 
their wives, as reasons they might stray

The survey showed that most men pre­
fer women with self-assurance wbo take 
good care of themselves, keep their fig­
ures trim, are well-groomed and poised 
They disliked obesity, dirty hair, body 
odor, poor posture and bad teeth in a 
woman

One-third of the men Mid they would 
want to marry a virgin, and many others 
said they would not want their spouses to 
discuss their previous sexual activities.

TOKYO (AP) — A Communist Party 
leader In northeast China has been

Ching, were purged in October 1978 after 
being accused of trying to wrest power

The Kyodo News Service dispatch Iden­
tified the purged leader as Liu Teh-Uai, 
deputy commander of Shengyang units of 
the army.

Liu also was first secretary of the party 
committee of Luta City, second-largest in 
Liaoning province, chairman of the city's 
revolutionary committee and command­
er of Its garri.son

The latest report was brought to Pek­

ing by u n id en tified  recen t tra v e le rs  to  
n o rth e a s t China. Kyodo M id

It Mid the the travelers reported seeing 
wall posters announcing the purge by the 
the party central committee, the state 
council and the party's military commis­
sion.

The announcement Mid, "Liu Teh-tsai 
was stripped of all his posts," the travel­
ers reported, according to Kyodo.

Purges under the direct supervision of 
the Chinese Communist Party central 
committee are being conducted against 
local party leaders described as "rem­
nants of the gang of four," the report

Early this month, Japanese reports

ers as Keng Chi-chang, vice chairman of

History Buffs Save 
160-Year-Old Hotel

GERMANTOWN, Ohio (AP) — The Florentine Hotel may never return to 
I t s  prominence of a century ago. but two couples interested in history are 
trying to get the old place on its feet again

"I've lived In Germantown all my life," Buck Branham said. "I drove by it 
every day and just decided to buy it."
'Branham and his wife. Carol, and Mike and Susan Hopkins invested $43.- 

000 in one of Ohio's oldest hotels in this Montgomery County community of 
5.000

When they started, the three-story frame building was a mess. The county 
hcallh department ordered it closed in 1974. and the owner at the time said 
he couldn't afford to fix it up. A later order to demolish the building as a fire 
hazard was rescinded after history buffs expressed an interest.

The Florentine has been on Montgomery County tax records since 1816 
The hotel, ont'e known as Leighty House, was vacant for three years until the 
two couples went to work on it.

Tales from the hotel's history have been enriched by time. Story tellers 
claim that in its heyday at least two presidents stopped there — but no one is 
quite sure which ones

Its bar and restaurant survived Prohibition, infbtion and a couple of fires 
Both were ravaged by time and covered with dust and cobwebs until the two 
couples started chipping paint and checking for rotten timber.

"Every day we work on it. somebody comes in and tells us a new story." 
Branham said “And they ask if we are going to have the fish sandwiches 
The 40-<'ent fish sandwich, he said, was a specialty in the days of huge dime 
mugs of b*H'r

"We ll have the fish saridwich bark." Branham said, "But whether or not 
It  will b e  40 cents I can't honestly .say."

Time and customers were hard on the place Most fixtures and turni.shings 
that w*'re not sold have been broken

"The man just closed the door and walked out." Branham said of the for- 
m«'r owner "Ho even left the wine "

Branham doesn't see the place becoming a hotel again
He and Hopkins plan to restore and paint the wooden outside, put in 

''tamed glass windows and a bnck sidewalk The wrought iron railing on the 
.second floor balcony will stay

The new owners plan a restaurant and tavern on the first floor. The second 
floor will be made into party rooms, they said.

The third floor, which is in the worst shape of all, faces an uncertain fu­
ture

Branham and Hopkins said they plan to run the place themselves for a 
time before finding a manager.

Monterey Rips Bel Air^ 
Wins Regional 36-25

EX PASO—Pesky Bel Air kept fighting 
an uphill battle throughout the second 
half with the generous aid of Monterey 
mistakes, but the Highlanden never 
quite reached the hilltop.

Every time Bel Air fought back, a guy 
named Ron Reeves, stariding atop the 
mountain peak, shoved the Highlanders 
behind some more. With quarterback 
Reeves' able guidance, the Plainsmen 
survived five lost fumbles and edged the 
Highlanders 36-25 in the Class AAAA re­
gional football playoff round.

MHS, now 11-0-1, enters the quarter-fi­
nals next week against the winner of Sat­
urday's Odessa Permian-Arlington La­
mar game, scheduled in Abilene But the 
Plainsmen certainly didn't advance with 
a raaor-sharp performance.

On this Thanksgiving night, the Plain- 
men looked like carved-up turkeys during 
the first and third quarters and offered 
their smaller opponents some incredible 
scaring opportunities Despite the slug­
gish MHS performance. Reeves rushed 
13 times for 140 yards and amazing TD 
runs of 41 and 39 yards to keep Bel Air on 
the lower side of the sco rebo^ .

Coach James Odom's Plainsmen over­
came three turnovers in the first quarter 
and took a 22-8 lead into the second half 
But two more fumbles helped Bel Air 
score 9 points and narrow the count to 22- 
17 midway in the third period.

The winners were driving for another 
score on the first possession of the third 
quarter until a fumble turned into a Bel 
Air touchdown.

At Bel Air's 15, MHS halfback Dwayne 
Smith fumbled as he tried for extra yar­
dage The ball popped into the air, and 
Bel Air's Victor Hernandez caught It on 
the dead run at the 18 and raced 82 yards 
for a score

A 3-point conversion pass failed, but 
Bel Air bad narrowed the deficit to 22-14 
with 8:31 left in the third quarter 

Bel Air regained possesaion three plays 
later when tackle Manny Ramirez 
smacked MHS fullback Joel Gage loose 
from the ball and recovered the fumble 
at the MHS 15

Four plays later. Hector Reyes booted 
a 38-yard field goal wtih 6 49 left in the 
third quarter

Monterey's offense moved effectively 
when it didn't fumble the boll away The 
Plainsmen increased their lead to 28-17 
with a 53-yard drive in seven plays Jeff 
Harp rushed for 24 of those yards on the 
first play After the Plainsmen rushed 
five more times to Bel Air's 23.

