Increase Texas
Farm-To-Market

Road Construction

The Texas Highway Department
is further advanced on its farm-to-
market road program than any
other highway department in the
United States according to Tom K.
Eplen, president of the Texas Good
Roads Association. This  state-
ment is baded upon a report just
released by Thomas H. MacDonald
of the Public Roads Administration
in which Texas ‘is listed in the top
three highway departments in
number of contracts awarded and
the total number of miles involved
in these contracts.

On total miles under contract
Texas led all other states accord-
ing to Eplen. Pennsylvania rank-
ed first with 1,117 highway  pro-
jects under contract between Jan-
uary 1, and December 28, 1948.
These projects comprised 1,715
miles of road construction costing
$57,700,000. California awarded
contracts for 344 projects on 1,025
miles of highway at a cost of $53,-
700,000. Texas let contracts for
685 projects costing $52,500,000, on
4,650 miles of roadway.

“A large portion of the' mileage
placed under contract in Texas,”
Commissioner MacDonald said,
“was for improvement on secon-
dary or farm-to-market roads.”

Social Security

Payments Mount

Monthly payments in the form of
Federal Old-Age and Survivors In-
surance amount now to $25,343.22
in the Amarillo area, according to
a statement of J. R. Sanderson,
manager of the Amarillo Social Se-
curity Field Office. This repre-
sents, according to Sanderson, an
increase of 12 percent in total pay-
ments and 10 percent in the num-
ber of payees as compared with July
1, 1946.

Although an increase was e€x-
pected, the unusually large in-
crease was no doubt due to the be-
ginning of monthly payments to
the survivors of World War II vet-
erans in those cases where the vet-
eran has died within three years of
his discharge. Legislation author-
izing such payments was passed in
August of 1946, and since that date
there has been a steady increase in
the number of such claims filed in
the Amarillo office. =~ Payments to
veterans’ survivors are retroactive
to the date of death of the veteran
if a claim is filed before February
10 of this year. After that daté
payments are retroactive for a
maximum of only three months, as
in other types of Social Security
payments. For this reason, survi-
vors of deceased veterans are urg-
ed to contact the Amarillo field of-
fice as soon as possible.

In the 26 counties served by the
Amarillo office there are 1,622 per-
sons drawing monthly payments.
540 of these are retired workers,
150 are wives of such workers, 669
are chlidren of retired or deceased
wage, earners, and 263 are widows
of deceased wage earners. In ad-

JESUS INTERVIEWED BY
NICODEMUS

LESSON TEXT—John 3:1-11, 16, 17.

MEMORY SELECTION—Except a man be
born again, he cannot see the kingdom of
God.—John 3:3.

How does one become a Chris-
tian? This was the question of Nico-
demus, and it is the question in the
hearts and minds of thousands in
every generation. The answer is
clear and definite.

The only entrance into the Chris-
tian life is by the door of the new
birth. Regeneration is the act of
God whereby the divine nature is
imparted to the believing sinner and
he becomes the child of God. He
who has not entered by this way
has not entered at all. He is still
dead in trespasses and sins, with-
out God and without hope (Eph.
2:1::12).

The Pharisees who looked for
the coming of the Messiah.as a sec-
ular conqueror wondered at this
new spiritual leader. It was prob-
ably as much on their behalf as his
own that Nicodemus came to in-
quire of Jesus. In answering his
questions Jesus reveals the neces-
sity, the nature, and the method of
regeneration.

I.. The New Birth—a Necessity
(vv. 1-7).

Our Lord’s visitor was a man of
distinction and standing in the com-
munity, but Jesus was not unduly
impressed by the dignity and high
station of his visitor, nor by the vis-
itor’s courteous aknowledgment of
his own position as a great teacher.
With decisive boldness Jesus de-
clares that this man, a cultured
and distinguished ruler of the Jews,
must be born again, if he is to see
the kingdom of God.

God is no respecter of persons.
The doctor of divinity must be born
again just as much as the illiterate
fisherman. D. L. Moody once said
that he was thankful it was to such
a man as Nicodemus that Jesus
presented the necessity of the new
birth, or men would have said that
only the down-and-outer needed to
be saved.

Two reasons are given by our
Lord - for the “must” of verse T:
(1) The Kingdom of God is a spirit-
ual Kingdom and cannot be en-
tered by way of our human nature;
and (2) ‘‘that which is born of the
flesh is flesh” and is radically and
essentially bad. To learn why that
is true’' read Jeremiah 13:23 and
Galatians 5:19-21.

Scripture on this point is almost
diametrically opposed to much of
the teachings in our schools and
colleges. But God’s Word is right;
let us follow it.

II. The New B:rth—-a Mystery
(vv. 8-11).

God has gracxously revealed to
us ‘“‘all things that pertain unto life
and. godliness, through the knowl-
sdge’’ of Christ (II Pet. 1:3). But
it is true—and we say quite appro-
priately true — that he has some
things hidden in his own blessed
counsels. We know the experience
of the new birth. We see the blessed
results of regeneration. But what
actually ' takes place is a divine
mystery, not fathomable by human
reason. Those who insist that all
spiritual truth be put through the
little norm of their intelligence will
never understand it or receive its
blessing (I Cor. 2:14).

The striking illustration of the
life-giving and energizing wind
used by our Lord is most illuminat-
ing. Wind is unseen, but the re-
sults of its movement are evident.
Even so the spiriual rebirth of men
{s an enigma to the worldly man,
out even he can see its results in
godly living.

We know that regeneration is not
only a possibility, but an actuality,

a fact; in truth, the greatest of all
facts.
III. The New Birth—a Reality

(vv. 16, 17).

Just as there was hedling and
life in a look at the uplifted serpent
in the wilderness (Num. 21:8), so
there is life for a look at the Cruci-
fied One. Faith receives God’s per-
fect provision for sin.

Verse 16 may well be regarded
as the greatest sentence in the
greatest Book in the world. It
oresents the whole plan of salva-
tion—its source, its ground, its re-
cipients, its condition, and its re-
sult.

This glorious salvation is for all
men — ‘‘whosoever’”’ —but some re.
ject it. Notice that God does not
condemn them. Their own evil
works and desires condemn them
(vv. 17-20). God in his grace is
ready and willing to save, but men
love ‘‘darkness rather than light,”
for their works are evil.

Our tender, loving heavenly Fath-
or has no desire to condemn any-
one. The man or woman who falls
ander his condemnation of sin does
30 by choice. God’s desire is that
all should be saved.

Will you, unbeliever wheo reads
hese lines, respond now to his gra-
