USD A Names Feed Committee
Appointment of an advisory feed 

committee to assist in developing 
the activities authorized by the Re­
search and Marketing Act of 1946 
was announced recently by the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture. Insofar 
as possible, the eleven members of 
each committee include represen­
tatives of the chief segments of the 
entire industry, including produc­
tion, processing, and distribution.

As provided in the legislation en­
acted August 14, 1946, the Depart­
ment is establishing a series of ad­
visory committees to Assist in plan­
ning new research and marketing 
service programs. To date, 12 of 
the 20 proposed commodity advisory 
committees have been named. Ser­
vices of the committees will be 
available to the Department and 
the Natiopal Advisory Committbe 
for studies and recommendations of 
means of applying research and 
services to problems in their re­
spective fields.

County REA 
Phase A Poles 
Purchased

R. C. Buckles and Sam Wohlford, 
Sherman County REA officials, who 
attended the district meeting in 
Dalhart Saturday, expect contracts 
to be let this month for construc­
tion of part of the county’s A-phase 
of rural electrification lines. Poles 
for both A and B phases have been 
secured but lack of wire is tempor­
arily delaying actual construction 
work.

Directors of the Rita Blanca 
Electric Cooperative, Inc., in a call­
ed meeting, elected Ralph B. Wad- 
ley manager. He automatically suc­
ceeded George Shearer who has 
been coordinator for the co-op, it 
was learned from Fred A. Finch, 
secretary-treasurer.

Mr. Wadley the past three and a 
half years has been associated with 
the Southwestern Public Service 
Co., which has district offices in 
Dalhart and main offices in Ama­
rillo. Much of that time. Finch 
said, Wadley was rural engineer, 
working under Chief Engineer Sam 
Davis. He had charge of planning 
and constructing rural lines for the 
company.

Farmers in Sherman, Dallam, 
Moore and Hartley counties organ­
ized the Rita Blanca Co-Op, Finch 
said in order to borrow money from 
the Rural Electrification Adminis­
tration, Washington, and build elec­
tric lines to serve farms and ranches 
throughout the four counties. Orig­
inally, Union county, N. M. and a 
part of Quay county, N. M. were em­
braced in the proposed area to be 
served by the Rita Blanca Co-Op.

In early 1945, a meeting was call­
ed at Texline in which each county 
named representatives to organize a 
co-op. Eight of those men, two 
each from the four Texas counties, 
eventually became directors. When 
the Union and Quay counties areas 
withdrew to join a co-op in New 
Mexico, the eight directors elected 
Carl Kuper, of Dallam county, as 
the ninth member of the director­
ate.

Other directors: Asa Willis, pres­
ident, and R. C. Johnson, Dallam 
county, Fred Finch, secretary-treas­
urer, and Clyde Lathem, Hartley; R. 
C. Buckles, vice-president, and Sam 
Wohlford, Sherman; F. S. Makeig 
and James Martin, Jr., Moore.

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING 

THE PARKING OF LARGE 
TRUCKS AliD MACHINERY ON 
MAIN STREET.

Whereas, by ordinance passed on 
the 3rd day of April 1947, the City 
Council of the City of Stratford,

Texas, ordered that narking of ma­
chinery and trucks exceeding 122- 
inch wheel base will be prohibited 
on Main Street from the intersec­
tion of the Rock Island Railroad 
northwest to the intersection of 
Collins Avenue.

Persons failing, resisting or re­
fusing to comply with any of the 
conditions of the requirements of 
this ordinance, shall be deemed 
guilty of a misdemeanor and upon 
conviction thereof shall be fined 
the sum of not less than $1.00 nor 
more than $100.00, for each of­

fense; and each failure to comply 
with the conditions of this ordin­
ance shall be deemed as a separ­
ate offense, and shall be fined as in 
other cases.

TIMELY TIPS 
ON GARDENING
What To Plant Now

It’s now time to plant beets, spin­
ach, onions, potatoes, mustard, En­
glish peas, lettuce, radishes, cab­
bage, carrots, Swiss Chard, and a 
few other hardy plants. i 
Plan Your Gardening

1. Get your dusting sulfur ready 
for powdery mildew.

2. Thin out overcrowded plants; 
fill in the skips.

3. About every 30 days side-dress 
your vegetables with a starter solu­
tion, 1 pound of 5-10-5 or 4-12-4 in 
5 gallons of water. Use 10 to 15 gal­
lons per 100 feet of row, 6 inches 
from the row.
Methods of Controlling Insects

The control of insects which at­
tack garden vegetables is essential 
to successful gardening. There are 
two classes of insects: Those which 
chew holes in the leaves or fruit, 
and those which suck juices from 
the foliage, stem or fruit.

