File Demand
For Custom
Combines

A call to custom combine opera-
tors to be ready for the 1947 wheat
harvest is being made by the Texas
_A and M. College Extension Service.

J. B. Kidd, farm labor field assist-
.ant in charge of the Extension
wheat harvest program announces
that more “outside combines will be
needed this year than ever before.”
Texas wheat and small grain acre-
.age is eight per cent larger than the
record.acreage of 1946.

“The wheat crop is in better con-
«dition-at this time of the year than
in many seasons,” says Kidd. “The
.subsoil moisture is good and Texas
{County Agricultural agents report
98 per cent of the wheat in good
condition, the other two per cent in
‘fair condition. Some green bug
damage is reported but the present
prospects are for a bumper Texas
wheat:crop.”

Kidd also urges combine opera-
tors to plan to bring their trucks to
‘the harvest. Independent truck-
.ers, not attached to combine outfits,
may be needed, he says, and har-
‘vest.abor of all types will be in great
.demand if the crop develops as it
looks.now.

“The farm labor field man invites
rcustom combine operators to con-
‘tact ’him for any information re-
.garding the coming harvest. His
.address is: Extension Service Dis-
triet Farm Labor Office, Box 1110,
‘Plainview, Texas. The farm office
«will keep operators posted on crop
.conditions; combine, truck and la-
bor needs; and what counties need
‘help. \ \

Mr. Kidd, said his office is being
.contacted daily by 10 to 40 custom
combine men, who are inspecting
‘the Texas wheat area and contact-
ing prospective farmers to make ar-
‘rangements for wheat harvest. He
‘is advising these people to contact
‘the county agents for wheat har-

vesting arrangements in their re-
:spective counties.

Farmers in Sherman county who
‘would like to discuss arrangements
for harvesting wheat with these
‘custom combine people passing
through the county, may file their
name at the county agents office,
‘E. Goule announces. Then when
«combine men call at his office they
can refer to the list. It may help
-get wheat harvest this summer to
‘make these arrangements ahead of
‘time. Reports indicate that de-
mand for men and trucks may be
met satisfactorily, but combine ma-
chines and facilities for handling
-and storing of this years wheat crop
‘will be extremely short when har-
vest gets under way.

Mrs. Mehner Writes
Of Tour In

Czechoslovakia

(Continued from last week)

Between 400 and 500 people lived
there. In order to get the murder-
ers of Heidrich they decided to Kkill
every man in the town, from 14 years
on up (the oldest was 85.) They
came into the little village in June
1942, and called everyone to the
school.: All children under 14 were
taken away in trucks to be taken to
Germany and raised as German cit-
izens. The women were sent to a
horrible concentration camp where
they were to be cremated soon as
possible. All livestock was taken a-
way for German use. There were
176 men and boys left, who were
shot 1 at a time till all were killed.
The shooting lasted from 10 in the
morning until 4 in the afternoon,
then all were thrown into one huge
grave, including the dogs in the
village. Then the Germans began
to destroy the village. It*tooks six
months to do it, plough it over, etc.
Honestly, you couldn’t believe any-
thing was ever there. It is only a
pretty little green valley with

nothing left but the little cemetery,

and a monument which the Rus-
sians erected on the grave where
the 176 men are buried, for the Rys-
sians freed Czechoslovakia from the
Germans. The big grave. is always
covered with fresh flowers. A new
Lidice will be built on the hill, for
they wish to keep the little valley
as holy ground because of the atro-
cities there.
3% million dollars, and Britain al-
so contributed to it. About 15 of
the children have been found and
about 12 of the women - escaped
death in the concentration camp,

