Boney would have been 97 years old 
November 10th of this year. She 
was active until about the age of 
92, when her health started failing. 
For the last year she had been a bed 
patient.

Burial was made under the direc­
tion of the Wilson Funeral Home in 
the Stratford cemetery beside her 
husband who preceded her in death 
12 years ago.

The deceased was converted at an 
early age, had been a member of 
the Baptist Church for 71 years, and 
was active in religious work until 
failing health interferred with the 
social life she enjoyed.

Tests Qn three completed gas 
wells in the county were released 
this week by the Texas Railroad 
Commission.

The Shamrock Oil and Gas Cor­
poration No. 11-D Price in section 
38, Block 2-B, was drilled to a depth 
of the 3,223 feet. Pay was found 
between 2,935 and 3,223 feet. The 
well was treated with 10,000 gallons 
of acid. It produced 12.3 million 
cubic feet of gas with 413 pounds of 
rock pressure.

53, Block 2-B, was drilled to a depth 
of 3,230 feet and plugged back to 
3,186; pay being between 2900 and 
3,230 feet.

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It’s A Bad Day 
For Road Hogs 
Garrison Says
(By Col. Homer Garrison, Director 

Departemnt of Public Safety) 
The new Texas traffic law, going 

into effect Friday, will make things 
rough for those people who think 
they are the only ones on the road.

TTie person who drives up in the 
middle of the road, or wanders 
from one side to the other, will now 
be liable to arrest. So will the per­
son who passes one vehicle when

another is coming to meet him.
A driver must stay on the right 

except when passing, when driving 
on a one-way thoroughfare, or 
when the right side of the road is 
blocked.

The middle lane of a three-lane 
highway ife to be used only for pass­
ing and for making left turns, and 
then only when nobody is using it 
from the other direction.

One vehicle may not pass an­
other when they are at, or ap­

other means.
The question of right-of-way is 

clearly defined in the new law. The 
vehicle that gets into an intersec­
tion first has the right-of-way. If 
two vehicles get there at the same 
time, the one on the right has the 
right-of-way. In other words, if 
the other car is on your right, you 
must let it go ahead. If the other 
car is on your left, it should let you 
go ahead.

When you are making a left turn 
at an intersection, you must not 
cut in front of other vehicles so as 
to create a hazard. But you may 
turn ahead of opposing traffic a f­
ter you have signalled for your turn 
and let the cars by that are in, or 
right at, the intersection.

Observance of rural stop signs, 
whether on highways or county 
roads, has never been enforced, be­
cause the old Jaw did not actually 
make it a violation to run a rural 
stop sign. But it’s a different story 
under the new law. Those stop 
signs now mean stop. Furthermore, 
after stopping, you must be care­
ful not to start up again in such 
a way as to interfere with other 
traffic, thereby creating a hazard.

Hay-wagon turns are outlawed, 
to make a left turn, you must start 
the turn from the position nearest 
the center of the street or road. A 
right turn must be made only from 
the lane nearest the right side of 
the street or road. Turns should be 
short, not a wide angle such as one 
must make when he’s driving a 
hay-wagon with a double span of 
horses.

Definite signals must be given be­
fore a driver turns, slows down, or 
stops.

Most of us will use the prescribed 
hand-and-arm signals. But busses 
and trucks will have to be equipped 
with electrical or mechanical sig­
nalling devices if they are built so 
that hand-and-arm signals cannot 
readily be seen. Owners of farm 
trucks with wide, blind bodies or 
narrow cabs should check up on 
this matter right away.

Hand and arm signals are giv­
en in this manner: the hand and 
arm are extended out and up for a 
right turn; straight out and point­
ing to the left for a left turn; and 
out and down toward the ground 
for slow or stop.

Light Form of Mumps
Provides Adult Immunity

Thirty per cent of the American 
people probably have had mumps 
without knowing it, the result being 
a high degree of immunity to epi­
demics of this common, but some­
times quite serious, disease of child­
hood, according to University of 
Pennsylvania and Harvard univer­
sity medical scientists under a con­
tract with the surgeon general’s of­
fice of the army. )

Mumps and measles usually are 
paired as childhood maladies. Each 
is caused by a specific filterable 
virus. Both diseases are very con­
tagious. One virus presumably is as 
widely disseminated in the popula­
tion as the other. Yet the studies 
show that about 33 per cent of young 
adults have a probable acquired im­
munity to the disease indicating 
some past infection of which they 
were unaware. One attack of mumps 
is believed to protect an individual 
against further attacks of the vi­
rus for the rest of his life. Statis­
tical studies have shown that where­
as about 90 per cent of the American 
population suffer from measles at 
some time or other only 60 per cent 
are victims of mumps.

