Employers 
May Have Tax 
Refund Due

It has come to the attention 
of the Social Security Adminis­
tration that some employers are 
reporting wages for themselves 
as well as their employees, ac­
cording to J. R. Sanderson, Man­
ager of the Amarillo office of the 
Social Security Administration.

Employers in unicorporated 
businesses who have reported 
wages for themselves should file 
for a refund of the tax which 
they have paid on their own 
wages. The application for re­
fund should be filed with the 
Collector of Internal Revenue 
oefore the expiration of four 
years after the payment to the 
Collector of the Tax,” he contin­
ued.

“At present, old-age and sur­
vivors insurance benefits under 
the Social Security Act are limit­
ed to wage earners. Excluded, 
therefore, are many persons who 
work for their living. They are 
the self-employed, owners of 
small stores, farmers, insurance 
■agents, and others. The Social 
Security Administration has re­
commended that the old-age and 
survivors insurance system be 
extended to all self-employed 
persons.”

R. C Buckles 
Injured In

R. C. Buckles sustained painful 
injuries when his,pick-up turn­
ed over one and one-half times 
after being sideswiped by a 
pickup driven by Thurman Gill 
Monday morning on U. S. high­
way 287 about a mile south of 
Stratford. Buckles right jaw 
was lacerated and he receivied 
bruises about th(̂  right side of 
his head and body.

Buckles was driving north to­
ward Stratford. Gill had just 
picked up his crew and was driv­
ing south to the Buckles place 
where he was on a construction 
job. His windshield was cloud­
ing from the breaths of the men 
riding with him and he was 
blinded by the sun as he drove 
south. As he wiped his windshield 
to improve his vision he saw the 
pickup approaching and swerved 
to the right. Buckles seeing he 
would not be able to pass on the 
road, swerved off the pavement. 
The rear bumpers of the two 
pick-ups locked.

Deputy Sheriff A. L. Wilson 
who investigated the accident 
said that according to the tracks 
of the two vehicles it appeared 
Gill was driving a straddle of the 
center stripe. After the rear 
bumpers locked the Buckles ve­
hicle skidded sideways for several 
hundred feet on the right side of 
the road before turning across to 
the left side and running into a 
deep bar pit. As the pickup 
struck the deep bar pit it turned 
end over end one and a half 
times coming to rest with all 
four wheels in the air.

Seeing that he had lost con­
trol of the vehicle. Buckles lay 
flat in the seat to ride out the 
wreck, a fact that is credited 
with saving his life.

Glenn Reed, an eye witness of 
a former wreck Buckles had in 
this section of the highway, ar­
rived just as the accident hap- 
pended, and aided Thurman Gill 
in bring Buckles to the health 
clinic in Stratford where he was 
treated before being taken to the 
home of Mrs. D. L. Buckles where 
he is recovering.

The Buckles pickup traveled 
about 400 feet from the point of 
impact. It is said to be prac­
tically demolished. ^

Wheat plantecf earlier in dry 
ground is reported to be sprouted 
and either breaking through the 
top of the soil or lacks only a 
short distance of reaching the 
surface.

Although the season looked 
gloomy during the latter part of 
the summer and early fall pro­
ducers are beginning to talk of 
heavy snows which have been 
known to produce large amounts 
of grain although the wheat was 
not sufficient!^ early to make 
pasture which usually furnish­
es the wheat farmers with a re­
gular monthly income during 
most of the winter months.

Elections Give "  
Farmers Voice 
In Program

Every farmer in Sherman 
County who is eligible to vote in 
the farm program elections to be 
held in the county on Decem­
ber 15 should vote, advises R, C. 
Buckles, chairman of the county 
agricultural conservation com­
mittee.

Elections will be held in the 
following places:

Community “A”, Court room, 
Stratford.

Community “B”, School house, 
Texhoma, Texas.

Community “C”, Spurlock 
Chapel, Spurlock.

In addition to this type of el­
ection, voting is authorized again 
this year by mail. This privi­
lege will greatly increase the par­
ticipation in the election. When 
the ballots have been prepared 
by the county office they will be 
mailed to every known eligible 
voter.

