But the court, taking into 
consideration the purpose of the 
statute, dicided that "food or 
drink”  did include cigars.

'Good' Buas Wins 
Over 'Bad' Bugs, 
Survey Reveals

COLLEGE STATION -  In 
seels which destroy destructive 
pists are commonly known as 
beneficial insects, and may be­
come even more important in 
Texas cotton fields, say entom­
ologists at Texas A&M Univer­
sity. R. L. Ridgway, A&M bas­
ed entomologist with the En­
tomology Research Division of 
the USDA's Agricultural Re­
search Service, says “ evidenoe 
continues to mount to support 
the importance of beneficial in­
sects and spiders in regulating 
bo.lworms and tobaceo bud- 
worms populations.”

Ridgway sa;d laboratory work 
during the past two years has 
studied 10 different beneficial 
insects. With a constant supply 
of the cotton pest eggs and lar­
vae to feed upon, the variou 
predators could destroy from 5 
to 100 pests per day. He em­
phasizes. however, that labora­
tory conditions were unlike field 
conditions where the predators 
have to spend time searching 
over the plants for their prey.

In a field-cage test, however, 
using 6 x 8 x 3 #  foot cages and 
no insecticides, the insect pre­
dators gave a remarkable 99 
percent control of the offspring 
of 12 pair of tobaceo budworm 
moths.

During the past season’s field 
studies, in two different loca­
tions, the phenomenon of in­
creasing numbers of pests were 
apparent as the number of pre­
dators were decreased.

Some of the beneficial insects 
studied were the flower bug, 
damsel bug, big-eyed bug, as- 
sasiq bug and the green lace- 
wings, plus Lady beetles, red 
cross beetles and spiders. Ridg­
way says spoders may have a 
more important role a a bene­
ficial insect in cotton fields than 
has been previously noted.

The study of beneficial insects 
has been done in connection 
with other research on systemic 
insecticides. Systemic insectici­
des, he said, are designed to 
work from the inside of tbe 
cotton plant and be effective on 
plant-feeding insects. Many of 
the systemies are selective and 
w ill k ill only certain insects.

Ridgway said, " I f  we are to 
take full advantage of the ex­
pected selectivity of systemic in­
secticides, we must know which 
beneficial species are the most 
important and the numbers re­
quired to prevent economic le­
vels of certain injurious pests 
from developing. Indications of 
adverse effects of some syste­
mic insecticide treatment on 
certain injurious pests from de­
veloping Indications of adverse 
effects of some systemic inse 
ticide treatment on cerhan be- 
nefical species have intensified 
the need for a better under­
standing of their behavior. Ad­
ditional information of this type 
w ill aid considerably in inte­
grating systemic insecticide ap­
plications with beneficial insects I 
and spiders for cotton insect 
control,”  he said.

The researcher’s work so fa r I 
has been with predatory insects, j 
but he now is in the process 
of identifying parasites collect- j 
ed in field work.

COLLEGE STATION — Fric­
tion between landowners and 
sportsmen can be held to a 
minimum if each w ill give full 
cooperation in carrying out ag­
reements, believes Wallace G. 

j Klussmann, Extension specialist 
in wildlife conservation at Tex­
as A&M University. He sug­
gests that landowners consider 
some basic relations with sport- 
men in carrying out their re- 
ponsibilities.

Klussmann suggests that the 
landowner:

1. Not sell anything he does 
not have.

2. Get to know and under­
stand the sportsman; make him 
welcome to the community and 
county.

3. Develop a written lease if 
at all possible to include such 
things as rate and date of pay­
ment; time lim its or duration 
of lease; boundaries of lease

area; kinds of game or fiah in­

A concentrated insecticidal 
attack has been used this fall 
as a new approach for reducing 
diapausing boll weevils in the 
High Plains Boll Weevil Control 

; Program.
The new approach, used in 

this second year’s effort to keep 
• the weevil from firm ly  estab­
lishing itself on about 2 m il­
lion acres of High Plains cot­
ton, was based on findings of 
Dr. Perry Adkisson and W. L. 
Sterling of the Texas A&M Uni­
versity Entomology Department.

Their research indicated that 
a two-phase program could be 

i nine times more effective than 
last year’s single-phase system. 
Phase 1 was aimed at the last 
reproductive generation of we­
evil with three applications of 
insecticide (undiluted technical 
malathion) made at five-day in- 

Jtervals beginning Sept. 7.

This phase was designed to 
k ill newly emerging adult fe­
males before they could mate 
and lay eggs that could produce 
potentially overwintering adults.
