Amarillo, ete, Your fellow ci-
tizens or business min here in
Mvuleshoe actually helps your
business, providing additional

consumer; giving your custo-

“M 1leshoe in general has the
reputation of being able towork
together, and we actually do
have more unity than most
towns, but remember you need
each other, so work together,”
Davis said,

Again Davis listed some of the
motives for individuals to enter
into civic and community ac-
tivities, asserting that any in-
dividual or business eventually
would benefit from work to im-
prove the basic economy of the
living conditions in the Mule-
shoe area.

He urged that ideas for pro-

gress be made available im-
mediately to the leaders of the
appropriate board or organi-
zation, Also stressed the im-
portance

sation about common problems,
seeking out goals together. He
suggested that a conscious ef-
fort be made to arrive at the
right solution for problems and
the right programs to reach
these mutual goals, That this
decision making process should
be a thorough, comprehensive
deliberation.

He further suzgested that in
organizing for the effort to af-
fect these programs, that total
comuunity resources of moaey,
talent and energy must be mo-
bilized, He said it takes lots of
time to accomplish any worth-
while project, Using as an
example one West Texas Cham-
ber of Commerce which kept
a record and found that 14,000
volunteer man hours were used
in 1965 in their program, This
time involved is necessary he-

And the American textile in-
dustry has ample capacity to
produce the cotton fabrics need-
ed, at the time needed,

morial here, He also mentioned
the need for additional facili-
ties and activities to serve the
traveling public, A luxury-type
motel complex, large enough to
accommodate small conven-
tions and banquets is a need
he said.

In the field o indastrial de-
velopment he stressed the ac-
tivities of MAIF were long-
range in nature, designed to

In summary, Davis challeng-
ed the group to recognize that

While stressing that he did
no: wish to “‘cry with alarm”’,
he pointed out certain indicators
that future growth and pros-

‘perity would not come as eas-

ily as it has in the past, men-
tioning the changing farm pro-
gram, outflow of agricultural
workers, Also the decrease in
number of scholastics and the
sharp increase in competition
from other communities for
new business and industrial
development; and the remark-
able trend toward urbanization,
or the influx of small town
and rural residents into the
metropolitan areas,

He suggested that business
had been good in Muleshoe, that
growth had “ecome a way of
life, taken for granted by the
business commuaity and that
this attitude must be changed.
He said the business commun-
ity can no longer be compla-

cent, but must become ag-
gressive and actively fight for
more business and recognizing
that it is somatimes necessary
to sp2nd money inorder to make
monzay.

Davis expressed his appre-
ciation for the friendship and
cooperation of individuals and
business firms during his three
year period of service in the
community, He said that his
entire family will always have
a warm spot in their hearts
for Muleshoe and the people
of Muleshoe, He expressed in-
tention to be a regular visitor
to Muleshoe in the years to
come.

C0TTON TALKS

FROM PLAINS COTION OROWERS, INC.

These are some of the facts
being used by Plains Cotton
Growers, Inc,, and other cot-
ton producer organizations to
block an effort by some in the
textile industry to have the
military accept substitute fab-
rics containing synthetic fibers.

Lubbock’s 19th district con-
gressman, George Mahon, is
especially concerned both with
matters related to cotton con-
sumption and those which per-
tain to military procurement,
In addition to being the re-
presentative from the nation’s
largest cotton producing area
he is chairman of both the
House Appropriations Cominit-
tee and the Defense Appropria-
tions Subcommittee,

And Mahon assures PCG that
he has discussed the entire
situation with Assistant Se-
cretary of Defense Paul Ignatius
and with the appropriate supply
officers in the Army, Navy and
Air Force,

All of these have told Mahon
they would keep in close touch
with him whnere military tex-
tile procurement policies are
in question, Ignatius has indi-
cated he is very sympathetic
to the preblem, and at Mahon’s
request has promised to give
the matter his special atten-
tion,

Mahon said ‘“This is one of
those fortunate situations in
which there is no conflict what-
soever between national in-
terests and the interests of my
constituents, the cotton produc-
ers of the High Plains, I am
doing and will continue to doall
I can to look after cotton pro-

ducer interests, and at the same -

time I will be doing my best to
see that our servicemen are
not deprived of the 100 percent
cotton uniforms they prefer,”

What appears to be the de-
sire of the textile industry to
see blended fabrics accepted by
the military no doubt stems
from the fact that so many
mills in recent years have
switched from 100 percent cot-
ton to blended fabrics, Many of
these are reluctant to switch
back.

However, some mills have
already made the change back to
cofton, And ac¢cording to James
Parker, PCG’s textile consul-
tant, this ordinarily is not so
expensive ortroublesome as the
original changeover,

The Defense Supply Agency
recently accepted a 50 percent
cotton, 50 percent polyester
fabric to meet an emergency
need for 300,000 ‘‘shell type”
overcoats, and a filament varn
fabric to be used as a sub-
stitute for or inconjunction with
cotton balloon cloth in sleeping
bags has also been accepted,

Presumably to foster more
such substitution for all cot-
ton material, the Amesrican
Textile Manufacturers Institute
has appointed a special sub-
committee for the development
of alternate military fabries in
the blended field.

This is all the result of a
tremendous increase in govern-
ment textile orders to supply
the military buildup in Viet
Nam, By June 30, end of the
1966 fiscal year, military or-
ders for clothing and textiles
will have climbed to over $1.1
billion, more than triple the
$320 million total for 1965,

Calls for bids totaled 146
million vards for all fabrics
during the first quarter of 1966,
almost 40 million yvards more
than was projected at the start
of the quarter. Cotton goods
accounted for 70 percent of
the call, man-made fiber tex-
tiles 17 percent, and wool,
blends and mixtures 12 percent,

Elaborate Water Plan Proposed

AUSTIN — That mammoth Te-
xas Water Plan was laid out
Monday by Gov, John Connally
and the staff of the Texas Wa-
ter Development Board at a
special meeting with members
of the Legislature,

It shows how Texans can
save and improve their water
supplies to meet the needs of
the 30,000,000 Texans expected
by the year 2020,

This plan has been called the
most comprehensive andfar-
reaching vet undertaken by a
state, It calls for 54 more
major reservoirs, for $1 bil-
lion worth of waste treatment
facilities inthe 21 major metro-
politan areas alone to clean up
waste water, and a $1 billion
system of pipelines and canals
to move surplus water f{rom
the Red River Basin in North-
east Texas,
