Refueling of B-29's 
In Flight Is Only 
M atter of Minutes

WASHINGTON. — Using a new 
high-speed method developed by the 
air force, B-29’s on their way to 
long distance targets now can refuel 
in the air In a few minutes.

This range-stretching technique 
for the big war planes was hinted at 
by Air Secretary W. Stuart Syming­
ton before the senate armed serv­
ices committee. He said B-29's util­
izing the “ most modem develop­
ment”  of the old airborne refueling 
system coidd, for example, bomb 
any part of Russia from bases in 
Alaska or Labrador. He made no 
further explanation, but said bomb­
ing units of the air force would have 
the new equipment by the first of 
next year.

Other authorities Indicated that 
tests already have been made with 
completely satisfactory results.

While declining to disclose the 
exact speed with which transfer 
of gasoline from a tanker plane to

a bomber is made un4er the USAF 
method, one expert said:

‘^British fliers have developed a 
method of pumping gasoline from 
one plane to another at a rate of 
about 1(X) gallons a minute. USAF 
technique and equipment is de­
signed to accomplish several times 
such speed.”

This indicated that a B-29 could 
take on virtually a full load of gaso­
line in perhaps 15 minutes.

Speed is of paramount importance 
under wartime conditions. During 
fuel transfer, a bomber would be 
highly vulnerable to attack by en­
emy fighter planes. The faster the 
fuel Is loaded, the less the time of 
danger.

With a five-ton bomb load and 
using (mly the normal built-in tanks 
a B-29 fuels with about 5,500 gallons 
for an ordinary 12 hours of flying to 
a target, dropping bombs and reach­
ing a friendly base. With extra 
tanks mounted in an imused bomb- 
bay, the fuel load can be increased 
to about 6,700 gallons.

Service for One Woman

ROCHESTER, N. Y.—No long- 
er will the New York Central rail­
road maintain its Adams Basin 
station for the benefit of a 
Rochester stenographer.

Trainmaster Frank Stafford 
said he received a public service 
commission order approving dis­
continuance of the station.

Stafford testified at a hearing 
that one train stopped each morn­
ing to take Miss Lois Elmes to 
her work in Rochester and an­
other train stopped nightly to 
drop her at her home.

He said Miss Elmes was the 
only passenger riding between the 
two communities.

Doctor Reports New Drug 
Which Arrests Leukemio

BOSTON.—^Development of a new 
drug credited with arresting acute 
leukemia in children was reported 
by Dr. Sidney Farber, pathologist- 
in-chlef of the Boston children's 
hospitaL

Dr. Farber said the drug, ami- 
nopterin, had been tested at the 
hospital for several months. In that 
time it had caused “ repeated re­
missions”  of the white blood count 
In 11 children stricken with leuke­
mia, he said.

He warned against “ false hope,”  
asserting further study and re­
search was required.

The tests, however, marked the 
first time doctors had b e ^  able to 
reduce the white blood coimt more 
than once, Dr. Farber declared.

Fifteen young leukemia victims 
were subjected to the tests. Eight 
of them showed great improvement 
and three some improvement. 
Three of the remaining four died. 
The fourth showed no improvement. 
Dr. Farber said, however, that 
these four were too seriously ill to 
be treated fully.

He said present results repre­
sented a definite “ step in the right 
direction.”  The disease is usually 
fatal.

By amazing coincidence, there 
have been at least three cases ot 
quintuplets in the United States in 
tile last 12. years. Two occtirred 
only 20 months apart

In each case, the quints were 
bom premature^ and none lived 
more than half an hour. The chance 
that aU five will survive is extreme­
ly thin.

What makes the births such a re­
markable coincidmce is that, by the 
rule that seems to apply to plural 
births, quintuplets would be expect­
ed once in about 50 million birthsl 
With the United States’ birth rate 
around three and one-half millioa 
annually.. quints would be expected 
mathematically <mly (xice in IS 
years or so.

The three cases of quints so close 
together, doesn’t mean that this 
rule is wrong, or that it won’t hap­
pen again soon. American quints 
could be bom tomorrow^ or not for 
100 years.

For the coincidence that broUfdit 
so many quints in so short a time 
does not mean the rules were (Hit 
ot order. They are not expected to 
be applied to any one given year 
er even a few years. But taken over 
decades they are valid. Then the 
rates do not seem to vary much.

