Six Flags gondola foils 
70 feet;-3 dead, 1 hurt
By BOBEBT BUBNS

EUREKA, Mo. (AP) — A gondola 
ride carrying four passengers 70 feet 
above an amusement park slipped off 
Its cable and plunged to the ground 
when a support arm on a tower broke. 
Two girts and a man were killed snd s 
third girl was critically iitiurcd.

About 60 persons were stranded in 
the IS remaining cable cars In opera­
tion St the tim e of the accident 
Wednesday at Six Flags over Mid- 
America perk. All were rescued with­
out further incident. The last passen­
gers reached safety four hours after 
the accident.

The steel cable c sF .'s  m ass of 
gnarled metal, was whisked away Urs 
storage room nearby.

St. Louis County F ire  M arshal 
James -Hoidinghsus said safety de­
vices on the cable ride prevented the 
other cars from falling. Some parts of 
the ride are as high at 100 feet above 
the park, which was filled with about 
SO,000 persons at the time of the acci­
dent, oflicials said.

The ride had operated for eight 
years without Incident, a park spokes­
man said. More than IS million people 
have ridden safely In the Swiss-made 
ride, he added. He called thd accident 
a “fluke.”

Firemen snd police from 10 sur­
rounding communities used crane- 
like snoncel units to rescue the riders. 
It took a 100-foot aerial boom to reach 
the last few cable cars that swung 
gently in the humid 01-degree sum­
mer hreete at the attractlM located 
about ts  miles south of St. Louis.

Less than an hour after the final 
peraon was snatched from the su­
spended cable car, high winds and 
torrential rains pummelled the MS- 
acre park.

Two girls, Trisha Weuka, 10, of St. 
Louis, snd Kristsn Johnson, IS, of 
Barrs, V t. and her uncle, Gark F, 
Johnson, U , of RIvesvIlle, W.Va., 
were killed after one of the ride's II  
cable cars snapped loose when the 
support arm gave way about I  p.m. 
Only 10 cars were in the air attjgie 
time.

Jennine Weeks, 12, a sister of Tri­
sha, was in critical but stable condi­
tion today after surgery Wednesday 
night at a nearby hospital. The uncle 
and niece were visiting the Weeks 
fsmil y at their St. Louis County 
home.

A •spokesman for the park, Bob 
Kochan, said that the ride could hold 
112 persons. The three killed snd one 
injured were the only occupants of the 
car that fell, he said.

The ride, runs across most of the 
width of the park. Passengers a r t  
carried in 28 small cars suspended on 
a moving cable.

Kochan said the cable car ride

Sen. Russell B. Long. D-La., chair­
man of the Senate Finance Commit­
tee, dealt a painful blow Wednesday 
to the administration’s hopes of mini­
mising reduetbos in the capital gains

tax under present law is 49.1 percent, 
but the treasury says few persons pay 
more than 40 percent.

price tag — to the private chagrin 
some of Carter's key advisers.

In questioo is the price exacted by 
Carter economisers each tinM some- 
OM flies to the presidential retreat at 
Camp David, Md., without enjoying 
offlcial-buslMss status.

That means, for example, that if the 
president invites assistant Frank 
Moore to bring his famllv to Camp 
David for a weekend with the Carters, 
Moore can expect to get a bill for the 
30-minute helicopter flight from 
Washington.

Moore won't be billed for himself, 
because even the hardnosed chief 
economiser, presidential cousin H u ^  
Carter Jr., assumes Moore was invit­
ed because of his official position as 
the chief White House lobbyist with 
Congress.

But Moore can count on getting 
dunned tor a transportation charge 

/ t o r  his wife, Nancy, and their tour 
children.

With a family of that sise, accepting 
a presidential invitation to relax in 
the beautiful Catoctin Mountains can 
be an expensive proposition.

Hugh Carter figures a Camp David 
trip by helicopter is worth c Io m  to ISO 
a head. In the Moore example cited, 
multiply that by five.

The Moore example isn't theoreti­
cal, either. He and other members of 
the White House senior staff actually 
were Invited last year to spend an 
autumn weekend at Camp David with 
their families and the Carters.

The mountaintop gathering, which 
coincided with the escalation of 
Carter's manifold problems and ero­
sion of his standings in the polls, was 
seen at the time as an effort to pull the 
White House staff closer together in 
the face of adversity.

To an outsider, that might seem to

fall into the category of official buai- 
ness.

But H i ^  Carter wasn’t about to 
confer official status on wives and 
children. So helicopter bills were sent 
to Moore, press sec re ta ry  Jody 
Powell and such other key Carter 
aides as Stuart Bixenstat, Hamilton 
Jordan and Tim Kraft because they 
were accompanied by kinfolk.

