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Humidity and Heat
Hurt Badly

You hear it said,
heat,it’s ithe humidity,” but it usually
doesn’t apply to this lsection, for
the humidity is generally very low,
mround 10 to 15.

Last week and this week have been
exceptions, however. The heat wave
that prevailed Thursday, Friday and
Saturday of last week was one of
high relative humidity, registering
for several days around 50 to 60, so
the heat hurt worse than usual.

Cool weather held on right through
April and May ntil Thrsday, anl
April and May until Thursday, and
then jumped to the 100 degree mark,
going to 104 Friday. Evaporative
type air conditioners were not effi-
cient during the heat and high rel-
ative humidity, for they work best
when the air is dry.

Do you know what “relative hu-
midity” is It is the amount of mois-
ture held in the air, with 100 as
the saturation point. So the humid-
ity recently was half or more than
the air, at that temprature, could
hold in suspension. And also warm
air will hold more moisture than eold
air. That's why we were so hot.

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‘As It Looks From Here’

Cong. Omar Burleson

The Congress is now grinding out
appropriations bills for money to
run, the government for the fiscal
year beginning July 1 and running
to the same period in 1954.

Reductions are being made in
practically everything, but unfortu-‘
nately the greatest reduction must
gome from National Defense if the
cost of government: is greatly reduc-
ed,

w Since 8T7c of every Federal itax
dollar goes to pay for past wars,
foreign military and economic aid,
defense at home, veterans benefits,
and the interest on the National debt,
it only leaves 18c to run all the other
huge activities of the government.

The National Defense budget has
been reduced by over 5 billlon dol-
lars, and the Air Force is evidently
Rearing the brunt of it. The Secre-
tary of Defense says that the effiei-
ency of the Air Force will not be re-
duced. I hope he is right, but it is
hard to see. It concerns me deeply
hecause it just seems there is no
choice but to be strong if we are
to be safe in the dangerous world in
which we live.

Incidentally, I am setting up a
file on the requests I receive not to
cut funds for this, that, and the oth-
er. It seéms most of us are for cut-
ting funds which affect the other
fellow but not for expenditures for
those things in which we are particu-
larly interested. Usually letters and
telegrams start off with, “I am for
economy, but—" or “I am for econ-
omy, however—.”

This country is in somewhat the
same position as the couple who got
married and set up a budget for their
living. The boy had a limited income.
S0 they were going to set aside so
much money for this and so much
for thet. However, after about a
month, the boy began to receive
bills for things purchased by his wife
before their 'marnage The bills had

" %Q lyg pald. and the budget went out
the window.

This country has bought two
World Wars for itself and a great
many other countries and the bills
are past due. These bills are repre-
sented by the Public Debt, the in-
terest on which is around 6 billion
dollars. dn addition, since the pres-!
ant preparedness program started,'
fhere is deft unpaid approximately‘
81 billion dollars. Those bills are
now becoming due, and they can
only be paid from the dollars wrung
for the poor old taxpayer. The Con-

rains it was observed that water ran
out of some terraced fields in the
Upper Clear Fork Soil Conservation
District. It was also noticed that ad-
poining fields, where level terraces
were well kept and had the ends
blocked, held all the water that fell
and absorbed it very rapidly.

Three inches of rain was reported
on one farm. New terraces with clos-
ed ends held all the water that fell,
while water ran out of other terra-
ces in the same field.

The water that runs down to a

terrace after a rain does not help;

the underground moisture or the
e¢rop yield above the channel. Each
row needs to be level to hold the
water where it falls. This will help
keep the “underground sedson” from
running down the river.

The experiment station at Spur
“has ecompared cotton yields from
fields with closed level terraces,

closed level terraces. Over a period
of years saving all the water had
increased returns 469%. Reducing
the amount of runoff by one inch
gave an increase of 20 pounds of
iint per acre. In no case did flood-
ing the crop reduce yields.

The supervisors of the Upper
Clear Fork Soil Conservation Dis-
trict realize that some farmers do
not have all the equipment they need
to maintain terraces.

Jewélry Requires
Proper Cleaning

Is your drawer or jewel box a
jumble and tangle of chains, pins,
necklaces and earrings? This dis-
array is neither conducive to wear-
ing jewelry nor to its good condi-
tion.

Whether you picked up the jew-
elry at a bargain counter or if you
had it presented as an expensive
and even sentimental gift, jewelry
requires care and some attention.

You can save it from becoming
scratched and marred in appear-
ance. You may even save some
expensive repair bills on having
clasps and such renewed.

