Lamoine Moore Won
Big Damage Suit

An AP story from Washington
Monday stated that the Supreme
Court upheld $57,000 damages won
by L. L. (Lamoine) Moore of Santa
Rosa, N. M., and formerly of Ro-
tan, in @ sult against the Mead Fine
Bread Co. which has a plant at
Clovis, N. M.

In the suit Moore contended cut
bread prices below cost in competing
with him was unlawful and unfair.

Moore, who formerly operated a
bakery at Santa Rosa, sued for dam-
ages. The suit was filed under a sec-
tion of the Robinson-Patman act
which makes it unlawful for a deal-
er engaged in interstate commerce
to sell at unreasonably low prices
for the purpose of destroying com-
petition.

The suit also cited a section of
the Clayton act which says persons
injured because of anything forbid-
den by the federal antitrust laws
may sue for treble damages, cost of
suit and attorney’s fees.

The U. 8. Distriet Court in Al-
buquerque . granted. Moore, treble
damages dﬂ%m and $11,400 for|
attorney’s fees, but this judgment
was set aside by the U. €. Circuit
Court in Denver. Moore then appeal-
ed to the Supreme Court, and the
high tribunal reinstated the district
court award.

The circuit court said there could
be no violation of the Robinson- Pat-
man act if the competitive injury
was to a purely local competitor
whose business was in no way relat-
ed to interstate -commerce.

Conservaticn Does Pay

Does conservation of of the land
pay off for the farmer in dollars and
cents?

A survey made in Illinois helps
tell the story. Over a ten-year peri-
od, careful records were kept of a
group of farms where approved con-
servation practices were used and
also a group of physically comparable
non-conservation farms. The facts
produced are striking.

At the beginning increases in
farm income from good conservation
tended to be relatively small. But
later on they rose abruptly. At the
end of 10 years, the! conservation
farms returned eight dollars more
net income per acre than the non-
conservation farms. And, of great
importance, the conservation farm-
ers maintained and improved the
producivity of their land. Non-con-
servation farmers, on the other hand
were forced to mine their land to
earn a profit—to deplete it, and to
* progressively reduce its productivi-
ty.

The money-making practices which
go to make up a complete ccnserva-
tion farm plan are simple. They con-
sist of such things as proper land
use; testing and treating the soil;
erop rotation; good water manage-
ment, including contouring, terrac-
ing and drainage; and efficient use
of legumes, grasses and other live-
stock feeds.

Not many years ago such a pro-
gram would have been far from
simple. For one thing, little was
known about how to conserve land.
For another, the farmer’s main tools |
were his own muscles and those of
\draft animals. Now science has giv-
en us the necessary knowledge—and
in modern mechanical farm .equip-
ment we have the efficient, econo-
mical tools that are needed to do
the job: We can conserve our .irre-
placeable croplands—and we must.

Needed Protection

Recent amendments to the Social
Security Act will bring federal old-
age and survivors insurance to most
Texas farm families..

Farm operatorrs—people farming
for themselves—have mnot previously
been covered by the Sccial S:curity
Law. Beginning January 1, all of
them who make as much as $400
profit in a year will have old-age
and survivors insurance.

Farm employees — people doing
farm work for others—are already
covered by the law if they work reg-
ularly for one farm operator. But
the new law will bring insurance
protection to all workers who earn
as much @as $100 cash in a year from
any one farmer, whether the work
is regular or not.

Both the farm operator or wowner
and his employees have long needed
protection for themselves and their
families against loss from death or
old-age. Beginning January 1, they
will “have this protection. Benefits
will aid  the living worker and
Bis dependents when he reaches age
65 and retires to his survivors when | |
he dies.

Farm employees will pay a social
security tax of two percent of their
pay — two cents on each dollar of
their pay up to $4,200 a year. Their
employer will pay another two per-
eent and send the four percent total
to the director of internal revenue.

