1. The speed limit on the nmin street (From  Morrow H otel end to W est 
Side Gin block) is 15  (Fifteen) mfles per hour for all vehicles going 
east and west.

2 . The speed limit on all other streets, alleys and other 
(th v ty ) miles per hour.

3 . A ll STO P signs mean STO P, not just slow down. Many of our citxcens 
pay no heed to diese stop signs.

4 . A ll motor vehicles will be paiked between the parking lines head on
to the curbs and in the center o f mam street. Tidcets will be given 
to those who straddle these lines or who do not park at the premier 
angles die lines.

5 . Parallel parking o f cars behuid those parked head on to. the curbs 
and-or m the center o f the main street is prohibited, except that a car 
may be parked parallel behind these cars for not over 10  minutes and 
there must be a driver in the car who can m ove it on in case o f a 
traffic jam  or a car needs to come out from  the curb or die center 
line o f street.

6 . The practice of two or three cars driving parallel to each olher up 
and down the streets while the operators talk to each odier is pro­
hibited and fines will be assessed in every case o f violation against 
ail operatews concerned.

7 . There will be a 10  (ten ) minute parking limit for cars in front o f the 
Post O ffice between the markers to be erected defining the 10 minute 
parking zone. This is done for the convenience o f our citizens vdio go 
for their mail. Rule 5  (fiv e ) above will apply here as elsewhere in 
the matter o f parallel parking.

8 . W e  have an ordiance against excessive noise on the main street and 
other streets of Rotan, and although car horns serve a purpose, the 
excessive blowng of same for the sole purpose o f making noise is a 
nuisance and violators can expect to get tickets for such violation.

9 . Cars operated within the limits o f Rotan without proper mufflers will 
be stopped and owners advised to provide proper muffling. Those 
who engage inintentional back firing o f their engines must cease from  
such practice or be in contempt o f our laws.

l a  It is a violation o f the law to ride a bicycle or motor scooter or cycle 
on any siUe walk in the business district o f Rotan. Parents permitting 
their children to ride on these sidewalks will be held accountable.

11 . A ll cars parked head-on to the line in center o f main street must back 
out and proceed to turning post before entering other side of street. 
Y ou must not drive across the line in center o f street m any of the 
three blocks o f main street.

kS. It is noted that quite a few  children are driving cars and pick-ups 
in Rotan and without drivers licenses. The police department wfll 
begin checking these children drivers for licenses. The Department o f 
Public Safety has set out certain rules covering children who are learning 
to drive, and we want to advise parents to study these rules.

The city officials o f Rotan realize that the making of these rules will be 
resented by a small minority of citizens who have no regard for the 
comfmrt or safety o f their fellow  citizens, however we feel and believe 
that most all our citizens will approve and welcome such rules and will 
abide by them and help enforce them. A s stated elsewhere in this document, 
we are not setting out on a witch hunt nor are we se e in g  to unduly re­
strain any citizen, but we must have some safety traffic and driving rules 
and they must be enforced. W e call on our town citizens to consider our 
farmer friends and to give them parking opportunities, for Rotan depends 
primarily upon the farmers and farms for thrir existence. Local citizens 
should park on side streets or in alleys on the days when the farmers do  
their heavy shopping.W e pote that quite a few  of the merchants park their 
own vehicles to the rear o f their buildings, or on side streets and we 
appreciate this for it gives room for customers to paik for convenient 
shopping.

Hom e Accident 
Can Be Expensive

“ Good ol’ Gus”  Slack bustled 
around the house making the ice 
tea and setting out the cold melon. 
“ Well, everything’s ready,” he 
told his wife, “ and it’s about time 
for our friends to get here.”

As they sat there waiting for 
their guests Gus puffed with pride. 
“ We are certainly lucky to have so 
many friends, a nice home, two 
fine children and money in the 
bank. • ...»««■

“ Good ol’ Gus” didn’t know that 
the next day 13 law suits would be 
filed by his friends who would be 
hurt that night falling on the floors 
his wife had so carefully waxed 
that day, tripping over throw rugs, 
stretching their necks on his clothes­
line, plowing a furrow with their 
noses in.the pile of gravel in his 
unlighted front yard, burning their 
hair o f f  their heads on defective 
wiring, slipping vertebras when the 
porch rail on which they were lean­
ing gave away or being half-blindeed 
by firecrackers, thrown down the 
stairs by son. Ronald, bitten by 
Rover, and having their legs bruised 
and broken by getting tangled up 
in Rover’s leash.

Of course, such a case never 
really happened but law suits have 
been filed involving each of the

aboTd sitUBtioiui. Thd g«Aiai hobi 
is sometimes supriaed to  find that 
his guests’ gratitude is expresed by 
filing law uits against him for in­
juries received in his home.

The law is usually more strict 
accidents befalling tradesmen and 
others who 'enter your premises in 
line of duty so to speak— postmen, 
laundrymen, meter-readers, delivery 
boys and the like— than it is in the 
cases o f  those who enter your home 
for purely, social reasons.

But this does not mean that a 
homeowner is absolved of all respon­
sibility for injury to his guests. If 
he knows a dangerous condition ex­
ists, he has a duty to correct it and 
can be held liable for accidents 
which might happen if he doesn’t. 
For example, in one tease la rotted 
tree branch fell to the sidewalk, in­
juring a passerby. The court held 
that the owner was responsible be­
cause he knew of the defective con­
dition and should have remedied it.

