Eist, now a pubkeeper, was asked
by the committee's investigators on
Aug. 4 whether he recalled Ray ac
tually admitted killing King, or, in
stead, merely acknowledged a con
nection with the murder weapon

‘Oh, no, no, no,'' Eist replied
“During the course of the conversa
tion, he definitely, he didn't actually
come out with it, but it was there in
the conversation that he'd done it °

At another point, Eist said, ‘e was
telling me that after the shooting (on
April 4, 1968), when he left this place
he panicked and threw the gun away

I mean there isn't any doubt from
the conversation that he told me that
he was admitting to me that he had
done the murder "

Asked if Ray expressed a hatred of
blacks something Ray has long
denied Eist said, ‘There wasn't
any doubt at all. He just hated black
people. In fact, he said he was trying
to go to Africa to try to shoot some
more,”’ when he was arrested at Lon
don's airport on June 5, 1968

Eist said that Ray predicted he
would make $250,000 to $500,000 for the
killing because ‘‘he would have no
shortage of friends, no shortage of
fundraisers. He would get them to go
on TV and ... he could write books."

After the entire interview was read
into the committee's record, Ray was
asked to respond and said simply
That is probably the most damaging
statement made against me It is
false.'’ Ray then charged that the
interview of Eist was evidence that
the panel “‘intends to crucify me."

Lane, his attorney, returned to
Ray's side about that time and said he
had just placed a call to a barrister in
England who denounced Eist as cor-
rupt and called him “‘a disgrace to the
England police force.”" Lane said his
British contact told him Elist had been
forced off the job for unlawful con-
duct

Ray’'s attorney said that for the
panel to have sprung Eist’s statement
on Ray was unjustified. ‘I have
never, in 28 years of practicing law,
seen anything as terrible and as out
rageous as this,'' he said

M Memphis mayor tells

of strike settlement

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) — Mayor
Wyeth Chandler announced Friday
night that a settlement had been
reached with striking police and fire-
fighters, ending a week-old labor dis-
pute in Tennessee’s largest city. He
then lifted a 10 p.m.-to-6 a.m. cur-
few.

The final hours of negotiations be-
tween Chandler and union officials
were filled with confusion.

Stomping and yelling, the 1,100
members of the Memphis Police As-
sociation and 1,400 members of the
International Association of Fire-
fighters had ratified two-year agree-
ments earlier Friday, only to have
Chandler question provisions of the
contracts

Even while the mayor and union
leaders were meeting to iron out last
minute differences, police returned to
work for the start of the 4 p.m. shift

However, David Baker, Memphis
Police Association president, ordered
them back off the job about two hours
later in response to a snag in the talks
with Chandler

After the two sides reached final
agreement, Baker said police would
return to work at midnight. Fire-
fighters were planning to return to
work at the start of the 7 a.m_ shift
Saturday

“The one thing we have proved to
the man uptown is that we are unit
ed,”' Baker said, telling some 500
angry policemen that the last-minute
contract dispute had been worked
out

The policemen, many still in uni
form and carrying their pistols, gath
ered at a city park near the Board of
Education building after being pulled
back off the job. Some of them had
stripped off their uniform shirts and
gunbelts and pulled worn picket signs
from the trunks of their cars as they
arrived

When Baker arrived, he assured his
members the dispute had been settled
in their favor

Baker said the dispute had centered
on contract language involving a
wage reopener clause in the two-year
contract. ““We wanted a one-year con
tract, we gol a one-year wage reo
pener,’' Baker said. ‘‘They can play
word games if they want."

The bitter strike cut sharply into
the number of tourists who had been
expected in town for the first anniver
sary of Elvis Presley's death on
Wednesday

Some looting was reported Tuesday
night, when the city was blacked out
because of a power failure blamed on
a security guard’'s vandalism.

The contract approved by the strik-
ers allows them to return to their jobs
without penalty. This had been a
stumbling block in the negotiations,
with Chandler insisting the strikers
should return to work as rookies’.

At 8 a.m., hundreds of policemen
ratified a contract that had been
hammered out the night before by a
group of labor, civic and business
leaders, then presented to union and
city officials.

Baker was greeted with thunderous
applause as he entered the stuffy,
smoke-filled auditorium. Baker was
to have appeared Friday morning
before a state judge on a contempt
citation, but the charge was dropped

by the city once the union ratified the
contract.

Two hours later, Kuhron Huddles-
ton, president of the 1,400-member
Local 1784 of the International Fire-
fighters Association strode to the
stage with a standing ovation and
geresented the contract to his mem-

rs.

