Judge D.W. Sims informed the 
court about the $32,766 in carry­
over funds which is available for 
establishment of a Senior Citizen 
Center in Coke County.

Dis­
cussions with the Robert Lee- 
Silver Lions Club have produced 
an initial sale price of $20,000 on 
the building.

The present cost to the Lions of 
operating the building is approxi­
mately $100 per month.

The board of directors had 
informed the judge that they felt 
three distinct advantages could 
be gained for the public if it was 
feasible for the county to reach an 
agreement with them: (1) Would 
provide a Senior Citizens Center 
complete with a remodeled kit­
chen for future use in establish­
ing a congregate meal program 
for the elderly, which would 
benefit all senior citizens in the 
county by using the van for 
transportation; (2) It would im­
prove the appearance of down­
town Robert Lee; (3) Since the 
Lions Club is a public service 
oriented organization, they also 
felt the monies they would re­
ceive for the building would be 
utilized for public good.

Judge Sims stressed to the 
commissioners repeatedly that 
the grant application must be 
submitted by May 15, but the 
application itself in no way 
obligates the county to accept

If you are not yet 18 
years old, you may call your local 
social security office and request 
that an application be sent to you. 
When you receive it, you should 
complete it carefully and return it 
along with the evidence of your 
age, identity, and citizenship. 
Types of acceptable evidence are 
listed on the back of the applica­
tion.

If you are now 18 years old, you 
must go into the office to apply 
for your social security number.

You should take your birth certif­
icate and one other document 
which proves your identity-such 
varied documents as a driver’s 
license, a report card, or shot 
record are acceptable. If you do 
not have one of these documents, 
you may call the social security 
office to learn what other docu­
ments can be used.

If you are not a citizen of the 
United States, you will also need 
to provide evidence of lawful 
alien status.

There will be many new appli­
cations for social security num­
bers this year; to avoid any 
delays in receiving your number, 
you should apply for it as soon as 
possible.

Fancher’s letter below, followed 
by Sims’ letter.)
Dear Ben,

This is my first letter to an 
editor, but so much has been 
written about taxes in the last few 
weeks, I felt that I must com­
ment, First, let me commend the 
commissioners court for being 
interested and working for lower 
valuations; however, lower valua­
tions do not always mean a tax 
saving for everyone. In this case 
it was a shifting of a part of the 
tax burden from one group to 
another, which helped some of 
our people. It is unrealistic to 
speak of tax savings without 
considering budgets, spending 
and tax rates. I am concerned 
because these iteihs have not 
been discussed along with valua­
tions.

Another item of concern is the 
spending of $32,766.00 plus the 
county’s ten percent, for a Senior 
Citizen Center. This may be a 
worthwhile expenditure, but I 
hope our commissioners take a 
hard look at the need and the 
initial cost plus the contingencies 
involved. We need to remind 
ourselves that the $32,766.00 
grant is also tax money and is 
collected from each of us in 
various forms.

Dear Ben:
Regarding Mr. Royce Fanch­

er’s letter to the editor which 
appeared in the Bronte Enter­
prise (the day before elections); I 
would appreciate an opportunity 
to respond. First, let me thank 
Mr. Fancher for his commenda­
tion^ to “ commissioners court— 
for working for lower valuations’’ 
since I am a member of that 
court. Secondly, let me agree that 
lower valuations do not mean a 
tax saving for everyone, for only 
approximately 900 homeowners 
out of 974 benefited from the 
40% homestead exemption. 
Thirdly, I certainly agree that in 
this case there was a shifting of 
the tax burden from a great 
number of homeowners to the 
major oil companies, bank stock 
owners, and large commercial 
operations (about $25,000 got 
shifted). Please remember that 
livestock and farm implement 
exemptions had already shifted 
an additional tax burden onto the 
individual homeowner. Fourthly, 
I agree that it is unrealistic to 
speak of tax savings without 
considering budgets, spendings, 
or tax rates for I have done all 
three (check back issues of the 
paper or court records for con­
firmation).

About Mr. Fancher’s concern 
over the spending of $32,766.00 
for a Senior Citizens Center; I 
can’t think of a more worthwhile 
expenditure since 30.7% of our 
population is over age 60. I feel 
I should also point out that Mr. 
Fancher’s concern that the 
$32,766.00 are tax dollars 
is shared by myself (It is tax 
dollars that have already been 
collected and will be spent 
somewhere-if not in Coke County 
then Tom Green, Concho, etc.). 
However, my major concern is 
that regardless of “what figures’’ 
we talk, “ where’’ we talk about 
spending these figures, or 
“ who’’ gets what; there won’t be 
any chance to obtain these funds 
if we don’t submit an application 
by May 15th—We don’t have to

make a decision about actually 
accepting the $32,766.00 for sev­
eral‘months and many different 
proposals and contingencies 
could be studied in that interum 
time period (the initial applica­
tion can be modified, changed 
completely, or scrapped-I’m just 
trying to see that we don’t miss 
out on a potential benefit for our 
Senior Citizens and hopefully the 
“water hasn’t been muddied too 
much yet’’.

In conclusion, I do appreciate 
Mr. Fancher’s willingness to 
state his position in print (regard­
less of how fortunate his timing 
may have been for my political 
opponents). In only wish I could 
have an equal opportunity to 
respond to other statements I 
have heard recently, such as 
rumors that when I first assumed 
office I gave myself a 40% salary 
increase (the facts say different­
ly), that I am running people off 
from the courthouse gang (the 
facts may say differently for 
several individuals and if anyone 
has left for personal reasons 
because of me I certainly would 
apologize). None-the-less, I’ve 
noticed a definite improvement in 
my status since my first election; 
this time I’ve only burned my 
house, agitated people, commit­
ted adultery, and poisoned my 
little girl’s dog-Before, I was a 
practicing atheist and a drug 
addict who would steal from the 
pharmacy.
