October Is 
National Stamp 
Collecting Mo.

“ Discover Stamp Collecting - 
The Hobby of a Lifetime/’ is the 
theme of the second annual 
National Stamp Collecting Mon­
th, to be observed October 1-31, 
1982, Postmaster Coe Lewis, of 
Robert Lee, Texas, said today.

“ The fall observance will in­
clude issuance of a special sou­
venir card, unusual post office 
lobby displays and a number of 
new philatelic items especially 
designed to attract newcomers to 
the hobby,” Postmaster Lewis 
continued.

“ Millions of Americans recog­
nize that stamp collecting gene­
rates increased knowledge of 
geography, biography, history 
and science. Children who en­
gage in this hobby have a good 
time acquiring new or used 
stamps, and the hobby stimulates 
their intellectual growth. Teach­
ers tell us that boys and girls 
frequently use their staipp collec- 

'ting information in preparing and 
presenting class projects, espe­
cially American history, current 
events and science.”

The Postal Service is sponsor­
ing the month-long observance in 
cooperation with the Council of 
Philatelic Organizations tCOPO) 
which includes over 200 national, 
regional and local organizations 
involved in all aspects of stamp 
collecting. A number of local 
collateral activities are also being 
planned by Robert Lee adult and 
youth stamp clubs, school and 
library administrators, communi­
ty service organizations and go­
vernment leaders.

Your local post office will have 
on display many of this year’s 
program support materials that 
graphically demonstrate how 
stamps help sometimes dry edu­
cational subjects like old world 
explorers, black heritage and 
space achievement come alive 
and become easier to learn in the 
classrooms.

“ An adult who introduces a 
youngster to the hobby is giving 
that child a lifetime gift,” Post­
master Lewis said, ‘‘because 
stamp collecting does not depend 
on age, stamina or the weather.”

“ Many families treasure 
stamp collections, work on them 
together, and pass them along as 
family heirlooms from generation 
to generation. In an age when all 
too many of us spend our leisure 
time solely as spectators, stamp 
collecting is a hobby in which 
everyone can participate. That’s 
the message the Postal Service 
wants to get across in October 
during National Stamp Collecting 
Month,” Postmaster Lewis con­
cluded.

A new national safety cam­
paign keying to the use of 
automobile safety belts and child 
auto safety has jsut been initiated 
and will continue until mid-1983 
under the name, “ Get It Toge­
ther.” The Extension Service is 
co-sponsoring the educational ef­
fort in cooperation with the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture, the 
National Extension Homemakers 
Council, Inc., and the nation’s 
Department of Transportation, 
according to Dr. Mary Ann 
Shirer, health education special­
ist with the Extension Service. 
Goal of the educational program 
is to help reduce death and 
disability statistics from auto­
mobile accidents. Many people 
do not believe they will be 
involved in an automobile acci­
dent, yet national statistics show 
that almost everyone can expect 
to be in a car crash every 10 
years, she adds. For one of every 
20 persons, the crash will be 
serious.

BRAZOS BERMUDAGRASS TO 
BE RELEASED— Brazos, a new 
bermudagrass hybrid that tops 
Coastal in performance, will be 
released through the Texas Agri­
cultural Experiment Station’s 
Foundation Seed Service at Texas 
A&M University in early 1983. 
Brazoe has a higher level of 
digestibility and has produced 
better weight gains in cattle than 
Coastal bermuda, says a forage 
scientist with the Experiment 
Station. To qualify for sprigs of 
the new grass, individuals must 
have their land free of other 
bermudagrasses and must have 
passed inspection by Texas De­
partment of Agriculture officials 
to protect the new Brazos variety 
from contamination.

Disability benefits are« intend­
ed to be paid only as long as a 
person’s condition prevents sub­
stantial gainful work. Social Se­
curity’s strict definition of disabi­
lity is one only the severely 
disabled can meet. Partial disabi­
lity is not sufficient for a person 
to qualify for, or to remain 
entitled to. Social Security Dis­
ability benefits.

In 1980, the Social Security Act 
was amended to require periodic 
review of all disability claims. 
Each claim must be reviewed at 
least once every three years 
unless it is determined a shorter 
or longer review period is justi­
fied. The new law recognizes that 
many advances in medical sci­
ence and rehabilitation techni­
ques enable an increasing num­
ber of people to return to work 
after serious accidents and illnes­
ses. For example:

* Surgery and new mechanical 
aids and devices improve mobili­
ty and enhance job opportunities 
for many individuals with ortho­
pedic and neurological impair­
ments.

* Coronary bypass surgery, 
pacemakers, and new medica­
tions enable some people with 
cardiovascular impairments to 
lead more active lives.

* Kidney dialysis enables 
many people to hold productive 
jobs.

* Microsurgery, prosthetic 
surgery, organ transplants, new 
drugs, and new methods of
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treatment enable additional peo­
ple to overcome their handicap.

When an individual applies for 
disability benefits, he agrees to 
report promptly if he goes to 
work or if his medical condition 
improves. The Social Security 
Administration has an obligation 
to terminate disability benefits 
when an individual is not disabl­
ed. The primary purpose of a 
continuing disability investiga­
tion is to obtain complete, current 
information about the disabled 
individual’s medical condition 
and work activity. This informa­
tion is used to determine if an 
individual continues to meet the 
definition of disability as prescri­
bed by law.

If you have any questions 
about continuing disability inves­
tigations or any other aspects of 
social security, supplemental se- 
curty income, or medicare, you 
can call the social security office 
in San Angelo. The number is 
915-949-4608. They will be glad 
to assist you.

