Lake Spence & Friendship Road

I would like to explain the
importance of this road, and why
we have been so persistent in
trying to prevent its closing.

When Robert Lee Dam was
dedicated, I am told that Mr. Ivey
of C.R.M.W.D. made the dedica-
tion speech, and he stated that
Lake Spence would have a shore-
line of 135S miles and no roads
would be closed, unless another
road was built to take its place.

The closing of ‘‘Friendship

Road”’ in two places will cut the -

available shore line for camping
and recreation on the northwest
side of the lake, which is about
one-half of that 135 miles, to 2 or
3 miles.

The closing of this road in two
places is the same as closing two
complete roads. The road closed
by Mr. Douglas Robertson enters
the lake property from highway
158 near Robert Lee, and gives
access to the southeast side of
Yellow Wolf Creek and a part of
Lake Spence southeast of Yellow
Wolf Creek.

The road closed by Mr. Paul
Burns enters the lake property

from Humble crossing road and
gives access to the northwest side
of Yellow Wolf Creek and part of
Lake Spence northwest.

The land covered by Lake
Spence when full, more than
14,000 acres, was removed from
Coke County tax rolls.

We taxpayers must make up
the loss of these taxes, while
C.R.M.W.D. leases this tax free
land to ranchers in competition
with other land owners.

I am told that the commission-
ers were assured that the county
would receive more benefit from
the lake than the tax loss from
this land. The only benefit from
this lake is recreation and busi-
ness from people who come here
to enjoy the lake and who move
here because of the lake. No
water can be used by the towns or
people around the lake unless
they pay for every gallon. The
closing of roads and cutting down
on camping area will hurt the
economy of Coke County. We-
hope we can stop this practice.
