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Talks Close Today 
At Mideast Summit

Carter Makes Last Intensive Effort
CAMP DAVID, Md. <AP) -  The Mid­

dle East summit — its outcome still a 
mystery — moved on Saturday toward a 
dramatic end as President Carter made a 
final effort to draw E(yp( and Israel to­
gether on issues that would keep the 
peace process alive.

Carter suggested that the conference be 
ended late today, and Egypt's Aaiwar 
Sadat and Israel’s Menachem Begin 
agreed, said White House press secretary 
Jody Powell.

“ It simply grew out of a conclusion ev­
eryone had come to that these issues had

been thoroughly aired,’* said Powell, 
who h u  served as spokesman for all 
three governmants during the nearly t- 
week-kN^ talks that have been cloaked in 
secrecy.

As the final countdown bepn. Carter 
set up separate meetings with President 
Sadat and with Prime Minister Begin.

Sources close to all three delegations 
reported private|y that the U.S. pretident 
was conducting intensive and potentially 
meaningful discussions.

An Egyptian official said the negotia­
tions now were “very delicate.”

One Dead, Two Hurt 
As Gunplay Erupts 
At Mexican Fi

A STACCATO blast of gunfire In 
crowded Aztlan Park Saturday night 
wounded two children and left a Mexi- 
can-Amehcan man dead as thousands of 
Lubbock and area Hispanics celebrated 
Mexican Independance Day.

Gunned down in the sudden and unex­
plained exchange of gunfire was Isidro 
G am a Medellin. 34. of 717 E. Fordham 
Street A 13-year-old girl was shot in the 
ankle and a 14-year-old boy was taken to 
Health Sciences Center Hospital with a 
gunshot wound in the shouldn.

Medellin was dead about 9;4S p m. Sat­
urday on arrival at Methodist Hospital, 
authmties said. He bad been shot 
through the head.

Justice of the Peace Charles Smith 
ruled homicide in the shooting.

Medellin's body was taken to Hender­
son Funeral Directors,, where services 
were pending early today.

Police, apparently fearful of precipitat­
ing more violence, converged on the park 
but,did not go down among the Umw- 
sandt of Dicz y Sets de Septiembre cele­
brants where the shooting occurred.

Officers said, however, that apparently 
Medellin and the two children were inno­
cent bystanders who were caught in. a
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cmafire between at least two and possi­
bly three gunmen who blazed away with 
patois before melting into the milling 
crowd. Reports indicated that at least 
one of the gunmen shU was fumg h a  pis­
tol as he ran through the park.

The shooting occurred, police said, 
near a conressioa stand w h i^  had been 
set up for the festival.

A private security guard for Security 
Protection Systems rushed the blood-cov­
ered Medellin and the 13-ycar-old girl in 
his vehicle out of the crowd to a nearby 
street where an EMS ambulance picked 
them up and took them to Methodist 
HospiUL

The young girl was reported to be in 
good condition late Saturday. The 14- 
year-old boy reportedly was taken to 
Health Science Center Hospital in a form­
er Army ambulance which was at the 
park.

He was treated and released.
Between a dozen and 15 Lubbock pol- 

icemen were dispatched to the park mo­
ments after the gunfire erupted. Shocked 
celebrants ran screaming through the 
throng as Medellin and the two children 
crumpled to the ground 

The first lawmen did not arrive at the 
park until about 10 rmnutes after the 
shooting as heavy traffic in the area ham­
pered their movements despite use of red 
lighLs and sirens.

Thousands of people had crowded into 
the park, and many possibly were una­
ware of the tragic shooting. Within min­
utes after the 9:30 p.m. shooting, wit­
nesses said, they saw numerous party- 
goers still arriving at' the park and w ak­
ing into the crowd, calmly carrying fold­
ing chairs, heer and other refreshments 
with them.

Lawmen, trying to piece together the 
sketchy Hdorroation th ^  were able to ob­
tain. indicated that two of the gunmen 
were about S-foot-9 with shoulder-length 
hair One mustachioed suspect wore blue 
jeans and a man's black dress coat and a 
black vert. The other wore a dark t-shirt. 
Both were believed to be 19 to 20 yean of 
Nte-

Early today Lubbock detectives were 
questioning two wopects in connection 
with the shooting, and private security 
guards had detained a third possible sus­
pect in the park.

Another diplomatic source, asking not 
to be identified, said the talks were at “a 
critical stage” and could end in a full or 
partial agreement or with failure.

This source said Carter, who had been 
making “ suggestiom” all along, was en­
gaged in intensive negotiations in his 
talks with Sadat and Begin and that they 
held the key to the ultimate outcome.

Carter met in late afternoon with Sadat 
in Aspen Lodge, the UB. president's 
beadquarterx, for 21/2 houn. The sepa­
rate meeting with Begin was held at the 
same locatioa after the end of the Jewish 
Sabbath at sundown.

Begin canceled tentative plaiw to at­
tend a perfonnance of the Israeli Phil- 
harmonic Orchestra at the Kennedy Cen­
ter in Washington.

Briefing reporten in midday, PoweO 
said there was no certain^ that Sadat 
and Begin would agree e v e tm  a formula 
for keeping negotiations p in g  beyond 
the summit

"There are still outstanding differences 

in unportant areas,” Powell said. " It is 
not possible to u y  ... whether efforts to 
resolve the differences will be suepss- 
ful.”

The final mtensive effort to reach an 
accord came in the llth  day of the in- 
precedented summrt. which Carter f t .  
ranged when he feared the peacemakmg 
process aimed at ending a 30-year-old dis­
pute was on the verge of a total brosA- 
down.

Powell said be feM a three-way meeting 
among Carter, Sadat and Begin was likely 
before the conference is concluded. The

in his eleventh-hour drive for a positive 
windup.

Whatever influence the investigative 
failures had on the commistioa's conclu­
sions. the bungling left many loose ends 
hanging. Those unanswered questions 
have fueled the endless range of conspir­
acy theories developed over the past 15 
yegrs.

Witnesses this week undoubtedly vhU 
testify that pressure from the public and 
from then-fhesident Lyndon B. Johnson 
forced the commission to sacrifice thor­
oughness for speed despite some mem­
bers' misgivings about that course.

In tying up some loose ends, conunittee 
investigaton are producing evidence that 
some of the commission's failures did no 
serious damage to its substantive find­
ings

The committee obtained the additional 
snapshots of Oswald and the rifle, for 
instance, and submitted them along arith 
the photos the commission had studied to 
a panel of photography experts. They 
reached the uirte conclusion the com­
mission did: the snapshots were authen­
tic; there was no evidence of fakery. and 
the rifle in the pictures was the murder 
weapon. The dUference'te that the con­
clusion now has considerably stronger 
scientific support.

While those Warren Commission fail­
ures may have had no scr|ous consequ­
ences. it was difficult at the week's end 
to assess the effect of the commission's 
lapses in dealing with the Soviet defector 
Nosenkoand the CIA.

The committee was shocked and spell­
bound as CIA representative John Li- 
mond Hart described in excruciating de­
tail the treatment Nosenko got from a 
small cadre of CIA officers who suspect­
ed he was a Soviet plant. Hart testified 
that agents even considered driving No­
senko crazy or killing him.

The CIA kept Nosenko in solitary con­
finement fqr more than three yean — 1.- 
277 days, to be precise — in a concrete 
and steel cell no larger than 12 feet 
square Hart said it was comparable to a

bank vault Rep. Harold Sawyer, R- 
Mich.. tailed it a “torture vauH."

Speaking for the CIA, Hart called the 
treatment of Nosenko “an abomination."

The treatment of Nosenko bean on the 
Kennedy case because Nosenko told the 
CIA he had been a high-ranking KGB of­
ficial with direct knowladge of Oswald's 
activities during Oswald's 1959-62 stay in 
Russia. He said Oswald never worked for 
the Soviet KGB and in fact the KGB nev­
er spoke with him though he was kept un­
der surveillance to make sure he wasn’t a 
U S spy

But the CIA at that time th o u ^ t No­
senko was a KGB plant and paid little at­
tention to his statements atout Oswald. 
Hart testified that CIA interrogations of 
Nosenko during this period were de­
signed, not to elicit information, but to 
force a confession from him.

“We know the CIA did not investigate 
what Nosenko did tell them.” remarked 
Rep. Louis F. Stokes, D-Ohio, the com­
mittee's chairman.

Committee questions ■ implied that a 
dispassionate investigation at the time 
might have determined whether or not 
Oswald had any contact with Soviet intel­
ligence agents. And that could have set­
tled one of the most troublesome ques­
tions of the past 15 years. But the com­
mission never pressed for a further in­
quiry and declined Nosenko's offer to tip- 
tify.

The CIA freed Nosenko in 1967 and 
concluded he was a bona fide defector 
after all. The agency currently employs 
him. under a new identity, as a $35,000 a 
year consultant.

For security reasons, the committee 
will not take Nosenko's testimony public­
ly. But it has questioned him in private 
on three occasions.

Hart testified that he believes Nosenko 
“ is telling the truth insofar as he knows 
i t "  But he said he finds it implausible 
that the KGB never even spoke with Os­
wald during his Russian stay.

Gambling Stocks Pace Spree 
During Week On Wall Street

NEW YORK (AP) -  Wall Street’s ver­
sion of “ the impossible dream’’ — a 
stock that doubim in a week — became a 
reality this past week as the speculative 
fever in gambling stocks reached the 
point of delirium.

On Friday, Sept, k  the class B stock of 
Resorts International, operator of the 
first casino in Atlantic City, N J . ,  closed 
at 1501/2 on the American Stock Ex­
change.

That wa.s a record high for the issue, 
which had traded as low as 18 within the 
past year. But as it turned out, the surge 
in the stock's price had a good deal fur­
ther to go.

At mid-day thb  past Friday, Resorts B 
reached 320. It subsequently fell bark 
>harply, but as of the 4 p.m. close in New 
York, it stUl stood at 27S,^u|n7ri/2 for 
the week.

Holders of Resorts’ other outstanding 
common-stock issue, the class A shares, 
had to settle for a mere 561/2-point gam, 
from 1231/2 to 180 as of late Friday.

^ther gambling stocks at the New York 
Exchange couldn’t match Resorts’ 

(.howing. but some of them continued to 
chalk up sharp gains.

Caesars World jumped 18 3/4 to 621/2; 
Ramada Inns 5 to 1^ and Del Webb 4% 
to 35 1/4. Bally Manufacturing. Playboy 
Enterprises and MGM were laggards, 
posting declines ranging from 1/3 to 1 
point.

The gambling storks have acquired a 
reputation on Wall Street as a maverick 
group, like the gold mining stocks, that is 
prone to move in the opposite direction 
from the rest of the market.

One explanation for this, the theory 
goes, is that the runaway nse in the gam­
bling issues has frightened conservative 
investors, mrluding money managers at 
some of the big institutions, away from 
the market entirely.

Whatever the reason, the blue chip and 
gtomour issues were indeed headed 
downward while nuny gambling issues 
climbed this past week. The Dow Jones 
average of 30 todustriab fell 2918 to 
907.74. for ib  sharpest decline since the 
first week of the year.

The New York Stock Exchange's com­
posite index lost 1.43 to 58 81. The Ameri- 
ran Stock Exchange market value index 
dropped 1.07 to 174 06.

Economy, Inflation 
Heading For Clash

Many econonusb are forecasting a clash between the strength of the U 5. 
economy and the need to control inflation.

Some top economisb elaborate on thb basic premise by explaining that al­
though the economy b  sUU advancing strongly, inflation b  now getUng to the 
point where some type of counteraetkM b  dearly necessary. Most economists 
agree that the battle to curb inflation srill probably be fought by the Federal 
Reserve which will very likely tighten monetary policy even further.than ci»- 
rent leveb. Thb restrictive monetary policy will tend to push interest ratto 
higher. The prime, or minimum lending ra t^  under thb environment could m  
as high as 10 percent or more. 1

Thu rise to interest rates will probably result in some,;fem of cconomar 
slowdown, although most likely not a rcressioa, most e c o o o n ^  agree, which 
could be beneficial to stock prices over the long hauL If interest rates recede 
to toe face of an economic slowdown which does not result to a recesskm. 
there b  considerable prospect that stock prices could continue their uptrend 
over a longer period of time.

Analysb mtcc that over the near term, there will be some short-teim devel- 
opmenb which will help to proloag the recent stock and bond market rallies.

erage on basic-skills achievement tests, 
but Lubbock junior high youngsten still 
appeared to be weak in mathematics and 
grammar. .

Tenth-graders here continued t»-eem- 
parc the most favorably with their coun- 
terpaits across the country. The local 
class scored slightly abw e national 
norms in almost all academic areas, ac- 
cording to Lubbock Independent Sdxwl 
District data (or the 1977-71 term.

The dstrict’s fifth-graden were right at 
the national average in reading but a few 
points below in math and language skills. 
Nevertheless, their scares generally rep­

resented an improvement over the pre­
vious filth-grade class.

Third-gradsp. who last year were ad­
ministered achievement tests for the first 
time, followed about the same pattern as 
the 19n-79 (ifthgraders.

Seventh-gradars, the only other group 
tested, scored below the national norm in 
read ii^  but not significantly s a  Their 
scores in math and language mechanics 
were markedly lower than national 
standards. However, local seventh-grad­
ers did well in such spscialty areas as ref­
erence skills.

In sum, school officials said the district 
should be neither alarmed by the low 
scores nor satisfied with the h i^  ones.

“Eveiywheie, people seem to be accus­
ing their public schoob of graduating stu­

dents who can't read. Well, that's a 
bunch of hooey," said guidance coordina­
tor G.B. Morris, one of three xhool ad- 
minbtnitors who participated last week 
in a round-table discussion of achieve­
ment data with The Avalanche^loumal.

True, Morrb said, each grade has some 
low-scoring students. But at the same 
time, he added, every grade — and 
school, for that matter — hm many high- 
scorers. “Our top graduates from Lub­
bock public schoob are doing things that 
our 1 ^  graduates even a few years ago 
couldn't do.”

Morrb cited the ease with which local 
graduates enter high-level college cours­
es. Other evidence b  the success Lub­
bock's coUege-bound studenb have on 
the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT) and

Remedial Plan Aids
Students^ Achievement

Thousands of studenb who had fallen far behind academi- 
-caUy managed to increase their achievement leveb at an as­
tounding pace last year, under federally funded remedial 
programs offered by the Lubbock Independent School Du- 
tricL

The district's Title I  and State Compensatory Education 
(SCE) programs enabled many youngsten to progress more 
(hiring the 1977-78 term than they had in the past several 
years combined, according to a s tu ^  by school officiab.

“Traditioaally we have had eicellent evaluations. But this 
past year, in a number of areas, the growth was simply phe­
nomenal,” said Title I reading consultant Ann Bacon. Exam­
ples:

•About one-third of the elementary children in Title I 
showed two or more years’ growth in reading abilities as a 
result of last year's program.

•During the seven-month program period. Title I stu­
denb postrt an average gain of one year, two months (1.2 
years) in their mathematics achievement leveb.

•At many secondary schoob In S(?E, 40 to 50 percent of 
participating youngsten improved their reading abilities by 
two or more grade levds.

•The average gain in math for high school studenb in 
SCE was 1.9 yean. In other words, they demonstrated in one 
term the amount of academic growth that usually takes 
nearly two yean of schooling to achieve

The report abo said the academic gains promoted by the 
remedial programs contributed to improvemenb in attend­
ance. discipline and self-confidence antong children.

“ The gain in achievement as evidenced in the evaluation 
can be attributed to the teaching environment,” the study 
said of SCE. a program that pub an a t r a  teacher in certain 
classrooms to team up with the regular instructor. “The 
two-teacher approach has made help available to all stu­
denb and has given studenb an opportunity to ‘catch up."’

The 91.47 million Title I  program and the 9393,000 SCE 
program provide teachers a ^  roateiiab to supplement the 
regular educational offerings at predominantly low-income 
ceiUral and eastside schoob.

T itb I last year served 18 elementary schoob (four were 
added at mid-term) with about 45 reading teachers, nearly 
30 truth teacben and various support personnel Title I 
takes a “resource” approach: After attebding their regubr 
classes, eligible studenb meet with their Title I teachers 
each day for special intensive instruction.

SCE last year served eight secondary schoob, with about 
35 teacben for reading, nuth and s o ( ^  studies. Thb pro­
gram takes a “team-teaching’’ approach: It attempb to put 
two teachers in classrooms which otherwise would have only 
one.

The two programs, which are being continued tins year 
with some minor modifications, are primarily for youngsten 
who are two or more yean b e l ^  average studenb in their 
grade level.

Evaluation of the programs vras based on achievement 
tesb  the participating youngsten took at the beginning and 
end of the school year.

The typical student in the regular school program would 
be e s p i e d  to post one month's academic g ro s ^  for each 
month of school The studenb served by Title I and SCE or­
dinarily don't do that well In the regular school program, 
without remedial help, it might take them three months' 
time to show two months of academic gain.

According to the distiicf s evaluation. Title I and SCE last 
year bdped turn things around for roost of those youngsten. 
Through the remedial programs, the report sakl studenb 
started to catch up — or at least bold their own — during the 
1977-78 term.

In Title I reading, which Lubbock has had for more than a 
decade, the test resulb last year covered a seven-month pe­
riod. During that time, the 2,400 Title I  reading studenb 
posted an average gain of about one year.

The number of Title I chlldrea recording large gains in 
reading was particularly Of the sixth^raders, for ex­
ample, 39 peicent raised their reading achievement leveb by 
two or more yean.

Aad the academic growth at the four schoob that were in

Title I (or only half the year was “ remarkable,” Mra. Bacon 
said. Over a three-month testing period, the average reading 
gains for children at these schoob was seven months.

The 1,600 studenb in Title I math, which was implement­
ed only a few yean ago, abo showed tremendous achieve­
ment-level increases.

For the seven-month testing period, first-graden posted 
an average gain of 1.1 yean; second-graders, 1.2 yean; 
third-graders, 1.2 yean; fourth-graden, 1.2 yean; fifth-grad­
ers, 1.3 yean; and sixth-graden, 1.3 yean.

One fourth of the Title I math studenb raised their 
achievement leveb by two or more yean.

SCE, which abo b  a relatively new program, tested ib  780 
reading studenb over a seven-month period, and 380 nuth 

^tudenb  over an eight-month period.
On the average. SCE studm b showed a year's growth in 

reading abilities under the program. At one school, the aver­
age was a hefty 1.5 years. At many schoob, both junior and 
senior highs, nearly half the SCE studenb ga in ^  two or 
more yean in reading abilities.

In math, S (^  studenb posted an avenge gain of 1.2 years, 
with 31 percent of them showing two or more yean' growth. 
The average math gain for seventh-graden was 1.3 yean; (or 
eighth-graders, one year; for ninth-graden, nine months; 
for studenb in grades 10 through 12,1.9 yean.

SCE last year abo provided extra help in social studies — 
with good resulb. For example, of the 74 seventh-graden in 
that component. 30 increased their social studies achieve­
ment le v ^  by two or more yean.

The evaluation said thousands of studenb benefit indirect­
ly from Title I and SCE. That b  because the remedial pro- 
grams-take some pressure off the regular classroom teacher 
— especially in the team-teaching environment (aciliuted 
by SITE. Thus, the regular instructon can devote more time 
to the average and above-average studenb. the report said.

Mrs. Bacon said Title I and SCE can make such rapid prog­
ress in part because of the spedal nature of their studenb 
Most of the remedul studenb may have had the academic 
material once or twice but missed out on a crucial element 
or concept that “prevenb them from putting it all togeth­
er,” she said.

“ In the small-group atmosphere of Title I, the teacher can 
find out quickly what that mbaing skill b  And once the child 
has learned i t  he can really take off,” Mrs. Bacon said.

In that respect, it b  not uncommon for the Title 1 sbth- 
grader to be able to raise Ms reading level from third-grade 
to fifth-grade in a single term; or for the SCE lOth-grader to 
increase hb math achievement levd from seventh-grade to 
ninth-grade in one year.

Mn. Bacon and other school officiab said the remedul 
programs could not necessarily take a cMM who b  on grade 
level and move him two or more yean ahead.

Another problem (or remedial studenb — and all stu; 
denb. for that matter — b  that many of them lose academic 
ground during the summer. When they return to class in the 
fall, they may not readily be able to demonatrate the pre­
vious year's growth in achievement Mrs. Bacon said. •

For that reason, Mrs. Bacon asks parenb to encourage 
their children to read at least 30 minutes a day, especially 
during summer vacation.

Mn. Bacon said part of the success of Title I and SCE b  
the “ high-interest materiab” and expertise of teachers. The 
programs concentrate on providing studenb with books they 
wiD enjoy reading, and remedial teachers' — such as those in 
Title I — are “ speciaUsb in theb fields.” They are required 
to have more college credit than regular classroom imtruc- 
ton.

Schoob are designated for Title I or SCE services based on 
the percentage of low-income families in each attendance 
zone. Once a school has received such designation, any stu­
dent — regardless of family income — b  eligible for remedi­
al services, according to academic needs.

Under the school dbtrict's court-ordered desegregation 
plan, many studenb from non-TItlc I areas have been as­
signed to Title I schoob. Consequently, if they have remedi­
al neeib, they wiD be eligible for services previously unavail­
able. -  JE FF SOUTH

Even so, the city's public schoob can­

not afford to be complacent, especially in 
view of the children on the low-scoring 
end of the spectrum, elementary educa­
tion director Ed Stokes said.

"Our reading scores are at the national 
average, but we still feel the need to pour 
more time and resources into Impniving 
our reading program,” he said-

The data come from the Comprehen­
sive Tesb of Basic SkUb, develop^ by 
McOraw-HlU Inc. The tesb are designed 
to measure a student’s academic per­
formance against the scores of a typical 
national sample.

Unlike the SAT, the McGraw-Hill tesb 
are adminutered to all studenb in a giv­
en grade.

Primary purpose of standardued test­
ing b  to help teachers assess the 
strengths and weaknesses of individual 
pupils, said Jay Gordon, assbbnt super- 
intendient for instruction.

But to a limited extent, the information 
can be used to diagnose the needs of a 
particular school or the district as a 
whole, school officiab satd--

Resulb on the subtesb give some ui- 
sight into those scores. In reading, Lub­
bock seventh-graden did weU in vocabu­
lary but not so well in comprehension; in 
language, theb spelling scores were 
good, but theb grammar scores poor; in 
math, the class did better m concepb
than in computatiqm and applications. 

The seventh-grm averages bst year

It was partly on the basb of achieve­
ment test scores that the dbtrict decided 
to inltbte eighth^rade reading classes at 
certain junior highs this year. Superin­
tendent EM Irons told the school b<>ard a

were about the same as those of the pre­
vious term.

Fifth-graden were tested in September 
of 1977, and so they were judged against a 
norm of 5.0. The Lubbock class posted a 
5.0 average ui reading. 4.5 in language 
and 14 in math.

Again, the subtesb can help explain the 
overall scores. In language, for Instance, 
local fifth-graders did okay in expression 
(4.9), not too badly in grammar (17) but 
poorly in spelling (4 0).

For the most part, the fifth-grade aver­
ages were much better than those of the 
previous year. In September, 1978, Lub­
bock's fifth-grade class scoried a 4.6 in 
reading and 4 3 in bnguage

The school system’s third-graders also 
wciT tested wSeptember of 1977, against

seriously. They are largely a  function of 
reading abUity, not the knoartedte of ac­
tual subject matter.

•Low elementary scores in speMag 
(and consequently in language) might be 
attributed to the multiple<hoice format 
of the spelling test Stokes said Lubbock 
elementary children are unfamiliar with 
such a speUing-test design, and thus ap­
pear to be poor speUen.

•Achievement tesb are only one mea­
surement They don't gauge an individual 
student's effort or aptitude. Neither do 
they assess such impiurtant qualities in a 
s c h ^  system as citizenship and moral 
values. Many of the skills bnght in Lub­
bock — from handwriting to bilingualism 
to career preparation — aren't tested at 
a ll

•Some Lubbock studenb “ refuse to 
even try" to do weU on achievement 
tesb. thus pulling the averages down, 
Morris said.

scores also were important in the 
district’s recent self-evaluation and de­
velopment of a five-year plan for 
strengthening the schcxil system.

So how are Lubbock studenbsvs* a 
group, doing on the basic-skills tesb? *

The distnet’s lOth-graders were tested 
in October, 1977. They were rated against 
a national norm of 10.1 (theoretically, the 
average score (or the student who has 
completed the first month of his 10th 
year of school).

Lubbock's lOth-graders did well. Their 
average was a 10.3 (or “ two months" 
above the norm) in reading; 10.2 in bn ­
guage, which coven grammar, expres­
sion and spelling; lO.l in math; 103 in 
reference skills; 10 3 in science, and 10 4 
in socbl studies.

Some of the scores are deceptive In 
math, for example, local lOth-graders 
had an impressive 10 8 average in compu­
tational skilb. The overall math score 
was pulled down by the subtests on con­
cepb and applications.

Generally the scores of the lOth-graders 
last year were slightly lower than the av­
erages of the previous year's lOth-grade 
crop __ .

The city's seventh-graders, also tested 
in Octobw, 1977, were rated against a 
norm of 7.1. The local averages were 6.8 
in reading, 6.5 in bnguage. 6.1 in nuth, 
7 5 in reference skills, 6.3 in science and 
6.1 in social studies.

a norm of 3.0.
The third-graders averaged a 3.0 in 

reading. 2.8 In language (high in expres­
sion but low in grammar and spelling); 
and 2.8 in math.

School officials said.judging the signifi­
cance of the scores b  difficult. Morris 
said that while distrirtwide achievement 
resulb shouldn't be entirely ignored, it is 
tempting to atbeh too much importance 
to them

"It's good for us to know approximate­
ly where we stand But we have to realize 
that, whether you are dealing with an in­
dividual or an entire grade, sbntbrdized 
tesb are not infallible," he said

School officials offered these observa­
tions about the districtwide scores: 

•According to McGraw-Hill, a varia­
tion,of “three months” or less b  sbtisti- 
cally insignificant. Hence, the difference 
between a 6 8 score and a 7.1 norm is 
really nothing to worry about

•^■ores on reference skills, science 
and s(x:bl studies shouldn't be taken too

•Schoob are only ooe factor in 
achievement McGraw-Hill K tearcben 
say family backgrounds and locioecon- 
omic leveb, as they relate to learning op­
portunities at home, probably influence 
studenb' scores more than teachers do.

Another major factor, Stokes said, b  
that Lubbock bst year tested iU studenb 
early in the school term. At the tinrie, 
many studenb were not “geared up for 
test-taking.” and some teachers were un­
familiar with adminbterjng the achieve­
ment tests.

Abo. the early test scores could not 
lake into account the rapid progress 
made by children, especuDy remedbl 
students, during the term, Stokes said.

“Had we given the tesb in March 
(1978), I am confident we would have 
been at or above the national n<nms in all 
areas," he said.

Results of the 1976-77 year, when fifth- 
graders were tested twice, support that 
statement At the start of the term, fifth- 
graders scored four to seven months be­
low the fall norms; by spring, they had 
caught up with or surpassed the spring 
norms.

For the fourth consecutive year, pas­

senger boardings in August at the Lub­
bock International Airport showed an In- 
< rease over the *ame month in the pre­
vious y a r .

A total of 46,163 people boarded plana 
at the airport in August, a 17.1 p e r c ^  in­
crease over the same month in 1977.

August's total also brings the num ba 
of passengers who have boarded in Lub­
bock to 320,277 since January, according 
to recently released reports. That num­
ber IS 45.2 percent more than for the first 
eight months of 1977.

The total number of boardings so far 
this year is more than double the total (or 
the same period in 1975.

Crown Aviation, which initiated service 
in 1977 and which had only 72 passengers 
(luring the first eight months of that y a r , 
showed the g r a t a t  growth so far thu 
year, with 1.019 boardings — a 1,315.3 
percent increase

Southwest AirlinK which also began 
its Lubbock service in 1977, also wit­

Texas International recorded a 31.4 
percent increase for the first eight 
months of 1978 compared to the same pe­
riod last year, and Continental had a 3.5 
percent increase.

Only Braniff showed a decline for the 
year, dosrn 8.3 percent so far this year 
from last ymr's mark of 75,573.

On individual monthly tallia, however, 
Bianiff shoed showed a 13.6 percent in­
crease last month o v a  A ugu^ 1977. A 
total of 10.246 passengers boarded the 
airline's plaiws last month compared to 
9.019 (he previous y a r .

On the monthly totals, it is Continental 
that shows a droppage, from 13,465 pas­
sengers last year in August to 11,037 last 
month.

Judge Finds Anacin Advertising False
WASHINGTON (AP) -  A Federal 

Trade Commission administrative bw 
Judge ruled Saturday that the manufac­
turers of Anacin. the headache remedy, 
have falsely advertised their product m  a 
tension reliever and should be ordered to 
corriect that false impression.

"Anacin does not relieve nervousness, 
tension, stress, fatigue or depression, nor 
will it enable persons to cope with the or­
dinary stresses of everyday life.” Admin­
istrative Law Judge Montgomery K. 
Hyun found in the false advertising case 
brought by the FTC in 1973.

He recommended that the maker. 
American Home Products Corp. of New 
York City, be required to say, “Anacin b  
not a teiuion reliever" in its nest $24 mil­
lion of advertising, which b  about one 
year's advertising budget

The tension-relief claim w m  dropped 
from advertisemenb in 1973 after the 
FTC first challenged the claim. However, 
Hyun said the false ebim w m  made so 
many times that an incorrect image of 
the product remains in the minds of 
many consumers.

Charles F Hagaa general counsel for 
American Home, said be could not com­
ment on the subsbnce of the 237-page de- 
ebion until studying it but said, “I'm  sure 
it will be appealed to the fuU coimnb- 
sion.”

Hyun's derision can be reviewed and 
changed by the five-member commission 
before it takes effect

Hyun found other parts of adb for Ana- 
rin and Arthritis Pain Fonmila. another 
American Home product to be false. 
However, he recommended against 
corrective advertising for these other 
ebirns and instead recommended prohib-

iting the rbim s unless they are estab­
lished scientifically.

