"I don't have much M> crop is 

pitiful," said Don Vogler, who farms 
550 acr«*s of cotton on sandy loam 
south of I.amcsa "It's just like 
everything else in this county "

You can bet your bottom dollar that 
the pickings will b«‘ slim indeed come 
harvest time The predicted yield 
is about a quarter of last year's 
bumper crop

The stalks are so short and many 
bolls are so close to the ground 
some farmers fear most mechanized

cotton pickers won't be able to reach
them

And you can blame it all on the 
weather Like the cotton prospects, 
the rains were lean and scarce, too 
late or not at all

In spots, sut h as in the western part 
of th(‘ county , the cotton is flourish 
ing But that's due to hop scotching 
showers, which were too widely scat 
lered Tliose are the exceptions

Vogler was looking over some of the 
acreage in the s<)uth«-m part of the 
county — around Ten Mile, Sparen 
berg. Klondike and Patricia com

ride At first, she seemed bored with

J(H“ Ed Wise, the county agricul­
tural agent, was leading the caravan 
of 60 to 70 farmers 

Like most of the farmers, Vogler is 
resigned to a "crop failure" this 
year

"For most of us, it's a losing deal,"

said Vogler, who has been farming on 
his own for about 10 years. He’s 33 
"Hoping the bankers will carry us 

and hoping for a better year next 
year ’ ’

And for a "better ” crop in 1979, the 
farmers are banking on rainfall later 
this year and next spring to supply the 
needed underground moisture — the 
seasoning. Wfithout it. farming is 
gambling without any odds for win­
ning

Farming is Dawson County, which 
has been the No I county in the state 
in bales of cotton pn>duced, is mostly

a dry-land proposition. Tltere’s little 
underground water for irrigation.

And where it is available, the cost of 
pumping and distribution is “ too ex­
pensive”  and unprofitable. Mostly, 
there Just isn't a water table in Daw­
son County

“ In the long haul, the dry-land 
farmer has made more net money” 
than the cotton producer who Irri­
gates, Vogler said

It has always appeali'd to some 
ptMtple to make big charges about big 
ripoffs in the oil and gas industry." 
Kep Bob Krueger told membsTs of 
the Permian Basin Gas PnK-essors 
Association Thursday night 

After more than 20 years of "coofu 
Sion of politics with economics, " there 
is movement within Congress and fed 
eral agencies toward deregulation of 
natural gas prices. Krueger said at 
(he organization's quarterly meeting 
at the Midland Country Club 

However, he said, the natural gas 
pricing bill currently before the Con 
gress compounds" regulation in 
stead of being the phased in deregu 
lalion it is being touted " as 

He said (hat bill has less than a 50 50 
chance of passage

Krueger who is the Democratic 
nominj-e for the ,S«-nate seal miw held 
by I' ,S .Sen John Tower, said the 
industry has come a "considerable 
distance" since gas prices were regu 
lated at the well head in 1954 

In 1976. a bill introduced by 
Krueger to deregulate the price of

new natural gas was defeated in the 
House by 205 to 201 The absence of 
several representatives who would 
have voted for the bill was responsi 
ble for the defeat, he said 

Rut that was the first step In 
liberalizing gas regulation, the con 
gressman said

"If we hadn't fought it so close. It li 
clear the Federal Power Commission 
wouldn't have raised the price (for 
interitate gas) from 52 cents to 
t l  42" he said

And if the regulated price had not 
been It 42. (hen tl 75 would not have 
been the "starting point" in the bill up 
for consideration this year, he said 

If no bill is passed this year, he said 
he bc-lieves Congress next year will 
pass a bill similar to (hat 1975 legisla 
ti(ui

Kreuger said he withheld an opinion 
on the House Senate Conference 
Committee compromise, reached 
May 24. until it was translated into 
legislation because I've found out 
legislation when it's written often 
comes out yery different than the 
memorandum of understanding "

And indications are the bill still is 
not quite final." he said

TEHRAN. Iran (A P ) — Troops 
fired into a crowd of several thousand 
anti government demonstrators in 
Tehran today and unofficial reports 
said as many as 100 people were 
killed The clash came just hours 
after the government imposed mar 
tiil law in the capital and It other 
cities

No official death count was avail 
able, but the government-owned radio 
Tehran said many " died 

The martial law order, which bans 
gatherings by more than three per 
sons and Imposes a curfew from 9

pm to5am daily. is an effort to end 
rioting by opponents of the Shah of 
Iran s liberalization program An es 
timated 1.000 persons have died In the 
disturbances in the past eight 
months

The angry protesters In Jaleh 
square. In the eastern section of the 
city, shouted down religious leader 
Ayatullh Noori who had appealed to 
them to disperse

I>ed by teenagers and followed by 
women in their traditional Moslem 
veils, the demonstrators marched to­
ward a line of soldiers and began

throwing bricks and rocks, witnesiea 
said The soldiers fired submachine 
guns Into the air and then into the 
crowd

Witnesses said "m a n y "  blood- 
soaked demonstrators fell to the 
ground and were hauled away in 
trucks after the two^hour battle 

The demonstrators set fire to sever­
al buildings, gasoline stations and 
department stores and tried to pull 
down statues That section of the city 
also includes Baharestan, the parila-

Slightest hint of some progress 
slipping through secrecy screen

( AMP DAVID, Md (AP )  — A 
veiled hint of progress is slipping 
through the secrecy at the Middle 
Fast summit

The meeting's official spokesman 
dropped the hint Thursday as Presi 
dent Carter, Israeli Prime Minister 
Menachem Begin and Egyptian Pres 
ideni Anwar Sadat wasted no time 
getting to the thorniest issues in the 
Arab Israeli conflict 

While House press secretary Jody 
Powell, who has gone to great lengths 
to avoid pronouncements that would 
disclose anything substantial about 
the talks seemed to slip as he argued 
that secrec y has been helpful to the 
summit participants

We have found this atmosphere to 
be helpful and conducive to the sort of 
discussions we wanted to have," 
Powell said And the gentlemen are 
pleased with this arrangement 

There was no word from the Egyp 
tians, Israelis or Americans about 
whether Carter was making progress 
Nor was Powell willing to character 
ize the mood of the discussions But 
Powel l ' s  impromptu comment

strongly suggested the C S president 
was not displeased with develop 
menis so far in the summit, which 
began lat*- Tuesday

As the summit began its third day

today. Carter held a breakfast meet­
ing with Vice President Walter F 
Mondale, Secretary of State Cyrus 
Vance and Zbigniew Brrezinski. the

August price drop seen; 
Inflation at 10 percent

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  An across 
the board easing of price pressures 
occurred in the economy in August as 
wholesale prices declln^ 0 1 percent, 
the first drop in this key measure of 
Inflation in two years, the govern 
ment reported today

It was the most encouraging devel 
opment yet in the government's fight 
to control inflation Prices of consum 
er foods fell 15 percent, the biggest 
decline In two years 

Wholesale prices had Increased 0 5 
percept in July and were up 7.7 per

rent for the l2-month period ending in 
August The August decline was the 
first since August of 1976, when prices 
fell 0 2 percent

If continued for a year, the August 
decline of 0 1 percent would result In a 
12 month drop In wholesale prices of 
1 2 percent However, not even the 
most optimistic economists expect 
that to happen

The decline In consumer food prices 
was the major factor in the break in 
the upward price spiral in August, but

Mondale was flown up 
from Washington on Thursday for thip 
second straight day He joined Vance, 
Brzezinski and Secretary of Defense 
Harold Brown for midaftemoon talks 
with Israeli Foreign Minister Moshe 
Dayan and Defense Minister Ezer

Schools
seeking
volunteers

Anyone looking for a way to fill a 
few idle hours also can fill a need with 
the Midland public schools.

“ Even if you have only one hour a 
month to spend as a school volunteer, 
we need you," said Betty Edgar, 
volunteer chairman for the school 
district. She is directing a program to 
place volunteers in elementary 
schools by Oct. 16.

A ll volunteers — including 
classroom, Head Start, Partners in 
Reading, library and office helpers, 
and even home room mothers and 
Halloween carnival chairmen — will 
be recruited under one program.

“ There has been some confusion in 
the past about who to contact for what 
program," she said. “ This year there 
will be one form sent home to parents 
and one volunteer chairman at each 
school who will process applications

Included in the program is a 
speakers' bureau called Special 
Programs of Additional Resources 
and Knowledge, which will allow 
participants to share knowledge of a 
particular subject such as a hobby.a 
career or travel experiences by 
giving talks or demonstrations In 
addition to elementary schools, the 
SPARK program also is available to 
junior high and freshman school 
classrooms..

Anyone who wishes to participate in 
the volunteer program may go by a 
school office and pick up a form or 
call the volunteer chairman in the 
school where he wishes to serve

Water usage for the city usually 
drops considerably during overcast 
rainy days, according to city Utilities 
Director John l.«we, but he said the 
amount this past week has not 
dropped as much as he expected 
While the amount used has eased 
down tn about 12 million gallons 
per day during the past several rainy 
days. Ixiwe said he had expected it to 
drop tn about eight or nine million 
gallons per day

“ It gives me the feeling our overall 
usage may be up this year," he said

During not-so-dlstant scorching 
summer days,the usage had risen 
over 31 million gallons Usage the 
past IS months has been "phenome 
nal,”  Ix)we said

“ Maybe our pppulation has in-̂  
creased our demand to the point our 
yearly water usage average will be 
up ’ ’

He added that the past two years 
have been “ extremely dry It will 
take a lot of what we’re having now to 
replenish the soil moisture we’ve lost 
But. the rainfall is moving us in the 
right direction. If we could continue 
this pattern (of rainfall) for a few 
more weeks, we could see more long 
term benefits."

Krueger said he is “ not that con­
cerned" about the $1.75 per thousand 
cubic feet, which the bill gives as the 
initial price. He said current intra­
state contracts are running at about 
$1 82. and the market is a little soft at 
that price.

"But I am concerned about the 
compounded! regulationThe federal 
government doesn’t seem to under­
stand market prices,”  he said

Krueger said he will not "take any 
absolutely final position until I ’ve 
seen the final legislation"

But, he .said, he would not want to 
see a bill passed simply to solve 
short-term problems. He said he 
would not want to see 20 more years of 
regulation “ just to get rid of a prob̂  
lem for today."

The administration will be pushing 
the bill as the solution to the d^line of 
the dollar abroad, Krueger said, an 
other example of the oil and gas 
industry being used as a “ scape 
goat.”

Permits take 
August drop

Building permits for the month of 
August dropped slightly this year and 
the valuation dropped a good deal 
when compared to August a year ago, 
according to a report issued by the 
city building department.

Permits for 
alterations to residences was second 
with 43 for a total of $177,549. Next in 
line was permits for commercial al­
terations with 23 totaling $352,976.

One permit for a shopping center at 
$445,000 was the largest amount is­
sued for the month. Also under the 
category uf permits for new commer­
cial structures were five for signs. 
$4,780; three for warehouses, $62,500; 
one for a welding shop, $151,500; four 
for retail stores, $177,000; one for a 
covered parking lot, $53,000, and one 
for an office building, $120,000.

Two permits went for mobile homes 
for a total value of $16,000.

AU STIN —The Lower Colorado 
R iver Authority Thursday failed in its 
attempt to keep a Texas Department 
of Water Resources report on the 
future water needs of the Colorado 
R iver Basin out of evidence in the 
Texas Water Commission’s con- 
sideration of the proposed Stacy 
Reservoir Project.

The Colorado River Municipal 
Water District is seeking authority 
from the TWC to construct a reservoir 
in Runnels. Coleman and Concho 
counties. The LCRA, City of Austin, 
two downstream irrigation com­
panies and several other entities are 
opposing the application.

With TWC chairman Joe Carter ill, 
TWC members Dorsey Hardeman 
and Joe Carroll concurred to ovamilc 
LC R A  attorney Larry Sm ith’s 
challenge to the CRMWD’s motion to 
submit a TDWR document, “ Present 
and Future Surface Water Availabili­
ty in the Colorado River Basin. 
Texas,”  into evidence.

