
Today's weather odds make for bad

Those who put away their um­
brellas on the weatherman’s 
Saturday promise of a less than 
20 percent chance of rain today 
found they needed them again 
this morning, anyway.

By today, the odds for this 
becoming the seventh straight 
day of rain in the usually arid 
Permian Basin had risen to 90 
percent.

“ More rain coming in at both

higher and lower levels" was 
responsible for the difference 
between the earlier forecast and 
reality today, said a spokesman 
for the National Weather Ser­
vice.

“ You just can’t always tell for 
sure,”  he said.

Although seven straight days 
of I’ain is unusual for the area, 
with the exception of a few high 
intersections and stalled vehi­
c les , no serious prob lem s 
seemed to result from the con­
tinuing rainfall.

Both Midland County Sheriffs 
Office and Midland CMty Police 
Department spokesmen said 
ea rly  today no streets were 
closed as a result of the rain.

'The weatherman said .33 inch 
of rainfall was recorded Sunday 
at Midland Regional Airport. 
That brings the official total for 
this month to 4.02 inches, ac­
cording to the National Weather 
Service. And, a total o f 11.31 
inches of rainfall has been re­
corded date this year, said offi­
cials.

A total of 1.3 inches of rainfaii 
was recorded over the weekend 
in south Midland at the Permian 
Basin Museum Library and Hall 
of Fame. A  total of .8 inch of 
rainfall was recorded in north 
central Midland and .7 inch tal­
lied in west Midland over the 
last 36 hours, accord ing to 
weather watchers.

An inch of rain was recorded 
in east Midland by personnel of 
the Midland Farmers Co-Op.

M id k iff has re c e iv e d  3.3 
inches of rainfall since Wednes­

day, said a resident.
Warfield community recorded 

.8 inch of rainfall Sunday, ac­
cording to a resident weather 
watcher.

The National Weather Service 
predicts a 40 percent chance of 
more rain on 'Tuesday.

The low tonight is expected to 
dip into the lower 60s. The high 
Tuesday is expected to be in the 
middle 70s. Variable winds from 
3 to 10 mph are predicted for 
tonight in the Permian Basin.

727 crashes 
killing 135

SAN DIEGO (A P )  — A P ac ific  
Southwest Airlines Jetliner coming in 
for a landing collided with a small 
a irp la n e  M onday m orn ing and 
crashed into a residential area, ap­
parently killing all 133 penoos on 
both planes, the Federal Aviation Ad­
ministration said.

“ To the best of our knowledge, 128 
passengers, seven crew members 
(were aboard the je t) and apparently 
they are all fatals,”  said Bruce Cham 
bers, an FAA official in Lot Angelet. 
“ We don’t really know at this time, 
but unfortunately that appears to be 
true.

"T h e re  are fiv e  homes now in 
flames,”  Chambers said.

Two persons aboard the amall plane 
were also apparently killed.

Wititesses said there was at least 
one fatality on the ground

The Boeing 727 jet, PSA flight 182 
from Sacramento, collided with a 
small Cessna 130 as it approached 
dowalown Lindbergh Field, the c ity 'i 
mala airport, PSA said

After the collisioo, the jet fell onto 
the homes and set them afire.

Expect victory 
for energy bill

WASHINGTON (A P ) — President 
Carter’s embattled energy program 
appears headed for its first congres­
sional victory in months at the House 
and Senate wade through busy agen­
das in hopes of finishing the year’s 
work by mid-October 

Opponents of a hard-fought com 
promise on Die natural-gas section of 
Carter’s 17 month-old energy plan are 
expected to make one more attempt 
today or Tuesday to try to scuttle the 
measure by returning it to commit 
tee But they concede it will be an 
uphill fight

Supporters of the bill — which 
would remove price controls from 
most natural gas by 1983 — claim they 
now have more than enough votes to 
approve the measure on a Kbcduled 
noon vote on Wednesday

No apology six years later
CARl.I.SLE, Pa (A P ) — After six years, Robert Bear still in 

sists he will not take the easy way back into his fam ily 's  at 
fections — apologizing to the Reformed Mennonite Church.

Bear was excommunicated in 1972 and has been shunned since 
then by the rest of the congregation, including his wife and six 
children

His family was ordered by the church not to talk to him, except 
when necessary, and his wife. Gale, was told to stop being his 
mate

That was the hardest part, said 49-year-old Bear, who set aside a dinner 
of bean soup to talk

“ You live in the same house You see her taking a bath. She 
permits you intimacies in bed — everything but sexual intercourse You 
think ‘Maybe she will this time ’ But she can’t or she’d go to hell with you. 
they teil h e r "

After a long breath, he said, “ It’s like living with a girlie thow ’ ’
Bu( that was before Now the family lives separately. Bear moved out 

of his farmhouse to a trailer; his wife and children live some 20 miles 
away

When they were still under the same roof, hit children lome- 
times called him “ sick,”  or worse, during arguments over bis religious 
beliefs His oldest son. Dsvid, 17, once tried to run him over with a tractor 
in a fit of anger. Bear said.

Bear says he will keep trying for reconciliation, despite repeated 
failure He sued the church in court for alienation of his irlfe's affectiona. 
He lost

Periodically, he tries to bring his familv to live with Mm in Ms 
trailer. Once, he recalls. Ms I2-year-old daughter, Rachel, cursed at him

when he showed up for a visit
“ I said, ‘Well that’s enough’ and put her in the car and took 

her home," he recalled Within hours police arrived and Bear landed in a 
psychiatric hospital for three days of “ observation,'’ he aald.

Bear says he will never accept the church's offer to take him 
back if he repents. " I ' l l  never be a Reformed Mennonite again, 
but I intend to get my wife and children straighteniH around, 
he said “ That’s what keeps me going."

He puts in 14 ̂ -hour work days growing potatoes and other cropa ou Ms 
306-acre farm here. His energy, hw ever, goes to Ms one-man war wRh a 
church he says is “ playing God."

