Some major appliance manu-
facturers now encourage home
repair by supplying step-by-step
manuals and specially packaged
repair parts.

But not all
manufactureres are responding
to do-it-yourselfers’s needs, says
Mary Clayton, a home economist
with the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service. Some compan-
ies do not recommend home
repairs because of concern about
potential liability due to injury or
accidental death of the do-it-
yourselfer. Manufacturers also
note that customers may spend
more money in the long run, if
they repair the appliance impro-
perly and then need a follow-up
call, says Clayton.

On Changes For
,Dove Hunting

State Senator Bill Sims today
released these comments on a
proposed dove-hunting rule cha-
nge by the Texas Parks &
Wildlife Commission.

- *‘I have serious doubts about a
proposal that will come before
the Texas Parks & Wildlife
Commission in the near future.
The Commission is scheduled to
consider a plan that would split
the state’s current two-zone dove
hunting season into three zones.

‘I can’t for the life of me figure
out why.

The proposal would create a
huge V-shaped central zone be-
ginning at the intersections of
Interstate Highways 10 and 20
near Kent. The northern boun-
dary would follow Interstate 20
northeastward through the Dal-
las-Fort Worth area and then
along Interstate 30 to Texarkana.
The southern boundary would

- follow Interstate 10 to San An-

tonio and then U.S. Highway 181
and State Highway 361 to Port
Aransas.

‘‘Everything south of the cen-
tral zone would fall into the Rio
Grande zone, everything north
into the panhandle zone. These
two zones would meet in the far
western part of the state, split by
Interstate 10 to a point near El
Paso.

““Opening days for the three
zones are Sept. 1st in the
Panhandle, continuing with Sept.
3rd in the central zone and Sept.
17th in the Rio Grande zone. The
Panhandle zone would have a
15-bird daily bag limit and the
other zones would have 12-bird
limits.

‘“The proposal is being pushed
as a way of giving dove a chance
to mature as they migrate from
north to south.

‘“My first and most obvious
objection to the plan is that it
would cause a nightmare for
enforcement officials. By follow-
ing highways rather than county
boundaries, the plan would split
37 counties into two zones each.
Reeves County in the trans-Pecos
area would be split into three
zones, for example. .

" ““That tangled web is further
complicated by a special four-day
white-winged dove season pro-
vided in part in the Rio Grande
zone. During a couple of two-day
periods prior to the opening of
the regular Rio Grand season,
hunters in this special sub-zone
would be allowed to take up to 22

birds per day. Because of all
these different bag limits, 1
expect a lot of game wardens to
go prematurely gray.

‘‘Another major problem----
many landowners in the old north
zone have already sold dove
hunting leases to begin Sept. 1st.
However, several of these coun-
ties, Medina for example, have
been placed in the Rio Grande
zone and the season will not
begin there until Sept. 17th. 1
wonder what the hunters will
want to do if they’ve already paid
good money for leases beginnng
Sept. 1st. Many of these leases
were made at least a year ago.

‘““These problems may be sec-
ondary to the real issue. What
bothers me most is that the
proposal can’t do what it is
supposedly intended to do, which
is to allow for maturity during the
birds’ migration There’s no way
a dove can mature in 3 days, let
alone migrate all over the state in
2 weeks.

‘‘Because the boundaries run
through or near almost every
major metropolitan area in the
state, it looks suspiciously like
the plan’s real purpose is to give
city hunters a longer season
without coming out and admit-
ting it.

‘I urge all interested hunters,
landowners and conservationists
to contact the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department in Austin to
express disapproval of these
proposed regulations. Inquiries
should be made to Mr. Ron
George at TP&WD, phone num-
ber AC 512-479-4800 or by writ-
ing the Department at 4200 Smith
School Road, Austin, Texas
78744.

‘“This proposed plan would not
be beneficial to either the game
or the hunting public. Whatever,
its purpose, it clearly isn’t what it
claims to be.”’

