Landscaping
HasBeen A
Major Project

Landscaping has been a major
project in home demonstration

work in Sherman County for
several years. The first lesson
given to one who wishes to be-

come a yard demonstrator is one
inart. The agent and the dem-
onstrator together try to plan
and visualize a landscape as a
painted picture.

First the lawn is the canvas on
which the picture is placed. It is

the foreground and the back-
ground that holds together the
parts of the whole design. The

house is the center of interest of
the picture and all planting and
borders should converge for the
climax of interest on the house.
Trees and shrubs form the back-
ground of the picture and found-
ation plantings seem to tie the
point of interest to the canvas.

After the landscape has been
visualized, a plan should be made
and put on paper. The making
of the plan may extend over sev-
eral months or years, but once it
is completed it becomes a valu-
able guide.

With a well landscaped home
as a goal, working out the details
should be a constdnt source of
pleasure to the entire family.
With all the family working to-
ward this exciting achievement,
there is a desirable unity of ac-
tion which is needed in family
life. It at once makes for a bet-
ter family relation and raises the
standard of living.

Home demonstration yard
demonstrators have several out-
standing landscapes both in
town and in the country in Sher-
man County; one of which is the
home of Mr. and Mrs. T. F. Bas-
kin in the south central part of
the county. Mrs. Baskin began
her landscape in 1941. She was
fortunate in having a new yard
and home with which to start her
plan and work instead. of trying
to erase the errors and mistakes
of some previous owner.

The fireplace is made from an
old stove and served as an ex-
cellent place for outdoor cooking
at the Baskn home.

The Luther Browder’s also have
an outstanding- demonstration.
The lawn in front of the house Is
plain and unbroken. Shrubs
are close to the foundation of the
house. Southside club mem-
bers helped Mrs. Browder plan
landscape. :

HOW WE BUILT
OUR OWN HOME

We started with a sketch on
paper and a cardboard model. We
then added a bushel of plans and
dreams; after three years of hard
work we have a home. ke

A year ago I read in the Legion
Magazine an article by a  Mr.
White on “How I built My Own
Home.” He used contractors
and carpenters, etc.; and all he
did was supervise so I wrote a let-
ter to “Sound Off.” The fol-
lowing is what was printed.

“You see my husband really
built us a home all by himself.
No contractors, help only from
family members — not worth as
much as Mr. White’s but worth
twice the actual cost. He not
only did the cement work, electri-
cal installation and plumbing but
bought a book on masonry, did
the plastering and laid the cin-
der tile with no previous exper-
ience, and so another vet licked
his housing shortage in his spare
time. He had to keep up with
his job along with his building.

Club says, “If seeing is believing,
I'm convinced that September is
the proper time to plant a lawn
in Sherman County. Last spring
we planted half of our lawn; the
other we planted in September.
In our fall planting we have a
better stand. The September
weather was not nearly so warm
as spring and caused less crust-

ing. The only care needed was
watering. If there were any
weeds the winter weather got

them.- Here’s another reason
that’s convincing: I got more
help after plowing and planting
was done, than during harvest.”
The Hailes have sodded a lawn,
set foundation shrubs, and have
built a yard fence.

Filling in and leveling a lawn
for sodding is no easy task. From
experience the Shuler Donelson’s
know. They have set out trees
and shrubs; some are for quick
growth and others are slow grow-
ing ones to take their place later.

Mrs. Arthur Cartirte’s demon-
stration is in it’s second year and
is showing rapid progress. Mrs.
Meritt Sweny and Mrs. Oma El-
lison are beginning demonstra-
tions this year. Both have the
problem of overcoming mistakes
made in planting and placing
trees by previous home owners.

Mrs. Roscoe Dyess’ plans re-
quire a filled-in and leveled lawn.
Foundation shrubs have been
added to take care. of vacant
spots:around the house.

Mrs. Raymond Keener who is a
cooperator this year, has a  well
planned yard. A good lawn, a
few foundation shrubs, and side-
walks make for a more conven-
ient and comfortable home.

