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Question of Corn Drying

Answered by Scientists
‘Portable frost has enabled U. &.
department of agriculture scientists
to settle a corn drying question on
which farmers have disagreed. Most
farmers believed that corn which
had been frosted in the field dried
more slowly than it would have
i#f it had not frozen. Others dis-
agreed. It was not possible to set-

tle the question, since frost when
it struck, covered a whole fleld.
Engineers of the bureau of plant
industry, soils, and agricultural en-
gineering developed a simple de-
vice for spotting a frost in a corn
fleld. This consisted of a movable

hood large enough to cover ten.
feet of corn row. Air within the

hood was cooled by dry ice. In two
seasons of testing, the engineers
have caused artificial frosts by chili-

Ing groups of corn plants to 20 to
25 degrees for about half an hour.
This had the same Kkilling effect
as a natural frost. Then it was sim-
ple to gather sample ears from the
frozed rows and from rows on either

. side that had not been frozen. Com-

paring these two lots of ears it was_
clear each year that the frosted
ears dried more rapidly than ears
that had not been frozen. A light
freeze speeds up drying.

This applies to corn that is rea-
sonably well ripened and mature.
Corn that is frozen while still high
in moisture content may have a test
weight lower than if allowed to
mature without freezing, says the
department.

PROVIDENCE, R. I. — Brown
University scientists weigh their
words carefully and literally, To
learn the effect of temperature on
the transmission of sound waves,
they developed a device which
measures in terms of weight the
pressure of waves resulting from
spoken words.

Faked Paper
Aids in Hoax

LONDON.—The amazing story of
a Russian crook who fooled high
Soviet officials for months and
hoaxed important scientific insti-
tutes all over Russia has been told
by the Russians in their newspaper
Trud, ;

Were it not for the story’s hav-
ing been told by the Soviets them-
selves, it might be brushed off easi-
ly as a particularly malicious piece
of anti-Soviet propaganda.

Here are the details:

A man called T. 1. Poluekotov,
after four appearances in court,
sought refuge from imprisonment
in the north Caucasus town of
Krasnodar. There he produced a
fake diploma of the Moscow min-
ing institute. The regional fuel
board, recognizing the ‘‘validity”
of the document, employed him as
a chief engineer and put him in
charge of two coal mines.

Received Handsome Wage

In that capacity, Poluekotov re-
ceived the handsome monthly sal-
ary of 4,000 rubles, four times the
wages of highly-skilled, honest Rus-
sian miners.

After a few months the Krasnodar
fuel board, while still believing in
the authenticity of the man’s. di-
ploma, had doubts about his™ effi-
ciency and discharged him.

He then went to Moscow, faked
certificates of the Ural-Siberia
branch of the All-Union Academy
of Science and a scientific research
institute of the Soviet capital ac-
cepted ‘him as a ‘‘scholar.”

Poluekotov seemed not to be sat-
isfied with his new job. To accel-
erate his career, he faked a docu-
ment describing him as a graduate
of the Kharkov building institute.
This new ‘diploma’” impressed a
department of the ministry of sup-
plies which sent him to Minsk.
The crook became chief engineer
of the state trust ‘‘Belzagotostrov.’”
He was fired after three months be-
cause his work was unsatisfactory.

Remains Undaunted

That did not discourage Polueko-
tov. He fabricated a certificate of
the Ukranian Academy of Science
which opened to him the doors of
the Minsk scientific research insti-
tute for building materials. Polue-
kotov became chief of the thermo-
technical laboratory.

But Poluekotov let success go to
his head. His latest venture encour-
aged him to try to enter the Bye-
lorussian academy of science. There
at the academy, Poluekotov was un-
masked, said Trud. He was arrested
and senienced to 20 years impris-
onment by the supreme court of
Byelorussia.

The newspaper expressed amaze-
ment that Poluekotov was not ar-
rested earlier. Whenever starting on
a new job, the ‘scholar’’ made
some mistakes in every line of his
application—but nobody noticed
them.

