Wednesday, July 27, has been 
set as the annual Stratford
Clean-Up Day by the Stratford 
Chamber of Commerce. All bus­
iness firms will be ask to close 
from 8:30 A. M. until 10:30 A. M. 
to give their cooperation to the 
city wide movement.

Arrangements will be complet­
ed for trucks to make runs over 
the entire town to pick up 
debris that may be boxed and 
placed near the alleys.

Citizens who have large hold­
ings in vacant lots which have 
grown up in weeds that are be­
yond the control of manpower 
may contact S. O. Johnson who 
is equipping a small tractor with 
mower attachment to handle 
such work.

Two former attempts have 
been made to clean up the city 
this year by the Stratford Lions 
Club. Heavy rains falling only 
a day or so previous to the plan­
ned clean-up day finally result­
ed in postponement of the event 
until after the harvest season.

The cooperation of the public 
in this event will increase the 
value of the proposed spraying 
campaign which the city hopes 
to carry out.

Mrs. Gibbons was taken 
to Northwest Texas Hospital in 
Amarillo Tuesday for treatment 
for burns she sustained when at­
tempting to enter her home to 
rescue the dog belonging to Mr.

Mrs. Gibbons had been sitting 
on the front porch of her home 
and was entering the house to 
get a drink of water when she 
discovered the blaze. She ran 
out and screamed for "help and 
then thought of the pet. Neigh­
bors arriving at the scene kept 
her from re-entering the house.

Mrs. Ernest Kelp, who had an 
apartment in her mother’s home, 
had left the house only a few 
minutes before the blaze was dis­
covered.

The flames were brought un­
der control by the Stratford Vol­
unteer Fire Department without 
allowing the blaze to damage 
nearby homes.

Stucco walls and fire-proof 
shingles were instrumental in 
holding the blaze within the con­
fines of the building.

The home is considered a total 
loss. The damage removes from 
use one of the oldest dwellings 
in Stratford.

The east section is composed of 
Cactus, Spearman, Perryton, and 
Texhoma, while Tucumcari, 
Grenville, Dalhart, Stratford, 
and Boise City compose the west 
division of the league.

Funds of tardy donors to the 
insect control campaign continue 
to arrive at the City Hall, giving 
rise to the hopes of many citi 
zens that the spraying program 
started this year may be carried 
out throughout the summer in 
an attempt to control and stamp 
out insects within the city limits 
of Stratford. An assessment of 
$5.00 for each home was based on 
figures for carrrying out a com­
plete control campaign.

The same rains which have fa­
vored Sherman County with one 
of the most profitable wheat 
crops in this section of the Pan­
handle region have worked hand 
in hand with insect reproduction. 
Mosquitos have flourished in 
bar pit ditches within the city 
limits. Flies are also finding a 
breeding place, although their 
presence in Stratford is much 
lighter than the infestation 
found in fields and pasture land 
over the county.

Citizens themselves may con­
trol the mosquito menace by 
pouring a small amount of kero­
sene over the offending ponds. A 
search should be made of every 
business and residence property 
to locate the breeding places for 
reproduction of flies.

The cleaning up of the city and 
elimination of insect breeding 
centers will make possible elim­
ination of practicaily^all insects 
in the city limits with the next 
aerial spraying.

Favored with early moisture 
the southeast part of the county 
had prospects of producing most 
of the high yields for the cur­
rent year. Major portions of 
these fields were damage or wip­
ed out by destructive hail storms.

New Deep 
Oil Test For 
Sherman County

Phillips Petroleum Company 
has announced its intention of 
drilling a new deep test in south­
east Sherman County although 
the exact location of the well has 
not been made. The well is ex­
pected to be located close to the 
No. 1 Kathryn which had show­
ings of oil from the Anadarko 
basin but was later completed as 
a gas well. The official test of 
the well has not been made.

Phillips crew members and 
their families are arriving in
Stratford this week as fast as
apartments can be secured. It
has not been disclosed as to
whether they will drill the new
deep test or if they will be as­
signed to other drilling activity 
scheduled for the county.

Skelly Oil Company has an­
nounced two drilling locations. 
Skelly Oil Company Walter Las- 
ley, Jr., No. 2 is located 2,640 
feet from the north and west 
lines of section 146, Block 1-C.

