District the district’s

In August, the
Bailey County’s
commissioners’
court was faced with
trimming a large
number of requests as it
worked on a FY 2013-14
budget with a relatively
small increase from the
preceding year.

“We have $160,000
more to play with this
year than last year...
that’s it,” County Judge
Sheri Harrison pointed
out to the other court
members following the
presentations from the
two department heads.

In his presentation,
the county sheriff noted
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that his department
responds to about 115
calls per month, which
doesn’t include the
time spent transporting
prisoners that are house
in the Bailey County
Law Enforcement Center
by other agencies, the
number of mental health
transports or serving as
bailiff.

While discussing
the problems of jailer
retention, Wills said he
was trying to hire jailers
who would stay with
the department.

“A salary increase
will go a long way to
getting someone we can
retain,” he said.

The following week,
the Bailey County
Commissioners
approved a proposed
tax rate for FY2013-14
at the rollback rate of
9163 during Monday’s
regular meeting.

The FY2013-14
rollback rate includes
a farm to market rate
of .1343 per hundred
dollars of valuation, a

Area Producers Reminded
Of COC Election Deadline

Area agricultural
producers are reminded
that the FSA County
Committee Elections
which began on Dec.
20, with the mailing of
ballots to eligible voters,
concludes with aJan. 17
deadline for the ballots
to be returned to local
FSA offices.

Producers have been
instructed to destroy the
FSA County Committee
Election ballots (FSA-
669’s) mailed on Nov.
4.

The new ballots
mailed to producers
will have the word
“corrected” printed
on the outside of the
mailing, the ballot

itself, and the return
envelope.

Producers must
complete and return
the corrected FSA-
669 to have their vote
counted.

Eligible voters
who did not receive
a corrected ballot can
obtain one from their
local USDA Service
Center.

The last day for voters
to submit corrected
ballots in person to local
USDA Service Centers
is Jan. 17.

Ballots returned
by mail must be
postmarked no later
than Jan. 17.

Newly elected

committee members
and their alternates will
take office Feb. 18.

County committee
members are an
important component
of the operations of
FSA and provide
a link between the
agricultural community
and USDA.

Farmers and ranchers
elected to county
committees help deliver
FSA programs at the
local level, applying
their knowledge and
judgment to make
decisions on commodity
price support programs;
conservation programs;
incentive indemnity

Texas Cattle On Feed
Numbers Are Down

Cattle and calves
on feed for slaughter
market in Texas feedlots
with capacity of 1,000
head or more totaled
2.51 million head on
Dec. 1, down seven
percent from a year
ago.

According to the
monthly report released
by the Texas Field Office,
the estimate was down
one percent from the
Nov. 1 level.

Producers placed
405,000 head in
commercial feedlots
during November,
down 13 percent from
a year ago and down 24
percent from October.

Texas commercial
feeders marketed
405,000 head during
November, down two
percent from 2012 and
down eight percent
from October.

On Dec. 1, there were
2.17 million head of
cattle and calves on
feed in the Northern
High Plains, 87 percent
of the state’s total.

The number on feed
across the area was
down one percent from
last year and down
seven percent from the

Now. 1 total.

November
placements in the
Northern High Plains
totaled 349,000 head,
down 25 percent from
the October total.

Marketings were
down nine percent from
last month at 346,000
head.

Cattle and calves
on feed for slaughter
market in the United
States in feedlots with
a capacity of 1,000 head
or more totaled 10.7
million head on Dec. 1.

This inventory was
down five percent from
Dec. 1, 2012.

Placementsin feedlots
during November
totaled 1.88 million
head, three percent
below November 2012.

November
placements of cattle and
calves weighing less
than 600 pounds totaled
585,000 head; 600-699
pounds totaled 510,000
head; 700-799 pounds
totaled 362,000 head;
800 pounds and greater
totaled 425,000 head.

Marketings of fed
cattle during November
totaled 1.68 million
head, five percent below
2012.

and an interest and
sinking fund rate of
.0979, and is based on
general fund tax values
of $328,494,462 and
farm to market fund tax
values of $324,574,135.
The county’s effective
rate, based upon the
same tax values, is
.8557, according to
County Judge Sherri
Harrison, with an farm
to market rate of .1244,
and a maintenance and
operation rate of .6334.
The interest and sinking
fund rate remains at
.0979.
Harrison
recommended the court
approve the rollback
rate as the proposed tax
rate, noting that while
the court wouldn’t be
able to exceed that rate

“I didn’t sell a
saddle,” Rogers replied,
according to Wills.

A quick check at
Roger’s residence
showed that two saddles
were indeed missing
from the garage.

And, since Herndon
had been kind enough
to provide a signed bill
of sale with the saddle
he allegedly sold, it
wasn't long before the
saddle’s owner and
purchaser showed up at
the sheriff’s department
to report the incident.

As for the second
burglary charge,
according to the
sheriff, county
deputies followed up
on information received
from a confidential
informant of the
burglary of a vacant
residence that was being

from the Bailey County
Appraisal District, the
MAHD effective tax rate

in its final approval, it
could still set a lower
rate.

“I don’t like either
tax rate,” Harrison
said during the court’s
budget workshop on
Aug. 8.

“Hopetully, we won't
have to go up to the
rollback rate,” she said.

In comparison, the
City of Muleshoe’s
proposed budget for FY
2013-14 showed a 32.24
percent cut in expenses,
which according to City
Manager David Brunson
wasn’t as dramatic as it
appeared.

