Newton Crabtree has won the 
distinguished honor of being 
classified as the wheat king of 
the nation and Keith Glasgow 
ranks second as the reserve 
champion wheat king.

Crabtree won the honor at the 
Tri-State Fair with a sample of 
wheat of the Comanche variety 
raised on his farm near Kerrick.

Glasgow won second place 
with a sample of Westar wheat 
and also won 4th place with a 
sample of comanche and 8th 
place with a sample of Pawnee.

NeWjton Crabtree was present­
ed wit’h a first place trophy given 
by the Texas-Oklahoma Wheat 
Improvement Association and 
the Pillsbury trophy.

Keith Glasgow received the 
second place trophy of the Tex­
as-Oklahoma Improvement As­
sociation and a gold letter plaque 
from the Dalhart Dairy.

Entries made by Glasgow were 
taken from strip plantings he 
made last year to determine the 
yield of the various varieties of 
wheat.

In judging wheat kernel 
characteristics and test weight 
control 25 percent of the points. 
Milling qualities are rated at 15 
percent and baking qualities 
are credited with 60 percent of 
the available points.

Following 
graduation, the new ensigns will 
go on active duty for two years. 
At the completion of this duty, 
they will then decide whether to 
remain in service or revert to in­
active duty.

During the coming four years, 
under the NROTC program, the 
midshipmen will have 3 hours 
a week of class room work, and 
two hours of pratical work in 
naval subjects.

The commanding officer of the 
Columbia unit is Captain H. G. 
Moran, USN, Professor of Naval 
Science and one of the noted 
veterans of the fighting fleets of 
World War II. Until recently 
the commanding officer of the 
USS Little Rock, a light cruiser. 
Captain Moran wears the Silver 
Star for conspicious gallantry 
and interpidity on the USS Hor­
net at the battle of Santa Cruz 
Island and the Presidential Ci­
tation for service on the USS En­
terprise during the Guadalcan­
al campaign.

Huge Turtle 
Spurs Search

CHURUBUSCO, Ind.—Churubusco 
was all excited about the mon­
ster turtle in Fulks lake.

Dozens of farmers and towns­
people treked to the lake for a look 
or with nets and grappling hooks 
to help catch it.

Those who claimed they saw the 
turtle said it had a head as big as 
two fists doubled together and must 
weigh 400 to 500 pounds.

The hunt was spurred by reports 
that the Cincinnati zoo was inter­
ested in buying the reptile for $1,- 
800.

Another report said the turtle 
had ventured from its home in the 
lake near here onto a surrounding 
farm and that some cattle had 
mysteriously disappeared.

“ But that ain’t so,”  farmer Gale 
Harris said. “ That turtle’ s never 
been out of the lake, far as we 
know.”

The muddy, seven-acre lake, 90 
feet deep at its center, is on Harris’ 
farm and has become the focal 
point for eager searchers.

Harris said, “ We had him trapped 
in a net but he slithered away to 
the right and dived down into the 
water.”

Used Wire Net
The searchers were using a 

chicken-wire net about four feet 
long attached to two fenceposts. 
Men in a row boat crisscrossed the 
lake searching for the turtle in 
order to drop the net on it. Helpers 
on shore held ropes attached to the 
fenceposts to pull the turtle ashore 
if it showed Itself.

“There’s no doubt it’ s there,”  
Mrs. Harris said. She said her 
husband and her son, Vaughn, 12 
had seen it. So had her brother, 
Charles Wilson, and his son-in-law.

Harris said the reptile appeared 
to be an ordinary snapping turtle, 
but much overgrown. Other snap­
pers in the area are seldom more 
than 14 or 15 pounds, he said.

In Chicago, Clifford H. Pope, 
curator of reptiles at the Field mu­
seum, said the record weight for a 
snapper is 86 pounds. He said only 
an alligator turtle from the south 
could run as high as 200 pounds.

Seen Last Summer
Mrs. Harris said her brother 

Charley first saw the turtle last 
summer, but then it disappeared 
from view until recently, when both 
her husband and son saw it swim­
ming across the lake.

She said two investigators from 
the Cincinnati zoo came to verify 
that the turtle was there. She said 
she wasn’t sure whether they saw 
it, but that they “ seemed satis­
fied.”

