WASHINGTON (AP) — China has
launched new relations with the Unit
ed States with a blast at Soviet “‘ex
pansion and aggression’’ and an invi
tation to Taiwan to ‘‘go with the
tide’’ and reunite with the mainland

China’s double message was
brought home by Ambassador Chai
Tse-min in receptions Monday on the
first day of what Vice President
Walter F. Mondale called ‘"the dawn
of a new and bountiful era.”’

The Chinese diplomat said by es-
tablishing ties, his government and
the United States were broadening a
common front against ‘‘hegemony’’
and serving a warning ‘‘to those coun
tries and groupings that seek hege
mony."’

Mondale, in an exchange of cham-
pagne toasts at a reception hosted by
Chai, said the establishment of full
relations reflects a realistic sense of
U.S. and Chinese interests and a mu-
tually beneficial relationship.

““What has brought us together is an
awareness of our parallel interests in
creating a wourld of economic

progress. stability and peace,” he
said

Behind Mondale and Chai, -as they
stood side by side in a crowded room
in the renovated hotel the Chinese use
as their headquarters, were flags of
the United States and the People’s
Republic. The American flag was
pinned on the wall backwards, its
stripes pointing leftward.

Smiling Chinese diplomats mingied
with past and present U.S. officials,
exchanging New Year's greetings
and expressions of friendship. With
Mondale on the dais were Secretary
of State Cyrus R. Vance and Zbigniew
Brzezinski, the U S. national security
assistant

Expressionless and following his
prepared text closely, Chai de-
clared:

‘“The normalization of Sino-U S. re-
lations is not only in conformity with
the aspiration and interests of the
Chinese and American peoples, but
also will certainly play an active role
in combating the expansion and ag-

Intense cold front, accompanying

hazards moving eastward today

By The Associated Press

An intense cold front that socked
the Rocky Mountain states and Mid
west over the weekend appeared to be
moving slowly eastward today

The East was near-balmy, but there
was a hint that it could yet get a taste
of the icy blast that knocked out
power, stranded thousands and killed
at least a dozen people on highways
and while they shoveled snow

Early-morning readings in the 50s
and 60s along the East Coast felt more
like April than January, while the
Great Plains and Southwest still i
vered in sub-zero cold

The mercury hit 64 degrees at mid
night in Baltimore, breaking the 21
year-old record for Jan. 2, according
to the National Weather Service

Meanwhile, a foot of snow still co
vered the ground in much of Kansas
and Missouri. And thousands of resi
dents in the Dallas and St. Louis areas
were without electricity late Monday
and early today as ice-laden power
lines snapped under the weight

At one point Sunday, more than
130,000 in the two cities were without
electricity

Power comypany officials in Dallas
were calling it the worst ice storm in
30 vears. Many of the 10,000 Texans
without power Monday were told they
could expect no power until sometime
today

In Amarillo, the mercury dropped
to 8 below zero. The town of Corsi
cana, Texas, 53 miles south of Dallas,
put up 600 stranded motorists — many
of them returning from the Cotton
Bowl in Dallas — after ice prevented
further travel on Interstate 35

Weather-related traffic accidents in
Wisconsin, Missouri and Kansas ac
counted for at least three deaths
Other deaths were reported by police
in Chicago and Milwaukee, where a
total of five men collapsed and died
while shoveling snow.

Some of the coldest readings New
Year's day were felt in Colorado,
Idaho and Utah where the mercury
dipped as low as minus 45 — and felt
even colder because of high winds
However, forecasters predicted more
moderate temperatures as the storm
moved on

Travelers advisories were issued
early today for the eastern half of
Michigan, most of the Ohio Valley,
Tennessee, northwest Arkansas, and
the Gulf Coast states from Texas to
Georgia.

An ice storm watch for portions of
Georgia was extended until early
today as the front moved through the

A heavy snow warning was issued
for northeastern Ohio, and winter
storm watches were posted for West

high winds produced a wind-chill fac-
tor that made it feel as cold as if it
were -41 with no wind

A foot or more of snow had plas-

~+tered northern Illinois over the long

weekend, and high winds created
near-blizzard conditions. Traffic at
Chicago's O'Hare International Air-
port slowed almost to a standstill
Monday, with four of five runways
shut down and delays of up to 2%
hours. After a second runway reo-
pened late Monday, delays were re-
duced to about a half hour, an airport
spokesman said .

flights into and out of the airport were
cancelled, according to spokesmen
for the three commercial airlines

With the sun seemingly coming out
in full force today, Banks said he
hoped the ice and snow would melt off
the runways by this afternoon

“The asphalt absorbs heat and we
should have some aircraft operating
within a®few hours," he said about 9
a.m. today

A spokesman for Texas Interna-
tional said today's morning flights
were cancelled, but that his company
would be monitoring the condition of
the runways in trying to make a
decision about flights later today.

Southwest Airlines also cancelled
its morning flights — as did Continen-
tal Atrlines. Charles Logue, regional
director for Continental. said that
airline's flights ‘‘at noon are subject
to runway conditions."

Meanwhile, would-be passengers
who have been waiting for flights
must arrange with their respective
airline about finally getting a flight
out of the Midland airport. Logue said
it is up to the individual as to when he
wants to leave and what space is
available on the flights.

Despite the cancelled flights, Banks
said the only time the airport building
has been filled with disgruntled pas-
sengers during the current cold siege
was .Saturday night when the first
flights were stopped. Since then, pas-
sengers have checked before driv-
ing out to the airport, he added.

“People_have asked why we don’t,

have the equipment to keep the run-
ways clear or why we don’t sand or
salt the runways,” Banks said.

A few years ago the two. commer-
cial airlines then operating out of
Midland — Texas International and

Continental — were asked if they
wanted to invest in equipment for bad
weather, the aviation director said.

Both companies said it would not be
worth the $150,000 to $200,000 invest-
ment to let the equipment *‘sit around
for two or three years before using it.
It was the consensus of the two that it
(bad weather) happens so rarely here
the investment in equipment would
not be worth it."”