Reeves added the PAT kick with 11:56

And Gordon Wood says just maybe.
The question? Will the quarter-final 

clash between the Perryton Rangers and 
the Brownwood Lions be a high-scoring 
or low-sconng affair.

“ I think there are going to be a lot of 
points put on the scoreboard.-" said Beck, 
coach of the top-ranked (UPI) Rangers, 
who will defend their quarter-final 
crown, which they won last year from 
Brownwood 13-0, tonight starting at 7 
p m. in Lowrey Field.

Federal Retirees Draw Bene fits, Pensions
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Forty-four per­

cent of all retired federal woiliers draw 
Social Security benefits in addition to 
their pensions, a new government study 
shows.

That Is up slightly from the 41 percent 
of civil service retirees who were draw­
ing Social Security in 1968 when a similar 
survey was conducted

The report in the Social Security Bulle­
tin said that as of Dec 31, 1973, some 
443.000 of the 978.000 federal retirees also 
received Social Security About 57 per­
cent of all the retirees were 65 or older, 
but 85 percent of the dual beneficiaries 
were in that age group

The average monthly evil service pen­
sion in December, 1975, w u  8544, or 
more than 21/2 times the average 
monthly Social Security benefit of $207 at 
that time

Most of the dual beneficiaries received 
less than $207 from Social Security Some 
29 percent received less than $101 in So­
cial Security benefits due to early retire­
ment or other special circumstances 
About 35 per cent received between $101 
and $160. 11 percent between $160 and 
$190, 15 per cent between $190 and $250, 
and the remaining 10 per rent $250 or 
more.

Most of the civil servants secured the 
Social Security coverage by working in 
non-government jobs, either before or 
after their government service, or by 
moonlighting They accounted for .19 per 
rent Of tho.se on Social Security; the oth­
er 5 per rent were survivors or depend­
ents of pervms who had paid into the So­
cial Security system

Anyone retiring now is entitled to So­
cial Security if he or she worked in rov-

"The results of the rate survev clearly 
reflect the difficulties experienci’sl by ru­
ral electric systems in providing electric 
service at rates comparable to those of 
urban utilities serving densely settled 
areas. " the association said 

The rural co-ops provide eleidric serv­
ice to about eight million (arms, ranches 
and other users on a non profit basis and 
are owned by their customers 

"They aserage around four consumers 
and $1,600 in revenue per mile of line, 
compared to 40 consumers ansi 15 limes 
as much revenue per mile of line lor 
investor-owned utilities. " the assoi'iation

Mormon Accuses Ex-Lover 
Of Kidnaping^ Seduction

LONDON (AP) — Onetime American beauty contestant Joyce McKinney 
chased her ex-lover, a young Mormon missionary, to England where she kid­
napped him. chained him to a bed and forced him to make love to her, a court 
was told Wednesday.

The bizarre tale of love was recounted in Epsom magistrates' court by prose­
cutor Neil Dennison who claimed Miss McKinney, 27, of Asheville, N C., 
tracked Kirk Anderson, 21, of Provo, Utah, across the United States to the south 
London surburb of Ewell because of her "all consuming passion" for him

Miss McKinney and a friend, architect Keith May. 24, of Maywood, Calif., 
were arrested two months ago on charges of forcibly abducting Anderson out­
side Ewell’s Mormon church Sept. 14, imprisoning him against his will, possess­
ing a fake revolver and a bottle of chloroform.

The magistrates will decide whether the pair should be tried
Neither Miss McKinney nor May has yet entered a plea, but in earlier court 

appearances the blonde wept and shouted at reporters: "I'm  innocent, please 
let them know the truth,”

At Wednesday's hearing, she appeared calm and sat in the dock holding hands 
■ With May, They have been held in custody since their arrest and the magistrates 

have refused bail,
'■'Behnisdn said Miss McKinney and Anderson were lovers after they met,-in 

Utah in July. 1975, when Anderson was studying to become a Mormon minuster. 
The woman claimed she became pregnant,

"Who was the seducer and who was the seduced is not important," the attor­
ney said, "What is important is that the Mormon Church forbids sexual inter­
course before marriage,"

Anderson was ridden with guilt over the affair, sought his bishop's advice and 
moved to California after vainly trying to break off the relationship with Miss 
McKinney, he said.

The woman, a doctor's daughter and onetime model, followed Anderson to

California, then Oregon where he tried to throw her off by living under an as­
sumed name. Dennison said

Finally last year he was assigned to England on missionary work, but his ex- 
lover traced him to Ewell through private detectives.

May, using the alias Bob Hosier, met Anderson Sept 14 on the pretext of seek­
ing details on the Mormon Church He pulled the fake 38 revolver and bundled 
Anderson into a car in which Miss McKinney was waiting. IVnnison claimed

They hid the young Mormon under a blanket in the hack seat and drove him 
to a lonely cottage near Okehampton in Devon, a country in southwest England, 
the attorney said.

Anderson testified that Miss McKinney cooked him dinner at the cottage and 
said~she wanted "to sort things nut. She told me she still loved me and wanted 
to marry m e"

He said May later shackled him to a double bed with a 10-foot chain "for her 
protection" „

He added. "Joy told me if there was to be a ransom, it would be that I'd have 
to give her another baby.. ."