In general DDT will effectively 
control both types of insects with 
the exception of plant lice and red 
spiders. Caution: DDT should not 
be used on vine crops such as 
squash, cucumbers, melons and the 
like because it may burn the foliage, 
DDT should not be used on leafy 
vegetables that are harvested daily, 
or even weekly for food.

It is extremely difficult to remove 
DDT residue from the vegetables. 
DDT can be used on beans, peas, to­
matoes and cabbage early in the 
season, but none should be applied 
any later than three weeks before 
these vegetables are ready for har­
vest. DDT can be used safely 
throughout the season on such vege­
tables as potatoes, carrots, beets, 
and onions-

DDT can be used as a spray or 
dust. Three to five per cent dusts 
are effective for garden insects. 
Two ounces of 50 percent DDT per 
gallon of water makes an effective 
spray.

Rotenone is effective for controll­
ing plant lice and most of the other 
insects that feed on the leafy vege­
tables, It is not toxic or poisonous 
to man and therefore can be used 
safely on any vegetable at any time. 
Rotenone can be used either as a 
dust or spray. Dusts containing 
from .75 percent to 1 percent roten­
one are most satisfactory for gar­
den insect control. A spray con­
taining 11-2 ounces of 5 percent ro­
tenone per gallon of water is satis­
factory for controlling most garden

son and others.

The Cardinals look to be the class 
of both leagues. They have a young 
hustling star catcher—a great pitch­
ing staff—the best infield in baseball, 
with Musial, Schoendienst, Marion 
and Kurowski, and one of the best 
outfields. They have class and spir­
it. They are not getting any young­
er and there are still a few “ ifs”  
connected with Terry Moore’s knee, 
the arms of Kurowski and Slaugh­
ter, Marion’s back and Johnny Beaz­
ley. But so far, these highly impor­
tant cogs seem to be grinding 
smoothly.

The serious experts I’ve talked to 
pick Billy Southworth’s Braves as 
the serious threat.

“ If Mort Cooper picks up where 
he left off last year,”  one scout told 
me, “ the Braves can challenge the 
Cardinals and Dodgers. Cooper is 
a great pitcher—not merely a good 
one. South worth is two deep. Elliot 
will help a lot. The Braves can be 
a tough club to handle any time.”
Cubs for Fourth Place

The Spring vote for fourth place 
goes to the Cubs. After that, it is 
anybody.’s scramble, with the Phil­
lies, Giants, Pirates and Reds in a 
hard drive to head the second divi­
sion. But the experts are cagey 
enough to suggest that one of these 
might reach the first division.

The Cardinals are the pick. “ By 
all odds, the best all-around team in 
baseball,”  one veteran told me. 
“ Only savage ill luck can let them 
down. They are all class. The 
Dodgers will hnstle, but they woift 
outhustle this Cardinal team—not on 
the ball field, where they win and 
lose games.”

The Dodgers are packed with “ ifs”  
—Branca, Barney, Head, first base, 
third base and Pete Reiser. The 
only Cardinal “ if”  is a few removed, 
and replaced, bones.

The consensus in the American 
league circuit leans strongly to the 
Red Sox.

I know the Tigers think they will 
beat out the Yankees. They don’t 
think they can beat out the Red Sox 
—but they figure there’s a chance 
with better pitching, which they 
might get. And better pitching can 
pick up a lot.
Yanks Need DiMaggio

The collapse of Yankee hitting last 
year, plus the type of spring train- 
ing they have employed, won’t be any 
big help. Both the Red Sox and 
Tigers will leave Florida much bet­
ter conditioned teams. The injury 
to Joe DiMaggio has been a hard 
blow. Joe is the Yankee spearhead. 
There will have to be a terrific up­
ward lift on the part of the Yankees 
to beat out either Red Sox or Tigers 
—possibly to head off the Indians. 
At this moment, the Yankees 
are not in any too high favor as 
pennant people. Russo could make 
a big difference.

Yankee pitching can be O.K., as 
it was last year, but there must be 
a big change in Yankee hitting, 
Yankee spirit, and Yankee hustle. 
This refers to the Yankees of 1946, 
not the squad getting ready for 1947. 
But the 1947 Yankee squad must 
know by now how many games it 
lost last year through this wrecking 
fault. A few transfusions of Cardi­
nal blood could help more than a 
trifle. You can bank on Bucky Har­
ris, Chuck Dressen and Red Corri- 
den to handle more than their share 
of the plot, but they are not out on 
the field winning games.

A Yankee revival could make a 
big difference, but this means prac­
tically the entire team must play 
better ball outside of Spud Chandler, 
who is still their best pitcher after 
some nine years of major league 
service.

Cleveland Has Hurlers
The vote we have picked up gives 

Joe Gordon a good year, possibly a 
big year, with Cleveland pitching al­
ways dangerous. The Cleveland out­
field, however, is below par. The 
Tiger infield isn’t any too hot, al­
though Kell is close to being the best 
third baseman in the league.