50 these will be the new citizens. We

then saw the church in Prague
where the 3 men who actually killed

Heidrich were in hiding, where they |-

were finally found by the Germans.
You can still see the hundreds of
bullet holes in this old gray stone
Catholic Church, where these 3 men
shot it out with the S. 8. They
killed 16 Germans before they ran
out of ammunition. The Germans
began to flood the church, so these
fellows committed suicide. Their
heads were preserved in jars of al-
cohol and sent as a gift to Hitler,
who sent.them back to the Prague
Museum for the Czechs to look upon
On each jar was written, “Notice the
hair, eyes, jaw line, etc. They
must have been of German descent
to show such courage.” It was a
horrible story, and our guide got
very outraged telling the story.
You’ve never seen people who hate
the Germans like the Czechs. for
Hitler took Czechoslovakia in 1938,
so they lived under Nazi rule 7 years.
Every man we talked to had been in
a concentration camp. All along the
streets you see artificial wreaths
hanging on the buildings, at least
one or two in every block. We found
out that meant that someone was
shot at each of these places.

At any rate Czechoslovakia is get-
ting back on her feet, and is fast
becoming the place it was before the

war. The “Bila-Labut” is their
nicest store, and it is lovely. We
were in there, and: one .of the

managers came over and talked to
us in perfect English. He had
spent some 5 years in the states, so
he took us on a tour of the store,
and took us to their fashion show.
We sat at a table and had coffee and
cake and watched the fashion show.
Their clothes were nice, but Ginny
and I got tickled for their styles
looked like what we wore back in
1930. On Sunday morning, the
guide took us out to Karlstein Cas-
tle which was built in 1836. It is
very old, and, quite  like the
castles “Myoud . h imagine
in Europe. It has a beautiful cha-
pel in pure gold leaves. .

We left early Monday .= morning
and arrived in Berlin Wednesday
morning at 9 o’clock. All in all we
had a wonderful trip and met many
nice people. We were very lucky in
that we had a compartment on the
train every night except one com-
ing back, so that wasn’t bad. We did
everything we planned except for 2

Another Record
Wheat Crop

Forecast

Winter wheat production for 1947
may total more than 973  million
bushels, the Department of Agri-
culture forecasts. This produc-
tion would be about 90 million bush-
els larger than the record 1946 crop
and about 319 millon bushels larg-
er than-the 1936-45 average.

Winter wheat seedings were un-
der favorable conditions, and ample
supplies of soil moisture in the fall
of 1946 resulted in generally satis-
factory germination and excellent
fall growth. Loss of acreage has
been small thus far, and present
conditions indicate an unusually
low abandonment, perhaps only
one-third of average. Indicated
yield per seeded acre is 17.2 bushels,
compared with 16.7 bushels in 1946
and the 10-year average of 13.9.

Cold weather after mid-December
retarded growth of the rye crop, but
no unusal losses are apparent. Soil
blowing, however, has caused some
loss of acreage where snow covering
provided inadequate protection in
local areas, mainly in Minnesota,
North and South Dakota, and Ne-=
braska.

Scientist Puts Weed Pest
To Work on “Curly Top’

A scientist has ingeniously turned
to a helpful use the worst quality of
dodder, a serious weed pest. Dodder
is one of the higher plants that is
a parasite. It is particularly ob-
jectionable in alfalfa, clover and
lespedeza fields where as a small
vine it twines around the crop plants
and sucks from them the juices that
might better go to producing forage.
But it is just because dodder is such
an able sap sucker that Dr. N. J.
Giddings uses it in studies of the
virus causing curly top.

Curly top is an important disease
of sugar beets and other crop plants
in the western states. It is caused
by a virus that is carried by the
beet leafhopper. As they feed, these
insectg pick up the virus from sick
plants and transfer it to healthy
plants. Curly top affects many kinds
of plants, including tomatoes and
tobacco, which have hairy leaves.

Dr. Giddings is a sugar beet dis-
ease specialist engaged in research
on protection of beets from curly
top. When his studies called for
transfer of the curly top virus from
one of these hairy leaved plants, he
ran into trouble because the leaf-
hoppers do not feed well on such
‘leaves. A way was found around
this difficulty. Giddings established

Many animals cannot perceive
colors—they are color blind and
what they see are pictures in black
and white, like ordinary photo-
graphs, according to the Better
Vision Institute.