The immunity of a person was 
determined by the so-called “ com- 
plemenfixation”  test of the blood 
serum with mumps virus cultivated 
in incubated chicken eggs, and also 
by a skin test with similar material. 
In this hidden reservoir of acquired 
immunity, mumps seems to bear 
some likeness to poliomyelitis, also 
a virus disease of children. It is be­
lieved that about 90 per cent of the 
population have had polio in a sub- 
clinical form at some time, with the 
result that they are permanently 
protected against it.

Thin Coats Best
When refinishing furniture, two 

thin coats of paint, varnish, enameL 
shellac or paint are better than one 
thick coat. When a thick coat of 
finish is applied, the surface of the 
coating dries quickly and seals over, 
so that solvents are trapped under­
neath and air cannot get in to oxidize 
the oils. The entire drying process 
is interfered with, so that the var­
nish may check and become brittle 
on top and spongy underneath. A  
better method is to apply a thin coat­
ing, .let it dry thoroughly, and then 
apply the second coating. This 
applies not only to furniture, but to 
most: other surfaces as well.

^Operation Crossroads’ Aid 
To Ship Design, Says Writer

The atom bomb tests at Bikini 
atoll must be regarded as “ the most 
widely misunderstood scientific ex­
periment in all history,”  Philip W. 
Swain, editor of the technical mag­
azine, Power, declares. Asserting 
that Operation Crossroads was 
“ brilliantly planned and managed,”  
Mr. Swain said that the tests were 
conducted primarily to “ get points 
on a set of curves,”  and that data 
so obtained were worth many times 
the expenditure. The intelligent use 
of these curves by the men who 
build and operate the navy will be 
worth many times the estimated 
$100,000,000 cost, he said.

Asserting that “ both Bikini tests 
were brilliantly planned and man­
aged,”  Mr. Swain said that while 
the air burst bomb missed the tar­
get ship Nevada by 1,500 to 2,000 
feet, falling astern and slightly to 
port that “ this will not greatly ham­
per the primary curve-plotting op­
eration, based on the measured dis­
tance of ships from the actual 
burst.”

The editor’s own summary of the 
effect of an air blast on today’s 
typical warships was given as fol­
lows: up to one-fifth mile, sinking; 
to one-half mile, heavy damage; to 
three-fourths mile, moderate dam­
age; to one mile, slight damage. He 
estimated that the underwater bomb 
can sink ships up to 2,000 or even 
2,500 feet away.

Oscillating Bed
An oscillating bed which aids in­

fantile paralysis victims in breath­
ing, and which public health officials 
say may have many other uses in 
treating respiratory diseases, is now 
being used .in the treatment of polio 
sufferers. The bed is mounted on a 
motor-driven frame which an elec­
tronic drive see-saws in rhythm with 
the patient’s normal breathing. The 
patient may sleep in any position 
without losing the effectiveness of 
the treatment. Neither the bed nor 
the motion restricts usual care or 
treatment of the patient in any way. 
Basically the bed is a standard hos­
pital b^d with crank control for 
raising the patient’s head and knees. 
A clever rocker device eliminates 
the jolt ordinarily present whep an 
oscillating bed changes its direction

House Plants
Suit the house plant to the window 

where it will stand. Different plants 
vary in their needs for light and 
sun. Most flowering plants must 
have sunshine to bloom. A north 
window, therefore, is a poor location 
for them, and a south window is best 
for profuse blooming. Geraniums 
and begonias are among the favorite 
house plants that do best with plen­
ty of sunshine during the winter. 
African violets will thrive with the 
minimum of sun and may be grown 
successfully at east or west win­
dows. In contrast, foliage plants 
may do well at north windows as 
they need little or no sun.

BALTIMORE.—One day a tall, 
well-dressed man walked into Johns 
Hopkins hospital, where his wife, 
41, was critically ill, and faced two 
doctors.

His story appeared hi the news­
papers, was picked up on the radio, 
went out over the news wires of 
the nation.

Some wrote White not to give up 
hope. A schoolgirl in Chicago made 
daily trips to church, A woman in 
Cleveland said morning and eve­
ning prayers in her home.