It has been authorized by the 
State Office that wives of eligible 
voters are eligible to vote a^ain 
this year and wives as w611 as 
their husbands are urged to vote 
in this election.
“ These annual elections give 
farmers an opportunity to make 
their voice heard in the develop­
ment and administration of 
farm programs,” Mr. Buckles 
said. “And since every farmer 
has an interest in seeing that the 
national programs fit local 
needs, he should use this oppor­
tunity to select the men to ad­
minister the program who will 
best carry out this responsibil­
ity.”

With continued demand fo.' 
food, and corresponding heavy 
drain on the soil, farmer com­
mitteemen will be confronted 
with many decisions affecting 
current and future productions, 
the state chairman said. “Far­
mers will be called upon to do a’ V 
they can to produce the abun­
dance of food and fiber needed 
for consumers in this country 
and to share with the hungry of 
other countries. As the demand 
for food and fiber increases, the 
conservation of soil and water 
becomes more important.

“All of these, 4;ogether with a. 
need for a better understanding 
of the farm program and what it 
is accomplishing for the benefi - 
of the C9nsumer as well as the 
farmer, are reasons why every 
eligible farmer in Sherman 
County should vote in the com­
ing elections.” '

New Santa Claus— New Christmas tree lights
The brilliantly lighted Christinas tree as we know it today origi­

nated late in the 16th Centufy. According to legend, Martin Luther 
became entranced one night with a starry Christmas sky and returned 
home to set up for his children a tree illuminated with numerous 
candles to represent the star-<̂ *̂  
brightened sky.

The first written reference to a 
Christmas tree is found in -the 
works of an unknown writer of 
the early 17th Century who said:
**At Christmas they set up fir- 
trees in the parlours of Strasbourg 
and hang thereon roses cut out of 
many-colored paper, apples, wa­
fers, gold-foil, sweets, etc. . .

But the relationship of light 
with the observance of Christmas 
goes all the way back to the birth 
of Christ when the brilliant Star 
of the East became the most uni­
versal symbol of the Nativity.

Even as the early converts gath­
ered in the catacombs to observe 
Christmas during the dark days 
of the Church there were tiny oil 
burning lamps to brighten their 
somber surroundings. The interiors 
of the medieval cathedrals and 
churches always were banked 
with rows of dickering candles 
during the Christmas season, while 
later in English-speaking coim- 
tries the dancing light of the Yule 
log burning in an open fireplace 
added cheer to the occasion.

This dickering motion of light, 
so long identified with the grave 
observance of early Christmases,

was lost completely around the 
turn of the 20th Century when the 
electric light replaced the unsafe, 
outmoded wax candle. But now 
the electric light itself has re­
verted to that dancing light effect 
through its newest development 
—the Bubble-Lite.

For the first time it is now pos­
sible to obtain all the brilliancy 
and eye-arresting motion that was 
lost when use of the candle was 
discontinued in Christmas tree 
decorating. The Bubble-Lite con­
sists of an “action”  candle-shaped 
three-inch glass tube set in a two- 
toned translucent plastic base, 
which in turn houses a low-wat­
tage bulb. This small bulb serves 
to light up the ornamental plastic 
base, as well as to generate suffi­
cient heat to whirl the gayly- 
colored fluid in the glass tube 
upward in a continually bubbling 
spiral, whOe sending rays of light 
colorfully dancing through the 
upper glass “candle.” Manufac­
tured by Noma Electric Corpora­
tion, Bubble-Lites were available 
only in limited quantities last 
year, but more than 25,000,000 
Noma Bubble-Lites are being pro­
duced for use this Christmas.

Those colored glass ornaments 

that we hang on our Christmas 
mas trees used to come from Ger­
many, Czechoslovakia and Poland. 
A small number were made in Japan. 
When the war cut off these supplies, 
American glass manufacturers, who 

, had never bothered with these prod­
ucts before, turned part of their fa­
cilities over to making the pretty 
gewgaws. Mechanical methods were 
soon developed that could blow as 
many ornaments in an hour as 
a European glassblower could make 
in a month. Thus modern efficien­
cy may doom this picturesque little 
industry, carried on in the moun­
tainous towns of eastern Europe.