The American Foundation for an­
imal Health warned that such 
boarders not only waete feed, but 
also may be victims and carriers 
of one of the dangerous types of 
swine enteritis.

“ Even though they eat heartily, 
hogs with certain types of enterUis 
become thinner and thinner. Scour­
ing may be severe. If they recover 
after several weeks, they suffer 
considerable loss of weight," the 
Foundation statement explained.

“ One of the worst dangers is that 
ailing hogs may spread the disease 
through the herd before they show 
marked illness. This makes it ex­
tremely important^that a diagnosis 
be obtained at the first sign that 
anything is wrong.

“ Sanitation and good manage­
ment are the best precautions 
against enteritis losses. Newly-pur­
chased pigs should be segregated 
until Uiey are proved free of dis­
ease. CTean pastures, movable 
houses and scrubbed concrete floors 
will reduce the chances of infec­
tion."

Veterinarians find that medical 
treatment for enteritis is more sat­
isfactory when the farmer has prac­
ticed preventive sanitation and seg­
regation, the American Founda­
tion said.

Antarctic. Whaling Industry 
Helps Meet World Food Needs

PALO ALTO, CALIF. — The 
world's Antarctic whaling and 
vdiale oil industry is experiencing 
a healthy postwar revival through 
increased use of whale oil for hu­
man consumption in oleomargarine.

That statement with facts as­
sembled from governments through­
out the wolrd, is set forth in a 
pamphlet by Dr. Karl Brandt, Stan­
ford university professor of agricul­
ture economics.

Brandt wrote that in 1938 the gov­
ernments of Europe felt tensions of 
the coming war and began to stock­
pile whale oil. It became a top pri­
ority item of basic war essentials, 
along with wheat and sugar.

He pointed out that its remarka­
ble adaptability to storage made it 
even more sought after. One cargo 
of Antarctic whale oil was stored in 
the United States in 1941 and used 
in England in 1947. The oil was 
enough to supply the British popula­
tion with their daily margarine ra­
tion for five weeks.

In the 1938-39 season the world’s 
fleet of whaling vessels reached its 
peak in number of vessels and ton­
nage of oil produced, Brandt wrote. 
At that time there were 36 factories 
afloat, 14 land stations in opera­
tion and 353 catcher boats being 
used. They caught 45,679 whales, 
which were converted into 3,007,409 
barrels of oil.

NewType of Wheat 
Resists Attacks 
Of Deadly Sawfly

BOULDER, COLO. — After years 
of research, a new development in 
wheat farming promises more food 
for a hungry world.

This is Rescue Wheat. Rescue is 
the first wheat ever developed to 
withstand the attack of the destruc­
tive wheat stem sawfly which spor­
adically since 1900 has laid waste to 
untold millions of acres of precious 
grain in the Northwest and in Can­
ada.

Ih* success of Rescue may turn 
out to be a milestone in farming.

Last year it proved its resistance 
to the sawfly in extensive field 
trials. This year there will be 
enough Rescue seed to plant one 
million acres in Montana and mil­
lions more in North Dakota and 
Canada. This means more bread, 
sorely needed at a critical time in 
world affairs.

Research Started
Montana statp college entomolo­

gists, agronomists and the natural 
scientists of the United States de­
partment of agriculture worked 
hard on the sawfly problem. When 
Rescue came along in October, 1944, 
they dropped everything to concen­
trate on the new find.

The following May, Montana got 
back 35 bushels which were planted 
on 27 acres. The yield in 1945 was 
877 bushels. Again Montana shipped 
Rescue to Arizona—100 bushels this 
time for further increase. The rest 
was planted at home. An unseason­
able frost and a rail strike delayed 
Arizona’s return shipment of 3,870 
bushels until the first of June. It 
was dry and late but the wheat was 
sown. Within 24 hours rain fell, the 
first since the regular seeding time.

Wheat Crops Increase
In 24 months a single bushel on 

land previously attacked by the 
sawfly had grown to 60,000 and 
Montana «and North Dakota farmers 
were offering as high as $25 a bush­
el for it. Last year Montana planted 
78,000 acres in 19 counties, harvest­
ed 1,250,000 bushels, and North Da­
kota is fast developing its own seed 
sources. Rescue seed still is selling 
as high as $6.50 per bushel.