It’s a fairiy well kept secret that 
some of the bill recipiMts were ou­
traged and stalled for weeks before 
paying up.

In a nutshell, they didn’t expect tp 
have to pay as much as 1200-^us, in 
some cases, tor the pleasure of ac­
cepting a geMrous presidential invi­
tation.

Some of the aggrieved aides doubt 
the president kMW they were billed 
for the Journey. But each one ques­
tioned said he wouldn’t think almut 
raising the issue in the Oval Office; 
Carter has more important matters to 
deal with.

Hugh Carter Jr., told « reporter he 
simply applied guidelines drafted at 
the start of the administration to 
carry out Carter’s insistent demand 
that no OM in bis White House be 
accused of Joy-riding at the taxpay­
er’s expense.

In fact, the presidential cousin said 
Carter himself is billed regularly 
when daughter Amy takes a playmate 
with her to Camp David.

“ I think Rosalynn w rites the 
checks,” said Hugh Carter.

The bills are sent out, at Hugh 
C a rte r’s direction, by the White 
House Military Office, which helps 
arrange military transportation for 
the president.

Checks are payable to the U.S. 
Treasury and the monies collected 
are added to the geMral fund. Hugh 
Carter said. He reported there la no 
means of directly reimbursing the 
military units that provide the heli­
copters.

HOUSTON (AP) — Uii. Attorney 
Tony Canale* said Wednesday a 
grand Jury Inveatigatioa of a ll^a- 
tloo* some lower priced crude oil is 
being resold as h i ^  priced “new oii" 
could continue into next year.

“We are not working on a target," 
he said. "I will not be rushing to 
return a premature indictment."

S tiou on June 22, saying attorneys 
oa his office were b e i^  aided by 

r o i  agents.
The Investigatloa, be said, focuses 

on allegations that certain small 
companiw have purchased “old" oil 
obtained from wells that were pro­
ducing by lt72 and resold It as “new" 
oil from well* that began production 
after i tn .

Canales said he has proof some 
quantities of crude purchased as old 
oil have been resold as new oil.

Under federal two-tier price con­
trols, the so-called old oil sells at 
about ^.2S while the so-called new oil 
brings about $11.90 a barrel.

Canales said his use of the word 
“certain" when referring to the small 
companies under investigation is im­
portant in that “ there is nothing 
wrong with being In the reseller busi­
n e s s

He added, however, that violation 
of the federal oil pricing regulations is 
subject to a $9,000 fine and that a 
five-year prison sentence could be 
Imposed if fraud were proven.

As bad been indicated in June, Can­
ales said any prosecution that might 
develop could be carried out under 
federal racketeering statutes In that 
they cover such crimes as bribery and 
mail fraud.

“I am not sure when we will get an 
indictment," he said, adding he is not 
ready as )ret to present a case.

He said one assistant is now as­
signed to the investigation M l time 
and another probably will be as­
signed. He said as many as six FBI 
agents are assigned to tte  probe and 
t te  number cotud be In c re a ^ .

He described the Investigation as 
strictly local, saying “We are in a 
unique situation in Houston because 
there are so many oil companies 
here."

“We are not going to harass the oil 
companies or anyone else," he said.

WASHINGTON — On this much, 
everyone agrees;

Grorge (^tMsIand is an Osage In­
dian who works at the Department of 
Energy, and Sen. James Abourezk, 
D-S.D., is a friend of Indians who 
dislikes DOE'S natural-gas deregula­
tion proposals.

There Is less agreement about what 
happened a f te r  C rossland  a p ­
proached Abourezk's staff Wednes­
day, wondering what would stop the 
senator's threat to filibuster the gas 
bill.

You see. Crossland's superiors 
down at DOE want to take the con­
trols off natural gas prices, as the bill 
provides. Abourezk wants to keep 
them on.

Ak Abourezk understood It, his old 
acquaintance Oossland had been dis­
patched by the office of DOE Secre­
tary James R. Schlesinger to sound 
out the senator on the idea of smoking 
a peacepipe, if you will.

The way Abourezk got it, DOE was 
saying It would do Just about anything 
for him if he would put a lid on his 
criticism of the gas bill expected to 
reach the Senate floor next week.

“Thev don't want the contents of 
this bill to come out during debate 
during a filibuster,” Abourezk said. 
“ If the public finds out what's in there 
— $28 billion of new, direct costs — 
there will be recall petitions for ev­
eryone who votes for It."

Crossland, director of Indian af­
fairs at DOE, was not returning tele­
phone calls Wednesday, but the de­
partment, speaking for him, flatly

made-a-deal.

Department spokesman Jim Bishop 
said Oossland had acted entirety on 
his own In approaching Kathryn 
Harris Tijerina, an Abourezk aide on 
the Select Committee on Indian Af­
fairs.