How to Store

If you have a jewel box with
separate compartments, this is a
good way to keep the jewelry or-
derly and uncluttered. If not, it's
simple enough to use a shallow flat
box and fit this with smaller boxes
which will hold pairs of earrings
in each, a necklace or bracelet in
another, etc.

Line small boxes with quilted
cotton pads, and this will serve as
further protection against they're
being shuffled about.

Earrings can be a problem!
First of all, be certain they’re kept
together. They- can be clipped to
the edges of the box, or in a sec-
tion in a jewelry box. Otherwise,
hook the clasps together and save
yourself frantic searching at the
last minute when you decide to
wear them.

Cleaning Jewelry

Frequent cleaning will show your
jewelry off to good advantage, and
it doesn’t have to be only the ex-
pensive pieces either! White plas-
tic beads, for instance, take to
suds and brushing to your groom-
ing benefit.

Liquid cleaners, of which there
are many, do a good job on stones
whether they are real or fake.
They will also remove tarnish and
stains from the gold and silver
plated parts of jewelry.

Let Diamonds Sparkle

Diamonds in your rings as well
as other pieces should not be al-
lowed to become clogged with
grime and dirt as this cuts down
sparkle. If you wear them often,
such as your rings, then clean
them often, too.

It's Easy To Apply
Decorator Touches
To Your Bedroom

IF, LIKE so many homemakers

are doing, you are planning to
change the decor of your bedroom
for the Summer, yowll find that
the job is one of the easiest and
least expensive in the home.

You can do so many things with-
out professional help, for example.
Then, too, you can press many
remnants or inexpensive materi-
als into service, especially if you
use a sewing machine.

If the room is quite sunny, plan
to use some bold color for interest.
Some red is very good in shady
rooms, such as those with north
exposures. If you like coolness and
serenity, consider blue or green,
but add some contrast.

Give Interesting Contrast

When the bedroom is small, and
you’d still like to give it some type
of interest in contrast, why not
try wallpapering a single wall if
not too large a pattern or perhaps
painting this wall dark green or
perhaps deep red?

Wallpapering is an especially
good trick on a wall where the wall
is irregular or has a bay effect.

Two tones of the same
color are effective, -too, and con-
trasting colors in the ruffles them-
selves might be used.-

Sample of meat were kept frozen
from two weeks to a month, then
thawed and held in a refrigerator
five days. For comparison, -similar
unfrozen meat containing the same

Wash Old Boots
InWashing Machine

If Spring showers and mud have
done their very best to boots and
rubbers in the family, why wear

. yourself out scrubbing them in a

bucket? Toss them in your wash-
ing machine, of course!

It can be done, and done very
nicely, too. In just a short time

you can have clean, thoroughly '

clean boots and rubbers, with the
least of effort.

Use lukewarm water, mild soap
or detergent suds and wash for
three to five minutes. Rinse under
a spigot, hang with clothespins to
drip dry.

How to Store Boots

Perhaps some of your winter
wear is still around, such as long
boots or stadium boots. Pop these,
too, in the washing machine and
wash as you do muddy rubbers.
After drying, polish with a soft
cloth, stuff with paper so the boots
keep their shape and place in a
box for storage. :

It’s a good idea to rub vaseline
on the zippers before storing, too,
as this will keep them well lubri-
cated and will keep from rusting
just in case you live in a damp
climate.

Wrap the boxes in paper and
seal tightly. Result: better wear
prolonged wear for your feet comes
Fall or Winter!

Care for Stadium Boots

Wash the insides of stadium type
boots with a long handle brush,
rinse with a wet cloth or brush,
then hang to dry. Brush the fur
when the boots are dry.

Spray the furry insides with a
moth preventive. Clean the leath-
er parts with saddle soap and use
shoe wax on the uppers.

If the boots have any suede on
them, use a suede cleaner or
dressing. Cover the boots tightly
and seal in paper wrapped boxes

Wax Helps Protect

Winter sports shoes and boots
respond best when cleaned with
saddle soap. Wipe off with a damp
cloth. When dry, use a thin coat-
ing of floor wax, on the soles, and
apply wax shoe dressing on the
leather of the shoes.

It’s a good idea to remove old
shoe laces, too, for these could at-
tract moths during the storage.
Store new ones in the shoes, if you
want to be certain of having them.

Wrap the shoes in tissue paper
when they’re clean and waxed,
thus protecting against dust and
soratchies, They’re best stored in
boxes"ﬁwhich are wrapped and
sealed.