The self employed operator will

make. a2 report once a year and re-
port the tax on his net earnings.
This report is part of the income
tax rvetwrn. The farm. operator will}
pay three percent of his net earnings
up to §$4,200 a year. .
- Farm woperators who report their
income on a cash basis and whose
income is $1,800 a year or less may
report either their actual net earn-
ings. imfn farm. self-employment or
50" percest of their gross earnings
for social security purposes.

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“Tragedy Season’ Is On

AUSTIN—“Tragedy season” for
the aged may be here again, mani-
fested in the .form of one or more
catastrophic fires in convalescent or
nursing homes, State Heealth Offic-
er Henry A. Holle said today.

“It is only natural that dangers
of destructive fire in homes caring
for aged people rises in direct pro-
portion to temperature drops during
fall and winter months, Dr. Holle
pointed out.

“Full time use of heating and
electrical equipment in these homes,
plus the fact that ambulatory pati-
ents who smoke are forced inside
during cold weather, calls for great-
er fire precautions.”

Dr. T. E. Dodd, in charge of nurs-
ing home licensing activities at the
State Health Department, said every.
nursing home administrator should
insist that local fire department per-
sonnel make regular inspections of
their premises and operations at
least every thirty or sixty days, “ev-
en though we require each licensed
nursing home in Texas to be approv-
ed, for fire safety.”

Dodd added:

“In addition to carrying out all
suggestions made by the local fire
department, each nursing home ad-
ministrator should have a definite
plan that has been perfected to
meet all emergencies caused by fire.

“Such a plan should be worked
out in cooperation with the fire de-
partment and all members of the
nursing home staff should know their
duties and assignments and be ready
to act at any time.”

cember than in any other month of
the year.
! “Motor vehicle deaths rise steadi-
ly from a low peint in February,
until they reach an all-year high in
December,” he pointed out.

For this reason, he urged all mo-
torists and pedestrians ““. . . to be
be extra alert, and to be certain to
continue to observe all common sen-
se safety rules for staying alive in
traffie.”

S-D Day could just as well be S-W

S-D means safe driving, but safe
walking will be almost as important
if traffic accidents are to be held
to a minimum on S-D Day Wednes-
day, Dec. 15.

More than 1,000 pedestrians liter-
'ally walked themselves to death
during December last year, accord-‘
ing to National Safety Council fig-i
"ures. December is always the. peak;
month of the year for pedestrian fa-
talities. _

However, on Dec. 15 the walkers)
as well as the drivers will have an
opportunity to prove that accidents
don’t have to happen if every indi-
widual makes a real effort to pre-
vent them.

' President Eisenhower has pro-
claimed Dec. 15 as the date for the
nation to keep traffic accidents at
an absolute minimum for a 24-hour
period as proof that traffic acci-

dents can be prevented by individual
and community action.’ The nation-
wide cooperative program is spon-
sored by the President’s Action Com-
mittee for Traffic Safety.

Children and older persons are
most vulnerable as pedestrians. Of
th: 8,600 pedestrians killed last year
about 1,950 were under 15 years
of age, and 3,350 were over 65.

Most pedestrian vietims are non-
drivers who do not understand the
mechanics or limitations of driving,
safety experts say. Elderly men are
most apt to be pedestrian vietims.

Early evening hours are especial-
ly hazardous for pedestrians. More
than a third of the victims were kill-
ed between 5 and 8 o’clock in the
evening from Oectober to M
About 419 ‘were crossing streets
between intersections, 259, were
killed at intersections, and 11%
were walking in the roadway.

Three easy rules can help make
S-D Day—and every day— a safe
walking day for pedestrians. To
avoid that “run down” feeling:

1. Cross only at intersections and
wait for the green light, and watch

John Brown and Bill Smith desire
to woperate a business together.
Should this be done as partners or
as a corporation? The answer to
this problem involvgs many legal
questions.

Perhaps the most important factor
is that the business wor personal
acts of either John or Bill may be
binding upon the partnership. The
corporation, however, can act only
through its officers and agents, and
then only within the I!mi’aation-s
granted by the articles of incorpora-
tion.