Business as well as homes can 
suffer serious losess from accidents 
A case which happened several 
years ago will illustrate this point.

Greenthumb entered a hardware 
store to buy la garden hoe and was 
struck in the mouth by a golf club 
used by Ben Zlogum, another 
customer at the store’s invitation. 
The store had to pay Greenthumb 
a lare amount of damages because 
Greenthumb had been implicitly 
invited into the store for the business 
of making a purchase; the store 
failed to use ordinary reasonable 
care and to warn Greenthumb of 
the danger.

Fortunately, not everyone who 
falls down the front steps getŝ  up 
and rushes o ff to sue his host. How­
ever, it pays tq remember that fail­
ure to use reasonable care to make 
your home safe against accidents 
could result in the loss of the siav- 
ings of a lifetime.

M ost of No. 2 Polio 
Shots Have Been Given

Dr. Henry A. Holle, Commissioner 
of Health, stated today that the 
second inoculation of first and 
second grade pupils against polio­
myelitis has been completed in most 
areas of Texas. Approximately 70 
per cent of those receiving the first 
shots were on hand for the second 
group.

It is hoped that vaccine will be 
available soon for use by privaite 
physicians to immunize those not 
eligible under the National Founda­
tion for Infantile Paralysis program: 
also that some arrangements can ibe 
madee to secure vaccine for the 
medeically indigent o f the state. 
Under the Foundation program, use 
o f vaccine has been limited mostly 
to children in the first and second 
grades.

Dr. J. E. Peavy, Chief o f the 
Division of Communicable Diseases, 
says that polio occurs bdth sporadi­
cally and in epidemics at irregular 
intervals, with the highest incidence 
in Texas during the latter part o f 
July and the month of August.

During the past five years 37.4 
per cent of the cases reported 
poliomeylitis in Texas occured in the 
age group under five years; 26 
per cent o f the cases reporoted 
were 15 years of age or older. 
During epidemics paralytic cases 
rarely exceed one per thousand of 
population. The most deaths from 
poliomyelitis are in the 20-29 year 
group.

Poliomyelitis can be recognized 
by your physician by clinical 
manifestations assisted by examina­
tion of the spinal fluid.

The loans will be" available in 
Fisher county and applications can- 
be filed at the Farmers Home Ad­
ministration office at Roby. Pro­
gram is an outgrowth of recom­
mendations made at the Great 
Plains Agricultural Conference call­
ed by Secretary Benson and held 
last May 30-June 2 in Denver. ' 

Loans will be made for reseeding 
and the establishment of grasslands 
and other approved conservation

and land use practices including 
soil and water erosion control meas­
ures; development and improvement 
of domestic and irrigation water 
supplies, repair and improvement 
of exsisting farm buildings, and the 
purchase of additional land needed 
to enlarge a farm to a family-type 
size..

Loans also may be made to pur­
chase livestock, farm equipment, 
farm equipment repairs, seed, fer­
tilizer, feed, insecticides, farm sup­
plies, and for payment o f interest 
and taxes.

A carefully developed Farm and 
Home Plan will be a part o f the 
processing of each loan. It is not 
intended that loans shall be made 
prior to proper classification of the 
land involved, and the Farm and 
Home Plans will take into consider­
ation such things as the type o f 
farming best suited to the land, and 
borrowers will be required to follow 
farm management practices recog­
nized locally as best for their par­
ticular type o f land.

‘T think our land needs some 
kind of soil building crops” says 
Jack Clegg. Jack farms 245 acres 
o f his fathers land, in the County­
line community. This place is on 
the Double Mountain Fork of the 
Brazos River, Nearly all o f the land 
overflows from the river or the up­
land around it. Jack has noticed that 
some of the land does not grov  ̂
crops like it used to,

Jack, who has beeft la cdoperator ■ 
with the Upper Clear Fork Soil 
Conservation District since 1950, 
when Soil Conservation (Service 
personnell helped him to develop a 
basic conservation plan, has started 
to include a legume in his cropping 
rotation. This year he has ten acres 
of guar and ten acres of black- 
eyed peas. He believes the nitragin 
and organic matter added by these 
crops will bring production back 
up. He plans to harvest the guar 
and peas for seed production, there­
by not losing a cash crop on the 
land.

Jack also has about five acres 
of alfalfa growing on the farm. 
This has been cut twice this year 
and is now ready for another cut­

ting. Alfalfa has been grown on the 
farm off and on since 1916. “ The 
crops following Alfalfa have always 
been better than the ones beside 
them.” said J. F. Clegg, Jack’s fa ­
ther. 'Legumes such as these, add 
nitragin, organic matter, help the 
soil take up more water, and cut 
down on evaporation, all o f which 
are necessiary for soil conservaMon.

During last year and this Jack 
has seeded 45 acres of Blu? Pani^ 
Grass, Hi® Is now using the grass 
for grazing and seed production. 
“ All of those rodts should do 
something U f the soil/* he s&ySi Ho 
has a lot more grazing than his dows 
can eat, 'but will not buy more.
While his cows are grazing Blue 
Panic, he can rest his native pas­
ture.

Hybrid castorheans under irri­
gation last year produced yields up 
to 2,800 pounds o f clean beans 'an 
acre in tests near Littlefield.