The contracts call for policemen
and firemen to receive a 6 percent pay
hike retroactive to July, plus a -
month across-the-board raise hﬁ
1979. Wages could be renegotiated —
with non-binding arbitration if neces-
sary — next July.

The police contract included a ne-
gotiated settlement of damages that
occurred since policemen walked off
their jobs at 11 p.m. Aug. 10. Huddles-
ton said his orgranization would do-
nate $10,000 toward the city's fire
prevention fund.

Major energy bill
progress claimed

WASHINGTON (AP) President
Carter claimed a major legislative
breakthrough Friday on energy legis
lation, one month after he told world
leaders that the United States would
face up to its fuel supply problems

Carter and congressional energy
leaders said they have obtained
agreements on a natural gas compro
mise, which they expect to inject new
life into the president’s stalled energy
program

At the Bonn economic summit last
month, the president had assured the
leaders of six other non-communist
industrialized nations that the United
States would soon take measures to
conserve its consumption of oil and
other energy resources

Carter and Vice President Walter
F.Mondale personally persuaded two
reluctant House members to sign a
congressional conference report
Thursday night, allowing the Senate
to begin final congressional action on
the conference

James Flug, director of the con
sumer organization Energy Action,
said bill would cost residential users
$50 billion over the next seven years

However, Energy Secretary James
R. Schlesinger said the cost would a

received

maximum of $4 billion for consumers
by 1985

The agreement calls for natural gas
prices to be deregulated in 1985, with
a series of increases over the next
seven years

Natural gas is currently priced at
$1.47 per thousand cubic feet, but
under the compromise the ceiling
would rise immediately to $2, with an
additional 10 percent over the next
seyen years

Schiesinger said the measure would
result in inflation being reduced be
cause the bill would encourage some
domestic .producers to release sup-
rnu of natural gas. Some producers
n Louisiana and Texas are refusing
to ship gas outside their states be-
cause doing so would submit the gas
to regulated federal prices, which the
producers claim are too low

Democratic Reps. Charles Rangel
of New York and James Corman of
California had been steadfast foes of
the compromise until Thursday, when
they were summoned to the White
House

They had both objected to the com-
promise as being too expensive for
consumers and too generous to natu-
ral gas producers.

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Nurse indicted on charges
of murdering four patients

BALI1IMORE (AP) A registered
nurse was indicted Friday on charges
of murdering four terminally ill pa
tients at Maryland General Hospital

Mary Rose Robacznski, 24, of Pasa
dena, Md., was accused in the deaths
of three women and a man in the
hospital’s 13-bed intensive care unit
between last Dec. 26 and March 8,
said Baltimore's state’s attorney Wil
liam A. Swisher

Mrs. Robacznski, who was recently
married, was indicted under her
maiden name, Mary Rose Kaisler

The indictments were returned
after a four-month investigation
begun when hospital officials called
authorities about ‘‘suspicious
deaths," Swisher said

The investigation was prompted by
a rumor circulating at the hospital
that a former nurse had disconnected
a respirator from a terminally ill
patient who later died in the special
care unit. Authorities would not dis-

cuss the rumor Friday

Swisher declined to discuss details
of the case and refused to use the
label “‘mercy killings" in describing
the deaths

““We don't have a crime called
mercy killing,”" the prosecutor said
‘Our crime is murder.”

Mrs. Robacznski, a i975 graduate of
Maryland General’'s nursing school,
voluntarily surrendered to author
ities. She has not worked in health
care since leaving the staff of the
365-bed hospital shortly after March
8. according to Swisher

A detailed national cancer survey
of 10 major cities showed the Dallas
Fort Worth area — used as one of the
samples — had a higher than average
incidence of leukemia, melanoma,
Hodgkin's disease and cancer of the
pancreas, cervix, oral cavity, ovary,
kidney and thyroid

Camarillo, head of the Crime Pre
vention Unit, said statistics show that
on school days residential burglaries
occur more frequently.

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Budget board hears report on prison crowding

By LEE JONES

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Texas pris-
ons are so overcrowded that 700 in-
mates sleep on floors, the director of
the penal system said Friday.

W.J. Estelle told the Legislative
Budget Board the Texas Department
of Corrections needs $130 million over
the next two years to construct space
for its mushrooming convict popula-
tion.

He said a slowdown in granting
paroles swelled the prison headcount
to 3,000 more than it would be if the
State Board of Pardons and Paroles
were working at last year's pace.

The board also' heard that despite
the state surplus and growth revenue,
the Legislature probably will have
little money for new expenditure pro-
grams.

“There is no room for any new
programs or increases except those
caused by inflation,” observed Lt.
Gov. Bill Hobby, board chairman.

Board members instructed the staff
to draft 1980-81 spending recommen-
dations starting with a 5.1 percent
annual pay raise for state employees.
This would add $421.5 million to pay-
roll costs for the next biennium.

New prison construction could be a
victim of the present freeze on new
taxes and legislative decisions to cut
state revenue by $491.4 million by
repealing the sales tax on utility
bills.

Estelle’s proposal includes $83.5
million for a brand new prison unit,
which would be built at a still unde-
termined site. When the board of cor-
rections tried to' buy Monte Cristo
Farms near Edinburg, Attorney Gen-
eral John Hill ruled the purchase
violated provisions in the 1978-79 gen-
eral appropriation bill.

Asked by Hobby where the board
now plans to build the new prison,
Estelle said, ‘“‘Somewhere within the
confines of the state of Texas.”

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Edgar
Allen Poe’s ‘‘gruesome’’ poem, ‘‘The
Raven,”” does not belong in a ninth
grade classroom, conservative text-
book reviewer Norma Gabler de-
clared Friday.

“You don't need to see television.
You can get enough gore and violence
in the classroom,” she told the State
Textbook Gommittee. “We don’t ob-
ject to Poe as a writer. He does write'
other things, though.”

The Longview critic marked her
17th consecutive appearance at the
annual textbook hearings where
books proposed for adoption are as-
sailed by reviewers and defended by
publishers.

The hearings end Tuesday, and the
committee makes recommendations
Sept. 11 to.the State Board of Educa-
tion, which adopts books Nov. 11.

“1 think it's time we tell our young
people that there's something good
about America,”” Mrs. Gabler said
about one of several American his-
tory texts she found objectionable.

““The American Adventure, Vol. 2"
by Allyn & Bacon publishers devotes
too much space to the Vietnam War,
Watergate and farmworker leader
Cesar Chavez, while leaving out tem-
perance leader Carry Nation, Mrs.
Gabler said.

Her complaints ranged from objec-
tions to pop art pictures of the Mona
Lisa with a mustache, to the way a
publisher addressed her in written
responses.

‘“Fifteen times, the publisher has
referred to me as a ‘Ms.’ The publish-
er knows I'm-an ‘M-R-S," " she said of
Houghton-Mifflin Co.

During a break, the textbook hear-
ing veteran complained that this
year's batch of proposed texts is
‘“‘worse’’ than previous years.

“There’s so much of the problems
of America included, and not enough
of the achievements,” she said, ad-
ding that none of the history books
proposed for adoption passed her
standard of fairness.

“We don’t object to violence,” she
said of several objections to ‘‘gory,
gruesome'’ literature selections.
*“That’s a part of life, but we do object
to a steady diet of it, particularly for
seventh and eighth grade students.”

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Soviet closing of libel case sets new precedent

~

MOSCOW — A Soviet judge Frida
ordered that a libel case against th
resident American correspondents be
closed, dropping a demand that their
respective newspapers print retrac-
tons of articles about the televised
confession of a convicted dissenter.

The action appeared to defuse a
situation that for nearly two months
had added significantly to the tension
in Soviet-American relations.

It left in place, however, a legal
precedent for what sources here have
called an “ominous” new type of
harassment Soviet authorities can
use against western journalists who
write articlesthat displease them.

Craig R. Whitney of The New York
Times and Harold D. Piper of the
Baltimore Sun were accused in late
June and convicted July 18 of libeling
the state radio and television organi-
zation in articles reporting that
friends of convicted dissident Zviad
Gamsakhurdia suspected that his
broadcast confession had been fabric-
ated.

Under protest, the two reporters

paid fines and court costs totaling
$1,647 each, which resulted from their
conviction. Their newspaper, howev-
er, refused to print court-ordered re-
tractons of what Whitney and Piper
maintained were “fair, balanced and
accurate” dispatches.

The Carter administration had
warned the Kremlin that any further
action against the two correspondents
could result in the closure of a Soviet
news bureau in San Francisco and the
expulsion of other Soviet journalists
from Washington. The decision Fri-
day of Moscow city court Chief Judge
Lev Almazov thus appeared to side-
step a dangerous escalation of the
confrontation,

The judge told a courtroom full of+
Whitney’s and Piper’s Western colle-
gues that he felt compelled to report
to the Soviet Foreign Ministry —
which accredits foreign correspon-
dents here — that the two had shown a
‘“‘certain disrespect to the court” dur-
ing the case.

That move was Seen here as a
face-saving action that was unlikely
to result in anything more than a lec-
ture to the correspondents from
Foreign Ministry officials.

‘No fear of veto exists,

Supreme Court declines say
in Abilene’s wet-dry battle

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The Texas
Supreme Court Friday refused to get
into the Abilene wet-dry election con-
troversy.

Attorneys for both sides said later
they were unsure what effect, if any,
the ryling would have on the compli-
cated case.

The Supreme Court denied Sher-
man McBeath, administrator of the
Texas Alcoholic Beverage Commis-
sion, authority to ask the court for a
mandamus that would ban District
Judge Charles Mathews of Austin
from taking part in the case.

However, the high court said it was
not expressing any opinion on Math-
ews' jurisdiction in the case.

Initial results of a June 17 local
option election in Abilene, which has
been dry for many years, showed
voters favoring sales of liquor and

beer by about 100 votes. However, the
Taylor County commissioners court
threw out one voting box when they
made the canvass July 10 and said the
dry forces won. Abilene District
Judge Don Lane ordered the commis-
sioners to count the box and a second
canvass on July 20 showed the wet
forces won.

Then Mathews ruled that Lane
should not have ordered the second
canvass, which left the July 10 tally
for the drys in effect. He also issued a
temporary restraining order to stop
the Alcoholic Beverai Commission
from issuing any liquor and beer pef-
mits for Abilene. On Aug. 14 Mathews
said the restraining order would be
extended for another 10 days while
lawyers submitted more legal argu-
ments.

believed a retraction “is no longer
necessary.”

The official wrote that the July 18
trial had been widely publicized by

“As a result,
the world public had an opportunity to
see for itself that Mr. Piper’s and Mr.
Whitney's articles were libelous and
Gamsakhurdia’s televised confession
was genuine and voluntary.”

In the native religion of American
Indians, the great, all-pervasive spir-
itof Wakan Tanka — the ‘‘big holy”* —
is regarded as animating and binding
together in brotherhood all the crea-
tures and elements of the universe.

Belief in this inclusive kinship of all
beings — the people, the animals,
birds and insects, the moon, stars,
rocks, rivers, wind and thunder —
gives the Indian faith a special rever-
ence for the earth,

That quality has a particular rele-
vance in present-day concern for

“Our age is being compelled to
come to terms with our close relation-
ship to the natural world, and our
need to respect both its vulnerability
and its bounty — something the In-
dian has always realized.”

However, some Indian religious
practices in recent times have en-
countered government restrictions
and interferences — obstacles that a
newly adopted Congressional resolu-
tion seeks to eliminate. :

Passed both by the House and the

Senate, it directs that U.S. policy and
procedures of all federal agencies be
shaped to ‘“‘protect and preserve”
traditional Indian customs.

““There have been increasing inci-
dents of abrogation of the religious
rights of American, Indians,” says

Vatican preparing for conclave

VATICAN CITY (AP) — The smoke signal works,
tailors have completed an assortment of vestments
for the new pontiff and the cardinals of the Roman
Catholic Church who will elect the successor to Pope
Paul VI are preparing for what many believe may
be a short conclave.

On Friday morning a curl of white smoke rose
from the chimney in the roof of the Sistine Chapel as
Vatican workmen tested the system that will an-
nounce the election of a new pope to the world.

Once the conclave convenes next Friday behind
the locked doors of the 15th century chapel, pilgrims,

tourists and reporters will begin a vigil in St. Peter’s
Square to await the puffs of smoke that will come
from the burning of the cardinals’ ballots. White
smoke signals the election of a new pope and black
jm:ians the cardinals failed to reach a two-thirds ma-
ority.

Whomever the cardinals choose from among their
ranks, a set of vestments has been readied for him
by the Gammarelli family, tailors to the popes for
over two centuries.

Robes tailor made for a short, stout pope, and two
sets for a tall, thin pontiff went on display Friday at
the Gammarelli’s shop in Rome.

“A special effort will be made to show the linkage
between certain practices of the United States gov-
ernment and business corporations to specific in-
stances of injustice and oppression in developing
nations abroad,” Clifford said in a telephone inter-
view from Philadelphia.

Catholic religious leaders from developing nations
will relate personal experiences of social injustice,
seeking to create awareness and exert influence on
Congress to withhold military assistance from op
pressive governments, he said.

The strongest contenders usually mentioned are
Italians, including Cardinals Sergio Pignedoli, 68,
Sebastiano Baggio, 65 and Giovanni Benelli, 57.
Among the non-Italians cited as “papabili” are
Eduardo Pironio, 57, of Argentina and Johannes
Willebrands, 68, of the Netherlands.

Strange expert play
may startle players

We conclude our week-long study of
the safety play with a maneuver that
that will startle the average bridge
enthusiast out of a year's trowth.
Nobody but an expert ever makes the
right play in today’s hand.

West take the king of clubs and then
shifts to the jack of spades.

The average declarer wins in dum-
my in order to try a finesse with the
queen of hearts. This loses, and South
must lose two more trump tricks.
Down one. ’

The expert never goes down on this
kind of hand. He wins the spade and
leads the ace of hearts. When the king
drops he has no further prohlem.

LOSES NOTHING

If the king didn't drop the expert
would get to dummy in order to return
the remaining low heart. Since this
will develop a trick for the queen of
hearts whenever a heart finesse
would have worked, South loses
nothing by playing the ace first.

Leading the ace first makes a dif-
ference only if West has the singleton
king, and this will happei only about
three times out of a hundred hands of
this kind. Still, as long as the precau-
tion costs nothing, why not take it?

DAILY QUESTION

Partner opens with one heart, and
the next player passes. You hold: S K
62; H76; DAKQ102; CQ105. What
do yousay?

ANSWER: Bid two diamonds.

WASHINGTON —
You're really proud of
your tan. All summer
long you've basted and
baked, slathered in
greasy gunk. And now,
as the sun heads for the
equator and summer
heads for the photo
album, you're on your
way to the lake or beach
for one last lost weekend
of soaking up the rays.

But wait! Do you real-
ly want to do it? The
more reason you have to
be proud of that tan the
more peason you have to
worryithat you may be-
come a cancer statistic,
or at least that you may
get ugg{, wrinkly, skin
that's old before your
time.

Tanning in the normal
course of Summer events
Is fine, say the experts,
but making a fetish of
tanning is not, particu-
larly if you're a blond or
a redhead or have blue
eyes.

According to Dr. John
Potter, director of Geor-
getown University's Vin-
cent T. Lombardi Cancer
Research Center, blonds,
redheads and people
with blue eyes account
for 80 percent of the vic-
tims of skin cancer. And
there is very definitely a
correlation between ex-
cessive exposure to the
sun and disease, he
says.

It is no mere coinci-
dence that the greatest
incidence of the three
major types of skin can-
cer occurs in the South
and the area known, for
obvious reasons, as the
Sun Belt, says Potter.
“There’s no doubt about
the general fact that ex-
cessive exposure to sun-
light will increase the
chances of skin cancer,”
he said.

The least worrisome of
the three types is called
basal cell skin cancer
“It's a type of cancer
that arises in the skin in
the basal cells. It's an
indolent form of cancer
It grows very slowly,”

Potter explains. “If it's
treated properly you can
almost guarantee a com-

. plete cure.”

The next form of the

‘ disease is squamos cell

«skin cancer. “This is a

‘lmle bit more aggres-
sive, but most of the time

4. ... it can also be man-

aged very successfully
by appropriate mea-
sures,”” which may in-
clude surgery and radia-
tion therapy.

Both basal cell and
squamos cell cancers
usually appear as small,
open, sores that refuse to
heal, says Potter. As is
the case with any other
sore that does not appear
to be healing properly,
the person with such a
probr:m should seek im-
mediate medical atten-
tion.

The third, and most se-
rious, form of skin cany
cer Is melanoma.
“Usually a pigmented
tumor, it's usually a blu-
ish-blackish color. It can
. . . spread to the rest of
the body. This type of
cancer is definitely a sig-
nificant form of cancer,”
says potter, who adds
that most melanomas
will “arise in a pre-exist-
ing mole, although not all
moles can turn into me-
lanoma.’'’ Even with
treatment, victims of
this form of cancer have
only about a 50 percent
five-year survival rate.

Although there are
only six to eight new
cases of skin cancer each
year for every 100,00 per-
sons, Potter points out
that those with fair skin,
and particularly blue
eyes, are far more sus-
ceptible and therefore
should be much more
careful about exposing
themselves to the sun.

“l can see no advan-
tage to prolonged sun-
bathing and sunbaking,”
he says. “I think you can
develop a tan and should
in the summer time, but
you can only tan so
much. To continue to
bake after a tan is
achieved is counter-
productive. You're aging
your skin."

Both Potter and Dr.
Peter N. Horvath, direc-
tor of the division of der-
matology at the George-
town University School
of Medicine, believe it's
impossible Qj’#eucuy
how much exposure,
other than to warn that
burning is not a good
idea

“We do know that ex-
cessive suntaning and
burning, particularly for
women, will age the skin.
It gives it a muddy ap-
pearnce, uneven,'’ says
Horvath. “This didn't
happen to our Victorian
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grandmothers because
they stayed out of the
sun.”

Horvath says that
women who make a fet-
ish of tanning, who work
at achieving an almost
ebony hue by summer’s
end, “look 45 if you look
at them at 40, and at 50
they look 55 or 60."" Bak-
ing in the sun “‘ought to
be discouraged, or if
you're going o it you
ought to use a sun
screen,’”’ which filters
out the sun's burning and
tanning rays.

Sun screening agents
and blocking agents are
commercially available.
The screens simply de-
crease the amount of
burning, or tanning rays
— depending on the prod-
uct — reaching the skin,
and the blockers are sup-
posed to provide total
protection

Some products now in
pharmacies carry rating
numbers as part of a new
system for determining
what proportion of the
sun’'s rays are filtered
out. A No. 2 product, for
instance, halves the rays
that reach the skin with-
out the use of the
cream
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Fewer millionaires evade taxes

The Treasury attribut-
ed the decline to the 1976
Tax Reform Act that
tightened rules for de-
ducting certain unearned
income and imposed new
limitations on tax- shel-
ters.

According to a Trea-
sury Department report,
the number of people
who paid no taxes on ad-
justed gross incomes of
more than $200,000 im-
mediately dropped 92
percent — from 260 re-
turns in 1975 to the 22 in
1976. The 1976 figures
were the lowest since the
Treasury began keeping
such records in 1966.

This means that for
every 2,000 high-income
tax returns filed in 1976,
only one involved no tax
payments, compared to
one out of every 130 high-

income returns filed in
1975.

Adjusted gross in-
come, on which these
tabulations are based,
includes an individual's
salary plus interest from
investments excludin
tax exempt bonds, Socia
Security benefits and
certain capital gains.

A slightly different
method of computing
personal income, called
expanded income, also
used by Treasury, places
more Americans in the
$200,000 plus income
bracket.

Treasury said in its re-
port that this method,
which includes adjusted
gross income plus cer-
tain tax preference items
such as dividends from
domestic corporations,
produced similar ‘‘dra-
matic” decreases in the
number of nontax-
payers.

these figures, there still
are many well-to-do
Americans who do not
pay their fair share of
taxes.

MC buildings, grounds

represent near-miracle

From mesquite to
magnificence might be a
slight exaggeration, but
the transformation of 115
acres of raw West Texas
prairie land into a lush
landscaped campus in
less than five years has
bordered on the
miraculous.

Planning beégan in
early 1973 with the
selection of Preston
Geren Associates, ar-
chiteets and engineers, of
Fort Worth to design the
campus master plan
Neuhardt and Babb of
Midland was selected as
associate architects and
project supervisors

During a visit to
several California
colleges, then board
President Reagan Legg
and Dr. AL G. Langford
saw one campus that they
were particularly en-
thused about. That layout
formed the working
model for Geren's
ultimate design

Although it really has
no official name, the
Midland College building
style is usually termed
“Southwestern Mesa"
with low, one-story
buildings edged with a
border fascia

A 1.1 mile circle drive,
named Chaparral Circle,
surrounds all but one of
the buildings. And it is
from this drive that many
of the visitors have ad-
mired the architecture
and landscaping. But
what they don't
usually notice is that
three of the buildings—
Administration, Scien-
ce-Faculty, and Oec-
cupational-Technical—
actually are constructed
in sections divided by
landscaped interior
courtyards lighted in-
constantly changing
patterns by open areas in
the walkway coverings

Tall, narrow windows
provide accents and keep
the buildings from
looking too squatty

The tan brick used on
exterior walls is soft
shade that's easy on the

eyes while very much in
place in the Southwest,

Since inclement
weather is seldom a
problem, the buildings
are distinetly separated
but not so distant that
getting from one to
another is a problem
Four parking lots just
inside the circle provide
easy access to any
building, yet leave the
center open for foot
traffic and unspoiled
views.

“Our goal was to
provide an oasis in West
Texas, something that
looked like a college and
would be visually at-
tractive to students and
visitors alike,”' noted
college president Dr. Al
G. Langford, ‘‘The
transformation in the
next five or ten years will
be amazing as the plants
and trees grow
to maturity.”

For those Midlanders
who were on hand for the
campus groundbreaking
ceremony Oct. 2, 1973, the
change is already
astounding. At that time,

 there was a rough graded

road and a barren ex-
panse of brown native
grass and some cactus. A
few months later, caliche
had been added to the
road and it became a
quagmire when it rained

A landscape consultant
from Texas Tech
developed the land-
scaping master plan that
now can be seen in almost
completed form. The plan
called for wide expanses
of grass with numerous
trees, shrubs, plants, and
flowers for constantly-
changing color and
variety

When fast-rising
construction costs
squeezed the budge, a2
Landscape Committee
was formed. That group,
headed by Jack Steele
and Parker Humes,
issued a call to the
community for con-
tributions so all the
landscaping and
sprinkler system could be

added at once. The public
responded en-
thusiastically with more
than $200,000.

As a result of the
public's help, land-
scaping was put in as
buildings were com-
pleted. The last sprinkler
system now has been
installed around the new
Fine Arts Building to
water “jt's extensive
plantings. The ony
remaining major
projects are landscaping
of the Chaparral Center
and completion of a
physical’ education and
intramural playing field
area east of the tennis
courts just outside the
circle

“Some of those trees
we planted three years
ago now are beginning to
look like trees instead of
sticks,”’ Langford smiled
Visitors who see the tall
live oaks, red buds, pines
and magnolias agree

‘Interim’ newspaper
appears in New York

NEW YORK — The
first of four planned “‘in-
terim’’ newspapers hit
the streets here Thurs-
day as negotiations be-
tween striking pressmen
and the city’s three
major newspapers
ground to a standstill

With no progess re-
ported in the discussions
between the publishers
and the pressmen’s
union, sources close to
the conflict expressed lit-
tle hope for an end to the
strike — now 10 days old
— before Labor Day, if
then.

‘If anyone says there's
progress, they re full of
baloney,”” said H.J.
Kracke, executive direc-
tor of the Publishers As-
sociation of New York
City, which represents
the city’s major daily
papers, the morning New
York Times and Daily
News and the afternoon
Post, whose combined
daily circulation is about
3.8 million.

The unions 1,550 press-
men, who had been
working under an ex-
pired contract since
March, struck the three
papers Aug. 9 after the
publishers posted new
work rules for the press-
men.

The pressmen contend
that the new work rules
— if adopted — would
mean that half of them
would lose their jobs. The
publishers say that their
pressrooms are over-
manned and that it is es-
sential to them to reduce
their pressroom work
forces to levels modeled
on other pressmen’s con-
tracts across the coun-
try.
Since the beginning of
the strike, New York
City's newspaper read-
ing public has relied on
out-of-town newspapers,
which have been selling
at 90 cents a copy at
some newsstands.

The New World, a full-
sized newspaper pub-
lished by the Korean
evangelist Rev. Sun
Myung Moon, jumped
quickly into the void on
the first day of the strike,
increasing its normal
press run of 51,000 to
more than 300,000, and
has been selling out al-
most every day.

Thursday, a new tab
loid-sized paper, City
News, featuring articles
written and edited by

ont-ol-work staffers at

the Daily News and the
Times ap ared and
was selling y at 25
cents a copy. ‘

The paper, launched
by Charles Hagedorn,
who publishes several
New York City area
weeklies, had an initial
press run of 400,000. The
paper contains only local
news.

Three other such ven-
tures are in the planning
stages and are not ex-
pected to appear before
next week. One of them,
called the New York
Daily Press, will be pub-
lished by an editor of the
Op-Ed page of the Times
and staffed by people
from all three newspa-
pers. It expects to come
out Monday with a press
run of 500,000. According
to publisher Fred Ise-
man, the New York Post

has agreed to purchase sary

150,000 copies daily to
service its delivery
system, which is cen-
tered mainly in Queens
and Brooklyn.

Nome of the new news-
papers are expected to
survive longer than the
strike.

The strike, however,
could be lengthy. The
publishers and the press-
men adjourned their ne-
gotiations Wednesday
night, and there was no
indication Thursday
when talks might re-
sume.

““There hasn’t been an
inch of movement since
the very first day,” said

TEXARKANA, Ark. (AP) — Nicho-
las Padula is doing his part for hu-
manity.

An inmate at the Federal Correc-
tional Institution in Texarkana, Pa-
dula has worked five years to develop
a reference book of dangerous drugs.
His book is scheduled for publication
later this year and Padula is enthusi-
astic about what’s happening to his
work.

“I think I've done something to help

part of humanity. This book is the
only contribution I probably will give
to mankind,” the intense, gray-haired
man said.

Flipping through a color-coded,
loose-leaf notebook that is the original
manuscript, Padula, 56, points out
that he has listed more than 3,000
drugs that can kill. In the book he
gives a description of each drug,
symptoms of overdose, common drug
terminology and antidotes for over-
dose.

The book, his first, is designed for
physicians and emergency personnel
who may come into contact with
overdose victims and need to find out
quickly how to counteract effects of
the drugs.

The nearest existing publication to
Padula’s is the ‘“Physicians’ Desk
Reference,” which is published an-
nually and gives detailed information
about every drug marketed.

Padula focuses only on drugs that
can kill, drugs that are “out on the
streets ... that the kids are using.” He
includes all the dangerous drugs in
the PDR but has added marijuana,
LSD and other drugs omitted from the
standard reference because they are
not manufactured by official drug
companies.

Padula has listed drugs alphabetic-
ally and coded them so that referring
to an antidote in another section of the

book takes little time. He categorizes
drugs, gives their nicknames and in-
cludes descriptions of what happens
to those taking an overdose. All infor-
mation is cross-referenced.

Padula, an emergency medical
technician, started his work five
years ago after a close friend died of
an overdose of heroin. He wrote more
than- 400 pharmaceutical companies
to get descriptions of their products,
their uses, hazards and antidotes.

He walked the streets in ‘“‘every
state and Canada,” talking with drug
users and decoding the language of
drug users. He paid for the services of
physicians to analyze and break down
drug components.

Padula has been at the Texarkana
institution for five months, serving a
five-year sentence he received ind977
for ille%;l(l session of U.S. mail.

The was well on its way to
publication when he arrived at the
institution.

“I’ve done the biggest part of my
revisions here because I've had the
time,” Padula said. “I've done more
in the last five months than in the last
year."”

Padula, a slight man wearing a
white laboratory jacket, said printing

costs would be covered by sales.

The main purpose of Padula’s 285-
page publication is to list antidotes for
drug overdose that can be referred to
in 30 seconds or less — time enough to
save a life.

P2dula, a worker in the lab at the
FCI Hospital, calls drug abuse the No,
2 national problem. He says the econ-
omy is No. 1, “but if we don't do
something, it (drug abuse) will be No.
1."

Padula advocates using films of
overdose victims to shock students,

“If they would realize what effect
drugs have, what they do to the body,
I think they would do away with
them,” he said. ““If they see a person
overdosed and dying, a morgue and
:l:l autopsy, I believe it would cure

em."”’

Miss Pitchford was indicted June 14
by a grand jury on charges of first-
degree manslaughter and perfomﬁ.-
an illegal abortion. The manslaugh
charge was dropped at a pre-trial
hearing this week by Circuit Judge J
David Francis on grounds that a fetus
is not legally a person

At the hearing, public defender
Flora Stuart maintained that the
abortion statute under which Miss
Pitchford is being prosecuted was
intended to prevent quacks from per-
forming abortions. The law was
passed after the U.S. Supreme
Court’s 1976 ruling that restricted the
power of states to interfere with abor-
tions

Francis ruled earlier this week that
a statement Miss Pitchford gave po-
lice at the hospital may be admitted
as evidence when the trial begins
Aug. 28. Francis ruled that police
photographs of the fetus may not be
introduced, but that a picture of the
knitting needle is admissible

A number of women's rights organi-
zations, including the National Orga-
nization for Women, and the Ameri-
can Civil Liberties Union have offered
to support Miss Pitchford’s defense

Miss Stuart has said she will base
the defense on a claim that Miss
Pitchford was suffering from tem-
porary insanity when the abortion
was performed. In addition, the law-
ver said she will argue that the penal-
ty of 10 years to 20 years in jail is cruel
and unusual punishment.

Rod Dixon of New Zealand won the
5,000 meters in 13:21.08, followed by
Marty Liquori of the United States in
13: 23.04, Willy Polleunis of Belgium in
13:24, Jos Germens of The Nether-
lands in 13:24.09 and John Treacy of
Ireland in 13: 26.05.