At the first sale of this 23rd 
annual Cattlemen’s Round-Up 
for Crippled Children, cattle sold 
raised $163,031 in Abilene. 
Around $16,000 was raised in a 
special horse sale.

The fourth annual Sheep and 
Goat Sale at Junction raised 
$10,000. Junction being my 
hometown, I take special pride in 
this sale. I handled Willard 
Jordan’s advertising at Junction 
Stockyards for eight or nine 
years. When I started raising 
funds for the Rehab Center some 
five years ago now, I went to 
Willard and told him about 
WTRC.

Together, we started organiz­
ing the Hill Country. We enlisted 
the help of David and Marc 
Dobbins, who had a son treated 
at WTRC. We found E.S. and 
Jean Herring in Kimble County.

They had known about the center 
from living in Runnels County.

Over in Mason County, banker 
Mike Dail had a son go to WTRC 
for treatment. Now, we have put 
together an annual roping over in 
Mason every February. We raise 
a little money there.

On with my story. In Coleman 
the other day, the good people 
raised $16,000, and $7,500 of that 
was by Chinese auction of a small 
pig. Fay Gill ran a quilt up to 
$600 before calling it hers.

Of course, German Chocolate 
Cakes and . Mississippi Mud 
Cakes sold for $50 and $100 a 
piece. “ And the good thing about 
buying a cake with the money 
rather than giving it to a politi­
cian is that the cake stays with 
you,’’ laughed one bidder.

All proceeds raised at CRCC 
sales go to West Texas Rehabili­
tation Centers in San Angelo, 
Abilene and Snyder for payment 
of treatment of patients. WTRC 
is a private, non-profit treatment 
and diagnostic facility. There is 
no charge to patients for services.

Allen Davis, a Kimble County 
ranchman, said he was looking at 
another feeding everyday. John­
ny Underwood of Mason shook 
his head. Yet, both dug down a 
little deeper to support CRCC.

Gardeners can get-back-to- 

basics and save money too by 
developing an old stand-by-the 
compost pile. And with fall here, 
plenty of leaves will soon be 
available for composting.

With transportation costs 
pushing the price of peat moss 
and other bulky types of organic 
matter higher, the backyard 
compost pile or compost bin is 
becoming more and more impor­
tant.

With ‘most Texas soils lacking 
in organic matter, composting is 
an excellent way to add humus to 
the soil while at the same time 
disposing of unwanted plant ma­
terial from the yard and garden.

Leaves, straw, lawn clippings, 
sawdust, garden debris and even 
shredded newspapers can be 
converted into usuable humus 
through the decomposing pro­
cess. These composted materials 
will make both clay and sandy 
soils more suitable for growing 
vegetables and ornamentals.

Ideally, three compost bins 
works best - one being filled, one 
in the process of decomposing, 
and another ready for use. The 
most workable size for most 
gardeners is a 4 feet by 6 feet bin, 
with one side hinged or remov­
able for easy access.

Start the compost pile by 
spreading a 6-to-8 inch layer of 
debris. Top this w i^ a l-to-2 inch 
layer of soil or finished compost. 
Sprinkle about two cups of com­
plete fertilizer over each layer of 
soil and organic matter to encou­
rage bacterial action and hasten 
decomposition. Manure or blood 
meal may be used instead of 
fertilizer. Water thoroughly; then 
add the next layer as material 
becomes available.

Repeat the layering process 
until the pile is 3 to 5 feet high. 
Keep the center slightly lower 
than the sides to aid in retaining 
water. Keep the pile moist for 
rapid decomposition; however, 
avoid saturation or bad odors 
may develop.

To speed up decomposition 
and insure that wastes on the 
outer edge of the bin have a 
chance to break down, turn or 
mix and restack the pile every 60 
to 90 days. Do not add new 
material once the pile is turned; 
rather start a new pile in a nearby 
location.

For better aeration and faster 
decomposition, spread fresh lawn 
clippings and shredded green 
materials into thin layers. When 
adding dry leaves to the compost 
pile, wet them thoroughly before 
addine soil. A shredder will 

* * convert ̂ wf^s^Ittyfl'bWAfcW^I* 
into smaller particles for faster 
decompostion.

Preliminary results of a recent 
wool referendum show that 72.6 
percent of the nation’s sheep 
producers favor a wool and lamb 
promotion program. Mr. Arch C. 
Mather, Coke County ASC Com­
mittee Chairman, said approval 
of the program means that adver­
tising and other market develop­
ment activities promoting the 
sale of wool will be continued 
under a new agreement between 
the Secretary of Agriculture and 
the American Sheep Producers 
Council, (ASPC) Inc.

The new agreement authorizes 
deductions of up to 4 cents a 
pound from payments on shorn 
wool and 20 cents a hundred­
weight on unshorn lambs marke­
ted during 1982 through 1985. 
Previous rates of 2V2 and 12V2 
cents, respectively, had been in 
effect for 4 years.

According to Mathers, Coke 
County wool producers participa­
ted in the referendum, with 53 
voting in favor of the agreement 
and 20 voting against it. The local 
voters owned 90,908 sheep.

Nationally, 32,775 producers 
voted in the referendum. Of this 
number 23,800 were in favor of 
the wool promotion program and 
8,975 were against it. Sheep 
owned by the producers voting in 
the national referendum totaled 
6,524,840.

The ASCS official said the 
ASPC’s expenditures for wool 
and lamb promotion last year 
were about $4 million, the same 
amount budgeted for the current

year. Sheep producers have ap­
proved the lamb and wool promo­
tion program by the necessary 
two-thirds majority in seven refe- 
rendums held since 1954.