Hyun found to be false or urtfair.
•Ads that say Anacin b  stronger than 

aspirm. "Anacin's analgesic ingr^ient b  
not unusuaL sperial or stronger than as- 
p iria since it b  nothing other than aspi­
rin. Anacin's only other ingreilient

Means was convicted of taking part in a 
disturbance in which he and o th a  mem­
bers of the American Indian Movement 
fought with police outside the Minnehaha 
County Courthouse in Sioux Falls in 
April. 1974 dunng a trial of AIM mem­
bers.

“ I always voted the straight Democrat­
ic ticket." Yarborough said. “Sometimes 
I had to hold my nose though I never 
trusted Allan Shivers and John Connally, 
and sure enough, they turned out to be 
Republicans." he told a cheering crowd.

Broad in base. Hill's platform includes 
such provisions as a continuing “ pay-as- 
you-go" state fiscal policy, a constitution­
al amendment to grant budget review 
powers to the governor and legislation to 
increase penalties for “official oppres­
sion" by law officers.

Texas liberals had proposed an alter­
nate platform, but it was doubtful that it 
would interfere with Hill's plans. Billie 
Carr. Harris County commilteewoman 
and party activist, said Hill's platform 
prob^ly would be ratified “because he is 
the gubernatorial candidate and we 
shouhl follow his wishes "

Some disgruntled members of a gay 
rights caucus talked about disillusion­
ment with Hill to the extent that they dis­
cussed meeting with Republican (dem­
ents.

A minority report that in effect sup­
ported gay rights was tabled after some 
floor discussion The only minority re­
port that caught the fancy of delegates 
opposed transport of nuclear waste 
through Texas and won approval by voice 
vote.

The Hill platform also supports deregu- 
btion of the oil and gas industry and ex­
tension of the ratification deadline for 
the Equal Rights Amendment Texas Re- 
-publicans opposed such an extension dur­
ing their convention last weekend.

The Democrats were also to take up the 
issue of a presidential primary, some­
thing the Republicans also endorse. Hill 
has said it would be a mistake not to have 
a primary, although he favon one sepa­
rate from the regubr primary and b  also 
considering a regional-type ballot in 
which Texas and other states would take 
part

U.S. Rep Bob Krueger also took some 
shots at U.S Sen John Tower, whom 
Krueger will try to unseat fat November. 
The Tower campaign has focused on 
Krueger absenteeism, but Krueger said 
Tower "is far more vulnerable than I" on 
that issue Krueger called absenteeism a 
“red herring" daigned to draw public at­
tention away from the differences be­
tween the two candidates.

Byrd Sees Victory
On Gas Price Bill

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Majority Lead­
er Robert C. Byrd deebred Saturday that 
the long fight to win Senate passage of 
the hotly contested natural gas pricing 
bill is “virtually over the top.”

The West Virginb Democrat said his 
“ conservative” count lists 49 votes in fa­
vor of the compromise bill that President 
Carter has calM  a erucbl part of his en­
ergy package.

Byrd said 37 senators are lined up 
against the measure and 14 senators are 
“question marks.”

The btest Associated Press survey 
found 48 bwmakers for or leaning in fa  ̂
vor of the bill. 39 against or leaning 
against and 13 undecided

Showdown Set Tuesday 
The Senate has scheduled a showdown 

vote on the gas bill Tuesday when oppo­
nents will seek to return the measure to a 
House^enate conference committee (or 
redrafting. If that falls, the final vote on 
the bill is scheduled (or Sept. 27.

At a news .conference Saturday, Byrd 
was even more confident about defeating 
(he motion to recommit the bill than he 
was about winning the final vote. The 
senator claimed he has 55 solid and eight 
possible votes against sending the bill 
back to committee. It would take 51 votes 
to recommit the measure.

“Recommittal of the gas bill means no 
gas bill." Byrd said, noting that Congress 
was aiming for an Oct 14 adjournment. 
He said a reworked natural gas bill could 
not be approved in that short a period of 
time.

“National Interest"
“There is no balm in recommitting," 

Byrd said. “On the contrary, it is a fatal 
potion. Better to stand up and admit that 
the Senate cannot overcome parochial 
differences and act in the natumal inter­
est,"

He also said opponents agreed to rule 
out a filibuster against the bill.

“I was fairly certain that we had the 
(60) votes to get cloture on the first try 
and certain that we could get it on the se­
cond try.” Byrd said.

The natural gas bill would lift controk 
on new-found natural gas in 1985 and per­
mit a steady increase in prices between 
now and then.

The bill has been criticized by both con­
sumer groups as being too expensive and 
by industry groups as unlikely to increase 
supplies of natural gas and overly compli­
ca te .

The H ouse^nate conferees estimated 
in thkir report that the compromise bill is 
expected to boost an average homeown­
er s MS bill by 913 a year by 1985. Howev- 
ey, Uberal critics h ^ e  p ^ ic te d  a far 
heavW burden on consumers.

The conferees also estimated that the 
’islatiop^ould send 99 billion in added 

rK e iu i^ o  producers of natural gas by 
1985

Supporters of the measure have argued 
that its defeat would raise questions

about America's ability to confront Its 
pressing energy problems.

Byrd praised the administration for 
waging a strong lobbying campaign for 
the bill. The majority leader said Vice 
President Walter F. Mondale has been 
particularly effective in gamering jrotes 
and that the president has phoned some

senaton despite his preoccupation with 
the Mideast summit at Camp David.

Byrd also said the final part of the pres­
ident's I7-mo«th-old energy plan — the 
energy tax bill that has long been consi­
dered dead *— could still be revived and 
passed before the current session ex­
pires.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Leaders of the 
two largest postal unions are taking a 
gamble that could force them against 
their will to call an illegal mail strike next 
month.

Emmet Andrews, president of the 
American Postal Workers Union, and J. 
Joseph Vacca, head of the National Asso­
ciation of Letter Carriers, are asking the 
nearly 500,000 workers they represent to 
ratify a new three-year contract settled 
through binding arbitration on Friday.

The ratification votes are only a token 
gesture, however. The contract terms 
handed down by special arbitrator James 
J. Healy are final and non-oegotiable un­
der an agreement the two union leaders 
signed in August.

Pressure From Locals 
But Andrews and Vacca are under pres­

sure from their local leaders, who have 
complained that members are being de­
nied their right to approve a new pact 

So. the two leaders, both of whom are 
standing for reelection, are trying to un­
dercut that criticism by holding votes.

They are gambling tlu t their members, 
who voted down a previous negotiated 
settlement endorsed by the leadership, 
will approve the new agreement which 
contains an improved wage package and 
an unprecedented lifetime guarantee of 
job security (or current employees.

There is the risk, though, that (he 
members may turn the pact down, forc­
ing the two leaders to renege on their 
binding agreement with the Postal Serv­
ice and call a strike, which is prohibited 
by federal law.

Strike Unwanted
“Gosh, the last thing these guys want to 

do is order a strike,” said one union offi­
cial who asked not to be named.

He and other officiab say the risk An­
drews and Vacca are taking is very small 
because postal workers are almost cer­
tain to approve the new contract. -  

Workers will vote on the contract the 
same time that they elect a new presi­
dent both by mail ballot. Results won't 
be in (or about a month.

“ I don't think there's any question that 
they'll ratify," said one Postal Workers 
official, asking not to be named. “The 
chances of rejection are so remote.” 

Earlier Pact Rejected 
But union leaders predicted confident­

ly last month that their members would 
approve a previous settlement The 
members turned it down.

Andrews refused to say Friday what he 
would do in the face of a s e c ^  rejec­
tion.

“ I thitik Emmet would have to call a 
strike if it were turned down.” said one 
close aide.

Vacca reminded reporters that hb  con­
stitution requires a strike if memben of 
the Letter Carriers reject the pact. But 
he. too. declined to say what he would do 
in such an event

The contract settlement contains wage 
and job security improvements over the 
rejected package for current postal work­
ers:

—It gives them a 21.3 percent pay raise 
over three yean — and possibly more 
through cost-of-living hikes if inflation 
exceeds 6.5 percent a year. The rejected 
pact proviiM a maximum 19.5 percent 
pay raise over three yean no matter how 
high inflation rises between now and 
I9«t

The arbitrated settlement would boost 
the annual salary of the typical postal 
worker from the present 915.900 a year to 
about 919.500 by 1981 based on a 0 5  pa- 
rent inflation rate. The rejected contract 
would have raised the avenge salary to 
about 919.200.

—It grants them UfetifflO protection 
from, layoff. Under previous accords 
since 1970. worken have been protected 
from byoff only for the length of the con-
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tract forcing management and the un­
ions to tangle anew over the issue every 
few years.

The controversial part of the arbitra­
tion ruling is a concession to manage­
ment. which wants to be able to lay off 
workers in the future as it phases in auto- 
nuted equipment. The arbitrator ruled 
that as of next July, new employees with 
less than six years seniority can be laid 
off.

Some union officials fear their mem­
bers may ignore the lifetime job security 
and vote against the pact because of that 
section.

“We have to get the message out that 
this (lifetime job security) is the greatest 
thing in the world for this union,” said 
one official.

Jones, a member of the United States’ 
goid medai-winning sfvint relay team at 
the K76 Olympics, raced down the side­
line under a pass by quarterback Randy 
McEachem on the thhd play of the game 
for a 57-yard pass run touchdown play. '

Halfback LeRoy King popped 47 yards 
through the middle of Rice's line for a 
touchdown on the second play of Texas' 
next possession.

Erxleben, who holds the NCAA record 
for the longest field goal at 67 yards, then 
took over with his 26-yard aixl 467ard 
kicks and Jones caught his SS-yard pass 
from backup quarterback Mark M c^ th  
to stake the Longhorns to a 27-0 halftime 
lead.

Although the game became sloppy in 
the third quarter with lour turnovers, in­
cluding three by the Longhorns, Texas’ 
defense added another touchdown with 
13:56 to play. After ErxlebOn had punted 
out of bounds at the Rice one, defensive 
end Tim Campbell intercepted a pass by 
Mark Snyder and returned it one yard for

Rice, spurred by a 7S-1S loss to Texas 
last year in its worst defeat in Msloty, 
had hoped for a stronger showing against 
the defending Southwest Confetcnce 
champions.

But the Longhorns never gave the Owb 
a chance, scoring points on five of their 
eight first half poseuions.

King finished as the game’s leading 
rusher with 106 yards on 10 carries while 
freshman quarterback Donnie Little got 
68 yards on five carries in an impressive 
f o o ^  quarter performance.

“He 
played behind Wally Woodham, who set 
most of the national records that Jordan 
broke. The funny thing is, they're both at 
Florida State now."

McKay, whose father, John, is the 
roach of (he Tampa Bay Buccaneers, set 
many of the career and single season pass 
receiving records. His high school quar­
terback was none other than Pat Haden. 
his former Southern Cal teammate who 
now quarterbacks (he Los Angeles Rams.

Traitor^s Friend 
To Lay Wreath

M O R R IS TO W N , N J .  (A P ) —  Vincent Lindner, who for 13 yean has been 
tryii*  to dear the name of Benedict Arnold, p la n  to lay a wreath Sunday in 
honor of America's roost famous traitor.

"W e need a cofivenient Satan to kick around,”  said Lindner, S3, who has 
formed an Arnold Society to help him redeem the general's reputation.

His keen interest in Arnold prompted Lindner tiro yean ago to donate a f t , -  
600 stained glaes window to S L M a ^ 's  Church in the Battersea section of Lon­
don where the general is burled with his wife end daughter. O n Sunday, he 
plans to lay a wreath here at the site of Arnold's 1780 court-martiaL

But Lindner's interest transcends ceremony or a soap box defense of the 
man he calls the greetesi Revolutionary War general H e wants to obtain a 
new trial to upset Arnold's court-martiaL

Lindner concedes that Arnold gave the British plans of West Point in return 
for money. B ut he says the goieral acted out ot “ loyalty to the American 
cause.

"T h e  country was ravaged and Arnold was afraid the French would seise the 
colonies,”  the former television news director said. "T h e  only thing left to do 
was make terma w ith the Brttisb. Arnold thought that glviiig the plaas to the 
British would end the war.”

What most people don't realise is that Arnold never sras convicted for turn­
ing over these plans. His court-martial was based on charges be used “ pubHc 
wsgons for privste use”  and showed dkrespect to the Supreme E n cu th re  
C onndl of the Conunonwedth of Pennsylvaida while be w «  mllMary govemor 
there, Lindner said.

" If  this ease were brought today, It wouldn't stand np (o r  a ndunta," la id

Big Game Hunters Resentful 
Of African Poaching Abuses

JO H A N N E S B U R G , South Africa (A P ) 
—  Th e  professionab sneer at the “ tape 
deck trappers”  aad "spotlight stokers”  
and fear U u tU ie y  are e ^ n g e r in g  the ro­
mantic image of the Great White Hunter.

Th e  professional hunters say the nn- 
scr-rpuloQS are luring lions and other big 
game out of game reserves and so dose 
to the guns of high-paying tourists that 
they almost can't miss.

Lions have reportedly been lured from 
famed Kruger National Gam e Park and 
Timbavati Gam e Park and shot Just out­
side. According to Delys Taylor, wife of 
Timbavati's chief warden, "People are 
dragging carcasses r i ^ t  nest to the fence 
to get the animals to come o u t”

Besides carcasses, methods aUcgedly 
used include toped animal distress calls 
to lure animals and powerful *x>tlights 
to blind them.

One naive tourist paid thousandi of dol­
lars to bag a lion on Johannesburg's out­
skirts, a newspaper reported. Th e  animal 
turned out to be an o k l lame circni Uoo 
bought (o r 8820 and d r ^ e d  lo  it would 
not wander away.

Stephen S m lt^  secretary of the Profes­
sional Hunter's Amociation of Sooth A fri­
ca, said his group now has no power to 
stop the practices. "W e  have been ta- 
vohwd in a kmg. npbiU fight to get I c ^  
lation to stop these reported abmes,”  the 
hunter said.

T h e  Montana Legislature does 
not convene until January and there has 
been no tate so far of introducing a ratifi­
cation measure.

Opponents elsewhere said it was not 
fair for a city to be represented on the 
same basis as a state. " I  don't want to 
give them two United States senators,” 
said Republican James Hurley, the m i­
nority leader of the New  J e r s ^  Assem­
bly.

Jason Boe, president of the National 
Conference of State Legislatures, said 
ratification could be difficult. “ Th e  na­
tion's 7,600 state legislaton are in a 
‘show-me* position,”  he said.

In  order to become law and join the 26 
existing amendments to the Constitution,

the measure must be ratified by 38 state 
legislatures within seven yean. (Th e  pro­
posed Equal Rights Amendment, pre^ib- 
iting discrimination on the basis of sex, 
has been ratified by 35 states, but four of 
the legislatures b te r  voted to rescind 
their approval. A n  effort is under way to 
estend the March 22, 1979 deadline for 
ratification of the E R A .l

Michigan legisbton w ill take up the 
amendment this week.

Other states where there has been ac­
tion on the proposed amendment include 
Delaware. Ohio, Pennsylvania and Cali­
fornia.

amendment attempted to extend the leg­
islative session b ^ o n d  the Aug. 31 ad­
journment deadline so that ratification 
could be considered, but they failed to 
muster the three-fourths majority t h ^  
needed. Th e  measure is expected to w in 
approval easily next year, however.

Resolutions caliing tor ratification have 
been introduced in both chambers of the 
Pennsylvania Legislature. Th e  measure* 
passed the Senate Constitutional Changes 
Committee, despite “ no" votes by the 
panels three Republicans. “ H ow  about 
New  York  C ity and Philadelphia? Why 
should we give them (Washington) two 
senators?" asked one of the three.

Prospects for the measure are uncer­
tain in Ohio, where ratificaton resolu­
tions were introduced in both the House 
and Senate last week.

Government Waging Two-Faced Inflation Battle

N E W  Y O R K  (W'NSi -  Even while the 
covemment is trying to fight infbtion on 
one hand it actually operates, on the oth­
er hand, to keep up —  and even raise —, 
prices of many important food commodi­
ties

The price-mainlenancc is accomplished 
mainly through a system of federal mar­
keting orders that cover 311 fruits and 
vegetable crops Under these orders the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture can con­
trol the supply of these crops going to re­
tail markets at a particular time by regu­
lating the minimum sue and grade that 
< an be shipped at a specifi^  period 
iisuallv the peak of the harvesting season

As well as the federal marketing or 
dels, a number of states also control sup­
plies. and thus prices through their own 
marketing orders, which dictate the sues 
and grades that can be shipped When 
California- regulates shipments of peach­
es. or Washington state apples, consum­
ers throughout the nation are affected 

Milk is the only commodity on which 
the price itself is actually regulated The 
milk marketing orders are especially no­
torious for setting higher prices the dis- 
tnbutors must pay farmers for fluid, or 

drinking" milk than lor milk used for 
manufacturing into cheese, ice cream 
and other dairy products Th e  excuse for 
charging manufacturers less than con­
sumers for the same milk is that it is 
"surplus" milk

Some states also set minimum retail 
milk prices In  one incident in New  Je r­
sey several years ago. that state found it­
self forcing a farmer-run dairy store to 
actually raise its prices at a time when 
other government officials were trying to 
bold down living costs and food prices 
Other States, in which consumer organi- 
zatioiv! and consumer co-ops have fought 
minimum pnee-fixing by state boards 
from time to time include California and 
Pennsybania

A preliminary investigation by the Fe d ­
eral Trade Commission has found that 
milk prices are higher when the states set 
retail prices (While more states have 
laws empowering state agencies to set 
prices, those exercising this authority as 
of a year ago. when the F T C  issued its re 
port, were Maine. Montana. Nevada 
New Jersey. North Dakota. Pennsylvan­
ia. South Carolina. South Dakota. V e r­
mont. Virginia and Wyoming )

Another way the federal government 
supports prices is through purchases of 
commodities in heavy supply at a particu­
lar lim e These are then given to school 
lunch and other mass feeding programs 

But the price-maintenance program of 
most immediate concern in this time of 
record food costs is the marketing order 
on various fruits and vegetables Con­
sumers must be concerned when they are 
paying 50 cents or more for a six-ounce 
can of frozen orange juice concentrate. $2 
a dozen for California oranges or 91 70 or 
more a dozen for lemons. Their concern 
is underscored once they learn the U SD A  
regulates the quantities of oranges and, 
lemons grown in Arizoru and parts of 
California that can be shipped to market 

This spring the government even lim it­
ed shipments of Florida seedless grape­
fruit. presently a cheaper alternative to 
oranges and orange juice.

This action was needed, says Charles 
Brader. deputy director. U S D A  Fru it and 
Vegetable Division, because of the heav^ 
supply of grapefruit It  was accomplished 
by limiting the m inim um  size of ship­
ments to 3 and nine-snteenths inches in 
diameter Only since May 8 have grape­
fruit as small as 3 and five^ixteenths 
inches been allowed to be shipped 

The  fact is that tho restriction helped 
keep up the cost of this commodity to

moderate-income families Even though 
grapefruit juice currently costs about 25 
percent less than orange juice the price 
IS higher than a year .ago despite the 
heavy supplies

The irony of the marketing orders is 
that the shipping restrictions on various 
fruits .and vegetables apply only to those 
going to the consuming public, not to 
priKessors. The proces.sors can buy the 
smaller sizes and blemished and other­
wise less-perfect looking pnxlucts at low­
er prices

Regulations have also been established 
on the minimum size and grade ot Cali- 
tornia nectarines that ran be shipped 
through Julv 15

IV-irh and potato shipments also often 
•ire controlled The USDA permittixl 
(icorgia peaches .as small .as 1 and three 
quarters inch in diameter to be shipped 
until Mav 15 That extension was granted 
because the new crop season was late 
Otherwise the smaller jH-aches would 
have gone ott the ermsumer market ear­
lier

Shipments of potatoes may be restrict­
ed on the basis of size appearance and 
blemishes such as mc< hanical injury $ut 
processors can buy them Charles Brad 
er. who is a staunch but thoughtful de­
fender of the marketing program, points 
out that processors can use small pota- 
tcKS or cut off blemished ends, etc . and 
consumers may still benefit from the 
lower prices the processors pay , i ■ 

W e'd like to nole that (imsumejrrtoc). 
have knives with which to cut off bicm

ished ends if they also h,ive the option to 
huv the less perfect products and smaller 
sizes at lower prices

That consumers are glad to get the 
mixed size-culls at reduced lags has been 
demonstrated by special "bin" sales at 
the consumereoKips in the Berkeley. Cal­
if area These have offered such bar­
gains as cling peaches as low as 12 rents a 
pound

Apparentlv no crops are destroyed 
nowadays to withhold supplies. A Caliior- 
nia stale marketing order in 1970 includ­
ed a "green drop" program lor knocking 
peaches off the trees But that im-idenl 
provoked so much critici.sm such steps 
haven't be<>n l.iken since

Simdarlv in 1970 and 1971. some of the 
cr.inberry crops were dumped because of 
heavy supplies, which raised a furor, so 
this won't be done again Now an alterna­
tive marketing .igreement provides for 
producers' allotments In case of very 
heavy crops, participating producers 
lould reduce shipments simply by with 
holding fertilizer or water from their 
Iniits oy leave them on the ground

Consumers often pay extra for appear­

ance But neither color nor size affects 
eating qualitv or nutrition \4hen you can 
buv oranges with greenish skin, grape­
fruit with rust splotches. Ies.s rtd apples, 
lop-sided onions, small tomatoes, etc . 
vou can save

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Mental Health Resources:
'Group’ Members Find Shared Problems, Strength r '

If'there is any truth to the adage that 
there is ‘strength in numbers,' then no­
where is that truth more evident than in 
therapy, or 'heip,' groups.

In these groups, available to assist in a 
wide range of topics, group members, 
while helping themselves, provide in­
sight and support to allow other individ­
uals to grow.

“ lt '«  a real relief for parents to find 
that 'their' problem —  one they thought 
they alone had to suffer with —  is 
shared by others," said D r. Jeanette 
Coufal, an assistant professor in the de­
partment of home and family life at Te x ­
as Tech University. " B y  sharing their ex­
periences and ‘brainstorming,’ they 
come up with different ideas and ways 
to solve their problems.”

D r. Coufal coordinates a group class, 
‘Fam ily Communication and Parenting 
Skills,' through the department.

Th e  goal of the class, she said, is "to  
help good parents become better par­
ents" by providing a number of alterna­
tive courses of action (or non-action) for 
the everyday problems faced in every 
family.

"Th is  is a life skills groups," she said. 
"W e  stress the educational approach, 
rather than therapeutic —  many times 
It's easier to help before (the problem 
develops or intensifies).”

Th e  'parenting' class helps parents 
learn not only how to talk so that their 
child will listen, but also how to listen to 
their child and to see from the child's 
perspective, according to D r. Coufal.

Offered successfully this past spring, 
the course is geared to the age of the 
child (D r. Coufal stressed that it's never 
too late to start trying to communicate 
more fully), and some of the classes —  
especially those for parents of adoles­
cents —  bring children and parents to­
gether during class sessions, she said.

"W e're  not saying to parents, ‘this is 
how you should do it .'"  Dr. Coufal said.
■ What we re trying to do is say, ‘ here 
are several ways —  can you think of 
more —  for you to approach a (potenti­
al* problem.

"People get training to drive, for a job 
—  just about anything important. Just 
because we're biologically equipped to 
be parents, it's not necessarily true that 
we're equipped to be good parents,”  she 
said

C iR F.AT P A IN K IL L E R  
H A M B U R G . West Germ any (W N S) -  

When art student Monika Reichert. 22. 
left school, she could not afford to rent a 
studio of her own One day a dentist who 
had bought one of her landscapes asked 
her to touch up the painting that hangs in 
his waiting room because it had been 
damaged "Patients got so interested in 
m y work that they relaxed instead of get­
ting uptight about the pain they might 
suffer in the dentist's chair," said Frau- 
lein Reichert. "N o w  the dentist lets me 
use his waiting room as m y studio.”

Noting that love and common tense go 
a long way, D r. Coufal stressed that the 
27-hour course was designed to help 
good parents become better parents 
through development of communication 
skills and techniques of behavior ntodifi- 
cation, conflict resolution and problem 
solving.

“ Many parents feel pretty alone —  
they have no close friend or rebtive to 
w h ^  they can go to discuss a prob­
lem,”  the said. “ They think their prob­
lem is to unusual, but they meet others 
in the group with the same problems.”  

F o r  more information about the 
groups class or about scheduling one, 
call the office of the department of 
home and family life, 742-3000, between 
8 a m. and 5 p.m. Monday through F r i ­
day.

A  s im ib r program w ith comparable 
goals is being conducted through the de­
partment by D r. Gregory Brock, also an 
assistant professor in the department.

"W hat we want to do is help those 
with problems in their marriage, help 
those whose marriage is good but who 
want to make the good even better," he 
said.

Brock and George Butler are setting 
up a class to begin the end of this month 
for spouses whose partners are unwilUng 
or unable to seek help.

“ O f course, the results are better 
when we can work with the couple in­
stead of just one. but available statistics 
indicate one-third of the people interest­
ed in changing their marriage have part­
ners who won't (are unwilling or unable 
to) come in. and that is the group we are 
trying to help.”  he said.

What B r o ^  and Butler are hoping to 
do. he said, is to work with those inter­
ested partners, teaching communica­
tions skills and acceptance of responsi­
bility, and through the one partner, af­
fect both.

The  program b  actually twosided, be­
cause as the participants in this class are 
helped to gain knowledge and strength 
to solve their marital problems. Brock 
and Butler w ill be working to develop a 
unilateral Cone partner') intervention 
program to serve the needs of that 
‘ 1/3.' according to Brock.

He indicated that national interest has 
been shown in the program, which is 
funded through T e ^ 's  Institute for 
Fam ily Resources.

Th e  only 'charge' lor participants is 
(he completion of strictly confidential 
forms for the research. Brock said.

The  class project, which is not a for­
mal college class, is open to those who 
are married (and) who are living togeth­
er (and) who plan to remain together; it 
is a counseling ennehment program for 
those with problems or who want to im ­
prove an already satisfying relationship, 
he said.

Any interested person should call the 
department office. 742-3000. and ask 
about the marital intervention project.

AppHcants will be cooUcted n  aooe m 
po^ble for additioiial explanatiOB of tfie 
project and to set up tcrocuing proce­
dures.

A similar program will be offered in 
the spring in conjunction with the Uni­
versity CoanseUng Center, one of many 
such ‘groups' offered by the center.

"One of the primary function^ ' 
center is to provide groupaedvities," 
saiiFDr. Rolf Gordhan^p.dlfector of the 

hi asaertivencss 
training, women’s awareness, personal 
devrioproent and couples communica­
tion.”

He said when the center gets enough 
requests for a group about a certain top­
ic, “we see if we can find a staffer a ^  
try to establish a group.”

Charges are covered by the student's 
activity fee.

M A N K A T O , Minn. (A P ) -  Th e  coffee 
pot is always on for neighbon who come 
to shop at Anton's Foods, the last of the 
family-owned downtown markets in 
Mankato.

And M illie Anton, the 72-year-old own­
er and lone emplovee. greets most of the 
customers by their first names as they 
steadily trickle in.

The  store was opened for business by 
Millie and her brother, John, on May 20, 
1933 —  just over 45 yean ago. John died^ 
22 years ago. but Millie continues to hold^ 
court in the little store.

Not much has changed over the years. 
Th e  shelves are the same ones Millie's 
father, a stone quarry laborer, put up.

"H e  was no carpenter, as you can see, 
but they're still standing." Millie says.

The  wooden floor, swept daily with 
fresh-smelling sweeping compound, has 
been worn smooth by two generations of 
shoppers. Bare light bulbs, turned on by 
pulling long metal chains, light the store.

A  clock proclaiming the virtues of Nash 
coffee has held its same place on the wall 
since the opening day, and a plain brown 
radio playing in the comer has been M il­
lie's companion for the same length of 
tune. Both have run faithfully for nearly, 
hall a century.

Millie opens her grocery store at 8 30 
every morning and plans to lock up at 4 
p.m., six days a week. And she has a 
warn/ relationship with other business 
people nearby

"A n y  time I have a problem, if some­
thing goes wTong here, my neighbors fix 
it for m e." she said. "N o  matter what 
happens, thev're right here to help.

Sometimes they even come in and help 
me stock shelves. M y neighbors are won­
derful,”  she says.

M illie admits she probably couldn’t 
have stayed in business in recent yean if 
she'd had to pay wages for hired help. 
The  only help slie has is a woman who 
comes in on “ stock day."

Although her store retains its old-fash­
ioned charm, it carries not only the ne­
cessities, but also convenience foods, in­
cluding froten products and packaged 
mixes From  the small meat department 
in back, she cuts steaks and chops to or­
der.

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Lubbockite Finds 'World Of Difference’ Between Two

Family N ew i SuH
Life on an Israeli kibbutx is worlds 

away from  a middle-class ■ American 
home, and M arilyn Pu|h, daughter of 
M r. and Mrs. Chuck Pugh of Lubbock, 
has seen the best of both worlds.

Th e  Texas Tech  University coed re­
lum ed recently from a 10-month stay in 
Israel and during that time, she worked 
as a volunteer on two ‘kibbutzim ': Tsuba 
in the Judean hills, and M isgav-Am  oh 
the Lebanese border.

Miss Pugh first visited the H oly Land in 
1976. “ b e ca u se T alWkyi w f t l M ' U  I M  ' 
it," and instantly fell in love with Israel 
It was then she decided to return there to 
work.

" I  wanted to do something concrete to 
help," she said, so she decided to spend a 
year in Israel helping to build the coun­
try.

. She arrived in Israel in September of 
1977 with a Tulsa-based group that went 
tu work at Tsuba, where she spent six 
months working on the orchard staff.

.Miss Pugh then left the group and went 
on her own to Misgav-Am, in the moun­
tains overlooking the Golan Heights. H er 
tasks there were more varied, although 
her basic responsibility was working in 
the laundry. '

According to Miss Pugh, Tsuba is the 
more prosperous of the two. One noticea­
ble aspect of its prosperity is an Olympic- 
sued swimming pool, which is also a 
source of revenue because a fee is 
charged for use by non-residents of the 
kibbutz.

Only seven miles outside of Jerusalem, 
the pool proved to be a great attraction 
lor people in the city dunng the hot sum­
mer months.

Although Misgav-Am is not as affluent, 
it IS able to support its members satisfac­
torily.

One of the disadvantages of Misgav-Am 
is its proximity to the fighting in Leba­
non, although it is not in serious danger 
because it is not of particular strategic 
advantage to the enemy, nor does it have 
much wealth to offer, Miss Pugh said.

When war erupted in March, non-Isra­
eli volunteers were given the option of

leaving the country. For two weeks those 
who remained were required to sleep in 
bomb shelten in cate of attack, but the 
kibbutz was not heavily bombed during 
Miss Pugh’s stay there.

Miss said she founrabbeb Ufe la 
general to be peaceful although there Is 
an undercurrent of tensloa from the pos­
sibility of war and the thraat of tsnoiists.

The kibbutz movement began in the 
*40s when the Israelis were struggling to 
establish a bomdand, and kibbutzim 
were a meant of developing the land In
hopes of begoBdngidf-suftlcleHt^ee-

tablishing occupancy of territory. A Idb- 
^ tz  is a self-coatalned community. Miss 
Pugh said, and members who arc voted 
into one work for the community at a 
whole

At present, there arc three bade types 
of kibbutzim: otthodot (one in wMcb 
strict adherence to rdigioos laws It de­
manded); comrounistk (one In which re­
ligion it de-emphasitsd at themaia moti­
vation in favor of community gods; and 
what is termed "middle-of-ther^’* 
which It a blend of the other two.

Men, Women Differ On Weight Control Attitudes
. .. By D R  R IC H A R D  S T U A R T

W hes would rather “ go it alone" than 
have their husbands' help in losing 
weight. This is the conclusion of a recent 
survey I conducted of attitudes toward 
weight-control programs 

More than three-fourths of the women 
who reached their weight goals through 
participation in a weight-control group 
said their dieting was simplified when 
their husbands were not involved.

Moreover, the women ranked the de­
sire to please their husbands only sixth 
among seven reasons for wishing to lose 
weight Th e  list was headed by the desire 
to improve personal appearance and 
health and to prove to themselves that 
they could do it.

While only one-third of the wives who 
succeeded in losing weig'ht said, thev 
would have wanted their husbands to at­
tend weight control classes with them, 
slightly more than half said their hus­
bands had been helpful during their diet­
ing One-third of the women said they 
h ^  also received help from their child­
ren.

These findings suggest that, while con- 
structne interest from family members 
may sometimes help women to lose 
weight, other women succeed despite a 
lack of this support Indeed, many of the 
women in the survey indicated that their 
husbands actually interfered with their 
weight-loss efforts.

Th e  survey, summarized in m y book 
“ Act Th in  —  Stay T h in "  (Norton), offers 
some insight into how and why many 
husbands were not helpful.

H u ^ n d s  qre far more likely to com­
ment on their wives' dieting failures than 
to praise their dieting successes. They are 
also unlikely to curb their own overeating 
to aid their wives' food-management ef­
forts

Few  husbands deliberately try to sabo­
tage their wives' efforts. Rather, they are 
often unaware of what they are doing and 
of the impact of their behavior upon their 
wives. Some husbands simply enjoy over­
eating with their mates and do not wish 
to lose that companionship.

Other husbands feel that excess weight 
prevents their wives from widening th d r 
social and work opportunities. T h ^  fear 
the stability of their marriages w ill be 
threatened if their spouses lose weight, 

su n  other husbands have entered into

unspoken contracts with their wives. The 
husband is permitted his personal excess, 
such as hM vy social drinking, in ex­
change for granting his wife permission 
to overeat.

When the wife curbs her excessive eat­
ing. the husband often fears he w ill be ex­
pected to forego his self-indulgent plea­
sure

Finally, some husbands seem to enter 
into undercover battles to subvert their 
wives' sell-improvement efforts. The  
husbands are attempting to insure that 
they will not be sun>assed by their spous­
es in personal success.

Whatever the husbands' motivations —  
whether they are fully supportive of their 
wives or struggling to wreck their spous­
es' efforts —  two tactics can help wives 
attempting to win the weight-loss battle:

First, wives should redirect their hus­
bands' efforts along these three lines:

1. Husbands should be encouraged to 
set a good example by eating the proper 
amounts of carefully chosen foods.

2. Husbands should offer their wives 
gentle reminders of their new eating pro­
gram. Helping their wives remember to 
plan for constructive eating can greatly 
aid long-range success.

3. Husbands should be ever ready to 
compliment tfieir wives' successful ef­
forts and to ignore their eating lapses.

This third step is contrary to most peo­
ple's normal interaction style. I t  can be

taken only with considerable effort. Sad­
ly. we are all far more likely to take posi­
tive actions (or granted, letting therh pass 
without comment, while coming down 
hard on even the smallest mistake.

Rut remember that any time we pay at­
tention to another's behavior —  even to 
criticize it —  we strengthen that behav­
ior. That makes it more likely to recur 
Thus, even negative attention ran bring 
on problem behavior and retard progress 
toward behavioral objectives.
• When wives understand these princi­
ples. they can often help their husbands 
interact with them in a new way. As an 
added advantage, the new style of intcr- 
ai tion can also rarry-;over into relations 
with their children

When husbands becorne constructively 
involved in their wives' weight-loss ef- 

- forts, they can often become their spous­
es' best allies

Changing a long-standing pattern of in­
teraction is not easy, as we all know 
Therefore, it is im p la n t  to build out­
side social support for attempts to 
change both problem eating and stressful 
mantal interaction concerning manage­
ment of food That's the second tactic tor 
wives seeking to lose weight

Choosing a friend who will lend a word 
of encourageincnt and a sympathetic ear 
or joining a weight-management group 
are two ways towet this constructive sup­
port Both frienll and group provide op­

portunities to practice redirecting hus­
bands' actions. These sympathetic outsi­
ders ran also offer a life when progress 
seems particularly difficult.

Indeed, whether husbands help or 
hinder, this kind of added positive force 
ran often mean the difference between 
success or failure in reaching goal 
weight

Married Women Face Israeli Army Draft
Bv S IG IS M l N T) G 0R E;N  

T K L  A V IV  <WNSt -  Reserve duty in 
the Israeli armed forres may be required 
of childless married women below the 
ate of :i9 if a proposed law is passed here 
The possibility of such mandatory mili- 
tar\' duty has caused consternation 
.imong women throughout the country 

Sim e I9S0 married Israeli women, with 
or without I'hildren. have been exempted 
from the regular draft —  a service of 20 
months —  and from a Jthdays annual re­
serve duty

The reform was proposed as a partial 
remedy to the relative shortage of man­
power plaguing some sectors of the de­
fense machinery

The shortage has been aggravated by a 
rise in the number of draft-age single 
women who have been exempted from 
military service since the government 
tiKik over about a year ago The women 
have claimed exemption from army serv­
ice on religious grounds 

Rv virtue of rabbinical law. women 
mav not serve in the armed forces. Thus, 
orthodpg religious women normally are 
released from both regular conscnption 
.ind reserve duly —  if they request ex­
emption

I 'rttil the present coalition government 
took power, applications for draft exemp­
tions had been scrutinued carefully. A  
candidate seeking an exemption had to 
.ippear before a board to pass a test, and 
not necessarily an easy one. before ex­
emption was granted 

The advent of the L IK U D  government 
abruptly altered that Upon the request 
of Agoudat Israel, a small ultra-orthodox 
religious party which is a member of the 
ruling coalition, an agreement was 
reached providing that a draftable wom­
an would be given draft-exempt status 
upon producing a certified declaration 
that she is religious The exemption is

then granted automatically, with no 
questions asked

As a result, swarms of additional wom- 
have been exempted from the draft 

this year on a no-questions-asked basis 
and this caused a nationwide uproar of 
obiections

According to unconfirmed reports, the 
number of resultant draft exemptions has 
proven three times higher than statisti­
cians initially had predicted Consequent­
ly. it IS charged, the shortage of women 
Mildiers has uHreased in various military 
services and a heavier burden has been 
p la rM  on the women now in uniform 
Further long-range problems are predict­
ed

Arm y chief Gen. Raphael Eytan re­
cently expres.sed concern about the situa­
tion at a meeting with the Knesset Secur­
ity and E'oreign Affairs Committee. Sub­
sequently. the committee reconvened to 
hear obyections by politicians and civric 
leaders on the draft-exemption issue.

Mrs. Alua Begin, wife of the prime 
minister, also expressed reservations 
about the problem at a meebng with the 
Women of War Invalids group in Te l 
Aviv

The  controversy has engulfed teen­
agers. voung adults, parents poiiUcians 
and the media and threatens the stability 
of the government It even could rock the 
coalition if some groups initiate new leg­
islation providing for a non-military com­
pulsory national service lor orthodox reli-i 
gious women

In the absence of official statistics it 
can only be conjectured that last year 21 
percent of draftable women were ex­
empted from the draft on religious 
grounds This figure roughly corresponds 
to that of the orthodox-religious segment 
of Israel's Jewish population.

According to persistent but uncon­
firmed reports, exemptions this year ex­

ceeded ^  percent as a result of the new. 
liberal, noquestions-asked policy. Critics 
claim the liberal exemption rule prom­
otes draft-dodging, encourages other 
women to avoid the draft and increases 
the burden of army service on conse­
quently fewer women soldiers

The consensus at this stage is that coali­
tion partners eventually will cooperate at 
the Knesset and pass the proposal requir­
ing reserve duly of childless married 
women.

Meanwhile, the army is expected to 
launch a huge countrywide hunt lor 
drall-dodgers.

Binc^ mixed bathing b  forbidden to or­
thodox Jews, military police will comb 
beaches, check out swimming pools, dis­
cotheques —  a religious Jewish woman b  
not supposed to be in a discotheque on 
the Sabbath —  and other places taboo to 
religious women

Highway road Mocks w ill be set up dur-

ing the 24-hour Sabbath rest to check 
drivers and passengers —  religious per­
sons may not travel in conveyances on 
that day. If women exempted from the 
draft for religious beUefs are caught in 
such circumstances they will be taken to 
court, and. if convicted (or draft-dodging, 
will serve a prison sentence and after­
ward will be compelled to don the army 
uniform.

Prairie Party Recreates Spirit 
Of Early W est Texas Ranchers

Life on a late 19th century West 
Texas ranch meant many long 
hours of hard work for both the 
cowboys and their families 

To break the monotony of the 
long ranch days, area settlers 
looked forward to the prospect of 
the prairie party

For weeks before the party antic­
ipation filled the air as women 
worked to make ready their very- 
best dresses while the cowboys 
looked forward to removing their 
spurs and tuning up the fiddles 

The magic and romance of the 
prairie party will be brought to life 
Friday as the Ranching Heritage 
Association sponsors the first an­
nual prairie party and Golden Spur 
.Award presentation in the Lub­
bock Memorial Civic Center 

No detail has been overlooked to 
assure the authenticity of the food, 
music, sets and clothing for the 
party

Nationally known artist John 
Meigs has designed sets that will 
form the backdrop for a fashion 
show featuring selections of au­
thentic 19th century clothing from 
The Museum of Texas Tech Uni­
versity

Fashions will include a Sunday 
school teacher's dress, traveling 
dresses, walking dresses and a 
wedding gown and second-day 
dress for a new bride.

The wedding gown is patterned 
from the gown worn by Lubbock 
County's first bride, Sylva B Hunt, 
who was married Dec. 8, 1891.

Music will feature the songs that 
were popular during the prairie 
parties of the ranch days Enter­
tainers will include Ron Riley on 
the harmonica; Nell Oldham play­
ing the pump organ and Patsy Hol­
ler. vocalist. Also included will be 
percussion, a fiddle,a mandolin, a 
barbershop quartet and square 
dancers.

The supper menu will include 
prairie chicken, mashed potatoes, 
milk gravy, wild asparagus, pickled 
peaches, poke salad, hoe cakes, 
fresh-churned butter, wild plum 
jelly and buttermilk pie

The highlight of the prairie party 
will be the presentation of the 
Golden Spur Award.

The spur has long been associat­
ed with the working cowboy. In 
early Europe the spur was a sym­
bol of achievement coveted by the 
knights of the ‘Era of Chivalry.’

The spur has been adopted by 
the Ranching Heritage Associa­
tion, the American Quarter Horse 
Association, the National Cattle­
men's Association, the National 
Wool Growers Association, the 
Texas and Southwestern Cattle 
Raisers Association and the Texas 
Sheep and Goat Raisers Associa­
tion, as a symbol of achievement 
by an individual in the livestock 
and ranching industries.

The award is a gold-plated repli­
ca of an historic OK working spur . 
donated by Watt Matthews of the 
Lambshead Ranch.

The replica of this spur will be 
presented each year during die an­

nual prairie party that will proceed 
the Ranching Heritage Associa­
tion's annual Ranch Day.

The first recipient is Albert 
Mitchell, whose ranching life has 
spanned the era from the 19th cen- 
try free range to the age of the in­
ternational cowman

Bom in 1894 in Clayton. N.M.. 
Mitchell went into business with 
his father on a ram h along the Te- 
quesquite Creek in New Mexico

Mitchell and his father, T.E 
Mitchell, ran the first herd of reg­
istered Herford cattle in New Mex-
KO

Since those early beginnings. 
Mitchell has become international­
ly recognized as an expert in the 
ranching and livestock industries

He has served on and headed 
many livestock organizations in­
cluding the International Liv^estock 
Exposition in Chicago, the Nation­
al Western Stock Show in Denver, 
the National Livestock and Meat 
Board, from 1940-1944, the Ameri­
can Hereford Association, the New 
Mexico Cattle Growen Associa­
tion; the American Quarter Horse 
Association, the National Live­
stock Association and the Board of 
Trustees of the Cowboy Hall of 
Fame and Heritage Center.

Mitchell also found time to serve 
in the New Mexico State Legisla­
ture for two terms. He represented 
New Mexico on the Republican 
National Committee from 1942 to 
1963, served as vice chairman of 
that body for three years and 
served as chairman for one nation­
al Republican convention.

Mitchell has also served as a 
member of the national advisory 
committee for the U.S Depart­
ment of Agriculture;as chairman 
of the livestock industry advisory 
committee to the Secretary of Ag­
riculture on foot and mouth 4Ns- 
ease;as a member of the advisory 
committee of the Commodity 
Credit Corporation; on the Agri­
cultural Research Administration 
and as chairman of the national 

■ livestock tax committee
Mitchell is one of the select 

group of cowboys who have had 
their portraits hung in the Saddle 
and Sirloin Club in Chicago. In 
1976 he was named to the Cowboy 
Hall of Fame's Great Hall of 
Westerners

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Trade Commission D iscounts  
Claims For Additives To Oil

NEW YORK (WNS» -  The Federal 

Trade Commission's clampdown on STP 
Oil Treatment Is only one of a number of 
inridents invoKing rontrwenial claims 
for special oil additives and gadgets 
claimed to save gas

The special oils usually are sold to pro­
tect engines by reducing friction or wear 
The purported gas-saving gadgets take 
many forms and especially proliferate in 
a period of gas price hikes, as recently oc 
curred.

STP itself is the most w idely promoted 
of a number of special engine oils but in 
recent years it has gradually toned do 
I ts  claims as organization after organiza 
tion attacked them as being exaggerated 

First it was Consumers Union, which 
.several years ago said its tests showed 
that any benefits from STP could be 
lamed more cheaply by using a thi 
grade of oil. Then the Center for Auto 
Safety in Washington. D.C.. petitioned 
the n c  to ban what the Center called 
deceptive claims.

Then the FTC secured a consent order 
in which the makers of STP agreed to 
drop a number of claims. Among other 
charges, the FTC complaint asserted that 
the STP Oil Treatment does not elimi­
nate friction and wear in a Car engine 
and that the STP (jas Treatment will nei­
ther provide a complete tune-up or its 
equivalent as the car is driven, nor clean 
the entire engme

Finally STP i which once had sponsored 
a massive TV rampaign that made its 
founder Andv (tranalelli. a houscliold 
namci was reduced to claiming merely 
that the product ’ helps your oil do a bet­
ter job But now the FTC'says the com- 
fiany must go further and run ads saying 
that Its test data did not support claims 
that STP reduces oil consumption 

Wynn's is another widely sold special

Ku'n It you are not ready to devote a 
big I hunk ol land In an t̂Uccial garden for 
herbs, you may want lo plant a few here 
and there amongst vegetablrs or llowers 
In lael. herbs plinled between rowis ol 
vegetables seem (o make more luxuriant 
vegetative growth, and some people say 
the herbs will help discourage beetles, 
aphids and other pesLs 

Herbs do not need werly rich sod. al­
though most of them do Ime sun. Their 
ideal luc ation is near the kitchen It takes 
no great elfort to snip a pinch of dill lor a 
salad, bay fur a stew or chives for the 
morning omelet A slope for good drain- 
.ige IS also helpful because almost with­
out exc-eption. herbs love lots of water, 
however, they can't stand in a pool of it. 
If you simply do not have garden space lo 
giv e lo herbs, and of course if you live in 
an apartment, you can still have a con­
tainer herb garden Many herbs will 
thrive in window boxes or in flower pots 
In fact, vime are happiest grown this way 
because they like lo be moved outdoors 
in line warm weather, but should be 
brought back indoors on colder days 
Basil, chervil, bay. chives, coriander, gin­
ger. parsley, rosemary' and sage are 
among those herbs that can be sucress- 
(ully grown indoors in a container 

If snipping fresh herbs and spices in 
growing season is a delight, so is enjoying 
vour own herbs during winter months 
They will have better color and flavor 
than those pulverized and sold in little 
I'ontainers. and you'll have the satisfac­
tion of growing your own Herbs can be 
either dried or frozen. To dry them, wash 
under running water, gather into tied 
houquct.c and hang upside down in a well- 
ventilatcd room until they're dry. To 
speed the operation, spread them on a 
c ookie sheet and put into an oven turned 
to "keep warm." or turn the oven very- 
low with the door left open When dry', 
put the leaves into tins Although it 
looks romantirally early American to 
hang herbs from the kitchen beams, they 
will soon gather dust and lose flavor, so 
hang them for atmosphere only, not lor 
cooking

Freezing is another excellent preserv ­
ing method, especially for green leafy 
herbs that you would like to keep green 
Freezing is particularly good for basil 
and parsley. Anise, borage, chervil, 
chives, coriander, fennel, ginger, mint, 
oregano, rosemary, .sage, tarragon and 
thyme also freeze well. Wash and dry the 
leaves, then pick the sprigs from the larg­
er stems, discarding stems (which tend to 
be bitleri. Place the leaves in either 
quart or gallon size rcsealable plastic 
storage bags for freezing. The ba^ are 
transparent, easy to teal and ideal for 
this purpose. Label the bags with the 
name of the herb. Lay the bags flat on a 
cookie sheet and freeze qaickly. Remove 
a bag at a time and use Kissors to snip off 
just the amount of herb sranted. Return 
the bag lo the freezer (or future ate.

In the flrst year of herb gardening and 
preserving you’ll probably want to try on­
ly your favoritca or the claasics: mint, 
marjoram, basil, sage, thyme, roacmary, 
parsley, chives ...but as you use more 
herbs you ll likely find youraell growing 
more.

Now one thing you can say about such 
oils is that — whether or not they actual­
ly reduce wear — they certainly are ex­
pensive. and service stations often charge 
twice or more the wholesale price for 
them

In Montgomery County. Md.. theOfliee 
of Consumer Affairs found that many' 
dealers and service stations routinely put' 
in a ran of Wynn's or some other oil addi­
tive at $6 a ran during an oil change with­
out the customer's prior authorization 
One service station said il includes the 
addilive unless a customer specifies oth­
erwise. something a customer isn't likely 
to do. if he doesn't realize beforehand 
that the expensive additive is going to be 
poured in

The issue here, said Consumer Affairs 
Director Barbara Gregg, is not whether 
such additives are worth the money or 
whether they prolong engine life, as ad­
vertised Rather, the real question is 
prior disclosure before a service is per­
formed and a bill for the services is pre­
sented to the consumer.

Dev ices claiming large savings on gaso­
line are even more numerous and poten­
tially costly Often these dev ices involve 
(arburetor attachments but sometimes in 
the past even pjits have been sold to drop 
in your tank wrth the claim that they im­
prove gas mileage

In a typical case the FTC got a consent

order prohibiting Albano Enterprises of 
Santa Ana. Calif., from making what is 
called "unsubstantiated performance or 
effectiveness claims" for products sold 
under various names, including "Mini- 
Turbo Charge.” "H P. Air Injector." 
"Variable Combustion Meter.” “Air 
Jet." "Ram Jet," "Power-On-Gas-Sav- 
er. " and “Air Master."

In another case the California attorney 
general got an order in which Western 
Select. Inc agreed to stop mileage and 
lune-up claims for its Sentry FMertronic 
Ignition Unit In Seattle, a court order 
barred TVI Marketing, of Bloomfield 
Hills. Mich . from further use of "false 
and misleading advertising" (or the Tur­
bo Vapor Injector, a device which, it was 
claim^. saved gas and increased spaik 
plug life

Thus Office of Consumer Affairs sever­
al years ago reported that the Depart­
ment of Transportation tested over ISO 
.such devices, and the results to date were 
largely negative. The department said. 
"In general, simple retro-fit devices (for 
cars) do not offer significant fuel econo­
my improvement possibilities for most of 
the U.S. automotive fleet, particularly (or 
late model year automobiles."

The Environmental Protection Agency 
also tested ov-er 100 of these retrofit de­
vices for both gas mileage and pollution 
curtailment. Only one device, the Dress­
er carburetor, has been shown to have 
significant potential

"I think that number is 
just the lip of the iceberg By the time a 
woman contacts us. she's terribly dis­
tressed Part of our function is to reas­
sure her It isn't just her problem and that 
she » not crazy and shouldn't feel guilty

What It IS. loo. IS a debilitating hango' - 
er from "the old sex rules." she says
Men have always taken thejexual initia­

tive and women are supposed to be flat­
tered But that creates a problem in the

work force. Unfortunately, too often it's 
also used as a weapon. W'e find a lot of 
occurrence in fields like construction, en­
gineering. the nontraditional fields wom­
en are entering And often it's simply the 
only way some men know how to deal 
with women "

'We're trying to build a national legal 
referral network of lawyers interested in 
taking sexual harassment rases We prob­
ably have 200 now affiliated with us. and 
we re developing a legal brief bank (or 
them

"So far several federal courts have 
found sexual harassment to be a form of 
sex discrimination in violation of the '64 
Civil Rights Act. But this is a very new 
area of the law. so we try to get copies of 
what's been filed to send to other attor­
neys working on rases to see what s been 
argued

And. come fall, she says. "We hope to 
initiate educational workshops and 
speaking engagements around the coun­
try on a regular basis "

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You And Your Pet

By ROBERT L. STEAR. D.V.M. 
There are many reasons (or providing 

adequate medical cart (or your pet. We 
have a responsibility toward thM  ani­
mals we choose to brUif Into our lives. 
More selfishly, pets are more fun when 
they are healthy and active. And last but 
not least, we protect ourselves by keep­
ing our pets free from disease.

Fortunately, there aren't many diseas­
es that are easily transferred from pets to 
people. The most daiggerous is rabies, 
usually fatal to hununs.

Rabies is a viral infection that can be 
(urried by dogs. cats, bats — all warm­
blooded animals. Since humans and dogs 
live in close contact, the dogbite is a com­
mon source of human infection.

There are excellent rabies vaccines 
available that ran provide your dog with 
as miK'h as three years' protection with a 
single injection, the injections are a pre­
ventive measure and must be given be­
fore the pet IS exposed to the disease. 
Each pet owner helps to protect the en­
tire community as well as family mem­
bers when pets are vaccinated against ra­
bies. Some pet ownen question the ne­
cessity "in this day and age" (or a rabies 
vaccination. I always remind them that 
vaccination itself is the reason we don't 
see this life-threatening disease more of­
ten

A less threatening but more embarrass­
ing condition that can be transferred 
from pets to humans is ringworm 
Caused by a fungus — not a worm — the 
infection produces circular scaly patches 
on the pel's skin, with redness and hair 
loss Your veterinarian can provide oint­
ments or shampoos to control the infec­
tion. and may clip the pet to remove fun­
gus remaining in the hair A person 
whose pet has a confirmed case of ring­
worm may want to contact a physician 
for a ringworm examination In the 
meantime, keep children away from the 
affected animal until healing progresses

Parasites can also be transferred from 
pet to owner. The most common exam­
ples are ticks and fleas. Ticks are eight­
legged round or oval parasites that re­
semble seeds They are slow mov ing and 
attach themselves to the skin surface 
Fleas are smaller, (ast-moving insects 
that scurry through the pet's coat when 
exposed to light. Both these pests feed on 
the blood of the host animal and may rar- 

serious disease, such as Rocky Moun­
tain spotted (ever The parasites can be 
I'ontrollod on the pet by (lea and tick Col­
lars. pesticide dusts and shampoos The 

of control that is most effective will 
Most pets do well with the pest con-

trol collan. used according to directions. 
Some dogs and cats spending much time 
outside or having heavy coats may re­
quire shampoos to reach all the parasites 
in their (or.

One more human health problem relat­
ed to pets in the house is allergy An indi­
vidual hunun being's chemistry may find 
a pet'i hair or d a ii^  an irritating agent 
and respond accordingly. Wheeling, 
sneezing, watery eyes and iching skin are 
examples of allergic reactions

With the exception of allergy, which is 
a very individual situation, pets normally 
offer no major health thrnt to human 
beings If your pets are well-groomed, 
their living quarters kept clean and fami­
ly membm observe the rules of good hy­
giene. pets in the family will add to ever­
yone's enjoyment of life

Albums like this, woven from the rare fiber 
whicH~Manzanera represents, are seldom found in this country unless you buy 
an imported copy. Still, a few obscure American labels remain devoted 1o 
bringing advanc^ music to our shores

Island Records was once at the top of this small heap, but the sale of that 
label to Warner Bros Records has pushed>t. as it did Sire Records, beyond 
the point of credibility. There's a little too much money at Island's disposal to 
properly promote, or eschew promoting, its artists.

But as one bird leaves its nest, another arrives to take its place Polydor has 
been working very hard to establish itself in various areas of rock, its most 
notable gains being within the avant garde, progressive context. It recently ac- 
quired distribution rights to cultishly popular albums such as "801 Live" (with 
Enoi, "Listen Now” and the new solo album from Bill Bruford. And no doubt 
hundreds of this genre’s collectors breathed a collective sigh of relief when 
Polydor released those three albums

Listen Now ” confirms Manzanera s textural wizardry His progress from 
the days with (Juiet Sun through his most recent work is easily traceable in 
the new album Remnants of the ideas he tried with Roxy Music shimmer 
through Tits ffllKll' In IVUnzatiera's habitually subdued faghtdie

sion. guitars, keyboards and an extraneous instrument or two. But there is no 
clutter on "Listen Now.” It does contain, however, some of Manzanera's most

Listen Now" is typically low key .Manzanera doesn't try to dominate 
through flashy solos and mindless clap trap. Rather, he works on a subliminal 
level He touches you through his musicians, through his singen. through their 
lyrics. The most outstanding feature of Manzanera’s subtlety is his textural in­
sight.

Always one for manipulating the devices he uses, rather than have them ma­
nipulate him, Manzanera is beginning to devise textures comparable to Eno’s 
And when the two create one together, as on "Island," the results are stun­
ning

Manzanera s lucid guitar roils around the core of his music. The songs are, 
deliberately over-instrumenUted. Most songs feature three vocalists, percus-

No unifying theme undercuts the LP, though most of Ian and Bill McCor­
mack's lyrics deal with a general dissatisfaction with a starving England. A 
patriotic streak is a bit evident in the title track, which opens the album Soft­
ly worded but fiercely meaningful, the song "Listen Now" was written when 
England suffered through a summer drought (1977) and political uncertainty 
The meanings change with each song, but that feeling of grey numbness pers­
ists. Perhaps Cream’s artwork on the cover is too suggestive

Great Rock Band May 
Have Died With Moon

Keith Moon died Sept 7 in London; officUb at hb record company, MCA, 
told The AJ Thursday the cause of death wei an accidental drug overdose. * 
But with him, one of rock’s greatest bands miy sbo have mot iU demiae. Hb 
death at the age of 31 was ahockliM — though nwny of hb fans, who had come 
to know the unpredictable drummer as “Moon the loon," might have initially 
considered it the last of hb practical jokes.

Moon’s death was a t r a ^  occurence. Hb stint of 15 yean with The Who 
was one of the strongest, if not the most bizarre, associations in the businesi. 
The Who was never known for its compatibility off the stage, and if anybody 
personified the uncertainty the band’s memben cast, it was Moon.

He was a classic rock and roller from the school of “how it should be done.’ 
Not only was he an individualbt with, a drum Ml, but his way of-tearingup 
hoteb was precedent setting, abo. Like Brian Jones, another drug victim. 
Moon was amoi« the first to revel at driving limousines into hotel swimming 
poob. He was among the first of rock’s lunatic fringe to throw television seb 
and other non-essentiab out of hotel room windows.

Of course, thb “weird streak” wasn’t all there was to the man. He was a 
trend setter, as are the other members of The Who. Thb band cultivated that 
unexplored region between traditional rock and roll bands of the 196#s and 
those who modernized it with the 1870s’ harder synthetic touch.

“Tommy” came out in 1988. It was rock’s lint “opera,” an extraordinary 
concept album. The band then ventured into film, an area in which it still 
expresses interest

It Would be useless to count the number of contributions The Who has made 
to rock and roll. It would be like delineating those of The Beatles.

But the point to be stressed b  the urgency with which rock enthusiasb must 
watch the developmenb of the next few months. Moon’s death b an almost 
sure signs) of the end of The Who as we know them Although the band U still 
working in film <a project involving "Quadrophenu” was in the works when 
Moon died), it b no l ^ e r  the musically tight, four-nun unit it was for 15
years.

The Who’s probable demise, coupled with the Oct. 21 trial of Rolling Stones' 
guitarbt Keith Richards, could very well mark the end of rock and roll’s ”oM 
guard.” These are the people who created those new sounds back in the ’Mi, 
the music which lengthened generation gaps. These are the people who forged 
new ground, using their Meals to lure new followers.

If Richards b convicted by a Toronto juiy of charges of possessing and traf­
ficking heroin and cocaine, the Rolling Stones may have to call it quib. AH 
thb amid a flood of anti-Stones media coverage has made things look a little 
gloomy for those who grew up in the 1960s. Musically speaking, that b.

Imagine it. Losing The Who and The Stones in the same year. Yet how de- 
pressingly appropriate it would be for these two bands to go out together.

Sure, someone will be waiting to replace The Who and The Rolling Stones. 
But how long will it take for someone to plow new ground, garner millions of 
fans and still command more respect from the competition? How many will 
last IS years? How long before t h ^  replacemenb will emerge? Quite a while, 
most likely.

Mancha" is worthy of the book on srhlch 
It was based: "Don Quixote,” by Miguel 
de Cervantes, one of the great master­
pieces of world literature for almoit STS 
yean.

Since the death of Cervantes in lilt, 
more than 200 adaptations of it have 
been made into theatrical form — oper­
as, plays, filiiu. ballets, television shows. 
But none of these matched the populari­
ty of the musical The TV dramatization 
led to this musical Dale Wasserman 
wrote the.TV drama entitled "1. Don 
Quixote." which was nominated lor a 
I960 “Emmy" and won that, year’s 
Writers Guild award

Wasserman enlarged his" teievision 
script into a non-musical stage play and 
It was at once optioned for Broadway 
production But he was persuaded to re­
write it as a musical. He was brought to­
gether with Mitch Leigh and Joe Darion 
who could provide the music and lyrkt. 
Their collaboration, with the nicely allit­
erative title of "Man of La Mancha." 
was embarked for a pre-Broadway 
tryout at a Connecticut summer theatre 
(an old I9th century auditorim on a bank 
of the Conn River at East Haddam, 
Conn , called the Goodspeed Opera 
House, that had just been lavishly res­
tored to Its original gay '90s decor) 
where it triumphed so handsomely (or 
four weeks dunng the summer that the 
hope for a New York produetion became 
a certainty.

Instead of using a standard proscen­
ium theatre, (he producers of the show 
mounted it at the ANTA Washington 
x)uare Theatre in New York’s Green­
wich Village, an open stage theatre that 
lad been built as a temporary home for 
.he Repertory Theatre of Lincoln Center 
jntil they could take up residence in 
their lavish uptown cultural center.

In 1968. when the time came to dis­
mantle the downtown theatre to make 
way (or New York University’s expan­
sion. the still-flourishing show was 
moved into a proscenium Broadway the­
atre where it continued to thrive.

Librettist:
Librettist Dale Wasserman was best 

known, prior to his epochal success with 
“Man of La Mancha,” (or the screenplay 
he wrote (or the Elizabeth Taylor-Ri- 
chard Burton “Cleopatra.” He h ^  been 
a very-much-ln-denund writer of plays 
for movies and television for 20 years 
before that.

Bom in 1917 in Rhinelander, Wise., 
Wassernun had early exposure to show 
business, since his father was a motion 
picture exhibitor. Beginning profession­
ally at the age of 19, he racked up sever­
al successful theatre careers as lighting 
designer, director and producer before 
turning to writing in the 1950s.

His first script a television drama en­
titled "Elisha and the Long Knives." 
won an award as top ’TV play of 1954. 
Other award-winning ’TV scripts that fol­
lowed included "’The Fog," “The Power 
and The Glory" which starred Sir Laur­
ence Olivier, "Tbe Lincoln Murder 
Case,” ’The Ekhmann Story,” “The 
Stranger" and “I, Don Quixote,” which 
Wasserman enlarged into "Man of La 
Mancha"

In addition to "Cleopatra," Wasser­
man provided screenplays for “The Vik­
ings.” “Mr. Buddwing" and “A Walk 
With Love and Death.” He is partner in 
an Independent film producing company 
in Hollywood.

Wasseiman’s fint play. “Living the 
Life.” was produced in New York in 
1957 by the Phoenix Theatre. A second

play, “The Pencil of God.” had several 
out of New York producations. And the 
third, called “One Flew Over the Cuck­
oo’s Nest,” was produced on Broadway 
in 1963.

As a man who wrote some 50 scripts in 
the fint ten yean of his writing career, 
Wasserman claims the distinction of 
never having one fail to reach produca- 
tion. This extraordinary record of suc­
cess has enable him to punue his obses­
sion for travel He maintains residences 
in New York, Hollywood. Mexico, Spain 
and the West Indies, and never stays for 
any length of time at any of them.

Ompdser:
Mitch Leigh, composer, was bom in 

1928 and grew up in Brooklyn in the 
Brownsville section, a poor neighbor­
hood that harbored such infamous or­
ganizations as Murder, Inc. He learned 
to play baseball and the clarinet and 
used both talents to get to Yale, where 
he studied music under Paul Hindemith

After an unpromising start in the New 
York musk field, he was offered a trial 
assignment to write the musk for a hair- 
spray commercial. He formed Music 
Maken, Inc in 1957 to sell background 
“motivationar’ musk, and in eight years 
built a chain of 11 show-business compa­
nies turning out advertising musk, pro­
motional campaigns for products and 
packaged ’TV and radio shows.

A ll T h a t Jazz: In  Search  O f P ro p e r  D efin iti

NEW YORK — Ja s  — H'l not an easy 

word to define. There's no standardised 
collection of 20 words defining what jazz 
actually is. especially since the (Minltion 
is as fluid as the changing playen and 
modes of pbying.

Even within the wide realm of jazz mu­
sic today, you'll find a lot of ^ferent 
parameters set up to encompass what 
should rightly qualify u  jazz — depend­
ing on just whom you talk to. Being a flu­
id medium, jazz also attracts the type of 
musicians who will constantly ^ n g e  
and stretch the borden of the music. And 
maybe that's a lot of what jas  is about — 
exploration, discovery and invention.

John McLaughlin epitomizes that jazz 
spirit. An intelligently soft-spoken gent 
with deep, sincere eyes you can hardly 
turn away from, he hu b ^  both a crea­
tor and participant in some very impor­
tant movements in music. The British- 
born guitarist can be found on Miles Dav­
is’ revolutionaiy "Bitches Brew" LP, 
brought rock and jazz even closer togeth­
er while playing in the Tony Williams 
Lifetime (with Jack Bruce), and then 
formed a band who must be credited 
with breaking open the jazz-rock fusion 
field which is so popular today — The 
Mahavishnu Orchestra.

Some three years ago, after breaking 
ground in electric jazz, he turned to 
acoustic music. Shakti — a union be­
tween McLaughlin and some topnotch 
Induin musicians — chartered new terri­
tories in the realm of far eastern harmon­
ics, creating wonderfully inspired music 
in a completely unique realm.

But as is evident from the title of his

bteet Ip -  "Jo lM y MdaiwMta, Elec­
tric GakarM” -  he’s com  bMk to elec­
tric fusioiL Afflidet totcnee study of e»)t- 
ic musical fonos, he found Mmself listen­
ing to jazz again, and It was "maaic, real­
ly” that brought htan back to dectric Jas.

'1  had the idea to do a retrospective al­
bum — but a sort of contemporary res- 
troq>ectivc albara," aaya IlfLaughlin, 
"so 1 could have a chance to play wtth my 
friends,”  arho indttde Chkfc Corea, Stan­
ley Clarke, Jack Bruce, BiOy Cobham, 
Carlos Santana and David Saitoora, to 
name a few.

"1 wrote the pieces for each spedRc ag­
gregation of people I  had in mhul, to the 
context of knowing them and what 
they're like. It was quite an interesting 
challenge (or me...I h^ never written (or 
specific people. I had written for both Or­
chestra and Shakti, but not a situation 
where you have one piece which express­
es as much as possible about what you 
feel with those people and how you feel 
you can communicate and express thinp 
to each other in a musical form.”

MANY BLUEGRASS music entertainen feel their form of musical expres­
sion and culture has not received the recognition it deserves from the Country 
Music Hall of Fame in Nashville.

Therefore, a campaign is under way to create a Bluegrass Music Fan Associa- 
tion. Trust Fund and Hall of Fame, very likely to be located in the bluegrass

state of Kentucky.
Among the leaders of the campaign is 

one of the roost outspoken and respect­
ed performers in thie bluegrass music 
Field, ace banjo player Sonny Osborne 
who comprises one4talf of the team 
known as The Osborne Brothers.

Bobby Osborne, who can set fire to a 
mandolin with his hot licks, makes up 
the other half of the Grand Ole Opiy 
duo.

A recent benefit concert given In 
Lousiville, Ky., by bluegrass artists to 
raise funds for the association, trust 
fund and Hall of Fame netted IS.OOO, 
according to Sonny Osborne.

"That was just the kickoff of this 
thing." he said recently. "We're plan- 
ning to do a lot more. Ilie Country Mu­
sk Association just will not recognize us 
like they shoukL We can fight it as long 

OSBOR.NE BROTHERS as we live, and they will not recognize 
Bobby and Sonny us, and yet this is where it all started

with acoustical instruments.”
Osborne said the goal of a 30.000 or 40,000 member association b to let fans 

know of new record releases and shows by bluegrass entertainen.
“If assoaation fans buy enough bluegrass records to force publications like 

Billboard into listing bluegrass records in their charb, it will force radio sta­
tions to play the records. Thb b the only way that will work to get these stations 
to play our musk,” Osborne noted.

He said the trust fund to be estaUisbed would aid bluegrass entertainen or 
their families down on their luck In need of Financial assbtance.

"I served for six yean on the Opry Trust Fund and that helps people who 
have devoted their time to promoting country musk and who are in need of 
help.” Osborne said.

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Falk Living Out ^Fantasy ̂ That^s 
Envy Of Most Children’s Dreams

NEW YORK -The first thing you not­
iced about Peter Falk when he entered 
the room was his trench coat was miss­
ing-

It may have been at the cleaners. 
Madeline Kahn kept throwing up on it in 
‘ The Cheap Detective.”

Falk was looking decidedly casual He 
was wearing a wrinkled wool suit, de­
spite the fact it was summer. His silk 
sport shirt was crumpled up under his 
collar. His forelock was tousled — as if 
someone had grabbed it with the thought 
of turning it into a mop.

A'wry little grin tugged at the comer of 
FaJk's mouth as he crossed Hmroom. He 
has, at the moment, every right to be in a 
pesky mood. He is living out a fantasy 
that would be any lucky child's dream 
wish fulfillment.

Who else gets to play cops and robbers 
on the scale of Peter Falk?

As Colombo he is a TV cop literally 
loved around the world. On the other side 
of the law and order coin he is presently 
pleasantly engaged filming a comedy-dra­
ma. "Brink's," based on the ironies of a 
mind boggling true life crime caper. And, 
as a rap to all of this, he is the Star Nu- 
mero t'no around which IS other stars 
swirl in orbit in "The Cheap Detective" 
—.which treab both cops and robbers 
with equal comic impunity,

Falk dropped down across the table, 
leaning forward on his elbows. The grin 
stretched wider. The voice, when he be­
gan to speak, was Falk's own rough- 
edged instrument. It did not have the 
sound and cadence of the late Humphrey 
Bogart he is affectionately spoofmg in 
"The Cheap Detective "

He does Bogie very good. But then he's 
an old Bogie fan.

"1 think my feeling about Bogart is the 
same as everybody else. He was a terrific 
personality. He was someone you grew 
up with as a kid,” said Falk.

“One of the reasons I liked playing this 
particular role is that there are certain 
scenes'id old movies — like the one in 
‘Casablanca’ in the cafe where all the 
French stand up to sing their national an­
them — that I am very fond of. When you 
are reeloing these scenes they take on a 
double meaning ”

Despite the fact Simon does a send up 
of •‘Casablanca." in essence "The Cheap 
Detective" is a parody of the whole body 
of private eye thrillers that des'eloped in­
to a legendary genre in the Hollywood of 
the ‘30s and ‘40s. Like the comic Mad 
Hatter he is, Simon jumbles all manner 
of old Bogart movies together, justapos- 
titioning "Casablanca" next to "The 
Maltese Falcon" — with accent dashes 
from "To Have and Have !Sot‘‘ and "The 
Big Sleep."

Falk recalls the idea for making "The 
Cheap Detective " was bom on the set of 
"Nfnrder by Death, ' the Simon hit come­
dy for Columbia Pictures in I97C, in 
which Falk first played the character 
around which "The Cheap Detective" 
wai built.

"•Doc* (Simon) came up to me one day 
on the set of M urder by Death' — I don't 
really remember when it was — and said 
there was somethutg about the character 
I was playing he liked. He said he thought 
we ought to make a ‘picture about ttot 
guy. To me, that sounded like a tertific 
idn." Falk explained. "He already had a 
story in' mind. There were a bunch of 
people on a boat It was totally different 
from the story we eventually did — al­
though I thought It was funny tool" 

Producer Ray Stark and director Rob- 
eit Moore must have thought it was a ter­
rific idea themselves. Serving the same 
function they did in "Murder by Death.” 
they surrounded Falk with an impressive 
collertion of IS co-stan. all of them 
spoofing personalities and characters 
from old Bogart movies: Ann-Margret. 
Eiluen Brennan, Sid Caesar, Stockard 
Channing. James Coco, Dorn DeLuise, 
Louise Fletcher, John Houseman, Made­
line Kahn. Femando Lamas. Marsha Ma­
son. Phil Slivers, Able Vigoda, Paul Wil­
liams and Nicol Williamsoa 

fhik feels that Lou Pedtinpangh. the 
Bqgie-Sam Spade like private eye he 
pU^ in “The Cheap Detective.” a Col- 
unibia/EMI presentation, will appeal to 
audiences as Columbo has — although 
the two characters differ greatly.

He draws a comparison between the 
tvfo aside from the fart no one hat tossed 
up on Columbo's tattered old raincoat. 
"Columbo's obsenion is finding the an­
swers to inappropriate situations,” said 
Fak. ‘‘That is what keeps him awake at 
nifbt That is Columbo's demon. Like 
what is a dead body doing dressed in 
summer clothes in the middle of winter? 
Wai he getting ready to leave the country 
and go on a vacation to Mexico, or Ha-
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waii? II *0 , where is his luggage? Where 
is his plane ticket?

"Columbo starts with the hypothesis 
this man was going to a hot climate. Col­
umbo's problem is finding the answers to 
the questions raised by this hypothesis. 
That's what keeps Columbo awake at 
night!"

"What keeps Lou Pcckinpaugh awake 
is the fact he feels there are people out 
there who want to shoot him. Or, there 
are women who are going to come and 
bother him. C Iris are trouble. He can't 
handle them. What makes him funny is 
his moment may come at any time. For 
you or me to open a door dm't mean a 
thing. Lou Peefcinpaugh don't know 
what'll be on the other side. When the 
phone rings the first thing he does is take 
out his gun. He is threatened wherever 
he goes. That kind of paranoia appeals to 
me. H is attitude he is in a jungle is funny. 
What he wants to do is live through 
lunch.” Then, he added, "I thought the 
movie was funny when I read it I 
thought it was funny when I saw it.”

For the moment Falk's Columbachar- 
acler is on hold. “That does not mean I 
have anything against doing anymore 
'Colu.mbo's'," said Falk. "The network 
has not asked me to do anymore.”

Falk went on to explain his relationship 
with NBC-TV is rather informal. He has 
not had a contract in five years. If he 
doesn't get a call before long, however, it 
will be too late from him io make any 
"Columbo's" this year. He look a break 
in the filming of "Brink's" in Boston (or 
a round of interviews for "The Cheap 
Deleclive." In October he is scheduled to 
mAe another feature film comedy. "The 
In-Laws." with Alan Alda, that will keep 
him busy unul December.

He takes pride in "Columbo.” "I would 
not do most TV shows because of the way 
they are done. The work is too fast a ^  
slo^y. They've got their eye on how 
many pages of script they can shoot in a 

‘ day. Nobody cares. That's hot the way we 
made 'Columbo',” he declares firmly.

The appeal of Columbo reaches around 
the world — even poking a crack in the 
Iron Curtain. He likes to (ell the story of 
the time they were running out of ‘Col­
umbo' programs in Romanu and the gov­
ernment television network appealed to 
the American amabassador. Romanian 
TV viewers were so irate about not get-' 
ting enough of the show that the govern­
ment was afraid of an uprising. Falk was

asked to prevent a crisis by filming an an­
nouncement the series was filmed on a 
limited basis. "I had to do it phonetically, 
but I guess I got (he message across. I 
never read anything about an uprising,” 
he grins.

For a guy who has been occupied of 
late playing cops and robbers, Falk has a 
background that establishes him as an ac­
tor's actor. He made his New York de- 
bul at age 26. playing the bartender in 
"The Iceman Cometh.” He received two 
Academy Award nominations in a row in 
1961 for "Murder, Inc.” and in 1962 for 
"Pocketful of Miracles.” He won his first 
TV E^my in 1962 in "The Price of To­
matoes.” He won three additional Em- 
mys with "Columbo,” and has been nom­
inated seven times.

He made two distinguished films with 
John Cassavetes, “Husbands" and "A 
Woman Under the Influence." When 
asked if he had any plans for making an­
other film with Cassavetes, he said, 
"Nothing is pending, but before I die'I 
hope to make another with him.”

As to which other past films are itiemo- 
rable to Falk:

"Well, the successful ones stay with 
you," he broke out in a hearty laugh. 
"You'd have to put ‘Murder by Death' in 
that category.

•"A Woman Under the Influence’ cer­
tainly will stay with me. Other films stay 
with you for different reasons. Making a 
film with Frank Capra ('Miracles') when 
I first arrived in Hollywood is the kind of 
thing you can't forget. Making a movie in 
Russia just because I was in Russia."

He sees a responsibility in an actor in 
relation to the roles he will play. That re- 
.vponsibility is highly personal "I think 
an actor has to have his own guidelines in 
deciding what he does.” Falk explains. 
"If it offends me. If it is trivial, or exploi­
tative, I won't do it. If 1 feel it is worth­
while, then I go ahead.

"I don't see anything in a role like Col­
umbo, say, that reduces the quality of 
life. I think he is very worthwhile. So. in 
his own way. is Lou Peckinpaugh in ‘The 
Cheap Detective'."

Newspaper Enterprise Aun.

There's a hawk-eyed intensity and ac­
curacy to Dirk Hamilton's artistic vision. 
His third album bids one to “Meet Me At 
the Cruz’’ (Elektra), and the songs within 
reflect an uncanny knack for scoping 
life's landscape and zeroing in on targets. 
It's the work of a vibrant positiv'ist living 
in a chaotk world, a perspective that is 
emotionally refrahing.

"The album basically deals with what 
is — what's real., and what isn’l "  uys 
Hamilton, “and unfortunately in this big, 
abstract monstrous society, most people 
are taking what isn't for what is, and ig­
noring what is.”

A song like “Tell A Vision Time," de­
ceptively set to a charged rock-samba 
melody, is almost like a lyrical slap to 
boob tube consciousness;

"Listen slick, is that spit that drool be­
tween your feet'’/Is that sound around 
your head a bust signal beep?/Is your 
laughter, manufactured7/Watcha’ feelini 
boy?/You don't really wanna talk, ya’ 
just want friendly monkey noisa./Hey 
Punk of Progress/Raised to the hum of 
the electric govemess/Don't change the 
channel/It's ‘Tell A Vision Time."

His songs seem to be about real people 
living unreal liva. “I wish I'd said that," 
Hamilton says, his chiseled face crKking 
into a smile. “Or about very real people 
becoming more and more unreal, until at 
some point they become totally unreal 
and they live their whole liva moving 
but not feeling."

“Welcome to Toyland everyone/Why 
were we put here if not to have fun/We 
got trains that toot/Got guns that 
sing/Ask any Dolly/PuH any string."

“Welcome to Toyland" also reflects 
Hmilton’s admitted musical debt to Van 
Morrison's "Band and Street Choir” type 
rollicking shuffle which Dirk sings with 
similarly throaty scat inflections. Al- 
thjough he considers himself “lyrically 
unique.” Hamilton did explain how Mor­
rison's "Astral Weeks” (maybe one of the 
top 10 pops LPs of all time) soothed and 
fed his soul during a “nervous break­
down" years ago.

“It saved me from offing (killing) my­
self. I don't really know what it was," he 
uys of the bî eakdown, '“maybe it wu 
the growing pains of becoming my­
self...maybe it wu me trying daperately 
to be someone I wun’t ... it wu a lot of 
garbage inside myself coming out

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"For damn near a year I w u on the 
edge all of the time. Terrible dreams, in- 
sonulia, just stark fear and terror of 
being alive in this ugly concrete jungle.

Afterwards Hasmilton plunged into his 
musk, and forged a solid popularity 
throughout Northern California.

ART TALK

In The Beginning
By LA W ANDA MURFEE

Have vou ever finished a "paint by number set." then felt like a child with a 
colonng book, filling in all those little shapes with recipe colon? All you did 
was match number to number almost like in a bingo game.

Perhaps (he picture did look good when you finished. But why not originate 
the painung yourself Why not learn to draw those shapes, then mix your own 
mixture of colon'’ It would not be too difficult, but it would require some 
time When you have completed the painting, it will be all yours, like notHIng 
else anyone did before. Absorbed in your work, the clock would have moved 
quickly around while you had forgotten time

That could be railed art. What is art. anyway? It is doii^ anything well, 
whether performing or visual It can be recognizable m subject or simply ar­
rangements of colon and textures; it can be lines with nothing definite. An 
ussemblage of lound materials arranged in a box. then painted, could be 
called art. or stationary or moving sculpture. The defimtion of visual art is as 
etu-sive as defining quality or good taste What may be art to one trained eye 
could be reprehensible to another.

Let s assume the art bug has bitten you. and you decide to ducipline your 
time, thoughts and efforts. After looking at displayed art. you decide you ran 
splash and splatter with immediate success It should be easy to paint a pear, 
or an abstract design.

Try It. You will change your mind, lor you have not yet pulled your ideas 
together to work with your hands and eyes.

THE BEST PLACE to begin your own art is in a drawing class, but you can 
teach yourself if you are a self-starter Drawing is one talent that can be devel­
oped with any material at hand, at no expense and at any time. Drawing is 
like plaving the piano. Everyday practice develops coordination. With persist­
ence comes dexterity and the assurance that helps you put on paper what you 
see and feel

With a soft pencil or pen and any kind of paper, try drawing the salt shaker 
on the table, a glass or ashtray, your left hand, or your loot propped on one 
knee Place your pencil for a starting point and. without lifting the instrument 
from the p a ^ ,  begin to draw the shape Avoid brushing strokes Make a con­
tinuous line.

Feet awkward'’ The lines appear stiff and distorted? Your eye following the 
outline of the object and your fingers attempting to record, are not yet coordi­
nated.

After hundreds oi attempts you vrill relax and improve You will want to 
draw everything you see Carry a small sketch book with you and draw at ev­
ery available moment This will be your personal record of progress Draw ev­
ery dav. "

It w u  just over a year ago that Atlantic Records re­
leased the debut album by a new group called Foreigner. 
Less than a year after its release, the LP eras platinum 
three times over and had yielded three chart-to^ng  hit 
singles, “Feels Like The First Time,'’ “Cold As Ice" and 
“Long, Long Way From Home." From mid-April through 
October of '77, Foreigner covered the U.S. in a virtual 
non-stop tour; and their hard work was conspicuously 
recognized in the year-end polls and awards — as they 
walked away with the number one spot in every major 
consunser and trade publication. Quite clearly. Foreigner 
had arrived, their fresh approach to rocfc'n'roD having ob­
viously struck a major nerve in the music-listening public.

Almost esactly a year after they had begun work on 
“Foreigner,” late ‘77 found the band In the studio once 
again as they started to put together the pieces of what is 
now “Double Vision” Six months in the truking, produc­
tion this time around w u  handled by Keith Olsen and 

(group members Mick Jo n u  and Ian McDonald. As be­
fore. Jones. McDonald and engineer Jimmy Douglau 
handled the mixing chores Decidrtly hard-ro^ng in ap­
proach. the LP also clearly marks a maturation and pro­
gression of the infectious Foreigner style — tight and in­
ventive arrangemenU, superlative vocals and a carefully 
textured, intense instrumental base 

In mid-March 1971, the group embarked on their exten­
sive “Around the World in 43 Days" tour, which included 
concerts and promotional stops in Japan, Hong Kong, 
Australia. Greece. Germany and England. Duplicating 
the initial stages of their U.S. succen, the gold records 
began to mount up around the world, with Australia set­
ting the pace The official opening of the journey came at 
the nussive California Jam II, before a crowd estimated 
at around 300,000 Returning to the concert stage for the 
first time in several months. Foreigner emerged trium­
phant, in the eyu  of fans and media alike.

The entire worldwide journey w u  termed an 
“ unprecedented" move for a new group, especially one 
which w u  still in its first yeu  of touring. But, not too 
surprisingly. Foreigner rose to the challenge with ova­
tion-generating shows from Tokyo to London. As an add­
ed bmus, the entire venture w u  filmed by noted cinema­
tographer Derek Bufbidge. Returning to their New York 
base of operations, the group only allowed themseivu a 
very brief break, and then it w u  back on the road again 
lor their 1978 U S tour, projected to extend nearly to the 
end of the year

. It was in early 1976 that guitarist Mick Jones began to 
organize the group that is now Foreigner. With the help 
of guitarist/multi-instrumentalist Ian McDonald and un­
der the guidance of their manager Bud Prager. the group 
began to grow. Keyboardist A1 Greenwood w u  the lin t 
reenut. soon to be joined by vocalist Lou Gramm, drum­
mer Dennis Elliott (the thud Brituheri and bassist 
Gagliardi. The resulting coalition w u  an unusual balance 
between various levels of expenence as well u  trans­
oceanic influences

Entering the studio in November 1976. four months lat­
er. the result sras “Foreigner " As the LP and Its first 
single. "Feeb Like The First Time.” were bulieting their 
way up the national charts. Foreigner hit the road m mid- 
April They weren't to come off the concert trail for any 
significam length of tune for over six months.

Deliberately mainUuiing a low profile in those early 
days. Foreigner wanted it to happen naturally — and hap­
pen it did RIAA gold LP certification came m May, just 
as their premiere tour hit Chicago for an SRO show at

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Campbell Now Riding High On ^Silver Horses^

Gary Camptall a c tiv ^  paitidpated in athletics while (rowing up in the 
m m H T en s  town of Matador. As he put it. “You had to play sports if you 
lived in Matador because we never even had enough men for backups." Rest 
asKircd there was no coercion, though. There w u . after all, a certain amount 
of glory in being a high school quarterback — and Campbell later used a de­
gree in physical education from West Tesas State University to pave the way 
for coaching positions in Abernathy, Sudan and Idalou.

So imagine my skepticism upon learning this former jock is now carving a 
future as an eiUertainer. Imagine the smug look on my face when told Camp­
bell's debut album, “SUver Horses," will hit the racks at local record outlets 
Monday.

It's not that I'm  prejudiced against singing football playen. It's just that I've 
yet to succeed in erasing horrid, nightmarish memories of Terry Bradshaw 
steppuig out of the pocket and into a recording booth, not to mention the rec­
ollection of a couple of Houston Oilers butchering “Luckenbach, Texas" dur­
ing a training camp party. And last but certainly not least, who h u  been lucky 
enough to forget O.J. Simpson serenading his new '49er teammates with “1 
Left My Heart In San Francisco.”

Talk about personal fouls! j
But C unpb!^  the playing field into the field of contemporary

m i ^ .  makcs tfe  s^ustihent weU. He's luckier than some in that a friend is 
investing financially in his future, a situation somewhat reminiscent of Tom 
Landry calling the plays for Roger Staubach. Campbell's investor helps call 
the shots and formulates the game plan, leaving the former quarterback free 
to concentrate solely on execution. Aggressive and self-motivating, optimistic 
without falling prey to overconfidence, Campbeil has capitalized on this op­
portunity to steadily progress as a musician.

Hb album, as a result, reveab a great amount of promise — which is more 
than one can say for most smgcrs who can neither r e ^  nor write music.

Eight of the 10 songs on “Silver Horses" were composed by Campbell, but 
he revealed. “1 don’t read or write musk. I either play into a tape recorder, or 
just keep playing the song over and over until I memorize it. Then 1 get soirt^ 
one to write it down. A girl named Cynthia over at (Don) Caldwell's studio 
wrote the charts for the first songs."

Already thinking in a commercial manner, he answered questions concern­
ing bis writing style with, “ Usually, I start with a melody and then try to think 
of a good hook line. I write the chorus first because, to me. that’s the most 
important part It's what people remember.”

H^added, "Writing for me comes in stretches. I may go six or eight months 
w i t ^ t  writii^ a song, then I may write two or three in one week. Most are 
songs I can relate to. They've happened to me, or to my friends. Like ‘Mama 
Sang A Song' is personal. And ‘Teddy Bear' (a sentimental love song for his 
daughter Jerri Ann) is also very personal."

What Campbell fails to mention is the admirable quality which lies in his 
sense of humor. “ I Forgot Your Name " is a humorous concept but 
“Matador,” on the album's second side, may be an even better example:

In the first place. CampbeH's folks tried to uiterest him in musk at an early 
age. “ 1 had to take puno iessons back in the third grade," he said. “I hated i t  
Really despised i t  I'd play by ear just enough to fake it. I think I had the 
teacher fooled. Don't know t ^ t  lor sure, but I'm  positive I at least had my 
parents looted "

His mother later p v e  him a ukeMe and Campbell's atUtude toward musk 
began to change. “1 really Iked i t "  he said. “1 went out and bought a tenor 
banjo and tuned M like a ukelele. Then I began to learn to play guitar by ear."

As a high school junior, he started singing part time with seven other Mata­
dor students. They called themselves The Sourdough Singen and earned a lew 
bucks playing Rotary Gub m eetinp and the like But though Gary's tong 
“Lonely Nightingale" earned a bit of radio airplay, bis cousin Richard Camp­
bell (who later won football honon at Texas Tech Univertity) was the star of 
the group. Graduation taw most of the Sourdough Singers leave Matador for 
unhrerslty life in Lubbock. .

Campbell recalled, “I started off at Tech majoring in agriculture, like ever­
yone ebe from Matador. But then I started getting interested in coaching." 
And so his career plans took s  tu rn — transferring to West ‘fexas State Univer­
sity and on to coaching at area high schools Until April of ItTS. At that point 
depressed and seeking a new future, be just “took off."

He finally wound up in Houston, a i m  and confused. He said. “I started 
playing guitar nxire seriously And the song I wrote when I arrived in Hous­
ton, Silver Horses.' was the first song I'd written in 10 years There w u  a

coffeehouse there called Sand Mountain. Janis Joplin and Jerry Jeff Walker 
had played there, so it had a lot of history. Anyway, the club had an 'open 
mike' night and I got up and sang my songs.

“The nunager liked me. and I got hired to keep singing "

ence of strangers, after spending yean in total control on the football field, he 
answered. “It w u  all brand new to me. performing u  a solo. I really didn’t

has nunaged to get both his tonsils and the record out — and the latter is an 
impressive product, thanks to pleasant lyrics, very able seukm men and fine 
arrangements by Lloyd Maines.

“Silver Horses" will get a big push in Lubbock this week, with Campbell 
saying, “We're going to try to get the album known in West Texas and then 
maybe, with the right song and the right promotion, someone (with a record 
label) in Los Angeles or Nuhville will pick me up.”

Mary. Now, however, he admits. “ I guess I call my musk country folk, or 
mavbe country pop. The record sounds more country than 1 am becauM

Now, at 32. he has made an album. 
"Read My Lips." on A&M He sang live 
for the first time in July, in Los Angeles, 
and is appearing in 13 American cities in 
Septembff and October.

"We tried to make it as varied an intro­
ductory album as possible," Curry says. 
“There is a wide range of musical stylM;
I couldn't bear to miss anything. I do 
rock 'n ' roll, heavy metal, a reggae ver­
sion of a Beatles' song, some blues, a 
bom-again Baptist hymn. ‘Wake Nkode- 
mus.' about a slave That has an arrange­
ment using bagpipes. For Irving Berlin's 
‘Harlem on my Mind.' I learned to do 
tricks with a top hat. and 1 learned to tap 
dance

"I think the muskal direction will be­
come more and more clear. In fact it's 
getting clear already — pretty much in 
the direction of rock 'n' roO."

The single released from “ Read My 
Lips" is “Birds of a Feather.” It's rock.

Curry decided he would devote this 
year to making musk. He spent the first 
couple of months in New York with ar­
ranger Michael Katnen, listening to 
songs, choosing ones to record and work­
ing on arrangements. Then he went to 
Toronto, where record producer Bob 
Ezrin has a studio, and cut the record.

“I don't think I can worry about wheth­
er or not a great acting part is going to 
come along while I'm  working on the re­

cord." Curry says “ I’ve wailed much too 
long to sing to wonder if any nice plays or 
films are coming up I've waited 10 years 
lor this It's lovely. I enjoyed performing 
in Los Angeles so much. I had a ball."

Curry was bom in England The family 
moved a lot because Curry's father, who 
died when he was 12, was a Methodist 
chaplain in the Navy. After his death, 

. ..Jilrs. Curry moved herself, her son and 
’^daughter to just outside London.

“ I got a d ^ ree  in drama and English at 
Birmingham University. At the time Bir­
mingham was one of two universities in 
England that gave a degree in drama, 
which is why I went there," Curry says.

He did two plays with the Royal Shae- 
kespeare Company in 1971 and '72: 
“After Haggerty" by David Mercer and 
Shakeseare's “Titus Andronkus."

“ I want to do more classkal theater, 
actually." he says. “ I'm sort of saving 
that up for a couple of yean. I'd like to 
play all of Shakespeare's fools."

He got into “The Rocky Horror Show," 
Curry recounts, because he was in the 
play at the Royal Court Theater when 
“Rocky Horror" was tro be the next of­
fering “ I just auditioned, went in and 
sang my song alid read the script.

“ I thought it was wonderful, terribly

funny. I also thought it would be a hit if 
we'did it right. It's very high energy and
jolly"

Curry says he likes being in musicals in 
general "N'o matter how awful you feel 
when you come in the stage door, you 
never go out the stage door feeling avrful. 
Sometimes you do with plays. Musk does 
change your mind "

Curry was in "The Rocky Honor 
Show" in London — where it's still run­
ning — for six months, then in Los Ange­
les for six months, then back to England 
to make a movie of it and then to New 
York “The critics didn’t like it on Broad­
way. It only lasted five or six weeks. I did 
a fairly athletk performance and in New 
York the theater was bigger, which I 
^ ink was a mism^e. y/e were running 
from cue to cue as opposed to walking."

Frank N. Furter sings several'songs in 
“ Rocky Honor," as well as acting. "J 
was the villain and sort of the hero as 
well, which was kind of nice.” Curry 
says. "I get zapped by a lasw and end up 
very dead "

“The Rocky Horror Picture Show" is 
screened at midnight on weekends regu­
larly in some 80 U.S. cities and fans go 
again and again. Curry says, “ I’ve been to 
wme. It has become an audience partici­

pation thing. They throw rice in the wed­
ding scene, and the audience has its own 
dialogue."

This summer. Ode Records pressed 23.- 
000 copies of the soundtrack with a dif­
ferent color picture of Curry pressed into 
the vinyl on each side. It sells for $15.(8.

“After Broadway, I went back to Eng­
land to do a film (or the BBC called 
‘Three Men on a Boat,’’’ Curry says. “It 
was a Victorian comk classk, adapted by 
Tom Stoppard. After that, he asked roe to 
be in 'Travesties,' whkh he wrote, and to 
come to America with i t  Curry played 
Tzara, a Dadaist poet and sculpt^.

“It was a wonderful way to come back 
to Broadway. Like falling off a horse, you 
should get right on again. I was in the 
flop and the hit of the same year on 
Broadway, 1975 — 'Rocky Horror’ in the 
spring and ‘Travesties' in the fall.

“After that I went back to England and 
was in a six-series TV show, co-produced 
by ABC, of the life of Shakespeare in

whkh I play Shakespeare from age 25 to 
52 ,1 don't get to dk  in it.

“Scholars haven't liked it much on the 
whole; they think it's too Uvely. I think 
it's very beautiful to look a t  I'm never 
particularly pleased with my own work. 
'Travesties' is what I'm  most pleased 
with.” '

Copyright was considered of such Im­
portance, even prior to our emergence as 
a nation, that our Constitution makes 
provision for H in Article I, Section 1  
Congress has the power “ to promote the 
progress of...useful Arts, by securing for 
limited times to authon...the esclusive 
rights to their repspective w ritii^ .’’ In 
ofhef words, the author, the cru to r is 
granted a right for a limited time for the 
(lurpose of promoting the Arts and not 
lor the sole benefit of the author. This 
was an extraordinary notion — the crea­
tion of a property r i ^ t  for the prime pur­
pose of.h«nefittiiig the public at Urge.

lit with our Constitution's re-
nowsisd ability to adapt to the natural 
ldw“S"change and growth. Congress re- 
(pnt^Trvised the copyright Uw that had 
bcegjffeffect from 1909 until New Year's 
I)a>3^this year. The reasons for this re­
vision are odious.

Over the intervening 69 years, the 1909 
Act had become outmoded, l^ e ly  be­
cause of the numerous technological adv­
ances which have profoundly affected 
ilgtually every class of copyrighted work 
The three b ^ c  arts — literary, visual

and aural, have all been affected funda­
mentally by such bmovattoM ae: Photo­
copying and now electroale petatlng; the 
ability to reproduce works of vienal art In 
color, both for the mass pobHcatioa and 
private use.

Accordii^ to spokesmen for Broadcast 
Music Inc., the world’s largest music li­
censing orpnUation, the aW ty  to deliv­
er music to a vast audience has probably 
undergone the most rathcal change. 
Broadcasting and now telecasting; re­
cording on cyilndets, then discs and now 
tapes; inclurion on movie sound tracks, 
the jukebox and electronic instruments 
— these are just a few of the technologi­
cal devdopmenU that outmoded the old 
Uw and made the pleasure of music 
avaiUble to a mass awhcnce.

These imtovations have all but dimi- 
nated disUnce as a factor and made it 
possible to hear classical, operatic, popu- 
Ur, folk, rock, country or gospd music 
35,000 fed  aloft in a plane or l.M n.fed 
underground in a coal m ine._____

As usual in making changes in the law. 
Congress may have been a ‘work horse' 
but was not a ‘race hone.’ It took more 
than 20 yean of study, public bearings 
and debate bdore the new federal copy­
right Uw was enacted and finally went in­
to dfect January 1 ,197S.

All this study and deliberation pro­
duced the Copyright Act of 1976 (Public 
Law 94-653) which U 61 pages in length 
and goes ipto evesy phaM of copyright 
protection.

Since tha creation and anjoyment of 
music has prottfsratad siaca UM, it is 
natural that this art taraa raealvad eoaai- 
derabie attenUon ia tha aaw law. How 
w il this affect the pubtte, tha paapla who 
write and make musie availabla such as 
the compoaan and puMtahars, as watt as 
those who profit bom  tha use of musie in 
th d r daily ocenpationat Hare a r t  soma 
e x a m ^  of groups who wUI ba afiaetad.

•  Schoota and coUago, which were 
formerly exempt, are aow raqairad to be 
licensed for use of eopyrighlsd malaiial 
except in purely teaching situBtlons.

•  Fraternal organisations and vatar- 
an's organizations, with their thousands 
of local dubs and lodges sprinkled across 
the country, must be l i c e o ^  for a varie­
ty of music uses.

•  Private dubs, induding country 
clubs, are no longer “private’’ insofar as 
their use of copyrighted music is con­
cerned and must now be licensed.

In general the licensing requbements 
for all uses of music are more daariy de­
fined and penalties for Inftingemcm are 
more stringent

Here is how the law tanplements the 
new requirements:

1 by expressly defining ‘perform’ and 
‘perform p u b li^ ’ more broadly than 
those terms had previously been con­
strued by the courts.

2 by diminating the 1900 law’s limita­
tion that the public performance roust be 
“ for profit"

“Don't worry, jazz players are Ike 
th a t” an office worker in the CBS build­
ing on Manhattan's West 52nd Street teUs 
a newsman waiting for an interview.

Moments later the serious-loatong jazz 
trumpeter arrives, explaining in a d ^ .  
steady voice that he and his manager 
were delayed while lunching at a mid­
town steakhouse.

Woody Shaw may sometimes be late 
for an appointment but his arrival as 
what Downbeat Magazine calls "one to 
today's leading contenders for the 
world's heavyweight trumpet crown" 
comes just in time.

“ I'm in my thirties now,” be says, lean­
ing back in his chair in the stark, naoder- 
nistic conference room. “ I want a hit jazz 
record and I think I've found musicians 
who can play it all ”

Those musicians — together in Shaw's 
new group, “Rosewood,” only since Nov­
ember — played it all with the 33-year- 
old trumptoer in a recent dub date at 
New York's Bottom Line nightclub and 
on the recent Columbia album that bears 
the group's name.

The chib appearance displeased Shaw. 
“ It's a rock club,”  he says disdainfully, 
adding that he prefers the intimate set­
tings to ja a  chibs Ike Manhattan's Vil­
lage Vanguard, which helped spawn the

careers to such ja a  greats as the latesax- 
, ophonist John Ctotrane and pianist 

McCoy Tyner.
Shaw's disdain (or rock extends to the 

way his quintet plays its musk — straigh­
taway, mainstream ja a  that doesn't re ^  
on the electric guitars and Moog synthes­
izers now favored by many contemporar­
ies striving for “ croaMver” airp l^  on 
rhythm-and-blues and pop radio stations 
as well as less-listened-to ja a  stations.

In a partial ploy (or croa o ver play, 
though. Rosewood baa remastered its 
sevenmiraite cut. "Every Time 1 See 
You." into a 45 tpm disc that runs about 
three minutro — a better length (or the 
pop stations.

"There's nothing wrong with an artist 
making money, but 1 think an artist 
shouldn't lose sight to what he’s really all 
about” he says. “ I know I could never be 
happy just going after a lot to money and 
putting out hits. But at the same tiirw. I'd  
like to get a piece to the action.”

“I'm out to prove that yon can play jazz 
and make money."

Many artisU in recent yean have piled 
up the cash while Ignoring the ja n  sound. 
Shaw says. “ I'm tired to bearing Cbuck 
Mangione." whose aBwm. 'T eels So 
Good." has cihnbed to the heights on re­
cord charts. “He doesn't play as good as I 
do .”

Formation Of *Joŷ  Duo Just Another
In Long Process Of Changes For Singer

When the Joy of Cooking was together 
— a rock band led by singer-guitarist Ter­
ry Garthwaite and singer-pianist Toni 
Brown, with three male musicians — 
fans shortened its name and called it the 
Joy.

now when Miss Garthwaite and Miss 
Brown work together they simply call 
their duo the Joy.

Lately thm’ve been pursuing slo car­
eers. Then Fantasy Records, in January
1977, made them an offer they liked. 
They could make an album together and 
each make a solo album, and take II 
months to do i t

So last spring they rehearsed and then 
cut an LP, “The Joy.” In December they 
made a brief performing tour to promote 
it Now they 're rehearsing again, each on 
her own this time, and this spring they'll 
each cot a solo LP. Then they 11 each tour 
solo.

Joy of Cookings music was described 
as "a  soft coontry lyric influence with a 
n i c ^  invigorating, keyboard-accentuat­
ed bhws-rock-jan instrumental shading.” 
Miss Brown wrote roost of the songs ^
Miss Garthwaite usually sang lead.

The hand made three albums for Capi­

tol. “The Joy of Cooking.” “Closer to the 
Ground " and “Castles,” and Miss Garth­
waite and Miss Brown made one under 
their two names in Nashville called 
“Cross Country.”

Miss Brown left the band in 1972, for a 
variety of reasons. She says, “ I was tired 
of being on the road in a meaningless 
way. I felt the places we were playing 
weren't helping us. I was not getting 
along with the manager at all and I was 
beginning to be disillusioned with the 
whole show baiiness thing.

“ i wanted to spend more time with my 
old man, who became my husband. I 
wanted to cool my head. I wanted to 
write. Elssentially I wanted to find out 
what 1 was about.

"Almost immediately I got offered a 
contract by MCA to miake a solo album. 
It took me totally by surprise. 1 decided 
to do it; I had a lot of material.

“The record came out in 1974. Then my 
son. Judy, was boro in 1975.”

Joy of Cooking made another album 
after Miss Brown left. Miss Garthwaite 
says, “Capitol didn't release i t  The con­
tract was up and I think they decided it 
would cost them a lot of money to renew. 
They would have to send us on the road 
and invest in promotion. And a vinyl 
.shortage was on at the tm e.

A good-natured baby, he 
goes on the road with her.

Miss Brown didn't start her solo career 
until her baby was 9 months old. “ I put a 
trio together and went out on my own 
and played. I never thought I would get 
to that point. In the Joy of Cooking I was 
a backup singer and keyboard player. 
Now I feel I am a part ol what we do to­
gether. I am out front now with Terry. 
And now I'm writing songs for me to 
sing.

"For me it has,been a long process of 
making changes in my life and being hap­
pier. Some people grow up faster than 
othen. 1 think it took me a long time to 
get rid of a lot of fears

"It took me a long time to meet my 
husband. I wanted that desperately. Hav­
ing Jody and all the things that have hap­
pened to me in the last five or six years 
have made me feel more complete as a 
person and made it possible lor me to ex­
perience more of myself. And put some 
order in my life.

"I want to be able to put what I am and 
what I have to say out there on a stage 
and I feel more relaxed about it now than 
I ever did before "

Miss Brown is a soprano and Miss 
Garthwaite has what one critic calb “ a 
tough, insinuating jazz-blues mezzo.” 
Miss Brown says, 'T've taken some sing­
ing lessons. Terry is a natural singer. I 
was n o t"

Miss Garthwaite says, 'T had to work, 
too.”

"Well," says .Miss Brown, “you didn't 
have to take stock of the fact you had 
three tem ble cracks in your voice. In­
stead of learning to worir around it. I 
want to try and get rid of it, which I ran 
do I m still not where I want to be but 
1 m getting there"

Miss Brown says Paul Simon and Ran­
dy Newman are the songwnters who cur­
rently influence her. “ I would like to 
work with studio musicians who have 
worked with Paul Simon and I've talked 
to a producer who has worked with those 
people

"I want to have input into my solo al­
bum. I want to. in a sense, co-produce it, 
although It won't be that officully.”

Miss Garthwaite says she'll pro^bly do 
some Billie Holiday tunes on her solo al­
bum and do about half the tunes she has 
written. She doesn't write many, often 
throwing away a song that's half written 
and doesn't seem promisuig.

She says. “ I write for myself and I can't 
imagine other people doing my songs. It's 
fine with me if they do. But my songs are 
pretty geared toward my own stylings. 
I m really voice oriented. A lot of times I 
just write for the voice, not even for the 
guitar."

Both women are in their 90s Mbs 
Brown says, “We're both sort of late 
bloomers I wanted to call my solo album 
‘Songs for Late Bloomen’ but MCA 
didn't think that would have wide enough 
appeal.”

They are all here, the crew that sat 
around the Round Table at New Y oit’s 
Hotel Algonquin 50 yean ago and toerod 
witty, barbed jibes at each other w er
lunch.

You meet Dorothy Parker, the saucy, 
troubled poet; writer-celebrity Robert 
Benchley; New Yorker magazine foun­
der Harolo Rost, Alexander WooUcott, 
wit and critic; newspapermen Franklui 
P Adams and Heywood Broun; play­
wrights Marc Connelly and George S. 
Kaufman.

This is a wefl-illustrated recollection of 
their antics, replete with anecdotes, but 
it is a curious one. It does not celebrate 
the Round Table luminaries; It criticizes 
their faults, neuroses and self-indulg­
ence.

But, in trying to debunk the legertd, 
James R. Gaines does not convince He 
wants to tear apart the Round Table's 
light-hearted image in literary folklore 
and show that thine figures dissipated 
their talents, inflated each other's repu­
tations. and wasted their potential as art- 
i.sts by succumbing to the siren Celebrity.

He leaves you wondering, though: Wer­
en't those times far different from ours, 
with far more lunelight showered on lit­
erary stars? Does Gaines expert talented 
people to have no neuroses — and no joie 
de vivre'’ And was the lightweight style 
of the Round Table, no matter what you 
think of it. not a good mirror to the 1920s 
in New York?

He has a point B u t ironically, it was 
said far better years ago by a Round Ta­
ble figure for whom he sh w s little sym­
pathy. Miss Parker

"People romanticize." she wrote. 
“These were no giants. Think of who was 
wTituig m those days — Lardner, Fitzgei^ 
aid. Faulkner, and Hemingway. Those 
were the real giants. The Round Table 
was just a lot of people telling jokes and 
telling each other how good they were."

Perhaps that's not artutry. But, you 
wonder, what's so terrible''

NATURAL SHOCKS By Richard 
Stern. Coward. McCann & Geoghegan. 
260 Pages $8 95

It's difficult to undentand why authors 
use foreqtn language phrases, references 
to little-known literary figures and nine- 
syllable words while creating a novel for 
the general public.

But that’s what happened in Richard 
Stern's craftsmanship of "Natural 
Shocks.” And because of it, the average 
reader probably will not be able to fully 
enjoy this novel.

It's like a tourist asking for a guide to a 
strange city and getting a set of engi­
neer's blueprints. Interesting if you are 
an engineer, but confusing if you are a 
treepruner.

'Natural Shocks” concerns a New 
York journalist who (1) lives near hb for­
mer wife and occasionally spies on her 
from a rooftop, (2) gets an assignment to 
do a piece he doesn't really want to, (3) 
has a lady friend visit on occasion, (41 de­
velops a meaningful attachment to a 
dying girl. l5i etc

It's a thin plot, or perhaps a series of 
thinner subplots, and apparently is sup­
posed to be one of those books tlu t force 
the reader to read between tlje lines and 
analyze what the author is supposed to 
REALLY be saying.and to find out what 
statement about society he is making 

Frankly, it's hardly worth the «<fort. 
Further, Stern cheats himself, and the 
reader, because he has-a skilled com­
mand of the English language and the tal­
ent to use It well — a talent above that 
which can be learned But it is misused 
here

It I'hronicles the doings of rascals, vil-

ist Russian exiles Iriim the Bolshevik rev­
olution

It Is a circus atmosphere worthy of Gra­
ham Green. Eric Ambler and Barbara 
turhman The Russian fascists were 
bloody, gaudy, tragic and ridirulous and 
author Stephan tells their tale so well 
that his book can make any vacation an 
adventure

The mam actor was Anastase Vonsi- 
atsky, a teen-age warrior against the rev­
olutionary Bolsheviks and, at 22, a hand­
some young fellow in Paris who charmed 
and married Connecticut heiress Marion 
Ream, 44 Together they made Russun 
fascism and, rather oddly, lived happily 
ever after.

Along the way you meet a Russian fas­
cist who was such a monster that, after 
one bloodbath in German-occupied War­
saw. he was too much for even the Gesta­
po. who shot him.

You will meet the Russian exile who 
had stuffed 500 Communist or suspect- 
Communist fellows into the flames of 
boilen of the Trans Siberian Express. , 

You will meet the ghastly Russian fas­
cists of manchuria who kidnaped, cut off 
ears, trmented and puppeted for their 
Japanese masters.

Vonsiatsky and fellows argued. He was 
not antiSemitic. Others were, with a 
vengeance. They called themselves fas- 
cisU chiefly because the SovieU had been 
calling all foes fascist and thus cUiming 
to be fascist would rally antiSmfiet Rus­
sians to them.

They needed an anthem, so VonsiatAy, 
In Thompson. Conn., recorded a Jan ver­
sion of Adolf Hitler’s Horst Wessel song. 
It was aH weird and made no lasting 
mark, just a small scar, on the htstory ol

They were dobmed to small potatoes be­
cause, as V.I. Lenen learned in Switaer- 
land, you must be home to make a  revo­
lution.

DANIEL WEBSTER By Irvii« H. 
Barlett. Norton, $12.95 

When Daniel Webster's ^year-old son 
died in Boston. Webster was iiiunersed in 
Washington pirfitics and consoled himself 
with the thought that bis presence would 
have made no difference.

His wife grieved alone in New England 
and Webster wrote a poem to describe 
his feelings, which be sent to his wife 
with a copy to friends.

The incident tells much of Webster's 
driving dedication to polities and the cool 
detaenment that was both his neatest 
strength and greatest weakness. A more 
feeling Daniel Webster might have been 
presidmt.

An overdose of detachment is the main 
difficulty also with this biography. It is 
well researched and written clMrly, but 
with all the emotion of New Hampshire 
granite

But no biography of such an imposing 
figure as Daniel Webster can lack for 
intriguing material. For 40 years in the 
first half of the 19th century, he was at 
center stage in Washington, makmg his 
reputation as an*orator, political leader 
and patriot.

By the 1920s his love of the Constitution 
and the Union was beginning to fix the 
image of Daniel Webster in the muids of 
the American people.

As Bartlett writes. "He became guardi­
an for the nation, defender of the Consti­
tution. preserver of the Union. By believ­
ing in him. thousands of Americans in­
side New England and out could contm- 
ue to believe in their own future and the 
future of their country."

Webster was seen as Godlike, and that 
was fatal for a politician with as many 
weaknes.ses as he had. He was the 
perennul presidential candidate who. 
like Harold Stassen of post World War II 
days, never really had a chance of being 
elected president.

Webster was a man who liked his liquor 
and was famous for his mismanagement 
of money, but he was the proper hero tor 
the citizens of a fledgling, shaky republic 
— "the aboriginal patriot, he helped 
multitudes discover their identity as 
AmerK-ans"

IQ 83 By Arthur Herzog. Simon St 
Schuster. 287 Pages $8 95^

Arthur Herzog is a speculist in a grim, 
and currently rather crowded, field — 
that of the djsaster novel.

Most of (ne fictions in this genre are 
rather run-of-the-mill things, except for 
Herzog's. What distinguishes his work 
from that of his competiton is the sheer 
audacity of his imagination 

It's really no big deal to make a story 
out of killer fires and gunt tidal waves, 
so Herzog takes a giant step beyond 

In "The Swarm." he alniiost wiped out 
mankind with killer bees. in 
"Earthsound " it was earthquakes in un­
expected places, and in "Heat," it was, of 
course, too much heat.

Now. in "IQ 83." Herzog afflicts his 
liong suffering — but durable — charac- 
ten  with "the stupid sickness." This 
means exactly what it says: mankind 
faces extinction because it is rapidly 
growing stupider and stupider.

How did this come about? According to 
Herzog, a group of scientists led by Dr. 
James Healey is seeking a virus that will 
alleviate mental retardation 

Unwittingly, one of the scientisb on the 
team becomes infected by the virus. 
Highly infectious now. he quickly passes 
the taint along, with the virus, not unex­
pectedly. nuking smart people dumb 
rather than doing what it was intended to 
do

With the collective IQ of society rapidly 
tumbling lower and Imrer, drastic mea­
sures are called lor if the race is to be 
saved Although his IQ is also falling — 
but not too rapidly — Healey plunges into 
frantic research to reverse the stupid 
sickness. Does he succeed? Herzog's an­
swer isn't altogether convincing.

But for those interested in escape liter­
ature — as well as scaring themselves — 
"IQ 83" isn't bad reading at all.

1066: THE YEAR OP THE CON­
QUEST. By David Howarth. Vikii«. 207 
Pages. $10 95.

In mkMctober, more than 9M yean 
ago, two great armies faced each other at 
Hastings. One was commanded by Eng­
land's King Harold. The other by Duke 
William of Normandy.

Then the invading Normans moved for­
ward. the battle was joined. When it was 
ended William's forces had won an amai- 
ing victory, a triumph that was to change 
the tide of British history.

While the date 1066 b  firmly fixed in 
the mind, the events leading np to the 
eventful Battle of Hastings v e  not so fa­
miliar. David Howarth has taken upon 
himself the job of putting the battle in its 
proper context and with "1066" be has 
succeeded beautifully.

In prose that b  both terse » d  yet more 
than adequate. Howarth dbtilb the 
events of the year 1066 into a historical 
mosaic that describes life as it was then 
for both the lower and upper classes. He 
telb with fact-filled detail what it was 
like to be a noMe and what it was like to 
be a farmer-villager. Holding together 
this fabric of what life was like long ago 
is Howarth's narration of the events that 
led to Hastings.

Drawing from a varTety of sources, 
Howarth explains th a ttp r^ M y  no one 
but William could have brought off the 
invasion successfully. Against all advice, 
but spurred by pride and the feeling that 
the throne of E n ^ n d  rightfully be­
longed to him. William recruited hb ar­
my and sailed for England. He landed at 
preebHy the right time. After waiting 
months for the threatened invasion, Har­
old's army had been forced to leave the 
site of the expected Norman landing and 
rush north to fight off another invasion 
by Norsemen.

While Harold's forces were engaged in 
the North, the Normans made an unop­
posed landing. Harold's forces, tired and 
worn, were forced to hurry back and 
fight a relatively fresh Norman army. 
Harold's men lost but. Howarth says, the 
beaten "won a victory in the end. They 
never became Norman; they remained 
most stubbornly English, absorbed the 
invaders and made of the m ature a new 
kind of Englishness."

Nash offers a welter of detail on Vatican 
procedure "^The struggle within the 
chu'trli between liberab and conserva­
tives and the building strength of con­
servatism are outlined — with an over­
simplified clarity allowed in fiction but 
seldom avaibble in life Add to that the 
complication of Charismatic Catholicism 
and its splinter groups heading toward 
heresy, and there's enough religious com­
plication for any layman.

Let's not leave sex out of this — or oth­
er ethnic groups Representing both b  
Nora Eisenstadt who had run away from 
America to Israel but winds up back 
home Father Michael Fam s M  left 
America for assignment in Rome, and 
now he returns, too.

Their paths cross, and that takes care 
of the sex element.

Violenre. too. plays a major role in 
“The Last Magic." as terronsb of un­
known design commit a series of atroci­
ties against priests around the world — 
including the murder by crucifUion of 
the leading candidate for the papacy.

Nash, whose most recent novel was 
"East Wind. R aia" keeps his story mov­
ing along and he juggles hb divergent 
plot elements with grace and agility to 
produce one of those long, engrossing 
noveb that keep the reader intrigued.

It's 
about a young sailor and a middle-aged 
woman whose lives touch briefly and 
then are pulled apart.

The other stories in thb book are equal­
ly memorable. O'Faolain followers will 
probably have read these tales before and 
ought to have a fine time doing so again. 
Those unfamiliar with O'Faotam's work 
could get no belter introductioa than by 
reading these 17 tales.

Right Around Home

^  by Ben Moffett
THIS SUMMER, some 2.000 baby Kemp’s Ridley tur­

tles. the size of silver dolUrs. hatrhH out at Padre Island 
National Seashore and headed for the waten of the Gulf of 
Mexico — beginning of a long and strange journey

For when they slipped into the warm waters of the Texas 
Gulf between Corpus Chnsti and Brownsville. TcKas. they 
hit a detour sign in the form of a net They were scooped 
UD by National Maiine Park Sevire biologists and taken to 
laboratones of the National Marine Fisheries Service in 
Galveston. Texas

At Galveston the young Ridleys will be raised for six 
months to a year and then returned te the Gull waten to 
spend all but a few houn of the rest of their bves.

Why are these hatchling turtles being raised in captivity 
dunng their fust year of life’’

IT’S PART OF A scientific project to try to save this 
species which is the most en d an g e^  of all sea turtles. At 
presenL the Ridley nests in large numbers only on a 
stretch of beach in Mexico called Rancho Nuevo And 
there the population of nesting females has been drastical­
ly reduced by egg poachen.

In the late 1940s as many as 40.000 female turtles were 
noted on the Rancho Nuevo beach in a single day In the 
recent past only about 2.000 appear in an entire nesting 
season, according to Roland Wauer, National Park Service 
scientist.

So Wauer and scientists from several agencies — the Na­
tional Park Service, the National Marine Fisheries Serv­
ice. the U S. Fish and Wildlife Service, the Coast Guard, 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department and the Govern­
ment of Mexico — put their heads together to try and fig­
ure out a way to save the Ridley from extinction.

THEY DEICIDED TO try to renew the Ranco Nuevo col­
ony in Mexico and. as insurance, establish a second colony 
at the protected national seashore in Texas, where the tur­
tle has nested in small numbers in the past 

At Rancho Nuevo, patrols were set up to protect the eggs 
from predators and humans. This summer some 90.000 
hatchlings were returned to the sea.

Scientist knew the turtles had to be imprinted or pro­
grammed to return to Padre Island. Thus the eggs given to 
the U S. by Mexico were allowed to hatch at Padre Island 
and the baby turtles then made the walk down to the 
beach and into the surf. This exercise hopefully helped the 
turtle decide that Padre Island Is their home.

Most of the baby turtles (all victim to predators early in 
life and the mother hen scientists weren't about to have 
their newly-impnMed turtles eaten That's the reason the 
turtles were taken to Galveston to grow until they are big 
enough to withstand marine predaton.

If all go as the scientists hope, visiton to Padre Island 
National Seashore may have a chance in a few years to see 
female Ridleys making their trek up the beach to laid eggs. 
The turtles never leave the water except to nest 

Meanwhile, activities such as camping, ssrimming. fish­
ing. sunbathing, shell coHecting and people watching will 
continue as usual at the barrier reef island which attracts 
nearly a million visitors a year.

BANGKOK. Thailand (AP) -  For the 
equivalent of a dollar, a music fan can 
pick up in Hong Kong or Singapore a tape 
cassette recording of the latest American 
top song hits that cost $6 to $7 in th^  ̂
United States.

It is the work of Asia's sound pirates, 
armed with modem reproducing equip­
ment and capable of flooding the maikets 
with cheap copies of the latest tunes long 
before the l^itim ate originals arrive 

-from abroad.
Experts meeting here last month in an 

effort to stop the piracy claim the sound 
pirates are chopping hundreds of millions 
of dollars from the profits of recording 
companies in the United States and West­
ern Europe.

“There are few ways to make money so 
quickly," says D.J. Young, an executive 
of the London-based International Feder­
ation of Producers of Phonograms and 
Videograms. "You need a few hundred 
dollars worth of equipment and your own 
bedroom, and you don’t have to pay roy­
alties to anyone.”

A survey by the International Federa­
tion indicates that roughly, and conserva­
tively, more than 92 million pirate re­
cordings — both tapes and discs — are re- 

'tailing for about $130 million a year in 
eight Asian countries: Thailand. Taiwan. 
South Korea. Singapore, the Philippines, 
Malaysia. Indonesia and Hong Kong.

The sound quality of the p ira t^  re­
cordings usually IS lower than the origi­
nal but sometimes it isn’t much lower.

The International Federation estimates 
that about 10 million pirated recordings 
are sold a year on the streets of Hong 
Kong and a substantial number also are 
exported. The federation says there are 
cases of Indian music being exported to 
India. Arab hits to the Middle East and 
American pop to Australia.

The Hong Kong Customs and Excise 
Department recently beefed up its anti­
piracy squad to 42 men, who are carrying 
out raids on pirate operations. ButYdung 
says it is tough to get to the top of puate 
organizations.

lie said in an mterview he was certain 
the Chinese Triads, secret societies often 
dealing in drugs and other enme, are in­
volved at the top of the pirate pyramid.

Contacts in the United States and Eu­
rope. Young explained, will quickly dis­
patch new releases to Hong Kong, nor­
mally picking off the top 20 to 40 hits A 
good pirate often will beat a legitimate 
distributor into the Hong Kong market. A 
sloucher may be a few hours behind on 
the streets with his cut-price version. Lo­
ral produrehong Kong's thriving musical 
life suffer the same fate

Equipment for reproducing cassettes 
come to about $10,000, which Young esti­
mates IS equal to a pirate's monthly gross 
profit.

High-speed dupheatorj' take two to

three minutes to reproduce both sides of 
a cassette simultaneously.

The meeting here last month was one 
of a series of worldwide efforts to expLiin 
the dangers faced by performen and 
producers from nnass. dif(icult-to-regu- 
late media technology, and to convince 
more nations of the n ^  for internation­
al legi.slation to discourage piracy. So far 
only 20 countries have signed the rele­
vant 1961 Rome Convention and 26 the 
1971 Geneva Convention.

“It's hard to convince countries where 
little is produced locally to join the 
pactsv" says Peter Banki of Australia's 
International Literary and Artistic Asso­
ciation. “They have no incentive. They 
have no worry about 0100* stuff being 
ripped off overseas."

There is abo a feeling in some quarters 
of Asia, another export said, that the big 
international companies in the United 
States and Europe are exploiting their 
market with high-priced products and 
that this justifies piracy. Cheap cassettes 
and records bring pleasure, and maybe 
education, to the masses, the argument
goes.

HOLLYWOOD (UPI) -  Sean Connery 
hasn t  yet said whether he will take an­
other turn as James Bond. But the form­
er screen 007 shares writing credit on a 
new scripL "James Bond of the Secret 
Service,” to be produced by Kevin 
McClory for Paramount Pictures.

McClory, who produced the 1965 Bond 
feature “ IliunderbaH" starring Connery, 
said shooting would start next spnng 
from a script written by himself, Connery 
and novelut Len Deighton.

Connery origiruted the James Bond 
screen character with "Dr. No" in 1962, 
but after “ Diamonds Are Forever" in 
1971 yielded the role to Roger Moore. 
Moore has since completed three fea­
tures about the invincible British secret 
agent and has started his fourth.

McCloty't right to film a Bond feature 
had been contested by Albert Broccoli 
and Harry Saltzman, producers of most 
of the 11 pictures Inspired by noveb of 
the late Ian Fleming McClory successful­
ly argued his “ThunderbaH" contract en­
titled him to remake that picture alter 10 
years.

Improved Housing

THERE ARE THREE bask, normal postures that the huitun body assumes 
— horizontal for maximurA rest and sleep, seated for partial rest and many 
work activitias, and vertkal for standing, walking and running. While about 
eight houn per day are spent sleeping the remaimng sixteen waking houn are 
probably divided about evenly between seated and vertical postures. One might 
say that a person's life is spent 1/3 in bed, 1/3 sitting and the other 1/3 on foot. 
Although an equally strong case could be made for having functionally designed 
mattresses, chairs and shoes, what concerns us here is seating.

Style and fashion have long been deterrents to “ sensible” or functional de­
sign. Most would agree that a firm mattress is the right way to go. but it is cer- 

. tamly true that in many purchases of shoes, fashion decrees what shall be worn 
and comfort is only hoped for. The same is true of the living room sofa The 
buyer knows what is wanted in terms of style and all other considerations are 
secondary. One of the few situations in which style is of Uttle importance is in 
the design of military equipment and combat vehkles.

With the rapid advance of technology that took place toward the end of the 
19th century. World War I provided the first challenge to military equipment 
designen for placing men in complex war machines. Up until that time the 
horse had constituted the oidy means of transportation and providing a saddle, 
the design of whkh had not changed in a thousand yean, was no problem.

ALL THIS EXPERIENCE was of little value, though, when man had to be 
ntted to airplanes, armored tanks and other newly contrived automotive vehi­
cles. An essential part of this fitting was the b o ^  support structure or seat. 
Thus, for the first time, totally functional seat design problems had to be 
solved. In order to do this, more detailed information on the sizes of the avia­
tors. soldien and sa ik n  who would (ly, drive or operate these new machines 
was needed.

With this information it was possible to “engineer” the seat depth, bark sup­
port height, etc. into the cockpit or cab so that the operator could work with the 
instruments and control mechanisms of the machine.

Since then this "fitting" of men to machines has become known as “ human 
engineering" and the organized body of knowledge concerning the sizes of peo­
ple as “ anthropometries.”

Anthropometries and human engineenng played an even more important role 
in developing the combat equipment (or World War II and no manned space 
flight would even be considered without the specialists who analyze the needs 
of cosmonauts and fit them into space vehkles.

The application of anthropometric and other human engineering information 
to non-military uses has been moving slowly over the last suty or so years Pas­
senger seats for various forms of tra n sp ^  vehkles, with the exception of 
trams, were first to receive the attention of human engineers

The family sedan has inherited the bucket seat that was devised (or the pur­
pose of keepin grace and sports car drivers from sliding around For many years 
office workers have been experiencing steady improvement in the design of sec­
retarial and executive type seating and most of the recently built auditonums 
and theaters have seats that are far better than anything typically found in front 
of the home TV set.

SEATING FOR THE home, then, is the last refuge of style first, function sec­
ond. Actually, there is no real reason why style has to overrule good body sup­
port in the d^ign of residential toonge seating.

There are only a few constraints that need to be considered in seating design 
in order to make any style functmnal without affecting its proportions or detail­
ing Two of these are the height and depth of the seat. Except for the seven foot 
tall basketball player, there is no need for the seat of any chair or. sofa to be 
more than 16" high and 20" deep from front edge to back support 

Anything more than this will force shorter people to either slourh to use the 
back rest or sit with their back supported but with their feet not on the door. It 
is'easier for the tall person to sit in a seat designed for small person than the 
other way around, yet most of the seating pieces in furniture stores have a seat 
depth of 24 inches or more. ^  _

Another problem is that the seat cushion is much too thkk and soft. As is the 
case with the mattress, seat cushions should be firm A good test for the proper 
firmness is to press on the seat simultaneously with two bent fingers. Ilie  de­
pression in the surface should not be more than abom fWoiinchcs In order to 
understand the reasoning behind this, one must know something about ischial 
tuberosiUes.

ISCHIAL TUBEROSITIES, the two bony protuberances at the base of the hu­
man pelvis, seem to have been put there (or the purpose of supporting the 
weight of the upper body while in a seated position They are easily found on 
one's own anatomy by sitting on a hard surface and slowly rocking from left to 
right It is quite apparent that there are two fairly small pressure areas that 
bear most of the weight

Bicycle seats arork as well as they do because these pressure points are only 
four inches apart. This area should bear most of the weight so that no pressure 
is exerted on any of the muscle areas of the buttocks or thighs But, while some 
padding will add to the comfort of a chair, a hard wood or plastk surface is 
quite satisfactory (or seated activities of relatively short duration

Even for longer periods, however, Uttle additional softness is desirable or the 
ischial pressure points will sink too far into the surface of the padding and pres­
sure points wiU be placed on muscle tissue. When this happens, the large blood 
vessels leading to the lower legs are squeezed and an unhealthy condition in­
volving blood starvation is created.

The best exaim|k of thb blood starvatioo is the “dead” leg that results from 
sitting too lo n p R th e  worst seat in the house, the toilet seat. This is a seat in 
which all the pressure points are in the wrong places The ischial tuberosities 
actually fall through the hole and the total weight of the trunk of the body is on 
muscle tissue Almost everyone has experienced the feeing of numbness that 
results from the restricted blood flow.

A very similar thing happens when a person sits on too much padding, whkh 
is typical of today's overstuffed Uving room furniture. The business person is 
much better off sitting most of the svotking day on firmly padded office chairs 
than be or she is at home that night on the Uving room soifa.

* There are two essential messages in all this: f in t  the well informed consum­
er of home furnishings sliould know something about human engineering, and 
second, a message for the manufacturer of home furnishings, “Try doing what 

-the automobile companies have done for years, engineer underneath where it 
doesn't show and then style the outside where H does."

Inflation is too much money chasing 
too few goods. There are only two ways 
to reduce it: (1) Cut back on the produc­
tion of new money, which Is controlled 
by government; (2) Produce more goods 
and services more efficiently.

When prices can't change to reflect 
changes in supply and demand, shortages 
develop. Whm the market can't ration 
supplies by price, it will ration them by 
some other method: Long lines, 
“ influence,” bribery, black markets.

What M ueller is talking about is the im- 
compatibility of the AM mode of trans­
mission and single sideband.

Con­
versely. when a sidebander comes on an 
AM channel, the AMer hears a chopped 
sort of “ monke] chatter" that obliterates 
all but the strongest signal.

Up until recently, the problem of im- 
compatibillty was caused prinurily by 
money-hungry CB manufacturers, who 
tried to hype sales of their more expen­
sive sideband sets by claiming they had 
120 channels

Such advertising, loosely based on the 
technical fart that the 40 AM channels 
added to the 40 upper sideband and 40 
lower sideband channels come to 120. 
sounded good to the naive. In truth, a 
i-hannel is a channel and only one mode 
of transmission at a time will be heard.

Rut sideband is immensely superior to 
AM. Not only Is it clear, it Is more power­
ful. less apt to bleed across adjacent 
channels arid cuts through the normal CB 
noise more efficiently.

HF International claims that its mem­
bership is expanding by some 3.000 con­
verts a month and that it was forced to 
lead the drive for sideband expansion by 
tens of thousands of sidebanders frustrat­
ed in finding enough airwave room.

Up until now. sidebandera and AMers 
have had a sort of "gentlemen's agree­
ment" that saw AMers operate on every­
thing but .channels 16 and 36-40. But such 
agreements are only as good as the 
•gentlemen" who follow them. AMen 
and sidebanders have been at each oth­
er's throats for yean

Now. writh more and more sidebanden 
toining the ranks. Ihe airwave static has 
become severe.

“We simply need 10 channels," ays 
Mueller. "Ther» is just not ertough room 
for sideband in the lop five channris."

The PCC has steered away from the 
viMHwversy. refusing to officially allocate 
sideband-eoiy channels. The closest the 
i-ommission has come is in endorsing the 
greater use of sideband

Amateur radio operators discovered 
sideband about a decade ago. Today.it u  
almost impossible to ftnd an AM signal 
on the ham bands.

On the average, sideband signals have a 
range of abouj 35 miles, base-to-base, 
compared to nuybe half that with an aM 
rig. Fifty-mile sideband contacts are rou­
tine. with good antenna systems. Even In 
mobile u.se. sideband is vastly superior to 
AM. rutting through ignition noise like a 
hot knife in butter

In fact, sideband is about the only area 
of CB that is showing signs of growth 
While sales of AM sets have slack^ from 
the feverish pace of a year or so ago, SSB

Inflation—Public Enemy No. 1
IT IS NO accident that most Americans to­

day put Inflation at the top of their “worry 
list” when approached by the poll takers 

The rution’s economy, along with national 
security, in the final analysis is something 
which reaches out and touches each and ev­
ery person, man, woman, child every day m 
some way.

Whether it’s a new home or car or a p i ^  
of bubble gum or a 20-cent bar of candy for 
the youngsters,- the ever increasing cost of 
living rates as the No. One headache.

«AS THE YEIAR started, not only President 
Carter and his White House advisen but 
some of the economic experts were forecast­
ing a slowdown in both the economy and in­
flation. About six percent was the figure of­
ten mentioned.

They vrere partially right. The economy 
has slowed slightly. But. inflation has gal­
loped on unabated, alternating just below to 
above 10 per cent

And while double digit inflation may be a 
four-letter word, not only to the White 
House and economists, it is doubly so for 
millions of wage earners Unfortunately, no 
quick solution is in sight 

With that bad news comes perhaps the 
good news, if you can stretch things a bii 

In an assessment of the economic outlook 
for the next IS to 24 months, a former eco­
nomic adviser to the President says things 
won’t change much The outlook, P r^  
Lawrence R. Klein, who served as the prin­
cipal economic brain in the Carter cam­
paign. says is “ blah ’’

The encouraging thing, he says, is that de­
spite “ no quick solutions.” nor easy ones we 
might add. he and othen see no major re­
cession in the immediate offing

OTHERS ARE.NT so sure, on this point, 
however

The buying boom in some areas seems to 
be levelling off. which if not taken to the ex­
treme, could help tone down demand for 
consumer goods and bring about a lowenng 
of prKes

Ironically, there are indications that some 
buying, especially of autos, applunces and 
such may have biwn fueled by the fear that 
prices on such items would go up And there 
are those who claim that some firms have 
hiked prices m anticipation of some sort of 
government wage and price controls.

Although there are skeptics, administra­
tion sources still maintain that Mr Carter 
does not plan to implement any such manda­
tory guidelines

IN THE MEANTIME, efforis of a sort are 
being made at several levels to get a handle 
on the inflation monster 

Congress is still wrestling with two major 
'acton, a workable energy progran.—which 
at the moment some say will increase rather

This same Congress, and others like it in 
the past, brought about much of the prob­
lem by spending the people’s tax money on 
programs which only fuel inflation and re­
ward many people for contributing nothing 
whatsoever to the nation’s gross national 
product.

Everything fgom a mishandled Welfare 
program to the Postal Service can be cited 
as prime examples

BY NOW, IT is obvious that the fight on 
Inflation will not be over in the immediate - 
future

With that in mind, both business and con­
sumers must start taking a new hard look at 
how they live, how they earn their money, 
how they spend it

In an address to top officials of Texas In­
struments industry and Lubbock guests this 
past week, Mark Shepherd, chairman of the 
board of TI. warned; “ Inflation is expected 
to remain at relatively high levels, creating 
far-reaching impacts on all labor product, 
service and financial markets “

Noting that the current rate of inflation is 
at least twice as high as the postwar aver­
age, Shepherd offer^  this chilling observa­
tion: “For young people starting their car­
eers today at 25, and retiring in 45 years at 
70, a 6 percent inflation means that a dollar 
they have today will be worth less than one 
dime when they retire ’’

WE HAVE SAID it before, and it bears re­
peating

The American people, yes even those in 
the developing Third World nations, must 
recognize two facts of economic life:

1. They cannot continue to demand ever- 
increasing services, and in the case of public 
employes at whatever level, more and more 
wages and benefits without boosting govern­
ment spending—a prime factor in inflation

2. Tax revolts notwithstanding, unless the 
nation's voten choose people for public off­
ice who are committed to run the govern­
ment. at all levels, like a good business, then 
all the talk, political demagoguery and pious 
breast-beating—by local taxpayen or Con­
gressmen—will mean nothing

It’s still not too late to find out what the 
candidates—from those seeking local Legis­
lative posts to Governor and Senator—think 
about how this nation should be run Then 
vote accordingly

In the meantime, more prudent planning 
and expenditure of family wages, more pro­
tests to the White House on federal spend­
ing. not demands for favors, and hopefully 
an effort on the part of business and indus­
try to hold down prices will help ease the in­
flation crunch. The alternative is more of 
what we already have too much of

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Rainmaking Efforts Organized
HARRISBURG. IH. (UPI) -  Cloud 

watrhinR h u  become a favorite pastime 
of the embattled farmers of Saline and 
('1.1113110 counties but they haven't seen 
many rainbows.

For most, their stunted, drought- 
stricken crops are withering in the fields 
of southern Illinois where a feast of 
snow last winter was followed by a rain­
fall famine.

In an eleventh-hour effort to coax rain­
drops from nature, some farmen 
chipped in for a 30-day weather modifi­
cation.

As one Gallatin County observer at 
Shawneetown put it. "It's  probably the 
first rainmaking effort in this area since 
the Shawnee Indians used to do their 
ram dance." And the last of the Shaw- 
nces left the area some 150 yean ago 

Farmers, banks, agribusinesses and 
other farm related enterprises banded 
together as Southeastern Rain. Inc., and 
collected $52,700 for a contract with At­
mospherics. Inc., of Fresno. Calif 

For the most part, results were spotty 
An unexpected weather front m ov^ 
through Aug. 25 and most of the area re­
ceived only .7-inch of rainfall.

Cecil Church, vice chairman of South­
eastern Rain, said the cloud-seeding ap­
parently helped but he was critical of an 
Illinois regulation that halted operations 
\vhen the buildup of clouds exceeded 
Wt 000 feet

‘We are -becoming more disgusted, 
but not with Atmospherics. Inc., be- 
lause they just haven't had the clouds to 
work w ith ,' said Church, who has 
f irmed for 38 years

"It's been sort of a wierd experience 
It's sort of like there is an anti-magnetic 
field up th e ^  keeping the clouds away 
from these tw-o counties.'"

The drought of 1978. Church said, "to 
the be>,f of mv memory is worse than 
the one in ‘TS.'W when I was in high 
school If we farmed now the way we 
did then, we'd already have been wiped 
out "

Church farms 900 acres east of Hanis- 
Inirg — 550 in com and 350 in soybeans 

On two-thirds of my com. 1 think I'll 
have 75 bushels per acre where I should 
h.ive a 150 bushel yield." Church said 
On the other one-third. I'll probably 

pet 25 to 30 bushels where 1 normally 
w iHild get 100 bushels.

For soybeans, he expects a yield range 
of 30 to 50 percent, depending on late 
rains

We are ama/ed how the crops have 
hung on as well as they have. ' he said 

Corn roots are down from 5 to 8 feet in 
-omc arca.s The pastures are as bare as 
tilacktop and farmers have been feeding 
h.iv lor SIX wi-eks

The streams and creeks are begin 
nine to stagnate This is going to have 
some env ironmental effects 

Iromiiilh he said, many farmers in 
the two-county area affected by the 
drought' were hit by a gram el^ator 
tiankrufilcv earlier this year in which 
losses were about $4 5 million.

Some areas of these counties have 
h.ad less than 4 inches of rain since the 
s.Tow melted It's been 8 to 10 weeks 
simv some farmers have mowed their 
lawns I ve only mowed three times and 
normallv it s a once-a-week job "

Church said farmers in McLean Coun­
tv in the RInomingtpn-Nonnal area tried 
(loudsfeding two yean in a row and 
were so impressed with results they plan 
to bring the rainmaken back next year 
Atmospherics conducted both operatons 
Southi-astem Ram will hold a series of 
meetings early next year, he said, before

a final decision is made on another 
weather modification effort.

“I feel I have learned enough about 
weather modification that I've about got 
my money's worth. It's been a short 
course in meteorology for me.

"You'll find that* the ones who talk 
against it the most are the ones who 
know the least about it."

At the Harrisburg-Raleigh Airport, the
four-man weather modification c r ^  of 
Atmospherics. Inc., maintained an 
around-the-clock vigil for clouds that 
would bring a cloudseeding scramble in 
two white and blue twin-engine aircraft 
— a 169 horsepower Piper Comanche 
and a 300 horsepower Piper Aztec.

The crew, including a meteorologist, a 
radarman and two pilots, had radar 
scopes in a trailer to give them a bird's 
eye view of clouds within a 250 mile rad­
ius ahd show their vertical height.

Richard Jordison. 28. a native of the 
MurphysboroCarbondale area, and a 
graduate of Parks Air College in East St. 
Louis with a bachelor of science degree 
in meteorology, headed the crew. Jordi­
son worked on the California drought 
last winter and once did hail suppression 
work in the Po Valley of Italy.

"There's a great deal of luck in­
volved." he said. "We don't make the 
clouds We can influence the rate of 
growth and the area of growth of 
clouds '■
In the first 20 days of the contract, the 

group made 17 cloud-seeding Rights dur­
ing six days of seeding work with silver 
iodide

The more powerful Piper Aztec was 
used lor penetration seeding in which 
canisters of burning silver iodide are 
dropped into the cloud providing nuclei 
around which cloud droplets form The 
Piper Comanche was used for cloud 
ba.se seeding which relies on updrafts to 
carry the particles of silver iodide into 
the cloud.

Dry ice is sometimes used, Jordison 
said, and there has been some work with 
urea in the tropics.

The seeding starts when the potential 
raincloud is 20 minutes upwind from the 
target area and stops 20 minutes before 
the cloud reaches the other border 

' On rain, you ran look from a 20 to 25 
percent increa.se over normal." Jordison 
said And in hail suppression you can 
expect from 70 to 90 percent rtxfm’tion 
in damage. "

There is no pollution to spe.ak of.* 
vaid Jordison of the release of silver io­

"The storm we had seeded drifted to­
wards us." said Keith. It ended with a 
near ceiling zero landing at the airport.

.lordison said Illinois regulations on 
weather modification are as tough as 
they come — "tougher than necessary is 
my belief.

"Of course you have to have regula­

tions. but the ones in Illinois have cost 
the farmers on this project an extra $10.- 
000. We were required to have an extra 
pilot and an extra radarman because of 
all the data Illinois requires. And nor- 
mallly we provide plenty of data."

The target area for the project includ­
ed 600 square miles and Illinois regula­
tions require one pilot lor each 500 
square miles. "We have talked to our 
state representative" about the regula­
tions. Church said.

Richard Semonin. assistant chief of 
the atmospheric science section ol the 
Illinois State Water Survey at the Uni­
versity of Illinois, defended state bw i 
and regulations on weather modification 
saying that data over an extended period 
is needed to determine the effectiveness 
of the work. Illinois is among more than 
30 states which have weather modifica­
tion laws. he said.

"Illinois has a model law." he said. 
"Indiana and Minnesota have leaned 
very heavily on the Illinois law in devel­
oping their own "

Semonin said weather modification ef­
forts in Illinois in modem times date 
back to the early 1950s.

Once, he said, farmers near Royal 
didn't have enough money to finance a 
silver iodide seeding program so they 
look up water in 50 gallon dniijis in air­
planes. They dumped the water through 
the clouds "without much success as one 
of them put it." he said.

One county, he said, had a weather 
modification program in the mid-1960s 
which had been under way about a week 
when a drought broke.

As for the prime reason behind the 
slate's tough regulation. Semonin said: 
"We just don't want any people driving 
around Illinois in pickup trucks with 
black smoke coming out of purple boxes 
and saying they will make it rain." ^

Texas' lamb crop for 1978 is estimated at 1,242,000 head, a decrease of 14 per­
cent from 1977,

The Jan. 1 number of breeding ewes one year old and over was 3 percent be­
low the previous year, while the lambing percentage for 1978 (lamb crop per 100 
ewes one year old and over on Jan. 1), at 69 percent is 9 percentage points below 
a year earlier. Poor winter grazing conditions and unfavorable conception rates 
reduced this year's crop.

Wool shorn and to be shorn in Texas during 1978 is estimated at 18,500,000 
pounds, grease basis, 12 percent below 1977, The number of sheep and lambs 
shorn and to be shorn is estimated at 2,700,000, 8 percent less than in 1977. 
Fleece weight it estimated to average 6 9 pounds, compared with 7.2 pounds 
the previous year. v

THE 1978 U.S LAMB CROP was estimated at 8 02 million head, a 7 percent 
decline from 1977. On Jan. 1. the inventory of breeding ewes one year old and 
older totaled 1.54 million head, 4 percent less than a year earlier The 1978 
lambing rate was 94, compared with 97 in 1977. This year's lambing rate was the 
lowest since 1969 due to the effects of prolonged cold weather.

Nationally, wool shorn and to be shorn during 1978 is estimated at 100 million 
pounds, grease basis, 6 percent less than in 1977. The number of sheep and 
lambs shorn and to be shorn is estimated at 12 6 million head, a 5 percent dec­
line from last year. The average fleece weight lor 1978 is 7.99 pounds compared 
with 8.11 pounds in 1977.

This along with increased consumption of mutton in the eastern United States 
makes sh e ^  production favorable for the future.

Richard J Crom. a USDA livestock 
cconomi.st. confirmed that the new re­
port's cattle figures are "the latest avail- 
able"through the first quarter of next 
year

Cattle prices rose almost steadily 
Ihrough most of (he first halt of 1978. av­
eraging the year's peak of $55 10 in the 
second quarter before dropping to the 
estimated range of $53 to $55 in the 
third

Department experts also are putting 
together a new analysis of the nation's 
cattle cycle and the factors affecting Its 
lung-awaited growth or build up stage 
following lour years o( liquidation and 
herdeulting Tfiis report is supposed to 
be ready m . another week or so, Crom 
said

Meanwhile, there have been no solid 
indications that farmers and ranchers 
have begun to rebuild herds on a signifi­
cant scale. The cattle inventory was a 
peak of 132 million head on Jan. I, 1975, 
and was trimmed to 116 3 million by last 
Jan. 1.

Department experts say that producers 
are contimiing to cull herds this year 
and that the im-entory could be down to 
MO million to 112 million head by Jan I,

The National Cattlemen's Association 
says that cow numbers — the main indi- 
caton of future beef supplies — proba­
bly will not begin to increase until next 
spring, and then slowly.

Thus, the association says, it will be 
1980-82 before there will be much expan­
sion of breeding herds.

The USDA report rates the storage 

space both on and off farms for all 
stales The report is the result ol a sur­
vey conducted by two USDA agencies, 
the Agrinillural Stabilizatin and Conser­
vation Sen’ice. which gathered data on 
on-farm storage, and the Economics. 
Statistics and Cooperataivc Service 
which joined the ASCS in measuring 
commercial facilities.

It may be that this survey is the most 
comprehensive ever made on American 
gram storage facilities Figures long 
have been available on commercial stor­
age. but some states through their crop 
reporting services never otticially count­
ed on-farm storage space.

Last year, the Kansas City Board of 
Trade made a rough estimate that total 
storage (aniitics exceeded 14 billion 
bushels. This estimate was arrived at 
with some simple logic The total har 
vest on alt gram crops in the U S last 
year was in excess of M billion bushels 
The carry-osers on all grams amounted 
to nvire than 3 billion bushels Since 
storage space was found last year lor all 
gram, then there must have been a ra­
pacity in excess ot 14 billion 

A huge amount of on (arm storage 
space has been added in the last year or 
two The new report says that 6 ^  mil­
lion bushels of bin space has been built 
by farmers since the beginning ot 1977 
under the government's farm storage fa­
cility loan program

Another report from Washington says 
the oo-tarm loan program lor (arm stor­
age currently is running more than dou­
ble that in any full year since the pro­
gram begin in i949

Bob Bwgiand. secretary of agriculture, 
said the amount of money lent to farm­
ers in the first nine months ot fiscal 1978 
equaled more than one-third ^o( the 
amount lent dunng the first 29 yean of 
the program.

Under this program, ejigible producers 
may borrow up to 85 perrent of the cost 
of and installing storage (acilities and 
drying equipment. The most recent pro­
gram change authorized loans for struc­
tures to store high-moisture forage and 
silage and lor remodeling existing stor­
age facilities to increase capacity and ef­
ficiency

Until recently or until the new report 
was issued. Kansas generally was rated 
tin t in gram storage capacity in the 
United States with Texas second and Illi­
nois third Kan.sas still leads in commer­
cial storage, but Iowa now takes the first 
position for total capacity because ot a 
large figure on on-farm bins Illinois 
now IS second in total storage. Minneso­
ta third. Nebraska fourth. Kansas (iflh 
and Texas sixth.

America's grain storage rapacity plays 
a tremendously important role in the na­
tion's economy. It is. of course, impor­
tant for the farmer to get his grain un­
der a roof and protected from the 
weather Ample storage space permits 
the farmer to choose when to sell-ex- 
cept in rare instances, he un't forced to 
dump the gram on the market because 
he has no other place (o put It 

The American marketing system 
which includes trading in futures could 
not (unction without adequate storage 
facilities.

As everyone knows, a major portion of 
U.S. gram production each year is ex­
ported. Overseas buyen could not possi­
bly take all their needs at one time— 
they lack the storage space So, the fact 
that the U.S. has the grain in storage 
makes it possible for importers to make 
their purchases as needed

As a youngster growing up near Roaring 
Springs. John Hunter watched that area's 
(ultivated land as it suffered greatly from 
wind erosion.

' f remember thinking some of the 
(Topland there should be reseeded to na­
tive grasses as a guard against wind ero­
sion." Hunter, now an associate profes­
sor of range management at Texas Tech, 
admitted.

In 1972. Hunter began a range manage­
ment program on 420 acres he owns near 
Spur. “I have a combination of range 
management and wildlife management." 
he added.

lU>cause manv farmers and ranchers to­
day are deriving an income from hunting 
leases. Hunter .suggested that the wildlife 
population should bo considered when 
l.ind improvements are made 

"A person can receive as much money 
from the wildlife as he docs from cattle 
sometimes." Hunter said. "I think more 
people are practicing range conservation 
now than they did several years ago."

The acreage near Spur was all brush 
when Hunter initiated the range conser­
vation program. Hunter's plan consisted 
of clearing 200 acres with a tree dozer, 
root plowing 50 acres, converting 30 pre- 
Moiislv cultivated acres to grass and 
building 3 miles of fence to create sepa- 
rale pasturis for a grazing system 

\(ter preparing the land. List year's re­
cipient of the Outstanding Service Award 
Irom the Soil Conservation Society of 
,\niori( .i reseeded weeping lovegrass. Kl 
l!ino sideoals grama and Caucasion 
bl.iestem at the end of March 1972. "By 
0> tober. just six months later, there was 
.1 l'ihkI cover ' he said

In the pilN lh.it were left from remov­
ing the trees. Hunter continued, we 
h.ind seevU-di some sweet clover along 
with the grass ser-d to attract deer He 
S lid (our people were able to hand-seed 
the pits on 40 .icres in four hours 

TieiMlo/ing and root plowing were 
done hv a cnnlrtclor. but Hunter did the 
rest '>( the work

I left a strip of trees 20 yards wide and 
lull a mile long for the quail. " Hunter 
addl'd Piles of wood from the clearing 
were also left (or quail cover, he said.

In one spot. Hunter piled fence posts 
and old wire for quail cover, though it 
w.is located in an area not too obvious to 
p- ople. Hunter noted 

Likewise, junipers were left on fop of a 
lull and at one point, a covey of quail 
11 e<l an open-end barrel under a mes- 
(piiie tree (or a habitat, acrording to 
llunit'r

"Livestock and wildlife management 
work together." Hunter said. "The tree 
strip, for instance, serves as shade for 
livestock. Also, under this plan, my for­
age production increased three to four 
limes in two years.” Hunter noted the 
highest increase was where brush had 
b ^ n  removed and the land reseeded to 
grass.

Proper grazing management is essenti­
al in range conservation, according to 
Hunter. "With the proper grazing sequ­
ences. a good supply of grasses can be 
maintain^ indefiititely,"Hunter
stressed.

With a four pasture deferred rotation 
system, the pasture is grazed for 12 

'.’months, then rested for four months. 
"This system lets the pasture rest once 

during each season over a four-year peri­
od." Hunter pointed out.

Another system of grazing, intense 
grazing, puls the entire herd in a pasture 
lor 21 days to prevent selective grazing. 
After the 21 days, the pasture is rested 
for (our months. Hunter said. Hunter 
leases his land (or six months during the 
winter (or rattle grazing.

"Animals need the same basic things 
humans need." Hunter pointed out. 
"They need cover, food, water and space. 
Usually there is enough spare, so the con­
servationist needs to look at the other ne­
cessities in his considerations."

Even cultivated land cah be made more 
.iltractive to wildlife by leaving brush or 
planting trees along fence rows and by 
utilizing odd areas, weedy patches or 
plaVa lakes. Hunter said

"Feeding wildlife in any way other 
than by grazing is not a good practice 
from the standpoint of increasing the' 
population." Hunter stressed This usual- 
Iv concentrates the population in one 
area and makes them more susceptible to 
predation. Hunter reasoned "One should 
merelv plant the type of grass and seed 
the wildlife like "

According to Hunter, a farmer or 
r.im her can be assisted by the Soil Con­
servation Service under the Great Plains 
Conservation Program "There is usually 
a range conservationist on the staff in 
must areas ' Hunter s.-iid Some of the 
practices authorized on a cost-share basis 
arc establishing permanent plant rover, 
trees, shrubs or permanent waterways, 
reseeding grasses, controlling competi­
tive shrubs, grasslands mechanical treat­
ment. streambank or shore protection, 
building fences and shallow-water areas 
(or wildlife

In addition. Hunter said the Soil and 
Water Conservation District has grass 
seeding equipmcmt (or lease at a nominal

charge of about $2 an acre
"Seed is available at any (arm store 

that carries grass seed," be added. "And 
the Texas Forest Service hat conserva­
tion packets of trees available." Included 
in the packet are 150 trees (or about $15, 
consisting of 50 Russian olive, 50 red ce­
dar and 50 wild plum. The trees are nix to 
18 inches tall.

To obtain trees from the Texas Forest 
Service, one should make application 
during September for delivery in March. 
Some 30 other varieties of trees are also

available through the forest service.
Hunting leases are usually iatued at a 

rate of 25 cents to f t  per a m  per p e rm  
(or the year. Hunter said. Depending m  
the wilditfe population, an average ol 
four leases are made on a section of land. 
At this rate, a f.inn or ranch operator 
could earn mere than $2,500 on hunting 
leases during the year.

The amount of extra income and per- 
sotul pleasure derived may depend on 
the conservation practices and range 
management employed on the bod.

Short Supplies Of Beef Seen 
In Report On Distant Future
WASHINGTON lAPi — No one has 

(hallcngrd predictions that within a few 
ve.irs rattle producers will respond to 
hieher market prices and once again be 
turning out abundant supplies of beef. 
Rut what about the more distant future?

Given a continuing growth in world 
population — and a rising affluence in 
many countries — some authorities 
question whether the supply of beef can 
keep up with demand 

Others say that improved technology 
(an help dramatically and that the 
world's vast numbers of cattle, sheep, 
goats and buffalo represent an expand­
ing global food resource (or the future 

A 136-page report on "The Role of 
Huminants in Support of Man" was pub­
lished recently by Winrock Infemalional 
Livestock Research i  Training Center, 
Momlton. Ark.

The Winrock report presents an up­
beat view of animal looid sources, prov­
iding that research and technology is ap­
plied to their production 

Rut Lester R Brown, president of 
WorldWatch Institute, says that the re­
cent surge in beef prices (or American 
(onsumers "may be a dfess rehearsal (or 
the beginning of an irreversible beef 
shortage that will permanently affect the 
eating habits of much of the world's 
popubtion."

Brown, a recognized authority on 
world food problems, made his com­
ments in a .-urrent Issue of “Human Na­
ture," a magazine that examines Issues 
in human sciences.

"In poorer countries, popubtion 
growth Is Increasing the demand for 
livestock products," Brown u id ." ln  oth­
ers, such as Japan or the nations of 
Western Europe, the demand for beef Is 
l.irgely the pr^ucU  ol rising affluence 
In the United Slates. It U both "

Brown's contention is that "the earth's 
siz billion acres of grassbnds are not 
capable of supporting conUnuously ex­
panding herds' and improvements in 
the land "cannot forever match the

growth in livestock products ”
For years, some authorities have 

urged that more attention be paid to re­
search in ruminant livestock cattle, 
sheep, goats, buffalo and other cud- 
chewing animals (hat feed on grass and • 
other vegirtable matter — with an eye to 
future food supplies and requirements.

In the W inro^ analysis, a prestigious 
group of scientists examined the contri­
butions of ruminants to the worid's pop­
ubtion in the form of meat, milk, hides, 
wool and other non-food items.

The report said that more than 90 per- 
rtmt of the feed avaiUbte to ruminanb 
of the world consisb of roughage — 
grass, legumes, hay and straw — while 
the remainder ol their diets consist of 
grain}, ‘oilseed meals, millings and 
industrial byproducts 

In the United Steles, where gram sur­
pluses are frequent, grain and concen­
trates provide about 30 percent of the 
energy used by cattle, sheep and goats 

Thie Winrock International study said 
that by the year 2000 forages and crop 
residues will remain high on the list of 
nutrients avaiUble to ruminants 

The Winrock report said that on a 
global baiu permanent pasture and 
meadow will continue to rank first as a 
ruminant animal feed source.

"Despite the fact that total area of 
permanent pasture and meadow will be 
only ilightly h lg to  to (the year) 2000 
than H It at pretenL production of meta- 
bolirable energy from that tourcc will be 
about 18 percent greater than at pre­
sent," It said.

The report laid that moat of t o  ex- 
pccM  increase to usabb ruminant feed 
by t o  year 2000 will be “due to  erldcr 
use of applied technotogy" to produce 
more vcgeUbIc matter.

"Since advance technotogy has been 
applied to lets than eight percent of to­
tal permanent pestare and meadow, it b  
clear that a tremendous reservoir of un­
tapped ruminant feed production 
potentbl exists," t o  Winrock sdentisb

said •
The report said that oversoeding grass­

lands with legumes, use of nitmgen fer- 
lilaen  and other measures ^codld in­
crease the off-take of ruminant products 
immensely" in the next 20 years.

Looking at future grain feeding of 
ruminants, the report said that this will 
be determined on economic grounds

Allowing for a brger world popubtion 
(he report said that by the year 2000 ris­
ing demand will require 74 percent more 
milk than in 1970, 82 percent more beef 
and 90 percent more sheep and goat 
meat.

"Most authorities agree that in order 
to meet the demands ot the future much 
more emphasis will have to be placed on 
research, technology application and 
training of both profesahmals and produ­
cen ,” the Winro^ report said.

The report offered these conclusions:
— "The majority of the world popub­

tion has consistently shown a marked 
preference (or ruminant products, both 
food and fiber.

—"The emotional rebtionship be­
tween man and his most important do­
mesticates have deep socbl. ^ tu r a l  and 
religioas meanings and values.

-"Non-competitive feed resources are 
available and t o  potential for Increaset 
is sufficient to nourish t o  required rum­
inant popubtion and allow a high rate of 
productivity.

—"The many rniUenb of evoluUon 
have made ruminants an Integral and 
critical part of t o  natural ecofystem 
which must be preserved If man is to

Specifically, they found that wheat 
pUnted earlier had higher amounb of 
root ro t Taecou winter wheat consisl- 
ently had more root rot than Aztec and 
Cheyenne.

In addition, they found t o  differences 
in winter hardiness imoitg planting 
dales were signtficant The earher-planl- 
ed wheat had more winterkilling, with 
TascoM wheat showing signiflcanliy less 
winter hardiness than Aztec and Chey­
enne in most instancekz

EVERY POLITICIAN KNOWS that taxes cannot be 

separated from their purpose — spending 
In the 19(6 California guvematorial race, Ronald Re­

agan sounded the theme that has dominated political 
rhetoric ever since: taxes are too high, Washington bu­
reaucrats waste money, the man in the middle is being 
squeezed, and — except for defense — we should cut 
spending

After four yean in office, with taxes rising and welfare 
costs soaring, Governor Reagan won reelection on the 
same slogans: "We are fighting the big spending poUti- 
cians who advocate the welfare state, the welfare bureau­
crats whose jobs depend on expanding the welfare sys­
tem. and the cadres of professional poor who have adopt­
ed welfare as a way of life.” George Wallace and Richard 
Nixon joined the chorus; and by the mid-seventies, candi­
dates Ford and Carter vied with one another for first 
prize as fiscal conservatives.

Thus was the stage set for the 1978 California tax revolt. 
Is our social spending out of line? Compared to other 

countries, is our tax burden heavy?

(4) Cutting the pensions of remaining public employees.
To put the American and Danish experience in pen  pec- 

live, we ran look at the big spenders who have been devel­
oping civilized welfare states with retatively little political 
uproar: countries as diverse as Sweden, Austria, Nether­
lands, Belgium and Germany.

The first lesson is that although all modem countries 
share the spendmg-taxing explosion, in the calmer big- 
spending welfare states, the costs of health, welfare, and 
education rose more smoothly and less visibly, unaccom­
panied by disruptive rates of unemployment as they were 
in the United States and Dennurk.

and hostile to the non-aged poor; Denmark achieved much 
because its programs have been generous to all, especially 
to the less privileged. Yet both saw the rise of not only 
their income taxes but also successful protest candidates, 
champions of the middle majority.

THE ANSWER IS plain: The United Sttes is low in 
both total taxing and in public spending for social pro­
grams. For instance, in relation to gross national product, 
our spending on Social Security, including aid to the 
handicapped and the poor, puts us in the lowest third 
among the 19 richest democracies. Like Japan, Australia, 
New Zealand, and Switzerland, we are “welfare-state lag­
gards"

Despite our relatively low total tax burden and relative­
ly meager public programs of health and welfare, what 
we spend produces an unparalleled political fuss' We 
move toward the welfare state, but we do it with ill 
grace, carpmg and complaining all the way.

We can explain political uproar in the United States on­
ly by comparing other countries.

Surprisingly, tax-welfare backlash successes appear 
among welfare state leaden (Denmark, by 1973 the top 
spender in the world), middlerank spenden (Finland, the 
United Kingdom), and laggards (Switzerland). Apparent­
ly, spending that is profligate or lean, taxing that is heavy 
or l i^ t ,  treatment ^  the poor that is generous or stingy 
— all these have little to do with poUtical reaction

SECOND AND MORE important, the squeeze on dispos­
able income due to rising prices and government expendi­
tures creates most tax resistance in countries that rely too 
much on painfully visible taxes, especially income taxes 
and properly taxes on households. By "painfully visible," I 
mean taxes taken directly in one or two big bites from tax­
payers who believe that they will not receive direct bene­
fits in line with contributions. (Social Security payroll tax­
es are moderately visible, but most citizens connect the tax 
with specific future benefits.)

included in the visible-tax club during the 1960s and ear­
ly 1970s were such welfare laggards as the United States, 
Canada. Switzerland, and such middle-rank spenders as 
the United Kingdom. Finland, and (in the 1960s) Denmark 
— countries where backlash voting has been prominent.

Although the justification for income taxes in Denmark 
and the United States alike is "tax the rich, help the poor," 
the outcome is certain political trouble with no relation­
ship to equality The United States achieved little income 
redistribution because our spending has been both lean

CONTRAST THE COUNTRIES with expensive pro­
grams. but relatively little tax backlash. They avoid heavy 
reliance on income and property taxes. Instead, they fi­
nance their social programs mainly through indirect taxes 
such as sales taxes, plus social security contributions of 
employers and employees.

In Diecember 1977, the U.S. Congress voted to increase 
Social Security taxes gradually from 12.1 percent to 16.3 
percent of taxable pay by 1990. That includes employer 
and employee contributions and a levy for Medicare.

Many Cogressmen. frightened by the apparent protest of 
their constituents, said. "Let's shift all or some of the in­
crease to general federal revenues." But in the United 
States, the core of general revenues is the income tax — 
far more provocative than social insurance contributions.

The myth that we have reached the upper limit nl laxa- 
tion for social programs can be put in perspective by Ger­
man experience. In 1961, German payroll tax rates for so­
cial insurance reached 22.3 percent, counting employer 
and employee contributions. A common theme in German 
public discourse was “people would not tolerate further 
increases." but by 1973 payroll taxes for health insurance 
and pensions had climbed to more than 27 percent — with 
hardly any political fuss. As our population grows older, 
we will be forced to follow the German example.

TRADITIONALLY, conservatives have abhorred high 
taxes, especially progressive income taxes. Yet, if I were a

conservative and believed the push for economic equality 
has gone far enough; if I also believed the welfare state 
impoverishes the professional and middle classes and re­
wards the idle and improvident, that "confiscatory Java*, 
tion" is undermining our economic freedoms while ex­
penditures by "big government” are making everyone a 
dependent client of the state — if I believed all that. I 
would break with conservative tradition and advocate a 
big increase in property taxes on households and in income 
taxes, the more progressive the better.

Sharply increasing the most painfully visible taxes would 
provoke such a political fuss that no incumbent big spend­
er would last. Candidates who work the tax-welfare back­
lash would be successful: they would exercise real power 
with a mass base.

IF. INSTEAD. I WERE a liberal and believed taxes buy 
civilization, and social spending for health, education, and 
welfare produces a more humane and just society; if I also 
believed that a strong government is needed to curb the 
power of private groups and assure individual security — if 
I believed all that. I would:

For instance, lean-spending United Slates and lavish- 
spending Denmark both produced tax rebellions Den­
mark s new "Progress Party,” led by tax lawyer Mogens 
Ghstrup. emerged as the second largest parliamenury 
party in December 1973 when Glistrup advocated:

(1) Abolishing the income tax by 1980 and burning all 
papers in the revenue office.

(2) Wiping out what he called the self-aggrandizing gov­
ernment bureaucracy.

(3) Abolishing the welfare system and substituting "so­
cial guards" in each local community — practical mm  
such as doctors and businessmen who, within a strict 
budget and with no red tape, would say yes or no to wel­
fare applicants.

(1) Advocate a five-year plan for increasing sales taxes as 
well as social security taxes on payrolls;

(2) Gradually phase in a European-style federal value-ad­
ded lax (tax each business on the differences between 
sales to its customers and its purchases from other busi­
nesses — i. e , its value added);

(3) Recognize that governments cannot expand cash ben­
efits and social services without increasing the tax take;

(4) Accept the need for tax balance. I would avoid too 
much reliance on what surveys show are the most unpopu­
lar taxes —property taxes on households and personal in­
come taxes.

Misguided enthusiasm for painfully visible taxes will 
keep the country in turmoil without producing enough rev­
enue to meet cituen demands.

DURHA.M. N C. (AP) -  More than 60 

years a ^ .  Joseph Banks Rhine and hts 
wife. Louisa, were much taken by claims 
of mediums to communicate with the 
departed

^ t h  held doctorates in botany, but 
they started wondering if this could pos­
sibly be true They were skeptics, but 
they were determined to find out if the 
dead could communicate with the living. 
It was a quest that would twist and turn 
and change directions, but one that 
would dominate their lives It was also a 
quest that would turn ESP into a house­
hold anagram. ,

Now in their 80s — "We average 84.” 
says Dr Rhine — they admit they never 
found the answer to that particular ques­
tion

But along the way, they found others. 
J  B Rhine, as everyone calls him. be­
came the dean of EUtra-Sensory Percep­
tion. H is experunents at Duke Universi­
ty and later at the independent Institute 
for Paraphyschology at the Foundation 
for Research into the Nature of Man. 
convmrcd millions of the existence of 
ESP. got the U.S. government interested 
and produced reams of far from reada­
ble reports on efforts to harness this elu­
sive ability in controlled experiments

There were sour notes, too The 
Rhines were battered by controversy as 
they tried to prove the existence of this 
other side of the mind, they were ac- 
cused of juggling figures and. after all 
these years, many Kientists feel they 
have proven nothing.

Rhine, still spry at 83 with a lull head 
of gray hair and mellow brown eyes, is 
undeterred "F ar from that." he says 
"My ambition grows. Thtlfe Is so much 
left to do It's been harder and slower 
than I had anticipated. But there are 
more possibilities now.

"Whenever I say T .' I mean we." Dr. 
Rhine rorreeti himself, nodding his 
head to his wife, a scientist of parapsy­
chology in her own right, the author of 
(our published books and presently in 
search of a publisher for her fifth.

The Rhines grew up together in north­
ern Ohio and after $6 years of marriage, 
they still can look like teen-agen on 
their first date. Mrs. Rhine forgets her 
white parse one sultry, rainy summer 
day as they leave their offices and he 
pops out of the car to go get It for her, 
loping up the sidewalk and steps to the 
front p o ^ .

"He's so gallant, but I bet I could find 
it faster,”  says his helpmate, mother of 
f e m  children and grandmother of eight

The Rhines were teaching at the Uni- 
venUjr N  W « t Vkginia. he In botany

and Louisa in Latin, when they decided . 
to follow their quest 

With only a few hundred dollars in 
their pocket, they set'off for Harvard 
University to try to work with Professor 
William McDwgall. an Englishman 
whose interest in psychK research was 
well known Their first communication 
was definitely without the psychic touch 

"He was a ^ t  to get on a steamer to 
go around the world." Dr Rhine recalb. 
"We barely caught him before he left."

Instead, they trained for a year with 
Dr Walter Franklin Price of the Boston 
Society for Psychic Research 

"We practically camped in the park.'* 
Mrs. Rhine said. "I cleaned bathrooms in 
a rooming house and J. B. stoked the fur­
nace that year" That was 1926-27.

The following year, they followed Dr. 
McDougall to Duke. Fniends and col- 
leagiies objected "A close friend, a Prin­
ceton psychologist, strongly advised me 
to stay out of the field." Dr Rhine said 
"He told me I would lose my reputation 
I said I didn't have any to lose. He said I 
would never get a job if I got involved. 1

told him I'd never know what I wanted to 
know if I didn't do this. I also told hrni I 
wasn't doing It just for my own satisfac­
tion If there was something there, it 
should be explored.

"I also promised him I wouldn't pub­
lish until I found a dozen people who 
found the lame thing as 1 did." i

The Rhines worked with mediums for 
to years. They found mostly frauds, but 
they also found some who were getting^ 
information in inexplicable ways — for 
example, knowing the inscription on the 
grave marker of an im'estigator's rela­
tive How did the mediums get the mes­
sage'’ he Rhines started poking into te­
lepathy. clairvoyance, precognition and 
later into psychokinesis (moving objects 
bv mind power). They coined "psi" as an 
u ibrella term for such phenomena 

After 10 years of study and getting 
n̂ idiums into the lah. we derided we 
wereti't getting anywhere." Dr Rhine 
said. "We all knew the medium had got­
ten the information (elepathically, but 
we could never see the way to show she 
got it from the dead. We all decided to

put it on the shelf. We weren't ready 
There was no sense in building bridges 
with the same span missing m all of 
them "

Instead, he turned his attention to 
F2P. He also kept his promise not to 
publish until a dozen others found the 
same thing But he startled the world of 
psychology and science when he pub- 
li.shed a report about a young dK'inity stu­
dent. Hubert Pearce, who in the early 30s 
was able to beat the laws of chance. Sit­
ting in one building. Pearce was able to 
call Zener cards, a special deck of 2S with 
five different symbols, being pulled by an 
experimenter in another building.

Those who didn't want to accept his 
finding simply said he cheated Others 
asked but what if he didfi'f’ Dr. Rhine 
askfjd why and how this remarkable sub­
ject jvas able to attain such a score. He 
has never Found that answer.

Dr Rhine, hard of hearing ever since 
he was a Marine sharpshooter in World 
War I. has had other outstanding sub­
jects, But he has never been able to iso­
late why ESP sometimes works and

sometimes doesn't Even Pearce lost his 
ability aflcr his girl friend jilted him.

Dr Rhine's cxperiir.cnts moved from 
individu.ll card guessing to vvorkini; with 
computers and p 'l\,r.iphs. ;.i working 
with animals, grorps ol stiiilcTUs. random 
subjects; to combinations of ESP and 
psychokinesis, tests miles and miles 
apart the effects of hypnosis and reviews 
of all the literature.

But after all these yean, what have we 
learned'’

Dr. Rhine is guarded in his reply.
"It isn't like most things in the physical 

sciences, where there is a more predicta­
ble outcome. We're up against so much. 
If this were an orthodox science, we 
would have been accepted long ago It's 
really a materialistic world beyond any­
one's dream. We have become so suc­
cessful in overcoming health problems 
and food problems. We expect everything 
to go that way. When it doesn't the critics 
say we must be doing something wrong. 
We are too used to the senses givuig us 
perfect answen.

"We're in the dark on the very idea of
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the mental. What is the reason I don't see 
red or green'’ This is far from the physi­
cal world The physical world alniost. 
stands between us. We've been blinded 
by our materialistic habits of mind. If we 
can H a k e  l ;i iinm that, that would be the 
brcikihiough

A researcher at the Institute. Dr. 
Charles Akers, answers that same ques­
tion this way '‘Scientists want us to split 
the atom before they will accept that it 
can be iplit"

The one Ihiiig parapsychology has nev­
er been able to produce is the truly re­
peatable experiment. For instance, if you 
mix hydrogen and oxygen under the right 
circumstances, water will always result.

Not so with ESP. A subject may score
credibly high for days. tHfh drop to 

i  lance or below. What parapsychology 
has never found is the formula under 
which ESP can be demonstrated. Per­
haps there is none

Research continues. Dr. Rhine says. 
"We have learned that there is no rela­
tionship between sex. age or groupings of 
any kiiid In psychic ability. We have also 
learned that certain animals have given 
evidence ol psychic ability and we sus­
pect a general ability in the animal king­
dom "

He puts no credence in claims about 
EISP and plant life.

Mood and attitude sometimes seem to 
affect EISP. A relaxed, positive person 
will do better than a nervous or negative 
one. Very negative people, in fact, will 
score so low that parapsychologists consi­
der it significant. They call it "psi miss­
ing "

"The rest ol the world would call that 
losing." James Randi. a professional ma­
gician who bills himself as The Amazing 
Randi. said. He has a standing offer of 
$10,000 for anyone who can perform a 
feat through psychic power that he can­
not perform through illusion.

Akers says that s not a valid criticism. 
"Statisticians accept psi missing. If you 
accept psi presenL you have to accept psi 
missing."

Today's challenges to ESP aren't based 
on questions ol personal honesty so much 
anymore (some critics a ll^ e  sub­
conscious bias). "People now pretty 
much assume we're honest" Dr. Rhine 
said. “ Else why would we be doing thu?

n The Institute, however, suffered a pain-, 
ful setback in 1974 when the then-direc­
tor, Dr. Arthur Levy, was accused of 
changing records in an experiment deal­
ing with psychokinetic experiments. It 
was an attempt to show the effect of hu­
man thoughts on animal tissue: specifi­
cally, chicken eggs. -‘

THE DEPARTMENT OF ENERGY has launched a research program de­
signed to find ways o( rapidly reproducing the sunskineiilant-energy process, 
which has resulted in large coal and petroteum deposits in the past.

A power-fromi>lants concept is fueling the dmetopment phase of the two- 
year DOE project according to researcben at the Pacific Northwest Laborator- 
y. The p r o ^  will attempt to turn biomass—any part of living plants—into gas­
es for use as fuel or as agents to produce other valuable chemicals

"A key to biomass energy is development of a gasificalion process to produce 
selected, relatively pure gas products from plant and wood wastes.” a report on 
the program says.

Dr. Lyle K. Mudge. a researcher in Battelle's Chemical Technology Depart­
ment and manager of the project, expects a denwnstration biomass unit to be­
come operational by August. 1979 Battelle Memorial Institute operates the Pa­
cific Northwest Laboratory for DOE

Researchers will use w ^  wastes in the 19-foot biomass reactor to produce 
hydrogen, methane, carbon monoxide, hydrocarbon synthesis gas and ammonia 
synthesis gas. Mudge said.

They hope to increase gas yields and reduce reaction times by adding a cata­
lyst—a chemical arhich speeds reactions sritbovt being changed in the process.

The unit will be used to answer two fundamental questions:
"We must find whether biomass can be converted to a particular product in a 

single-stage reactor just by using the proper catalyst, arid we must determine 
the economics of the preferred process or processes,” be said

LABORATORY STUDIES so far have shown that bark from Douglas fir. lod- 
gepole pine, tamarack and cottonwood trees produce the most gases when po­
tash (potassium carbonate) is used as the catalyst, according to the report

Project officials also found that the gases they were after are best produced 
between 1,020-1,200 degrees fahrenheit.

Potential for biomass energy is enormous, according to Mudge Studies indi­
cate that the logging industry alone produces an estimated 120 million dry tons 
of wood residues annually. At an average of 17 million Btu's per dry ton con­
verted at 45 percent efficiency, logging wastes could produce 400.000 barrels of 
oil daily

The gases produced in biomass conversion can be used directly or converted 
into other products. Hydrocarbon synthesis gas could be converted into liquid 
fuels and substituted for gasoline. Methane can be used as natural gas is used 
now—either as a direct fuel or as a feedstock to produce other chemcials. Am­
monia synthesis gas could be used as a feedstock to produce fertilizer, according 
to the Battelle researchers

THE RAILROAD COMMISSION has denied a request by several royalty own­
ers for a reheanng of the commission's recent order increasing the most effi­
cient rate of production for the Yates oil field to 125,000 barrels per day

The field, located in Pecos and Crockett Counties, has produced more than 
680 million barrels of oil throughout its history.

In August the commission approved an application by Marathon Oil Co., op­
erator ^  the Yates field, to increase the production to 125,000 banels daily 
from its previous level of 100,000 barrels per day.

Heirs ol Ira Yates, on whose ranch the prolific oil field was discovered more 
than 50 years ago. opposed the increase, and requested a reduction to 75,000 
barreb per day. The hein hold the opinion that such a high production rate 
might be detrimental to the reservoir.

Marathon has predicted that a production rate of 125,000 barrels per day 
would instead mcrease ultinute recovery by 44 million barreb of oil above a 
previous estimate of 200 million at the 100,000-banel level.

Uranium Probes Set
By Coastal States

PETROLEUM RESEARCHERS at Texas AAM University have recovered al- 
mo;:t 100 percent of the oil in place in a laboratory test using carbon dioxide 
pushed by nitrogen.

The technique, described by Dr. Paul B Crawford, would allow higher per­
centage recovery in some Texas oil fields than other tertiary recovery methods.

In the field, only about 50 percent recovery could be expected, however, be­
cause of rock irregularities in the reservoir, accondng to the researchers

The lab tests made use of a homogenous structure to simulate an oil reservoir 
Samples were taken from the Wasson field of Yoakum County

"The Wasson ml reservoir has over 600 million barreb of crude ml which re­
mains as the target for a successful tertiary oil recovery process.” Crawford 
said.

He pointed out that the Permian Basin contains as much as 4 billion barreb of 
oil which could provide an application for the nitorgen-carbon dioxide process 
The carbon dioxide supply b  too limited to recover that amount of oil alone, ac­
cording to Crawford

"However, by using small slugs of carbon dioxide pushed by nitrogen, it ap­
pears there may be a sufficient amount to do the job.” he said.

Reservoir cost of nitrogen b  approximately 15 per cent of the cost of piped-in 
carbon dioxide.

HOUSTON (Special) -Coastal States 
Gas Corp reports that ib  foreign urani­
um exploration unit. CLU Enterprises, 
Inc., will extend its exploration program 
in the Republic of Liberia into a second 
year.

The. firm said several encouraging 
anomalies have been located by airborne 
radiometric surveys on the 20.000 square 
mile mining concession and a core drill­
ing program will be conducted to further 
evaluate the properties

The company's concession in Liberia 
rovers a five-year exploration period 
which started last November. The con­
cession area, originally 25.000 square 
miles, has been reduced by acreage selec­
tion to 20.000 square miles, and further 
reductions will ^  made as the program 
p ro g ress  Expenditures lor exploration 
are expected to reach $2 5 million with 
complelion of the core drilling phase

The total exceeds the spending level re­
quired under the concession agreement 

A Coastal spokesman pointed out that 
the project b  still in the exploration stage 
and further work srill be required to de­
termine whether a commercial develop­
ment is possible If a commercial urani­
um deposit b  discovered, the term of the 
concession will run lor 25 years and the 
company will have the right to develop 
mines to extract uranium and other asso­
ciated minerals

Enhanced recovery costs are mon­
strous. and rbks are high, according to a 
report by the Oil It Gas Journal. Com- 
pemnding the problem are the long lead 
limes and commensurate expenditures 
required in nearly every enhanced recov­
ery protect as producers try to choose the 
most efficient recovery method for each 
reservoir

Industry currently is moving as fast as 
technology and money allow in seeking 
ways to make enhanced recovery work.

I V  potential reward brgely b  a func­
tion of crude oil prices and project costs. 
According to studies by the National Pe­
troleum Council and tV  U3. Office of 
Technology AssessinenL potential enh- 
anccd-recovery production ranges from 1 
billion to 3 billion barreb at a price of $5

HOUSTON (AP) -  The natural gas 
utility industry estimates ib  capital in­
vestments through the year 2000 will re­
quire $60.3 billion for coal gasification 
projects

That is nearly one-half of the $126.2 bil­
lion the industry Vlieves it will have to 
spend in* developing conventional and 
supplemental gas supplies by the end of 
the century.

The projections for coal gasification do 
not include another $12.3 billion required 
for plants that will V  under construction 
but not in operation by the end of 2000 

An American Gas Association study es­
timates $2.7 billion will V  spent on coal 
gasification plants Vtween 1981 and 
1985. $15.1 billion between 1986 and 1990, 
and $42 5 billion Vtween 1991 and 2000 

The figures are based on a capital cost 
of $1 37 billion for a plant capable of 
processing 250 million cubic feet of gas a 
day from coal

'The AGA says high quality gas from 
coal is feasible using current proven tech­
nology.

"A numVr of commercial planb are 
proposed and construction of the first 
few plants ran proceed with federal loan 
guarantees." the report says 

"With such support, two plants produc­
ing a total ol 0 2 trillion cubic feet could 
V  operational by 1985. Subsequent ca­
pacity is projected at 13 plants by 1990. 24 
plants by 1995. and about 44 plants by the 
year 2000 "

The AGA said such a growth rate is 
consistent with the rate ol growlh experi­
enced by the nuclear power industry V- 
tween the late 1950s and tV  early 1970s 

"Additionally, the gas industry and the 
Department ol Energy are continuing 
their combined efforb to develop adv­
anced coal gasification technology which 
will enhance the commercial competi­
tiveness in the 1990s." tV  report said

ROME lUPI) — Taking two bullet-rid­
dled corpses, leamng them against a wall 
and shooting them again in a second “ex­
ecution" four hours after the fint sounds 
like a macabre Edgar Allan Poe plot.

Yet that is how an Italun author, who 
says he has spent 22 yean looking into 
these things, claims Italian Fascist dicta­
tor Benito Mussolini and his raven-haired 
mistress Claretta Pctacci died 33 yean 
ago

Former journalist Franco Bandim. S6. 
says in is book “Life and Secret Death of 
Mussolini" that the second “execution” 
of the couple on Apnl 28. 1945. was car­
ried out to conceal the identity of the ac­

tual executionen.
One of those executionen. says Bandi- 

ni. was Luigi Longo. now 78 and presi­
dent of the Italian Communist Party.

Bandim uys those present at the 12:30 
p m. shootings and the faked execution at 
4:30 p m had been sworn to secrecy “ for 
at least 50 yean" and that a typed five- 
page document signed by four eyewit­
nesses is now in the files oif the Commun­
ist Party in Rome's Street of the Dark 
Shops

A Communist Party spokesman said: 
"We will not have any comment to make 
about this. We stand by the account of 
Mussolim's death that is well known ”

He referred a caller to communist his-
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torian Paolo Spriano who said: “The ipi- 
nor details of Mussolini's death are not 
important. What roatten is that he is 
d e ^ .“

The communist account of the killing 
of Mussolini says resistance fighters cap­
tured him and Claretta at Dongo on the 
shores of Lake Como as he attempted to 
flee with German troops on April 27, 
1945

During the night the man who ruled It­
aly for 23 years sras taken with his mis­
tress to the nearby village of Giulino di 
Mesegra. The next day the couple were 
shot on orders from resistance headquar- 
ten  in Milan, of which Longo was a sen­
ior member

Communist resistance fighter Walter 
Audisio. known as "Colonel Valerio." 
said in 1947 that he had fired the fatal 
bunt.

Later the two bodies were displayed 
hanging head down at a Mibn gas station 
until the prefect of Mibn. Riccardo Lom­
bardi. now a Socialist deputy, ordered 
them cut down.

The communists have maintained that 
Longo. while approving the order that 
Mussolini should die, was in Mibn when 
he was shot.

Bandini asserts, citing witnesses he has 
spoken to over the years, that in fact Lon­
go and another partisan, Alfredo Mordi- 
ni. drove to the site and "hesibted a mo­
ment when they saw Claretta with Mu- 
usolini"

Ha said they both then opened fire and 
the two fdL “Mussolim hit by seven 
Czechmade 9mm submachine gun bullets 
and CbietU  by about the same number ” 

Bandini said Audisio w u  then ordered 
to take responsibility for the shooting. He 
said Audisio concealed the bodies in a ga­
rage, paraded two partisans disguised as 
Mussolini and ius mistress through the 
village so they appeared to be still alive, 
placed the two bodies against a viDa wall, 
and fired a burst at them so that the vil­
lagers could hear

An inquiry into the roles of Audisio, 
Longo and others in the killinp was 
shelved by examining magistrates several 
years b ter when .Mussolini and hb mis- 
treu  were found to have been killed “ in 
an act of war."

Audisio, who died five yean ago, gave 
differing details at different times about 
the shootings.

AUeptions that a Musaoiinl treasure, 
estimated at 180 million in gold ban, jew- 
elery and cash, were seised at the same 
time as the Fascist dictator have never 
been proved or disproved.

Attempts to ask Longo himself about 
the Bandini allegations srere met at hu 
home and Communist Party headquart- 
e n  by statemenb that he was not there, 
w u  busy, aru  on vacation or that the 
caller ha^ the wrong number.

World^s Biggest Swamp Located 
In Sudan Once Drove Men Mad

By WILUAM CAMPBELL
THE SUDD. Sudan (UPII -  Many men 

have gone raving mad floating through 
this endless morass of green reeds and 
rotting water lilies.

Local tribesmen call it The Sudd and * 
It's the biggest, maybe the most inhospit­
able, swamp m the world

It is here, in the lowlands of southern 
Sudan, that the famous White Nile.Civer 
>preads out imo a murky swamp the size 
u( Belgium, Holland, and Switzerland 
combined.

.Nothing grows here except billions of 
light green papyrus reeds arid millions of 
water lilies, live only visible form of life 
IS the occasional crocodile or hippopota­
mus surfacing or floating in the thick, 
muddy waters.

At times the swarms of mosquitoes are 
so thick and the air so humid it is almost 
impossible to breathe.

More than one hundred years ago the 
English explorer Samuel B ^ e r and 1.600 
of his men nding In 59 boats were 
trapped in The Sudd while searching for 
the source of the Nile.

Hundreds of his men died of malaria 
and dysentery before they managed to 
tree themselves from the rotting vegeta­
tion.

At one point even Baker began to lose 
hope. "It is quite impossible to renuin 
where we are," he wrote in his diary.

Today little has changed for the travel­
er who takes the 1.000 mile steamer trip 
down the White Nile from Juba to Kosti

The old Bntish steamers that earned

adventurous tourists on the amazing jour­
ney during the Sudanese colonial days 
are now rusty and falling apart The run 
from Juba to Kosti is supposed to take 
only seven days but the old steamen sel­
dom make the trip in less than two 
weeks

Once in The Sudd, the steamers mai<- 
age to crash into sandbars, take wrong 
turns into dead end channels, and get 
stuck for days in the water lilies that 
choke the Sudd nver. For days on end 
there is nothing to see but reeds

But the hospitality of the Sudanese 
tnbc'smen helps make the trip one of the 
true great African adventures

Dinka and Nuer warriors dance on the 
crowded boat and offer to share their 
pipes of strong tobacco mixed with cow 
dung. The women offer pieces of fresh 
fish they pull from the muddy Nile wa­
ters.

The steamer stops at little river towns 
before and after The Sudd where villag- 
e n  hold nvarside markets, selling any­
thing from chicken and sugar cane to Ut- 
tle^'ooden stools.

An old witch doctor with a bunch of old 
dikdik feet hanging around his neck and a 
far away look in his eye stands by just in 
case a passenger on the steamer may 
need his assistance

Soon the amazing steamer trips 
through The Sudd will be history The Su­
dan government has started digging a 220 
mile canal that will connect the free wa­
ters of the White Nile and drain part of 
the swamp

Linda's future 
was not bright.

Between 1970 and 1976, Baltimore's youth unemployment rate rose from 19 
percent to nearly 36 percent — second highest in the nation. Among black teen­
agers the j o b ^  rate became nearly SO percent Unskilled jobs were leaving the 
city, and the jobs that remained required more and more location  

A friend told Linda about a new kind of program many in her neighborhood 
were joining

Youngsters 16 to 19 years old from poor families living in a designated section 
of the city, were made the foibwing offer: Return to srhool or stay in school to 
earn a high school diploma or equivalent, and the government will guarantee 
you a part-time job during the school year and full-time employment during the  ̂
summer

Linda signed up: "I decided I just wanted to do something with my life 1 got 
tired of sitting around the house with nothing to do "

The Youth Incentive Entitlement Pilot Projects, as the program is railed, is 
the feslenil government's first experiment in guaranteed jobs for anyone in a 
speafied category.

.A Labor Department report calls it "one of the nation's most significant social 
experiments" It is one erf several programs approsed by Congress as part of a 
$l billion youth employment bill

It is designed to answer several key questions about the guaranteed job con­
cept

How many kids will apply’’ Can jobs be created fast enough? Will jobs be suf­
ficient incentive for youngsters to stay in schooP Wilt school and job experience 
change the lives and future earnings of participants’’ How wilt it affect the rom- 
mumty, the local economy and labor markets' How should it be run ' What will 
It cost' What would it cost if done on a larger scale'

Krum 4S3 applications, the Labor Department chose 17 places to conduct the 
test They included part or all of the high unemployment cities of Baltimore 
Detroit and Boston; Denver and Seattle, with somewhat lower unemployment.

portion of one school district in North Philadelphia —

In most of the areas, the program Ls being conducted by the local "prime 
sponsor" in charge of public service job and training programs under the com­

The Baltimore "entitlement area." where the experiment is taking place, is a

Seven other "entitlement kids' -  all girls — also have been working at the 
terminal The program pays their entire wage I the minimum wage of $2 65-an- 
hourl and. in an attempt to make the arrangement attractive to business, also 
makes out and gives them thoir paychecks, handling all the payroll deductions 
and paperwork

.All the company does is keep track of their hours and supervise their work 
Terminal manager Harold Elkins said the girls are "easy lo tram” and. with 
them. Trail^ays is able to provide customer service it didn t offer before: "I 
think It's too good to be true"

The girls do no work which is covered by a union, such as ticket-selling and

FAIRBANKS. Alaska (DPI) — T h m 'i  the TokyoOsaka ' bullet tram." the 
transSiberian Elxpms, the Santa Fe Super Chief, and then there s the Alaska 
Railroad I *'Mooae Gooier."

The 34-mile-an hour passen|er train that runs between Anchorage and Fair­
banks is a tribute to American engineering ingenuity and as Alaskan as sour­
dough bread

Building the 470.3 mile Seward-Fairbanks railroad U  years ago took brains, 
determination and about 60 million 1923 dollars shelled out by a benevolent fed­
eral goiernment. Keeping it running has required the kind of bull-headed Alas­
ka cussedness that's capable of ignoring J6S-degree weather changes 

Riding the Anchorage-Fairbanks Moose Gooser is a travel experience rarely 
equaled for scenic beauty and fun. ^

Officially, the 30-year-old blue and gold "streamliner " is named the AuRoRa 
after the Northern Lights. But ever since its first run on October 18, 1947, it s 
been known locally as the “Moose Gooser" because of the tragic, one-sided con­
frontation that always occurs during the winter when the moose insist on using 
the plowed tracks as their penonal property and challenge the diesels fur su­
premacy.

.An Alaska Railroad spokesman said as many as 350 moose a year are killed by 
trains along the route.

Occasionally there's a dome car on the 10' i hour daylight runs linking the two 
cities along with the chair cars, diner and a bar car 

Expect no starched linen table cloths or the heavyweight silverware and chin- 
aware that were traditional on trains like ttie 20tti ('entuty Lunlteil, the Empire 
Builder or the City of San Francisco On the .Moose Gooser, teen-age girls — 
some still wearing teeth straightenen — have replaced waiters in their white 
uniforms. .  i

Here the uniforms are blue jeans, red bandanas and T-shirts advertising the 
Alaska Railroad. The only similarity between tne two dining cars are the prices 
which are typically Alaskan: High

But expect no average picture post card scenery either aboard the .Moose 
Gooser. Suffice to say that no other lOVx hours of cushioned travel offers such a 
spectrum of wild beauty.

For a $56 fare, the AuRoRa offers summer passengers:
—A breath-inhaling view of Mount McKinley's 20,300-foot summit, the high­

est in the northern hemisphere, which, along with the other peaks in the Alaska 
Range, will do nicely u  a reasonable facsimile of the Himalayas.

-Breath-exhaling views of some of the whitest bodies ever to wear bikinis at 
.Nancy Lake where the Alaskans swim and strive for sun tans during their short 
summer

—The distinction of crossing the Continental Divide at its lowest altitude be­
tween Alaska and Mexico Broad Pass is only 2,363 feet high.

—Picture window views of salmon leaping completely out of the water during 
their oneway trip to the spawning beds, along with fishermen proudly holding 
catches aloft as the train pas.ses

—Moose grazing in alpine meadows instead of cows grazing in fenced in pas­
tures

—Dense forests of whitebarked birches and aspens, the albinos of Alaska, and 
acres of yardstick-high fireweed. as royal a purple as ever graced a King's robe

—The unique experience of riding on gypsum-treated bearings; a special re-^ 
quirement of the .Alaska Railroad because of the 70 degrees below zero weather 
which freezes ordinars wheel bearings during the winter.

-The screech of steel grinding against steel as the track corkscrews along the 
meandering Susitima and Nenana rivers with curves so tight the engineer can 
often watch the rear brakeman without hardly turning his head

Probably the greatest cross section of Americans ever collected on one train

"I've seen the baggage car loaded with moose carcasses," he said ‘ '«Vc carry

tne hunters out on the morning run, and the afternoon train would pick them 
and their kill up and bring them back to Fairbanks or Anchorage with the win­
ter's meat supply. We were more like a mobile butcher shop than a passenger 
tram "

The Alaska Railroad started as a private venture in 1903 and ended up broke a 
few months later. Washington stepped in and finally completed the line from 
Seward to Fairbanks after eight yeari of some of the toughest construction 
work ever attempted. President Harding in one of his last official acts before 
his death drove the final, golden spike on July 15,1923, at North Nenana 

The Alaska Railroad has rarely showed a profit due to the one-way haul — all 
the revenue-paying freight moves from the tidewater ports inland, but little is 
shipped from the interior to the roast. The biggest profits rarqe during con- 
>itruction of the oil pipe line from Prudhoe Bay to Valdez, but last year officials 
said the line was in the red again with a deficit of more than $1 million 

The exorbitant maintenance costs and man-suffering task of keeping the line 
running during the winter have made profits almost impossible 

".At Mealy, I've seen it get down to 70 below zero with a 20 mile an hour w md 
blowing.” said Palmer, who, like just about every other brakeman and conduc­
tor, has sulfored frostbite at one time or another.

riie wheels would freeze to the tracks, and we d have to take the freight 
tr.ons out in batches of 10 cars to break the wheels loose Maintaining air pres­
sure m the hr.ikmg sv,stem was always a problem during the winter, and you 
rarely got more than 20 pounds with a wide-open compressor"

The extreme cold caused rails to buckle, the roadb^ to “heave.” and the see­
page in the tunnels would form icicles so big the crews would have to precede 
the trams through the tunnels and knock them down "

There are always snow removal problems m the winter, slides, washouts, 
spring Hoods. 9a-degree summer heal and equipment failures to plague the 
crews.. Just about everv challenge in running a railroad ran be found along the 
Alaska Railroad s right of way.

Anil all but one of these problem.s has been solved That one is how to con­
vince the moose population that the trams have priority, and train whistles arc 
warning signals, not challenges to do battle 

"Rut.' said Palmer with a sad shake of his head, "moose are like some hu­
mans; they just never seem to learn.'

It makes teeth 
less suseeptible to cavities That it why fluoride is added to toothpastes and it often 
applied by the dentist after he cleans a penon't teeth Many cities thrmyhout the Unit­
ed Slates add (luondc to their water supply >o further he^ people prevent tooth de­
cay Adding the element to the water lupjpfy is an excdleni way to obtain fhionde 

West Texas it unique in Hut fluoride ■ present in our natural underground water. 
In tact, there is often too much fluoride present in our water The fluonde n not 
harmful to the body, but can cause stainiiig of children'i teeth Because of this, it it 
often necessary to try to filter out the etcess fluoride in the water Some cities in our 
area have been able to successfully do this and tome have not 

The result of an extended use of cxcenively fluoridated water in children is a mot- 
teling or brown staining of the enamel tarface of the teeth This is a serious problem, 
because the sUins cannot be cleanM off. The teeth can be bleached, but stiU don't 
look as good u  they would If the damage from the (luoride had not been done The 
teeth can be capped, bat this is an expensive procedure, and while caps are a marvel­
ous denul service, they still cin'l compare to bentthy, natwal teeth.

The best sray to combat dental fluoraiit is to stop the problem before it starts. If 
you live in an area that has more than 14 parts fluoride lor every one million ports of 
water, your children should be placed m  bottled water (ram the lime that you realize 
the mother is expecting until the child is about eight yean old. It if a good Idea to 
make sure that the bottled water has Hw proper amount of fluoride added to It to pre­
vent cavities.

A good guideflne to use to decide whether or not to put your children on bottled 
water is to (ind out the source of the srster you are drinking. If it Is well water or non- 
city water in the South Plains area you would be well advised to delay no and 
put your children on bottled water If it b city srater you should (ind out Dnm your 
water department how much fluoride b in your water Here is a list of towns that, 
according to a study done by the Department of Health in 1977. are knosm to be exces­
sive in (heir water's fluoride content. Also listed b a group of communities whoec wa- 

supply b acceptable at Ihb tune, aecording to thb study Remember, a little pre- 
caution now can save a lot of dental headaches and cosmetic problems Uter.

When Flynn, a Preebyterian mtHienaiy, first nur­
tured the idea shortly before World War I, he knew 
that only two docton served an area of 124,274 
square miles in Westmn Australia.

Another doctor took care of 407,000 square miles 
in the Northern Territory by himself.

Flynn figured that if inland Australia was ever to 
be populated, it needed families living on the great 
cattle ranches, some as big as European countries.

Flynn developed the idea of using Morse radio and 
airplanes to bring medical care to the people of the 
outback. His dream was to throw "a mantle of safe­
ty" around the rugged interior of Australia n

Flynn could not have foreseen that in SO years it 
would grow into the vast operation that patrols the 
back country today.

Covering abo|{n.8 million square miles of some of 
the most desolm  territory on earth, the Royal 
Flying Doctor Service has developed into a sprawl­
ing radio communication network that helped offset

ST. LOUIS (UPI) — Rodeo cowboys, says a doctor, make poor patients.
They pay their biUs promptly, but trying to corral them for treatment is diffi­

cult
Dr. Bruce F. Claussen, who for 12 years has specialized in treating rodeo cow­

boys, describes his patients as stoic individuals who shrug off their injuries ex- 
c e ^  In the most severe cases.

‘ Tlw rodeo cowboy has no trainer or team doctor, and there is only a minimal 
amount of protective equipment available to him,” Claussen said. “He takes his 
contusions, laceratioa and fractures from one town to the next. Occasionally 
he seeks the competent advice of a sympathetic physician, but he may ignore 
that advice if he thinks he can win at the next rodeo ”

The North Platte, Neb., physician presented a report on rodeo injuries at the 
annual convention here of the American Medical Association

In addition to being an arena physician, Claussen served from 1968 to 1974 as 
chairman of the Buffalo Bill Rodeo in North Platte. He also has traveled to ro­
deos throughout the country.

“You might expect I'd  have a full afternoon of going from one seriously in­
jured cowboy to another,” he said. “However, such is not the case.

“It is impossible for me to explain how man can avoid sustaining a severe in­
jury when he is presented with some of the most impossible, death-defying situ­
ations that I have ever witnessed."

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Springsteen Making 
Triumphant Return

Bjr RICHARD ROTTKOV 
NEW YORK lU P D - “What ever hap- 

peaed to Bruce Wbat'fhis-Name'’"
Brace Springsteen rose from obscurity 

to become in 1975 the most acclaimed 
rock star in years with the chart-topping 
album "Born To Run."

Success was assured when he appeared 
simultaneously on the covers of Time and 
Newsweek Rock periodicals lauded him 
as the l97Qs savior of rock 'n ' roll, despite 
hte punk image.

But a legal dispute between Springs­
teen and his ex-manager contributed to a 
three-year delay of a follow-up LP. Dur­
ing S ^ n p te e n  s inactivity, cynics dis­
missed hu success as a creation of record 
industry hype. Others wondered, what 
happennl to Bruce Springsteen'’

L ^ l  matters settled. Springsteen's 
new album. “Darkness On Tlie Edge Of 
Town," was released this summer to co- 
lucide with an ambitious tour June 
through September. Judging from his 
Aug. 21-23 sellout performances in Madi­
son Square Garden. Springsteen is trium­
phant^ answering the skeptics 

"The Boss is Back.” read the motto on 
many tee-shirts in the crowds o( 15.000.

Reassuring throngs journeyed in across 
the Hudson River from New Jersey, to 
make the Naw York appearances a 
homecoming for the 28-year-old Springs­
teen. who hails from nearby Asbuiy 
Park, N J .

Springsteen and his “E " Street Band, 
motivated to perform to its peak by the 
enthusiastic audiences chanting 
“Brauuce. Bruuuce." responded with 
high«nergy three-hour shows which 
touched virtually every emotion and 
theme that has b m  important in rock 

Audiences heard a selection of almost 
two dozen songs, including ‘Thunder 
Road,” “She's the One,” “Racing in th e .

the songs came from “ Darkness On The 
Edge Of Town." which has been atop the 
charts in recent weeks.

Springsteen's themes are filled with 
philosophical undercurrents Most of his 
songs have a fiery, impatient tone and 
imagery that deals with classic teenage 
concerns — cars, romance and mysteries 
of the night The emphasis is on aliena­
tion and rebellion, with music offered as 
the tonic for whatever frustrations and 
doubts affect adolescence

His stage presence, including acrobatic 
leaps atop speakers and into the audi­
ence. is reminiscent of Chuck Berry. Lit­
tle Richard and Elvis Presley. His voice 
displays the wide dynamic range for 
which it is known, raspiness intact. Many 
of his songs featured additional instru­
mentals parts, showcasing each member 
of the band, particularly saxophonist 
Clarence Clemmons.

The boisterous audiences voiced ap­
proval throughout, the young crowd 
dancing, swaying, clapping and singing 
along. Wild applause brought him back 
for two encores, including “Bora To 
R un .' which he introduced as his favor­
ite song.

"Bora to Run " elevated Bruce Springs­
teen to rock stardom three years ago. 
Now a successful L'.S tour and “Dark­
ness On The Edge Of Town" makas it ap­
parent Springsteen will stay there.

He said the condition of the arena is probably most responsible tor protecting 
the cowboy.

“The protective equipment of the rodeo cowboy is sparse,” he said. “ The ev­
er present elastic wrap, various pads, chaps, gloves and homemade braces con­
stitute the majority of paraphernalia that the cowboy will carry with him.

“A good soft arena with adequate organic matter will swallow up a cowboy 
when a horse falls on him. I have seen them crushed by a falling hone and get 

_ up with no significant injury."
He said rodeo producers ask for a soft arena if possible.
"However, I sometimes feel their concern is for their animal rather than for 

the cowboy who is on him."
Claussen said various animal-protection organizations have worked with cow­

boys to improve the lot of animals used in rodeos, n
"But." he said, "there have been few contributions to medical literature dis­

cussing the medical aspect of the competing rodeo cowboy."
Claussen said particular injuries can result from each of the five standard ro­

deo events — bareback riding, bronc riding, bull riding, calf roping and steer 
wrestling.

The bareback rider is most prone to upper extremity injuries such as dislocat­
ed shoulden. fractured clavicles and cenical strains. The bronc rider also may 
be a victim of upper extremity injuries, but he is more likely to suffer fractures 
of wrists, fingers and ankles.

Caif ropen are subject to ankle and foot problems.

“A loss of a digit is usually connected with the sport of team roping, in which 
. the cowboy brings his rope around the saddle horn and is not quite quick 
enough to get his thumb or finger out of the way,” Claussen said.

The steer wrestler, he said, “ represents a collection of almost every knee inju­
ry described.” ........

As for the bull rider, Claussen said: "Anything can and usually does happen to 
this courageous competitor. Crush injuries and facial injuries are not unusual

Death in the rodeo arena is rare, he said There usually are one or two fatali­
ties a year.

Claussen said the larger rodeos always have a doctor in attendance and all ro­
deos have at least one clown

"More than one rider has had his life saved by the quick action of fhe clown in 
administering on-the-spot treatment," he said. "The rodeo clown is always 
moving and sometimes he is injured himself. 1 don't know of a clown who 
hasn't suffered a serious injury at some time in his career' .

Claussen said because of the risk of injury, cowboys are willing to help their 
competitors.

"These men have amazing memories and they can tell you the good and bad 
aspects of almost any animal in most any mujor stock contractor s pen This in­
formation is passed back and forth from year to year

Composers Seek Royalties From Colleges
By JOSEPH GA.MBARDELLO

NEIW YORK (UPI) — Hundreds of colleges, clubs and fraternal and veterans 
organizations across the country are breaking a federal law eveiytime they use 
music for a dance, concert or other public performance. '

They could be fined anywhere from $250 to $10,000 for each violation, which 
means each song.

The violations stem from the fact that the groups, under the 1976 Copyright 
Act that took effect in January, must purchase a license, which guarantees com­
posers royalties for their work.

But despite the violations, the organizations need not worry that their next so­
cial will be raided by a bunch of gun-toting G-.Men.

“ We're not looking to trap anybody," said Ed Cramer, president of Broadcast 
Musk Inc., one of threeorganizations named in the new law as having a right to 
issue licenses on behalf of copyright owners.

Cramer, a copyright lawyer, discussed the new law in an Thteniew. He d< 
scribed how it effects groups that were previously exempt under the old cop;-. 
right, whkh dated from 19()9

BMI. like its competitof, the American Society of Composers. Authors and 
Publishers (ASCAP), is in'businesrte-pcotect and collect royalties for artists. 
B.MI. represents about 50.000 artists, among them such contemporary music 
writen as Barry Manilow, the Bee Gees. Neil Sedaka and Paul Anka.

Under the 1909 law, Cramer noted, there were two "TS-year terms during 
■ which the work was protected. “Under thTbew law, it exists.fotthe life of the 

author and 50 years after his death," he said. ^ ^
Most musical royalties — <5 percent — come'^from the broadcasting industry, 

"which pay us so much a year based on their advertisng revenue." Cramer said, 
noting that there was no difference from the old law.

Thb major changes, he said, involved the way the law related to juke boxes 
and so-called non-profit public performances, which were exempt between 1909 
and January 1.

For juke boxes, the owners have to obtain an $8-a-year license from the gov­
ernment. But. said Cramer, of the estimated 500.000 juke boxes in the country, 
"three out of four are not licensed" even though royalties from each box “a-

which each school pays 5 'i  cents for each full-time student to "cover all music
dues — including college radio stations — except for special concerts." Cramer 
said. But, he said, many colleges have not come through 

As to the clubs, organizations and other non-profit groups. Cramer said their 
licenses would primarily depend on how much they budget for music each year.

“A group using minimal music would probably only have to pay about $ f  a 
week.” he said.

“We are trying to com ince these people that not only as a matter of law they 
have to to pay. but that morally they should be paying because they're using 
somebody's product Next time you hear a song ask How docs a compser get 
paid'’"
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profit mstitutMiu — colleges, private clubs, church groups, veterans and frater­
nal organizations — did not have to pay royalties for music they used

“Every supplier of goods and services to non-profit organizations got paid 
The telephone company, the electric company, the musicians They (compos­
ers) should not be fo rc^  to subsidize music for non profit purposes." Cramer 
said.

After all, he noted, most composers are not as commercially successful as the 
Bee Gees and the Paul Ankas. and depend on their royalties lor a living.

“There are composers out there whose works are not going to be in the top 40. 
whose principal exposure is in the non profit area And it is these people who 
need it the most who will benefit from the law,” Cramer said

The type of composer he was talking about was one — like BMl's 17 pulitzer 
prize winners — whose works are used by “colleges, universities, city symphony 
orchestras and so forth “