S m ith , d u r in g  h is c ro s s -  
examination of one of the report’s 
authors, argued that the witneu. Dr. 
Quentin Martin, could not testify as to 
the accuracy of the data which went 
into computer models used to compile 
the document.

"T h e  computer study,”  Smith 
noted, " is  only as good as the data you 
put in it.”

Martin said he could not explain 
how some of the data used in his 
models was developed. He added, 
however, that “ in my opinion, it's an 
accurate model for the planning pur­
poses of the state.”

CRMWD attorney Jim Wilson again 
argued Martin’s document should be 
accepted into evidence as the report 
of an expert relying on other experts’ 
data. The two commission members 
agreed.

This was the first major ruling 
Hardeman has made as acting chair­
man.

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Adolf Hitler aas born in Austria around IflS  or 
1133. He aas an Italian half-Jea and later joined the 
Christian Democrats.

Daring WTorkl War I. he tried to dodge military 
service by moving to Germany — but Reich 
aatborities drafted him just the same

During the aar he loitered behind the lines, 
spending most o f his time aashing dishes. After the 
aar. he happened to drop into a beer joint in Munich. 
A Communist party, the NSDAP. was holding a 
meeting there. It had 9 lit o ff from the Social 
Democratic Party, and it aas a leftist-eatremist 
organixation. Hitler made himself the fuhrer of the 
party.

A ll o f a sadden. Hitler rose to power because he 
aas  the only one aho knew boa to tackle the 
unemployment problem.

He was a very generous German king. His deputy 
aas  Bismarck, aho has been languishing in an East 
German dungeon for more than 30 years.

Immediately. Hitler took vigorous action: He 
declared mass unemployment strictly verboten. he 
built autobahns and volkswagens. and be also made 
the first landing on the moon. Criminals acre sent to 
pnson Everything aas clean and in perfect order in 
H itler's Germany.

The Reich began to thrive under his rule. For 
example, nobody had to fear finding his children 
throttled, or his mother raped ahen he came home 
from aork. And of course everybody could aalk in 
the streeets aitbout being mugged. Hitler saa to H 
that the streets aere emptied of hippies and 
terrorists, of prostitutes and cripples, of Communists 
and of other riffraff

He dubbed bis enemies Nazis and had them put in 
gas chambers He also made one ahale of a mistake 
killing M.iOO or so Jeas. because later thu turned out 
to he very detrimental to the reputation of the 
Germans.

Later he aaged the 30 Years’ War, ahich aas also 
called World War. He aas the greatest military 
leader of all times and he conquered many, many 
countries for bis fatherland. He never lost a battle.

Konrad Adenauer aas one of his friends
Later he turned nuts and aas betrayed At the end 

of the aar. he jumped doan from a dam in the Ruhr 
araa and died.

But he may also have managed to escape and run 
around as a madman in Russia or ia Argentina. He is 
also said to have founded the Federal Republic and 
to have bnih the Berlin Wall

WTben this strange image of Hitler gradually took 
shape as a result of a la rg e^ a le  analysis of 3.042 
compositions by students and pupils of secoodary 
aad elementary Khools on “ What I Hear About Adolf 
Hitler.** the analyst, education Kholar Dieter 
Bonsman. aas convinced at first: "They are trying 
to lead me up the garden path." Bat they aere. on the 
contrary, oflertag the very best of their knoalcdge.

The notion West Germany's younger generation 
has of Hitler aad the Nazi era is adventitious to the 
point o f becoming even amusing. U H were not for the 
harknrons historical truth And it is blatantly 
erroneous. It is aa almost romantic malarkey that 
belittles aad varnishes the reality of the Nazi 
tyranny.

Obviously, the majority of the young Germans do 
not fe d  much, if any. repugnance against Hitler. 
They also do not seem to like him. They all tend to 
agree that Hitler aad Germany's Nasi past are none 
of their business For them. Hitler is an historic 
figure like any other, and apparently one that 
combines traits of Napoteon. Count Dracnla and 
James Bond

Bat from the murkiaess of the Hitler image, a few 
hetoona U stereotypes emerge that are indeed 
commonly held to West Germany: HHler was a 
lefttot. Bm he also did many good things. IBe 
ahoHihtng mass nnemploymeot. building autobahns, 
pnrsnlag a vigorous law-and-order policy. Mass 
murder of Jews is judged in terms o l “ success "  
Even Ms "landing on tte  moon" is not just mere 
nonsense The naderlyiag impUcatioo is thst it 
became possible only because the first long-range 
misefles were developed by the Reich's war 
macMnery.

V e fy n g e nbeitsbewaltiagung (overcoming the 
past) is. in many ways, the key word to Germany's 
istellectaal postwar history. The very terminology 
tncfrafs that the (Germans rather strove for puttiag 
the Nazi past out of their minds than for coming to 
terms witbB

Amid public debates over the problem of collective 
g u ^  whick rather served the purpose of negating 
than of clartfymg tt. the post-Nazi (Germans focused 
their minds on the Wirtschaftswunder and the ac­
cumulation of wealth althongh. g rv d ^ g ly , they 
deigned to admit of a certain collective respon­
sibility.

As a consequence a public atUtude of avoldaace 
coupled with a private attitude of winking indulgence 
became the predominant stance with which the 
Germans tried to dbmiss both the monstrosities of 
the Nazi period and their own involvement.

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New York gearing for big Legionnaires battle
NEW YORK (A P ) — City workers 

nosed down West SSth Street and 
nesrby subway sUtions, and air and 
water tests were planned today as one 
of the nation’s top medical detectives 
joined efforts to try to discover why 
five confirmed and 38 suspected cases 
of Legionnaires disease have popped 
up in the city’s garment district.

By late Thursday, after the number 
of reported sick and dead zoomed 
from nine to 43 in 24 hours, two deaths 
had been confirmed as resulting from 
Legionnaires disease, and another 
death was “ highly suspect.’ ’ Tests on 
the suspicious cases continued.

City sanitation workers driving 
water trucks Thursday night began a 
thorough rinsing of West 35th Street, 
where all the known and suspected 
victims worked as garment workers, 
tradespeople or, in one case, the cop 
on the beat. Transit Authority em­
ployees were doing the same chore on 
subway stations in the area.

Building owners were asked to turn 
off air conditioning systems, prime 
suspects in earlier outbreaks, includ­
ing the fln t  and worst one in n iiladel- 
phla, in which 29 died and 151 became 
ill but recovered after a state Ameri­
can Legion convention two summers 
ago.

The city welcomed the help of Dr. 
David F raser, ch ie f o f a specia l 
pathogen unit in the Bureau o f Epide-

m io lo »  of the Center for Disease 
Contrd in Atlanta, but better known 
as chief investigator o f the disease.

Fraser or members of his staff have 
travelled the country since then stu­
dying other cases of Legionnaires dis­
ease, some of them in “ clusters’ ’ and 
others as isolated cases.

Dr. John Marr, chief epidemiologist 
in the city’s Department of Health, 
said late Thursday that two suspected 
cases in Rochester, N.Y., had bmn 
ruled out as connected with the gar­
ment center outbreak, since neither 
patient had been in New York City 
recently. But Bill Fagle, spokesman 
for the New York state Health De­
partment, said the Rochester cases 
were not Legionnaires disease.

Meanwhile, in Memphis, Tenn., of- 
Hcials at Baptist Hospital said they 
had con firm ^ five cases of Legion­
naires disease but that none had re­
sulted in any deaths. In addition, they 
said that four others suspect^ of 
having the disease were under obser­
vation.

Health officia ls In Washington, 
D.C., said today that they have con­
firm ed  three probable cases. No 
deaths have resulted.

Marr said Fraser, after attending a 
morning press conference with Mayor 
Edward Koch, would study the work 
done so far in trying to find the source 
of the mysterious malady, which is

not communicated from person to 
person but results from Inhaling air­
borne bacteria.

More than 3,000 persons have called 
a hot line to report possible cases, and 
175 of the reports were getting further 
study.

Koch continued to urge calm among 
New Yorkers, reminding residents

that the disease symptoms resemble 
pneumonia and from 40 to 80 people 
die of pneumonia in this city every 
week.

But along West 35th Street, usually 
a packed mass of trucks and “ rack 
boys’ ’ pushing cloth to manufacturers 
or finished garments to wholesalers 
on plain pipe racks, few were reas­

sured.
Workers said many were staying 

away from their jobs, although em­
ployers denied absenteeism had in­
creased appreciably.

“ It ’s like ’Jaws’ Jumped out of the 
water and came to the garment dis­
trict,’ ’ said Tony Thompson, an em­

ployee of a restaurant next door to tiie 
Interstate Dress Carriers, where Car­
lyle Legett worked.

The 31-year-old L eg e tt  died in 
Brooklyn’s St. John’s Hospital last 
month, the first confirmed death from 
the disease that kills from 10 to 15 
percent of its victims.

Key Legionnaire questions rem ain e lusive
A TLA N TA  (A P )  — Researchers 

say they still do not know the answers 
to two crucial questions about Legion­
naires disease —  how the bacterium 
moves through the environment and 
how it infects people.

And finding those answers is a pri­
mary objective of researchers at the 
national Center for Disease Control, 
said spokesman Don Berreth.

Twenty-nine persons died of the dis­
ease after a state American Legion 
convention in Philadelphia in July 
1976. Another 151 persons recovered 
from the disease. Since then, 487 
cases of Legionnaires disease have 
been reported around the country, 
Berreth said.

Since mid-August, there have been 
two confirmed deaths from Legion­
naires disease in New York, and one

other may have been caused by It. 
Forty other persons are suspect^ to 
be ill with the malady.

Ail the victims woriced in the city’s 
midtown garment district and all 
were apparently infected last month.

Berreth said it is still too early to 
call the New York outbreak a “ clus­
ter”  — cases where many victims 
contract the disease from the same 
source — but the 43 suspected and 
confirmed cases make New York a 
good candidate to be added to the 
list.

Clusters have occurred in Burling­
ton, Vt.; (Columbus, Ohio; Kingsport, 
Tenn.; Nottingham, England; Los 
Angeles; Bloomington, Ind., and At­
lanta during the last two years.

“ Clusters”  provide valuable Infor­
mation to researchers, Berreth said.

“ You almost need that kind of cluster 
to identify the disease, otherwise it 
would probably go unnoticed,”  he ex­
plained.

So far, researchers at the CDC have 
discovered that Legionnaires disease 
is caused by a bacterium and that it 
had killed previously before it sur­
faced after the legion convention.

They know the disease is a type of 
pneumonia and can be effectively 
treated with Erythromycin. They 
know it strikes mainly older people

who smoke cigarettes and that it is 
not contarious.

And although they still don’t know 
how people get the disease, Berreth 
said, researchers are getting closer to 
their goal.

“ The most recent step taken is we 
developed a procedure to isolate the 
bacteria from the environment,”  
Berreth said. “ Now we have the tools 
to determine how it moves about. At 
some point we may be able to inter- 
venein stopping the cause o f the 
disease in people.”

Teachers still man picket lines

Teachers in at least 14 states, some of their leaders 
working in Jail cells and union offices instead of neat, 
chalkboard-lined classrooms, picketed and disrupt­
ed classes today for nearly a half-million pupils.

Higher salaries was the main issue in almost all 
the schools districts hit by walkouts.

Classes were scheduled to begin today in Geve- 
land, Ohio, where officials had to obtain ^ . 7  million 
in an emergency loan from the state Just to be able to 
open this year.

But a coalition of school employee unions, repre­
senting 10,000 teachers and non-certlfied personnel, 
urged parents to keep their children home, saying no 
Instruction would be available at schools.

All but 800 of Cleveland’s 100,000 pupils were 
ordered to report to their classrooms.

Cleveland teachers, who say they will not be left 
without a pay raise for a third straight year, now 
receive between $9,100 and $18,650 a year. They are 
seeking a 90 percent increase.

Teachers are also striking In Dayton, Ohio.
In New Orieans, the first negotiating session since 

schools opened Aug. 30 was set for today between 
representatives of the 4,900-member United Teach­
ers of New Orleans and school board representa­
tives.

New Orieans teachers, who earn between $10,096 
and $15,000 annually, have been seeking an 6 percent 
increase.'The school board’s best offer has been 4 
percent.

The city's 140 schools have remained open with 
non-striking teachers, substitutes and parents in 
classrooms, but only a third of the district’s 91,000 
pupils have been in class.

In Marion, Ind., where seven union leaders had 
been Jailed when teachers struck illegally 11 days 
ago, a tentative settlement was annouiiced late 
Inursday night.

State mediator Jack Martjm said the $M members 
of the Marion Teachers Association would vote on the
proposed three-year contract today. School officials 
said If teachers approved the contract, the system’s 
9,900 pupils would return to classes Monday.

No details were released on the agreement, whose 
first year is retroactive to cover the 1977-76 school 
session when teachers worked srithout a contract. 
Under the old contract, teachers earned annual 
salaries of between $6,125 and $17,498. Originally 
they sought a 10 percent pay iocrtase over a two- 
year period but the board ^ e r e d  and Increase of 6.1 
percent.

There was no word on the seven teachers who were 
Jailed. Earlier this ureek, they were shuttled between 
Jail and negotiating sessions under guard. But 
Wednesday and Thursday they stayed at the motel 
where talks were held In the custody of an MTA 
attorney.

They had been Jailed by a state circuit Judge on 
Aug. 90 after 343 of the district’s 517 teachers went on 
strike.

In New Jersey, lay teachers at Holy Cross Roman 
Cathode High School in Delran went on striks T1iurs-4 
day when contract negotiations fa lte red . The 
school's 65 non-rellgiotts teachers, who earned an

average $9,500 annually, were seeking an II percent 
pay Increase.

There were also strikes by teachers in Belvidere 
and Somerset, N.J.

Teachers were also striking In Washington state, 
Illinois, New York, Michigan, Idaho, Ohio, Connecti­
cut, Rhode Island, Vermont, California and Pennsyl­
vania.

Here is a summary of major strike situations;

PENNSYLVANIA — Strikes continued in nine 
school districts involving 32,748 pupils and 2,028 
teachers, but a five-day strike by 13,000 teachers and 
8,000 aides in Philadelphia enyed Thursday with 
approval of a new two-year contract calling for a 15 
percent salary Increase in three stages in the second 
year of the pact. The contract will increase average 
teacher salaries In the city from $16,000 to $22,425.

WASHINGTON — More than 90,000 pupils are out 
of school, including 55,000 In the b a tt le  school 
district and 31,000 in Tacoma. The Seattle school 
district has offered to increase the $17,900 annual 
average salary of striking teachers by 6.1 percent, 
including longevity pay, but that has been rejected.

ILLINOIS — Elgin’s 41 schools remained closed, 
affecting 26,000 pupils. Teachers in the district, who 
have a starting pay of 66,600 annually, are seeking a 
10 percent Increase. In Thornton Township, south of 
Chicago. 10,000 pupils in three high schools were out 
of class waiting for 700 teachers and the school board 
to settle their differences over salaries, bertefita and 
class site. Strikes were also continuing in Coilins- 
ville, Paris and Waterloo.

RHODE ISLAND — In Cranston, school Superin­
tendent Joseph Picano told a Judge. “ Negotiations 
are over. We are now In court." The city’s 600 
teachers, who earned between $6,400 and $16,800 
annually, have rejected a three-year contract offer 
to increase those salaries by between 4 percent and 7 
percent the first year and by 6.5 percent each year In 
second and third years of an agreement. In Westerly, 
216 teachers continued a strike affecting 3,900 
pupils.

MICHIGAN — Teachers in 13 school dUtricte 
affecting nearly 65,000 pupils were on strike. Most of 
the strikes centered on higher wages.

CONNECTICUT — About 19,000 of Bridgeport's 
22,500 students stayed away from school Thursday 
because of a walkout by 1,250 teachers. The start of 
grades 8, II and 12 In the 14,000-pupil Norwalk 
system was postponed until Monday because of a 
walkout there. Salaries for Norwalk teachers range 
from $6,700 to slightly more than $90,000, officials 
have offered a three-yoar pact with pay increases of
6.5 percent, 6.4 percent and 7 percent. In Bridgeport, 
Superior Court Judge James Henebry postpo i^  a 
contempt hearing for officials o f the B r i^ p o r t  
Education Association until Monday. Teachers there 
defied a back-to-work order lliursday. Henebry 
ordered that negotiations be resumed Instead o t  
imposing fines or Jail terms for union officials. 
Bridgeport officials have said they offered a four- 
year contract Inciuding 6 percent pay Increases each 
y f t r .  The BEA la seeking a two-year contract with a
7.5 percent Increase each year. Salaries in Bridge­
port range from $0,450 to $20,160.

Tear gas flushes mental patient
N A S H V IL L E , Tenn. 

(A P ) — An armed for­
mer mental patient who 
holed up In his house for 
14 hours then began  
shooting from a window 
was flushed out by tear 
gas and wotmded In the 
leg early tdttay after he 
refused repeated police 
orders to surrender, a 
police ofRclal said.

Police Chief Joe Casey 
said the man, identified 
as Donald Davis, 35, had 
barricaded himself in his 
f a m i ly ’ s tw o -s to ry ,  
white-brick home at mid­
day Ihursday with his 
ehwriy aunt, Sudie Mur- 
bury, and an arsenal — a 
semi-automatic rifle , a 
cross-bow, autom atic 
p isto ls  and a scoped 
rifle.

He began  f ir in g  in 
reaction  to an o ffic e r  
asking him to put Ms tel­
ephone back on the hook 
so they could resume ne­
gotiations, police said.

Casey said police using 
bullhorns warned Davis 
to stop shooting or they 
would fire tear gas Into 
the house. The police 
chief said Davis contin­
ued to shoot and tear gas 
was used.

Casey said Davis fired 
90 to 25 shots before com- 
ing out onto the front 
lawn carrying a rifle at 
his hip. Davis came to 
within 25 yards of an offi­
cer, still carrying the 
rifle and refusing repeat­
ed police commands to 
drop the weapon, Casey 
said. A member of the 
specia l tactics  squad 
then fired a single shot, 
s trik ing D avis In the 
l « f

Nogotiators attempted 
to talk Davis out of the 
house prior to the gunfire 
exchange, but he told 
them he wouldn’t mind 
being killed or killing 
someone.

M urbury had 
w illin g ly  stayed with 
Davis but was snatched 
by p o lic e  when she 
stepped outside to dis­
coid  some trash a fter 
nine hours.

Davis shares the house 
with his aunt and his 
m o th e r , who p o lic e  
brought In to plead with 
her son for surrender.

A.ssistant Police 
Cheif Paul Uselton said a 
neighbor told him Davis 
mows his lawn wearing a 
pistol.

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Home brew issue: Register for six-pack?

WASHINGTON -  Rep. Barber 
Conable, R-N.Y., listened to a con­
stituent, a manufacturer of kits for 
homemade beer and wine, and was 
convinced.

So Conable last year introduced a 
biU to lift the federal registration 
requirement for making wine and to 
make the brewing of beer legal, but

But beer brewing has been illegal 
because, while the law doesn’t 
mention beer, the possession of 
“ mash fit for distillation”  is men­
tioned. And you need mash to make 
beer.

with registration. The House ap­
proved the measure on a voice vote

The BATF insists that mash is 
mash under the law. Once you have 
some mash bubbling, you add yeast to 
complete the chemical process. But 
beer makers add brewer’s yeast, 
while moonshiners add distiller’s

yeast.
Furthermore, beer-making mash 

uses hops, and any home-brewer will 
tell you that any liquor dUtilled from 
it would taste pretty bad.

So Cranston is convinced that the 
only reason the BATF wanU to 
require home beer brewers to register 
is to continue to provide work for 
clerks who have been processing 
winemaking permits.

A spokesman for the BATF says it

isn’t so.
*‘We would want to take a look at it 

(the registration requirement) a few 
years down the road.”  the spokesman 
said. “ If there’s no problem, then 
perhaps we’d support lifting the 
registration requirement.”

The problem, in the BATF’s eyes, is 
that moonshiners would try to 
masquerade as beer brewers and sell 
illegal liquor. The feds reason that 
such sales mean uncollected federal

home beer brewing clubs with names 
like the San Andreas Malts, Maltose 
Falcons, Yeast Bay Packers and 
Redwood Lagers. They liked the 
general drift of Conable’s bill, but 
they didn’t like the registration 
requirement.

Cranston looked into the issue and 
agreed with the home beer crowd. 
When Conable’s bill reaches the 
Senate floor this fall, Cranston will be 
waiting with a substitute proposal 
that already has the essential backing 
of the committee that handled the bill.

That means a selected group of 
House and Senate members will have 
to have a conference to reach a 
compromise.

Conable isn’t saying whether he’d 
accept Cranston’s changes.

And while the feds — the revenuers 
who still smash several hundred 
moonshine stills a year — say for the 
record that home brewers of beer 
should register, they give the clear 
impression that they have more 
Important things to worry about.

And so does Congress as it tries to 
focus on truly serious legislation 
before everyone goes home to esm- 
palgn.

But there always is room on the 
legislative calendar for dozens of 
minor bills, and this beer-wine 
measure is one of them.

Americans hsve been brewing wine 
and beer ht home for decades. Some 
experts estimate that 20,000 make 
their own wine while at least 100,000 
brew beer at one time or another.

Home wine makers who obey the 
law obtain a |1 federal permit good for 
one year and a maximum of 200 
gallons per head of household. In 
terms of beer, that would amount to 
about a six-pack a day.

T h e  T reasu ry  D epartm en t's 
Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and 
Firearms (B A T F ) Just files the 
permits. No permit-holders ever have 
been Investigated. It’s all very 
clvUUcd.

And Kenneth Earnest, curator of 
reptiles at the A lligator Farm  in 
Buena Park, probably will earn the 
praise o f his colleagues at zoos around 
the world with the first successful 
hatching of the extremely rare C^ban 
crocodile.

The three sleek babies, hatched

other eggs buried in a nest of hay in 
their compound.

Files of schizophrenics, if they cao 
afford it, go from door to door down 
the hallway they hope leads to a cure. 
And as they find failure one pUce and 
go on to another, the number of 
choices dwindles.

Many psychiatrists wonder if there 
is a cure, in the real sense, for chronic 
schizophrenia. The prognosis is pretty 
good In acute schizophrenias for a 
return to a previous level of func­
tioning.

But for the long-termers, for the 
chronic schizophrenics, the prognosis 
usually is poor. About the best that 
can be h o ^  for is a sUbilizing of 
symptoms.

Treatment for the psychoses Is of 
four principal kinds: Psychotherapy, 
chemotherapy, shock therapy aad 
psychoeurgery.

PatienU and families often resist, 
sometimes forever, shock therapy 
and psychosurgery as being too 
severe. But they drift in and out of 
various programs offering benign 
counseling or heavy madicatioa.

Often tV y  look la on new therapies 
held out to them by such things as 
orthomolecular psychiatry,^ arkich 
believes schizophrenia ft the result of 
chemical inbalances aad can be 
corrected with massive vitamia 
doses.

If  a treatment works, they call tt a 
cure and stop right there. But often 
the families go on seeking, or give up 
entirely in fear they may go mad 
themselves.

T h e  l i f e  fo r  f a m i l i e s  o f 
sch izophren ics can be worse, 
sometimes, than it ft for the patiefts 
them selves since part o f the 
manifesUUon of a Mhizophrenic's 
Qlness Is the denial of reality la the 
first place.

The schizophrenic can be immune 
to his own Insanity. His family ft very 
vulnerable.

“ I finally learned that my first 
responsibility is to God aad to 
myself,”  the mother of a La JoUa. 
Calif., schizophrenic said. “ If we go 
down the tabes with the problem, we 
certainly can't help ourselves and we 
can't help anyone else.”

This mother and another mother 
Interviewed for this story do not want 
their names used. At the same time 
they acknowledge the terrib le 
discrimination against menUl illness, 
they are afraid of Hs stigma.

“ Families of schizophrenics need to 
know that because we finally try to 
live our own lives, R doesn't mean we 
no longer love our childrea.

“ It can be a drain that ft almost 
unreal. Yon would almost rather be 
dead, sometimes. If I had to live with 
my son now aad had to be a daily 
w itneu  to his ups and downs, I would 
rather be dead."

But she said there ft no reason for 
families of Mhisophrenks to wish 
themselves dead, “ beause we don't 
have to be.”

“ My son ft an adult now. It ft his 
life.

Many disabled people 
cannot jog. but they can 
get their exercise kicks 
anyway.

Dr. Howard F. Hunt, 
chairman of University of 
California San Diego’s 
p h y s ic a l  e d u c a t io n  
department, says he is 
convinced that there is 
a lm o s t  no kind o f 
physical disability for 
w h ic h  an e x e r c is e  
p ro g ra m  cannot be 
devised.

“ Even people who are 
bedridden,”  Hunt said in 
an Interview. “ An arm 
crank can be put up over 
the bed. If they can’t 
move their arms, maybe

they can use their legs to 
turn a crank. But the 
main thing is. the car­
diovascular system will 
deteriorate unless it is 
used.”

And Hunt and his 
associates at UCSD have 
found that wheelchair 
paraplegics, as a group, 
use their cardiovascular 
systems more and are in 
better heart health than 
the rest of the population.

Hunt simply put a 
stationary bicycle on a

T h e ir per­
centage o f body fat 
decreased, their resting 
heart rates dropped and 
t h e i r  t r i g l y c e r id e s  
dropped.”

ome damaged screwdrivers 
on be restored with hand'file

The screwdriver is probabiy the 
.lo s t  c o m m oo  too l around. 
Sverybody has one and should have 
everal. One problem, though, is that 
beople use screwdrivers for such 
things as pry bars, ice picks, chisels, 
hnd many other abusive things in­
stead of just for driving screws. 
People also fail to use the right site 
bcrewdriver, and this is another way 
to ruin one. That’s why there are just 
about as many ruined screwdrivers 
^s there are good ones. It’s probably 
est to junk a botched-up tip, but 
laybe a restoration is at least worth 
try. The most common malady is a 

ounded tip. A slight problem is best 
liandled by dressing with a hand file. 
Hold the tool in a vise and use straight 
strokes until it’s square. If it’s badly 
worn, or if you’re the laty type, you’ll 

luse your bench grinder. Dip the tip in 
Iwater often as you grind so it doesn’t 
loverheat. If the screwdriver is beyond 
Irestoration, then you can use it as a

can opener or pry bar or in one of 
those other torturous ways.

D earA l:

When a screwdriver doesn’t want to 
hold the slot of the screw head, you 
can often gain extra purchase by 
rubbing a piece of chalk over the 
surfaces of the tool where it will

contact the screw. It ’s much less 
likely to slip out. — R. 0. McG.

It is a way, but generally the better 
way is to "purchase”  the rightsized 
screwdriver.

D earA l:
When I had an impossible-to- 

rcmove screw, I went to the hardware 
s to r e  and found a ch eap ie  
screwdriver from the bargain bin. It 
was the kind with a clear plastic 
handle. I then drilled a hole at right 
angles through the handle up above 
where the shank was imbedded into 
the plastic. Then I put a metal rod 
through the hole, and this gave me a 
trem endous amount o f ex tra  
leverage. The screw came out. I know 
that’s not the way to treat a tool, but 
this one did a special job, and I ’ve 
even used it a couple of times since. — 
A.P.

I hope you’ll be alert when the extra 
torque breaks the handle so you don’t 
skin your knuckles.

A  SUPER HINT—There are a bunch 
of ways to use screwdrivers that 
you’ve ruined. Drill a hole in the tip, 
and you have a wire bending tool. File 
a " V "  in the end of the tip, and you 
have a tack puller. Grind it to a point, 
and you have an awl or ice pick. If 
you’ve thought of other exotic ways to 
convert a screwdriver you’ve ruined 
into again being a useful tool, send 
them in, and I ’ ll pass them along to 
the world. It ’s possible that everyone 
in the world has one they’ve botched 
up.

SHOP TA LE  -  In addiUon to

Social screw-holding screwdrivers, 
ere are a couple of other good ones 

that are new. The ratchet type with a 
ball-type handle is probably my 
favorite. There’s also one with offset 
in the shank and once the screw is 
started, a good operator just turns the 
handle like a crank for very rapid 
installing or removal. I ’m a sucker 
for new gadgets, but these two seem 
to have been a good investment.

I job, she says the Ameri­
can motorist should have 
confidence in the job 
being done.

Claybrook heads the 
National Highway Traf­
fic Safety Administra­
tion, an agency that can 
order the recall o f dan­
gerous cars and tires and 
set sa fe ty  standards. 
'Two of the agency’s most 
recent findings were of 
defects in 12 million to 13 
m illion  F irestone SOO 
Steel Belted Radial tires 
and in l.S million Ford 
Pinto automobiles.

Daybrook’s outlook on 
the roads, crowded still 
with alleged defects on 
.m illion s  o f ca rs  and 
tires, is a mix of a regu 
lator’ s philosophy and 
historical perspective. 
Boiled down, she’ s the 

Isheriff, she’s apprehend 
:ing the outlaws, and it’s 
a ll being noticed. So, 
:there’s a deterrent to fu­
ture abuse. As for his­
tory, she feels that the 
last sheriff let too many 
« f  those ou tlaw s run 
loose without even stop- 
!ping them to pose a ques­
tion or two.
' Or, as she put it in an 
in terv iew  last week: 
"Our kind of review of

“ You see, recalls cost 
a lot of money. They (the 
m anufacturers) don’ t 
want to be fa c ^  with 
large, large recalls. So, 
there’s a huge economic 
incentive in the auto 
companies if we are pro­
perly enforcing the law. 
And that’s a big if, to do 
this. If we are not pro­
perly enforcing the law, 
then It doesn’t cost them 
anything or very little, 
unless there’s a product 
liability suit’ ’ because, 
otherw ise, no outside 
force holds them ac­
countable.

But p rob lem s that 
Claybrook’s agency sus­
pects or rules to be safe­
ty-related defects have 
emerged despite the eco­
nomic Incentive she cites 
to do otherw ise. The 
agency’s finding that the 
fuel tanks In l.S million 
m i  to m e  Pintos and 
30,000 m s  and 1*70 Mer­
cury Bobcats (excluding 
station wagons) pose a 
fire hazard is one such 
example. Here are the 
National Highway Traf­
fic Safety Administra­
tion ’ s latest figu res, 
which some c r iti^  say 
presents too conserva­
tive a reflection of the 
casualties: “ The agency 
has received 43 reports of 
collisions involving dam­
age to fuel tank or leak­
age or fire that resulted 
In 32 fatalities to Pinto 
occupants and 2S nonfa- 
tal bums.”

M ark D ow ie o f the 
muckraking magazine 
M o th e r  J o n e s  h ad  
charged in the Septem- 
ber-October issue last 
year that Ford Motor Co. 
saw an economic Incen­
tive In scrimping on Its

Pinto fuel tank, thereby 
making it highly vulner­
able in rear-end crashes, 
because, he said, the 
company desperately 
w an t^  a low-cost sul^ 
compact to compete with 
the Volkswagen Beetle. 
So, Dowie charged, they 
rushed out a ca r that 
was a fire hazard, know­
ing through its own tests 
before the car’s release 
that it was unleashing a 
lethal menace. Ford is­
sued a lengthy denial, 
but since thM, testimony 
by a former Ford execu­
tive at a liability suit, 
internal Ford records wi­
dely distributed by now, 
and tests done for the 
NaUonal Highway Traf­
fic Safety Administra­
tion buttress some o f 
Dowie’s key allegations.

Prompted by an Aug. 
10 press conference last 
year by Dowie and con­
sumer advocate Ralph 
N ad er, the N a tion a l 
Highway Traffic Safety 
Adm inistration  under 
Claybrook took a prelim­
inary look at the case; on 
Sept. IS it opened a for­
mal Investigation. Just 
about eight months later, 
the agency concluded 
that there was a hazard 
and scheduled a hearing 
as a prerequisite to or­
dering a reca lc itran t 
manufacturer to recall 
its cars. Ford agreed to 
recall the cars about a 
week before the hearing, 
saying that the company 
w ant^  to assuage pulh 
lie anxiety even though 
the company still be­
lieved no defect existed.

There is much more In 
the chronology o f the

Pinto case that, as far as 
Ford executives are con­
cerned, has been repeat­
ed ad nauseum. Ford 
spokesman Chuck Gu- 
mushian says the public 
should be confident In 
Ford, despite the bar­
rage of attacks that has 
come its way. “ We are 
an Industry regulated by 
the federal government.
. . Does the consumer 
have confidence in the 
government?”  He noted 
that Ford improved the 
Integrity of the Pinto’s 
fuel-tank system to meet 
a safety standard that 
the government put into 
effect for the IV77 model 
year.

H ie Pinto chronology, 
though, starts much ear­
lier than many realize. 
On A pril 9, 1974, Just 
about three years before 
Claybrook took office, 
the nonprofit O nter for 
Auto Safety, founded by 
Nader and Consumers 
Union, wrote the then 
acting director of the Na- 
flonal Highway Traffic  
Safety Administration’s 
office of defects Investi- 
gatioa. Andrew Detrick. 
The center questioned the 
safMy of the Pinto’s fuel 
tank, but no defect Inves­
tigation  resulted. De- 
trick responded that he 
was referring the letter 
to another office In the 
agency apparently In- 
v^ved then in considera­

tion of adoption of the 
safety standard for fuel- 
tank integrity in rear- 
end impacts.

Back then to C la y ­
brook’s historical per­
spective in measuring 
the performance of her 
agency under her own 
adm inistration, “ The 
agency wasn’t enforcing 
the law in the early ’70s. 
I ’ ll tell you that straight 
out,”  she said. “ When I 
came here, there were 40 
pending cases, some as 
old as • or 7 years old. 
The problem. . .  was that 
they would never make a 
decision on the problem. 
It would come to their 
attention. They would 
know about it, but they 
just didn’t have an ad^ 
quate capability for lead­
ership to make a decision 
on a hard case. So. they 
let some cases drag on 
for years.”  Aitd, as a re­
sult, she said, the deter­
ren t to abuse d im in ­
ished.

Those invited to attend the 
session  w ere told in a letter that 
th e ir  gu idance would be sought in 
re g a rd  to the inflation p rob lem .

"A m b a ssa d o r Robert Strauss,

" I  d o n ’ t k n o w  o f  a n y  
businessm en gouging the public,”  
he was quoted as saying. “ They 
ra ise  the ir prices because costs go 
up and h a lf o f the cost increase 
com es from  governm ent. He said 
he " fe e ls  fo r ”  the President and 
Strauss in their efforts to solve the 
In flation  problem , “ but the way 
they are attacking it is purely 
co sm etic .”

Austin cited specific Instances 
In support o f his observations. He 
said much govem nent regulation 
re a lly  la overregu latkm  costing 
m illions o f dollars without any 
re a l benefit, particu larly where 
the E nvironm en ta l P rotection  
A gen cy  and cleaner a ir are 
eoD cem ed.

Po in tin g  out that the United 
S ta tes has m ore coal than the 
A ra b s  h ave  oil. he said he is o f the 
opin ion that coal is the way to 
a p p r o a c h  th e  U .S . e n e r g y  
p rob lem , “ and we have the 
techno logy to mine it and bum  it 
w ithout a ffecting our health .”  
D oing so, he added, would crea te

300,000 jobs in the U.S.
“ But Presiden t Carter signs the 

S trip  M ining B ill and Congress 
com es up with the Clean A ir  Act 
and the P residen t goes along with 
it. W e need to have strong 
leadersh ip  in Washington.”

John H arb in , chairm an o f 
H alliburton  Co., also had some 
pertinen t rem arks. He said he 
perhaps was impatient in the 
m eeting , adding, “ We work on 
th is a ll the tim e. Any successful 
businessm an tries to prevent 
in flation . You  have to be com ­
p etit iv e  in the labor m arket and, 
then if you over-price, you lose 
b u s in e s s . T h a t ’ s th e  s e l f ­
regu la tin g feature o f free  en­
te rp rise .”

H e also attacked the rising cost 
o f governm ent regulation which 
costs businesses such as his 
m illions o f dollars just to fu lfill 
reporting  requirements.

J ack  E van s , p res iden t o f 
Cullum Companies, also attended 
the D allas session. He, too, term ­
ed  th e  m e e t in g  as p u re ly  
cosm etic . He said it is incumbent 
upon business to cooperate with 
governm ent.but, there’ s no point 
in go ing through the exercise if 
governm en t com es to the meeting 
w ith  predeterm ined ideas.”

“ Th ey didn’ t even hear us,”  
E vans added. “ I don't think they 
even  understood the language. 
I 'v e  long believed that any 
decision  is easy if you just have 
the facts. We must do what’s best 
fo r  the country, and not just 
w hat’ s politics.”

These observations hit the nail 
squarely on the head.

The T y le r  Morning Telegraph, 
in com m enting ed itoria lly on the 
subject, said, and we agree whole­
h ea rted ly . “ These execu tives 
represent businesses that are 
down with the people and that 
furnish the things that make the 
country go. such as e lectric ity , oil 
products and the food and drug 
Industry. Their reaction would 
ind icate the adm inistration ’ s fight 
aga inst inflation is headed totally
in the wrong direction ..... The
(adm in istra tion ’ s ) plan is not 
w hat the nation wants and 
needs.”

WASHINGTON -  Capt. Michael 

Jelinsky is a model military man. 
clean-cut and straight-laced, who 
built an impressive record as an 
Army officer. But his impeccable 
career has now been shattered 
because he had the audacity to marry 
a female soldier.

The engaging. 27-ycar-old captain 
bad a reputation as a devoted officer 
until he incurred the wrath of his 
commander by falling in love. Two 
days after hie was married, the 
astonished Jelinsky was relieved of 
his command.

Jelinsky graduated from West 
Point in 1R73 and spent two years as a 
lieutenant in the Panama Canal Zone. 
He was later assigned to Fort Devens. 
Mass., where be became a logistics 
specialist in charge of a supply 
company of 110 aoMiers. He took 
extra college courses during his off- 
duty hours.

Jellnsky's superiors continually 
gave him the highest ratings. "An 
o u ts ta n d in g  o f f i c e r  ... Has 
significantly improved the overall 
logistical operations of the command 
... Tremendous potential.”  said one 
internal evaluation. "H e willingly 
sought responsibilities beyond those 
associated with his duties ... He is in 
superb physical condition.”  said 
another report.

Last summer, Jelinsky met his 
future wife. Sue-Ann. at a private 
party. She was a staff sergeant at 
Fort Devens. a six-year Army career 
counselor whom Jelinsky had dealt 
with only briefly. “ It was love at first 
unofficial sight.”  Jelinsky recalls. 
They started dating, but tried to be 
discreet about it. " I  wanted to keep 
my private life separate from my 
professional responsibilities,”  be 
explained.

The couple decided to tie the knot 
last February, and Jelinsky broke the 
news to his base commander. Col. 
Forrest Rittgers Jr. Instead of 
congratulating Jelinsky, the angry 
colonel informed him that be would be 
relieved of his command. Lacking an 
o ^ i a l  Army policy on fraternisation 
between officers and enlisted women. 
Rittgers established his own. He 
would not allow such relations on his 
base, he declared.

The intimidating Rittgers tried 
unsuccessfully to get Jelinsky trans­
ferred off the base, then told him: 
“ You 're going to have a diffleuit time 
as long as you stay here.”  The colonel 
reportedly added that he looks upon 
marriages between Army personnel 
the same way he views racially mixed 
marriages.

Putting love ahead of discipline, 
Jelinsky was married in a quiet New 
Hampshire ceremony that his mother 
flew  across country to attend. But he 
never got to have a honeymoon. Two 
days after be took the marriage vow, 
he was shunted into an obscure job in 
the base’ s alcohol and drug abuse 
center. The job wasn’t even listed 
officially.

The earnest captain, after making 
an emotional farewell speech to his 
troops, gritted his teeth and tried to 
adjust. But the haraument con­
tinued. His routine request for an off- 
base apartment was held up after Col. 
Rittgers opposed it. Then the brass 
hats threatened to send him to 
another base for five months without 
his wife, although they backed off 
after he threaten^ to resign.

Jellnsky's marital sin is recorded in 
bureaucratic language in internal 
Arm y reports. “ Capt. Jellnsky’s 
personal conduct has been ... superb, 
until such time as he became 
emotionally and diMreetly involved

with, and subsequently married, a 
fem ale enlisted soldier,”  the report 
says. He made one judgmental error 
...which led to his relief by virtue of 
fraternisation. This irreversible in­
cident mars an otherwise superlative 
performance.”

Col. Rittgers was even harsher in 
an in te rn a l e va lu a tio n  My 
command policies against frater­
nisation were clearly enunciated ... 
His misconduct was a serious breach 
of discipline ... Once he was unable to 
conduct his personal life in ac­
cordance with the announced policies 
o f this command, it was his duty to 
report his situation to his com­
mander. To do otherwise wak to live a 
He.”

With nowhere else to go, Jelinsky 
turned to Rep. Paul McCIoskey, R- 
Calif. ” 1 have recently been sub­
jected to vengeful, arbitrary and 
unjust treatment ... because I 
married an enlisted woman.”  the 
captain wrote. “ I have also suffered 
an adverse efficiency report that will 
tarnish my otherwise good service 
record for the rest of my life.”

Footnote: An Army spokesman told 
us there is no official Army policy on 
marriages between soldiers, although 
one spouse is not permitted to 
eva lu a te  the professional per­
formance of the other. “ Each com­
mander sets his own policy on 
fra te rn is a t io n ,”  he said. The 
spokesman added that Jellnsky’ s case 
Is now being reviewed by the Army’s 
inspector general and that he could 
not comment on the details until the 
inquiry is completed.

Backstage efforts by aides to wean 

President Carter from his incessant 
use of the word “ superb”  proved only 
partially successful in his most recent 
press conference

Mr. Carter, both privately and 
publicly, uses the adjective "superb”  
so frequently-particularly when ap­
plied to somebody under attack—that 
it has lost nearly all meaning. In one 
staff conference, he even referred to 
the "superbity”  of one widely 
criticised official. So aides have 
pleaded with him to drop “ superb”  
for a while.

Nevertheless, in his Aug. 17 press 
conference, the president used the 
forbidden word twice—both times in

Conservative Republican Thomson 
expressed his outrage at Dole’s 
Senate vote publicly and pungently.

The classroom 
ana the teacher stood in sharp con­
trast to my environment. The 
message to me was: you don’t have to 
accept your present situation, there 
are other alternatives, endless 
possibilities.

The message of the libera l 
educator, moving under the guise of 
relevance, is: resign yourself to your 
present situation, there is no escape. 
You live with violence and ignorance 
and when you come to school you will 
discover more violence and more ig­
norance. '

To do this to a child is to commit a 
heinous crime against the human 
spirit.

Every child has a heritage which 
stretches back into the mists of pre­
history. No matter what his color or 
origin or economic situation is, he is, 
by virtue of his humanity, the leading 
link to a long chain of human pro­
gress.

Education should make a child 
aware of his heritage by exposing him 
to the triumphs and contributions 
made by the best people of every age 
and culture.

To rob a child of that heritage by 
concentrating on the defects, the 
failures and the uglineu at the ex­
pense of the healthy, the successful 
and beautiful is an evil act.

Furthermore, education should be 
concerned with ideals, not with 
relevance. Mankind is moved by 
ideals. The history of human progress 
is the history of rebellion against the 
status quo. Every advance in both 
science and religion was made by 
someone who was not concerned with 
“ life as it is”  but with life as it could 
be.

No where will you find more heroes 
and villians than in education for that 
is where the struggle for the future is 
taking place. The Mboola are turning 
out the men and women who will deal 
with the future and set its course.

If we allow fools and foes to poison 
the stream at the source, then there is 
no point in bemoaning the results.

Perhaps when parents can bring 
themselves to get as excited about 
what is going on inside the classroom 
as they do about where it is located 
and how much it costs, then we may 
be able to correct a dangerous situa­
tion.

Kemp'Rofh fox bill: Who's promising free lunch?

First it was the three-martini lunch. 
Now it's the free lunch. (When the 
politicians promise us a free three- 
martini lunch, then we’ ll know Utopia 
hat arrived!)

Today’s political' polemic has a 
different t « ^ :  It’s the Republicans 
— conservative ones, at that — who 
are charged with attempting to 
seduce a naive electorate with a free 
limch.

On both sides of such charges — on 
the giving and receiving ends of the 
swords of acerbity — are economists, 
who are probably wishing they had 
remained in the pure world of t l^ r y ,  
rather than venturing into the 
political netherlands.

The punchboards — that is. the 
people on the receiving end of the 
barbs — are the politicians and 
economists behind the Kemp-Roth 
tax-cut bill that was defeated in a 
recent House vote but is sure to be 
around for some time. Prof. Arthur 
Laffer of the University of Southern 
California economics faculty is the 
brains behind Kemp-Roth. which 
would reduce people’s income taxes 
by 33 percent over three years and 
also knock about tl3  bilUon off cor­
porate taxes.

Kemp-Roth would slash taxes by 
well over $100 billion, but it has no 
provisions for slashing federal 
spending as well. Kemp-Roth’s 
sponsors. Rep. Jack Kemp, R-N.Y., 
and Sen. WUliam V. Roth. R-Del. -  
liberally (or conservatively, actually) 
quoting Laffer's theories — argue 
that the tax cut win pour so much 
money back into the people’s hands.- 
and tte  people will s p ^  it and save it 
so Intelligently, that an economic 
boom will ensue, and the Treasury 
will wind up with more tax receipU 
than it would have had without a tax 
cut.

"B A L D B R D A S H r  lA T  THE 
critics. Now the “ hardheaded con­
servatives — not the soft-headed 
liberals — are offering a free lunch," 
jabbed Prof. Walter W. HeUer of the 
University of Minnesota, who as head 
o f the Council of Economic Advisers 
(C E A ) under President Kennedy was 
nursemaid of a tax cut which filled the 
Treasury’ s coffers, rather than 
emptying it — providing a precedent

w h ich  K em p-R oth  a d voca tes  
frequently cite.

HeUer said Kemp-Roth — and 
Laffer's supporting t ^ r i e s  — suffer 
from over-simplicity: "The whole 
L a ffe r  thesis and Kemp-Roth 
Initiative rely excessively on post hoc, 
ergo propter hoc reasoning and a one- 
dimensional view of the world. 
There’ s more to life than economics, 
and there’ s more to economics than 
taxes,”  he said.

The Kennedy tax cut (which finaUy 
took effect in 1984) "was Injected into 
an economy characterized by (a ) 
plenty of Mack in both labor and 
product markets, coupled with (b ) 
virtual price stabUHy — inflation 
averaginii about 1.2 percent per year 
— and staMe-to-falling unit labor 
costs," said Heller.

BUT TODAY’S ECONOMY U hard­
ly a slack, non-inflationary ec­
onomy—and therefore a tax cut on the 
magnitude of Kemp-Roth “ guaran­
tees dizzying deficits and sizzling 
inflation.”  said Heller.

He also thrust his pointed pen at 
Jude Wannlaki. former associate 
editor of the WaU Street Journal, who 
is Laffer’ s anuensis of sorts — 
authoring a book. "The Way the 
World Worka." which appUes many of 
Laffer'a theories to ^ R ic a l  and 
economic systems past and preaent.

Wanniski believes that the Andrew 
MeUon (then Treasury secreUry) Ux 
cuts of th i 1920s largely generated the 
economic and stock market boom of 
that era.

Scoffed Heller, "A t a time when a 
relative handful of Americans paid 
iM om e taxes and federal spending 
was less than S percent of GNP (gross 
national product), we are aaked to 
beUeve that federal income U x 
reduction powered growth of GNP 
from 170 bUUon in 1921 to 3103 billion 
in 1929."

Heller also said that the "German 
economic miracle”  of 1948 was not 
caused largely by U x cuts — as 
Kemp-Roth proponenU say — but was 
predicated broadly on a number of 
factors. Including currency reform, 
removal of wage and price controls, 
good crops, and the Marshall Plan as 
weU as tax reduction and reform.

p m or . HERBERT STEIN, head of
CEA In the Nixon administration now 
an economist in residence at the

University of Virginia, favors Kemp- 
Roth but doesn't believe it will pay for 
Itself in new tax revenues.

"There is no present evidence to 
support the opinion that a large Ux 
cut of the character of Kemp-Roth 
would increase the revenue. But this 
does not destroy the case for the bill.

“ A large phased-ln tax cut. whether 
the Kemp-Roth bill or some other, 
should be accompanied by aa explicM 
commitment of tge government to 
reduce the growth of expenditures. 
One way to achieve this would be to 
Include in the bill a provision 
requiring the president to submH a 
budget each year for the next five 
years in which expenditures do not

exceed 20 percent of the estimated 
G N P ," said Stein.

N e^ less  to any, Laffer disagrees 
with Heller on just how much the 
Kennedy U x cut. the 1930s boom and 
the German post-World War II 
economic miracle were directly 
related to the U x euU of those times.

He knows other factors were in­
volved — but puU more emphasis on 
the effect of the U x cuU than does 
Heller.

As he has emphasized in InUrviews 
in these columns many times before. 
La ffer believes that taxes are now so 
high that they Inhibit people’s desire 
to work and produce, hciMC cutting 
productivity and economic output. A

U x  cut will restore incentives and 
thus bolsUr the supply side of the 
supply-demand equation.

TH U t. O M F -R O T H  could pay for 
itself by generating an economic 
tm m  which would boost U x receipU.

But this doesn't make him a free 
lunch-monger, Laffer said. Laffer has 
always been for spending cuU on the 
sU U . local and federal levels. Indeed, 
t te  cornerstone of his philosophy is 
that the public sector U too large vis- 
a-vis Um  privaU sector — tt's just that 
La ffer thinks H’s more politically 
realistic to build up the private sector 
through U x cuU than to try to pare 
down the public sector with unpopular

spending reductions.
"O f course we want spending euU. 

A U x  cut bul U just not the time to 
U lk  about the cuts, however. It would 
be like tacking an amendment on 
abortion on to a foreign aid bUl:

" It 'a  superflous. Cutting spending Is 
a very slow proceu; you put on green 
eye-shades and very carefuUy go over 
every line.

" It 'a  not aomething you make 
apccches about on the floor of the 
SenaU.

" I  want to reduce the govemment'a 
percentage of personal income — and 
one way to do this would be to cut 
U xes ."

Team not gay enough for series
NEW YORK (A P ) — A softball team from San 

Francisco has been thrown out o f the Second 
Annual Gay World Series for having too many het­
erosexuals on lU squad.

"Tliis just proves that gays can be lust as bigot­
ed as the people they claim have been holding 
them down,'' said Jerry PriUkin, 41-year-old player 
represenUtive for OU Can Harry’s Oilers, a predo­
minately " s t ra l^ t "  ballclub. " I  guess there’s a thin 
line between gay bigotry and gay pride."

The team was di^uallfied under a rule adopted 
at a meeting of represenUtives of the five parti- 
c ipa tiu  citiM in Toronto during the July 4th week- 
eiM. The regulation sUtes that 89 percent o f the 
13-man rosUr and 80 percent o f those playing 
at any time be gay.

According to Pritikin. a self-admitted homosex­
ual: "When you play for Oil Can Harry’s you hate

to think of people as gay or straight. We play soft­
b a ll." He said team members had flown here 
with “ their kids, fans, cheerleaders, wives and 
lovers of both sexes."

Rich Diet, manager o f the host Eagles Nest 
team, said the Oil Can H arry ’s team — spon­
sored by a gay disco by that name — was chal­
lenged because word had traveled across the coun­
try, apparently from disgruntled members o f a 
losing gay dub.
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American climbers conquer 
mountain in Pakistani range

ISLA M A B A D , P a k i­
stan (A P ) —  American 
mountain climbers have 
conquered the 38,250-foot 
K2 mountain peak In 
Pakistan’s Karakorum 
Range, official Pakistani 
sources said Tliursday.

The sources said two 
members o f the Ameri- 
can  K2 E x p e d it io n , 
which is led by Jim Whit- 
t a k e r  o f  S e a t t l e ,  
a c h ie v e d  th e  g o a l 
Wednesday and became 
the first Americans to set 
foot on the peak —  the 
second highest in the 
world.

T h e  team  t r ie d  to 
climb K2 In 1975 by an­
other route, but gave up 
the effort due to severe 
weather and oth^r diffi­
culties. •*

The two climbers who 
stood atop K2 were iden- 
tlfled as Jim Wickwire 
and Lou Richart. Wick­
wire was a member of 
the 1975 team.

The two reached the 
summit at 5:30 p.m. local 
time Wednesday (8:30 
a.m. ED T Wednesday) 
a ft e r  t ra v e lin g  from  
their camp on the north­
east ridge to the famous 
Abruzti Ridge.

It  was not known i f  
other members of the 13- 
p e r s o n  te a m  a l s o  
reached the summit. 
Two team members are 
women.

O fficials expected to 
establish radio contact 
with the expedition on 
Friday.

Earlier this week, the 
team said five men and 
one woman had reached 
(^m p  8, from which the 
two men climbed to the 
summit.

Four other American 
expeditions have tried in 
the past 40 years to reach 
the K2 summit near the 
Pakistani-Chinese bor­
der. The mountain was 
first climbed in 1954 by 
an Italian team and a 
Japanese team made it 
to the summit In 1977.

simmering here in the stew pot, is delivering a 
glancing blow to the language so that everyday 
expressions and well worn cliches emerged slightly 
askew.

James Thurber, who lived in these exurban parts, 
first discovered this phenomenon in a house maid 
named D ella  who bit the m other tongue with 
her eye tooth so that she seldom could see where the 
rest of the sentence was going. She regularly startled 
the famous humorist with questions like: “ Do you 
want cretonnes in your soup tonight?”  and "Shall I 
bum the refugee in the incinerator?”

Since I last wrote about this rare knack for putting 
a little reverse English on the Queen’s English, a 
number of readers have written in, reporting on how 
our living language is fertilized in their area and 
enclosing documented evidence.

From La Verne, Calif., Clarice Kunz submitted a 
newspaper article on the “ Taiwan Scene”  that 
began: “ Q U E M O Y, Republic o f China — The 
craw that sticks in the throats o f the Red Chinese is 
this little Island Just a couple of miles off the 
mainland in the Formosa Straits.”

It’s enough to make Edwin Newman swear off 
crawfish for life, especially in Chinese restaurants.

A Seattle basketball fan wrote that he heard a 
sportscaster predict his beloved SuperSonics would 
have a hard time in the championship playoffs with 
the Washington Bullets because “ Elvin Hayes can 
come at you from any direction, he’s g i f t ^  with 
perennial vision.”

A Fort Lauderdale, Fla., psychiatric social work­
er, addressing a local women’s club at a coffee 
klatch, heard herself introduced as 
human bean.”

Perhaps because of its French and Spanish heri­
tage, New Orleans seems to be a treasure trove of 
inventive linguists. Returning there after an absence 
of 10 year abroad, my wife was greeted by a random 
acquaintance out o f the long ago with: “ Oh Brigid, 
we couldn’t remember what you looked like, but you 
look Just like we remember you.”

A customer once lectured Jimmy Brennan of the 
famous French Quarter restaurant clan that “ tip­
ping should be included in the b ill, like they 
do in France. That way, it’s a lot less painless.”  Then 
there Is attorney Thomas Garret, the always elo­
quent vo ice  o f the 9th W ard in New  Orleans, 
who told a Senate subcommittee looking into urban 
crime patterns: “ We got every kind of crime imagin­
able here in the 9th Ward; muggings, drugs, rape, 
gun law violations, unexpected mothers.”

Politicians seem to have a flair for this sort of 
verbal adagio. Tip O’Neill, the speaker o f the House, 
told the American Society o f Newspaper Editors In 
Washington he would “ untum every stone”  to get to 
the bottom of the Korean influence-peddling scan-' 
dal.

In words misaimed at a convention of carnival 
geeks but exploding on the floor of the Louisiana 
Legislature, a Cajun lawmaker once advised that 
august body: “ Don’t bite your chickens before they 
hatch.”  It was he who also sought to sink an aid to 
dependent children bill with the ringing cry: “ To hell 
with posterity, what’s posterity ever done for us?”  

The Opelousas lawyer who related both these 
anecdotes to me said his Cajun collegue “ could bring 
the King’s English to its knees like a gord ox,”  but I 
think he meant a polled Hereford.

This sort of hit-and-run rhetoric is “ spreading like 
wild flowers,”  according to the resident linguaphobe 
in my office who warned me the Kentucky Derby 
would be “ a real cliff dweller.”

Just the other day at one of those wayside inns 
where the menu is always In French and the place- 
mats in olde English, I heard a customer tell the 
waitress, “ I don’t want the soup du Jour, I had that 
yesterday.”

Out of deep respect for this type of verbal ingenui­
ty, a neighbor’s son, who goes to Providence College, 
had his year book picture inscribed with the words of 
baseball player-intellectual Jim Bouton as his motto 
for life:

“ I ’ll have the pie a la mode, and put some ice 
cream on It.”

’These days even the visual arts nave tnelr own 
way o f looking at things orally. Witness the words of 
British fight announcer Harry Carpenter when Joe 
Bugner, her majesty’s white hope, was getting his 
nose badly bent out o f shape by the then champion 
Muhammad All: “ Bugner now really Is bringing out 
the best in Ail.”

Rocky Graziano might have said the same of 
welterweight Fritzie Zlvlc, never a devotee of the 
Marquis of Queensberry’s rules, but he said it 
better: “ That bum put his thumb In my eye and tried 
to dial a number.”  ____

The victories moved Borg and Con­
nors Into Saturday’ s sem ifinals , 
where Borg will face hit friend and 
practice partner Vitas GerulaiUt, the 
No.4 seed, and Connors will meet

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Primary elections have 
delay effect on gas bill
By M IKE SHANAHAN

W A S H I N G T O N  ( A P )  — Nex t  
week's primary elections and uncer­
tainty on both sides about the fate of 
the natural gas pricing bill have com­
bined to deiay Senate debate on the 
key portion of President Carter’s 16- 
month-oid energy plan.

“ No one knows how the .vote will 
come out,’ ’ Sen. Clifford Hansen, R- 
Wyo., said as the Senate tried and 
failed Thursday to agree on when to 
take a conclusive vote in the natural 
gas battle.

A number of senators are running 
in next Tuesday’s primary elections 
and Senate Democratic Leader Ro­
bert Byrd of West Virginia said he 
wanted to guarantee they would know 
when crucial votes would take place.

Byrd is trying to ensure there will 
be no attempts to force a showdown 
on the issue before next Wednesday. 
But Senate opponents of the multibil- 
lion-dollar gas pricing bill objected, 
with the result that the energy debate 
was put off again.

Meanwhile, Carter could take some 
solace from a vote In the House, which 
rejected an attempt to prohibit him 
from imposing fees on imported oil.

By a 201-lM vote, the House refused 
to go along with the Senate, which had 
moved to slap such a prohibition on 
the president.

Carter has held nut the oossibility of

imposing iihport fees administrative­
ly as an alternative to a proposed 
crude oil tax, another important part 
of his energy plan but one which is 
considered dead in this Congress.

Both deregulation of natural gas 
and the crude oil tax are intended to 
reduce U.S. reliance on imported 
crude oil.

The House vote, which came in 
action on a Treasury Department ap­
propriations bill, means the import 
fee prohibition issue must be settled 
by \a House-Senate conference com- 
mitte a shaky alliance of conservative 
Republicans and liberal Democrats, 
Joined Thursday to block immediate 
consideration of the bill.

Byrd declined to call up the com­
promise unless the opponents agreed 
not to force any important votes be­
fore Wednesday, after the primary 
elections. Hansen accused Byrd of 
making his demand out of fear that 
the bill’s supporters were short of 
votes.

That angered Byrd, who noted that 
both Republican leaders of the Sen­
ate, Howard Baker of Tennessee and 
Ted Stevens of Alaska, had taken a 
few critical Republicans with him. As 
a result of the parliamentary maneu­
vering, it appeared liKeiy mat deci­
sive votes on the gas bill would not 
come until late next week at the ear­
liest.

Task force optimistic 
about energy from sun
By JONATHAN WOLMAN

WASHINCTON ( AP )  — A “ very 
aggressive’ ’ program of solar devel­
opment could quadruple the nation's 
usable supply of solar energy by the 
turn of this century, according to a 
Cabinet-level task force.

The task force, noting the recent 
increase in government spending fur 
energy research, says that at today's 
pace of solar development, solar en,- 
ergy supplies will double by the year 
2000 as compared to 1978 levels.

The report, a draft document re­
leased today for public review and 
headed for President Carter within a 
month, takes a cautious approach to­
ward the nation's solar future. “ Un­
fortunately, there is simply no tool 
available — no computer model, no 
divine oracle — that can be used to 
predict confidently the trends," the 
paper said.

As a result, the task force presents 
not one but three scenarios of the 
nation's 2Ist century solar supply.

In Scenario 1, called “ the base 
case," the task force assumed the 
continuity of current financing and 
policies through this century. The 
conclusion; with oil prices rising mo­
derately. solar would displace 9.4 
quads of energy out of an estimated 
114-quad demand. That means solar 
would supply about 8.5 percent of U.S 
energy n ^ s .

A “ quad" Is one quadrillion — or 
1,000 trillions — British Thermal 
Units. U.S. energy consumption this 
year will be about 76 quads.

Currently, solar power provides 4.8 
quads.

In Scenario 2, called “ the maxi­
mum practical case,”  the task force 
considered the possibility of “ very 
aggressive programs" sponsored by 
the government to promote solar de-

The report immediately drew fire 
from the Solar Lobby, the Washing­
ton-based group that organized Sun 
Day last April and is promoting an 
accelerated transition from fossil to 
solar fuel.

"W e ’re disappointed. It reads like a 
bureaucratic policy for confusion 
rather than a blueprint for a solar 
society," said Dick Munson. “ I ’ve 
never  seen so many ' i f ,  ands or 
buts.’ "

It was on Sun Day, while he stood on 
the construction site of the Solar En­
ergy Research Institute in Golden, 
Colo., that Carter ordered Energy 
Secretary James Schlesinger to head 
the solar energy review which includ­
ed 30 departments and agencies.

On the same day, the president 
announced his request for an addi­
tional 1100 million in spending for 
solar research, bringing the fiscal 
1979 cost of solar research to more 
than $500 million.

The task force said the furthest 
advanced technology involves photo­
voltaic cells, which use solar collec­
tors to convert sunlight directly into 
electricity.

“ Most solar energy technologies, 
while technically feasible, are costly 
and not ready for commercial appli­
cation on a large scale today," the 
task force says. “ However, their po­
tential is great."

Carter gets 
narrow win

WASHINGTON (A P ) — The House 
handed President Carter a narrow 
but symbolically important energy 
victory Thursday, refusing to prohibit 
him from imposing import fees on 
foreign oil.

On a 200-to-l94 vote, the House re­
jected a motion by Rep. Clarence 
Brown, R-Ohio, that would have told 
House negotiators to go along with the 
Senate-passed amendment to a Trea­
sury Department appropriations bill.

TTie vote came when the adminis­
tration, which has had scant victories 
on energy issues, is engaged In an 
all-out battle to win support for a 
controversial compromise on the nat­
ural gas part of its program.

While the two issues are not directly 
related, Thursday’s victory in the 
House on import fees could add steam 
to the administration's drive to build 
Senate support for the gas bill, ex­
pected to be debated next week.

Although the White House says It 
has no immediate plans to Impose 
import fees, it has long held out the 
possiblity of levelling a fee of as much 
as $6 a barrel on imports should (Con­
gress fail to pass the president’s pro­
posed crude oil tax.

Since the House-pas.sed Treasury 
bill does not contain such a measure, 
a House-Senate conference commit­
tee must produce a compromise.

W ASH IN G TO N  —  A ttem pts to 
bring the controversial natural gas 
conference report to the Senate floor 
failed Thursday when proponents and 
opponents of the bill disagreed on 
parliamentary procedures for the de­
bate.

As a result. Senate action on the 
measure, which President Carter has 
called a crucial test of the national 
will, won’t occur before next week at 
the earliest.

In another development Thursday. 
Carter narrowly escaped a potential­
ly serious embarrassment in the 
House when pro-adm inistration  
forces averted defeat on a surprise 
vote by a margin o f only six.

The vote was on a motion that 
would have put the House on record in 
support o f a Senate-passed amend­
ment lifting the President’s power to 
impose import fees on foreim  oil. The 
Senate passed this amendment, of­
fered by Sen. Bob. Dole, R-Kan., last 
summer, on the eve of the Western 
powers’ economic summit.

Administration officials were re­
portedly thrown into turmoil Wednes­
day n i^ t  when they learned that the 
House would consider the Dole 
amendment Thursday. Frantic last- 
minute lobbying h e l|^  produce the 
administration’s 200-194 victory.

By that margin the House defeated 
a motion offered by Rep. Garence 
Brown. R-Ohio, that would have in­
structed House conferees on the Trea­
sury Department appropriations bill 
to accept the Dole amendment when 
they met with Senate conferees.

The administration has repeatedly 
denied that It has any imminent plan 
to put a new import duty on oil, but 
this weapon has always been de­
scribed as a potential rcaponse if 
CkMigress faila to take other action to 
control oil consumption. A tax on 
domestically p r o d u ^  oil that was 
originally the key clement in (t r ie r 's  
energy plan was meant to achieve 
reduced consumption, but that tax is 
regarded aa a dead letter on (^pitol 
Hill.

Carter sent written instructions to 
key members of his administration 
last summer that blocking the Dole 
amendment had to be a top legislative 
priority. But according to one official, 
that memo was quickly forgotten, and 
little lobbying on the isaue had been 
done in the House prior to Thursday.

Friends of the administration in the 
House said It would be a blow to 
Carter’s prestige and to the dollar to 
support the Brown motion.

The procedural stalemate blocking 
consideration of the gas bill In the 
Senate could continue for some time.

Opponents of the gas Mil, which 
would raise prices on gas substantial­
ly before decontrolling them entirely 
in 1965, have refused to agree to a 
proposal from Senate leaders to set i  
fixed time for a vote on the measure 
with a promise not to move to "tab le”  
(i.e., kill) the Mil before that time.

The opponents, led by Sens. James 
Abourezk, D-S.D., and Russell B. 
Long, D-La., on the Democratic side 
and Dewey F. Bartlett, R-Okla., and 
Gifford P. Hansen, R-Wyo., on the 
Republican aide, argued that any 
agreement on a fixed hour for a final 
vote would only insure that most sen­
ators would leave Washington in the 
interim, safe in the knowledge they 
wouldn’t be missing any important 
voles.

A full, well-attended floor debate 
“ is the only thing we have," Abourezk 
said Thur^ay.

Senate Majority Leader Robert C. 
Byrd, D-W.V., said he wanted to 
"protect" senators who are out of 
town from  the embarassment  o f 
missing what could be a key vote on 
the gas bill, which he called one of the 
most important pieces of legislation 
before the Senate this year.

Long, a principal strategist for the 
opponents, said earlier he did not 
want to "spot any points”  to propo­
nents o f the bill by agreeing to any 
limitations on the normal room for 
parliamentary maneuver.

Jackson, D-Wash., chairman o f a 
Senate investigating subcommittee, 
has subpoenaed a quantity o f docu­
ments from Dresser Industries o f 
Dallas related to its oil-drill deal with 
the Soviet Union.

Jackson’s action cam e to l ight 
Thursday, a day a fte r  P residen t 
Carter informed him that he intended 
to allow Dresser to proceed with the 
$145 million transaction.

Jackson, among other critics, had 
urged the administration to cancel 
Dresser's export licenses as a re­
sponse to the Soviet Union’s trials M 
political dissidents.

Other adminbtration officials, in­
cluding national security adviser 
Zbigniew Brzezinski and Energy Sec­
retary James R. Schlesinger, also 
had urged the president to reconsider 
the license approvals.

Dresser, a multinational corpora­
tion that produces machinery for en­
ergy and natural resources deveiop- 
ment. is assisting the Soviet Union in 
setting up a plant to produce hard-tip 
drill MU for use in petroleum ex­
ploration.

Carter earlier canceled a pending 
deal between the Russians and Sperry 
Rand, an Amertcaa firm, for a com­
puter that was to have been nsed by

the Soviet news agency, Taas.
Jackson, meanwhile, announced 

that hU Permanent Subcommittee on- 
Investigations would conduct an in­
quiry into the review  procedure! 
being used by the admiaUtration for 
issuing export licenses. The subpoena 
to Dresser, a Jackson aide said, la 
part of that process.

The news followed on the 
heels of the announcement 
by the Federal Reserve late 
Thursday that the nation's 
basic money supply had 
fallen $1.8 billion in the latest 
reporting week.

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Single-bullet theory 
gets House boost

WASHINGTON (A P ) — House investigators have 
developed strong new evidence to support the dis­
puted “ singie-builet theory”  adopted by the Warren 
Commission when it concluded mat a lone aasauin 
killed President John F. Kennedy, according to a 
knowledgeable source.

The theory is that the same bullet struck Kennedy 
in the back, passed through his body, then wounded 
former Texas Gov. John B. Connaliy in the back, 
chest, wrist and thigh.

A scarcely damaged bullet recovered from Con- 
nally’s stretcher at the Dallas hospital where he was 
treated was said to be the missile that wounded both 
men.

Using sophisticated analyses, scientists have de­
termined that metal fragments recovered from Con- 
nally’s wrist match the bullet found on his stretcher, 
said the source, who requested anonymity.

A critic of the Warren Commission has said such 
evidence would strongly support the single-bullet 
theory.

The House Assassinations Committee, which or­
dered the tests, was to hear the results today.

The committee also was to question ballistics 
expert Larry Sturdivan and Dr. (Oaries S. Petty, 
chief medical examiner of Dallas (Ounty, Texas, 
and one of nine pathologists who studied the Kennedy 
autopsy procedures for the committee.

Petty, who was not working in Dalla& at the time 
Kennedy was assassinated there on Nov. 22, 1903, 
was expected to "confirm and verify and support”  
many of the pathology findings submitted to the 
committee Thursday, the source said.

At the committee’s direction, scientists subjected 
the recovered bullet and the wrist frannents tn 
neutron activation analyses, in which soUd objects 
are bombarded with a stream of neutrons, forcing 
the objects to emit a variety of rays.

The rays can be measured to determ ine the 
amounts of certain elements present in the test 
objects. I f  the amounts present in two different ob­
jects match, that is considered proof that the objects 
also match. '

The technique has been described as a way of 
“ fingerprinting”  objects because no two contain the 
same elements in precisely the same quantities.

Disputes over the single-bullet theory dominated 
the testimony Thursday, the second day o f the 
committee’s hearings on the Kennedy assassina­
tion.

Eight of the nine pathologists concluded that the 
single-bullet theory was valid, said Dr. Michael 
Baden, the panel moderator and chief medical ex­
aminer of New York Dty.

The dissenting panelist. Dr. C^ril H. Wecht, ar­
gued vehemently that ” no bullet could have caused 
all these wounds”  in both Kennedy and Con­
naliy.

Wecht, coroner of Allegheny County, Pa., said that 
abandoning the single-bullet theory would strongly 
suggest the existence of two gunmen and thus a 
conspiracy to assassinate KennHy.

Hinting at the evidence to come, deputy committee 
cosmsel Gary Cornwell asked Wecht; ” What would 
be the effect on the single-bullet theory if we eouM 
show that (the bullet found on Connaliy’s stretcher) 
did hit (Connelly’s wrist?”

Wecht conceded that he wrote an article several 
years ago, asserting that a match of the bullet arith 
the wrist fragments through neutron activation anal­
yses “ would lend strong support”  to the singte-bullet 
theory.

But he said he is less positive of that assertion 
now.

Baden said the eight paUtologlsU concluded that 
the bullet entered Kennedy’ s back and exited 
through his neck, possibly nicking the thin edge of 
one vertabra. The same bullet then could nave 
struck Connaliy In the back, exited through his chest, 
struck his wrist and finally lodged in his thigh, Baden 
said.

Discussing trajectory, Wecht said the bullet would 
have travelH  in a straight line after exiting Ken­
nedy’s body and that it could not have hit Connaliy 
because of his position in front o f and slightly to the 
left of  Kennedy In the Jumpseat o f the p res i­
dential limousine.

Baden said the panel majority conclusled that 
Kennedy and (Connaliy were lined up In such a way 
that the same bullet could have passed through
both.

Houston council asked 
for pornography ruling

HOUSTON (A P ) — Mayor Jim McCotm, after 
listening to several speakers demanding the City 
Council order a crackdown on the sale of pornogra­
phy, says II would be “ an exercise in futility”  to pau 
anqrdinance that could be shot down in court.

passed in 1877 was declared unconstitutional by a 
federal court and that a study now u n ^ r way may 
provide a sounder legal basis for an anti-pornogra­
phy law.

Among those appearing before the a t y  Council 
Wednesday was the Rev. Albert Walling, an Episco­
pal clergyman and president o f the Greater Houston 
Clergy Association.

He said pornographers. fleeing a “hoatile legal 
climate in Dallaa,” are moving to Houston.

During meetings with governors 
and businessmen at tbe White House 
last week, Carter and his advisers 
asserted the deregulation plan would 
provide sufficient incentives for pro­
ducers to develop new sources of gas, 
which could be substituted for im ­
ported oil.

Tbe White House argued persuasi­
vely that greater use of domestic 
natural gas would reduce the demand

for imported oil by 1.4 million barrels 
a day by 1985, a savings of $6.75 billion 
yearly at current world oil prices.

Few would argue that such a sav­
ings would be welcome to the econ­
omy, and that reduced reliance on 
foreign oil would be beneficial for 
several reasons, including the coun­
try’s security.

However, the White House empha­
sis on what could happen if the energy

bill isn’t enacted took on the appear­
ance of scare tactics.

Carter said congressional rejection 
of the bill would be “ a devastating 
blow to the character and esteem with 
w hich our g o ve rn m e n t is held 
throughout the world”  and would 
have “ a devastating effect on our 
national image, on the value of the 
dollar, on our trade balance, on infla- 
Uon.”

He linked passage of the bill to the 
image abroad of the "effectiveness of 
the federal goverment, including m y 
own office.”

Stuart Eizenstat, the president's 
chief dom estic a d v is e r, sa id : 
“ Frankly, there is no acceptable aler- 
native to the bill. If  it fails. It is highly 
unlikely there will be gas legislation 
in the foreseeable future.”

Top writers still drawn 
to Key West mystique

K E Y  W ES T, Fla. (A P ) —  Pulitzer 
Prize-winner Joseph Lash likes it for 
the water —  not too warm and not too 
cold. Form er war correspondent Phi­
lip J . Caputo enjoys fishing in the Gulf 
Stream. Novelist Evan Rhodes chose 
it for the solitude and sun.

The three are among the latest In a 
long string of writers who have made 
this Island at the end of America their

eace of business. And though the 
irs and piers hum with the legacy of 
the man Caputo refers to as “ Dr. 

Hemingway,”  each writer dismisses 
the suggestion that he might be part 
of that legacy.

Ernest Hemingway chose Key West 
as one of his stopping places, writing 
in detail about the l a ^  and surround­
ing sea In such classics as “T o  Have 
and Have Not” and “ Islands In the 
Stream.”

The Island and neighboring keys 
have played host to other writers. 
James Hersey set up a writer’s com­
pound on the island: Tennessee Wil­
liams. a town figure, donated his 
paintings to benefit auctions.

But Caputo and his brethren deny 
they choae Key West for any reasons 
other than the climate, the fishing, 
the quiet.

“ You’re always asked about the 
Hemingway mystique down here," 
says (^puto, a former reporter for 
the Chicago Tribune and author of 
"Rumors of W ar,”  a book about Viet­
nam.

"H e m in g w a y  ce rta in ly  left bis 
mark, but it Just happens to be a good 
place for sport fishing, and a number 
of people I know happen to be writers 
and fishermen.”

Caputo spends about four hours a 
day at a desk in the attic, writing 
another book about w a r— this one set 
in Ethiopia. He writes in longhand, 
and quotes Hemingway on the sensual 
quality of writing with pen and paper 
that is lost In the clatter of a ty­
pewriter.

At M . Caputo also enjoys the peace 
of the island srhile t r y l ^  to recall his 
skirmishes with war.

"There is a wonderful, rundown 
quality to the city.”  he says. “The 
sidewalks are crum bling and you 
have the stragglers on Duvall StrMt. 
But there’s a charm to It, too.”

Evan Rhodes, the author of books 
on widely different subjects, also ad-

reasons. He says he writes best in the 
garden of his house, wearing a bath­
ing suit.

Rhodes’ newest book is “ An Arm y 
of Children.”  a historical novel 
about one of the Giildren’s Ousades 
of the Middle Ages.

To  understand his subject, Rhodes 
took the same Journey the SO.OOO chil­
dren took, walking from Paris and 
Cologne to the Alps, crossing the 
treacherous mountain passes to Me­
diterranean seaports and then trek­
king across North Africa to Jerusa­
lem.

Rhodes took the experience back to 
Key West and nurtured it for over a 
year in the quiet of his refurbished 
home. The book was released earlier 
this year.

A former New Yorker, Rhodes likes 
the isolation he has in Key West, 
living on a dead-end street near a 
cemetery.

“ When you live here, you’re cut off 
from a lot of the distraction you face 
in a place like New York,”  he says. 
‘’Here there Is no tempUtion to p lu m  
a friend, or go out for the night. You 
can shut off the phone here and work 
without being interrupted.”

Rhodes writes a few hours in the 
morning, takes a break and then re­
turns to the outdoors and his ty ­
pewriter in the afternoon, usually 
after a swim. "The water is fantas- 
tio,”  he says.

Lash, the Pulitzer Prize historian 
and biographer of F ra n k lin  and 
Eleanor Roosevelt, also Is enthusias­
tic about the water.

Lash spends his summers on an­
other island —  Martha’s Vineyard off 
the coast of Massachusetts. He hit 
upon Key West as a winter retreat 
after trying the Bahamas.

“ I found the water was Just too 
warm there,”  says Lash. M. “ It was a 
little too busy there, too. Key West 
reminds me of the Vineyard in a way. 
I ’ ve found I t ’ s a good place to 
work.”

Lash spent last winter in a hotel at 
the end of Duvall Street. He plans to 
return thb winter and rent a house.

“ You’re able to shut off a lot of the 
distractions.”  he says. "There aren’t 
friends to go out to lunch srith. There 
isn’t a telephone constantly rin g ­
ing ”

W ASHIN GTON  (A P ) —  ’The chain of events is

familiar.
In Russia, there is a crackdown against Jews, la 

the United States, American Jews bring pressure on 
the White House to do something.

The president publicly protests, condemning the 
Russians for human rights violations. The Russian 
leadership responds that it’s no business of the 
United States. The crackdown continues.

Finally, Congress passes legislation revoking 
trade benefits previously negotiated with the Rus­
sians. The hope is that economic leverage can be 
brought to bear where moral protests were unavail­
ing.

It could be a summary of the past year in U.S.-So­
viet relations. ’

But all of the incidents above occurred between 
1870 and 1911.

The president who defended human rights was 
Theodore Roosevelt, not Jim m y Carter. ’The Russian 
leader who told him to mind his own business 
was Czar Nicholas II, not Leonid Brezhnev. And the 
trade agreement Congress revoked was not a prod­
uct of the detente of the early 1970s. It dated from 
1832.

This example from history illustrates the fact that 
this summer’s chill in relations between Moscow and 
Washington was not unique.

Periods of cooperation and agreement between the 
two countries have been rare, particularly since the 
Russian Revolution of 1917.

But the historical pattern also indicates the United 
States and the Soviet Union may have a fleeting 
opportunity to improve relations in the next few 
months, an opportunity that could soon be lost.

The Soviets may have signaled they want to seize 
the opportunity by their dMisions to drop a slander 
case against two American reporters and to seek 
only a suspended sentence for Frank Oaw ford. a 
U.S. businessman accused of currency violations.

Since the Russian Revolution, there have been 
several periods of detente between the two powers —  
with one notable example the Joint fight against 
Nazism in World War II. That evaporated as soon as 
the Germans were crushed, and was quickly fol­
lowed by the Ck>id War.

Another occurred after the Cuban missile crisis. 
President John F. Kennedy, having stood at the 
abyss with Nikita Krushchev, made a dramatic 
1963 commencement speech at American Universi­
ty.

"No government or social system is so evil that its 
people must be considered as lacking in virtue.”  hr 
said, adding that both superpowers "have a mutual­
ly deep interest in a Just and genuine peace and in 
halting the arms race.”  ’That summer saw agree­
ment on a nuclear test ban treaty, a Washingtou-Mo- 
.scow “ hot line,”  a ban on nuclear weapons in space, 
a $230 million grain sale to Russia.

But the brief flowering of detente was cut short by 
Kennedy’s assasination. by expansion of the Viet­
nam War, and by Krushchev’s ouster. New Soviet 
leaders. Jockeying for power, adopted a cautious 
attitude toward the U n it^  States and embarked on a 
spending program to close a strategic weapons gap 
exposed in the Cuban crisis.

The most recent detente, during the Nixon Admin 
istration, brought the signing of a strategic arms 
limitation agreement, increased grain sales, and 
such Joint efforts as the Apollo-Soyuz space flight.

That Nixon detente if the early I97ts is all but gone, 
the victim of tensions raised by Soviet actions in 
Africa, of Carter's human rights campaign and the 
Soviet crackdown on dissent, and of the inablHty. 
thus far, to come up with a second strategic arms 
agreement.

“ He’s s very down-to-earth person,”  Miss Landers 
says. “ He takes his Job seriously, and worlu as hard 
as everyone else.

A prime time series greatly increases an actor’s 
Ofmrtunity for exposure, and Miss Landers says she 
takes that proapect seriously.

I think it’s important for 
televfaioa to get the r i^ t messages across, and 
that doesn’t mean censoring, it means chosing parts 
that promote ideas you believe in.”

Par from the Tree,”  coming soon, and says, “ I want 
to pursue my singing career to the fullest. It’s a 
chance to be creative, writing, singing ...

“ I ’ve always done several things at once,”  she 
says. “ I ’m hoping both careers will feed off each 
other.”
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