The Reformed Mennonite Church, headquartered in Lancaster, Pa., la 
a branch of the fundamentalist Mennonite faith. It teachea that Mopla 
who criticize church practices are guilty of “ ralHenr" and nnat M  ex­
communicated — or “ shunned"

Bear’s misdeed: he questioned why his mother-in-law and her buabund 
were given communion deapite the widespread knowladfe that they 
were separated. He says communion normally la denied in aneh aitne- 
tkms.

The “ shunning”  is loosely enforced. Bear aeid, and nt Unant, 
his w ife would talk to him as sw eetly as eve r. A t o ther tim es, 
he said, she would stare him down like the d lsb e lle v ln f h ere­
tic her church had branded him.

Panel onto King 
conspiracy clues

WASHINGTON (A P ) — The 
House Assassinations Commit 
tee has uncovered evidence, 
which if true, would show there 
was a conspiracy to kill Dr 
Martin Luther King, a key mem 
her of the panel says

Rep Richardson Preyer. D 
N C . made the statement In an 
interview .Sunday Me did not 
dl.sclose what the evidence was 

'1 think It’s fair to say this, 
there is evidence which. If it 
checks out to be rredible. would 
show a conspiracy in that case," 
P reyer said in reponse to a 
question on the CBS Interview 
program "Fare the Nation ’ ’ 

Citing the deaths of witnesses 
over the years since the l9fiH 
killing. Preyer said proving a 
conspiracy would be difficult 
without the cooperation  of 
James Farl Ray, who pleaded 
guilty to murdering the civil 
rights leader but latter ren 
ounced his confession 

"It may be that we can only 
prove an association rather than

a conviclahle conspiracy with 
out Mr H ay 's  h e lp ."  said 
Preyer. who is chairman of the 
suh<-ommillee investigating the 
John f' Kennedy assassination 

F’ reyer said Ray's finances 
were a key point in determining 
if a conspiracy existed Ray. 
just out of prison, traveled ex 
tensively before the killing He 
remainrt at large fnr a year 
after King's death, traveling to 
three foreign countries 

" It  does defy common sense, 1

217 in Midland County.

The proposed project would extend 
from FM 1788 east to Midland Re­
gional Airport. The project is within 
the city limits of Midland only at the 
intersection of Wright Drive, which is 
within the airport complex.

Included in the project is the con­
struction of an additional entrance 
to the airport facility. A minimum 
of four traffic lanes and a continuous 
left-turn lane within a 64-foot curb and 
gutter section are proposed, accord­
ing to a department spokesman

be acquired throughout the limits of 
the project, the spokesman said.

Begin said the Knesset had only 
two choices — "to approve the agree 
ment in toto or not to ratify it and 
everyth ing done at Camp David 
would be nullified"

With an aching heart I suggest we 
make the choice," he continued

the agreements Begin reached with

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High price of in itia ls
It used to be that initials w ere a 

d im e a dozen, more or iess, but 
that was before the days o f 
a lphabet agencies in the federa i 
governm ent. The cost now is 
calcu lated in billions o f dollars.

But le t ’ s go back to last March 
when Presiden t Carter unveiled a 
new urban policy. Fortunately, 
and m ercifu lly , much o f what he 
proposed has slipped from  sight 
again .

Th e Houston Chronicle, in 
c o m m e n t in g  on the p o lic y  
ed ito ria lly , said its thrust was to 
throw  money up in the a ir to see 
who could grab  the most. It was a 
hodgepodge o f expensive pet 
p ro jec ts  which, in try ing  to 
p laca te  e ve ry  constituency, would 
h ave  added |8.3 billion in deficit 
spend ing to the in fla tion ary  
pressures.

It  is fortunate that Congress 
s im p ly  let most of the grandiose 
proposals die a quiet death. The 
p rogram s which do gain approval 
w ill have to make their way 
through a morass of federa l 
agencies before any urban help is 
ava ilab le .

The President, in connection 
w ith his urban deal, ordered those 
v e r y  sam e agencies to im prove 
and coordinate their existing 
urban program s.

" I f  this means a reduction in 
red  ta p e ."  the Houston news­
paper said, "T h e  order would 
be good news. As a follow-up. the 
W hite House issued a status 
report on what the agencies are 
d o in g  to  im p rove  th e ir  e f ­
fec tiveness.

"W h a t the report shows is just 
how deep ly m ired this nation has

becone in the regu latory swamps.
"T h e  Departm ent o f Health. 

Education  and W elfare says it is 
in the process o f elim inating, 
s im p lify in g  or consolidating 1,400 
p lanning requirements, a m ove 
that w ill entail 800 adm inistrative 
changes.

"T h e  Environm ental Protection  
A gen cy  says it is sim plifying or 
consolidating (it  says nothing in 
this report about elim inating) 165 
o f the m ore than 300 planning 
requ irem en ts in seven m ajor 
p rogran s .”

Just think o f this — in horror — 
1,700 planning program s between 
the tw o agencies. This in itse lf is 
the key to the whole business of 
how the federa l governm ent is 
d icta ting  to states and other 
governm en ta l units. Seventeen 
hundred planning program s — 
good g r ie f !

The report doesn't stop there. It 
goes  on and on about coordinating 
H U D , O E D P . E P A . U SD A , 
N O A A , DOE, L E A A , 0M B , CD- 
BG , CED S and UDAG endeavors. 
It says approxim ately $30 billion 
is in vo lv i^ . And this is where the 
high cost of initials com es in.... 
$30 b illion worth.

"N o w  if someone is whacking 
aw ay  at the red tape involved, 
h a l l e lu ja h ! ”  the C h ro n ic le  
ed ito ria l said. "Bu t there is the 
sneaking suspicion that each of 
those agencies has proceeded to 
nam e coordinating com m ittees to 
d ea l with each o f the other 
agencies. Just think o f all the red 
tape those com m ittees them ­
se lves  would genera te ."

Y e s , it v e ry  de fin ite ly  is 
som eth ing o f which to think.

Let 'sunshine' in
T h e  c lim a te  o f public in­

form ation  in the federa l govern ­
m ent is much im proved but 
f u r t h e r  i m p r o v e m e n t  is  
necessary.

That is the gist o f a report 
issued by Common Cause, the 
c itizen s ' lobby group, on com ­
p lian ce with the 1977 Sunshine 
A c t ,  w h ich  r e q u ir e s  m ost 
m eetings o f federa l agencies to be 
open to the public.

F e w e r  than 40 percent o f the 
m eetings o f 47 federa l agencies 
w ere  fu lly  open in the act’ s first 
y e a r  o f operation.

The percentage needs to be -> 
and must be — increased.

It is not only the newsmen who 
benefit. Anyone interested in the 
operation  o f a federa l agency 
benefits  from  free access to its 
m eetings.

'N ew  Deal' ideal still lives

G overnm ent of. by and for the 
peop le can succeed only if  the 
people can find out what the 
governm en t is doing and why.

W ASHINGTON -  Ever since 
Franklin D Roosevelt's New Deal, 
the federal government hat come to 
the aid of economically and socially 
disadvantaged Americans with a 
m u ltitu de o f w ell-in ten tioned  
programs. The aged, the farmers and 
the factory workers were the first to 
be helped. Small businessmen and 
school ch ild ren  subsequently 
benefited More recently, there has 
been a spate of legislation to better 
the lot of the racial minorities Some 
of the programs have been a boon to 
the underprivileged; others have 
turned out to be a lot of hi-falutin' but 
empty words: still others have been 
strangled in official red tape We have 
taken a close look at one obscure 
operation that has KSttered green­
backs around like autumn leaves in 
the wind Yet not a dollar has reached 
the minority small businesses that the 
program is supposed to help

Congress set up the Minority 
Business Resource Center two years 
ago as a special agency to see that 
minority businesses got a fair share of 
the repair and maintenance work on 
the nation's railroads. For this noble 
purpose, the center was entrusted 
with 88.5 million of the taxpayers' 
money to fund low-interest loan to the 
minority businesses Not a cent has 
yet been lent to the intended grass 
roots recipients

Instead, the agency, an adjunct of 
the Federal Railroad Administration, 
has been underwriting friendly 
consulting firms to study the problem 
An estimated $3.8 million has been

paid out to the consultants.
The arbitrary and haphatard use of 

consultants by the center was one 
reason Transportation Secretary 
Brock Adams hired Gary Gayton as a 
special minority assistant. Gayton 
said one of the first things he did was 
instruct the center to "tighten up" its 
use of consultants

There has been grumbling even 
from people who fought for the 
legislation that created the Minority 
Business Resource Center. Sen Birch 
Bayh, D-Ind., the center's original 
sponsor, and Rep Parren Mitchell. D- 
Md., leader of the Congressional 
Black Caucus, have questioned 
whether the agency is fulfilling the 
intent of Congress. "The activity 
going on is circular," grumped one 
congressional source. "They haven't 
gotten off the dime."

Kenneth E Bolton, who has run the 
center since its formation, defends it 
by citing the difficulty of starting a 
federal agency from Kratch. Con­
sultants had to be used to gel the 
center off the ground, he said. Bolton 
also stressed the need to study the 
needs of minority businessmen before 
lending them the available money.

The agency also has been caught up 
in minority politics. Minority groups, 
now more powerful than in the past, 
are demanding a hand in running the 
e x p e n s iv e  fed e ra l p rogram s. 
Powerful blacks arc able to wield 
political muscle and help their cronies 
in the age-old tradHioo of Washington 
politics

Bolton, a holdover bureaucrat from 
the Ford regime, is said to have 
survived the transition by being

sensitive to these political demands. 
Many of the actions of the center have 
been motivated more by politics and 
cronyism than the needs of the 
minority businessmen

There has been considerable pulling 
and hauling, for example, over the 
small busineu investment company 
that will handle the loans One of 
those seeking the $5 million deal is the 
W ashington-based Opportunity 
Funding Corporation. The company 
has some political powers on its 
board, including Jesse Hill, an in­
fluential adviser to President Carter 
and chairman of the center's advisory 
board.

The company failed to submit its 
application in time, and a rival firm, 
the Inner City Broadcasting Company 
of New York City, was the only bidder 
to meet the deadline But Bolton was 
more impressed with Hill's political 
clout than with following proper 
procedures. He conveniently ex­
tended the deadline and was act to 
give the contract to Hill's firm, we 
were told, until our reporter Peter 
Grant began making inquiries. Now 
Bolton has recommended that both 
firms be subsidized at a coat of $3 
million apiece

Here arc other instances of how 
consulting firms are sopping up the 
gravy from the program;

— The Booker T Washington 
Fou nd ation  helped push the 
legislation setting up the center. The 
first $1.2 million contract was 
awarded to the foundation to develop 
a program When it came up for 
renewal this year, a staff report to 
Bolton was highly critical of the work 
The $38.000-a-year head of the agency 
nevertheless recommended giving 
the Foundation an additional $800,000. 
After intercession by Brock Adams' 
special assistant Gaj^on. the contract 
was whittled down to $800,000.

We have a tendency to believe we 
are super-smart, but if  you think 
about it, you realize that the net gain 
In knowledge has been almost entire­
ly confined to technology. We can 
tmild a color television set and the 
ancients couldn't, but once you move 
from things to people — to subjects 
like politics, ethics, philosophy, and 
practical psychology — you'll find 
that w e're still plowing the same 
row.

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M assive governm ent 
spending draws fire  
from business world

NEW YORK (AP) — Intimations 
that President Carter's anti-inflation 
program might include wage-price 
standards is eliciting from business 
spokesmen the frustrated comment 
that restraints begin at home.

Home in this instance is the White 
House, where the administration has 
been running big budget deficits that 
are seen as the primary cause of 
inflation.

In recent years defleits are gen­
erally tolerated as pump primers for 
a deflated economy, but spokesmen 
for the business community observe 
that the current economy has been 
expanding for 41 months.

In such a situation, even relatively 
small government defleits may be 
inflationary, they say. But recent def­
icits have been mammoth — $91.1 
billion in 1978 and perhaps close to $40 
billion in 1979.

The president nevertheless referred 
to the fiscal 1979 budget as tight last 
week, and simultanously called on 
Americans to prepare themselves for 
sacrifices in order to restrain infla­
tion.

Such behavior, said Albert Cox, Jr., 
head of Merrill Lynch Economics, “ is 
the desperation of politicians to 'do 
something' about inflation in the ab­
sence of facing up to its fundamental 
causes — excessive federal spending 
and money creation."

Perusing recent speeches, econom­
ic letters and commentaries, a reader 
is convinced that a very large part of 
the big business community is an­
gered that Washington poses as an 
innocent while blaming others.

Speaking to businessmen last week, 
E l lmore  Patterson ,  Morgan 
Gauranty's executive committee 
chairman, suggested that govern­
ment cannot ask sacrifices of the 
public unless It sacrifices itself.

"There would be a better chance to

build belief that inflation can be 
licked if there were stronger evidence 
that the instrumentalities of goverb- 
ment were determined to be full paw­
ners," he said.

"dovernments that seek to solve 
tough inflation problems by means 
other than resolute fiscal and mone­
tary action usually encounter limited 
success," he said.

The Federal Reserve also is critic­
ized. G. William Miller, chairman, 
lists “ a balanced budget with full 
employment” as the first step to sta­
bility, but he too is accused of some 
mismanagement.

Most common of the criticisms is 
that the Fed over the past year has 
failed to achieve its money supply 
goals, and that too many dollars are 
circulating throughout toe economy, 
thus fueling inflationary demand.

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Babies cannot be weaned
from life-giving machine

P H IL A D E L P H IA  (A P )  — The 
sam e machine that keeps seven 
babies aiive at Children’s Hospital by 
breathing in place of their damaged 
lungs dooms them to lives tied to its 
tubes.

The paradox points up the remark­
able advances made in pediatric in­
tensive care and the nightmarish 
problem of science’s current limita­
tions.

The babies cannot be weaned from 
the ventilator because the machine 
damages their already weakened 
lungs and retards the growth of new 
lung tissue.

The children have spent most of 
their short lives in the hospital's in­
termediate Intensive care unit, de­
pendent on the soft tubes leading from

their cribs to the machine.
It costs $16,000 a week to keep the 

babies alive. The total bill at Chil­
dren’s already has surpassed $1.2 
million.

The babies require round-the-clock 
care, with nurses pounding their 
chests and suctioning their lungs 
every two to four hours to keep them 
from strangling on secretions their 
weak lungs cannot clear.

For 20-month-old Justin Lowe, it is 
a game. Justin, who cannot make 
sounds because of the hole in his 
throat for the ventilator cord, likes to 
get attention by pulling out the tube 
and waving it. An alarm goes off and 
a nurse rushes over to scold him and 
give him the attention he wants.

On Miss Taylor’s last swim, one of 
her trainers shot a shark that was 
observing her progress at an un­
healthy proximity.

" I t ’s a tiny bit more mental this 
time because I know what I have to go 
through," said Miss Taylor. “ I ’ve got 
to make it to shore.

Both women began their swims 
Aug. 13, and both left the sea — 
defeated — two days later, unable to 
continue.

HUNTINGTON BEACH. Calif. — Kids call them 
cruisers or clunkers.

The names are appropriate because they’re not the 
most sophisticated pieces of machinery.

Yet combine the fickle but trendy tastes of youth, 
the desire to be different, a bit of nostalgia, and 
another Southern California fad is bom.

The lastest craze is the old-fashioned bicycle, circa 
1930s: fat, balloon tires, Texas longhorn handlebars, 
wide seats, one speed and pedal brakes.

No longer do the sophisticated 10-speed derailers, 
some weighing a scant 25 pounds, hold a monopoly on 
the pedal market — at least In Southern California.

The clunkers, the basic 40-pounders, are at a crest 
of popularity.

For example:
—A clunker, in perfect shape, can sell for up to 

$250.
—At least one shop in Newport Beach deals only in 

clunkers.
—Another firm, LRV Industries of El Monte, has 

been distributing a one-speed bike called “ The Regu­
lar “ Old Bike”  since 1976.

—The giant bicycle maker Schwinn, recognizing 
the clunker's popularity, last year reintroduced one 
called the Spitfire, a copy of the 1932 Schwinn.

—There’s even a newsletter for clunker lovers.
A bike shop owner In Huntington Beach started the 

fad by restoring 1932 Schwinns.
“ I really l ik ^  riding the old bikes myself,”  said 

Larry McNeely, 24. owner of Recycled (Cycles.
“ I saw immediate interest In the cruiser, so 1 came 

out with my own line. It ’s an exact replica of the 1932 
Schwinn.”

McNeely sells between 10 and 15 bikes a week and 
has been doing so for three wars.

LRV sold 3,000 clunkers last year, mostly In the 
Southland, and firm president Tom Seifert is gearing 
up for a national wave.

Seifert’ s marketing researchers noticed a trend in 
one-speed bicyles about three years ago.

“ We found there was sort of a nostalgia involved,”  
he said. “ But we also found people wanted a more 
comfortable bike with wide seats and high handle­
bars. What they wanted was a cruise.”

Jim Kucera of Schwinn’s Consumer Relations 
department in Chicago, said “ We do sell the Spitfire 
all over the country, but there haven’t been any signs 
of them taking over. Still, we’re watching the market 
carefully.”

Yet a Sunday stroll on the ocean front shows 
definite signs of a trend. Young and old alike ride 
cruiser bikes.

Sterling Pope, 53, and his wife started riding 
cruisers 14 years ago. Originally they wanted a bike 
nobody would steal.

Now cruisers are more likely to be stolen than 
tO-speeds in Newport Bech.

S^winn and LRV cruiser bikes retail for approxi­
mately $25. A custom bike at Recycled ( ^ cIm  costs 
from $130 to $250.

Guys such as Pope and McNeely have turned bike 
restoration into a science.

“ There is an aesthetic value Involved, like restor­
ing did cars,”  Pope said. “ A lot o f car collectors are 
getting into bikes.”

A newsletter — California Balloon Bike and 
Whizzer News — published in Huntington Beach, has 
a circulation of 400 and is growing, according 
to publisher Leon Dixon. (Whizzers aremotoriied 
cruisers that were popular in the 40s and 50s.)

“Ten-speeds are Junk bikes i lyou lookatl
as a piece of machinery,” Dixon said. **Ihey’re Inn 
fragile for kids.

“Heck, bow can you expect a kid lo deBver 
newspapers on those bikes? It’s like ridhig a twnky- 
four with a foam seat. They were made iMs way 
because It’s cheap and quick.”

Dixon said a bike collector can spend as nneh as 
$50 getting an old seat redone.

Through the bike literature, experts Ike Pape can 
tell restorers which tire, rim umI spoke gacs an 
which bike. Pope suggests “Tim Social IHstary af 
Bicycles” found in moat libraries as a gmd htĵ n  
ning source.

“ I’m an antique dealer, a builder af nostalgiB and 
a custom bike dealer,”  McNeely said. “Td make 
more bikes if I could find the parts.”

McNeely struck It rich in Saa Joae where he tem i 
a shop that had bike frames from 1918 stacked eight 
feet high.

“The owner was a pack rat,” McNeely said. *Tie 
had tons of ballooa tires. Going through Ms yard was 
like seeing an Epittiaa tomb.”

CoHectors anddealers search far frames, stack 
hubs, fenders, seats, springrrs. ham tanks. Nghts. 
bells and mud flaps — any trinket Mem.

“You’ve really got lo know what yon’iv laaklag 
for,” Pope said. “Otherwise yan’re wasting year 
time.”

Indeed, those who have converted ta dm haBaaa
tire bikes claim the simplicity is the key ta Ns 
success. Without extra gears msintenanrr b  simple, 
which adds to longevity.

“With regular care you reaOy oidy need la bay oar 
cruiser in a lifetime,” McNeeiy said.

Maryland bank wants charge

back from adult book stores
WASHINGTON (A P ) — The 

Master Charge emblem may 
soon disappear from the Olym­
pic Baths in Washington's adult 
entertainment area and 10 adult 
book stores If a Maryland bank 
has Its way in a brewing court 
battle.

Executives of the Maryland 
National Bank say it was all a 
mistake when its salesman last 
year sold Master Charge mem 
bership to Alpha-Sentura Busi­
ness Services Inc., which man­
ages the businesses.

Now the bank wants to cancel 
the membership, which allows 
customers to charge purchases, 
because of what the establish­
ments sell. Five are in Washing­
ton, five in Baltimore and one in 
Fayetteville, N.C.

In turn, Alpha-Sentura, based 
In BalUmore, has filed suit in 
U.S. District Court there claim­
ing the bank, the state’s largest, 
is making “ moral Judgments”  
that harm Its ability to compete 
and violate the constitutional 
guarantee of free speech.

“ No strictly business reasons 
were offered for the planned 
cancellation.’ ' said David Moes- 
leln of Alpha-Sentura. He said 
business Ims Increased since the 
credit card membership was 
obtained.

The suit, asking ter a mini­
mum of I I  million In damages, 
also lists as a defendant Inter­
bank Card Association, which 
owns the Master Charge trade­
mark.

Moeslein said Alpha-Sentura 
was s till rece iv in g  M aster 
Charge promotional material 
when a Maryland National exec­
utive told him the membership

would be withdrawn in Novem­
ber because “ we don't like the 
nature of your business and do 
not wish to continue doing busi­
ness with you.’ ’

Banking officials say credit 
ca rd  use is not uncom mon 
among establishments dealing 
in pornographic books and mag- 
axines and at adult-oriented es­
tablishments such as the Olym­
pic Baths — which, according to 
an advertisement, provides “ a 
man's world of pleasure ... in a 
private club.’ ’

But Bill Moroney, a spokes­
man for the American Bankers 
Association, conceded “ it's a 
subject not talked about’ ’ much 
in iMnking circles. The associa­
tion had no statistical infor­
mation on the subject.

“ We were unaware at the time 
(the membership was sold) that 
the nature of their business was 
what it is,’ ’ said Dan Finney, 
chief spokesman for Marylai^ 
National.

The bank, which has asked 
that the suit be dismissed, con­
tends that under the agreement 
either it or the merchant may 
cancel membership.

One Maryland National offi­
cial, who d^llncd to be Identi­
fied, said the bank discovered 
what Alpha-Sentura was selling 
when the bank sought to aell tbe 
firm a second c r ^ t  member­
ship in June, this time in VISA.

“ The salesman asked where 
the card machines could be 
dropped off and was told the 
(Alpjia-Sentura) o ffke would be 
closed. When he brought the 
machines (to one of the stores), 
he found out what the stores 
were selling.’ ’ the official said.

Bakke enters med school today
DAVIS, Calif. (A P ) —  Allan Bakke, a 38-year-old 

engineer whose name has become a symbol of 
conflict over school admissions and race, enters 
the University of California Medical School today.

Bakke, described by his lawyer as “ a private 
man,’ ’ has shunned publicity and refused interviews 
both before and after the court ruling.

those previously accepted who decided liot to come, 
have ^ n  screened by a new method.

With protesters announcing plans to picket out­
side, Bakke, who is white. Is to begin classes at the 
university’s Davis campus under a U.S. Supreme 
Court order that struck down the school’s preferen­
tial admissions program for minorities.

The demonstration was called by a group called 
the National Anti-Bakke Decision Coalition, which 
planned to picket outside the building and hold a 
rally before class.

The court ruled on a 5-4 vote that the program, 
which reserved 16 places in each class of 100 for 
low-income minorities, violated Bakke’s constitu­
tional rights. He had applied unsuccessfully for 
admission in 1973 and 1974 to the campus 15 miles 
west of Sacramento.

But the court also ruled on a separate 5-4 vote that 
race could be taken into account to maintain diver­
sity in admissions.

That portion of the ruling was hailed by many civil 
rights groups as the preservation of affirmative 
action programs. But legal experts say it will take 
more rulings to determine Just what preferential 
measures are permissable.

The 101 students who enter their first class, Intro­
duction to Molecular and Cellular Biology, today 
already reflect, in part, the results o f the Bakke 
decision.

Vicki Saito, a spokeswoman for the medical school, 
said minority students already admitted under the 
special program were allowed to stay, but students 
added to the class since the June ruling, replacing

She said the separate committee for low-income 
minorities has been abolished and all students are 
considered by the same committee. In line with 
the court ruling, the committee considers a variety 
of grounds for admission, including race, income and 
whether a student comes from a medically needy 
area, as well as grades and test scores.

Ms. Saito said the committee offered places in the 
class to minority as well as non-minority students, 
but she said she did not know how many accepted. 
She added that school officials hope the program will 
at least maintain the previous percentage o f minori­
ties.

Carter emissary meets 
with embattled Somoza

MANAGUA, Nicaragua (A P ) — A special emis­
sary from President Carter has met with President 
Anastasio Somoza, touching off speculation that 
Carter is urging the embattled Nicaraguan leader to 
resign. However, no information on what was said at 
the meeting was available so far.

The U.S. Embassy confirmed that special envoy 
William Jorden met Saturday with Somoza. But 
embassy spokesman William Watson said he had no 
details on what was discussed. Other sources were 
not immediately available for comment.

Jorden has been touring Central America discus­
sing the Nicaraguan crisis with local leaders. He is 
known to have visited Guatemala, Honduras and 
Venezuela, and it is possible that he has been to other 
nations in the regioh.

A U.S. missile cruiser was reported anchored off 
Nicaragua’s Pacific coast, but a Defense Depart 
ment spokesman in Washington said no special alert 
orders had been Issued.

Opponents of the Somoza family’s dynastic rule of 
Nicaragua generally hold the United States respon­
sible since it put the present president’s father In 
power in 1937 and helped keep him and his sons in 
control with wholehearted, unquestioning military, 
economic and financial support until th e - 'C a rt^  
administration took office.

Carter has tried to use a carrot and stick approach, 
holding back some aid and quietly urging S ^ o z a  to 
Improve his human rights record. The administra­
tion took the position that stronger U.S. action would 
remove what little leverage Washington has and 
would also lay It open to the old charge of Yankee 
imperialism.

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Camp David session with labor,
business suggested for Carter
By WALTER R. MEARS 
AP Special Correspondent

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Now that 
President Carter has mediated 
tween ancient Middle Eastern ene­
mies, he faces some really tough 
negotiations. He needs to find a 
framework for peace between the ad­
ministration and George Meany.

Carter is working on a new inflation 
control program, since administra­
tion efforts to dampen the rise in the 
cost of living with a gentle program of 
guidance and persuasion is not doing 
the Job.

To strengthen it, the administration 
is considering a set of wage and price 
guidelines, still voluntary but none­
theless a more intense form  of 
pressure on labor and management.

Carter called it “ a strengthening of 
our lim ited arsenal o f weapons 
against inflation.”  He imposed one of 
those limits himself. As a candidate, 
he said he would not turn across-the- 
board to wage and price controls to 
combat inflation — but that he would 
like standby authority on the books.

It was to be a sort of psychological

weapon, to be there but not to be used. 
That stirred some Jitters, particularly 
among businessmen who recalled 
that Richard M. Nixon opposed stand­
by control legislation but wound up 
using it to impose his administra­
tion's mandatory wage and price 
limits.

The business community’s nervous­
ness, reflected by falling stock prices, 
prompted Carter to change signals. 
Before his inauguration he dropped 
his request fo r standby control 
powers.

So the White House is working on a 
voluntary system which may include 
some sanctions to be invoked if guide­
lines are defied. In addition, it will 
include federal spending curbs.

Carter said the new program will be 
fair. " I t  will not penalize labor or any 
other group in our society,”  he told 
the United Steelworkers o f America. 
“ At the same time, it will be tough. I 
will ask for restraint and some sacri­
fice from all.”

Meany already had been to Atlantic 
City, to tell the same convention that 
guidelines reflect a "controls psychol­
ogy”  that would penalize the victims

of inflation without addressing the 
real causes. He blamed corporations 
and bankers, and said the adminis­
tration should deal with them to hold 
down prices.

" I f  the president gets them down to 
reasonable levels, then wage de­
mands will also come down — and not 
b e fo r e ,"  the AFL-C IO  president 
said.

Meany said the Nixon controls re­
strained wages for a time, but not 
prices.

" I  sincerely hope that the president 
is not persuaded by those who are 
beating the drums for controls to 
repeat our experience of 1971 to 1973,”  
he said.

But no inflation control program is 
going to work without limits applied 
on both sides of the ledger.

Carter’s problem now is to convince 
organ ized labor in genera l, and 
Meany In particular, that his new 
program will be as stringent in re­
straining prices as in dealing with 
wage settlements.

The guidelines that have been 
under consideration reportedly would 
seek to hold wage settlements to

about 7 percent next year, and price 
increases to about 6 percent.

But numbers aside, guidelines are a 
red flag to Meany, who says they spell 
trouble for unions at the bargaining 
table because they impose a ceiling on 

.the settlement before negotiations 
begin.

And to make any voluntary pro­
gram succeed, the administration 
will have to gain the cooperation of 
organized labor.

Robert Strauss, Carter’s inflation 
adviser, said the White House can 
gain that cooperation. “ I think if he 
came up with a year of national deni­
al, of national austerity, the public 
would buy it, business would buy it 
and labor would buy it,”  Strauss 
said.

He suggested that Carter might 
summon business and labor leaders 
to Camp David to sell his new pro­
gram.

M aybe Strauss has something 
*  there. It seems to have worked with 

Israel and Egypt.

John Henry legend still lives

Dear Dr. Solomon; 
What is the best way to 
clean inside your ear? A 
cotton swab?—Dotty

Dear Dotty: The best 
way for you to clean the 
inside of your ear is not 
to. The ear has a very 
e ffic ien t self-cleaning 
mechanism in the form of 
hairs that move wax and 
dirt to the outside, where 
it can be washed off with 
a washrag over a finger 
when you take a shower 
or bath.

(A P ) — Ed Cabbell 
leaned back and let the blues seep slowly into his 
soul, unaware of the red-tailed hawk sailing above 
him in large, lazy circles.

A few feet from Cabbell, on the portable stage, a 
bulky black man sat playing a guitar and wailing 
plaintively about a long list of problems peculiar to 
the human race. And as Cabbell listened, and the 
man sang, the solitary hawk continued to ride 
the updraft, getting smaller with each lazy lap.

A moment later. Just as the blues singer was 
hitting his last, low down note, the high-flying speck 
faded into the deep blue September sky. There 
was a silent second as the spell lingered and then was 
forever shattered, by a burst of applause from the 
crowd at the sixth annual John Henry Folk Festi­
val.

As president of the John Henry Memorial Founda­
tion, which was sponsoring the festival, Cabbell was

busy — but not too busy to talk about the festival, the 
foundation and the experience of life in the Appala­
chian mountains, as lived by black people.

X " I  founded the foundation in 1969,”  said the stocky, 
32-year-oid Princeton resident. "A t that time, there 
was very little information available about black 
people In Appalachia. I had studied black history at 
the University of Louisville so I thought 1 could help 
black people in this area learn more about them­
selves and their heritage.”

And one of his first tasks In making Appalachian 
blacks more aware of their history was to explore 
some of the prevailing myths about John Henry, the 
legendary black steel-drlvin* man who won out in a 
contest with a steam-powered drill and then died 
with his I2-pound hammer in his hand.

Cabbell said the John Henry legend is only partly 
accurate. He said John Henry was a huge black man 
who helped lay the Chesapeake A Ohio railroad track 
through this area and who probably lived at nearby 
Talcott, where a vast tunnel was carved through the

mountains. But he is doubtful about the storied 
contest with the steam drill.

"That part’s not true,”  he said. “ But the story is 
important, historically, because it deals with the 
contributions blacks made in building our nation.

“ Although most people aren’t aware of it, more 
than 5,000 black slaves lived and worked in what is 
now known as West Virginia, during the latter part of 
the 18th Century. Black people also made important 
contributions during the days the salt industry was 
flourishing in the Kanawha Valley.”

And on top of this, he added, the story is important 
"because, as far as I know, it is our only positive 
legend about a black person.”

But don’t get the Idea that Cabbell lives In the past. 
He doesn’t and the festival, which featured black and 
white singers and musicians, was proof positive.

"In  the beginning, there were mostly black per­
formers,”  he said, "Imt we don’t separate things that 
way anymore. Sure, the festival is black, iwt not 
black only.”

Helen Wheeler Smith, 
in her book. “ Survival 
Handbook for Preschool 
Mothers.”  points out that 
you have to be careful not 
to confuse diKipline with 
punishment, th e  root 
word of discipline is 
disciple, which means "a  
follower.”  Our discipline 
should lead our children 
so they will accept our 
guidance and our values 
until they are mature 
enough to make their own 
decisions.

Your need for power 
and your attitude toward 
each child determines

what kind of discipline 
you will use. The very 
nature of parenthood 
gives adults power over 
chUdren. WeVe bigger, 
s tron ger , m ore ex­
perienced, and more 
verbal than they are. 
Since we live in a 
democratic society, we 
need to help our children 
function in a democratic 
way with self-control. 
There are three methods 
of dealing with children:

AUTOCRATIC: 1 know 
what is best for you, and 
you must do it my way .

PERMISSIVE; 1 allow 
you to do anything you 
want with no limits.

AUTHORITATIVE: 1 
work with you for a 
solution that is ac- 
ceptabie to both of us.

Each of these methods 
produces a different 
personality in children. 
The way we feel about 
ourselves and our need to 
use power determine 
which method we use. 
Most of us will use the 
method on our children 
that was used on us when 
we were children. If our 
parents were democratic 
with us. we can allow our 
children to think for 
t h e mse l v e s .  I f  our 
parents ruled with an iron 
hand, we instinctively use 
power, until we become

enlightened and decide 
there is a better way.

Dear Dr. Solomoo: If a 
young woman requests 
German measles vaccine 
should it be given to 
her?—Mrs. A.Y.

Dear Mrs. A.Y.: A 
physician could consider 
such a request if he 
determines that vaccine 
is needed. He should 
realise that only 15 to 20 
percent of young adult 
women remain suscep­
tible to (German measles 
(rubella) and that a 
woman who receives 
vaccine should not be 
pregnant nor become 
pregnant for at least two 
months.

DALLAS (AP ) —  The deal is as 
complex as tlie chunk of equipment at 
its heart —  a tough, multifaced oil- 
drill bit that Russia wants.

Dressers Industries, based in Dal­
las, is eager to sell the Soviet Unkm a 
plant to make the bits, and President 
(Mrter has approved.

But other high officials are fighting 
the deal —  and in Washington, a 
Senate subcommittee on Investiga­
tions has told Dresser to produce a 
wide range of documents today so the 
matter can get a new review.

So the stage ia set for two Mg 
questions to be asked:

—Will this deal help the Russians at 
the cost of American security?

^ Iv e n  if it does not, should the 
United States use such trade deals as 
a lever to pressure the Russians Into 
such policies as better treatment of 
dissidents?

In the larger seal# of Drasser Indus­
tries’ $3 billion annual sales figures, 
the proposal to sell $145 million word) 
of the drill bits to the Soviet Union 
over three years does not seem very 
big.

But E.R. Luter, senior vice presi­
dent of Dresser IiMustries, xrho has 
assumed the role of company spokes­
man in the matter, can recite from 
memory the events that have brought 
It to the Senate committee:

Six years ago, be says, the Russians 
approached Dresser abrat building a 
plant to produce the rock drill Mto. A 
plant at Kuibyshev to ilroedy manu­
facturing Mts, but this one wouM 
increase production there by some 
lOO.OW bits annually.

Because of differences in drilling 
technique, the Soviet Mts rotate much 
faster, and wear out faster. Dreaser’s 
bit has the advantage of being partic­
ularly tough and lo^-lasting.

Last fall, the Commerce Depart­
ment issued a favorable report, and 
Dresser got two export licenses. But 
then the problems began.

Some ot them focus on a compu­
terised electron beam xreMing ma­
chine used in the manufacturing pro­
cess. “It’s the seme technique need In 
making television picture tubes,” 
Luter says. “ It’s about as sophisticat­
ed as the control mechanism on an 
automatic dishwasher.”

But others disagree, anMug them 
Sen. Henry M. Jackson, D-Wasn., who 
sa)rs the technology can be need to 
make ermor-ptercing shells.

Luter scoffs at that and says the 
real problem involves diplomacy.

ZMgniew BrxesinskI, Carter’s na­
tional security adviser, sad Enerpr 
Secretary James Schlesinger, who 
oppose the sale, want to uae trade 
xrlth the Russians as a dlploaietlc 
lever. Luter says the first Mat of 
trouble came trom a Briesinski eMe, 
Sam Huntington, who wanted the deal 
withheM to press for better treatment 
of Soviet dissidents.

Luter also says It was only after the 
export licenses were approved by the 
Departments of State, Commerce, 
Defense and Energy that Jackson en­
tered the picture by recommending 
the licenses be revoked.

Eventually, even though President 
Carter had approved the llcenaes, the 
Defense Department obtained an­
other review — an unfavorable report 
by J. Fred Bucy for the Defense 
Science Board of the Pentagon. Bucy, 
who Is president of Texas Instru­
ments, has declined comment.

Luter saM his Arm has aot seen the 
report, but bellevea H warns that the 
technology end makeup of the bits —  
some of the teeth would be of tungsten 
carMde — couM be used for military 
purpoeex.

On the other band, Eagene FuMnI, 
a Texas Instruments director who to 
chairman of the Defense Science 
Board’s task force, says the report 
addressed an overall question of ex­
portation of technology.

Jackson sees no IncompatiMlity. He 
stresses both arguments:

“First, should we give them this 
high-grade technology, which will 
substantially Improve their oil pro­
duction, at a time when they are 
arresting American newsmen and 
businessmen? ...

Ind. ( A P )  — The morning 
before his last game, Lyman Bostock 
was “ really happy,”  dancing to one of 
his favorite records in the familiar 
atmosphere of his uncle’s home.

The evening after Bostock’s last 
game, in another part o f this grimy 
steel town 35 miles southeast of Chi­
cago, Leonard Smith went to his es­
tranged wife’s house and allegedly 
threatened her.

A few hours later, at 10:44 p.m. 
Saturday, their paths crossed.

The well-paid, well-liked baseball 
star la'y mortally wounded by an er­
rant shotgun blast into the back seat 
of a 1976 Buick. The man who had 
aimed for Mrs. Smith, who was next 
to Bostock, fled, only to be captured 
at his apartment nearly seven hours 
later, police said.

" I  doubt very much he knew what 
hit him,”  Gary Police Sgt. Robert 
Scheerer said o f the shooting late 
Saturday night. “ It ’s Just a tragedy.

Nor, apparently, did he know of her 
marital problems, police said.

Leonard and Barbara Smith were 
legally separated about two months 
ago. said Police CpI. (Carles Hicks, 
head o f the investigation.

Divorce proceedings followed and 
Smith apparently opposed them, said 
Hicks. Last Monday, Smith pulled a 
gun on his wife, he added. Saturday 
night they met again.

He went that night to say hello to 
Joan Hawkins, who he had met nine 
years ago while visiting relatives in 
Gary, police said.

Bostock and another uncle, Thomas 
Turner, 43, visited Miss Hawkins and 
her sister, Mrs. Smith, 26, two women 
whom Turner helped raise, Hicks 
said. Then Turner was driving the 
women to see their cousin when Smith 
pulled up next to their car, Hicks 
added.

AS BOTH cars went through the 
green light at 5th Avenue and Jackson 
Street, Smith, apparently unseen by 
the occupants  o f  Tu rne r 's  car ,  
pumped a single blast through a win­
dow on the right side, Hicks said.

TODAY, their fates remain linked.
Just three hours after Smith, 31, 

was to go to court to be formally 
charged, Bostock, dead at 27, was to 
return home to Los Angeles from his 
final road trip. The funeral is Thurs­
day.

Instead of standing in right field for 
the California Angels in Anaheim, the 
former free agent with the five-year.

“ HE FOLLOWS her every chance 
he gets. He had been to her home 
early that evening and he had made a 
threat. He talked to their daughter 
and he said ‘ It wouldn’t be long before 
you would be living with me,” ’ Hicks 
said.

For Bostock, it had been a fairly 
typical day — staying with Turner as 
he always did when his team was in 
(^ icago, getting two hits against the 
White Sox and talking baseball.

Bostock, seated in the right rear 
seat, was hit in the right temple and 
died 2H hours later. Mrs. Smith, to 
his left, was wounded by pellets. She 
is in fair condition.

“ Lyman was a victim of circum­
stances,”  said Hicks. "H is (the gun­
man’s) intended victim was his wife, 
not Lyman ... They (the cars) werer 
both moving. That’s why I think he