VA News ltems

Q--1 was a prisoner of war during
World War II and would like to
know if I am entitled to dental
benefits from the VA?
A--Veterans who were POWs for
six months or more are eligible
for dental benefits and may apply
at any VA office or medical
center. 1
Q--My husband was on active
duty in the Marine Corps and was
killed in Vietnam. Am I eligible
for a GI loan to buy a home?
A--Unmarried spouses of service
personnel who died on active
duty and of veterans who died of
service-connected disabilities are
eligible for GI loans to acquire a
home.

Q--Are pension benefits still avai-
lable for surviving dependents
of a deceased veteran? What are
the requirements?

A--The surviving spouse or child-
ren of a deceased veteran who
meet income limitation require-
ments may receive pension bene-
fits if the veteran had at least 90
days of service, at least one day
of which occurred during war-
time, and was separated from
active duty under other than
dishonorable conditions.

Hypertension, or high blood
pressure, has long been recog-
nized as a serious health threat to
adults, but only recently has its
occurance in children been noted,
says Dr. Mary An Shirer, a health
education specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser
vice. For years hypertension was
thought to occur in children only
as the secondary result of other
diseases, such as heart disorders.
However, recent research repor-
ted by the Texas Department of
Health stresses that primary
hypertension, or high blood pres-
sure with no obvious cause, is
probably the most common type
of hypertension in children as
well as adults, and affects about
2.4 percent of children ages 3-15,
says Shirer.

Changes In
Brucelloisis
Program Given

Some changes in the Texas
brucellosis program which will
allow for more freedom of move-
ment of cattle, along with chan-
ges in procedure for establishing
a certified free her, have been
approved by Commissioners of te
Texas Animal Health Commis-
sion.

The changes were approved at
a recent Commission meeting in
Austin.

Present for the commission
session were newly-appointed
commissioners Mrs. Mary Nan
West of Batesville, Laurence
Bostick of Brookshire and Robert
Bartlett of Canton.

Three changes relate to move-
ment of cattle and include:

1. In a consignment in which

there is a vaccinated animal that
is a suspect on the brucellosis

test will now proceed in this
manner: In such a situation,
negative cattle in a consignment
in which there is a vaccinated
card test positive but rivanol or
complement fixation negative
suspect, may move.

2. In a non-infected herd of
cattle which has been adult
vaccinated, those animals that
are card test negative at the time
of movement may move without
restriction.

3. A change was made relating
to testing requirements from a C
state or area or within the Texas
C area. This change would allow
movement of non-vaccinated cat-
tle if they are tested negative
within 30 days prior to movement
and either be from a herd in
which all test eligible cattle have
been together for at least 120
days and have been subjected to
one negative test as a herd within
the previous 365 days, or be from
a non-quaratined herd and have
been subjected to a negative test
not less than 60 or more than 365
days before the test for move-
ment.

Changes in procedures for
establishing a certified free herd
concern both dairy and beef
cattle operators.

For dairy herds, the Commis-
sioners made the change to
require a minimum of four con-
secutive, negative milk ring tests
conducted at not less than 90-day
intervals. Previously, three neg-
ative tests were required.

Regulations also were changed
to make it easier to establish a
certified free herd of cattle
originating from a certified herd
as follows: All or part of a
certified free herd purchased and
moved directly to premises with-
out other cattle may . qualify
without a test.

A proposed change yet to be
approved by commissioners re-
lates to movement of cattle to
slaughter from a quarantined
herd without testing of that herd,
when the cattle are to be sold
exclusively for slaughter. This
regulation, however, must con-
form to federal rules--and at
present federal rules require that
all cattle from a quarantined herd
be tested.

New WTU
Power Station
Being Built

The estimated cost of West
Texas Utilities Co.’s Oklaunion
Power Station, now under con-
struction in North Texas, has
been reduced by $127 million.

The announcement was made
Friday by Durwood Chalker of
Dallas, chairman and chief exe-
cutive officer of Central and
South West Corp., WTU'’s parent
company, at a presentation be-
fore the Utility and Telecommun-
ications Securities Club of Chi-
cago.

The reduced cost estimate
results primarily from being able
to negotiate better contracts in
today’s market with manufac-
turers and suppliers for practi-
cally all of the equipment needed
for Oklaunion, Chalker said. The
cost had been estimated at $525
milion a year ago, but now is
estimated at $398 million.

The Oklaunion Power Station
will have a net generating capa-
city of 640 megawatts and will be
the first power plant in WTU’s
system to burn coal as a boiler
fuel. the plant is scheduled for
completion in December 1986
and will be in full operation
before the summer of 1987.

It will be owned jointly by
WTU and two other CSW subsid-
iaries, Public Service Co. of
Oklahoma and Central Power and
Light Co. WTU will own 55 per
cent of the plant and will be the
operating partner.

WITHOUT A BIRTH IN ’'82
Loving County was one of the
23 counties in which no births
occurred in 1982, and no deaths
were reported there either, re-
ports the Bureau of Vital Statis-
tics of the Texas Department of
Health. '
Statistics can be a bit mislead-
ing however, for every county in
Texas had one or more deaths of
its residents. One Loving County

resident died, but not inside the
far West Texas County.

Babies were born to residents
of all 254 counties, but some of
these births took place in adjoin-
ing counties because there are no
hospitals in the counties of
residence. Several of these
births occurred in other states.

In addition to Loving County,
counties having no birhts within
their boundaries also included
Coke and Sterling counties.

Chavis was arrested by Postal
Inspectors at San Antonio and
Slisz was arrested by Postal
Inspectors at New Braunfels.
According to Assistant United
States Attorney Mitchell Weiden-
bach, who is representing the
Government in this case, Chavis
and Slisz made an initial appear-
ance before U.S. Magistrate Ja-
mie C. Boyd who set bond at
$100,000 for Chavis and $50,000
for Slisz.

Both are in custody in lieu of
bond. The indictment, which is
the result of a lengthy investiga-
tion conducted by Postal Inspec-
tors, charges that between 1978
and now, Chavis and  Slisz,
together doing business as
Homeworkers Job Opportunities
(HJO), New Braunfels, Tx; and
the American Fidelity Company
(AMFICO), New Braunfels, Tx.
used the mail to defraud people
who were seeking employment
addressing envelopes at home.

It is alleged by the indictment
that the defendants induced vic-
tims to send a deposit/applica-
tion fee to their firms in order to
earn a specified income, knowing
the representations and promises
made in literature mailed to
victims were false. After pay-
ment of the initial fee, home-
workers learned there were addi-
tional expenses required in order
to participate.

Slisz was charged with 7 counts
of mail fraud and Chavis was
charged in all 20 counts. In
addition to operating HJO and
AMFICO with Slisz, Chavis was
also charged with operating other
work-at-home promotions under
the following names: :

American Association of Home
Income Programs (AAHIP), San
Antonio , Tx.

The American Home Income
Association (AHIA), San Antonio
and Boerne, Tx.

Bond Industries/CPP (Bond),
Kendalia, Tx.

Financial Advisors Services,
San Antonio, Tx.

Consolidated Industries,
Antonio, Tx.

Keystone Homeworker Pro-
gram, a Division of Wealthco,
San Antonio, Tx.

Promotions operated by Chavis
and Slisz have been the subject of
civil actions taken by the U.S.
Postal Service in the past. In
1980 False Representation Or-
ders were issued against AAHIP,
FAS, and Consolidated Reliance
Agency, San Antonio, Tx. HJO
was the subject of a FRO in
February, 1981. Tri-Co, Boerne,
Tx., which was operated by
Chavis, was discontinued by a
FRO in March, 1981. In March
and October, 1982, FRO’s were
issued against AHIA and Bond.

Mr. Strader explained that
false representation orders are
civil actions which forbid the
postmasters at the offices of
address from delivering mail to
the addressees. They are issued
by an administrative law judge
after presentation of evidence
which indicates false representa-
tions are being made to induce
victims to send money through
the mail to order products,
programs, or services.

Chavis’ work-at-home promo-
tions have also been the subject
of civil actions brought by
Attorneys General of several
states for allegedly violating their
states deceptive trade practices
statutes.

If convicted, the defendants
could face up to five years
imprisonment and/or a fine up to
$1,000 for each count of indict-
ment.