Gives Youth

Employment

(By Mrs. I. D. Wall)

What is the leading problem
confronting the leaders and the
parents of America today? The
atomic bomb? No. Commun-
ism? No. Deeper and more
insidious than any of these is the
problem today of Juvenile Delin-
quency. We read in our papers,
and hear over our radios such

items as “Youth Gangs Stealing :

Cars,” or “Youthful Murderer

Sentenced to Chair.” We say
“tsk, tsk,” and go on about our
business. Many of the country’s
leading men are now working to-
gether and have researched for
several years on this one problem.
And among their findings is the
one unalterable fact, Youth
needs occupation. Grandma’s

old phrase “An idle mind is the
devils workshop” is no more fal-
lacy. It is a true and irrevok-
able fact. A busy youngster is a
happy youngster, regardless if
they are grammar school or teen-
agers; and if they are happy,
there are fewer tendency’s to-
wards grasping for something
they shouldn’t have; and if busy,
no time for it.

The 4-H Clubs all over the na-
tion are one of the leading bul-
warks against this problem.
Started originally as” a rural
progrgm, the 4-H Club ideas have
caught the interest of town
children and rural children alike.
I will try and explain a few of the
things that are done in these
clubs and show why the 4-H
Clubs are a hope of help against
the idleness problem.

Each club is set up as a unit
within itself, electing its own of-
ficers, and running its own or-
ganization with compatable and
efficient assistance from the
County Home Demonstration
Agent and the County Agent.
Every meeting of each club is
run with a strict eye on parlia-
mentary procedure, the same
rules our own Congress abides by,
thus giving the child a knowledge
of Order in Meetings. By electing
their own officers they receive a
knowledge -.of the Fundamental
Principals of Democracy. And
each meeting is supervised by
either the Club sponsor or the
County Agent. They are there,

‘not to dictate to the boys and

girls, but merely to assist them,
the club meeting is the young-
sters own. “Each year each child
selects a project for the coming
year. With the girls this project
is usually a phase of homemak-
ing, such as cooking or sewing.
However if she is the outdoor
type she may choose gardening or
a poultry project, and it is her
purpose during that year to per-
fect that project. With the boys,
they may choose a fat calf pro-
ject or a sow and litter project.
At home during all the year,
these boys and girls work on their
projects, which if done correctly,
and well, is enough to keep one
boy or girl quite busy. Their
meetings twice a month are de-
voted to business and recreation.
The business of the club meetings
is usually concerned with pro-
jects the club has selected as a
club project. Reports on various
individual projects are welcom-
ed and problems each child en-
counters with his own project are
discussed. ;

After the meeting is over, 4-H
Clubbers make their own recrea-
tion. Games are a favorite and
songs rank high, giving those ev-
er-high spirits a clean, healthful
outlet.

At the end of the year, each
project is complete. The girls
have finished their sewing, can-
ning or whatever they chose.
They can tell you in a few min-
utes what their dress (if that was
one of their projects) cost them,
and what it would have cost them
in a store, and how much they
saved by making it themselves.
The boys can tell you how much
it cost them to raise their fatted
calf, and what they sold it for,
thus showing how much they
made. So in addition to keeping
a youngster busy and happy, 4-H

Each 'club chose a widow with
3 to 5 children as we can under-
stand their needs more, and all
have children’s clothes that are
outgrown or cast aside; but which
would make these poor French
children very happy. Only God
knows who reaps the greatest
joy from these packages to
French families, the sender or
the receiver.

As these programs expand
from year to year and new boys
and girls enter 4-H Club work,
and the older ones leave, the
things they have learned in 4-H
Club work will provide a good
true basic foundation for a good
adult life.

Tulips Grow
In Popularity

(By Mrs. J. W. Smith)

Tulips, which were known to
have grown in 1554, have an
eventful history. Sherman Coun-
ty home demonstration club wo-
men are adding their bit to tulip
history by planting tulips as a
county project.

Always buy good bulbs. They
should be firm, solid and
weighty. Tulips should be
planted in the fall before the

ground is frozen.

Before tulips are set out, they
will grow better if ‘they afe plac-
ed in the freezing unit of the re-
frigerator and frozen. :

Plant the bulbs in soil that is
neither pure clor nor pure sand.
Water should stand where they
are placed. The bulbs should be
planted from five to twelve in-
ches deep. The deeper they are
set the less often they will have
to be reset. Tulips require full
sun and good air circulation.

Plant your bulbs in clumps of
five and more of each kind and
set each clump against a back-
ground of some sort for better
display.

Blooming begins the last of
March and may continue
through April and sometimes
May. Climatic conditions will
effect the blooming periods.

This year, tulips began bloom-
ing the middle of April and last-
ed until May. Club members
have enjoyed this county pro-
ject. !

AUSTIN. — After five weeks of
debate, the Gilmer-Aikin school
bills have passed the House. Sen-
ate Bills 116, the minimum foun-
dation bill, and 117, setting up a
minimum school foundation
fund from which to pay schools
extra state aid on a basis of need,
were passed this week. The
bills will now be sent to the Sen-
ate for final ratification of the
amendments added by the House.
An amendment was added to
Senate Bill 117 which would give
priority to the 15-million-dollar
a year allocation for rural road
building ahead of allocations for
the Gilmer-Aikin school pro-
gram. This means that the mon-
ey for road construction would
come from the clearance fund
first in the event that there was
ever a shortage. After a stormy
session in the House, the amend-
ment was passed with a vote of
86 to 52.

Governor Jester has signed the
basic science bill, completing ac-
tion on that piece of legislation.
As I told you last week, the final
bill, after weathering a filibuster
in the Senate, included an
amendment for the chiropractor-
licensing act.

Both houses of the legislature
completed action on a proposed
constitutional amendment Mon-
day whereby legislative sessions
would be called on even-number-
ed years to consider  appropria-
tions. This would not interfere

The trouble was that the men
who asked the questions didn’t
want to know. They only wanted
to heckle Jesus.

The world is full of just such
license-hunting snoopers as
these. They do not like it when
a man succeeds. They partic-
ularly do not like it when a man
succeeds without their help.

“Who is this fellow anyway?
Where did he get his start? what
tamily does he have, where is his
diploma?’’ Jesus never answered
this question, because he knew why
they asked it. (Mark 11:27-33.)

Taxes
N JESUS’ TIME you could not
vote either for more taxes, or
less. You paid what the Roman
soldier at your door said to pay.
and you were thankful not to be
poked in the ribs with his sword
while you were fishing up the mon-
ey. But no one dared to complain.
The Romans had some deep dank
dungeons for people who com-
plained about high taxes. So the
next question Jesus’ enemies asked
him was about taxes, or tribute.
which means the same thing. They
thought they had Jesus on a spot
where whatever he said would put
him in the wrong. Suppose he said.
‘“Yes, pay taxes by all means.”
Then they would snarl: “Boot
licker of the Romans! Traitor tc
your country!” But if Jesus said.
“No, don’t pay taxes,’” then they
would howl: “Treason! Police! Ar
rest this man who defies the Em
peror!’’ Jesus’ answer was a mas
terpiece, because he not only dic
not dodge the hot question, he dic
not leave the questioners a leg tc
stapd on. (Mark 12:17).

Hairsplitters by Trade
HE CRITICS of Jesus were hair
- splitters by trade. Yet none o
them had ever been able to an
swer another tricky question witl
which they now expected to floo:
Jesus.

“Which is the greatest com-
mandment of all?”’ The ques-
tion had been going the rounds
for generations. The greatest
minds in Jewery had wrestled

with it. But it was a foolish
question after all.
Which is the most importan

brick in a wall? What position or
a volley-ball team is the mos
important? What is the most im
portant link in a chain? An answel
to these questions would seem abou:
as easy as answering that one abou:
the greatest commandment. Jesu:
knew they were trying to show hin
up as a bungler, as a very poor anc
amateurish hairsplitter indeed. Bui
instead, he did what no one ex
pected him to do: he answered thei
question, and answered it so wel
that it is one of the cornerstones
of our religion today.

Of European Aid Another 15 Months;
U. S. Launches Bond Sale Drive

Men Who Found Kathy
Remembered by Mail

The men who dug for little
Kathy Fiscus, 3-year old who
died in a California well shaft,
were being remembered all
over the nation.

More than 2,200 letters had
been received by the Kathy Fis-
cus rescue fund from virtually
every state in the union. Mayor
Clark E. Bell, San Marino,
chairman of the fund committee,
said the first envelopes opened

contained $1,020—an average
confribution of $5.10.
Donations ranged from 10

cents to $50. It was pointed out
that if the average continued, it
would mean a total of more than
$11,000 for the men who worked
for 52 hours to reach the child
who fell to her death 92 feet

AID BILL:

Has Truman Okay

A bill to give 5.58 billion dollars to
the European recovery program
over the next 15 months—with one
billion available at once—was
signed by President Truman.

MR. TRUMAN, as is a quaint
capital custom in such matters,
signed the bill with several pens—
eight, in fact. Even Mr. Truman,
himself, was moved to observe jest-
ingly that ‘‘this will probably look
like a forgery, but it really isn’t.”

The bill which Mr. Truman signed

allots more than one-eighth of the
entire budget of the United States
to foreign aid.
_Mr. Truman, ever a meticulous
man, carefully wiped the points of
the pens, handed one each to seven
witnesses to the signing, and kept
one for Sen. Arthur Vandenberg,
who was unable to attend.

THERE WAS a check and bal-
ance in the bill, however. With the
billion dollars to be made available
at once, aid could be kept flowing
to the Marshall plan countries of
western Europe until congress votes
the rest of the cash later.

CHURCHMEN:

UN Asks Facts

The United Nations wasn’t heed-
ing protests of Hungary and Bul-
garia against its consideration of
the trials of Cardinal Mindszenty
and Protestant churchmen. Instead,
the UN invited the two Soviet
satellite countries to tell their
stories of the imprisonment of the
Cardinal and other clergymen.

THE RUSSIAN delegation indi-
cated the two nations would disre-
gard the invitation, since both Hun-
gary and Bulgaria have contended
the trials were internal matters and
no business of the UN.

The world organization, however,
voted 30 to 7 to put the church
cases on its agenda and to go on
with a full discussion of them.

U. S. delegate Benjamin V. Cohen
argued the committee should delay
inviting ‘any nations or churches to
send spokesmen until it decides
how it wants to deal with the ques-
tion.

Russia’s Jacob A. Malik indi-
cated the two Russian satellites
would reject such an invitation and
accused Bolivia of violating the UN
charter by seeking tfo invite re-
ligious organizations.

To the casual observer, the entire
matter was even less than a tem-
pest in a tea pot. Whatever the UN
might find as a result of rehashing
the convictions of the churchmen—
what could UN do about it? The
force of UN in world peace reten-
tion efforts has been so meager as
to cause critics to begin comparing
it already with the old League of
Nations which died of impotency.

BOND DRIVE:

Plan for Security

Kick-off speaker at the opening
of the ‘Opportunity Bond Drive,”
in which the government hopes to
sell one billion, 40 million dollars
worth of U.S. savings bonds to its
people, President Truman keyed
his remarks to the need for nation-
al security.

HE PICTURED the bond drive as
providing another 'opportunity for
purchasers to assure security for
themselves and their country.
Among other things, the President
said:

‘“We know that we cannot have a
sound and secure nation unless se-
curity is the common possession of
our people. Farmer, factory work-
er, banker, merchant, school teach-
er, housewife—all are buying se-
curity for themselves and each
other when they buy savings
bonds.”’

He added that ‘“‘every bond they
have bought has given them much
more reason to feel secure about
the future—their own and their
country’s.”

THE PRESIDENT said the kick-
off dinner was to honor three mil-
lion volunteers in the bond sales
program, and declared they would
be joined by another 250,000 news-
boys who would ‘ring the nation’s
doorbells, bringing the message of
the Opportunity Bond Drive into 12
million American homes.

Top question plaguing bond offi-
cials was the recession in employ-
ment, lower prices and less con-
sumer cash interfering with the
bond drive’s reaching its goal.

OASI COST:

In Billions

American taxpayers in covered
employment would have to dig into
their pockets to the tune of 3.75
billion dollars by 1955 to finance old
-age and survivors insurance under
the proposals advanced by Presi-
dent Truman and his administra-
tion.

BY THE YEAR 2,000—when the
program is expected to hit its peak
—the proposed cost would have
mounted to approximately 13 bil-
lion dollars.

This estimate, made by the Re-
search Council for Economic Se-
curity, Chicago, is based on a re-
port from the advisory council on
social security to the 80th congress.

Of a labor force of over 60 mil-
lion, OASI now covers about 35
million, or roughly three out of five
jobs. Coverage is now limited to
persons employed in industry and
commerce. It is proposed that the
system be extended to cover the
entire labor force.

In presenting both sides of the
question, the council’s report in-
cludes a full page of pros and cons.
Each side might be summarized
as follows:

ON THE ONE HAND, if em-
ployees of commerce and industry
are entitled to this protection, why
not employees on the farm and in
the household? If the goal of the
system is to provide even a mini-
mum of subsistence, benefits must
be raised now to keep in step with
living costs. An adequate OASI
system will reduce substantially the
heavy burden of old age assistance.

On the other hand, opponents of
the proposed extension point out
that of those excluded, the majority
are either protected by other
systems or are able to provide for
themselves, while the lowest in-
come classes are employed too
irregularly to earn insured status
under any program. If the cost of
living is a valid reason for raising
benefits now, then logically the
whole system should be geared to
the cost of living, fluctuating down
as well as up. The bigger the
system, the better the promises of
bigger and better pensions.

ACCIDENTS:

Fewer Noted

Hope was indicated that the ap-
palling toll of death and injury on
U.S. streets and highways might be
lessened. The National Safety Coun-
cil reported that 92 cities of mgre
than 10,000 population went through
all of 1948 without a traffic death.

The council reported that Med-
ford, Mass., with a population of
67,477, was the largest no-death city
last year.

. Under present provision of the social

Rural Housing Off

mittee on the multi-billion-dollar
housing bill pending in congress.

There has been little talk of rural
needs in discussion of the housing
problem to date, although that need
is as oressing, almost. as any other

FARM SURPLUS:
May Hasten Subsidy

The administration’s farm  ex-
perts weren’t being too subtle in a
movement to hasten payment of
direct subsidies to farmers. They
were pointing out in the capital
that an over-supply of pork and
milk expected within the next two
months, may require President
Truman to ask immediate authority
for such action.

SECRETARY of Agriculture
Brannan said he already had dis-
cussed such a proposal with the
President. At the present time the
government is committed to sup-
port prices of those commodities
by buying any. surplus and taking
it off the market: This is supposed
to keep the retail price up.

Farm legislation passed by the
80th congress authorized direct pay-
ments to farmers for pork and
milk, but this law does not go into
effect until January 1, 1950.

Meanwhile, the agriculture secre-
tary said‘ consumer prices on pork
and milk probably would fall if the
admisistration was allowed to make
direct subsidy payments to produ-
cers. :

DESPITE much sentiment to the
contrary, Brannan said his depart-
ment has had a ‘‘quite favorable’’
reaction to the proposed farm pro-
gram which, briefly, would let farm
products find their own price level
through supply and demand, with
the government paying the farmer
the difference in this and the sup-
port price in cash.

Congressional critics of the farm
program declare its cost will run
into billions of dollars and that it
will benefit neither the farmer nor
the taxpayer, because, in the end,
the farmer and the taxpayer will be
paying additional taxes to finance
the program.

CANCER:

Progress Seen

The men in white who wage an
unceasing battle against cancer
caught a glimmer of hope—they
felt sure they had discovered, as
they put it, ‘‘what is for all prac-
tical purposes a simple, cheap and
reasonably sure blood test for can-
cer.”

THE . ANNOUNCEMENT was
made with the customary caution
and restraint of the men who work
with test tubes—‘‘reasonably sure’’
was how they described the test.

But if they had made such a dis-
covery, it was a great stride for-
ward toward victory over the terri-
ble disease.

According to the announcement,
comparative studies at the Uni-
versity of Chicago of the blood
serum of cancer patients and nor-
mal and other non-cancerous indi-
viduals had revealed significant
differences that led to the state-
ment of the new cancer blood test.

Report of the university findings
was made by Professor Charles B.
Huggins, who 10 years ,ago origi-
nated a new treatmen( for pros-
tatic cancer which has kept more
than 25 per cent of the victims
alive and well for more than eight
years.

DISCUSSING the new test, he
said that tests on almost 300 indi-
viduals—equally divided into cancer
patients, apparently healthy per-
sons, and patients with non-cancer-
ous diseases—proved positive for
all cancer cases, negative for all
normal persons and negative for all
others tested, except those with
lung tuberculosis and massive
acute infections.

Inasmuch as tuberculosis and in-
flammatory processes can be read-
ily diagnosed, it was explained, the
test was not expected to confound
cancer with other conditions.

KIWI:
Rare Chick

Nature lovers in New Zealana
rejoiced. A sturdy male kiwi chick
was hatched at the Hawke’s Bay
game farm, bringing to six the only
known existing family of this noec-
turnal, flightless bird which was
thought to be extinct until a few
years ago.

The male bird spent 81 days on
the latest egg before the newcomer
bui gt through the thick shell.

Hope Springing Eternal

T HAS been said that hope

springs eternal in the baseball
player’s breast until around June.
Then it begins to wither and fade.
But hope sprang with greater alac-
rity in April than it has in some
years. At least it was springing in
more places.

For example, after a rabid dis-
cussion as to whether the Dodgers,
Braves or Cardi-
nals were to be the
selected sons of
swat this season,
we ran into Art
Rooney of Pitts-
burgh. Art Rooney
owns the Pittsburgh
football franchise.
He also has a few

so interested in
baseball as a fan.

“Braves, Dodg-
ers or Cardinals?” he said. ‘Lis-
ten, the entire population of Pitts-
burgh has picked the Pirates to
win. I agree with them. Pittsburgh
is much stronger than it was a
year ago.

“Murry Dickson will make a
difference of 10 games. Bob Ches-
nes will be even better. Kiner is
due to hit better. You can also
make a note that Pittsburgh will
outdraw every team in the Nation-
al League as it did a year ago. I
mean the Giants, Dodgers, Braves
and Cubs.

“And I'm not being comical or
funny when I pick Billy Meyer’s
bunch on top. I don’t believe every-
body in Pittsburgh can be wrong.”

In the course of the next
hour or so, wandering here and
there, we ran into seven ex-
perts who had been in Florida.
Here are their selections: two
for the Dodgers, two for the
Braves, two for the Cardinals
and one for Pittsburgh.

The Giants? Since this crop of
selectors had come up from Flor-
ida, -they knew nothing about the
New Yorkers. But Horace Stoneham
and Leo Durocher are being quoted
to the general effect that Giant
pitching will be quite sufficient.
coupled with the power that Giant
bats have carried. This means that
at least five teams have the “hope
eternal” torch blazing these April
days.

To Treat Mental Disorders

NEW YORK. — A new “truth’
serum’’ is being used to treat some
cases of mental disorders. It is
known as pervitin. Three Boston
physicians report it catses the pa-
tient to recall painful memories,
intimate personal fancies and de-
lusional ideas. Such information is
needed, the physicians point out,
for proper treatment.

Drs. Julius Levine, Max Rinkel
and Milton Greenblatt, of the Bos-
ton Psychiatric Hospital, reported
in the American Journal of Psychi-
atry that the drug had been admin-
istered to 75 patients.

The physicians said that when
the effects of the drug wore off, the
patients were less tense. They felt
relaxed.