Science Promises Cobalt

As Newest Foe of Cancer

NEW YORK.—Radioactive co-
balt, manufactured in the atomic
ovens at Oak Ridge, Tenn., will be
available as a substitute for radium
some time during 1949, according
to a report to the American Can-
cer-society.

Minute quantities of the substance
already have been produced for ex-
perimental purposes, but the chain
reacting pile soon will be turning
it out in “‘appreciable amounts,’”
Dr. Shields Warren, director of the
division of biology and medicine
of the U. S. atomic energy com-
mission reported.

Radioactive cobalt results from
the bombardment of iron with atom-
ic radiation. It has a half-life pe-
riod of 5.4 years, which means that
every 5.4 years one-half of its radi-
ation has emitted.

Medical science has pointed out
numerous advantages of radioac-
tive cobalt over radium. In the first
place, radium costs about $25,000
a gram. In comparison, cobalt will
cost virtually nothing—the main ex-
pense being its shipment from the
atomic ovens.

Dr. Warren told the society that
‘‘cobalt has practically the same
type of gamma radiation as radi-
um and is metabolized normally
in the body.”

Fluorspar Discovery Spurs

Utah Ghost Town to Life

JOY, UTAH.—The former ghost
mining town of Joy, in the deso-
late regions of western Utah, was
buzzing as hundreds of miners
swarmed the area in a new rush for
minerals.

The “strike’ which brought a
rush of filing for claims was dis-
covery of fluorspar deposits which
could be mined in open pits.

Most of the fluorspar output was
headed for Geneva, to be used in
the manufacture of steel.

One witness reported seeing 32
automobiles of men staking claims
near Joy. Already the town was
“home’”’ for an estimated 300 min-
ers and their families.

Some of the pits were said te
produce 92 per cent pure fluorspar,
while the ‘“poorest’” claim report-
edly turned out 75 per cent ore.

The mineral was being trucked
to Delta, the nearest rail head,
about 35 miles away. One Delta
businessman claimed to have seen
a check for $7,700 in payment for
five carloads of high grade fluorspar
ore. ¢

Ministry’s policies by calling for a
vote on the question of adjourn-
ment. The motion was defeated,
216 to 117.

Meat Outlook Uncertain

Both Dr. Summerskill and her
chief, John Strachey, Minister of
Food, said that the outlook for meat
deliveries next year was complicat-
ed by uncertainties concerning Ar-
gentina’s ability to live up to con-
tractural obligations on deliveries.
Mr. Strachey said that so long as
Argentina was able to ‘maintain
shipments under the ‘‘Andes Agree-
ment’’ the present level of distribu-
tion could be maintained. He added
that a far-reaching and serious con-
tingency would arise if deliveries
were not fulfilled.

Trade sources here in the last
week have criticized the Govern-
ment bulk buying policies with re-
gard to meat. They have blamed
the current lag in Argentine meat
shipments on the Latin American
country negotiating new contracts
at more favorable prices with such
countries as Belgium and the Neth-
erlands.

Today these charges along with
a number of allegations that the
British Government was importing
luxury foodstuffs such as grapes
and wines instead of concentrating
purchases upon staple items were
voiced in the debate.

Mr. Strachey defended the bulk
purchasing procedure and added
that the country was taking luxury
foods from France for instance be
cause that was all that country had
to offer in payment for British
goods.

Ration Very Slight

The Food Misister said that
while supplies of feed stuffs for
livestock were improving it would
still be necessary to look to East-
ern European countries next year
for really substantial supplies.

Dr. Summerskill told the House
that the country would have to
subsist upon bacon ration of two
ounces a week for most of the
coming year. She said that the
butter ration (now two ounces
weekly) would be maintained at
that level in 1949. She added that
it was hoped that home production
of eggs plus imports would enable
the Government to allow every

More Taxicabs Per Capita

CHICAGO.—The nation’s capital
has more licensed taxicabs per cit-
izen than any other city in the land,
although New York has the greatest
number of licensed cabs, according
to the International City Managers
Association.

The association; citing figures
compiled by the American Taxicab:
Association, reported today that
there were 9,024 cabs to serve the
estimated 987,000 citizens of the
District of Columbia, a ratio of cne
cab for every 109 Washington resi-
dents.

New Orleans was said to have the
second highest ratio of cabs to cit-
izens among thirty-nine of the
larger United States cities, with
one cab per 466 persons, or 1,500
cabs for its 700,000 inhabitants.
Boston was rated third, with 505
citizens per cab, and Louisville
fourth, with a 531-to-1 ratio.

New York was fifth, having 11,814
licensed cabs, or one to every 658 ot
its estimated 7,783,000 population.

Greater Cleveland (Cuyahoga
County) ranked last, with a ratio of
2,601 persons to one cab.

Linoleum Over Sub-Floor

Question: Can rubber tiling or
linoleum be laid over just a sub-
flooring and must it be perfectly
solid?

Answer: Sub-flooring is usually
very rough, and frequently it is
put down with open spaces be-
tween the boards. A floor of this
type is not suitable as a base for
rubber tile, linoleum or any other
type of floor covering. For best
results a sheet of plywood or a
hard fibreboard should be put
down over the rough flooring to
provide a smooth, rigid base for
the floor covering.

Worn-Qff Chromium Plating

Question: The rungs of my
chromium kitchen chairs have be-
come rusted. Is there any way I
can clean them?

Answer: The best thing to do
with worn-off chromium plating
is to have it re-plated. If you can
get the chairs to a neighborhood
plating shop, you could have this
work done.

A Certain Fact

N JESUS’ view one thing is cer-

tain: God’s judgment on this
world and on all persons in it.
Chfistian churches have different
ideas about what happens after
death. We have different ideas
about how the judgment is to be
carried out, or where it will be
held, or when. But that every man
will have to give account of him-
self before God is something Christ-
ians believe.

Your true unbeliever is not
the person who goes around
saying there is no Ged. A more
subtle and dangerous form of
unbelief is in the person who
takes the Christian creced upon
his lips but lives as if the creed
were a lie.

He repeats the Apostles’ Creed:
“From thence he shall come to
judge the quick and the dead.” If
those words are sincerely spoken,
the believer will honestly try to
please God above all others. But
the unbeliever, whatever his words
may say, shows that he does net
believe. by the fact that he tries
to please, first of all, either him-
self or his family or his neighbors,
and not God above all.

An Uncertain Time

T IS ONLY children who think

that if something doesn’t hap-
pen Now, it will never happen. Now
and Never -are not the only times
on God’s clock. When will the judg-
ment be? The disciples wanted to
know, but Jesus did not tell them.
He did not claim to know, himself,
when it would be (Mark 13:32.)
What he did say was, Watch! There
is a sense in which God’s judg-
ments are going on all the time.
The end of your world will come
in your own lifetime, whoever you
are; for there is not much diifer-
ence whether the world folds up
and leaves you or whether you
fold up and leave the world.

Death is the end of the world
for every one who dies. Fur-
ther, whenever a person suf-
fers by and because of his own
wrong-doing, here in this life
and on this earth, God is judg-
ing him by the eternal moral
laws which are the very warp
and filling of the fabric of life.

There is also a sense in which
God judges societies and nations.
We have recently seen how ter-
rible a judgment Germany drew
down on its head. The nation that
takes the sword shall perish by
the sword. The nation that sets out
to enslave others by force will
come under the same death-sen-
tence that cut down Assyria and
Rome and Japan and Germany. But
not all God’s judgments are on this
earth. “‘God does not settle
all his accounts in October.” Tlere
is a final accounting, and no man,
in this life or any other, can lescape
that solemn meeting with God.

U.S. Seeks to Avoid Chinese War
As Warships Flee Shanghai Trap;
Reds Talk of Berlin Blockade End

The United States was showing the world that it planned no maneu-
vers which might create the situation for an ‘incident’” leading to in-

volvement in the Chinese war.

To the surprise of practically everyone, particularly the 2,500 Amer-

icans in Shanghai, the entire U. S.
fleet fled suddenly from Shanghali,
evidently having abandoned then
current plans for evacuation of
American nationals from the scene.

THE GOVERNMENT was send-
ing some marines to Chinese troub-
led spots, but these were to do
only sentry duty.

United States action came despite
admittedly great provocation. The
Chinese Communists, in their tri-
umphant surge across China to
Shanghai, had invaded the home
of U. S. Envoy J. Leighton Stuart
in Nanking and hinted he was to be
held in custody.

Meanwhile, the Chinese Reds
broadcast a demand for American
and British officials to evacuate all

their ‘‘aggressive forces” from
China.
Already British warships had

been fired upon and it was assumed
American fleet elements had fled
Shanghai' in ordér- to avoid any
such predicament *‘as was exper-
ienced by the British vessels.

THE COMMUNIST threat to
Shanghai was increasing hourly
and despite Nationalist decision to
battle to the end, it appeared the
city’s plight was hopeless.

Communist  victory in China
would put all the western nations
in a ticklish position. For, with the
Reds in control of all China, those
who opposed communism would
be helpless and hopeless in event
of a western-powers move to ap-
ply economic sarictions, if such a’
step should be taken. If this pro-
cedure were not to be followed, the
western powers would be put in
the paradoxical position of recog-
nizing and trading with proponents
of an ideology with which they
were, struggling in a cold war.

AUTO LABOR:

Flareup Looms

The nation’s coal mines didn’t
present the only likely flareup in
labor-employ€ relations as bargain-
ing time rolled around in various
industries. Those who were in posi-
tion to know held the opinion that
it was an “uneasy peace’” which
hung over the automobile industry.

UNION FLAREUPS had been
quelled at the Packard and Ford
motor companies and a temporary
work stoppage had halted body pro-
duction at the Briggs manu-
facturing company’s plant.

The future of labor relations in
the industry was as confused as it
was uneasy. Recent action by man-
ufacturers in cutting prices of auto-
mobiles had brought accusations
from labor that the reductions were
only “token” cuts, and did not rep-
resent a fair action on the part of
the manufacturers.

However, with prices of other
commodities beginning to rspiral
downward and easement of install-
ment buying widened, it began to
appear that labor would be in a
vulnerable position by the time con-
tract-signing time rolled around.

WHILE there was little in the
press about the intentions of dyna-
mic Walter Reuther, head of the
United Automobile Workers’ union,
there was slight doubt that the
fiery redhead would be in there
pitching for his union’ members
when the time came to sit down at
the bargaining table.

Would labor attempt to overreach
itself in bargaining or would it
recognize the trend of the times
and be content to hold present
gains? That was the question whose
answer would be anxiously awaited
by the citizen who is always in the
middle in such struggles—the aver-
age American consumer.

SPRING COMES TO ENGLAND

BERLIN:

Reds Want Talk

If the United States and Britain
looked with a jaundiced eye on
Russia’s public offer to lift the Ber-
lin blockade, it was thoroughly un-
derstandable. Too often the Soviets
have held out the olive branch or
made apparent overtures that
never materialized to ease the
crisis the Reds may have been de-
veloping at that time.

HOWEVER, the western powers
had virtually accepted the Russian
proposal to lift the Berlin blockade
in exchange for a four-power con-
ference on Germany. But it was
made very plain that acceptance
was based on the condition that
Russia had no secret strings at-
tached to the offer. e

A U, S. state department official
was quoted as saying that if Mos-
cow’s policy actually stands as it
was reported in a dispatch by Tass,
Russian news agency, the ‘“‘way ap-
pears clear for the lifting of the
blockade and a meeting of the coun-
cil of foreign ministers.”

At the same time, however, it
was learned that the Russians were
told that the United States, Brit-
ain and France dornot intend to de-
lay their plans for unifying western
Germany and creating a German
government, probably by July 15.

SOME TOP officials believed the
Russian offer’s real purpose was to
delay this action, and indicated that
if this were the case it was most
uncertain whether a real and final
agreement on the Berlin blockade
would be reached any time in the
near future.

The Russian proposal was con-
strued as suggesting three concrete
means for reducing international
tension. These were outlined as (1)
proposal for a meeting of the coun-
cil of foreign ministers on the sub-
ject of Germany; (2) lifting the
Berlin restrictions as soon as a
meeting date was fixed for that
meeting, and (3) direct negotiations
between Premier Stalin and Pres-
ident Truman on basic conflicts
between the United States and the
Soviet union.

FARM PROGRAM:
Who's Confused?

The administration’s bold new
farm program was becoming so
muddled that even its proponents
seemed to be less than certain' of
just what its purpose is, to say
nothing of how much it will cost.

When the program was first pre-
sented, the general impression gen-
erated by its proponents was that
it was a duality of beneficence, as
it were—a device that would keep
up the price of farm products while
at the same time resulting in less
cost to the consumer.

TO CRITICS . who callously
pointed out that it would require
tax money to finance such a pro-
gram and that both farmers and
consumers would have to pay those
taxes, the plan’s advocates an-
swered that such persons simply
didn’t understand the aims of the
proposal.

Then along came Agriculture
Secretary Charles F. Brannan with
a statement that indicated he didn’t
quite understand it either, or if he
did, it was a new conception. Now,
the secretary was saying, the plan
wasn’t meant as a consumer sub-
sidy at all. No indeed, it was a
farm price support measure, aimed
at giving the farmer a ‘‘fair re-
turn’” on his investment and his
labor.

Nature Gives Weird Vent to Vernal Urge

It was spring in England, and
whimsey and fantasy were all
around.

For instance, cows got a license
to kiss. A lovelorn cat set fire to
a house. A thief, no doubt actuated
by the season, stole two dozen love
birds. A swan, winging majesti-
cally up the Thames in search of
a mate, plumped on a bridge at
rush hour and piled up traffic for

a mile. Everything, it seemed, was
in a tizzy.

The Denham town council gave
cows the kissing license. It ruled
that it’s all right for them to nuz-
zle over the fence, even if one pas-
ture is certified tuberculosis-free
and the other isn’t.

A Mikado pheasant, which usually
lays eggs only in its native habitat
in Foromosa, laid six eggs.

CREDIT CONTROLS:
Are Eased Again

Developments were shoving Pres-
ident Truman’s demands for price
control power further and further
into the realm of absurdity.

THE FEDERAL reserve board,
after looking the situation over, de-
cided that installment buying con-
trols could be lowered again safely,
And this it did. It set out that on
household appliances such as refrig-
erators, radios, electric washers,
etc., the down payment would
have to be only 10 per cent of the
cost of the item, instead of the

| | previous 15 per cent. On automo-
f | biles, the down payment remained

at 30 per cent; but on autos and
household appliances, too, the time
of payment was extended from 21
to 24 months.

THIS ACTION brought both coms-
mendation and criticism. That ele-
ment in the federal government
which would recoup all the war-

! | time controls for the President,

was aghast at the action, terming
it dangerous. Others who had
watched prices continue their
downward spiral—especially mer-
chants who were facing a buyers’
market and difficulty in moving
goods off sales floors—saw the
action as a boon to business.

SULLIVAN:

Quits Navy Post

Thére was little else that Johfi L.
Sullivan, secretary of the navy,
could have done but resign after
the ‘“multi-million dollar repri-
mand”’ he received from Defense
Secretary Louis Johnson. "

SULLIVAN, as navy chief, had
gone ahead with plans to construct
the 65,000-ton U. S. aircraft super-
carrier, the United States, despite
lack of congressional authorization
for the project.

It was no particular secret that
abandonment of the carrier and
Sullivan’s resignation were all a
continuing part of the apparently
hopeless fight to unify the nation’s
armed forces. The congressional
act calling for such a step has
never been «carried out, and the
navy’s attempt to go ahead with
building the huge ecarrier without
any legal authority was another
example of high-handed service
tactics that have tended to make
unification appear impossible of
realization.

DEFENSE SECRETARY John-
son, commenting on Sullivan’s res-
ignation, said, ‘I regret very much
that my old friend and colleague
. . . has joined the aircraft carrier
issue on personal grounds and I
believe that he too will soon regret
his action of today.’”

DAIRYMEN:
Will Push Sales

According to the experts, milk
prices would be tumbling again
this summer, but American dairy-
men wouldn’t be cheering about it.

In fact, dairymen were getting
set to launch a 1.5 million-dollar
campaign to promote the sale of
dairy products and, at the same
time, wage war on oledmargarine.

Most dairy leaders were said to
believe that a promotional cam-
paign to boost consumption was the
only way to’check a nose-dive in
milk and butter prices that has
caught producers with their income
down and their costs up.

In little more than seven months,
according to a federal dairy spe-
cialist, dairy prices had dropped 33
per cent. Butter, which not long
ago was at almost prohibitive
prices, had dipped to the govern-
ment support level. Milk prices also
had been falling off a cent or two
at a time on retail markets.

The federal specialist pointed out
that domestic unemployment has
contributed to the drop in consump-
tion of dairy products. :

Artificial ‘Dusters’ L
The “wind tunnel” that has prov
g0 helpful in airplane research while
man has been learning to fly above
the earth is being adapted to do just
the reverse. With the “soil blowing
tunnel” at Manhattan, Kans., scien-
tists are trying to learn how to keep
the earth from flying above man.
It is designed to reveal the basic
facts of wind erosion, so that men
can prevent the return of “Dust
Bowl” conditions in the High Plains.
With a single portable “blower” unit
—a fan driven by a gasoline engine—
the investigators can work either in-
doors with a built-in wind tunnel of
plywood and glass, or outdoors with
an aluminum duct that can be
moved readily from pldace to place.
In the field they will be able to study
the action of controlled and meas-
ured “blows” on soil in its natural
state, and compare, for example a
clean-plowed section of a field with
another that is “stubble mulched.”

Founded Subscription Library

Not the least important, though
perhaps more indirect, contribution
of Benjamin Franklin to education
was his establishment of the first
permanent subscription library. He
always appreciated books, from the
days when they were so hard for
him to buy or borrow and he need-
ed them so badly. He made many
gifts of books—a library of three
hundred to the town of Franklin,
N. H.; others to the University of
Pennsylvania, the Library company
of Philadelphia, Yale college, and
the Universities of Glasgow and St.
Andrews; and he devised a plan for
increasing and improving the li-
brary of Harvard college, himself
contributing a substantial sum to
the fund. .

Leads in Community Forests

Wisconsin has more land in “com-
munity” forests than all the rest of
the nation put together, according
to a recent report of the U. S. for-
est service. Community forests, in
Forest service terminology, include
county forests, although Wisconsin

s practice usually is to place the two

in ‘8éparate  categories. It is . Wis-
consiri’si vast acreage of county for-
ests which puts it far in the ‘Tead.
- According to the report, Wisconsin
has 2,387,416 acres in communty
forests ‘compared with 2,026,534 for
the rest of the nation, or a total of
4,413,950 for the United States. As
to numbers of community forests,
without: regard to area, Wisconsin
has 309 of the 3,113 in the nation.