Skelly Oil Company Whorton 
“A” No. 3 is located 2,640 feet 
from the north and west lines of 
section 157, Block 1-C.

Opposition to importing of 
foreign oil in large quantities is 
voiced by the independent oil 
producers who say they are mak­
ing a fight for their lives at the 
present time. The policy of ma­
jor importing companies has al­
ready caused cut backs in Texas 
production of 900,000 barrels 
daily since January 1 of this year. 
In addition to this peril of creat­
ing a shortage in oil reserves 
which would be sadly needed in 
event of war, it is beginning to 
spell ruin for the independent oil 
producer.

Already this policy of the im­
porters has caused a slow down in 
drilling especially by the inde­
pendent wildcatter whose “out­
standing contribution to his in­
dustry and through it to our 
whole national economy, is the 
part he had played in the un­
paralleled record of oil finding 
in the United States,” according 
to Wallace E. Pratt, formerly 
chief geologist for Humble, 
speaking before the indepen­
dent association last May in New 
Orlean^.

Well Tested
Kerr-McGee No. 1 Macey in 

section 437, Block 1-T, plugged 
back to a depth of 3,190 feet, was 
perforated and treated with 
14,000 gallons of acid. It pro­
duced 1.895 million cubic feet of 
gas with a rock pressure of 390 
pounds.

Phillips Petroleum Company 
reveals that the No. 1 Kathryn, 
located in section 8 of Block 3-B, 
was drilled to a depth of 7,734 
feet. TVo gas pays were found 
in the Pennsylvania formation, 
the first at 5,312 to 5,367 feet, 
and the second from 5,410 to 
5,425 feet. Gas volume by back 
pressure was gauged as 19,300,000 
cubic feet with shut in pressure 
at 1,350. The discovery of oil 
pays in the lower formation 
created considerable excite­
ment throughout this section.

Sherman Segment Stratford-Gruver 
Road On Paving Program

The Sherman County segment 
of the Stratford-Gruver high­
way, otherwise designated as 
Farm-to-Market road 289, will 
be paved within the next few 
months according to informa­
tion released this week by the 
Texas Highway Department.

Already on the paving pro­
gram except for a four ’mile gap 
which was included in Senate 
Bill 287, the entire road will be 
paved to the Hansford County 
line and those informed on the 
policy of the highway depart­
ment believe the entire paving 
program will be let in one con­
tract.

The paving program also calls 
for paving of two miles of road

north from the Stratford-Gruver 
highway at an intersection 17.6 
miles east of Stratford.

The County Commisisoners’ 
Court will approve the paving 
contract at their next meeting.

Upon acceptance of the pro­
vision of this order by the pro­
per officials of Sherman County, 
the State Highway Engineer is 
directed to proceed with the pre­
paration of plans for construc­
tion at an estimated cost of 
$50,750.00 and when
right-of-way and funds are 
available to proceed with con­
struction and to assume the 
roads for maintenance upon 
completion of construction.

The entire paving contract 
will cover 16.7 miles of road.

An election at which resident 
qualified voters of the Stratford 
Rural High School District will 
vote on the issue of consolidat­
ing the Conlen School District 
with the Stratford School will be 
held at the Court House in Strat­
ford Saturday, August 6, accord­
ing to an order signed last week 
by County Judge L. P. Hunter.

County Judge C. E. Hill has or­
dered a similar election to be 
held in the Conlen School Dis­
trict for August 6. The elec­
tion will probably be held in the 
school building at Conlen.

A majority vote in both dis­
tricts will be requirerd for the 
consolidation of the districts. 
Financial Status Unchanged

Consolidation of the two school 
districts will have little if any ef­
fect on the financial condition of 
either district.

The Stratford Rural High 
School District has an indebt­
edness of approximately $320,- 
000.00 with a tax valuation of 
more than $6,000,000!00 which is 
more than sufficient to care for 
the present school and retire the 
indebtedness of it’s expansion 
program.

Last year the Conlen School 
District paid Stratford a tuition 
fee of $4,689.96 for the Conlen 
pupils transferred to Stratford 
and the Dallam County school 
district maintained it’s own 
school bus. The Conlen school 
district has a tax valuation of 
$438,698.00. Counting collection 
of 90 percent of the taxes at a 
$1.50 tax rate the district would 
have a tax revenue of $5,922.00 
and the state school fund would 
increase the funds of the district 
by approximately $2,256.00. But 
if included in the Stratford Ru­
ral High School District, the 
school district would also furnish 
and maintain the school bus
transporting the Conlen students 
to Stratford. This would ap­
proximately balance the differ­
ence in school money transfer­
red to the consolidated school 
district.

Figured in dollars the consoli­
dation of the Conlen district in 
the Stratford Rural High School 
District will not effect the mon­
ey provided for schooling the
Conlen students in the Stratford 
school more than a few dollars.

Under the Gilmer-Aikin law 
dormant school districts must be 
consolidated with some adjoin­
ing school district and if the
sentiment in Conlen has been 
correctly reported the residents 
of that community will vote 8 to 
2 or stronger for consolidation 
with the Stratford School. No 
opposition has been voiced in 
the Stratford Rural High School 
District against consolidation of 
the Conlen school district.

The arrangement if completed 
will be similar to three school 
districts of Sherman County 
which are now consolidated with 
schools in other counties. Sev­
enty-eight sections of land in the 
county have been assigned to the 
Sunray school district, thirty- 
eight sections of land to the Gra­
ver school district, and 21 sec­
tions of land have been assign­
ed the Morse School district.

With consolidation of the Con— 
len school district with Stratford 
144 sections of Dallam County 
land in the Conlen district would 
be included in the Stratford Ru­
ral High School District.

Since the school in Stratford 
is one of the main advantages 
which has been developed 
through civic p r i^  as hn attrac­
tion for the estabUshing of 
homes in this section, the turn 
out of the vote of the major por­
tion of the population will be ap-- 
predated by those who have 
worked and struggled for the de­
velopment of the Stratford 
School system that it might at­
tain it’s present day level of re­
cognition.

The fun part of the big reunion 

will open Friday morning, July 
29, at 11:00 with the annual XIT 
parade, which is always one of 
the most colorful sp>ectacles in 
the Southwest. It will not be 
repeated on Saturday. But the 
reunion will run right on through 
Satuday night.

Sports Afield
(By Ted Kesting)

Bats are probably the most 
unearthly-looking creatures in 
the modern world. The “ flying 
mice” have always been thought 
of as symbols of mystery, pre- 
sagers of dire events. In realty, 
the bat is one of our friendliest 
neighbors. He is harmless (ex­
cepting the tropical vampire 
bat) and in the temperate zone 
mostly very beneficial to man.

The prehistoric-looking bat is 
a mammal, not a bird, and it is 
the only mammal that can main­
tain sustained flight. The 
“wings” are thick membranes 
connecting back and front legs, 
somewhat on the order of the 
flying squirrel. However, the 
flying squirrel glides, while the 
bat actually fUes.

As a wizard of night flight, the 
bat is tops according to Writer 
Joe Austell Small. Guided by 
his own system of radar, the lit­
tle mammal darts, swoops and 
zooms through the black night 
with hardly ever an accident. 
Tiny squeaks, too high-pitched 
for the average human ear, em­
anate from his throat con­
stantly during flight.

When these hit an object a- 
head, the aiOund bouncejs back 
and is picked up partly by his 
highly sensitive ears, but most­
ly by supersensitive nerves in the 
delicate skin of his bare wings. 
Automatically these signals are 
interpreted and the flight ad­
justed instantly to bypass ob­
stacles. Bats do have small eyjes 
and in general their keenness of 
sight does not equal that of oth­
er mammals, but to be “blind as 
a bat” is not to be blind at all. 
Their ears seem to be specially 
tuned to pick up the buzz of fly­
ing insects, on which most bats 
feed.

The bat does not resemble, nor 
act like any other creature in the 
animal world. Little is known 
about its migratory habits. A 
recent study of Bat Cave in Co­
mal County, Texas, indicated 
that females come to the cave 
year after year to give birth to 
their young. The majority of 
the males evidently congregate

Sudden changes in tempera­
ture are responsible for the un­
timely end of much glassware, 
Mrs. Bernice Claytor, extension 
home management specialist of 
Texas A. & M. College, points out. 
That is why hot water should not 
be poured over glass in washing 
or rinsing, but instead, the glass 
should be laid gently into the 
water.

“Glass should not go directly 
from the refrigerator to warm 
dishwater; neither should jars of 
food, hot from the canner, stand 
in a breeze to cool,” Mrs. Clay- 
tor said. “Glass expands with 
heat, contracts with cold; if 
forced to do either too suddenly, 
it often cracks or breaks.”

She suggests that in making 
iced tea or coffee in glass, pour 
the hot beverage slowly onto the 
ice rather than against the glass, 
or more safely, make the bever­
age in a china or pottery pitch­
er and then pour into the glass­
es.

To save glass from taking a rap 
in dishwashing, there are circu­
lar rubber gadgets which fit over 
the end of faucets; rubber mats 
for the bottom of the sink or 
dishpan, or for the counters on 
either side of the sink. The rub­
ber-covered dish drainers also 
give protection.

“The time-honored .dishwash­
ing rule is “glass first, silver se­
cond, china third,” Mrs. Claytor 
said. “Glass gets first place be­
cause it needs clean suds with no 
trace of grease to come out clear 
and shining.”

Last but not least, save glass­
ware with convenient, safe stor­
age arrangements. Narrow 
shelves for tumblers allow each 
to sand separately with no stack­
ing or doubling up  ̂and ho reach­
ing behind, the specialist con­
cluded.

ROSWELL — The USAF’S new­
est jet fighter, the Lockheed 
XF-90, started its taxi tests re­
cently at the firm’s Burbank, 
California plant.

Resources Are 
Being Drained

AUSTIN — A warning that oil 
and natural gas resources of 
Texas and other parts of the 
South are being drained away so 
rapidly that the supply “will 
dwindle sharply during the next 
20 years,” leaving this section of 
the nation “ indeed a blightel 
area” comes in a national report 
just received at the state office 
of the Texas Rural Roads Asso­
ciation.

The findings, contained in a 
complete copy of the NatiCKial 
Planning A^ociation’s report to 
the President’s Council of Econ­
omic Advisers, is titled, “The Im­
pact o f  Federal Policies on the 
Economy of the South,” includ­
ing Texas. It has not yet been 
distributed, but a copy came to 
the Texas Rural Roads Associa­
tion President Jim Cantrell of

Prmceton, North Texas banker 
and farm leader. The report 
represents months of careful 
study by qualified economists, 
including Dr. L. P. Gabbard, 
head of the Department of Agri­
culture Elconomics and Sociology, 
Texas A. & M. College at College 
Station.

“It gives every patriotic Texan 
food for thought,” Cantrell said. 
“Wake up Texas,” he declared, 
“Let’s close the gate before all 
our horses are out and gone for­
ever.”

Pointing out that in phyical re­
sources, Texas and the other 
southern and southwestern sec­
tions of the country chiefly de­
pend on oil and natural gas, the 
report declares that the very life 
blood of these states’ economy is 
being drained away daily in ever 
larger amounts. It is a problem 
which calls for immediate and 
serious consideration if drastic 
harm to the states is to be pre­
vented, the report said.

recent action by the Texas Ru­
ral Roads Association at a meet­
ing in Dallas June I6th. At this 
meeting the Rural Roads group 
recommended a plan embodying 
the sound business premise that 
natural resoucces, Texas’ great­
est captital assets, should leave 
as they are depleted compensa­
tory capital gains in the State in 
the form of permanent improve­
ments. These should include 
rural roads, soil conservation, 
State-owned buildings and such 
other permanent improvements 
as the Legislature may find ne­
cessary or desirable. Such per­
manent improvements would be 
paid for out of a reasonable sev­
erance tax on natural resources, 
the Rural Roads Association plan 
stipulates. Under no circum­
stances should natural resources 
taxes ever be placed in the Gen­
eral Revenue Fund for current 
operation of State business, the 
group pointed out.

The extensive report of the 
National Planning Association, 
and the part dealing directly 
with the depletion of the South­
west’s and Texas’ natural re­
sources, forcefully said:

“There is a special need for a 
careful economic analysis of our 
policy, or lack of policy, respect­
ing two major mineral resources, 
petroleum and natural gas. The 
low prices of these commodities 
before the war, price control dur­
ing the war, the fact that their 
administered or regulated prices 
rose more slowly than demand 
would have warranted after price 
controls were removed, and high 
personal incomes, all have con­
tributed to an enormous increase 
in consumption. Often they 
have been substituted for other 
fuels in,areas where other fuels 
were abundant.

“There is much uncertainty as 
to the reserves of these two fuels 
which remain in tne earth. But 
whether they will last 20, 50, or 75 
years, the day is inexorably com­
ing when they will be largely ex-

Four - year - old Ursula Grama» 
r o ^  one of the millions of refugee 
children in Germany, has no home 
of her own. But she does have some 
food every day. She gets it at the 
Grubweg church home, which is 
supplied from contributions which 
were made by American farmers in 
this and 25 other states to the 
Christian Rural Overseas program 
(CROP).

In the year ending June 1, a total 
of 75,668,581 pounds of farm com­
modities had been contributed for 
distribution in 22 of the 43 nations 
served by CROP’S sponsoring agen­
cies: Catholic Rural Life, Church 
World Service (22 Protestant de­
nominations), and Lutheran World 
Relief. Gifts in kind included 28,- 
975,504 pounds of wheat for 88% 
of the total, 22,061,357 pounds of 
corn for 28%, and 13,185,661 
pounds of beans for 17%.

Meanwhile, plans are well ad­
vanced for extending the CROP 
drive nation-wide this year. Al­
ready, organizations have been set 
up in 20 states, and 11 others are 
in the process of organization for 
harvest season campaigns.

back home about Federal spend- 
ng” and increrasing.

However, sentiment in favor of 
cuts in spending, and practical 
action toward that end, are two 
different things. Congress is 
always bedeviled by pressure 
groups, all of whom are in favor 
of cutting the appropriations 
that go to someone else and in­
creasing their own. As an ob­
vious example, the^e is hardly a 
chamber of commerce that does 
not pay lip service to the cause 
of economy, and then whoop it 
up vdienever it sees a chance to 
get a slice of Federal tax money 
for its own area.

In the long run, the decisive 
factor will be public sentiment, 
the wishes of the voters as to fis- 

[cal policy. A short time ago the 
'Omaha World-Herald carried on 
an interesting experiment. It 
published a full account of a 
speech made by Senator Byrd, in 
which he described various 
spending measures now before 
-Congress, and pointed out that 
the billions they would cost 
would have to be paid by all the 
people. The World-Herald then 
published a ballot on which its 
readers could express their views 
on the matter.

The first question asked for 
opinion on a straight 10 per cent 
cut in all Federal expenditures 
that can be cut. Only 134 who 
answered were against this, 
while 5;869 were for it. The bal­
ance of the questions covered 
•specific legislative measures such 
as Federal housing. Federal aid 
•to education, tlje national health 
plan, arms to Europe under the 
North Atlantic Pact, etc. In ev­
ery Instance the vote was over­
whelmingly in favor of strict

i Flatter Summer Meals 
With Properly Cooked, 
Attractive Vegetables

W HEN the thermometer speeds 
into the nineties, every home­

maker worries about meals and 
family appetites. Even though ap­
petites appear robust on picnics, 
they are apt to seem on the slim 
side for a meal in the family dining 
room.

Is there a certain remedy for the 
waning appetite amidst the wilting 

heat of hot sum­
mer days? Yes, 
certainly, there 
are several sure­
fire w a y s  of 
coaxing the fam­
ily into eating 
w h a t  t h e y  
should. One of 

the best ways is to serve attractive 
vegetables which are so plentiful 
for they add zip, in the form of 
vitamins and minerals, into a 
scanty diet.

Vegetables add color, and con­
sequent interest, too, to the family 
dinner table with their glorious 
greens, reds and orange yellows. 
Who could ask for a better artist’s 
palette with which to decorate the 
mealtime scene?

. Serve vegetables fresh, when­
ever possible since this saves food 
value. When they are cooked, how­
ever, use only a small amount of 
water, season carefully, but not 
heavily, and cook until tender. 
Vegetables are best if they have 
some of their natural crisp texture, 
even though cooked.

Seasonings should be mild so that 
you don’t mask the delicious natural 
flavors and thus jade the appetite 
further. You may add some of the 
nice sauces for variety, however, 
and thus create interest that might 
not otherwise be present.

The 
very first step toward being right 
with God is to see yourself as you 
are. No one ever went to a doctor 
till he at least suspected he was 
sick. No one ever went to school of 
his own accord who thought he 
knew everything. And no one will 
come to God who thinks he Is as 
good as he needs to he. When life 
goes hard with us, when everything 
about our life seems twisted and 
rotten, we make all sorts of excuses 
for ourselves, we lay the blame on 
our parents or our friends of the 
social and economic system in 
which we live (doubtless all these 
have a share in creating our troub­
les), but we hate to look at our-' 
selves in the mirror of truth.

This comes first: recognizing 
our own wrongness, not jnst 
weakness but wrongness. When 
we reach the point where we 
can say with thp Psalmist, 
“ Create in me a clean heart,
O God, and renew a right 
spirit within me,”  then we are 
on the right road.

* « *
“Hide Thy Face”
■pHERE are two things we never 

hear about in the Bible. One Is 
that God never forgave anyone who 
did not repent, and the other is that 
he refused to forgive any one who 
did repent. But repentance is not 
merely regretting that a wrong was' 
done; still less regretting being! 
caught. Repentance, the kind the 
Bible describes (as in these Psalms 
for example), means a complete j 
change of attitude, it means coming 
over on God’ s side and seeing sin 
the way he sees it. seeing life the 
way he sees it.

God’s forgiveness is not of 
the grudging, remembering, re­
minding kind. But condoning 
and forgiving are still a world 
apart. Condoning means saying 
in effect. It is all right, it makes 
no difference, you can go on 
sinning for all I care.
Some human “ forgiveness” may 

be like that, but not God’s. His 
forgiveness is based on real re­
pentance, and the' aim of it is to 
save the sinner from his sin.

Plenteous in Mercy

Th e  Psalmists saw clearly what 
kind of God we have. He is not 

like the holder of a mortgage wait­
ing till the first time some payment 
is deferred gives him a chance to 
pounce down and evict his tenant. 
We are not criminals against whom 
God is a prosecuting attorney, try­
ing to pile up evidence against us. 
“ If thou sh'ouldest mark iniquities, 
who shall stand?”  We are children, 
lost and wandering children, rebel­
lious and disobedient children, but 
still children; and God holds open 
the door of mercy.

hausted. The rate at which 
consumption is increasing is 
speeding the arrival of that day. 
Since the war there have been 
plans for building or converting 
two huge pipe lines to carry nat­
ural gas to the Eastern Seabord. 
That area has an abundance of 
coal, the supply of which is much 
more plentiful than are the sup­
plies of petroleum and gas. We 
need to ask whether it is sound 
long-range policy to permit the 
exhaustion of these two fuels to 
be speeded up because the price 
is low and to save coal, of which 
we have an almost inexhaustable 
supply.

The exhaustion of these two 
resources would deprive us not 
only of two major fuels, but also 
of two very important raw ma­
terials for industry. For the na­
tion as a whole it would, unless 
adequate substitutes were avail­
able, paralyze our economy and 
menace our national security. 
The states of the Southwest are 
especially affected by these two 
minerals. Those states depend 
on them, not only for a major 
portion of their income but also 
as sources of fuel and power for 
nearly all industry. Those states 
have little coal or water and 
without oil and gas their indus­
tries would be seriously handi­
capped. Those southwestern 
states are seeing the very life 
blood of their economy drained 
away day by day in ever-increas­
ing amounts. When these two 
resources are gone, they will in­
deed be a “blighted area” unless 
other econmic activities have 
been developed.

“This Is a problem which calls 
for immediate and serious con­
sideration. The first essential 
is to see that the resources are 
not wasted or used uneconomi- 
cally. This might well call for 
a price which would halt the 
wholesale substitution of oil and 
gas for other fuels. The second 
essential is to see that the ex­
traction of these two minerals 
should produce the revenue to 
build up other economic re­
sources and activities.

“Both of these ends might be 
served by a heavy severance tax 
on these two items. Louisiana 
and Texas are collecting sub­
stantial amounts from severance 
taxes now, but both apparently 
are using the funds for current 
operating expenses — Texas us­
ing the tax to some extept qs ;a 
substitute for an income tax. For 
an adequate program, joint ac­
tion by several states would be 
required to levy a tax equal to, 
perhaps, a large fraction of the 
value of the oil and gas at the 
well. Or the Federal Govern­
ment could levy the tax and re­
mit it to the states in which pro­
duction takes place. The reve­
nues should then be earmarked 
and placed into a special trust 
fund to be used only for econ­
omic development. Some plan