The city manager
explained that a
significant portion
of the decrease was
the result of capital
improvement projects
that were completed in
the past year.

InFY2012-13, thecity’s
water and sewer fund
was set at $2,808,851.
For the next fiscal year
it will drop by 40.72
percent to $1,412,305.

And in August, poor
planning and a bit of
coincidence landed a
Muleshoe resident in
county jail faced with
two burglary charges.

Mitchell Herndon,
29, of Muleshoe found
himself sitting in Bailey
County’sjail facing two
burglary charges due in
part to poor planning in
the his alleged disposal
of stolen property, as
well as his ability to
choose his friends.

On about August
6, according to Bailey
County Sheriff Richard
Wills, Herndon
allegedly burglarized
a garage attached to
a residence on West
Camp Road, stealing
two saddles in the
process.

The victim, Clinton
Rogers, apparently
learned of the theft a
few days later when
someone he knew —
according to the sheriff,
mentioned he had
purchased one of the
saddles Rogers had for
sale.

On Aug. 12, deputies
sat up near the location
— also on West Camp
Road, and watched
as Herndon arrived,
entered the building
and carried property
out and placed it in
the vehicle, the sheriff
said.

Over at the Muleshoe
Area Hospital District,
in August, the board
of directors adopted
proposed budget for
FY 2013-14 based upon
a proposed tax rate
that was less than the
district’s effective rate
during its Thursday,

Aug. 22, regular
meeting.
According to

information received
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David Burke said.
While discussing
the proposed budget
prior to its adoption,
Burke said the budget
for Muleshoe Area
Medical Center listed
total projected revenue
at $9,060,319, which is
$8,316.21 more than its
projected expenses.
At Park View
Nursing Care Center,
the proposed budget’s
projected revenue
for FY2013-14 is
$3,204.188.90, which
is $9,052.09 above the
projected expenses.
September
In the ninth month
of 2013, unexpected
controversy arose when
it was suggested that
Muleshoe’s famous
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mule monument, Pete,
located on the pavilion
west of the Muleshoe
Chamber of Commerce
& Agriculture building,
could be relocated.

Gina Wilkerson,
president of the
chamber, approached
the Muleshoe City
Council during
Monday’s regular
meeting, with the
possibility of moving the
nationally registered,
and historically traveled
equine monument, and
the chamber office, to
the Muleshoe Heritage
Center.

While the current
office building wouldn’t
be moved to the center,
Wilkerson — who also
serves on the Heritage
Foundation board,
said such a move
could improve the
efficiency of the two
organization’s office
coverage, and allow
the two organizations
to combine certain
activities..

Wilkerson said she
knows the idea of
moving Pete would be
a “touchy situation,”
she feels the move
would improve the
monument’s visibility.

“No matter what...
Pete will still be Pete,”
she said.

By the end of the year,
although the chamber
office was moved, Pete
remained overlooking
the intersection of West
American Blvd. and
First Street.

September 2013
also marked the first
celebration of Muleshoe
Day on Sept. 21 with a
variety of fun, food and
excitement.

A large crowd
gathered for the day on
the lawn of the Bailey
County Courthouse,
suggesting that a new
annual tradition had
begun.

September also
included instances of
sadness and celebration
resulting from collisions

involving semi-tractor
trailer.

The celebration came
when private citizens
pulled the driver of a
silage truck to safety
after it was struck by
an eastbound train,
and prior to the truck’s
fuel tanks exploding
Wednesday afternoon,
Sept. 18, west of the
Muleshoe on Hwy. 84.

Raymond Robertson
of United Parcel Service,
and Zac Stancell of
Muleshoe Animal
Clinic were the first
to arrive at the side of
the unidentified truck
driver, help him out of
his seatbelt and pull
him from the remains
of the trucks cab while
it was on fire.

Then, with assistance
from Steve Kennedy,
the driver was moved to
safety into the median
of Hwy. 84.

Robertson and
Stancell were both
recognized for their
deeds in Muleshoe and
Bailey County, and
Robertson was later
honored with a trip
to Las Vegas, Nev., by
UPS, for his service to
the community.

The sadness came on
Sept. 21, when a 27-year-
old Sudan woman lost
her life in a two-vehicle
accident shortly after 2
p-m. Saturday, Sept. 21,
about three miles east
of Muleshoe at Hwy. 84
and FM 32609.

A third accident with
s semi-tractor trailer
in September required
the Muleshoe Fire
Department’s jaws unit
to remove the driver
of an SUV involved in
a wreck with a semi-
tractor trailer at the
intersection of FM
1760 and FM 1731 mid-
morning on Friday,
Sept. 27

The female driver
of the SUV and
two children were
transported to Muleshoe
Area Medical Center for
treatment.

In other county
financialnews, the Bailey
County Commissioners’
Court voted to do away
with early tax payment
discounts, an act that
won't take effect until
October 2014.

survive, and urged the
board members not
to adjourn Tuesday’s
meeting without the
contract being signed.

Others, such as Dale

October also showed
a dramatic drop in
Muleshoe’s “Stuff the
Bus” efforts for the
Bailey County Food
Pantry.

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methamphetamine.

Diaz was booked
into jail on a charge of
possession with intent
to distribute.

And on Oct. 10,
deputies arrested
Michael Vega, 23, and
Jessie Rodriguez, 26,
both of Muleshoe, after
stopping a vehicle being
driven by Vega in the
area of West American
Blvd. and West 19th
Street.

During a search
of the vehicle, the
deputies recovered
about seven grams of
methamphetamine and
an unspecified amount
of marijuana.