The $1,800 price has been circu­
lating around the area, but prob­
ably has “ grown by rumor,”  Mrs. 
Harris chuckled.

2. That said election shall be 

held under the provisions of 
Chapter 3, Title 22 of the Revised 
Civil Statutes of Texas of 1925, as 
amended, including the provis­
ions of Chapter 16, Acts of the 
First Called Session of the Thir­
ty Ninth Legislature, and only 
legally qualified electors of this 
State and of this County who 
own taxable property in the Dis­
trict and who have duly render­
ed the same for taxation, shall be 
qualified to vote.

3.. The ballots for said election 
shall have written dr printed 
thereon the following:

“FOR THE ISSUANCE OF 
ROAD BONDS AND THE LEVY­
ING OF THE TAX IN PAYMENT 
THEREOF”

“AGAINST THE ISSUANCE 
OF ROAD BONDS AND THE 
LEVYING OF THE TAX IN PAY­
MENT THEREOF”

Each voter shall mark out with 
blank ink or black pencil one of 
the expressions, thus leaving the 
other as indicating his vote on 
the proposition.

4. The said election shall be 
held at Ruby School House, 
Stratford, Texas, within Road 
District No. 3 of Sherman Coun­
ty, and the following named per­
sons are hereby app>ointed as of­
ficers of said election:

JOHN STEEL, Presiding 
Judge, Arthur Milton, Judge.

5. The manner of holding said 
election shall be governed by the 
General Laws of this State regu­
lating general elections when not 
in conflict with the provisions

of Chapter 16, Acts of the First 
Called Session of the 39th Legis­
lature, hereinabove cited.

6. Notice of said election shall 
be given by publication of a copy 
of this order in a newspaper 
having general circulation in 
Sherman County Road District 
No. 3 for three successive weeks 
before the date of said election. 
And in addition thereto, there 
shall be posted copies of this or­
der at three public places in said 
District, and one at the Court­
house door of the County for 
three consecutive weeks prior to 
said election.

7. The County Clerk is hereby

ordered and directed to post said 
notices and to cause same to be 
published as hereinabove direct­
ed. Further orders by this Court 
are reserved until the returns of 
said election executed by the 
duly authorized election officers 
are received by this Court.

It was more than a little dis­
appointing the way our mem­
bership turned out to the instal­
lation of officers last week.

The membership campaign is 
coming along nicely, and we hope 
to have at least seventy-five or 
eigthy memberships to turn in 
at the District Convention at 
Canadian October 15-16. There is 
no point in spending half the 
year running down the delin 
quent members, so please drop 
around and pay your dues as soon 
as possible.

The District Convention at 
Canadian should be of interest 
to some of you. You will never 
get a good picture of the scope 
of activities of the American Le­
gion without attending at Least 
one of these conventions. Our 
new Department Commander, 
Joe Spurlock, will be there, and 
I know that he will have a mes­
sage of interest to everyone. 
Some mediocre Legionaires have 
become very good Legionaires 
after attending the Shamrock 
Convention, and finding out jiist 
what the score was. Five cou­
ples have made reservations so 
far, and we would like to have 
that many more.

Some criticism has been level­
ed at the American Legion and 
other veterans organizations ov­
er the riots staged at some of the 
Paul Robeson concerts. I can­
not uphold mob violence and 
cannot help but feel that some 
harm has been done the organi­
zation by a few hotheads who did 
not stop to think, but on the 
other hand, some good was ac­
complished. It was a demonstra­
tion that we have no earthly use 
for Communists, and are fight­
ing to stop their ac­
tivities in this country. Accord­
ing to law, there is nothing to 
prevent any Communist from 
standing on any street corner 
and preaching his filthy gospel 
to his heart’s content. Fifteen 
million young American men 
fought, and over a million, of 
them died to prevent the dicta-

with tors from overrunning the world, 
and now government calmly sits 
by and lets them overrun our 
country by word or mouth. Their 
filthy propaganda is the most 
powerful weapon they have, yet 
we have no defense against it. 
In that case, over a million of 
the cream of American manhood 
died in vain, while Eleanor was 
pushing known Communists in­
to government positions over the 
protests of the F. B. I.

If you think we are not in 
danger from within the bounds 
of our own shores, just consider 
these figures I last week received 
from the Un-American Activities 
Committee. In 1917 when the 
Communists overthrew Russia, 
there was one Communist for ev­
ery 2,277 Russians. Today in 
America there is one Commun 
ist for every 1,814 Americans, 
plus a large unknown group of 
sympathizers. Only a very 
small percentage of Russians 
even today are believed to be 
Communists, but the Commun­
ists control the power. This 
constitutes a very real threat to 
our security, yet we still con­
tinue to give them the protection 
of our Constitution.

What can we do about it? 
Probably very little as individ­
uals, but your backing of the 
American Legion’s program to 
outlaw the Communist party as 
a political party under the pro­
tection of the law, and class it 
where it belongs, as a subversive 
group pledged to the overthrow 
of the United State government, 
and every member trained very 
carefuly in the part he will play 
in it when the time comes.

In case you are in doubt as to 
the intentions of the Commun­
ist Party in the United States, I 
will quote the following sworn 
statement of William Z. Foster, 
head of the Communist Party in 
the United States:

No Communist, no matter

how many votes he should se­
cure in a national election, 
could, even if he would, become 
President of the present govern­
ment. When a Communist heads 
the government of the United 
States — and that day will come 
as surely as the sun rises — the 
government will not be a capital­
ist government but a Soviet gov­
ernment, and behind this gov­
ernment will stand the Red army

to enforce the dictatorship of the 
proletariat.”

If you would know more of just 
how the Communist Party oper­
ates, write the Committee on 
Un-American Activities, U. S. 
House of Representatives, Wash­
ington, D. C., and ask for the 
booklet “ 10 Things You Should 
Know About Communism.” I 
am sure it will be a revelation to 
you, as it has been to me.

Those cities were the 
worst places the Hebrews had ever 
heard of.

They were so bad the Lord 
had to destroy them by fire— 
not 10 good people could be 
found there. The prophet fol- 

I lows up that first shock by an­
other. Every single expression 
of organized religion comes 
under the prophet’s lash.
Sacrifices and offerings (v .ll),

I attendance at the sanctuary, ob- 
i servance of the Sabbath and other 
!holy days (v. 13), church gather­
ings, corresponding to our rallies 

‘ and conventions (v. 13), even
prayers (v. 15).

I Put that into modern terms: at­
tendance at church, Bible reading,

I tithing, praying—if that is aU, then 
all is no good. It may be religion, 

land of course it is one kind of 
I religion; but not the kind God 
I wants.

Indeed, Isaiah says God 
hates it; he is “ fed up”  with it 
(vs. 11). What was wrong? 
Isaiah tells them that, too, in 
short simple words. “ Your 
hands are full of blood.”
Oh, the people would protest, 

we are not killers, we don’t lay a 
hand on anybody. Isaiah goes on 
to explain: seek judgment (i.e, 
justice), relieve the oppressed, 
judge the fatherless, plead for the 
widow.

1 You don’t kill outright, you 
churchgoers, he would say, but 
you are so indifferent to justice 
in your city, you take so little in­
terest in the people at the bottom 
of the heap, that people die here, 
widows and orphans die, simply 
because no one cares.• * •

Al a s , nobody did care. One 

hundred and more years went 
by, and Jerusalem came close to 
its end. But nobody thought that 
disaster could strike. The belief 
had grown in every one’ s mind 
that the Temple of the Lord would 
forever insure the safety of the 
city in which it stood.

But a young prophet, Jere­
miah, preached a sermon on 
the same theme as Isaiah’s 
(Jer. 7) It is not the temple 
that will save you, it is not 
church attendance that will 
bring you the favor of God.
As the men of Jerusalem looked 

back to tho great days of Moses, 
they thought of the sacrifices and 
offerings, the tabernacle and the 
rituals and aU the pageantry and 
paraphernalia of a picturesque 
religion, as the great thing that 
God had given them.

But God remembered it other­
wise. Jeremiah even says (with 
understandable exaggeration) that 
God had not said a word about 
sacrifices and offerings; the Ten 
Commandments, with all they im­
plied, were the main Idling.

What God looks for, back of all 
our church attendance and Bible 
reading, is “ justice between a man 
and his neighbor.”  A place where 
that can be found is a good place.

Animal Brain 
Lives Outside

DETROIT.— T̂wo University of 
Chicago physicians have reported! 
to the federation of American so­
cieties for experimental biology 
that they had succeeded in keeping 
ipart of an animal’s brain alive 
lOutside its body to permit study of 
the functions of the nervous system.

The achievement by Drs. R. D. 
Tschirgi and R. W. Gerard was re­
ported to be the first of its kind 
In medical history. It involved re­
moval of the spinal cord of a rat, 
together with the feeder artery 
which transports its sustenance.

Keeping the cord alive in a care­
fully regulated atmosphere that was 
both moist and warm, the physi­
cians were able, by pumping chem­
icals into the cord instead of blood, 
to determine its needs to enable it 
to transmit messages over the com­
plex nervous system.

Chemicals Named ’
Tlie doctors reported that of 

about 25 chemicals tested on

the cord, about six were suc­
cessful in keeping it active. Among 
these were pyruvic acid, citric 
acid, glucose, glutamic acid and a 
sugar.

The doctors, working imder a 
grant from the office of naval 
research, are being assisted in 
their continuing research by three 
others, Drs. L. L. Boyarsky, J. Z. 
Hearon and H. Jenerick, all of the 
University of Chicago’ s department 
of physiology.

Drs. Klaus Unna and A. Kaplan 
of the University of Illinois told 
federation members that myanes- 
in, a muscle-relaxing drug, might 
take much of the danger from the 
electro-shock treatment for certain 
mental diseases. They said the 
drug prevented the stoppage of 
breathing which frequently occured 
during electro-shocks.

Tested on mice, they said, my- 
anesin prevented death during the 
treatment, and later, when tested 
on human patients at the Man- 
tenno state hospital in Illinois, it 
reduced the undesirable side effects 
of shock treatment.

Not Like Curare
Unlike curare, which acted di­

rectly on the muscles, the physi­
cians said, myanesin worked on 
the brain stem and spinal cord. 
It did not produce drowsiness or

Captain C. G. Ely, Dr. Robert E. 
Johnson and C. F. Consolazio of the 
army medical nutrition laboratory 
in Chicago presented a report of 
army volunteers who braved tem­
peratures 40 degrees below zero 
to help determine how much food 
that men stranded in cold needed to 
remain alive.

The researchers found that an 
idle man waiting in the cold to be 
rescued needed 3,400 calories a day 
to maintain a proper nutritional 
balance. That represents about 24 
ounces of food.

Dr. Johnson said that it was the 
first “ open disclosure’ ’ of the study. 
It was conducted in January, 1948, 
in southern Manitoba.

There’ s the obliging carpet 
snake that can help in good house­
keeping, the nasty death adder, and 
nastier taipan or big boss of nasty 
snakes.

You can rub elbows with this 
frightful menagerie on the Cape 
York peninstila of northeast Aus­
tralia. Better yet, you can inspect 
them (nicely dead and harmless) 
at the American museum 'Of nat­
ural history.

Scores of these old fellows were 
just brought back by the 1948 Arch­
bold Cape York expedition. Cape 
York is a 1(X),000 square mile area 
full of strange plants and animals, 
and up to now it hasn’t been ex­
plored much by scientists.

60 to 70 million years ago.

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Finishing Walls And 
Floor of Cellar

QUESTION: 1 should like some 
advice on finishing the walls and 
floor of our cellar, which we now 
are digging out. Our house was 
built without a cellar.

ANSWER: The floor can consist 
of at least four inches of good, 
waterproof concrete. If you intend 
to make a game-room, you could 
cover this with asphalt tile, which 
should be properly laid by an ex­
perienced workman. The walls 
can consist of poured concrete, or 
concrete block. They should be 
waterproofed on the outside be­
low grade with two coats of hot

tar or asphalt paint. The outside 
trench can be provided with drain 
tile to carry off water, or in any 
case should be solidly packed with 
earth formed into a bank at the 
top sloping away from the house. 
Do not throw any kind of rubble, 
stones or anything else into the 
trench can be provided with drain 
holds volumes of water that may 
work inside the cellar. (1 hope you 
will have experienced help with 
this important work.) If you wish 
to paint the walls either inside or 
outside, use a waterproof cement- 
base paint. Get this from a dealer 
in building supplies or mason sup­
plies.

Fire Hazards

Of course one can live in a fire- 
trap—but the question is: How 
long?

The National Fire Protection as­
sociation, calling attention to Fire 
Prevention Week October 9-15, 
poses this question and points out 
that 11,000 people lost their lives in 
fires last year. More than twice

Dry roof is vulnerable, 
that number were seriously in­
jured. One-third of that number, 
the association reported, lived on 
farms.

Reporting that a few structural 
hazards account for at least half 
of all farm fires, the NFPA urged 
farmers to take steps now to elimi­
nate such hazards. These steps 
were listed as: checking of wiring 
systems; wetting down of inflam­
mable roofs in dry weather; in­
specting heating plants and chim- 
qeys, and protection of main build­
ings with lightning rods.

RUSSIA:
A 'Sweet' Note

The Russian theme in internation­
al accord was growing a little 
sweeter, if Andrei Y. Vishinsky,
Soviet foreign minister could be 
taken at his word.

WEARING a broad smile, Vish­
insky had urged United Nation 
n\embers to cooperate. The gesture 
was made by the chief delegate 
as he arrived in New York by plane 
to attend the fourth United Nations 
general assembly sessions.

Disdaining the usual brufsque 
“ no comment”  for reporters, Vish­
insky was almost voluble. “ The 
Soviet delegation,”  he said, “ is 
fully confident that the United Na­
tions is—as the head of 'the Soviet 
government, Stalin, said—a serious 
instrument for the maintenance of 
peace and international security.”

Then he added: “ There can be no 
doubt that the general assembly 
would be able to solve the impor­
tant problems before it providing 
the nations of the U.N. show a sin­
cere desire to cooperate with each 
other and in accordance with the 
principles of the U.N. charter.

Other delegates, advised of this 
and remembering the almost in­
numerable Russian “ vetoes”  in 
matters where cooperation might 
have been most valuable, decided 
to await development at assembly 
sessions to see just how far the 
Russian affable manner would go.

DEVALUATION:
W ait and See

To say that reaction to Biitain’ s 
devaluation of the pound sterling 
was mixed, would be an under­
statement. Instead, reaction ranged 
from hope to fear, from confusion 
to jubilant “ I told you so’ s”  from 
all those who had held that devalua­
tion was the only answer to Brit­
ain’s current economic crisis.

AND that was the chief rub—was 
the solution one that would solve 
just the current situation, or was it 
the entire ansvOer? The bulk of the 
thinking on that angle was that it 
was not the long-range panacea, 
with most observers preferring to 
“ wait and see” before committing 
themselves to any analysis of the 
devaluation effect.

Meanwhile Canada had joined the 
parade of English-connected nations 
devaluating the pound.

THE DEVALUATION move was 
a two-edged sword in the British 
dollar crisis, for just as it might 
result in increased buying of Brit­
ish goods by Americans because 
of lowered costs, it would mean, 
too, that the English would have 
to pay more for the items they 
bought at home. The pound value 
was cut from $4.03 to $3.07, an 
action which alarmed most im­
porters.

While expressing fear the move 
would cost them a great deal of 
money, most traders said they 
“ didn’t know a thing”  yet and 
couldn’t speculate until they had 
some word from British manufac­
turers.

SOME DEALERS and importers 
declared they would take a beating 
on the reduced values of their in­
ventory of British goods already 
bought and paid for at $4.03 to the 
pound.

preme court Justice Wiley B. 
Rutledge.

WALKOUTS:
Cars, Coal, Sfeel

American industry, fighting to re­
gain pre-war stability, was facing 
parlous times. John L. Lewis’ coal 
miners had left the pits. The United 
Automobile Workers union had 
handed the Ford Motor company 
what amounted to a strike notice, 
and now the steel industry was 
next.

WITH these basic U.S. industries 
all down, production suspended, 
millions of workers out of jobs, the 
national industrial and economic 
picture appeared dim indeed.

President Truman was coming in 
for some blame in the steel indus­
try dispute, with critics charging 
he had “ fumbled the ball”  in ef­
forts to prevent a strike.

Four days before the deadline 
for start of the strike, federal con­
ciliator Cyrus Ching had reported 
no progress in negotiations. Neither 
side would budge on the key point 
in negotiations.

The union contended that since 
it had agreed to forego its demands 
for a pay raise, the steelmakers 
should accept the presidential fact­
finding board’ s recommendations 
for a company-financed welfare 
fund. While this seemed’ to satisfy 
steelworkers, it didn’t please the 
UAW.

ON'the other hand, the steel in­
dustry was buying newspaper space 
to claim that it was agreed at the 
outset that the presidential board’s 
findings would not be binding on 
either party, and that if a strike re­
sulted, the union would have to 
assume the responsibility.

Steel leaders took the position, 
too, that the workers should con­
tribute to the pension-insurance 
plan costing 10 cents an hour for 
each man.

BOMBERS:
Gives Reds Pause

The declaration came from a 
man whose qualifications entitle 
him to the rating of expert—Gen. 
Henry H. Arnold, wartime chief of 
U.S. air forces. The statement, 
made in a book, “ Global Missions,”  
was that it isn’t armies or navies 
that Russia fears, but only far- 
reaching bomber strength.

“ Let’ s put it this way,”  the gen­
eral wrote. “ Russia has no fear 
of an army, she thinks hers is just 
as good and bigger than any other 
in the world; she has no fear of a 
navy since she can’t see how it 
could be employed against her; 
but she does f^ar our long-range 
strategic air force which she can­
not as yet match, or as yet under­
stand. In the strategic air force, 
coupled with our atomic bomb, at 
this writing we hold the balance 
of power in the world.”

“ But,”  he warned, “ by tomorrow 
the picture may change.”

Arnold minced no words in the 
dim view he takes of the Russians. 
“ The Russians,”  he says, “ would 
have none of the American propo­
sal that the American air force be 
allowed to build B-29 bases in 
Siberia to attack Japan.” Similarly, 
he recalled that agreement for 
bases in Russian territory to be 
used for shuttle-bombing of Ger­
many, was ended after a short 
time by Moscow.

The air force, in the current 
squabble over armed-service pres­
tige as a result of the unfication 
bill, could take much solace and 
encouragement from General Ar­
nold’ s statements.

MARSHALL PLAN FUNDS

Money Helps Fight Disease in Europe
Critics of the Marshall plan 

could find little fault with one 
phase of it, at least. For the record 
showed that through this means 
the United States was throwing the 
full weight of modern medical 
science into Europe’s battle against 
war-spawned disease and malnu­
trition. This was disclosed by EGA 
officials in Paris.

Through the Marshall p l a n ,

countries and areas taking part in 
the European recovery program 
were being supplied with new lab­
oratory and hospital equipment. 
Penicillin and streptomycin, as 
well as radium and literally tons 
of other medicinal products had 
been put to work in Europe by 
dollars provided by the economic 
cooperation administration pro­
gram.

German Housewives 
Aging Sooner Because 
Of Gadgetless Homes

' NEW YORK.—German house­
wives look .10 years older than 
American housewives of the same 
age because'they have none of the 
labor-saving devices used in hoines 
and kitchens here. This observation 
was made by two German women 
teachers, Dr. Anna Buehler of 
Munich and Dr, Gertrude Weis- 
mantel of Fulda, Hesse, at Pratt 
Institute in Brookljm, where they 
were studying American education.

Members of a group of fifteen 
German educators selected by the 
American military government in 
Germany for a tour of American 
educational institutions, they were 
attending classes in their special 
field. Dr. Buehler is a social 
scientist, while Dr. Weismantel’ s 
specialty is arts and crafts.

“ The housewife in. Germany has 
a hard life,”  Dr, Buehler declared. 
Dr. Weismantel interposed that the 
“ deutsche Hausfrau”  has no cen­
tral heating, no refrigerators, no 
running water. Food has to be car­
ried up, sometimes foxir flights, 
from the cellar; wood or coal-burn­
ing stoves in various rooms have 
to be kept going. Dr. Buehler added 
that many German housewives to­
day were so poor that they used 
discarded tin cans as cooking 
utensils. “ They have no dishes, 
knives or forks,”  she added.

Both women were impressed with 
the way American^men help their

wives with household chores.
“Yoa don’t find that in Germany,”  

Dr. Buehler said. “A German man 
never would help his Wife wash or 
dry the dishes. Only recency, since 
some German men saw American 
men 'lift small children in their 
arms, I saw a few copy the custom. 
But on the whole the German men 
consider such actions as strictly 
woman’s work.”