And larger airports which do have
the equipment still encounter prob-
lems, he said

If the runways were coyered with
sand, Banks said, the sand would
have to pure — free of any foreign
material such as rocks and leaves.
““Pure sand is hard to come by out
here,”" he noted.

Salt corrodes the runways and the
aircraft, and such action is prohi-
bited by the airlines, Banks said

“It's an impossible situation,”” he
said. ‘I realize people want to get
out. If I could do something about the
weather, I would. But I can't.”

Dratt constitution has few surprises

SALISBURY, Rhodesia (AP) —
The draft constitution for war-torn
Rhodesia after its black majority gets
the vote was published today and
contained, as expected, provisions for
whites 'to retain control of the mili-
tary; judiciary and civil service for at
least five years.

The only surprise in the 147-page
document was a stipulation that the
country will be named Zimbabwe
Rhodesia. This combination of the
black and white names for the coun-
try was another defeat for the three
black leaders who joined Prime Min-
ister Ian Smith in a biracial transition
government 10 months ago.

Spokesmen for the two leading na-
tionalists in the government, Bishop
Abel Muzorewa and the Rev. Nda-
baningi Sithole, protested retention of
the name honoring Cecil Rhodes, the
19th century founder of the former
British colony.

The constitution is to be submitted
to Rhodesia’s 80,000 white voters in a
referendum Jan. 30. If approved by
them, it is scheduled to take effect
after adults among the 6.8 million
blacks vote with the whites on April 20
in' the country’s first universal-suf-
frage election.

Ultra-rightist white groups also
protested the constitution, and a
small white liberal group called the
National Unifying Force is urging a
“no’”’ vote in the referendum because
the two guerrilla armies fighting the
government do not accept it.

However, the whites are expected
te endorse the constitution reluctant-
ly, accepting Smith’s argument that
black rule is inevitable and the con-
stitution’s safeguards for white rights
and privileges is the best then can
do.

In accordance with the Salisbury

Agreement between Smith, Mu-
zorewa, Sithole and Chief Jeremiah
Chirau last'March 3, the constitution
reserves 28 of the 100 seats in the
legislature for whites for 10 years,
enought to block changes in the con-
stitution. After 10 years, a judicial
commission will *“‘review the question
of retaining the 28 white seats," «the
constitution provides.

It also incorporates a later agree-
ment that whites will hold 25 per cent
of the cablnet seats for at least five
years.

The' whites’ retention for at least
five years of control of the armed
forces, the police, the judiciary and
the civil service will be effected by
stringent qualifications for top offices
or membership on commissions
which control appointments.

The constitution provides:

—The public services will be con-
trolled by a commission of three to
five members dominated by persons
from the two top grades of the civil
service. All of these senior civil ser-
vants are whites.

—The police commissioner must
have at least five years service as an
assistant commissioner, and all as-
sistant commissioners are now
white.

—The army and air force com-
manders will be appointed by a com-
mission dominated by current senior
commanders, all of them white.

—Members of the judiciary and a
watchdog commission to prevent the
firing of judges for political reasons
must be senior lawyers with 10.years
experience. There are now only a
handful of blacks with such qualifica-
tions.

The draft constitution also incorpo-
rates a declaration of rights providing
for freedom of speech, assembly and
“protection from discrimination.”

WASHINGTON When a flood or
other disaster strikes a community,
the National Guard is often mobilized
to prevent looting in the stricken area
Unfortunately, there is no such hard-
nosed effort to prevent the looting of
public funds by contractors and
government employees who prey on
other people's misery by over-
charging for repair - work or. sub
mitting exorbitant overtime claims

Federal auditors and other official
watchdogs have a tough enough time
fighting waste in normal situations;
after a disaster, the controls are
loosened to the point of absurdity as
federal agencies try to expedite relief
measures for the victims

A\ glaring example of disaster-relief
extravagance is in the Housing and
Urban Development Department's
emergency preparedness staff, which
provides temporary homes for
displaced victims and miror repairs
for their damaged residences

Over the vears the staff has aided
thousands of families hit by disaster
But it has also let employees and
contractors take advantage of its
slipshod supervision, at a staggering
cost to the taxpavers. Here are some
of the abuses our associate Peter
Grant uncovered

— Overtime rip-offs. During the
1977 Johnstownflood, HUD staffers on
the scene logged 22,302 hours of
overtime in the first month. Disaster
relief isn't -a 9-to-5 propesition, of
course, and sometimes employees
must work around the clock to speed
aid to the victims They would be
criticized if they didn't

But a HUD review of the Johnstown
office disclosed that the staff was in
fact underutilitzed, “with eémployees
reporting late, reading newspapers,

-

magazines and personal
correspondence.” In the recent West
Virginia floods, it turned-out that 90
hours of overtime were tabulated for
every family placed in temporary
housing

— Sloppy inspection and shoddy
repair work. Furnaces and water
heaters were replaced when cleaning
or patching would have been
adequate Contractors have
“repaired’ parts of structures that
were not damaged by the disaster
Auditors found mare than $2.8 million
of such waste in a study of last year's
Kansas City flood alone

Most of the blame can be traced to
poor on-site inspection of the affected
homes. ““Damage assessments and
feasibility inspections in some cases
were terrible,” an official told us.
‘“‘Some inspectors obviously made
their inspections from their cars.”

— Overcharges by contractors
During the Boston flooding last year,
for example, contractors were paid
from $80 to $140 for pumping out
septic tanks. The going rate before
the Santa Clauses from HUD began
handing out contracts was about $60.

One disaster relief official admitted
that the price the government pays
“is high regardless of where we're
at."" So lucrative are the disaster
contracts that the contractors
descend on a disaster like vultures
from all -over the country. A 20-man
crew came all the way from Texas to
work in the Boston area last year, for
example

John Gibson, the director of HUD's
emergency preparedness staff,
pointed out that efficiency sometimes
has to be sacrificed to streamline the
agency's disaster responses. “If .we
were slow in responding,"” he said,

White House must realize that the tax revolt lives

WASHINGTON — Unless there is
an awakening to reality at the White
House, President Carter is in_danger
of being bowled over for the second
straight year by the unexpected ad-
vent of the tax revolt.

With the adjournment of Congress
and end of the election campaign, the
president and his advisers wrote off
tax cut fever as an aberration happily
departed. In fact, lawmakers return-
ing here Jan. 15 will have tax-reduc-
tion schemes-in their hands and
hearts, with the prospect of full-scale
anti-tax rebellion if a recession is
around the corner.

Inexperience might ¢gxplain
Carter’s loss of control in the 1978 tax
fight. But there is no excuse for being
hit from the blind side so soon again.

While the president and his men
congratulate themselves on the- de-
mise of what they consider the tax-cut
hysteria, they actually face two
threats as the new Congress con-
venes:

Threat No. 1: Carter’s ‘‘wage insur-
ance’’ scheme may well be converted
inside the House Ways and Means
Committee into a tax “‘indexing.”
That is, the president’s limited tax
relief — compensation for inflation to
workers whose unions forgo inflation-

~.ary wage increases — would turn into

ral tax relief for everybody to
offset inflation. That is nothing more

Evans

or less than a general tax reduction.

This proposal is privately pushed
by Republican members of Ways and
Means, but surely will pick up Demo-
cratic votes because of its wide popu-
larity. Once again, Carter will be in
danger of opposing a measure de-
manded by the economically desper-
ate middle class.

Threat No. 2: As soon as Ways and
Means disposes of ‘“‘wage insurance,”
pressure will be exerted to suspend
the excruciating schedule of Social
Security payroll tax hikes beginning
in 1979. Rep. James Jones of Oklaho-
ma, a rising Democratic power on the
committee, is preparing just such a
bill for early introduction.

Introduction of any Jones bill ought
to sound warning buzzers at the White
House. The Carter team ignored his
tax reduction bill in 1978 to the
president’as later dismay, when it
was passed intact by the House. Ac-

tually, the Social Security tax suspen-
sion is only one of several administra-
tion-opposed- “‘anti-inflation’ propos-
als being drafted by Jones (lower
mimimum wage for youth, suspen-
sion of revenue sharing to the states,

< a spartan welfare reform). But it is

the one with widest support.

Moreover, scores of congressmen
will return to Washington carrying
variations of the Nunn bill in their
briefcases. The proposal by Sen. Sam
Nunn of Georgia, to cut federal in-
come tax rates annually if there is an
annual reduction in spending, had
majority support in both houses but
died in the session-end maneuvering.
Its attempted resurrection in the face
of White House hostility is assured.

Finally, behind all this lies the spec-
ter of recession. Should unemployent
push toward seven percent in 1979, as
widely forecast, there will be a major
congressional push for a quick tax cut
to stimulate the economy. It is one
certainty of life on Capitol Hill.

Yet, with the conspicuous exception
of Treasury Secretary W. Michael
Blumenthal, the consensus within the
Carter administration is that Con-
gress will react to recession with the
discredited old medicine of public
works spending. ““The tax revolt is
just as dead as Kemp-Roth,” one
administration policymaker told us.

In post-mortems of the past year,
administration officials actually sug-
gest the president should have vetoed
the tax cut and gone to the public for

justification rather than signing a
measure that he had little or no part
in shaping. Indeed, so anxious were
+the president’s men to defeat the Re-
publican Kemp-Roth tax reduction
bill that they deluded themselves
about the political reality of tax-cut
fever. i

Blumenthal knows better. While no
advocate of an additional tax cut, he
understands its solid political appeal
and depth of support in Congress. The
secretary of the treasury got nowhere
the last two years trying to educate
the president about what was and was
not posstble in tax legislation. Now he
is trying once more to convince the
White House that the tax revolt is not
only alive and well but a menace to
the Carter anti-inflation strategy.

Mexico is important to
U.S. even without oil

The National Security Council’s
discovery that Mexico really is im-

~portant to the United States was long

overdue.

Mexico is and has been vital to the
United States, and vice versa, for
decades now.

Even before Mexico resumed ex-
porting petroleum, it was one of the
United States’ most important
trading partners, not just in Latin
America, but in the watld.

U.S. government figures show that
Mexico normally purchases some $5
billion worth of capital goods from the
United States and sells the United
States an average of $4 billion, mostly
agricultural products, each year.

Mexico ranks fifth or sixth on the
list of the nations of the world that
trade with the United States.

Canada, with total trade of €55.1
billion, is first, by far. Then comes
Japan, at $29.1 billion; West Ger-
many, $13.2 billion; the United
Kingdom, at $10.5 billion; and Saudi
Arabia, at $10 billion.

Since the oil crisis, though, some
listings exclude petroleum exporting
countries, such- .as Saudi Arabia,
which sold the United States about
$6.4 billion in fuel in 1977.

Mexico follows on the list with total
trade with the United States in 1977
estimated at $9.5 billion.

Traditionally, Mexico's balance of
trade has been favorable to the United
States, that is to say that the United
States regularly sells more to Mexico
than it buys from its neighbor

abuses:— One overtime investigation
was cut short by upper echelon of-
ficials just as it was about to identify
the guilty parties.

American countries. Latin America,
as a whole, buys more from the
United-States than it ships here.

The only major Latin country that
normally manages to sell more to the

United States than it buys is
Venezuela. Its oil sales make the
difference.

Venezuela, which follows Mexico on
the U.S. trade list, had a $900 million
favorable trade balance with the
United States in 1977, on total trade of
$7.3 billion.

Venezuela also is a country that has
generally been overlooked by the
United States. Few realize that
Venezuela claims credit for the
United States’ biggest foreign trade
headache — the Organization of
Petroleum Exporting Countries
Although it is now.dominated by Arab
oil producers, OPEC is the brainchild
«of Venezuela, specifically Juan Pablo
Perez Alfonso. He is the farsighted
Venezuelan oil expert who, back in
1960, managed to convince the Middle
East oil producers that they should
organize to protect themselves
against their customers in America,
Europe and Asia. What prompted
Perez Alfonso was the recognition
that Venezuela was a relatively high-
cost producer of oil, and the Middle
Eastern countries were not. While it
then cost Venezuela around $2 a
barrel to make oil, production costs in
the Middle East were only 5 or 10
cents. By getting the Mideast to raise
its prices, Venezuela was able to
protect its ever less productive oil
industry

Mexico is not a member of OPEC
as membership is restricted to those
countries whose prime source of in-
come is petroleum, and the Mexican
economy is quite diversified. But
President Jose Lopez Portillo has said
repeatedly that Mexico will not cut
prices of its petroleum exports below
world market levels. In line with that,
Jorge Diaz Serrano, director general
of the government oil monopoly,
Petroleos Mexicanos, announced that
Mexico was raising its prices right
along with OPEC in 1979

However, as the U.S. State
Department had commented prior to
that "action, “even though Mexico
sells its petroleum at world prices
proximity to the United States and the
resultant lower cost of transporting
oil provide an economic incentive for
us to continue to be Mexico's most
important market.”

Use chisel and wood sliver for an ouf—of—s'ight nail

Even though nails can
be driven down below a
surface with a nail set,
the wood putty used to
hide the head often shows
up as much as the nail
head. One of the tricks
employed by many
craftsmen is to use a
chisel or curved wood-
carving tool to raise a
sliver from the surface of
the wood. This sliver is
not completely removed,
but made so it can be
hinzed badack out of the
way.

When
it's driven in flush with
that surface, the sliver is
replaced and glued back
in position.

House group finds no
evidence of political act

WASHINGTON (AP) — A member
of the House assassinations commit
tee says there is no evidence of a
political conspiracy in the assassina-
tion of President John F, Kennedy.

However, Rep. Richardson Preyer,
D-N.C., said the Justice Department
should look into the possibility that
individual members of organized
crime or anti-Castro Cubans were
involved in the Killing.

In a statement issued Monday,
Preyer said: -

“Our committee believes that it
was not a political conspiracy in the
broad sense of the word. We exculpate
all ‘major groups and conclude that
changing the institutions of govern-
ment was not the goal of the possible
conspirators.

“We find definitely that there is not
a scintilla of evidence implicating

- involvement in the assassination by

the Secret Service, CIA and the
FBI....The committee believes the
Soviet government and the Cuban
government were not involved in the

assassination. We also believe that
anti-Castro Cuban groups and the na-
tional syndicate of organized crime
were not involved.”

But Preyer added that the commit-
tee **does not preclude that individual

“members or erganized crime or anti-

Castro Cuban groups were in-
volved.”

*“This is an area which we believe
further investigation is most war-
ranted by the Department of Jus-
tice,”’ said Preyer, chairman of the
Kennedy subcommittee of the full as-
sassinations committee.

The committee is asking the Justice
Department to investigate what it
characterizes as new evidence that
both Kennedy and civil rights leader
Martin Luther King Jr. were slain as
a result of conspiracies.

The Justice Department has not
responded to the committee’s sugges-
tion, contained in a summary report
released Saturday. )

The full committeé report will be
issued this spring.

UFO sightings

AUCKLAND, New Zealand (AP) — Experts pooh-
poohed a TV crew’s claim that it filmed UFOs but the
New Zealand air force put a plane on the alert to
chase any more suspicious sky travelers that show
up.
David Mabin, head of New Zealand's Mount John
Observatory, said the unidentified flying objects the

Australian TV men said they filmed over ihe week-

end and another sighting reported on the east coast
of Australia early today almost certainly were the
planet Venus.

Mabin said Venus is currently at its brightest and
can be seen for about 12 hours a day. “From a
moving aircraft or from a car, it could appear to be
moving at the same speed because of the great
distance,"” he said.

The leading British astronomer Sir Bernard Lovell
told London newspapers the sightings probably were
meteorites that failed to burn up on entering the
atmosphere, that it was “‘depressing and deplor-
able” that bright objects in the heavens could be
imagined as visitors from outer space, and that such
suggestions were science fiction.

The Australian TV films were shown in the United
States Monday on CBS Evening News, and afterward
UFO expert Allen Hynek of Northwestern University
told CBS: ““This is certainly one of the best if not the
best, purported UFO films I've seen ... I'm caution-
ing us to be wary of it simply because it doesn’'t fit a
general pattern. It is a nocturnal light, and light seen
in the night sky can be caused by a great many
things.”

Another UPD expert, Phillip Klass, avionics editor
of Aviation Week and Space Technology magazine,
said on the same broadcast: “*“My preliminary con-
clusion at this point is that probably the object they

photographed was a celestial body, perhaps Venus,
that the numerous radar echoes which were reported
to be behind them, which we see no images of, were
probably the familiar radar angels that are so
prevalent in the Southern Hemisphere at this time of
vear. .

5 arrested in Times Square stabbing death

NEW YORK (AP) — Five New York-area men
have been arrested and charged with murder in
connection with the New Year's Day stabbing death
of an unidentified man on a subway platform in
Times Square, police said.

It was one of the most serious in a number of crime
instances in the Times Square area during the
traditional New Year's celebration

The incident followed reports of gangs of youths
robbing and assaulting their way through the crowd
of 150,000 at Times Square on New Year's Eve.

Witnesses said the man was stabbed in the stom-
ach and right-shoulder during a noisy, bottle-throw-
ing dispute on the subway platform at Times Square
around 2:10 a.m., police said. It was not known what
the dispute was about

The victim, a male in his 20s, was taken to Bellevue
Hospital where he died around 5: 30 p.m. Monday.

Police said he carried no identification papers and
the missing persons squad was investigating.

Arrested were: William O’Hanlon, 19, John Can-
netti, 22, Ronald Thompson, 22, Carl Indinoli, 27, all
of Long Island, and William Thompson, 23, of Brook-
lyn, police said.

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Energy tightrope
walked by nation

Whatever else anyone-tells you,-
remember this:

—Your are the villain. Not the
sheikhs of Araby and the lords.of
OPEC. !

Every month you and millions of
your fellow vehicle owners use
billions of gallons of gasoline.

And in comes the inexorable law of
supply and demand; the more you
demand, the more it costs to supply.
Energy Secretary James Schlesinger
says American motorists will be
paying five to six cents a gallon more
next year because of the oil price hike
by nations of the Organization of
Petroleum Exporting Countries.

There are, of course, no easy an-
swers to the long-range
questions that must come up. But this
much is certain. Whatever is on the
way, the nation is walking an energy
tight-rope.

What better example of that than
OPEC's price hike and a decision by
Shell recently to cut back deliveries to
retail and commercial outlets
because seasonable demand ex-
ceeded supplies? )

Back in 1973, when the world first
realized the Arabs had their fingers
clenched around the nozzles of
gasoline pumps, U.S. authorities
began massive programs to en-
courage conservation. We were to
drive at 55 mph, car pool and take
trips only when really necessary. For
the few weeks of the Arab oil embargo
we lined up to pump gas and were
restricted to 10 gallons a time.

Surely those doings hammered
home to motorists the point that the
days of unlimited energy are over,
that superabundance in the land of the
free and the home of the brave is gone
for good? No, apparently they didn't
Motorists are the worst offenders
when it comes to conservation
~_Home owners are doing a little
better in fuel conservation. They are
limiting their energy consumption,
conserving heat by adding better
insulation to their homes, and sonie
are even installing solar heating
systems to share in the energy work.

The same-is true of agricultural and
industrial users

The federal Department of Energy
has just released a report that says
3,000 firms — which consume half of
the energy in the United States —
have cut fuel use by an average of 9.2
percent since 1972 Z a savings of $3
billion in energy costs

Also good news is the fact that,
thanks to Alaskan oil, we can thumb
our noses at the shiekhs to some ex-
tent. In September of last year, we
spent 49 cents out of each crude oil
dollar for foreign oil. This year, we
spent 28 cents.

But that Alaskan oil
forever, willit?

Talk to the oil companies, though,
and they're optimisticvabout the short
range at least. Maybe Alaskan oil will
run out, but there's plenty of oil
elsewhere in the United States, ‘‘if we
could only getfo it,”’ said Earl Ross,
of the American Petroleum Institute,
anoil industry organization.

His-beef is-with the government,
which prohibits — for environmental
reasons and others — the oil com-
panies from drilling anywhere they
please. -

Ross isn't ‘'making any predictions
about whether there will be long lines
at the gas stations any time soon or
eventual rationing of home and in-

Arizona Indians get
help from solar power

SCHUCHULI, Ariz. = Sunshine is
making life a little easier for the 96
inhabitants of this isolated Papago
Indian village.

It means the end of kerosene lamps
and having to travel 20 miles to the
nearest laundry.

Although the sun isn’t shining any
differently here, it will make a big
difference in the lifestyle.

Electricity is being produced from
solar energy for the first time in_this
settlement, which is south of Ajo or
the western edge of the Papago Indian
Reservation.

~—Federalt-officials recently —joined-

Indian tribal government
representatives in activating what is
described as ‘‘the world’s first totally
solar electric village power system.’

The 3,500-watt power project meets
the basic electrical needs of the
village residents.

It will be enough to power 15
refrigerators, a standard washing
machine, a sewing machine, a 2-
horsepower 5,000-gallon-per-day
water pump and 40 fluorescent lights

_for_the _village's homes--and church

buildings.

“In the past they've relied for
lighting on kerosene lamps and they
couldn’t store perishables and water
was pumped by a diesel engine,” said
Paul  Bohn; spokesman for the
National Aeronautics and Space
Administration, which designed the
solar system. .

The Schuchuli solar-electric system
is intended to demonstrate the ap-
plication of a solar technology that
could one day bring a better lifé to
millions of people, another NASA
official said.

Dr. Louis Rosenblum, chief of the
solar and electro-chemistry division
at the NASA-Lewis Research Center
in Cleveland, Ohio, said the success of
the Arizona project could influence
the direction taken by developing
countries to satisfy the pressing
energy needs of their large rural
populations.

A number of other areas on the vast
4,000-square-mile Papago reservation

‘_could also qualify as locales wheré"

such systems might be installed in the
future.

In addition to many areas which
still have no telephones, about 50
percent of the 2,200 households on the
reservationhave no electricity today.

The closest telephone to the
Schuchuli village is in.the community
of Why, a crossroads settlement about
eight miles away, said Stan Throsell,
editor of the tribal newspaper, “The
Papago Runner.”

“The-new-solar electrical system for
Schuchuli ls located on the edge of the
community and consists of a solar cell
array field of 192 photovoltaic power
modules, each containing 42 solar
cells which convert visible sunlight
directly into electricity.

Excess electrical energy is stored
in a bank of lead acid batteries
specifically designed for solar use.

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Lucia can
add mileage

SUAMICO, Wis. (AP) — Car-
roll Lucia says he’s found a way
to trim the gas guzzling of some
of those big V-8 autos.

Try running them on four cyl-
inders.

Lucia plans to-start selling
kits early in 1979 for a deo-it-
yourself conversion from eight-
cylinder to fo*lr-cylinder opera-
tion.

While it’s not for every V-8
engine and it cuts acceleration
capability considerably, Lucia
expects the conversion to prod-
uce a gain of several miles per
gallon.

“*Above 35 miles per hour the -+
car just sails along and you
can’t detect any appreciable
change in noise or vibration,” he
said. But,
across an intersection. You
don’t have that punch. It's like
driving a loaded pickup truck.

“But we have 18,000 miles on
the first car we converted,"” he
added. “I never found one in-
stance when I had to have more
power."”

The conversaion is accoms-
plished by removing standard
rocker arms and push rods from
two cylinders on each bank of
the engine. Replacement parts
hold exhaust valves open so that
compression pressure is re-
lieved in each unused cylinder.
A replacement carburetor stops
the fuel supply to the extra four
cylinders.

Lucia, 65, an automotive engi-
neer for much of his life and a
former Packard company work-
er, has operated Delta Dynam-
ics at Suamico for 17 years. He
plans to begin the mail-order
marketing soon of about a dozen
do-it-yourself conversion kits for
some of the larger-engine
models, at a cost of $250 each.

He said the conversion was not
economical for smaller V-8 en-
gines, and other factors af-

—fecting any mileage savings in-
clude front wheel alignment,
weight, exterior design and en-
gine wear.

*‘One thing I have to tell peo-
ple all the time is you can't
make a good V-4 from a poor

8,"" he said.

In his research, he determined
that the conversion idea was
nothing new

““We -made a patent search
and one of the V-4 conversions
had a date of 1918,”" Lucia said.
But most experimentation with
the process was aimed at the
factory level.

“What we're talking about is
do-it-yourself,” he said, adding
that other possible mechanical
refinements to boost mileage
“would take it out of the hands
of the do-it-yourselfer."’

.He said limited exposure of his
idea had triggered “idosproad
interest but he had gone slow in
development of it, watching Tor
changes in the energy situation
and gasoline prices.

“*No, you don't have the same
power if you convert from V-8 to
V-4, not half the power, but the
individual will have to decide ‘is
it adequate for my use?’”’ he

Winds move

LA CORUNA, Spain (AP) — The
leaking supertanker Andros Patria
was being towed out into the Atlantic
today as northeast winds changed the
direction of the oil slick and lessened
the pollution impact.

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New York Botanical
Garden stores energy

MILLBROOK, N.Y. (AP) —
They're storing thé sun for cold,
cloudy days in a big building here
sheltered by hills and woodlands and
built into the earth.

The structure, the Plant Science
and Administration building at the
Cary Arboretum of the New York
Botanical Garden, is probably one of
the best insulated in the country. It is
the largest privately-financed build-
ing in the northeast United States to
rely on solar energy for its heat.

Thé building, nestled in a beautiful
2,000-acre tract in Dutchess County is
about 98 percent complete, according
to George Boekman, Botanical Gar-
den vice president. Normally, during
winter months, with ice or snow on the
ground, the thermostat is set at 68
degrees daytime and 55 at night. Win-
dow shutters are closed when there is
no sun and some or all of the 28
rope-controlled skylight hatchos co-
vered to conserve energy.

Basically, the intent of the project
is to ' conserve heat and energy. The
sources are the sun, a heat pump and
a gas generator for use in emergen-
cies in the 27,400 square feet of
space,

The structure is two thirds beluw
ground level. Windows on the north
side are narrow; wide on the south

7" side. There is a wind-breaking belt of

hemlocks along a branch of the near-
by -Wappingers Creek and a bank of
protecting earth.

““We can store heat for a week or 10
days,” Bookman explained.

Dr. Willard W. Payne, arboretum
director, said the building, opened in
AprfT 1978 even though it was unfin-
ished, “‘has performed remarkably
well. It has an enormous thermal
mass and is resistant to change. It
absorbs the heat and retains it, aided

-by masonry-a-foot-thick below ground

level.”

The attractive structure cost nearly
$3 million. Actually, (pc solar system
is a dom()nslrdlm project costing
about $260,000 which Payne said
should pay for itself in fuel costs in 12
years. After that it will be 85 percent
cost free, he said, adding that in the
old facilities and greenhouses the cost
of electricity alone was $500 month-
ly.

In summer, the plant’s deep well
water is used to cool air that is circu-
lated through the structure.

Federal and state grants provided
80 percent of the cost of the solar
system aspects. This $260,000, Payne
noted, would just about pay for a
furnace in a comparable-sized build-
ing elsewhere. The cost is based on
1976 dollars and would be more under
the present inflated dollar.

The most striking visible feature of
the building is an array of seven rows
of flat, black, glass-covered boxes in a
sawtoothpattern on the roof. These
are the solar collectors that absorb
the sun’s energy and convey-its heat
to the interior of the building. Each
south-facing row of collectors is 110
feet long, about 8 feet tall, inclined 60
degrees from the horizontal to absorb
maximum energy from the winter
sun. .

Bookman explained the proeess:

“Energy from the sun provides vir-
tually all the heat in the building by
means of the rooftop solar collectors.
The solar energy is fed either directly
into the building’s heating system or
indirectly by means of a water-to-
water pump. Water from deep wells is
used both as the backup source of
heat for the heat pump and to mol the
interior in-the summer. :

“Throughout, a variety of special
systems work both to conserve heat
and natural resources and.to mini-
mize energy consumption. The build-
ing truly reflects its purpose as the
laboratory facility, library and ad-
ministrative headquarters of an orga-
nization dedicate to nurturing the
relationship between plants and
man.

“The sun’s energy warms a mix-
ture of water and antifreeze that cir-
culates inside the collectors. This heat
is then transferred by means of a heat
exchanger to plain water that is
stored in two heavily insulated under-
ground concrete tanks with a total
capacity of 15,000 gallons. The hot
water is released from these tanks
into a series of heating coils, fans flow
air over the coils, and it is this warm
air that actually is cnrculated I.hrough
the duets.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — Resistance is stiffening to
any reorganization plan by President Carter that
would diminish the Agriculture Department

The latest objection came in a letter ‘from Sen.
Herman E--Talmadge, D-Ga., and Rep. Thomas S.
Foley, D-Wash., urging Carter “in- the strongest
possible terms™ to-abandon any such plans for the
department

Talmadge and Foley, chairmen of the'Senate and
House agriculture committees, told Carter in the
letter a shift such as that reportedly under consider

ation “would reduce the effectiveness of government -

service o the people and hamper efforts to meet
the nation’s growing needs for food” and other
resources

Their comments were in a letter to Carter dated
Dec. 28 and released Sunday. It referred to reorgani
zation plans reportedly under review that would
strip USDA of the Forest Service, along with some
conservation and rural development programs

One plan calls for parts of the Soil Conservation
Service to be put into a new Department of Natural
Resources

Another would transfer some rural development
programs from the Farmers Home Administration,
or FmHA as the agency calls itself, into a new
Department of Community and Economic Develop
ment built around the present Department of Hous
ing and Urban Development

Sources said late last week that all or key parts of
those proposals have been cleared by top reorganiza
tion task force people, but had not yet beén submit
ted to Carter

The sources, who asked not to be identified, said
the earliest Carter is expected to announce any
reorganization proposal is in his State of the
Union address to-Congress-tater-this-meonth

In their letter to the president, Foley and Tal
madge said, ““As we indicated previously, we wish to
cooperate with you in every possible way to make
government better.™

But the blueprints for U \I)/\ ‘only accomplish a
moving of organizational boxes' within government,
they added

“They will-not save money. They wili not improve
service. They will not be acceptable to rural Ameri
ca. We respectfully urge, in the strongest possible
terms, that you decide to reject these proposals.™

Talmadge and Foley said further that any reorga
nization of federal programs in resource areas

must be based on the need to manage our vast
complex of crop, forest and grass lands to produce
the food and fiber that the nation will increasingly
need

Thus, they said, a stronger Agriculture Depart
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ment will be required, not one weakened by removal .

Rights of dads

WASHINGTON (AP) As a curly-haired child of
seven, David wasn’t old enough to understand the
battle among the people dear to him. But he was old
enough, according to a New York judge, to “‘express
love Tor both his fathers.”  gha

That was two years ago, and the battle has finally
reached the last forum, the U.S. Supreme Court. It is
the age-old story of a love affair gone sour, the father
and mother fighting each other for rights to the
children, the children caught in the middle

But this case is different because David and his
sister Denise were born to parents who never mar
ried. The complications arising from their relation
ship to each other, to their new spouses and to their
children presents the c¢ourts with issues they have
rarely corffronted

The high court decision this year will determine
whether Abdiel Caban will ever again see his son and
d.nanl« r and-could have broader ramifications for a
Lvumng number of men who cherish the children
they father out of wedlock

The legal dispute is partly a product of the broad

changes of the past decade. More and more men and
women live together without being married and |,

without being stigmatized. American women gave

birth to nearly a half-million babies out of wedlock in !

1975, - more-than H-per-cent of all births that year,
according to the Census Bureau

\gainst this background, the Supreme Court must
consider whether unwed fathers should have the
same legal rights to their children as divorced
fathers

“Historically, the law provided no rights at all to
the fathers of illegitimate children,” University of
Georgia law professor Paul M. Kurtz wrote in an
analysis of the Caban case. -*While unwed fathers
are often anonymous ... there are a number who take
a great interest in raising and supporting their
children. Any _decision interpreting their rights ean
be very important.”

Abdiel Caban was not one of those unwed fathets
who drop out of sight at the first hint of a child on the
way. His love affair-With Maria Atevedo became a
“marriage’ in everything but the law.

It began in 1968. Maria was 18 and had known
Caban all her life. They were Puerto Ricans in
Brooklyn and their families were neighbors.

As their relationship blossomed, Maria moved in
with Caban, took his name and lived as his wife. She
would testify later that they savored one vear of
harmony before tough times came.

Money, or rather the lack of it, apparently was a

problem. In later testimony, Maria complained that

Caban contributed only $30 a week for food while she
paid all of the medical and household expenses and
bought the crib when David was born in July 1969.

Soon after the baby was born, she went back to her
secretarial job. Two years later, Denise was born,
and the tough times grew worse.

Subsequent court testimony was filled with _the

same sort of bitter-accusations that Tlow through the
records of innumerable divorees. He drank' too-
much, she ramaround, and on and on, spelled out on.
the public record in embarrassing detail. .

At any rate, Maria felt “she had nowhere to go
until she met Kazim Mohammed,” her attorney,
Morris Schulslaper, wrote in a btief.

In December 1973, ‘Maria took her children, left
Caban and moved in with Mohammed. They were
married a month later. Maria was 22

The children lived with their mother and stepfa-
ther during the week and spent weekends with their
father. Then in the summer of 1974, the Mohammeds
sent the children to stay with Maria's mother in
Puerto Rico. Accordingto court records, Caban gréw
increasingly disturbed, went to Puerto Rico and
brought his children back to New York.

What was a family matter became an issue for lho
law. Maria won a court order granting her tem
porary custody but allowing-Caban to visit. It was
shaping up s just another divorce case even though
there had been no divorce and no marriage.

MIAMI] (AP) — As Chinese diplo-
mats and U.S. leaders toasted new
ties in Washington, Cuban President
Fidel Castro denounced China for
‘‘developing bourgeois ideas’ and
said the United States was immoral in
its blockade of his island nation.

Marking the 20th anniversary of the
revolution that brought him to power,
Castro Monday night repeated his call
for the United States to lift the block-
dde that in 1962 forced Cuba to seek
new markets for sugar, its key export
product.

For the United States to trade with
most socialist countries while main
taining the blockade is, Castro said,

‘““a deep political immorality, a cate-
gorical proof of the hypocrisy of the
empty rhetoric about human
rights,”

As for China’'s new diplomatic rela-
tions with the United States, Castro
declared “‘the paper tiger is develop-
ing bourgeois ideas.”

He said Cuba would make no such
compromise: “But if the Chinese gov-
ernment sold the revolution—in—ex-
change for Taiwan, technology and
Western credit, Cuba will never
change a single one of its principles
for the Guantanamo base, not for all
the gold nf the imperialist countries
together

On the plus side for farmers in 1978
were a number of legislative actions
that will have a bearing on their
operations in 1979 and beyond, includ-
ing:

==A revised credit program, includ-
ing an emergency $4 billion operation
to help hard-pressed farmers refi-
nance debts with- USDA-insured or
guaranteed loans.

—Additional leeway for the Agri-
culture Department to expand export
credits to qualified foreign countries,
including China if it wants to partici-
pate, and stepped-up overseas pro-
motions of U.S. farm commodities.

—Authority in emergency farm leg-
islation last spring for the president to
boost target prices on crops such as
wheat and corn when acreage curbs
are in effect. It also included a higher
federal loan level for cotton.

—A new law requiring foreigners to
report their holdings of farmland in
the United States. This is expected to
be implemented in 1979.

FOR THE SECOND YEAR in a
row, farmers in 1979 will have to set
aside part of their cropland in order to
qualify for federal price supports on
wheat and feed grains.

The set-aside requirements are es-
sentially the same as in 1978: 20 per-
cent for wheat and 10 percent for corn
with the option of idling an additional
10. percent under the feedgrains pro-
gram.

Although wheat output dropped
about 12 percent in 1978, corn produc-
tion soared to another record of al-
most 6.9 billion bushels and stockpiles
of the two grains are at their highest
levels since the early 1960s.

Even so, grain prices — particular-
ly for wheat — have been higher than
many expected, considering the huge
supply. One of the brighter sides of
administration policy, says Agricul-
ture Secretary Bob Bergland and
other officials, is the apparent suc-
cess of the billion-bushel grain re-
serve program which allows farmers
to store grain — mostly wheat and
corn — for up ree years, thus
keeping~it off the market so that
prices go up.

But the keystone is the thriving
export business, which soared to a
record value of $27.3 billion in the
year that ended last Sept.30 and is~
expected to go up again, perhaps.to
$30 billion or more, this year. i

ANOTHER IMPORTANT develop-
ment in 1979 will be the extent to
which the Soviet Union imports U.S.
wheat and corn. It is committed
under a long-term agreement to buy
at least sjx million metri¢ tons an-
nually and in the year that ended last
Sept. 30 bought about 14.8 million
metric tons. o

The Soviets hada record grain har-
vest in 1978, however, and USDA ob-
servers expect them to buy less this
year.

The national championship in col-
lege football is up for grabs after a
costly fumble by Penn State in the
Sugar Bowl.

The Nittany Lions’ chances for

~ their long sought-after national title

quickly turned sour in the wake of a
14-7 defeat by No. 2 Alabama Mon-
day.

And while the Crimsonh Tide was
claiming the No. 1 ranking, there
were other voices heard from after
the results of New Year’s Day.

“*THIRD-RANKED Southern Cal put

in a bid for the title with a 17-10
decision over No. 5 Michigan in the
Rose Bowl, and fourth-ranked Okla-
homa hoped to move into the picture
after a 31-24 decision over Nebraska
in the Orange Bowl Monday night.

Only the winner of the Cotton Bowl,
No. 10 Notre Dame, was apparently
out of the title picture. The Fighting
Irish beat the ninth-ranked Houston
Cougars Monday in a 35-34 thriller,
but their 9-3 record pales in compari-
son to the glittering 11-1 marks of
Alabama, Southern Cal, Oklahoma
and Penn State.

‘“‘Alabama should be No. 1,” said a
distressed Joe Paterno, the Penn
State coach who lost-an opportunity
for the Nittany Lions’ first national
championship. ‘“‘Alabama beat an
awfully good football team .and has as
much right to claim it as anybody.”

Alabama Coach Bear Bryant se-
conded the motion.

“Yes, I feel we're the best in the
country,” he said. ‘‘There are a cou-

Coach John Robinson, who like
Bryant insisted that his team played
one of the toughest schedules in the
country. ‘‘It’s one of the greatest
teams in USC history.”

Oklahoma Coach Barry Switzer,
meanwhile, wasn’t exactly claiming a
title for his team, but he was promot-
ing the possibility.

Asked who deserved to be No. 1
when the final Associated Press poll
is released Wednesday at 6:30 a.m.,
EST, Switzer replied: “I don’t know. I
think we are a great team. We've led
the nation in rushing and scoring and
came up just a few yards short in
leading in total offense. I believe we
have the greatest offensive team in
the country.

“DEFENSE? Alabama has a great
defensive team. Penn State also has a
great defensive team. But I felt all
season there are quite a few teams
with a better offense than Penn State.
Whatever the final polls say, I just

The offense found a stubborn foe in
Penn State's nation-leading defense,
but scored on a 30-yard pass from
quarterback Jeff Rutledge to split end
Bruce Bolton inthe second quarter for
a 7-0 halftime lead.

After Penn State came back to tie
on a 17-yard pass from Fusina to split
end Scott Fitzkee in the third quarter,
the Tide put the winning touchdown
on the board with an 8-yard scoring
run by Major Ogilvie in the same
period.

The big plays, however, for the
winners came in the fourth period
with some six minutes left.

Penn State recovered a fumble at
the Tide 19. The Lions moved to the 1
with two downs to score the tying

With
35 seconds remaining, the revived
Irish defense held the upstart Cou-
gars on a key fourth down gamble at
the Houston 29.

MONTANA THEN connected with
Chris Haines for the tying touchdown
as time ran out and Joe Unis booted
the vital extra point Monday for a
35-34 Notre Dame victory.

The Cougars, facing away from a
biting north wind that gusted to 30
miles per hour and pushed the chill
factor well below zero, took a com-
manding 34-12 advantage in the sec-
ond and third quaprters.

Montana, meanwhile, was in the
dressing room most of the third peri-
od with a bad case of chills brought on
by the bitter wéather.

“They told us Joe was not coming
back in the second half and we
thought it was over. But we've learn-
ed over the last four years that it's
never over,” said center Dave Huff-
man.

THE WIND, which accompanied a
record ice storm that had crippled
Dallas on Sunday, had dictated the
tempo of the game all day.