Dennison said Anderson "decided the only way he was going to secure his (e- 
lease was (6 give thd appearaiirF of mnperalion by agreeing to dvi what w.ss 
asked of him He said he would marry McKinney "■

The missionary was kept chained or handcuffed for periods over the. next two 
days, the attorney said Finally, after refusing to make love, Anderson was 
spread-eagled on the bed. chained hand and fool and forced to have sex with his 
ex-lover, he claimed.

Anderson testified: "The chains were tight I couldn't move.
"She grabbed the top of my pajamas and tore them from my body until 1 was 

naked She proceeded to have intercourse. I didn't wish it to happen

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Trials Of Location Filming Multiply In Egypt F t
ASWAN. Egypt (AP» — “ Death on the 

Nile,” grous^ one member of the crew 
filming the star-studded murder mystery, 
“ will be the death of us all ”

Filming a movie on location is seldom 
easy, and filming one under the hot 
Egyptian sun, even with such profession­
als as Bette Davis. Peter Ustinov and 
David Niven, presents its own problems; 
palm trees growing where they shouldn't, 
horses refusing to go where they should, 
and Kus.sian MlOs of the Egyptian Air 
Force zooming overhead in the middle of 
a love scene set in the 1930s.

"It's much cleaner here than it was in 
Morocco and Tunisia," said Miss Hussey, 
who spent several weeks in the two 
North African nations portraying the Vir­
gin Mary in Franco Zefferilli's "Jesus of 
Nazareth.”

The scenes shot at the Great Pyramids 
near Cairo had even more problems than 
those at Aswan. In the middle of a horse­
back love scene gt the left front paw of 
the Sphinx, Miss Chiles and her movie

bridegroom are all set for a close-up shot.
Director John Guillermin leans back in 

liis chair under a big sunshade and sig­
nals the acton. In mid-kiss, a dozen mili­
tary jets fly over in V-formations.

“Come on boys, it’s getting awfully nois- 
y." The Egyptian interpreter reduces the 
speech to one word, “ uskut,” meaning 
“ shut up ”

The Egyptian suffragis, men and boys 
who tote props and cold soft drinks to the 
film crew, shuffle and talk.

Assistant director Ted Sturgis makes a 
lung plea for silence, concluding with.

The scene starts again, only to be inter­
rupted by a big yellow tour bus rumbling 
down the road by the Sphinx. As soon as 
the bus is gone, two felaheen on camels 
appear out of now here.

“Where did they come from?” Sturgis

moans. “ I thought the army had orders 
not to let anyone through.”

Once again the scene is ready to start. 
The soldien cordoning off the area have 
fresh instructions regarding buses and 
camels. The suffragis are told to “ uskut” 
again.

The movie lovers get halfway through 
an intense conversation about the jilted

girlfriend who U foDowing them around 
on their honeymoon, only to be interrupt­
ed by the wailing call to prayer from a 
mosque on the other side of the sand 
dunes.

Two hours bter, saddlesore and sun­
burnt, Miss Chiles and her leading man 
finish the scene to the director's satisfac­
tion.

The British team producing "Death on 
ilic Nile" is nearly through sU weeks of 
location work in Egypt. The $9 million 
movie, which also sUrs Mia Farrow. An- 
geb Lansbury. Maggie Smith and Olivia 
Hussey, is expected to be released about 
the middle of next year.

While Agatha Christie's fictional detec­
tive, portrayed by Ustinov, is trying to 
find out who killed the rich young heir­
ess, played by former American model 
Lois Chiles, the prop m en and set dress­
ers scurry around Aswan, 500 miles up 
the Nile river from Cairo.

"You don’t just go out and buy any­
thing In Egypt." a prop man says. “Ever­
ything has lo be made. You want poles 
lor the boat, you buy two-by-fours. Then 
you look for an Egyptian carpenter and 
try to tell him you want them made into 
poles.

"You want palm trees, you make palm 
trees,'' he continues, "Never mind that 
there are plenty ol palm trees growing all 
over the place They aren't in the right 
vpot.

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Former Teacher Likes Trapeze
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KANSAS CITY. Mo. (AP) -  David 
Smith rcm em bm  well his first perform­
ance as catcher in a high-flying circus tra­
peze act; 'T  missed the last fh-e tricks.

"I had cotton mouth so bad I could 
hardly speak. We had done real well in 
practice, but I blew the last five tricks my 
opening night" in Morristown. N J. 
“That was a real humdinger of an act." 
he adds with an embarrassed smile.

Less than two months before his open­
ing night in October 1971, David Smith, 
now 3S, was a junior high school teacher 
in Turner. Ore. He had married his col­
lege sweetheart. Jeannie. and they were 
living comfortably in a rented home with 
their first child, Rebecca.

Then one evening in the late summer of 
1971. he got a call from an old friend in­
viting them to a circus performance in 
nearby Salem. The friend was a flyer 
with the trapeze ac t

"After the show, my friend said they 
needed another catcher, did I want to 
take a shot at i t  Just like th a t” he snaps 
his fingers, "I decided that's what I want­
ed to do."

It meant a drastic change in the fami­
ly's way of life, but the trapeze work was 
not really unnatural for David Smith. He 
had been active in gymnastics in high 
school and college and had competed in 
national tournaments.

Smith is slightly over 6 feet tall and 
broad-shouldered. He has great strength 
in his hands and arms, developed in 
hours of practice on the gymnasUc nngs, 
horizontal bars and horse.

“ I had a little car that 1 had built out of 
plywood and sheet metal. I borrowed a 
16-foot trailer from my dad, and with $1,- 
500 we had saved in two years of teach­
ing, we just took off. We just cut all ties, 
sold all the furniture and everything 
else"

Today, he's recognized as a profes­
sional. and as the Ararat Shrine circus 
opened here recently, the Rocksmith ae- 
rialists demonstrated the skills that won 
the "world champion" designation in 
competition in London last December.

"It's the catcher's job to be in the right 
spot at the right tune, to make up time," 
Smith said of his work. "When the flyer 
jumps off the little board, he is commit­
ted. He cannot change anything. It's the 
catcher's job to make whatever changes 
are necessary.

"If the trick is done right, if the timing 
is right, very little strength is necessary 
in a Atcher.

The others testified, and the blacklist­
ing begun by studio heads of those who 
would not cooperate with the investiga­
tion spread. By 1955 it was reported that 
106 wnten, 36 actors, 11 directors and 61 
technicians had been blacklisted out of 
Hollywood.

The movie's producers looked at 50 
hours of old film, much of it newsreel, 
and shot 35 hours of interviews for the 90-, 
minute film.

Mill In Operation
By KETH HENI.EY

An •xperimental feed processing mill, 

the first facility at Texas Tech’s new 
multi-phased teaching and agriculture 
research center, is fully operational and 
Tech officials are expecting it to make 
big contributions to the livestock indus­
try .'

Located about eight miles east of New 
Deal, the $550,000 feedmill is at the 
heart of a 65-acre plot on which all of 
the College ol Agricultural Sciences field 
laboratories will be built 

About $3 million in construction on a 
feedlot. veterinary clinic, research build­
ing. and facilities lor swine, horses, 
sheep and dairy- animals already is un­
derway.

Dr Max Lennon, associate dean of ag­
riculture who directs the college's re­
search programs, said this week that 
feedlot operations could begirt as early 
as January or February Feedmill opera­
tions began this summer 

Near the central building site in sepa­
rate tracts, about 920 acres of farmland 
will be devoted to research on all crops 
grown across the Texas High Plains, ac­

cording to Dr Anson Bertrand, dean of 
agriculture

"This farm was selected because it is 
typical of the predominant type of land 
in the area." he explained "It also has a 
lot of water under it and it can be fully 
irrigated for 40 years"

The laboratories and teaching facilities 
for the College of Agriculture were 
moved to New Deal when Texas Tech 
and LubbfM'k County officials decided to 
build a county teaching hospital in con­
junction with the university's School of 
Medicine on land previously designated 
for agricultural sciences

Improving feed efficiency through 
more effective means of processing will 
he emphasired in feedmill operations. 
Lennon said The mill will serve a dual 
purpose in instruction and experimenta­
tion

Undergraduate courses in mill man­
agement and operation are being offered 
along with a master’s program in formu­
la feed production

Current enrollment in the College of 
Agrieultural Scienees stands at about 1.- 
500 undergraduates and another 200 stu­
dents at the graduate level, according to

Bertrand Texas Tech is the only non­
land grant university in the United 
States that offers a Ph D in agriculture.

Greater feed efficiency is expected to 
be achieved through research diets with 
the most practical degree of accuracy in 
formulation.

Feed processing is of vital interest to 
the livestock industry, Lennon said. 
Processed feedstufis are more efficient­
ly utilized by animals in the conversion 
of feed to body weight gain, allowing 
more meat to be produced per unit of 
feed consumeil

In 1975. nearly 10.000 feed mills in the 
United Slates were registered with the 
Food and Drug Administration. More 
than 600 of the plants were in Texas

Lennon said the feed.produced in U. S. 
mills was valued at about $13 billion

"The livestock feed industry is so vast 
that a change in feed efficiency of only 1 
percent carries a price tage of approxi­
mately $1.30 million." he noted.

However, the amount of improvement 
in feed efficiency derived from process­
ing is highly variable, said the educator. 
It is affected by the type of feedstuff 
being processed, the processing method 
and the animal being fed.

For example, pelleting a corn-soybean 
meal ration for growing swine will im­
prove feed efficiency 8 to 10 percent If 
barley were used to replace corn, the 
improvement would be about 12 per­
cent. Lennon pointed out

He said the use of .steam-flaked grain 
results in a consistent 10 percent im­
provement in efficiency of feed used by 
feedlot cattle, com part with dry rolled 
gram

Location of the mill will be one of the 
greatest benefits that may be derived by 
the industry, according to Lennon.

"This mill is right in the milddleof the 
U S livestock industry." he said

About 25 percent of the cattle led for 
slaughter in the United Slates are mar­
keted from feedyards within a 250-mile 
radius of Lubbock.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  American 
farmers will ship more crops abroad 
next year than ever before but lower 
prices will cut export earnings. Agricul­
ture Department officials predict 

With overseas demand for American 
grain up. experts at the department's re­
cent annual Outlook Conference said 
overall farm exports in the 1977-78 fiscal 
year which began Oct. 1 probably vt’ill 
reach a record of about 110 million me­
tric tons, up 8 million tons from 1976-77 

Most of the sales increase will come in 
shipments of wheat, analysts said. The 
predicted export total for the 1977-78 
season includes nearly 84 million tons of 
wheat, feed grains and rice, up nearly 10 
per cent from the previous season be­
cause of an expected jump in wheat 
sales

But experts added that average prices 
for American crops moving to foreign 
buyers in the new season probably will 
be about 15 per cent below the 1976-77 
level, primarily because of lower gram 
and soybean prices.

As a result, spokesmen said the overall 
dollar value of American farm exports in 
the new year may fall to about $22 bil­
lion. compared with $24 billion in the 
previous yeur

Analysts ,added that American farm 
product imports in 1977-78 may reach 
about $13.5 billion, fractionally above 
the previous year. As a result, the na­
tion’s net return from farm trade — the 
excess of export sales over imports — is 
expected to drop to $8 5 billion, more 
than 20 percent below 1976-77, to the 
lowest level in live years 

Thomas Saylor, deputy chief of the de­
partment's Foreign Agricultural Service, 
said the outlook for grain sales could im­
prove if Soviet purchases of American 
gram go beyond the currently-predicted 
level of 15 million tons lor 1977-78.

Soviet officials recently estimated 
their 1977 gram harvest at 194 million 
metric tons, well below earlier Ameri­
can forecasts and 13 percent below last 
year's crop This helped push estimates 
of Soviet orders for American gram to 
the current 15 million ton level, but ana­
lysts said there is still "much uncertain­
ty" over the possibility that purchases 
could go even higher 

"Adding to this uncertainty is the indi­
cation that other major grain exporters 
have already committed their exportable 
supplies, and that any new foreign de­
mand would be supplied by the United 
States." a summao' prepared lor the 
conference said

Experts noted that sales to Europe are 
expei-ted to decline because that region 
had good crops this year But they said a 
big question mark remains about the 
Peoples Republic of China 

China will import a record amount ol 
gram m 1977-78. officials said 

.None of the Chinese purchases so far 
have been from American stocks and no 
potential sales are included in current 
government export forecasts But if 
China needs any grain beyond what it 
has already ordered from other produ­
cers including Canuda and Australia, the 
.additional supplies "may come from the 
United States.' the summary added 

J Dawson Ahalt. head of the depart­
ment's world outlook and situation 
board, added in another report to the 
outlook meeting that the increased for­
eign sales are coming from record crops 
which have depressed prices for Amen- 
can farmers '*

Even with the prospect of bigger for­
eign sates. Ahalt said, farm pnees in the 
1977 calendar year will average about 4 
to 5 percent below last year and 1978 
should be about the same 

Ahalt said that despite the drop in So­
viet production and crop prospects in 
Canada and Australia, larger food sup­
plies are virtually assured for most parts 
of the world m the coming year.

But. Ahalt added, supplies will be

short in parts of Southeast Asia, the 
western Suhel region of Africal, 
Ethiqupia and Afghanistan 

And there is an ironic contradiction in 
the food outlook, the government eco- 
monist added

On one hand, big supplies of grains

and oilseed crops have severely de­
pressed farmers’ prices, he said.

"Yet, people in many parts of the 
world have inadequate diets becuase ol 
limited food supplies and high prices 
which most potential buyers living in ab­
ject poverty cannot afford."

CONTINUING LARGE SUPPLIES OF BEEF, plus large suppUes of compet­
ing meats, dampen the prospects for a substantial rise in led cattle prices for 
1978.

Early in the year, says USDA economist James Nix, they are expected to be in 
the high $,30s to low $40s.

They could strengthen a little in the spring and continue to trend upward dur­
ing the remainder of the year, Nix says. The spring rise, however, is not expect­
ed to be substantial

Nix says the annual average price of choice slaughter steers at Omaha could 
be $1 to $4 higher than this year's average of about $40.

REDUCED FEEDER CATTLE SUPPLIES and improved demand by cattle 
feeders are expected to result in higher feeder cattle prices. Nix says.

Prices for choice yearling feeder steers, he says, could move to the middle to 
high $40s for an annual average. Lighter weight feeders, he adds, probably will 
sell at a premium over yearlings.

Total commercial cattle slaughter is projected to be 5 to 8 percent below this 
year's level With fed cattle accounting for a higher percentage of the slaughter 
mix. average weights are expected to be heavier.

Thus next year’s total beef production. Nix says, may be off only 2 to 5 per 
cent

The projected level of slaughter would result in another reduction in the cat­
tle inventory during 1978. With the Jan 1 cattle inventory due to be down again, 
next year's calf crop likely will be smaller than the 1977 crop.

But in contrast to 1976 and 1977. total cattle and calf slaughter likely woulcl 
not be larger than the expected calf crop. Nevertheless. Nix says, after allowing 
for death losses and net imports, another slight reduction is expected in the i;at-. 
tie inventory on Jan 1 .1979

The row herd could about .stabilize during 1978 at around 50 million head, the 
economist .savs

FEED SUPPLIES, PARTICULARLY FORAGE supplies, will continue to be 
an important variable in the 1978 rattle outlook. Nix points out

This year's large grain crops will supply ample quantities of feed grains to 
support expanded rattle feeding However, forage supplies, which could have a 
significant impart on further herd liquidation, are less certain, particularly 
through the winter months

Feed costs during 1978 are expected to be below the average for the past few 
years, Nix says, but probably will be avove 1977 late summer and early fall 
prices Larger supplies of gram and soybeans likely will mean more favorable 
feeding costs than in recent years, he says, and cattle feeding is expected to con­
tinue to expand

Placements of cattle on feed likely will show year-to-year increases this fall 
and through the first half of next year. Nix says 'The inventory of rattle on feed, 
he adds, will continue to build, even though led cattle marketings also are ex­
pected to rise, ^ ,

The buildup “in the inventory of cattle on feed during late 1977 and the 
continuing increases in placements on feed point to larger supplies of led cattle 
in 1978

FED MARKETINGS FOR THE YEAR could be up 4 to 6 percent. Nix says, 
with the largest increases coming during the last hall of 1978 He expects fed 
cattle slaughter to account for more than 65 percent of the total commercial Cat­
tle slaughter.

Developments in the rattle and gram markets, however, will have an impart 
on cattle feeding. If com prices were to rise sharply because of unexpected (Je; 
velopments in the world market or prospects for a very poor 1978 crop, place­
ments of rattle on feed and fed cattle marketings likely would fall below’(he 
projected level "I

A substantial reduction is expected in the slaughter of steers and heifers di­
rectly off grass Forage supplies and developments In the rattle market, howev­
er, will have a big impact on this segment of the slaughter 

With good grazing conditions and some increase in cattle prices, nonfed steer 
and heifer slaughter could be reduced by one third or more, Nix says A declin­
ing supply ol feeder rattle and an increased demand for feedlot placements by 
cattle feeders are expected to support a large reduction in nonfed steer and 
heifer slaughter.

THROUGH THE WINTER, YFJkR-TO-YEAR reductions may not be very 
large but could become substantial next spring and continue so (or the remain­
der of the year, Nix says.

With poor grazing conditions, particularly during the spring and summer, next 
year s nonfed steer and heifer slaughter could remain relatively high 

Year-to-year reductions in cow slaughter could exceed 15 percent with good 
grazing conditions and rising feeder cattle prices. Nix says.

This would compare with an 8 to 9 percent reduction for 1977 and probably

But scientists themselves are not sure 
of the exact future of 1PM, and most 
agree that more study will bw required.

THE TIME IS EARLY DECELMBER. Most of the fall harvest has been com­
pleted. Grain is in the bin. Giant combines are again parked in sheds and read­
ied for winter.

Now. for many farmers, comes the most crucial time of the entire vear’ the 
time to market their crop

^season s work and a sizable investment hinge on making the right decisions 
->*dfCisions that involve when, where, and how to obtain the best possible 
pfi^ . Even a small increase in selling price can translate into a substantial in- 
ctMse in net profit

.5Z,hith most facets of modern, high-stakes farming, selling decisions have be- 
I'^me considerably more complex. There is complexity, if for no other reason. 
inThat today's gram producer has far more markeUng alternatives from which 
to choose. The traditional altemative of cash sale must be weighed against the 
arithmetic of storage and speculation. And that in turn against possible advan­
tages of storage and hedging. And that, in some areas, against possible offers to 
sell now and set the price later. Easy decisions, if there ever were any, are a 
thing of the past.

USING THIS MULTIPLE-CHOICE pricing mechanism to best advantage de­
mands an understanding of how it works.

Price quotations frequently take different forms and. to be compared, must 
first be reduced to the common denominators of quality, time and place. Fre­
quently, too. price relationships provide a clue to when to sell and when to wait 
Or whether and when to hedge. Or simply whether simply to accept or not ac­
cept a particular price Among the most important relationships to understand 
— and. indeed, perhaps the most important — is the continuous and ever- 
changing relationship between cash grain prices and futures prices, known as 
the basis.

The necessity of understanding such relationships is by no means limited to 
farmers. Gram merchandising at country points has b ^ m e  an increasingly 
complex and compctUive business in which'^tute buying and selling are re­
quired for success and even surv ival Commodity futures brokers can help In de­
veloping effective marketing strategies by helping to translate market under­
standing into market profits. Bankers, too. can benefit from solid knowledge of 
the marketplaces where their collateral must sooner or later be sold and from 
the means to achieve price protection. Even speculators can ill afford to ignore 
the fact that what happens, ultimately, in the futures market hinges on what 
happens in the cash market

This article, first of a series, is by no means an “encyclopedia" on grain mar­
keting. But it is hoped that questions and answers arising from the series will 
serve as a primer on one of the.most important yet least understood aspects of 
grain pricing: Basis, the economics of where and when.

Sociologists Paint 
Farmers’ Profile
KANSAS CTTY. Mo. (UPI) -  Sociolg- 

ists say he most often is in his early SOs, 
a little wary of out.siders and desperate 
to hold on to what generally is a low- 
paying job with long hours.

His profession was determined at 
birth. He is part businessman, part fin­
ancier. part gambler. But he is best 
known by the title farmer

"The farmer doesn't separate work 
and leisure as much as people in town." 
said William Heffeman. a rural sociolo­
gist at the University of Missouri-Colum- 
bia. “He may spend an entire Sunday 
afternoon working on a show cow Now 
someone else may think that's work But 
that farmer may not want to be doing 
anything else in the world He's the kind 
of person who really loves his work "

Heffeman. who operates a 40-acre 
farm in addition to his teaching job, 
called farming a contagious profession 
with an extremely low job turnover.

"Farmers like being their own boss, 
being close to nature and carrying out a 
family tradition." the professor said. 
"There has to be other reasons than 
money, especially when you consider the 
amount of capital they invest and what 
they get back."

U.S Department of Agriculture fig­
ures for last year show the realized net 
income per farm was 97,885 with the av­
erage acreage at 393 acres. Dr. Norman 
V. Whitehair, director of the extension 
Division al Kansas Stale University in 
Manhattan, estimates a typical farmer 
works 2.500 hundred hours a year — 500 
hours longer than someone who puts in 
40 hours a week for 50 weeks a year

.Agriculture officials estimate it would 
cost anywhere between 9500,000 and 91 
million to set up an average-size farm to­
day — making the business almost pro­
hibitive for anyone not bom into a farm 
family.

"The high cost is keeping out a lot of 
young men who want to go into farm­
ing,” said Dr Jan Flora, a rural sociolo­
gist at Kansas Stele. "What's going to 
happen. I think. Is that there's going to 
be a method devised where farmen 
don't really own their land "

Flora said one possiblity would be the 
government owning the land and then 
leasing it to farmers.

"We're beginning to see the demise of 
the family farm in the sense of the farm 
being wholly owned by the family who 
works i t "

Both Flora and Heffeman said farm­
ers hold close lies to their churches and 
lend to think big labor and government 
have loo much power The two proles- 
von also believe farmers gnerally are 
cloner to their families and neighbors 
than urbanites

"I think It has a lot to do simply -with

the fact that there's less geographic 
movement," Flora said. "The people 
who live in rural areas have lived there 
fora long time."

But the closeness among family and 
friends apparently makes it harder for 
farmers to accept people with different 
lifestyles or backgrounds.

‘Tve been losing  at some national 
surveys and I don't exactly understand 
why it's true, but rural people In general 
seem to be less accepting of people who 
are different than them — In terms of 
such things as interracial marriages or 
whether they would vole for a black or a 
Jew lor president,” Flora said. "I sup­
pose that comes back to the issue of 
tight-knit communities "

Flora and Heffeman disagreed on the 
basic nature of farmers

"They're optimistic." said Heffeman 
"They're always thinking ‘things will al­
ways get better' They'll be out there 
year after year planting a crop and hop­
ing for better prices and weather "

"They're pessimistic about everything 
in general," Flora said "I don't claim 
this is a scientific finding, but 1 think 
being so affected by the weather makes 
them that way "

But most farm experts agree that the 
image of the farmer wearing bib overalls 
and a straw hat and saying aw-shucks is 
a my1h today

"Farmers today are businessman who 
have to have a vast knowledge in things 
such as herbicides, pesticides, marketing 
and high finance." said John Junior 
Armstrong, head of the Kansas Farm 
Bureau "He's just like his city cousin 
now If you put them together, you 
wouldn t be able to tell them apart "

Rural communities, however, still lack 
some of advantages of metropolitan 
areas

Rut there is cleaner air. more open 
spare and less crime And there are still 
people who do not lock their doors at 
night

"I remember when a retired attorney 
from Washington bought a farm out 
here." said Heffeman. "The flril night 
in the house he went to lock the doors 
and found out there were no locks That 
kind of shook up someone coming from 
Washington. D C "  *

Warren R. Muir, representing the 
president's Council on Environmental 
Quality, acknowledges that synthetic or­
ganic pesticides — notably DDT which is 
banned from general use in the United 
States today — have "had a spectacular 
impact on agriculture since World War 
II

However. questioM about the effects 
on the em ironment of DDT and other 
chemicah have brought them under 
tough federal regulations Muir told a 
Senate agriculture subcommittee recent­
ly that one reason for the council's inter­
est in IPM is that “ increased pest resist­
ance IS limiting the effectiveness of 
many pesticides" in many countries. An­
other, he said, is that "the vast majori­
ty" of pesticides are based chentically 
on petroleum and therefore subject to 
soaring costs and shrinking supplim.

The potentiai of IPM is not lost on the 
chemical industry, which also was repre­
sented before the Senate panel. But Wil­
liam A. White, vice president of the Na­
tional Agncultural Chemicals Associa­
tion. said the industry prefers "to talk in 
terms of pest management" and that 
1PM "is a part of pest management."

White said, however, that the agricul­
tural producer "is poorly served by spe­
cialists warring among themselves over 
methods, priorities and philosophies."

White said farmers already have inte­
grated pest control:

“ He chooses crops, varieties of crops, 
and times and locations for plantings 
that favor efficient pest management. 
He applies cultural practices to pest 
management values

"He is a conservationist and an envi­
ronmentalist. He knows that his arts to­
day will affect his own future, that his 
soil can be poisoned or eroded, his wa­
ter exhausted or polluted "

Eloise E. Clark, assistant director of 
bilogiral, behavioral and social sciences 
for the National Science Foundation, 
said that IPM “seems to be a simple, 
straight-forward, almost common sense 
approach" to pest control which "has 
bwome practical only recently."

But she added that "It will require 
continued effort and commitment on the 
part of many scientists and agencies" 
before IPM develops further from what 
she called a young and promising enter­
prise.

Steven D. Jellinek. as.sistant adminis­
trator lor toxic substances in the Envi­
ronmental Protection Agency, described 
to the subcommittee what he considered 
1PM to be and what it is not

“ It is an approach that emphasizes the 
use of natural control factors and de-em- 
phasizes the role use of chemical pesti­
cides." he said 'll Is, indeed, an ap­
proach to pest control — not to pest 
eradication."

Jellinek said those who question the 
government's interest in IPM "charge 
that bureacucrats arc just rediscovering 
practices that farmers have known about 
for years" and that farmen do not want 
to return to the old ways of producing 
food and fiber before chemicals became 
used so widely.

"However," he said, "the present con­
cept of IPM does not mean, or even Im­
ply, a return to the hoe and mule."

Diesplte advances In research now and 
In the future, none of this will count un­
less farmen are ready to accept the new 
methods. Jellinek said

"Farm en are realistic entrepreneun. 
They want evidence that IPM will pro­
duce adequate pest control and be eco­
nomically feasible," he said.

Sorghum Head Smut Continuing 
Problem On Southwest’s Farms

Sorghum head smut eontiniics to be a 
problem in many southwestern sorghum 
prixtucing arras

"Head smut infections are not as se­
vere this year, but they're still out 
there." says Jack King of Lubbock, 
sorghum agronomist for Funk Seeds In­
ternational "The worst field infections 
we've seen this year were running from 
13 to 14 percent "

In 1976. the disease reached epidemic 
levels in some areas of the High Plains 
Infection ran as high as 70 percent in 
some fields

•'Head smut is a recurring problem 
Just when you think you've got It 
knocked down, it picks itself up off the 
Moor and starts fighting back." King 
says

Sorghum planting in many areas of the 
Southwest was delayed last spring be 
cause of inclement weather, and the 
Funk agronomist feels this, along with 
ihe Use of resistant hybrids, may have 
helped reduce the incidence of head 
smut this year

Head smut is a soil-borne fungus 
meaning sorghum is exposed to the dis­
ease as svKin as it is planted

"If sorghum is planted In Infected soil 
early, the plant Is exposed to the disease 
organisms for a longer time, increasing 
damage potential," King explains.

Al present, there are lour recognized 
races of sorghum head smut, says Dr 
Mike Turner, Funk plant pathologist In 
Bloomington, III. "This disease is caused 
by a fungus that Is capable of changing 
Itself over time.

".Sorghum hybrids come from differ­
ent genetic backgrounds. The head smut 
resistant genes of one particular hybrid 
may be different from those of another.

"One plant may be resistant to one 
particular race of head smut, while an­
other plant offers resistance to a second 
or third race," he says.

Turner uy s that since new races 
evolve over time, research Is in a 
continuing process of breeding new.diy- 
brids resistant to the races that develop

He adds that black spores tthe result 
ol head smut infections In previous 
years! overwinter in the soil and infect 
itie plant before it emerges The fungus 
then grows unnoticed along with the 
plant until it reaches Ihe flowering 
stage

The fungus produces hormones that 
affect Ihe production of the flower parts 
A gall Is produced instead ol a head with 
seed. Head smut may also cause sterility 
on the sorghum head.

"For every heavily infected head. ' 
you've lost a head of yield," Turner 
says ■

Crop rotation will help control bead 
smut However, King says a combination ) 
of crop rotation and the use of resistant 
hybrids offers the best control.

"The spore organisms can live : 
lime in the soil, making the use i 
ant hybrids Ihe best method of preven­
tion," he advises

He expressed confidence that a ratification vote tentaUvely set for Monday would 
end the shipping tie-up that has cost tens of thouunds of workers their Jobs and the 
economy several billion dollan In lost production.

"We've finished negotialiona In New Orleans." Gleason said of the natlon*i sec­
ond-largest port and lu  4,000 dockwoiters, despite the scheduling of further tefts 
today to add the finishing touches to local contract supplemenU.

"It's a complete settlement there," he saM. "We ll probably do — w ell try to do 
— the same thing In Phlladelpla and Baltimore Friday."

Seeking to end what he termed "dilly-dallying" by management. Olaason earlier 
had authorized his representatives In c o ^  of those three ports to expand their selee- 
live strike against "automated" shipping to conventional frelghtars.

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) -  The Court 
on the Judkiary'i Trial Division dis­
missed all but lU of the ouster chaifes 
against District Jud(e Elvln J. Brown to­
day after the protecuUoo rested its case.

There bad been 26 charges agaiiat the 
veteran Norman judge, but the proeecu- 
Uon declined to present evidmee on 
three of them. The court dismissed 17 
other counts.

But special prosecutor John W. Raley 
Jr of Ponca City said he w u p le a ^  
with the charges be has left "I feel we 
have six strong charges and we will pur­
sue them vigorously.” he said. *T am not 
at all disappointed."

Defense attorney D. C. Thomas was to 
begin presenting his case following a 
brief recess. He said It would take him at 
least two days to call his witnesses and 
complete his case.

The counts left standing include one 
perjury charge and another charge relat­
ing to the alleged perjury.

The other counta include Brown's deci­
sion to dismiss an armed robbery com- 
plamt because prosecution witnesses 
were late returning from lunch, two alle­
gations that he screamed at persons in his 
courtroom and his aUeged dismissal of a 
case pending before another judge.

The six counts include all of the origi­
nal four allegations against the judge — 
perjury, gross partiality In office, oppres­
sion in ofiice and neglect of duty.

Among the counts dismiss^ by the 
court was the one relating to his handling 
of the controversial "Code of the West” 
slaying In Norman last year.

Ironically, the last prosecution witness 
today w u Francu Goodson of Dallu, 
the mother of Robert Goodson, the vic­
tim of that slaying.

Young G o o ^n  w u shot to death by 
Stephen Wayne Browne In Browne's es­
tranged wife's apartment last year 

Mrs Goodson struggled to retain her 
composure as she described the heuing 
before Judge Brown when he gave 
Browne a suspended sentence 

Judge Brown cited the "unwritten law 
that applin on the Wutem frontier” in 
infidelity cas« when he sentenced 
Browne to a suspended 10-year prison 
term last year

Mrs. Goodson uid the judge showed "a 
total calloutneu ... an Indifference to 
feelings" in his handling of the case 

Raley, alter calling 26 witnesaes Mon­
day and Tuesday, called Mrs Goodson as 
his 27th wilneu today, then retted his 
rate, saying he had proved Judge Brown 
"Is unfit to serve u  a district judge "

The trial is scheduled to receu after to­

26-Nation
Deficit
May Drop

PARIS (AP) — Monetary officials ex­
pect the over-all current-account deficit 
of members of the Organlutlon for Elco- 
Domic C(iOpi>ra(ion and Development to 
decline to about 625 billion In 1978 from 
an anticipa'ed 630 billion this year. It 
has been disclosed.

A 625 billion deficit lor the 26 member 
nations next year would compare with a 
deficit of 626 5 billion in 1976

The United States is expected to have 
a current account defirit, including offi­
cial transfers, of some 620 billion in 
1078. up from an anticipated 818 billion 
deficit (his year, and compared with a 
near balance in 1976 and a surplus of 
811 7 billion in 1975

The estimatu were reported by 
sources close to a meeting of the 
OECD's specialised working group on 
balance of payments questions

A big question mark at the one<lay 
meeting was whether other OECD mem­
ber-countries would benefit from a con­
tinued large U S. deficit next year. Ac­
cording to one school of thought among 
delegates, the U S. deficit would be 
caused entirely by oil imports from 
memben of the Organlutlon of Petrole­
um Exporting Countries

Fred C Bergslen. U S Treasury un­
dersecretary for international affairs, 
u id  there was “great sympathy " among 
delegates at (he meeting for efforts by 
the Carter administration to get Con­
gress to approve an energy program 
aimed at r^ucing U S. dependence on 
OPEC oil

Bergslen told reporten (hat although 
It would be some years before the ener­
gy program would substantially reduce 
the U S trade deficit, passage of the bill 
would have a major effect on a return of 
confidence in the dollar.

Conference sources uid Japan. West 
Germany, the Netherlands and Swltjer- 
land are expected to continue to show 
surpluses next year, but the surpluses 
will be somewhat lower than those re­
corded in 1977,

They remarked that the OBCD'i cw- 
rent-account deficit next year would 
again liurt the smaller members, a num­
ber of which would require greater help 
from outside financing sources.