The main job, of course, is sup­
pressing the Red Sox, with Ted Wil­
liams, Tex Hughson, Bobby Doerr, 
Dom' DiMaggio and Johnny Pesky.

The vote, at this moment, is Cardi­
nals vs. Red Sox. ‘ The next vote is 
Dodgers vs. Red Sox. The third vote 
is Cardinals ̂ vs. Tigers.

But after all, there, is a hot sum­
mer on ahead, plus the grind of the 
stretch.

THE KINGDOM STRENGTHENED 
AND ENLARGED

LESSON TEXT—II Samuel 5:6-10, 17-25.
MEMORY SELECTION — David waxed 

greater and greater; for the Lord, the God 
of hosts, was with him.—II Samuel 5:10.

David was the great king of Is­
rael. His life and reign are of un­
usual interest and the Bible gives 
much information about him. In the 
rapid survey of Israel’s history 
which we are making in our lesson 
series, we have just this one lesson 
on David’s reign and that is con­
cerned more with the nation than 
with its king.

This unique man was by God’s 
choice placed over Israel. At first 
he received only the allegiance of 
the southern division of the king­
dom, Judah (see II Sam. 2:4). But 
by showing himself friendly (Prov. 
18:24) he won the hearts of the 
people of the north, Israel, and they 
too recognized him as king (II Sam. 
5:1-5).

Thus united, the kingdom was 
ready to move forward, by the 
blessing of God—and that is the 
story before us in our lesson.

I. The Lord Was With Them (vv. 
6- 1 0 ).

A united people! How important 
that is in the affairs of the nations. 
Nothing is more disturbing or a 
greater hindrance than internal 
friction. We ought to deal quickly 
and decisively with any group or 
force in the life of our nation which 
is clearly divisive or disloyal.

Think, then, how important it is 
that God’s people in the Christian 
church stand together in undivided 
loyalty to Christ, our King, and in 
loving devotion to one another.

Jerusalem, which was to be the 
“ city of David,” and which figures 
so prominently not only in history 
but in prophecy, had to be wrested 
from the hands of the heathen 
Jebusites, and be established as the 
sacred city and the capital of the 
Jewish nation.

Note that the kind and consider­
ate king was not a weakling. He 
knew how to fight and to win. Verse 
8 is difficult to interpret, but evi­
dently does not mean that David 
was cruel. The Jebusites taunted 
him by saying that their blind and 
cripples could hold the wall against 
David’s men. Then they doubtless 
put their best soldiers on the wall, 
and David said to his men, “ Let us 
take these cripples.”

We see in verses 9 and 10 that 
David was not only a fighter, but 
also a builder. He began then the 
development of Jerusalem, the 
great city of which we are yet to 
hear wondrous things.

II. The Lord Delivered Them (w . 
17-21).

Tha Philistines, Israel’s constcint 
enemy, had control of much of the 
land west of the Jordan. As soon as 
they heard that the people were 
now united under a young aggressive 
king they laid plans to destroy his 
power almost before he could start.

The Philistines were clever, but 
they reckoned without God. David 
was smart; he counted God into his 
plans. He asked the Lord what to 
do and the answer was, “ Go up. I 
will certainly deliver the Philistines 
into thy hand,” and he did!

We may well learn the lesson that 
prayer, consultation with God, must 
come before any successful cam­
paign for him. Inquire of him to be 
assured of victory.

Note also here that there are 
battles in which the Lord expects us 
to go up boldly right into the face of 
a mighty enemy, and take the vic­
tory by faith!

Sometimes we are afraid to meet 
the enemies of the cross with bold­
ness, choosing rather to compro­
mise for the sake of peace. It never 
works. That is the way of defeat.

III. The Lord Went Before Them 
(vv. 22-25).

Defeated once so decisively that 
they had to run away from their 
sacred images (v. 21), the enemy 
rallied for another attack.

It is ever thus—and foolish is the 
Christian who thinks that one vic­
tory wins a war. After spiritual 
victory Satan redoubles his efforts 
and strikes while the believer is 
resting on his laurels-—if he is fool­
ish enough to do it. Here again we 
say, be on guard!

Observe that the Lord worked dif­
ferently this time. David inquired 
again, but this time the word was, 
“ Thou shalt not go up,” Israel was 
to come up from the rear of the 
Philistines, and not to attack until 
the wind in the treetops told that 
God had gone before to smite the 
enemy.

There is a time for straight out 
frontal attack on the enemy. There 
is also a time when God wants us to 
stand back and watch him work out 
our deliverance. Sometimes that is 
harder to do than to attack, but we 
must obey his word.

How shall we know which to do? 
By asking God. Prayer must al­
ways precede action—and then ac­
tion will be right!