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COST OF LIVING REALLY
BECOMING OPPRESSIVE

WASHINGTON. — Some of the
papers here say Mr. Truman is
really deeply disturbed about prices
now—not merely from the personal
standpoint of proving he was right
about OPA when congress over-
ruled him, and not from the politi-
cal standpoint of chiding Republic-
ans. Someone around him said
actually doing
something, say, perhaps putting an
excess profits tax on profits again.
That would not do much good. May-
be it would help a little, but it does
not even reach toward a basic un-
derstanding of our local problems,
as the people are telling how -they
face it in our clubs and social gath-
erings and such.

A husband and wife here, for
instance, have been compelled
to move to a cheaper apartment
because she simply could not
meet her increasing budget
costs, although both had re-
ceived good raises. No one is
charging anyone with gouging
around here—at least not pub-
licly—but the money just seems
to flow in larger and larger
quantities every time you turm
around. The promise that every-
thing would work out when pro-
duction was acquired simply
has not proved true. For one
thing, we don’t have production
yet.

One of our largest retailers
thought he found a flaw in the pro-
duction - price theory when he
started to build an annex for post-
war expansion. He had to take a
cost plus contract in order to get the
work done fast.

FOUR TIMES HIGHER

No one would guarantee anything
on material prices and labor. The
work has dragged on twice the
allotted time and the cost has been
run up from two to four times the
original estimate,6 (he confesses the
bite increased within those esti-
mates but will not say how much).

The reason for this price increase
may be found in another specific
instance our people are talking
about, and this incident explains
why an excess profits tax or even
the shortage of materials have noth-
ing to do with the trouble. The steel
workers agreed to work Saturday
in order to push a job through, and
with their time and a half or double-
time that day, they got $32. You
might think this would be enough to
pay rather high prices. But on Mon-
day they all failed to show up. In
short, they earned double time
working a holiday and then took off
the day of normal pay. The brick-
layers on the same job disappeared
one day. No one seemed to know for
sure where they had gone, but it
was reported they ran off for a day
to get a premium wage of $22 on a
special job.

Now an excess profits tax
might be justifiable, our people
say, on some of those big con-
cerns—if they have any excess
in general—but you cannot talk
along that line to the restaurant
man who got one third less
trade this year on Easter Sun-
day than last, and says he
served 200 less dinners over the
Easter period. Nor can you talk
that way to the Main street
merchant who is not getting his
stocks moved because people
are not buying as they formerly
did.

TOWNS MATTER MOST

This is a nation of small towns for
the most part, and the true condi-
tions of small towns are the ones
Mr. Truman and his economists will
have to face, not statistics. No one
here believes you can cure prices
by -pressing a.button, but we cer-
tainly might have production, a
market saturating production this
far after the war. That is what our
people say.

Now I do not wish to report from
these hustings that we hear nothing
of excess profits. One fellow bought
a piece of real estate for $2,500, for
which our best judge of real estate
had offered $500. Others have paid
$17,500 for small houses with bed-
rooms so tiny there was just room
enough for a bed and for you to get
into it.

In fact, there was one particu-
lar excess profit case which
caused police to search for the
profiteer. A couple wanting to
buy a house saw an ad in the
paper. They actually met the
‘“owner,”” went through the
house, then met him on a street
corner and paid him $500 down.
When they tried to move into
the house, they found it long had
been occupied. A trickster
had succeeded in gefting a key
impression, thus admitting with
a key the prospective purchas-
ers, while the occupants were
out of town.

You can see there are all kinds
of things going on in our town, no
doubt somewhat like yours. Prices
and profit conditions are of primary
interest to nearly all the'people, but
in a confusing sort of way, if you
know what I mean.

TEXAS CITY BLAST:
Chaos Prevails

The explosion of the Frengh
freighter /Grandcamp in a slip in
Galveston bay, Texas City, Tex.,
was followed in rather fast order by
explosion of the freighter High
Flyer, as well as other explosions.
'Both ships were laden with tons of
ammonium nitrate.

It may be weeks before any reli-
able facts can be secured—even as
to the origin of the first blast. Hun-
dreds lost their lives, the injured
may reach thousands and property
damage of millions is certain. The
loss ‘to the Monsanto Chemical
plant, in immediate vicinity of the
initial explosion of the French ves-
sel, will reach 20 million dollars.

Prompt assistance by state offi-
cials, federal authorities and Red
Cross units as well as Houston, Gal-
veston and other Texas firefighters
and police, the cooperation of air
lines, railroads and doctors, nurses
and ambulance workers, prevented
the loss in life from reaching sev-
eral hundred more.

A few hours after the first blast
Texas City was the scene of chaos.
Ten fires sprang up within a few
hours. The concussion wrecked
buildings in the center of town, and
fires completed the destruction of
many sections of the industrial city.
The residential section was about
the only section not leveled. Homes
and buildings in Houston, Galveston
and other cities were thrown open
to the évacuees, who wandered
around in a daze. The shock was
felt 10 miles away and the fires
could be seen for 100 miles. Even
airplanes exploded in the air. One
report was that a bus-load of chil-
dfen had disappeared, in explosion
or lost in mad scramble to evacuate
the city. Gas masks were rushed to
the workers who remained in the
city to recover the wounded and
dead. The danger from escaping
gas was extremely serious.

PALESTINE:
Reprisals Expected

* Underground organizations have
threatened reprisals for the hanging
of four of their number as terror-
ists. Some four hundred thousand
Jews are under house arrest in Tel
Aviv, Jerusalem and Haifa. They
are forced to remain indoors during
the curfew period unless they have
special permits. The Irgun Zvai
Leumi organization has promised to
hang 10 British for every Jew exe-
cuted.

British military authorities are
bracing themselves for trouble that
is beund to come when the curfew
is lifted. Jewish moderates are
caught between the British man-
dated government, which they con-
sider illegal, and the underground
terrorist ‘‘government,” also il-
legal.

The executions, performed secret-
ly and ahead of schedule, fanned
smouldering bitterness, following
incidents on a refugee ship at Haifa,
into flames. Only prompt imposition
of the curfew and other stringent
repressive measures have pre-
vented  riotous outbreaks, British
authorities said.

MOSCOW:

No Agreement

The conference between U. S.
Secretary of State Marshall and
Premier Stalin has achieved little
or nothing, in the opinion of Ameri-
can diplomats in Moscow. The dead-
lock between Russian and United
States delegations in the Council of
Foreign Ministers seems no rearer
to solution. Basic disagreements
on the German peace treaty are too
great, it is thought, for any easy or
rapid agreement.

This pessimistic view does not ex-
clude the possibility that some
minor concessions may be made by
the Russians for propaganda pur-
poses. It is not believed likely, how-
ever, that anything important will
be achieved at this session. Hope
that the Austrian treaty would be
completed has pretty well faded.

Main stumbling block in all the
treaty negotiations is the Russian
demand for huge reparationss If the
Russians would retreat somewhat
from their position, some arrange-
ment might be worked out, it is
admitted.

While there is considerable justi-
fication for calling this conference a
failure, American diplomats point
out that certain fundamental issues
have been aired, and that Secretary
Marshall has had an opportunity to
present American policy to Russia
and the world.

JAPAN:
War Dead, 2 Million

Official reports on Japanese mili-
tary losses place the dead at more
than two million. This is exclusive
of 675,000 civilians killed ‘on the
home islands. Release of the figures
comes as a shock to the Japs, who
had no idea casualties would run so
high.

A standard reference work gives
468,855 as the number killed in
battle, scarcely a fourth of what
now is considered the true toll. Jap
army statistics admitted that 752,-
129 were killed. To this must be
added an aegtimated 608,700 long
missing, who are presumably dead,
making the army’s true loss 1,360,-
829 men. This later figure is more
than 30 per cent of the 4,418,971 men
sent abroad. Nearly 300,000 more
died in eight years of sporadic fight-
ing in China, .

Naval casualties account for the
remainder of the two million dead.
The total is set at 413,750, all but
5,000 of whom were killed by Amer-
ican forces.

Double Gorn Yield
By Soil Management

illinois Tests Prove
Vailue of New Methods

Farmers can double the present 50-
bushel-per-acre state average corn
yields through good soil man-
agement, declares Prof. A. L. Lang,
University of Illinois.

Corn yields above 100 bushels per
acre are repeatedly harvested by re-
search workers from high fertility
plots at the experiment stations. At
Illinois, Lang points out, the high
fertility plots have averaged above
100 bushels since the use of hybrid
seed.

The No) 1 problem in getting
these high yields is the rebuilding of
the organic. matter supply of the
Soils. Years of “soil mining’’ have
run down this supply, even on the

In ad-

lich black soil of the state.
dition, the soil supply of phosphorus
and potash, vital to the growth of

legumes, is badly depleted in most
Corn Belt soils.

Lang outlines four steps toward
rebuilding the soil:

1. Test your soil to determine the
needs for lime and plant food.

2. Use of lime and fertilizers ac-
cording to test to build the fertility
level for the growth of legumes in
the rotation.

3. Use of deep-rooted legumes,
crop residues and manure to rebuild
the organic matter supply. This or-

ganic matter will help aerate the.

soil and furnish the bulk of the nitro-
gen needed for crop rotation.

4. Supplementing the increased
fertility of the soils: with fertilizers
carrying nitrogen, phosphorus and
potash to permit the raising of 100-
bushel corn crops.

Root Rot Resistant
Oats Increase Yield

Because a disease called helmin-
thosporium is affecting older vari-
eties of oats in many grain states,
farmers are: turning to new intro-
ductions, such as Bonda and Mindo,
which have proven resistant to this
form of root rot.

In Minnesota the Minnesota Crop
Improvement association is furnish-
ing seed of these varieties to farm-
ers who agree to retain only half
of the crop for their own use, selling

SOURCES OF NATIONAL
CONFLICT

LESSON TEXT—I Kings 12 1.5, 12-15, 19,
20.

MEMORY SELECTION—A man’s pride
shall bring him low; but he that is of a
lowly spirit shall obtain honor.—Proverbs
29:23.

‘“He* did evil, because he pre-
pared not his heart to seek the
Lord’’—this is the divine epitome
of the life of Rehoboam the king as
given in II Chronicles 12:14.

The destiny of the people hinged
on the choices of their ruler, so they
went down into confusion and sin
because of his bad leadership.

Here we have magnified anew the
great importance of making right
decisions for ourselves and for their
influence on others.

Life is full of choices, and the
decisions we make determine our
destiny -both in this life and in the
life to come. Since the great issues
of our life may hinge on the sim-
plest of choices, it is obvious that
we need guidance at every point
and in every moment of life.

The picture before us is astonish-
ingly up to date. People were cry-
ing for relief from tax burdens. One
group of leaders counseled modera-
tion; another group said in effect,
tax them all you can and keep on
spending. The king, who in a mon-
archy had the final decree in his
power, replied to the plea of the
people with sarcastic indifference
to their need, and the, ten tribes
revolted.

I. A Friendly Request (vv. 1-5).

Governments exist for the people,
not the people for the government.
Political leaders seem to forget this
axiom and begin to rule as though
they need not listen to the reason-

able pleas of the people. Tax bur-
dens’ rise, regimentation of the life
of/ the nation takes place, and
sooner or later the people rise to
overthrow the government. It hap-
pened in Rome; it was back of the
French Revolution; it brought an
uprising of the serfs of Russia; it
can and will happen elsewhere if
men who rule do not listen to
reason.

Rehoboam made at least one
wise decision—to wait three days
before speaking and to seek coun-
sel. He needed this, for having been
brought up in the palace of Solorflon
without proper training for his
place as king, he was quite unable
to make immediate answer to their
request. Incidentally, we note that
much of the folly of Rehoboam is
chargeable to the neglect of his
father to rear him properly. May
that terrible thing never be said
about you and me regarding our
children.

15;1‘ An Arrogant Refusal (vv. 12-

The picture of the two groups of
advisers is a most graphic one and
should afford the teacher ansexcel-
show young
people especially, how important it
is to heed the counsel of their
elders. Even so, youth stands today
at the fork of the road. Let us in all
kindness, love, and tact seek to help
them choose the right way.

Note the arrogance and pride of
the young men and their king. They
were not content to make a simple
denial of the request. They did not
have sense enough to temper the
bitter disappointment of the people
by an expression of regret. No, they
had to use the foolish whip of caus-
tic words and harsh judgments—
what folly! Let us learn a' needed
lesson from their failure.

III. The Inevitable Revolt (vv.
19, 20).

There is a limit to what men and
women can bear—an end to their
patience and their loyalty.

People, long submissive, ulti-
mately come to the point where
they think, and when they do, dicta-
torial rulers tumble from their self-
made thrones. Would that the
people of the earth realized the
power which they have and that
they would use it for the glory of
God.

Rehoboam felt the power of the
people who revolted, others have
followed him, for it is still true in
the world that the rulers ‘“do evil”
because ‘‘they prepare not their
hearts to seek the Lord.”

Rehoboam, who had awaited the
arrival of this crucial hour in antici-
pation of taking his place as the
king of the ten tribes, was ready,
and was at once chosen as tha
leader of those who withdrew from
the rule of the house of David.
Rehoboam’s sin brought this about,
but it was also in the counsels of
God (v.15).

Is it not a comforting thought te
recall that back of the confusion
which men have created in their
efforts to rule the world, God stands
in the shadows watching, watching
and waiting for that day when, the
Prince of Peace, his Son and our
Saviour, is to come as King of kings
and Lord of lords to reign forever
and ever. Blessed day! May it
come quickly!

Since 1908, 11 states have adopt-
ed the recall, the procedure by
which an elected public official
may be removed from office by
the people before the end of his
term, says Collier’s.

‘Human Eyes Withstand l
Years of Neglect, Abuse

Human eyes are able to take
years of abuse and neglect without
going blind, according to the Better
Vision Institute. Out of a population
of nearly 140,000,000 rn.en, women
and children in the United States,
reliable estimates place the number
of blind persons at less than 200,000
persons. Of ‘these more than half
are over 65 years of age, whose
lack of vision may be traced largely
to general ills of the body.

® There are millions of persons who
neglect their vision by failing to
obtain necessary professional oph-
thalmic advice and service, the in-
stitute said. Through such neglect
they impose upon themselves low
standards of seeing which probably
lead tc many accidents on the high-
ways, in the factory and in the
home. .

Following the adoption of the
National Social Security Act, which
provides assistance to blind per-
sons, considerable attention has

ness. Administrators of the federal
law classify as blind all persons
with visual acuity of less than
20/200 in the better eye with correct-
ing lenses, or persons with a fleld
of vision of less than 20 degrees.
Persons with vision so limited by
either of these conditions have few
occupations open to them and are
blind from the economic point of
view.

Less than 10 per cent of the blind
in the United States, it is estimated,
are under 20 years of age. Congeni-
tal blindness, arising. chiefly from
social disease, is declining in the
United States through preventive
measures. :

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Impure Milk, Sick Cattle ‘
Cause of Undulant Fever

one which is very prevalent is un-
dulant fever. Everyday care and
caution, however, can go far toward
controlling and preventing it.

Contact with the germ is made
in one of two ways—by drinking
raw or improperly pasteurized milk
or.eating milk products of infected
animals, or by handling infected
cows, goats or pigs or their car-
casses. To pasteurize milk in the
home, heat it to 165 degrees F. in
the top of a double boiler and hold
at that temperature for 20 seconds,
stirring constantly. Cool rapidly to
50 degrees F. by setting the milk
container in cold water or ice and
stirring until cool. Rapid cooling of
heated milk improves flavor. '+ = |