In a matter of 
days she was sitting up.

Today White walked into a press 
association office to express his 
thanks to the people who had 
prayed.

“ Their prayers brought a mira­
cle,”  he said. .

Services’ Experiences Aid
States in Combatting Rust

The wartime experiences of the 
army and navy in protecting equip­
ment against rust and corrosion is 
being turned to good account by at 
least seven state highway depart­
ments, it was disclosed in a report 
by Du Pont chemists.

Seven states — Alabama, Iowa, 
Kentucky, Massachusetts, Michi­
gan, Minnesota and Missouri—are 
using a priming paint containing 
zinc yellow pigment for protection 
against rust on both new and exist­
ing steel highway signs. Zinc yeHow 
is a pigment that was used in paints 
on navy ships, army jeeps, trucks^ 
tanks and planes, for an undercoa't 
next to bare steel and aluminum. 
Primers formulated with this pig­
ment dry rapidly and provide a 
hard, adherent surface for the fin­
ish coat.

Where there is continuous ex­
posure to the weather, the chem­
ists said, the use of a zinc yellow 
priming coat on a clean metal sur­
face affords many additional years 
of rust-free life. The highway signs 
of the seven states are painted with 
primer? in which an average of 27 
per cent of the pigment is zinc yel­
low.

AS BELIEVERS in Christ we are 
responsible not only for the 

way we earn our living, but for the 
way we spend what we earn.

Of course we must earn our living 
honestly, but if we spend foolishly 
that which we have earned, we 
shall have dissipated much of the 
effect of our example in earning.

Possessions are a trust from 
God, and we shall have to render 
an account of our stewardship. 
Just because we have given a 

certain percentage of our income to 
Christian causes is no reason  ̂to 
think we shall meet with divine 
approbation with regard to our 
stewardship. If we give a tithe, 
well and good, but what about the 
other nine-tenths? Is God pleased 
with our stewardship there?

I. The Vanity of Wealth (Eccles. 
5:10, 11).

IN ANY study of wealth, it seems 
necessary to begin with an un­

derstanding of its limitations. We 
live in a world in which men fre­
quently lay great importance on 
possessions, and indeed, there are 
many things which wealth can pur­
chase. On the other hand, there are 
some things that money cannot 
buy. And further, we should recog­
nize that our possessions are not 
eternal, that they may suddenly 
fade away.

The passage here reminds us of 
the fact that wealth for wealth’s 
sake is bound to be a disappoint­
ment. The man who loves silver 
shall not be satisfied with silver, 
any more than the man who loves 
pleasure shall be satisfied with 
pleasure. Augustine was right 
when he said that man could be 
satisfied v^th no less than God 
himself.
Notice how accurately the picture 

is drawn. If we have increased 
wealth, we have increased responsi­
bility (v. 11). That fact is as un­
alterable as the most rigid law we 
know. The only advantage is, as the 
Preacher expresses it, the behold­
ing of goods with the eye— n̂ot a 
very great advantage after all.

H. The Proper Accumulation of 
Wealth (Prov. 16:8).

IT IS just as true as when Solo­
mon wrote it, that ’ ’Better is a 

little, with righteousness, thali 
great revenues with injustice.”  
This statement needs no argu­

ment, needs no proof. If we would 
have the honor of men, self-respect, 
and the blessing of God, there is no 
alternative.

III. The Improper Accumulation 
of Wealth (James 5:1-6).

Th e  apostle James speaks of a 
condition that will obtain in the, 

last days (v. 3). There are many 
evidences that the condition he de­
scribes has had altogether too 
many fulfillments in recent history.

James excoriates the rich who 
have defrauded, their employees in 
order that they might fare sump­
tuously and liye riotously. These un­
scrupulous rich have taken advan­
tage because they were not resisted 
(v. 6). Such wealth is corrupted.

Notice once again that the re­
sult of their sin will rise to break 
them. It is a serious thing to 
trifie with sin, to eat th% bread of 
iniquity. God has no patience with 
injustice in social relationships. 
Sooner or later judgment will 
come.
IV. The Proper Use of Wealth

(Prov. 11:24-27).

L ib e r a l it y  should character- 
• ize the child of God. It is true 

that the Bible condemns the atti­
tude of imprudence, yet it also con­
demns the attitude of the miser. To 
withhold more than is meet, also 
tends to want.

How blessedlyHrue it is that there 
is a recompense to giving. Here we 
read that the one who waters shall 
himself be watered. Our Lord af­
firmed the same truth in Luke 6:38.

To have it within our power to 
help, and fail to do so, is to bring 
upon ourselves censure and con­
demnation. Therefore, we should 
seek to perform the good (v. 27). 
This passage concludes with the 

statement that one who searches 
after evil shall find that evil will 
come to him. The man who sets his 
heart to do wrong will not have to 
wait long to find the occasion to do 
that which is in his heart.

Many are the injunctions in the 
New Testament regarding the 
proper use of wealth. For example, 
the Christian has a duty toward his 
own family (I Tim. 5:8). He is en­
joined to be sympathetic and gen­
erous in his giving to help others 
(II Cor. 8:8-15). Certainly he is to 
dispense his goods with the glory of 
God in view (cf. Col. 3:17).

Potato Sproutless

Problem of Storage Now 
Hided by New Methods

'The sprouting, shriveling and sog­
giness of potatoes when kept at 
room temperatures now can be pre­
vented with use of barsprout. The 
treated potatoes remain firm, prac­
tically farm-fresh, and not only 
cook but also taste better. The 
product is equally effective on cer­
tain other root crops such as beets, 
carrots, turnips and rutabagas.

The active ingredient is methyl 
ester of naphthaleneacetic acid. 
When applied to the potatoes as a 
dust, it vaporizes and literally 
“ gets into their eyes,”  keeping 
them from sprouting. Feeding tests

have shown that the chemical im­
parts no harmful effect. Tests have 
been conducted for the. past five 
years at leading agricultural exper­
iment stations.

By this treatment the potatoes 
may be kept at ordinary room tem­
peratures without sprouting and 
without formation of reducing 
sugar. Ordinarily potatoes are held 
below 45 degrees and shrink 5 per 
cent in Weight, developing reducing 
sugars which affect color and taste.

4-H Boy Wheat 
King To Win 
$100 Prize

Members of both the Future Far­
mers of Amerirca and the 4-H Club 
in Texas will have a chance to be 
crowned King starting with wheat 
planting time, according to an an­
nouncement received from Keats 
Soder, Director of the Texas-Okla- 
homa Wheat Improvement Pro­
gram, Oklahoma City.

County winners in both contests 
will receive gold medals but must 
qualify by starting with certified 
seed, having a minimum acreage, 
keeping their seed pure and man­
aging the plot personally. Local 
elevators will furnish certified seed 
at cost or will trade bushel Jor 
bushel. Local shows will be judg­
ed on the boy’s production record as 
well as on the grain that he shows 
at the fair.

The state contest to be held in 
connection with the State Wheat 
Show at Amarillo in the fall of 1948 
will include milling and baking 
tests of the top grain samples. The 
winning FFA boy and the winning 
4-H boy will be given trophies, a 
$100 cash award and the title FFA 
or 4-H Wheat King of Texas. In 
addition the top four winners in 
each contest and their adult lead­
ers or teachers will be awarded all­
expense trip to a major terminal 
market to study wheat handling, 
marketing and processing as guests 
of the Texas and Oklahoma millers.

“Boys interested in competing 
should get their copy of the regula­
tion from the county agent or vo­
cational agriculture teacher, locate 
their seed, and select their field as 
soon as possible,” advises Mr. So­
der. “Every boy in the contest 
will be a winner because he will get 
pure seed at a reduced price, learn 
about seed production and have 
valuable seed for sale next fall,” ac­

Dr. Traut explained that the 

mechanism whereby oxygen is chan­
neled to the human fetus is probably 
the least efficient of any of the higher 
animals. Red blood cells circulat­
ing from the mother to the fetus 
are the primary source of oxygen. 
The supply from this source is de­
creased in many cases in the follow­
ing ways: by a natural lowering of 
circulation to the fetus in the last 
three months; by a degeneration of 
connective tissue with clotting and 
•decreased circulation, apparently an

inherited factor; and by nufritidn- 
al deficiencies, such as vitamin short­
ages.

The physician said that the use 
of nitrious oxide for anesthesia, and 
of morphine, scopolamine or pitui- 
trin in labor further decreases the 
oxygen supply to the infant. He said 
that in any case where a shortage 
of oxygen to the fetus is indicated 
use of these agents should be avoid­
ed and the patient should breathe 
pure oxygen.