Ornament making is a typical 
“ cottage industry”  in the little vil­
lages that cling to the steep moun­
tainsides. Families specialize in cer­
tain shapes and designs, patterns 
that may date back for hundreds of 
years unchanged. The father, using 
a bunsen burner, carefully blows 
the thin glass tubing to the de­
sired shape, with the aid of an iron 
mold. His son acting as mold 
boy, removes the hot ornament to a 
cooling table. Next the mother sil­
vers the inside, and finally the 
daughter applies paint and perhaps 
decorative designs.

Christmas Rose Has 
Real Significance

Legend teUs us that a young shep­
herd girl was weeping bitterly as 
she watched the Wise Men on their 
way to take gifts to the Christ Child.

An angel appeared, and after as­
certaining why the young girl was 
crying, she waved her wand, and 
instantly the ground was carpeted 
with glittering white Christmas 
roses. The young girl quickly gath­
ered these blooms. When she pre­
sented her gift, the Christ Child 
smiled, and as his fingers touched 
the white flowers the petals became 
tinged with pink.

This custom originated with the 
Dutch. They used their wooden 
shoes instead of stockings.

When the Dutch come to New Am­
sterdam, this custom came with 
them—the wooden shoes being grad­
ually replaced by stockings made for 
the occasion out of net-like materi­
als. As nearly every home had a 
fireplace the usual place to hang the 
stockings was over the fireplace.

Treating Trees To 
Preserve Needles

Dropping needles or leaves of 
Christmas trees, which strip the 
trees of color and litter the floor, 
long have been a Yuletide bane. 
Therefore, the discovery of the 
New York State College of Forestry 
that waterglass spray wiU prevent 
the spruce leaves from falling 
comes as welcome news to family 
and housewife alike.

Besides preserving the foliage, 
the waterglass spray adds to the 
decorative effect of the spruce by 
leaving a slight silver sheen to the 
green of the needle-like leaves. The 
waterglass also has been found to 
be a good fire retardant.

The college found that the shed­
ding of spruce leaves also can be 
retarded by placing the base of the 
tree in a bucket of moist earth, 
peat moss or water. Users have re­
ported the success of this treat­
ment.

Our Most Famous 
Christmas Trees

Most famous of the nation’s 
Christmas trees are growing on the 
wooded rolling acres of the Roose­
velt estate at Hyde Park, N, Y. De­
veloped as a result of a hobby which 
occupied much of the late Pres. 
Franklin D. Roosevelt’s spare time, 
the groves of Yule trees now are 
scattered on odd patches and par­
cels of land throughout the estate.

The trees, about 270,000 in num­
ber, are principally of Norway 
spruce, white spruce and Douglas 
fir, with a few balsams also in­
cluded.

Although the tree growing was a 
hobby with the late president, he 
insisted that the project pay its own 
way. Consequently about 2,000 te 
3,000 trees are marketed every 
Christmas season.

Te x a s  4-H state winners in the 1947 Better Methods Electric, Field 
Crops, Poultry and Dress Revue awards programs, who will eact 

receive a trip to the 26th National 4-H Club Congress in Chicago, Nov 
30-Dec. 4, and brief outlines of their records follow:

vue Presentation at the Chicago 
Club Congress will each receive 
a $25.00 U. S. Savings Bond.

Gayle West, 17, of Memphis, re 
ceived the state award of a Chi­
cago trip provided by Westinghouse 
Educational Foundation for out­
standing achievements in the 1947 
4-H Better Methods activity. Gayle 
has been a 4-H’er for six years. 
Among his work simplification ac­
complishments on the farm and in 
the home are using electricity in 
place of the farm tractor to grind 
feed, wiring the poultry house and 
shop, and fencing pastures with 
electric fences. Gayle has also made 
a water warmer for chickens and 
dairy cows, installed an electric 
water pump, rewired a sewing ma­
chine and made a two-way tele­
phone between the house and the 
chicken house. His work has in­
creased farm production, saved 
money and energy and removed 
drudgery on the farm and in the 
home.

Lola Mills, 16, of Crowley, wins 
the Chicago trip award provided 
by Swift & Co. for her top-ranking 
1947 4-H Poultry Achievement rec­
ord in the State. During seven years 
in club work she raised 443 chick­
ens, mostly white Leghorns. Lola 
estimates her income from 4-H 
Poultry projects at $2,353.00. She 
has completed 11 4-H projects, in­
cluding 4 in Poultry Achievement, 
and has made many poultry demon­
strations. She has served her local 
club as president, vice president 
and secretary.

Alvin Davis, 20, of Post, won 
highest rating in the 1947 state 
4-H Field Crops activity, in which 
International Harvester provides 
the awards. During seven years of 
club work, he produced 187 acres 
of cotton and 136 acres of grain 
sorghum, with estimated incomes 
of $8,700 and $5,207 respectively, 
which brought his total 4-H income 
to $16,190.00. Alvin reports cotton 
yield of 5% and 10% above average 
with Half and Half and Acola, and 
15% above average with Western 
Prolific.

A sharp axe cut into the sturdy trees. When a clearing had 
been made, the axe and other hand tools were used to cut and 
fit the logs. All of the wood used in construction of the house 
was cherry and walnut, with blue ash for the floors. The doors 
were held together with wooden pegs and fitted with hand- 
wrought hinges and intricate home-made locks. There were 
often quaint closets and carved mantels. Stone fireplaces with 
great hearths provided for heating and cooking.

Thus were the first of the “ old Kentucky hom es”  built. Many 
of the builders were veterans of the French and Indian wars,
or followers of Gen. George W ash-^
Ington during the Revolution. When 
all was in readiness, the pioneer 
returned to Virginia or some other 
fcolony and brought his wife and fam­
ily to their new home in a dark, 
mysterious wooded land known as 
Kaintuck, or Kentucky. Guns stood 
by the door, or hung above the 
mantel, and ammunition was close 
at hand. But young and struggling 
America was pushing westward 
from the Atlantic seaboard. The 
"dark and bloody ground” was be­
ing penetrated.

First Explorations.
Kentucky was then a part of Fin- 

castle county, Virginia. Marquette 
and Joliet probably discovered it, 
but it was Daniel Boone and his 
companions who, shortly after 1760, 
explored the region. The first settle­
ment was at Harrodsburg in 1774, 
and Boonesborough was founded a 
year later. Today, in Pioneer Memo­
rial state park is a replica of Fort 
Harrod. In this 28-acre enclosure, 
which is surrounded by a stockade, 
is a monument to the first per­
manent settlement in the west and 
one of the finest collections of the 
pioneer period.

The frontier would have been 
challenge enough, but the set­
tlers were constantly harassed 
by Indians and the Revolution­
ary war was being fought. The 
wily Boone, who always had

that the river itself is a part of Ken­
tucky. This was done to keep the 
Indians from crossing the river on 
any pretext.

Three Main Divisions.
Those who first settled in Ken­

tucky crossed the mountain ranges 
on its eastern border. The state falls 
from a height of about 2,000 feet in 
the eastern part to 300 feet along 
the Mississippi river at its western 
edge. The part west of the Tennes­
see river is low and broken only 
by creek and river valleys. The cen­
tral portion is mainly rolling. The 
eastern part is mostly hilly or 
mountainous. These natural divi­
sions have brought about variety in 
both products and people. The en­
tire state, however, has a mild cli­
mate and even temperature,

Kentucky is first in many 
things, such as caves and cav­
erns, cannel coal, native as­
phalt, race horses and hemp. It 
always has ranked high in tobac­
co, coal and distilled spirits.
In mineral wealth Kentucky has 

rich bituminous coal beds as well 
as cannel or gas coal. It has a con­
sistent production of oil and gas, 
the oil of very high grade. Near the 
Green river are rock asphalt beds. 
Kentucky iron is mined near Cum­
berland Gap, and in Trigg, Lyon 
and Caldwell counties in the west. 
Other minerals include cement lime-

been accustomed to life in the 
woods, was a source of strength 
to the people of the frontier, al­
though he was captured by the 
Indians on at least two occa­
sions.
Blue Licks Battlefield state park 

encloses the scene of the last battle 
of the Revolution and recalls 
Boone’ s unheeded counsel to the 
militia. The troops were drawn into 
an ambuscade and a disastrous bat­
tle followed. Following the close of 
the Revolutionary war, Boone re­
turned to his home and family, and 
Kentucky became a safer place to 
live.

Kentucky county had been organ­
ized, and later, when other territory 
was added, it became Kentucky dis­
trict. In 1786 Virginia gave condi­
tional consent to the organization of 
Kentucky as a separate state. In 
1792 Kentucky, with its present 
boundaries, was admitted to the 
Union. The northern boundary was 
iBnade the low-water mark on the 
northern shore of the Ohio river so

stone, Kentucky marble, sand­
stones, clays, barytes and phos­
phates.

Rich in Forests.
Like all of the older states, much 

of Kentucky’s forest land has been 
cleared and turned to agriculture 
and livestock. Along the Allegheny 
slopes, however, there is a great 
quantity of fine timber, most of it 
hardwood, such as oak, hickory, 
black walnut, blue ash, maple, elm, 
beech, and others.

Most of the people in Kentucky 
depend on agriculture. The leading 
farm products are corn, tobacco, 
hay and wheat. For many years, 
Kentucky produced all the hemp 
grown in the United States. Truck 
farms and orchards are frequent 
along the Ohio river, especially near 
such markets as Louisville and Cin­
cinnati. The state’s best known 
crop is tobacco, grown in several 
areas.

Kentucky raises more cattle 
than many western states and 
has approximately a half-million

milk cows and an equal number 
of beef cattle. It is famed as a 
state where thoroughbred horses 
are bred, Kentucky horses have 
made three-fourths of all the 
winnings on the American turf.
Work horses, mules, sheep and 

hogs bring the state’ s livestock total 
up to where it competes with most 
other states.

Industrial Development.
For half a century after Ken­

tucky’s admission as a state, it pro­
gressed rapidly in industry. It had

immense hardwood forests, extern 
sive coal fields and splendid natural 
waterways. The rise of steam navi­
gation built up the river cities in­
dustrially, while the inland towns re­
verted to agriculture to a great ex­
tent.

Louisville, Owensboro and Hender­
son are important tobacco manu­
facturing and shipping points. Bour­
bon whiskey, so named for the coun­
ty in which it first was made, has 
become famous aU over the world, 
and Kentucky’s distilleries are some 
of the largest in the nation. Louis­
ville maintains a large livestock 
market which provides supplies for 
the state’s packing plants. The lum­
ber industry remains firm year after 
year.

A border state, Kentucky was 
divided during the Civil war. 
Both Abraham Lincoln and Jef­
ferson Davis, opposing presi­
dents during that struggle, were 
born in Kentucky. An obelisk at 
Fairview in Todd county marks 
the place where Jefferson Davis 
was born in 1808. Abraham Lin­
coln national park, comprising 
over 110 acres, is at Hodgen- 
ville. Inside a granite building 
is the log cabin said to be that 
in which Lincoln was born.
Fields and forest, lakes and 

streams provide field hunting of all 
kinds, with a wide variety of birds 
in their native haunts and the waters 
are full of fish. Flights of ducks and 
geese from the northland are sure 
to come over Kentucky, where feed 
is abundant and shelter at hand. 
There are still wild turkeys and 
ruffled grouse in the state.

There is a magnetic charm in 
Kentucky’s bluegrass pastures, its 
fields, its fine old homes, its roads, 
parks and streams. Stephen Foster 
found it when he wrote “ My Old 
Kentucky Home.”  It never has 
changed and perhaps it never will. 
The sky, the water and landscape 
blend into a way of life that makes 
every m.ansion or cabin a home. 
And Kentuckians are a breed of 
people, as thoroughbred as their 
horses, who have maintained a high 
degree of honor, of trustworthiness, 
along with a love of beauty and a 
natural hospitality. Kentucky feels 
like “ home”  the minute you enter 
its borders!
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Egg Production Can Be 
Increased by Lights

Less Feed, More Eggs 
By Longer Working Days

The swing shift still is on the job 
in modern chicken houses. No 
longer do farmers expect a drop in 
egg production during the fall and 
winter. They’ve learned how to pre­
vent this downward curve.

The answer lies in providing lay­
ing hens with 13 hours of light in 
every 24-hour period, plenty of good 
feed and an adequate supply of 
water. Chickens having these “ good 
laying” helps will produce from 10 
to 30 per cent more eggs during

fall and winter months than those 
not similarly cared for. Because 
natural light usually is not available 
for specified periods during these 
months, poultrymen find they must 
resort to the use of artificial Ught.

Most poultrymen start using 
lights in October and continue until 
late in March or early AprU. In gen­
eral, three lighting practices are as 
follows: Morning lights, evening 
lights or all-night lights. For morn­
ing and evening light, one 50 watt 
lamp used in a reflector, 16 inches 
in diameter and 4 inches deep, is 
required for each 200 square feet of 
floor space. If all-night lights are 
used, one 10 to 15 watt lamp is 
needed for the same amount of floor 
space. Lights should be located 6 
feet above the floor and placed so 
that roosts, waterers and feed 
troughs are well illuminated. Elec­
tric time switches are available for 
dimming and turning lights on and 
off at required periods.

P latform s for Calves

For this elevated platform for 
calves, developed by University of 
Vermont, finished lumber or rough 
lumber may be used. The bottle box 
shown is made for a two-quart milk 
bottle, five inches in diameter, but 
the box may be adapted to fit other 
size bottles. The hole for the nipple 
is off center, because the box is 
higher than it is wide. Two cleats 
on each side of the box are placed 
at the angle to permit drainage of 
the bottle.

Of Parasite Problem

A warning against the growing 
number of internal parasites affect­
ing sheep and cattle has been is­
sued by disease prevention special­
ists. Most destructive of the internal 
parasites of cattle include flukes, 
tapeworms, bladderworms, stom­
ach roundworms, hairworms and 
whipworms. Wherever they exist, 
there is a continued risk that favor­
able conditions for them will result 
in a serious outbreak.

Their voices, loud out of all proportion to the roar of the 
oncoming wave because we all are standing near them, still 
seem  puny and insignificant. What they are crying out to the 
wave approaching them is: “ We will pay you to subside. We 
will give you billions of dollars and'^ 
raw materials and manufactvired 
commodities, if you will simply sub­
side and behave yourself.”  They are 
trying to buy off what is a world 
cataclysm.

The world is far worse off than 
even the loudest calamity howlers of 

the state depart­
ment have implied.
The two world wars, 
the vast increase of 
w o r Id population 
during the 19th cen­
tury, the industrial 
revolution with its 
evil social results, 
the dire shortage of 
food in the world, 
the demoralization 
and chaos of most 
governments, t h e  

Intrigues of Russia in a distintegrat- 
ing world are not merely incidents 
of comparative historical insignifi­
cance to be repaired overnight by a 
few billion dollars.

Recalls Past History.
Together (and they are insepara­

ble) with many other intimations of 
disaster they form a great wave of 
history such as destroyed Carthage 
and brought about the fall of Rome.
They represent a revolutionary 
change in world society as great as 
the disappearance of feudalism or 
the inauguration of the Industrial 
Age and the rise of the British Em­
pire.

There is no way of dissipating 
the wave, confining it or order­
ing it to cease. The best we can 
do is to put out stout anchors 
against the storm, adjust our­
selves and hope to survive as 
people do in a hurricane.

The wave is everywhere evident— 
In the Orient, the Near East, Russia 
and Europe. To fling ourselves 
against it, to think that we can buy 
off or even postpone its approach is 
simply a foUy by which we weaken 
our own forces. Unfortunately, per­
haps tragically, the responsibilities 
for our defense are largely in the 
hands of men who still are thinking 
in the idiom of an age which is al­
ready past and will not return.

Withstanding the Wave.
It is possible that we, as a nation, 

may be able to stand as a rock in 
the path of that oncoming wave, sur­
viving it as Rome survived the wave 
which swept her world as barbaric 
Carthage challenged her power and 
security. We shall not do so if we 
deliberately weaken ourselves in in­
significant, picayune efforts to halt 
the wave.

1 mean, by picayune efforts, 
four billions loaned to England 
and dissipated quickly, 20 bil­
lions poured into Europe to van­
ish perhaps without result over­
night, or even billions and bil­
lions more. Waves of history, 
like earthquakes and hurri­
canes, are not to be bought off. 
They are simply not in the mar­
ket.

The unrest, the perpetual strikes, 
ihe unwillingness of British coal 
miners to produce more, the despair 
of absurd and destructive Nihilist 
philosophies like Existentialism, the 
inertia and the despair of whole peo­
ples, the prevalent philosophy of liv­
ing from day to day, the evil tactics 
of Russia in exploiting all these ele­
ments and many more, are all a 
part of that wave of history.

Money will not cure the despair 
of a twice-defeated Germany. It will 
not get more work out of the British 
coal miners, who constantly seek 
more and more pay for less and less 
work in a desperate nation on the 
verge of bankruptcy. It wiU only 
permit the miner to relax a little 
more before the final catastrophe 
which may engulf us as well. It is 
significant that the abler and more 
honest European leaders are show­
ing some recognition of this fact.

Purge Is Necessary.
To soar into the realms of philo­

sophical history, there come times 
when a purge of men and nations 
seems necessary and inevitable, 
when man is forced to depend upon 
himself alone and to develop inge­
nuity, energy, leadership and indeed 
a whole new soul in order to save

himself and his country. A Europe 
which is unwilling to give up arti­
ficially pegged currencies, compli­
cated customs barriers, a Britain 
which still seeks to re-establish car­
tels and 19th century closed-trade 
areas, has not yet reached the ca­
tharsis out of which new strength, 
new character, new hope is born.

Forced into socialism on the one 
hand by poverty and disaster, Brit­
ain still clutches with the other the 
decaying remnants of the 19th cen­
tury imperialism which brought her 
in another age great power and 
wealth. That imperialism lies be­
hind the advancing wave of history, 
gone forever.

The humanitarian responsibility 
for food lies almost wholly upon our 
shoulders and, so long as civilization 
exists and Christian morality has 
any weight, cannot be avoided. We 
cannot look for humanitarianism in 
the moral and ethical vacuum rep­
resented by Soviet Russia. The men 
in Moscow, in themselves a horrible 
manifestation of the wave, will use 
their wheat politically. They will 
even sell it at a high price, demand­
ing in turn American dollars be­
cause their own pegged currency 
has no real value in the world.

Russia Overestimated.
Despite its ruthlessness and real­

ism, Soviet Russia is not a power 
comparable to this nation. As Wal­
ter Lippmann has pointed out, the 
satellites and the nations Russia has 
swallowed up are, in their present 
state, liabilities rather than sources 
of strength.

Essentially Russia is only a 
potential power which can faU 
into disintegration quickly in the 
face of another war. It is not 
impossible that the Balkans and 
central Europe can fall within 
a generation into the desolation 
of the Thirty Years war. That 
possibility, too, is a part of the 
‘ ‘Wave of History.”

We shall not stop the wave by 
pouring out billions and billions 
carelessly or perhaps generously or 
under any other circumstances. We 
can, however, perhaps keep intact 
a citadel about which world civiliza­
tion can rebuild itself. We shall not 
do so by economically weakening 
ourselves. The quickest route to the 
destruction of democracy is that of 
economic depression. To weaken 
ourselves in a futile attempt to halt 
the wave of history is the surest 
way to death of democracy and, in 
the end, of western civilization.