The sawfly, given a few more 
years, might have wiped out huge 
sections of the nation’s breadbasket. 
It damaged more than one million 
acres severely last year in Mon­
tana, spread over 30 counties. In 
two counties, practically every field 
was damaged severely. Forty to 100 
per cent of the stems were cut off 
on essentially aU of the acreage 
of the common bread iwheats.

The damage in Rescue fields last 
year on the other hand, was negli­
gible. I

Rescue is living up to its name 
and saving bread for a hungry 
world.

Army W ill Blast Underground 
Caverns to Check Strength *

WASHINGTON. — The army will 
undertake a series of tests in un­
derground explosions, to determine 
the best construction to resist at­
tack by guided missiles and modem 
heavy bombs, it was announced. 
The explosions wiU be set off in four 
types of soil and four types of rock.

Results are expectfed to guide 
army engineers in designing blast- 
proof command posts and other 
vital military installations. It is 
hoped the data obtained will assist 
industrial engineers in determining 
the best type of construction for 
underground factories.

Trials will be conducted at the 
Dugway proving ground near Salt 
Lake City; near Castle Dale, Utah, 
and near Grand Junction, Colo. 
They wiU start with explosive 
charges of 320 pounds of TNT 
against a smaU structure. InstaUa- 
tions and charges wiU mount pro­
gressively until a final explosion of 
320,000 poimds of TNT is set off.

Lieut. Gen. R. A. Wheeler, chief 
engineer, said, “ The tests wiU pro­
vide technical knowledge based on 
actual experiments of the type of 
underground facilities to withstand 
modern bombs and guided mis­
siles.’ ’

General Wheeler emphasized that 
no atomic bombs would be used.

Congressman Submits Bill for 
Funds to Purify Ocean W ater

WASHINGTON. — Scientific re­
search to make fresh water from 
sea water is proposed by a bill be­
fore Congress introduced by Rep. 
Fletcher (Rep., Calif.) which would 
place the study in the hands of the 
navy.

'The measure would authorize th* 
navy to operate one or more demon­
stration plants to produce potablte- 
water from sea water.

Desalting sea water has long been 
carried out by the ordinary distaUa- 
tion process on shipboard and other 
places. This requires consideraUa 
fixed equipment.

In the war several methods were 
developed for use on lifeboats. 
These required only such equipment 
as could be easily stored with other 
supplies in the boats.

The principle employed in these 
methods is what is known as ion ex­
changers. These cause an inter­
change of ions between the material 
in solution and the solid introduced. 
The process is used in water soft­
eners.

FIRST AID to the
AILING HOUSE

by Roger C. Whitman

QUESTION: Several of our 
chairs have loose legs and rungs. 
Please advise how to repair.

ANSWER: Take the chairs apart 
and scrape off all the dried glue 
from the ends of the rungs and 
other parts, as well as from the 
holes_into which the rungs fit. For 
each end of a rung or other loose 
part, cut a piece of an old “ silk”  
stocking that will go over it and 
that can be forced into the hole. 
Use plenty of glue on the ends and 
drive the parts together tightly. 
The glue will soak through the 
“ silk,”  which will form a tight 
packing. After drying, trim off the 
edges of the “ silk”  with a razor 
blade. In place of the “ silk”  you 
may be able to buy thin steel slips 
intended for tightening a chair.

QUESTION; We have single 
flooring, of four-inch, soft-wood 
planks, very badly worn in spots. 
We intend only to paint the floors. 
Later, would it be practical to lay 
plywood and cover that with in­
laid linoleum blocks or carpeting? 
We do not wish a hardwood floor, 
for the children are so hard on 
them.

ANSWER: The linoleum laid 
over plywood should be very sat­
isfactory. If the children are very 
young, I suggest that you lay a 
warm rug or carpeting on the floor, 
which would be warmer for the 
children to sit on. My own pref­
erence would be for a hardwood 
floor, however, as it will take a 
great deal of punishment if prop­
erly finished.

U. $.-Russia Events Reach Climax; 
Moscow Parley Continues Uneasily; 
Soviets Sever Consular Relations

Kasenkina, the U. S. state depart­
ment pointed out as it ordered him 
out of the country.

It was a sensational turn of 
events. In a note to the Soviet em­
bassy the state department asserted 
that Lomakin had, in effect, misled 
his own government with regard to 
the Kasenkina case so that the pro­
tests which the Soviets made to the 
U. S. were “ based on misinforma­
tion.”

In addition, the note charged that 
the consul general had “ hindered 
the investigation of the competent 
police officials by refusing to al­
low them to interview Mrs. 'Kasen­
kina” while she was under control 
of the Soviet consul.

Then, even as Lomakin was pack­
ing his bags and preparing to leave 
the country, Russia countered 
sharply by formally severing con­
sular relations with the U. S. and 
repeating its accusations of bad 
faith.

That seemed to prove that Loma­
kin’s actions in the Kasenkina af­
fair were not so much the expres­
sion of his individual initiative as 
they were a direct reflection of 
Kremlin policy.

However, no one was worrying 
too much about the breaking off of 
consular relations. The move did 
not mean that diplomatic relations 
were severed.

Soviet consular activities in the 
U. S. were limited to arranging for 
mutual trade and travel between 
the two nations. Since there is prac­
tically no trade or travel exchange 
taking place, the presence or ab­
sence of a consul wouldn’t make too 
much difference. *

THE A X  WAS TH E R E

RUSSIANS:
Climactic

Virtually every avenue of public 
thought in the U. S. was teeming 
with Russians, shadows of Russians 
and a few Red convertibles.

There was a feeling, however, 
that the international commotion 
had reached its climax and was 
ready to start subsiding, partly be­
cause public interest, flagellated 
into a state of high excitement, 
couldn’t stand the stress arid strain 
of it all much longer.

Nevertheless, events having to do 
with Russia remained for the time 
being, at least, reasonably climac­
tic: The Moscow talks were ready 
either to pay off or break down; 
Russia had broken off consular re­
lations with the U. S.; Mrs. Oksana 
Kasenkina, the window - jumping 
Russian schoolteacher, had told the 
story of how she had been strong- 
armed.
Moscow

In the Kremlin, where the thr«e 
western ambassadors were trying 
to pound out some kind of tentative 
basis for negotiations with the So­
viet Union, the Russians were play­
ing their familiar game of hit-and- 
run.

U. S. Ambassador Walter Bedell 
Smith, British Representative Frank 
Roberts and French Ambassador 
Yves Chataigneau had been drudg­
ing through a series of meetings 
with the implacable V. M. Molotov, 
Soviet foreign minister.

Molotov, as usual, was hard, 
tough, adamant in his adherence to 
current Soviet policy on the Berlin 
and Germany problems. No prog­
ress was made; the three western 
representatives were dispirited, al­
though they kept to their chore. The 
word was whispered about that this 
conference might break up in total 
failure.

Then came a break, or so it ap­
peared. Premier Stalin would meet 
again with the three envoys. In the 
ensuing discussions with Stalin 
hopes again were raised that the 
western powers might succeed in at 
least partially lifting the Berlin 
blockade and perhaps effect an area 
of agreement that could be used for 
a subsequent top-level meeting to 
iron out some of the major East- 
West differences.

But there were some who stiU 
could see the ax on the peace table. 
Somehow, there was a familiar pat­
tern behind these negotiations that 
went something like this:

After Molotov had subjected his 
■fellow conferees to hour after hour 
of his case-hardened refusals to 
come to terms, attempting by those 
tactics to wear his diplomatic op­
ponents down, the scene was set for 
Stalin’s return.

Stalin came on with his air of 
geniality and good will, apparently 
not only willing but eager to reach 
common ground. His attitude was 
so manifestly different from Molo­
tov’s that hopes again soared.

There was the danger. Lulled into 
optimism, the western envoys might 
be trapped into making concessions 
that should not be made. This same 
kind of Molotov-to-Stalin play had 
worked before.

Hit the Road
Jacob M. Lomakin, Soviet con­

sul general in New York, had con­
ducted himself improperly and dis­
creditably in the affair of the Rus­
sian schoolteacher, Mrs. Oksana

W atch That Credit

Prospective home buyers who 
might plunge beyond their means 
simply because down payments are 
lower under the new housing law 
have been warned by government 
housing experts to avoid that trap.

“ Our only worry,”  one expert 
said, “ is that the lower down pay­
ments will encourage people to buy 
homes they can’t afford.

To Escape
Lying weak and ashen-faced in 

her hospital bed in New York, Mrs, 
Oksana Kasenkina Anally got 
around to telling the story of why 
she leaped from the third-story win­
dow of the Soviet consulate.

“ 1 jumped to escape, not to kill 
myself,”  she said.

She said that her “ rescue”  from 
the Tolstoy foundation’ s Reed farm 
was not a “ rescue but an arrest,”  
engineered by the Russian consul- 
general.

She did not want to go back to 
Russia. Although she loves her 
people, she stated that “ I don’t 
agree with the policies of Josef 
Stalin. I cannot agree with the 
regime in the Soviet.”

VIEWPOINTS:
Religious

It couldn’t be called schismatic: 
It was thoroughly democratic.

In such way delegates to the 
first assembly of the World Council 
of Churches might have assessed 
the first two addresses which of­
ficially opened the historic sessions 
in Amsterdam.

John Foster DuRes, U. S. lay lead­
er in many religious activities and 
internationalist-minded statesman, 
and Czechoslovakia’s Joseph L. 
Hromadka of the Evangelical 
Church of Czech Brethren, speak­
ing in a section discussion on “ The 
Church and International Disor­
der,”  between them managed to 
strip much of the camouflage from 
the growing philosophical and spir­
itual rift separating the East and 
West.

Total result of Dulles’ and Hro- 
madka’s addresses, taken together, 
was not to presage a religious split 
between the two blocs of nations 
but rather to define the problems 
at the root of current international 
disorders for those who are cou­
rageous enough to attack them with 
spiritual weapons instead of guns.

DULLES . . . “ Peace can never 
be stabilized except by institutions 
that seek to reflect moral law and 
that respect the dignity of the indi­
vidual.

His t o r y  k n o w s  some men 
only by their nicknames. Stalin 

is a nickname, so was Charlemagne. 
And so is Barnabas, one of the best 

of the early Christ­
ians. The apostles 
n icknamed him 
“ B a r n a b a s ”  and 
the name stuck, for 
it means “ Son of 
Encouragement ,” 
and Barnabas’ 'spe­
cialty was encour­
aging people who 
badly needed it. 

Barnabas was 
not a brilliant man, perhaps not 
even a strong one, though he had 
an impressive “ front.”  On a jour­
ney in the back districts the natives 
would take him for Zeus, king of all 
the gods. But it was not his looks 
that were important, it was his big 
heart.

When Saul was converted, there 
was an awkward situation when 
that young convert went back to 
Jerusalem. The little society of 
Christians there knew Saul for a 
tiger. They had suffered at his 
hands, they had seen their friends 
dragged off by his henchmen. So 
when Saul showed up among the 
very people he had terrified, when 
he not only showed up but claimed 
to be one of them, no wonder they 
were frightened.

All but Barnabas. Somehow or 
other (shall we say it was God’s 
Spirit in him?) Barnabas was not 
afraid. He took Saul the Terrible 
by the hand, he introduced him to 
the church leaders, he told them 
his story, he sponsored Saul as we 
would say.

• * •
An Eye for God
A f t e r  t h a t  e x p e r ie n c e

with Saul, Barnabas’ friends 
came to think of him as a man who 
could probably see the good in any 
man or situation if there was any 
good to be seen. So when the head­
quarters church in old Jerusalem 
heard of a novel sort of church 
down in Antioch, they sent this 
“Son of Encouragement”  down to 
see what went on. It was certainly 
no church on the Jerusalem pat­
tern; was it a good one, or even a 
genuine church at all? Barnabas 
would know And so he did.

Other men could see the large 
number of church members in 
Antioch; others could give you 
statistics about its rate of 
growth; others could tell you it 
was bi-racial, a daring experi­
ment then as now. Some ap­
plauded, some raised their eye­
brows.
But we read that Barnabas had 

eyes in his soul as weU as in his 
head. What he saw, as he looked 
at that stirring new church with its 
new ways, was “ the grace of God.”  
All of us can see things on the sur­
face, we can count noses, we can 
make reports for the papers. But 
seeing underneath, seeing the grace 
of God (or the need of it)—that is' 
not so easy. Wanted for every 
church: A Barnabas!

Round Peg—Round Hole

W HEN BARNABAS had taken 
stock at Antioch he knew the 

place needed a man, and he knew 
the man for the place. Off he went 
across the Taurus mountains to Tar- 
sus, where Saul was doing nothing 
particular, and he brought Saul to 
Tarsus and set him to work. Saul 
turned out to be, as Barnabas ex. 
pected, the round peg for the round 
hole.

That team was a “natural” —but 
only Barnabas would have thought 
of it. Paul fitted in with the church, 
too. A tireless worker, he was just 
the man for that vital growing con­
gregation. Getting the right people 
for the right jobs is stiU one of the 
big problems of the Christian 
church. Many a Sunday School 
class, for instance, now is withering 
on the stalk, only because the Sun­
day school superintendent has never 
found the right teacher.

* * *

The Hands of the Church

T h e  t im e  came when Barnabas 
and Saul were sent out by that 

same Antioch church to be the first 
foreign missionairies ever deliber­
ately sent out by any Christian 
church. The hands of the church 
were laid on them before they left. 

To this day, whpn a mao is 
set apart, by ordination, for a 
particular work in tbe Christian 
ebureb, bands are laid upon bis 
bead. Tbis is more than an an­
tique ceremony, there is more 
than magic in it.
The laying on of hands may 

mean different things to different 
churches, but this at least it always 
means: The men so ordained are 
now the hands of the churches they 
represent.

Drug Aids Fight 
On Tuberculosis

Streptomycin Is Hailed as 
'First Reai Relief' for 

Victims of Disease.
PHILADELPHIA. — The wonder 

drug, streptomycin, has become 
“ the first real relief the medical pro­
fession ever has had for the treat­
ment of tuberculosis,”  but the drug 
does not cure the disease, Dr. John 
B. Barnwell of the U. S. Veterans’ 
administration stated before a meet­
ing of specialists.

Dr. Barnwell, head of the tuber­
culosis branch of the Veterans’ ad­
ministration, said that streptomy­
cin, an antibiotic drug, has greatly 
benefited the sufferers of tubercu­
losis in government hospitals, be­
cause it arrests annoying symptoms 
of the disease, and definitely sup­
presses the tuberculosis germ.

The doctor was one of several 
hundred specialists attending the 
meeting of the Eastern Section of 
American Trudeau society.

Used in 1,750 Cases.
He said streptomycin’s effective­

ness was discovered in the treat­
ment of 1,750 cases of tuberculosis 
in veterans’ hospitals, and that of 
this highly selected group, 90 per 
cent showed marked improvement 
through use of the drug.

The improvement in this group 
ivas manifested by a lowering of 
temperature, gain in weight, in­
creased appetite and decreased 
cough. These gains, however, 
ceased when the drug was stopped, 
Dr. Barnwell pointed out.

Dr. Arthur M. Walker, also of 
ITeterans’ administration, told the 
meeting of the year-long intensive 
study the administration has been 
making in use of streptomycin in 
tuberculosis.

Warning Given.
Dr. H. C. Hinshaw of the Mayo 

clinic, Rochester, Minn., warned 
the doctors against indiscriminate 
ise of streptomycin. He said there 
ivas definite evidence that the drug 
Rras the best adjunct medicine has 
against tuberculosis, but that it 
should be administered only by a 
'specialist in the disease.

“ Indiscriminate use of penicillin 
—another antibiotic agent—has be­
come almost a tradition,”  Dr. Hin­
shaw said, “ and it has set a bad 
precedent for streptomycin. Many 
5f us doctors are alarmed at the 
svay some general practitioners are 
using the drug in treatment of this 
iisease.

“ I have heard where patients are 
being treated in their home for the 
iisease by doctors who are not ex­
perienced in tuberculosis. They are 
doing so under the false premise 
that streptomycin simplifies treat­
ment of the disease. This is exactly 
the opposite, as use of the drug com­
plicates treatment, and it is even 
more important that tuberculosis be 
treated by a specialist.”