As members of a partnership both
John and Bill are liable for all of the ‘:
debts of the business. In the jcase
they have business losses, the credi-
tors of the partnership could take
all of the assets of the partnership,
and all of the personal assets of
either John or Bill, or both (except
a few exempt by law), in order to
satisfy the partnership, debts.

On the other hand, if they form
a corporation the creditors may go
only against the assets wof the cor-
poration so that the most that either
John or bill can lose is the amount
they have invested in the business.
The creditors could not touch the
personal property of either John or
Bill.

Upon the death of John or Bill,
it is necessary to liquidate the part-
neship, but in the case of a corpora-
tion the operation of the business
is not affected by the death wof eith-
er. The firm continues as the same
business with the heirs _of .the one
who dies substituted as the owner of
the stock. :

Of primary interest to John and
Bill is the amount of income taxes
they have to pay. As a partnership,
each includes on his individual in-
come tax return his proportionate
share of the income as shown on the

the partnership is not recognized as
a taxable entity.

The corporation is recognized as a
taxable entity, so it pays a tax on
the amount of its net income, after
deducting the salaries of John and
Bill'and other expenses.

If over a period of years the earn-
ings of the corporation exceed reas-
onable salaries for the two owners,
these earnings will be distributed to
John and Bill in the form of divi-
dends. The funds with which' the
dividends are paid have already been
subject to tax in the hands of the
corporation, but are again taxed on-
the individual returns of John and
Bill when distributed. s

The income tax advahtagé or dis-
advantage of a partnership as com-

In the event either of the owners
is interested in planning his -estate
to reduce taxes, at the time of his
death, he can do it more -easily
through a corporation than a part-
nership.

None of these postal privileges
are authorized at the third-class rat-
es. Mereover, Christmas card envel-
opes smaller than 2% ” x 4” or larg-
er than 9” x 12” require cancella-
tion by hand, and must carry first-
class postage.

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Judge McCain Issues
Appeal for S-Day

Issuing an appeal to ali residents
of Fisher County to prevent traffic
accidents on IS-D Day (Safe Driving
Day), December 15, Bruce McCain,
president of the Board of County
Commissioners said today that the
ehallenge of highway safety is one
that must be met on rural roads as
well as urban streets.

Roads outside the incorporated
limits of cities and villages may be
the proving ground where the suc-
ess of ‘S-D Day is decided, Mr. Me-
Cain said. He reminded:

““More than twice as many deaths
occur in the country as in the city.
That has been the. national exper-
ience for several years. In 1953,
for example, there were 27,200
deaths on rural roads compared to
11,100 on wurban streets according
to statistics compiled by the Nation-
al Safety Council.

“Traffic safety is particularly
important to persons who live on
farms and in rural areas. That’s be-
cause no other segment of the popu-
lation is more directly dependent on
highway transportation.

“The support wof farm people is
urgently needed to assure the suc-
ess of S-D Day and the whole con-
tinuing program of highway safety.
Last year more farm people died in

traffic accidents than from any
other cause. This fact points up the
farmer’s personal stake.”

City drivers venturing on the op-
en road were urged by Mr. McCain
to be particularly attentive because
driving on the rural highway differs
from driving on the urban street im
many important respects.

With more than 3,000 pedestrian
deaths on rural roads last year it
behooves drivers to remember that
there are walkers in the country as
well as in town, Mr. McCain stated.

S-D Day, which is being sponsored
by President Eisenhower’s Action|

Committee for Trafic Safety in co-
operation with public wofficials and
numerous national organizations,
has as its objective the elimination
of all traffic accidents for Decem-
ber 15. Its purpose is to demronstra-
te that the solution to thee traffic
acciden problem is within the grasp
of any community when its citizens
are willing to accept their responsi-
bilities as drivers and pedestrians.

Motorists and pedestrians in Fish-
er County can assure the success of
S-D Day locally, Mr. McCain said,
if they will do these three things:
