country while a civilian government  is formed in an effort to end the 
turmoil,  the Los Angeles Times said today 

While there has been no public change in the C S polic.v of support 
for the shah.  Amer ican officials have thrown their  weight behind an at 
tempt by an opposition leader.  Dr Shahpour  Bakhtiar .  to form .i t iv Mian 
government ,  the paper  said It quoted unnamed sources 

The Times '  story from Tehran  by Joe Alex Morris said I S offit iais in 
W ashington have repeatedly raised the issue of a "v acat ion " in talks w iili 
the shah

In Washington.  While House spokesman .tody I’owfll told report 
ers the shah "wtiuld always be welcome in this country " If he decides to 
leave Iran

Among routine beginning-of year 
actions, the commissioners set holi­
days for 1979, voted to continue to pay 
18 cents per mile for county travel, set

TKHHAN, Iran (AD) — Iran moved 
another step toward the return of 
civilian government today, and the 
prospective prime minister said Shah 
Mohammad Rez.a Fahlavi has agreed 
to name a regency council and leave 
the country for a rest

Both houses of Parliament recom­
mended that the shah appoint Shah 
pour Bakhtiar, the 62 year old opposi 
lion politician whom the embattled 
ruler asked last week to try to form a 
government that might be able to end 
the nationwide crisis threatening his 
throne.

The vote in the Senate was unani­
mous, but a spokesman said several 
members of the Majlis, the lower 
house, spoke and voted against Bakh 
liar Informed .sources said the dissi­
dent deputies were offended by his 
statement In a TV speech Monday 
that Iran had been suffering from 
corrupt government for 25 years.

Bahktiar was expected to an 
nounce his cabinet lineup on Thurs 
day

"The parliam entary form alities 
were set in motion after Bakhtiar, 
former deputy chief of the anti-shah 
National Front; informed the 59-year- 
old monarch he had lined up a cabinet 
to replace the two-month-old military 
government headed by Gen. Gholam- 
Reza Azhari, the army commander.

Bakhtiar told a French TV inte- 
viewer Tuesday that the shah has 
"agreed to take a trip abroad, to take 
a rest and to najie a regency council”

Vietnamese forces go 
deep into Cam bodia

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) ~ Viet 
namese forces and their rebel Com 
munist Cambodian allies were re­
ported advancing deep into Cambodia 
today on four fronts under intense 
air strikes. The insurgents claimed 
one attack force was only 45 miiles 
from Phnom Penh, the capital

Reliable analysts in Bangkok re 
ported the Vietnamese had opened a 
new front in the Parrot s Beak salient 
southeast of Phnom Penh, through 
which the U..S and .South Vietnamese 
armies invaded Cambodia in 1970 
These observers believed the Viet 
namese would advance westward, 
trying to cut the highways from the 
capital to the coast.

"The three other fronts are northeast 
of Phnom Penh, between the Viet­
namese border to the Mekong River.

The aim appeared to be to amputate 
the northeast s® that the rebel United 
Front for National Salvation spon- 
.sored by Vietnam could establish a 
government there.

The Bangkok sources reported 
w idespread, intense air strikes by the 
Vietnamese using both Soviet and 
captured American-built warplanes. 
Cambodia claimed Soviet pilots were 
doing some of the flying and said one 
MIG was shot down New Y ear’s 
Day.

Intelligence spurces in Washington 
and Bangkok estimate more than 100, 
000 Vietnamese troops have been 
committed to the Cambodian opera 
tion, that more arc in reserve, and 
that the Cambodian rebels could have 
as many- as 200,000 men to fight The 
Cambodian government is believed to 
have some 200,0gB men under aj^ns.

James Stephens, 43, a used car 
salesman, said he saw three princi 
pals in the case emerge from a Fort 
Worth hotel two or three days before 
the defendant’s arrest Aug 20

The trio included Davis’ estranged 
wife Priscilla, 37, his chief accuser 
David McCrory, 40, and karate in 
structor Pat Burleson, 42.

That is the conspiratorial triangle, 
the defense maintains, that implicat

ed Davis in a scheme to kill his 
divorce judge and others.

"There’s Priscilla Davis, a televi­
sion star, and there’s Pat Burleson’’ 
.Stephens said he told two companions 
fixing a flat tire on the hotel parking 
lot Aug. 17 or 18.

He said he knew Burleson, recog­
nized Mrs. Davis from newspaper and 
television pictures and identified 
.McCrory from a defense photograph.

All three have appeared here since 
the trial began Oct. 30 and each testi­
fied such a meeting never took 
place.

Stephens said he did not overhear a 
conversation between Mrs. Davis and

Communists put death in Iraq
KUWAIT (AP) — The leftist Iraqi 

government has executed 18 Commu 
nists serving in the army, a Kuwait 
newspaper reported today

The independent As Siyassa quoted 
travellers from Baghdad as saying 
the Communists were executed Dec. 
24 after b<*ing found guilty of conduct 
ing illegal political activity in the 
army

It was the second mass execution of 
Communist military personnel in 
Iraq in six months Twenty one Iraqi 
.soldiers were executed in June for 
forming illegal political cells in the 
army.

Al .Siyassa said th»“ latest execu

tions coincided with the arrest of 
eight members of the Central Com­
mittee of the Iraqi Communist Party, 
a minor partner in Iraq’s coalition 
government that is dominated by the 
Baath Socialist Party.

The Baath Party has all along been 
opposed to any attempt by the Com­
munists, or any other party, to in­
crease its influence or strength, par 
ticularly within the armed forces.

It was McCrory, he said, who lured 
him into the incriminating tape-re­
corded conversation which triggered 
the charges that could send him to 
prison for life.

Davis said one reason he “played 
along” with McCrory was because his 
one-time employee told him he could 
head off “hit men” hired i)y_Jiis_wife 
to kill him.

Although §J<eptical of “McCrory’s 
scheme,” he said, he thought he 
might convince the purported killers 
to testify against Mrs. Davis at the 
pending divorce trial.

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Jones' pledT^efie chanting heard on suicide tope 'Tex
ATLANTA (AP) — Accompanied

by an eei^chanting sound, Jim Jones 
calmly persuaded liis foilowers that
suicide was the only way to avoid 
torture and destruction, according to 
a U.S. civil rights leader who said he 
heard a recording of the last moments 
of the Peoples Temple.

The Rev. Joseph Lowery, president 
of the Southern Christian Leadership 
Conference, said officials of the Guya­
nese government played the tape for 

whehim last month when he visited Jon­
estown, where more than 900 mem­
bers of the cult died Nov. 18.

“It was the strangest, eeriest thing

I’ve ever heard,’’ Lowery said Tues­
day. “Jones’ voice was extremely 
clear. He was preparing the people 
for an impending crisis, an impending 
attack. He was very calm. He never 
raised his voice.’’

Lowery said Jones told the people of 
plans by some of their fellow cultists 
to kill U.S. Rep_Leo Ryan, D-Calif., 
although Jones was personally  
against the attack.

Ryan, three American newsmen 
and a temple defector died in an 
ambu.sh at a dirt airstrip near the 
isolated settlement shortly before the 
suicide ritual began.

“Jones said that once it was done, 
they would ̂  attacked by parachute 
and other means and the children 
would be tortured and they would all 
be destroyed and killed,’’ Lowery 
said. “He was declaring that that’s 

7 not the way they should die. It was 
better that they should die in protest 
as they had prepared.

“There was rather eerie music In 
the background,” Lowery said. “Kind 
of like a chant being played too slowly 
on a tape recorder.

“Then there was screaming and 
shrieking of children and by what 
.sounded like some of the adults. Then

he (Jones) charged the parents to 
keep their children from screaming 
and resisting.

“He was challanged by one woman, 
who told him she didn’t think this was 
the way out — that they should get 
their friends to help them escape,” 
I.«wery recalled.

“Jones responded to her, seemingly 
without anger, that his friends the 
Russians didn’t want them now be­
cause they had been disgraced by the 
killings,” Lowery said. “The thing 
was to take the peaceful way of 
death.” m

Lowery added that he heard no

gunshots on the tape.
He said Guyanese officials told him 

there were many tapes of meetings at

the Jungle settlem ent, and that the 
F B I  h ad  a copy o f the 4D-minute re c ­
o rd ing  of the su ic ides.

Molinari replaces Dianne Feinstein
SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — John 

Molina ri is the new president of the 
San Francisco Board of Supervisors, 
elected 8-2 by his colleagues on the 
board in what he called “a bitter­
sweet victory.” .

Molinari, 43, replaces Dianne Fein­
stein, who was elected mayor by the 
board after the Nov. 27 City Hall

Molinari said his election ’Tuesday 
was “sweet because I have attained a 
peak in my career that I desired, and 
bitter because I attained it through a 
series of events...that any of us would 
reverse if we could.”
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AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The Texas 
Medieal Association says it wants to 
give paraprofessionals more author­
ity, but doctors are watching pro­
posed bills carefully to make sure 
unqualified persons are not allowed to 
treat the sick.

The TMA also said Tuesday it wilt 
ask the 1979 Legislature to provide a 
legal deDnitlon of death, based large­
ly on brain inactivity, and will recom­
mend the creation of a statewide 
cancer registry^run by the state 
health department.

“ Medical practice accepts brain

death as a criteria for determining 
death,’’ the TMA said. “But legal 
definitions put more stress on circula­
tory and other functions. Therefore, a 
doctor might be sued for using brain 
death criteria. TMA will support leg­
islation that recognizes' circulatory- 
respiratory criteria but also recog­
nizes brain death, especially if life 
support equipment precludes using 
circulatory-respiratory criteria for 
determining death.’’

The TMA’s legislative goals were 
published in a newsletter distributed 
to association members. The newslet­
ter noted that 330 bills had been filed

by late December, and the TMA was 
interested in about 75 of them.

In the 1977 session, the TMA said, 
more than 4,000 bills were filed, of 
which the association tracked more 
than 600.

The TMA said it also is supporting 
1979 proposals that would:

— Decrease malpractice insurance 
problems for doctors rendering emer­
gency care.

— Punish persons who file bad-faith 
malpractice suits.

— Provide financial assistance to 
the families of newborn infants with 
breathing disorders, if the families

are unable to pay for the expensive 
treatment.

"• — Identify lay midwives.
— Provide more state aid for hemo­

philia victims.
— Provide financial assistance to 

teaching hospitals and medical 
schools for residency programs.

— Expan<}^the medical examiner
system. ^

The TMA said nurs*es, lay mid­
wives, social psychotherapists, 
speech pathologists, audiologists and 
clinical laboratory technicians “are a 
J^w of the groups seeking licensing 
legislation.’’

Carp now used to clean out canal

GAMBOA, Canal Zone (AP) — 
Thousands of Chinese grass carp 
have been dumped in the Panama 
Canal in the hope that they will oat up 
weeds that foul ship propellers, plug 
water intakes and clog the gates of 
the canal locks.

“We’ve controlled the weeds .so far 
by dumping copper sulfate and her­
bicide on them,” said fisheries blolo; 
gist Rene Sanchez, “but we’d like to

get away from using chemicals and 
believe the fish may eventually save 
money.”

.Sanchez said in the 1978 fiscal year 
the Panama Canal Company dumped 
625,000 pounds of toxic copper sulfate 
on thousands of acres of hydrilla, a 
plant who.se tendrils may extend 40 
feet. Four other kinds of aquatic 
weeds also can cause trouble in the 

— waterway.

Chinese-Soviet border, weighs 50 to 60 
pounds at maturity and eats well over 
its body weight in weeds each day.

The fish has teeth in its throat and 
eats the weeds by sucking them into 
its mouth.

It is not expected to spawn in the 
canal waters, which will enable biolo­
gists to control the population.

“To spawn the fish eggs must float 
down a one-mile-an-hour current of 
silticss water for about 50 hours,’’ 
Sanchez said. “We don’t have condi­
tions like that here.”

The Panama Canal is an inland 
fresh water system covering more 
than 170 square miles.

It includes Gatun Lake, which 
stretches about halfway across the 
50-mile-wide isthmus! The lake is 82 
feet above sea level and drains 
through the canal locks into both the 
Carib^an and Pacific.

Some of the carp are expected to be 
lost through the locks while others 
will be eaten by predators. Sanchez 
said that beginning in two or three 
years about 25,000 flsh will be added 
annually to replenish the population.

Sanchez estimated the cost of the 
project so far at more than $I million. 
But he pointed out that the cost of 
copper sulfate has jumped to 50 
cents a pound, while the flngerlings 
cost 40 cents each. On that basis, 
25,000 fish a year would cost $302,500 
less than 625,000 pounds of the chemi­
cal.

The carp were hatched at a hatch­
ery in Arkansas where large tumblers 
simulate natural spawning condi­
tions. They were put aboard a tank 
truck that was driven aboard a U.S. 
Air Force C-130 that was flown to the 
Canal Zone.

There have been three shipments 
totaling more than 500,000 flsh since 
February. The first shipment of 135,- 
000 died when they were unloaded, 
from the truck into a pond.'

“ I believe a sudden temperature 
change killed them,” said Sanchez.

The transport technique was im ­
proved, and few were lost from  the 
second sh ipm ent o f 200,000 flsh.

The fish arrived as fingerlings, 
spent four months in the pond and 
grew to about 16 inches in four months 
in the pond. Then they entered Gatun 
Lake.

Sanchez said the pond was full of 
hydrilla when the fish arrived and 
was clean when they left.

A third shipment of 177,000 fish was 
put in another pond. But Sanchez said 
no one is certain how they are doing 
because no one has been able to catch 
one yet. The fish are easily spooked, 
and the weeds make netting difficult, 
he explained.

”Our objective is to control aquatic 
weeds, not eliminate them,” said 
Georges Bouche, another employee of 
the canal company working on the 
project. “So far copper sulfate has 
been the only feasible way to control 
the weed problem.”

Sanchez said the company has had 
up to 40 men spreading the chemical, 
which is thrown by hand from boats 
directly over the weeds.

Declaration asked
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Gov. Dolph 

Briscoe announced Tuesday he has 
asked the U.S. Small Business Ad- 
ministraltion to declare Lee, Pecos, 
Stephens, Upshur and Wood counties 
as disaster areas because of drought 
conditions.

Midlanders who thought this week’s 
reports of temperature readings near 
zero were too warm to be true were 
partly right.

Considering a zero-degree reading 
at 7 a.m. Tuesday along with a 6 mph 
wind, the effective temperature ac­
tually was more like minus 5 de­
grees.

By TO x.m., the iemp«r*tiffo Bad 
risen to 12 degrees, but the wind had 
increased to 18 mph. That made the 
effective temperature minus 20 de­
grees — cold enough to make even the 
most intrepid lovers of the great out­
doors wish for a spot beside a lighted 
fireplace.

Roger Mallory of the National 
Weather Service at Midland Regional 
Airport said he is not sure how a chart 
called the “wind-chill factor” was 
devised.

Its purpose is to show the way wind 
speed affects how cold it is, in terms 
of hazard to life, at a given tempera­
ture.

The chart was devised in the 1950s 
by Paul Siple, an Antarctic explorer, 
who w ant^  to relate the wind to a

chill factor. j >
“This is only an approximation,” 

Mallory said of the chart. “There is no 
way of testing it that I know of.”

Skin can freeze more rapidly when 
there Is a wind, he added. “Ortalnly 
when you have a wind, cold weather is 
more disagreeable than when it’s 
calm.”

Looking out a window Tuesday 
afternoon at the bright sunshine and 
melting Ice, Midlanders may have 
thought it was fairly warm. But 
even with a 25-degree reading, 15 
mph winds reduced the effective tem­
perature, using the wind chill factor 
chart, to only 2 degrees.

"This (cold snap) is the coldest 
we’ve had in a long time,” Mallory 
said.
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Although there is no way to predict 
what kind of weather is in store for 
the remainder of the season, Mallory 
said residents should take more pre­
cautions in dressing for cold spells 
because of the wind chill factor.

It may be colder outside ^ ao  the 
thermometer indicates.

Police investigate 
shooting incident

GRAPEVINE, Texas (AP) — An incident reported 
first as “a sniper" and. later determined to be “a 
shooting” was under investigation early today by 
Grapevine police.

No one was hurt, officers said.
In the incident on Texas 114 near the north en­

trance to the Dallas-Fort Worth Airport and not far 
from where two persons were shot to death by a 
sniper last month, at least one gunshot penetrated 
the rear window of an automobile, police said.

Grapevine police first described the incident as “a 
sniper” and later changed that to “a shooting,” 
according to Sgt. Larry Betik.

Betik said at least one shot was fired through the 
back window of a 1978 automobile from a pickup 
truck that was driving beside it. He said officers do 
not believe the shooting had any connection with the 
shooting deaths last month at nearby Irving of 
two persons.

Officers are not certain what type.of weapon was 
u.sed in the latest shooting and asked for assistance 
of Texas Department of Public Safety ballistics 
officers. It appears that officers found the remains of 
a bullet in the automobile^ Betik said.

On Dec. 9, a sniper firing from an apparently 
concealed posi.tion on an overpass on Texas 183 in 
nearby Irving, Texas, shot and killed two per­
sons. No arrests have been made in connection with 
the shootings although police in Dallas and Fort 
Worth questioned some persons.

The victims of the earlier shooting included Steven 
Thomas Gaulden, 12, of Plano, Texas, and Raymond 
Douglas Andrew, 43, of Arlington, Texas.

Officers said they could not find any sort of 
information linking the two victims and theorized 
they were victims of a sniper who was simply firing 
at random vehicles on the busy road leading from 
Dallas through Irving to the airport.

Officers also discovered that a third vehicle was 
believed to have been struck by gunfire as it passed 
through the area of the other two shootings near 
midnight Dec. 9.

Irving police said bullets taken from the victims 
and shell casings found on the overpass indicated 
that the sniper was armed with a ..30 calibt*r rifle.

New diet for chickens 
cuts cholesterol in eggs

BELLEVILLE, N.J, (AP) — A New Jersey phar­
macologist has developed a dietary supplement for 
chickens he says will cut the cholesterol in eggs 
they lay by more than 30 percent.

Dr. Samuel Klein, the inventor, says the decreased 
cholesterol level reduces the risk of heart attacks 
and high blood pressure for people who eat the 
eggs.

Klein received a patent last month after three 
years of testing the vegetable-based poultry-feed 
supplement at Research Organic-Inorganic Chemi­
cal Corp. here.

The supplement contains ingredients such as cap­
sicum pods, licorice, parsley, elder flowers, rose hips 
and devil’s aprons.

But students at Mount Holyoke Col­

lege discuss the topics in a course 
designed to separate myth from fact 
in three areas nearly every adult 
American has an opinion on: weight 
control, exercise-and nutrition.

Developed by Jessie Lie, a former 
member of the physical education 
faculty and a respected authority on 
physical fitness, the course is elected 
each year by some 100 young 
women.

Instructor Anne Abbott reports 
rope skipping, running, exercises and 
lectures are part of the program, 
which is based on Mrs. Lie’s lively 
evaluation of 16 commoniy^held be­
liefs about weight control, exercise 
and nutrition. Her object is to help 
people approach the scores of fad 
diets, bizarre exercise regimens and 
nutrition controversies with a dis­
cerning and questioning mind.

In answer to the popular belief that 
spot reducing exercises are effective 
in reducing fat in the exercised area, 
Mrs. Lie atate»,-‘‘Tiie fact Is that We 
have very little to say about where we 
store fat or where we take it off ... the 
best exercise for reducing fat on the 
hips or waist is the one which spends 
the most energy — jumping rope,' 
swimming or running.”

Bedtime snacks or rest after meals, 
she notes, are bad for people who 
want to lose weight only if the added 
food and rest are over and above their 
normal balanced caloric intake and 
expenditure.

“For the body’s use of calories, it 
does not matter when you rest or 
when you exercise or when you eat,” 
she says. "It’s the balance between 
the total number of calories con­
sumed and expended that determines 
weight loss or gain.”

Fresh fruits and vegetables are 
more nutritious than canned or frozen 
ones, Mrs. Lie contends, if they are 
really fresh. She adds, however, that 
those picked o^fore they are ripe and 
then shipped across the country are 
not necessarily more nutritious than 
most canned and frozen foods, which 
are picked with all their vitamins and 
canned with a minimal loss of nutri­
ents.

ups collection

Looking for something in the gar­
dening line to do this winter?

How about propagating plants in­
doors under lights? This will help you 
increase your plant collection in a 
number of ways, such as..thxiiugh 
planting seeds, stem cuttings, leaf 
cuttings, division, root runners or air 
layering.

For suggestions for a “light” gar­
den, we turn to Woody D. Bickford of 
the Duro-Lite Home Lighting Insti­
tute, who notes that some light gar­
dens are in full view as the room’s 
focal point. These include etageres, 
built-in bookcases and other cabinet 
arrangements. Or you can quite inex­
pensively buy a four-foot utility fix­
ture at your garden-supply place. You 
could use two 40-watt, sunlight-simu­
lating Vita-Lite tubes in the fixture.

 ̂ Such units provide fluorescent light 
and the amount of ultraviolet needed 
by plants.

f  “The unit will sufficiently and uni­
formly light an area one foot wide and 
four feet long for many growing 
tastes,” says Bickford. “Such fix­
tures often are hung over a table or 
bench used in the growing area in a 
heated basement, utility room, attic 
— or even a closet.”

A unit with two 40-watt fluorescent 
tubes uses about 92 watts of energy. 
Bickford estimates operating this unit 

s for 16 hours a day at an electrical rate 
of 5 cents a kilowatt hour would cost
about 50 cents a week____________

How about growing conditions? 
These, Bickford explains, include hu­
midity, tem perature, fertilizer,

-  water, ventilation and control of in­
sects and disease. "Plants under 
lights tend to gobble up humidity, but 
this can be restored with the help of 
humidifiers, pans of gravel and water 
under the plants, or misting the 

Jeaves dally.
^  “A good rule of thumb for tempera­
ture Is 68 to 75 degrees during the day 
and 50 to 60 degrees at night,” he 
adds.

The lights will increase the plants’ 
appetites for food and drink, so feed 
at least once a week, using an all-pur­
pose fertilizer with an organic liquid- 
type preferred.

Vwater when a  finger poked abdOI" 
one Inch into the potting mix reveals 
the medium to be quite dry,” he 

^ advises. “Ventilate by opening an oc­
casional window away from the 
plants or by using a small electric fan 
to keep air moving. *'

It was suggested they might not be 
able to “hack it in a man’s world.”

Today Sylvia Acevedo and Taryn 
Melkus are top engineering students 
at New Mexico State University. And, 
for the first time, NMSU’s major 
student engineering organizations are 
headed by women students. _

Miss Acevedo, 21, of Las Cruces, is 
a senior industrial engineering 
major. She is president of the local 
chapter of Tau Beta Pi, a national 
engineering society; vice president of 
Alpha Pi Mu, the industrial engineer­
ing honpr society; and an ex-officio 
student inember of the NMSU Board 
of Regents.

Miss iLlelkus, 21, of Ponderosa 

Pines, is a senior chemical engineer­
ing student. President of the-EngL 
neers Council, a, consortium of stu­
dents representing student engineer- 
in g  g r o u p s ,  sh e  is  a l s o  a

representative to Associated Women 
Students from the Society of Women 
Engineers and an advisory board 
member of the local chapter of the 
American Institute of Industrial En­
gineers.

With overall engineering enroll­
ments increasing annually, female 
enrollment is going up even more 
rapidly, college officials say. Out of a 
total of 1,870 students in the college, 
235 are women. , . .

According to Miss Melkus and Miss 
Acevedo,* their opportunities as 
women in engineering are vast — and 
carry a responsibility to be “careful” 
in how they handle themselves.

“Initially, because we are minori­
ties, our chances for jobs are better 
than men’s these days,” Miss Melkus 
said. “It’s not really fair to the guys 
at all.”

There is also a danger that women 
will be “used as tokens for display,” 
Miss Acevedo said.

Both women say they don’t want to 
be hired “as girls” but rather as 
qualified engineers. Being qualified, 
for them, means working in industry 
for a while, even though both even­
tually want to become college profes­
sors. More women professors are 
needed, they say — neither has had a 
woman engineering teacher.

Besides, life in academia will give 
them enough flexibility, they believe, 
to raise families as well as to have 
careers. Because women still have 
“an option of staying home to raise 
children,” they don’t seem to ap­

proach their careers with as much 
drive as men, both students believe.

Even though in the first couple of 
years of college, women are more 
aggressive students, the "men really 
make an about-face” toward the end 
of their education, both women agree, 
adding th^t thley have observed their 
male counterparts becoming more 
ambitious recently.

“ The women have done really 
well,” Miss Melkus said. “Girls in 
chemical engineering have higher 
grades than men. But there i« still the 
difference.”

It certainly was no hardship 
on this trip, with fresh fish and'suc- 
culent sheilfish featured on every 
menu.

Thajirst gastronomic orgy was at 
kbilicfBookbihder's in Philadelphia, still in 

its original location (although greatly 
expanded) which Samuel Bookbinder 
chose for his restaurant down by the 
dockside of the Delaware River in 
1865.

The restaurant Is mofit famous for 
two things: the Old Original 
Bookbinder’s Combinatin, a 1.1-inch 
platter holding oysters, fresh fish, 
broiled scallops, fried shrimp. French 
f r ie s ,  co leslaw  and tossed  
salad!...and that plainest sounding of 
all desserts, rice pudding.

“ We’ve almost perfected that rice 
pudding.’’said John Taacin. president. 
“ We’ve been working on it for 100 
years, and we still won’t say it’s 
perfect. All we’ll say is that it’s the 
best rice pudding anywhere”

Taxin very graciously gave me a 
copy of the “The Old Original 
Bookbinder's Restaurant Cookbook.” 
by Charlotte Adams, distributed by 
Bookbinder's Food Division. Jelinek- 
Ronon Co. Inc., Colonial Building. 
State and Overhill roads. Media.,Pa. 
19063. The cost is $2.95. He also gave 
me permission to reprint favorite 
recipes. Here is the deviled crab 

-cake:
DEVILED CRAB

Ml cup diced green pepper 
cup diced onion 

1/4 cup diced celery 
1 pimiento. diced 
Itsp.salt
'At tsp. black pepper 
Itsp thyme
1 tbsp. Worcestershire sauce 
Dash of Tabasco 
1 tsp. dry mustard

*/4 cup ( Vi stick) butter 
'/i cup flour 
2 cups milk
2 lbs. crabmeat. well picked over
Bread crumbs
Butter
Melt the half stick butter. Add 

green pepper, onion, celery, pimiento 
and seasonings and cook in the butter 
over low heat for 10 minutes. Add 
flour and stir untij smooth. Cook 
another 5 minutes, stirring constant­
ly. Add milk and stir until the sauce 
becomes very thick. Stir in the 
crabmeat. Mound into shells or in­
dividual casseroles. Cover with bread 
crumbs and dot with butter. Bake in a 
hot (400 degrees) oven until nicely 
browned (about 20 minutes). Serves6.

NOTET: This same mixture can be 
chilled, formed into cakes, dipped in 
flour and egg batter (recipe follows) 
and crumbs, and fried in deep fat (300 
degrees) until brown. This is the way 
Bookbinder's usually serves it. The 
cakes can also be sauteed in butter.

EGG BATTER

This is the “best anywhere, almost 
perfected” rice pudding recipe: 

BOOKBINDER’S 
RICE PUDDING 

1 cup rice
V/i qts. (6 cups) milk
1 tsp. s a l t_
‘/4 tsp. nutmeg 
IV̂  tsps. vanilla
1 cinnamon stick 
4̂ cup sugar

2 eggs, well beaten 
2 tbsps. butter i
Add rice to milk seasoned with salt. 

Cook on top of the range, very slowly, 
for 2 hours. (This slow cooking 
releases the rice starch to thicken the 
pudding, said the chef.) Add cin­
namon stick, season with nutmeg, 
vanilla and sugar. Add eggs and but­
ter and mix well. Pour into a baking 
dish and brown lightly under the 
broiler. Allow to cool. Chill thoroughly 
before serving. Serves 6.

WASHINGTON (AP) 
— The Senate’s uncom­
pleted third office build­
ing — television anchor 
booths and all — is going 
10 continue to be a bone 
of contention in the 96th 
Congress.

“When the fat comes 
along, I and several 
others will be ready to 
bite it away," Sen. John 
Chafee, R-R.I., said last 
week In releasing a letter 
to Architect of the Capi­
tol John White.

Chafee, a consistent 
critic of the structure, 
asked White for a cur­
ren t estim ate  of the 
buiiding’s cost, a timeta­

ble for its completion and 
a report on what he calls 
“hidden” costs.

The new building is 
supposed to house 50 of 
the too .senators. Chafee 
specifically wanted to 
know how much it wiii 
cost to enlarge the of­
fices of the 50 who wili 
remain behind in the ex­
isting buildings.

W hite’s office said 
Chafee’s letter had not 
been received, but Depu­
ty Architect Elliott Car- 
roll told a reporter he 
thought Chafee was the 
cause of ’’’the biggest 
hidden cost.” He argued 
that Chafee’s efforts 
have delayed the build­
ing, causing Its cost to

rise because of inflation.
Carroll said the build­

ing might have been fin­
ished by June 1981 under 
the original timetable, 
but he now has “no idea” 
when it will be complet­
ed.

The architect’s latest 
cost estimate is $122 mil­
lion, compared with an 
estimate of $48 million 
when the building was 
first authorized in 1972. 
Carroll conceded the_ 
renovations of existing 
buildings will be in addi­
tion to this, but said he 
didn’t know how much 
they would cost.

Chafee contends $200 
million is a more realis­
tic total estimate, count­
ing fumisliings, renova­
tion of the existing build­
ings and other items.

He tried unsuccessful­
ly in August to get the 
.Senate to call a halt to 
the building and convert 
the site into an under­
ground public parking 
garage and a street-level 
park. The Senate did 
agree to cut funds for the 
building, but the archi­
tect Is expected to try to 
have the money restored 
this year.

S u p p o rte rs  of the 
building say it is needed 
becau.se, with the growth 
of Senate staffs in recent 
years, the pre.sent office 
space is overcrowded.

Opponents challenge 
the need for the building 
in the first place and 
ch a rg e  th a t,  in any 
event, it is far too grand. 
Present plans call for a 
rooftop restaurant for 
senators only, a marble 
atrium and a hearing 
room equipped with 
booths for TV anchor-

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SAN FRANCISCO (AP) -  A bald­
ing man with a triple chin shuffled 
from a jetliner at San Francisco In­
ternational Airport, adjusted the 
lapels of his baggy sports jacket and 
headed for customs.

The fat man’s problem was that he 
looked too skinny. Within hours he 
was in jail, charged with trying to 
smuggle Thai heroin wortli $750,000 
tightly taped to his body. His undoing 
was a pat on the back from U.S. 
Customs. ^

The man was on one of eight daily 
flights from foreign lands arriving at 
the airport, where polite customs 
agents and their wonder dogs match 
wits with the clever, the bumbling 
and the stubborn.

“When I saw the man with the three 
chins, I thought something was odd, 
but it took me awhile to realize that 
his body didn’t look as fat as his

face,’’ said a baggage inspector, who 
like others asked not to be identified. 
They’ve gotten death threats after 
beipg named in the past.

The inspector alerted an officer who 
casually bumped into the fat man and 
patted him on his lumpy back. When 
they searched the man, they found the 
heroin in plastic packets.

The drug smuggler was one of 395,- 
000 persons who passed through air­
port customs last year — and one of 
172 who came to terms with Uncle 
Sam’s drug and duty laws. .

“This is not a major smuggling 
port. The big ones are Miami and New 
York,” said Dennis Orphan, the agen­
cy’s public affairs officer. “We get 
the small-timers ... people who don’t 
want to pay customs duty.”

Spotting the smugglers isn’t pure 
chance. Inspectors and agents are 
trained to watch for telltale behavior

and circumstances.
“ Sometimes you’llyspot someone 

going from line to lin^'-teoking for 
someone he thinks looks like an easy 
inspector, or maybe they’re sweating, 
or acting nervous,” Orphan said.

In one case, a young man and 
woman arrived at customs after a 
short trip to Thailand. The woman 
looked too poorly dressed to afford the 
trip and was questioned along with 
her boyfriend. She was clean. But her 
boyfriend had $400,000 in heroin in the 
run-down soles of his shoes.

“It was one of the best jbbs I’ve 
ever seen,” an inspector said. “The 
soles had been cut off, hollowed out 
and perfectly resewn on those old 
shoes.” The tip-off? His walk looke;d 
odd.

“I was standing in the bar and I saw 
a man with a big watch and a lot of 
jewelry on,” recalled one officer. “So

I complimented him on the watch and 
asked him where he bought it. He 
laughed and said, ‘I just smuggled it 
through customs.’ His mouth fell open 
when I identified myself. ... It hap- 
p<>ns more than you would think.” 

Most who try to beat the govern­
ment are small-timers who may be 
trying to get away with no more than 
a few dollars. Many yield to a re­
minder from the inspector that they 
can revise their customs claims. 
Others stubbornly persist and wind up 
paying penalties and face the pros­
pect of jail. \

“There are 77,000 differ^! items 
that come into the^ounjj:^ and we 
have.specialists to evaWate every one 
of them for import duty — from shark 
fins to mushrooms,” Orphan said.

Informers also play a role in catch­
ing the unskilled smuggler.

“We encourage informers by-pay-'

ing them,” Orphan said. “A guy who 
goes to Mexico and buys drugs 
doesn’t have a chance. The guy he 
buys from calls us, gives his descrip­
tion, how much he bought, and how he 
plans to get it out of the country. We 
pick the guy up. The informer gets a 
percentage up to $50,000,” Orphan 
said.

Drugs are found in boxes with false 
bottoms and shaving cream cans with

false bottoms and tops, complete with 
brand name and dirty price sticker.

Trained dogs also are used to smell 
drugs in cargo and sometimes bag­
gage. They don’t sniff people because 
of the possibility the dogs might bite. 
“A dog can check out a car in two 
minutes, while it takes an inspector a 
half-hour. We run them through the 20 
cargo areas every day. They don’t 
miss,” Orphan said.

Audrrreport points to Navy mismanagement

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WASHINGTON (AP) —Congressio­
nal auditors say the Navy has failed 
to change construction plans for a 
new fleet of ships — still being built — 
though it knows they may have to be 
recalled for major alterations after 
being sent to sea.

In a report released today, the au­
ditors also said the ships, 26 guided 
missile frigates, are “quite vulner­
able to low-level enemy threats,” and 
ways to improve their survivabtltty 
are limited.

“The evidence points to serious 
Navy mismanagement,” Sen. Wil­

liam Proxmire, D-Wis., said In re­
leasing the report by the General 
Accounting Office (GAO).

Proxmire, opening hearings by a 
Joint Economk; subcommittee on the 
ships, said the guided missile frigate 
program “is one of the saddest cases 
of government procurement to come 
to my attention.”

There was no immediate comment 
from the Pentagon.__

The Navy lias awarded contracts 
for 29 of the FFG-7 class frigates, 
including three for the Australian 
Navy. By the mid-1980s, the frigates

are to be the backbone of the Navy’s 
sea control fleet, protecting convoys 
and amphibious forces from attack by 
a irc rah , subm arines and other 
ships.

As of last October, construction still 
had not yet begun on 12 of the 26 U.S. 
ships, and each will take 2^ to 
3H years to build, GAO said.

In early designs, space and weight 
allotments were reserved on the ships 
for helicopters and a towed sonar 
system, both still being developed.

By September 1976, the Navy knew 
the ship's stern would require modifi­

cation to accommodate the sonar sys­
tem and a helicopter known as 
LAMPS-MK III, a larger airship than 
was originally intended.

By early 1977, the auditors added, 
“it became apparent that the com­
partments and bulkheads in the entire 
stern section below deck would have 
to be rearranged to Install these sys­
tems on the ship.”

The auditors said the Navy a c ­
knowledged it did not analyze the eco­
nomic feasibility of putting the modi­
fied stern into some, if not all, of 
the 26 ships during construction.

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Raul Castro warns of U.S. 
pressure and intimidation

MIAMI (AP) — His speech punctuated by the roar of Soviet-built war­
planes, Cuban Defen.se Minister Raul Castro charged America’s diplo­
matic linkup with China is an attempt to divide world revolutionaries by 
bribery.

-• Castro’s fiery speech during the annual military forces review in Ha­
vana Tuesday marked Cuba’s second harsh attack this week on the 
warming U.S.-China ties and underscored the complaints of his brother. . 
President Fidel Castro.

The speech was broadcast by the government radio and monitored in 
Miami.

“Imperialism is trying to divide the revolutionary movement through­
out the world by establishing new alliances,” Raul Castro said. “It is 
using its means of pressure, intimidation and bribe.

“It is'degrading that the government of the U.S. has established offi­
cial ties with China, only after China has become a collaborator of the 
CIA and the South African regime in backing the rebel forces ...in Ango­
la,” he said.

Castro said Cuba was sincerely trying to "put an end to 20 years of 
hostility” in relations with the United States, but he doubted the United 
States was doing the same.

He cited the American declaration of a 200-mile offshore fishing limit, 
which he said “implied the reduction of our traditional fishing zone.”

Castro also denounced the overflights last fall by American SR-71 
spy planes. U.S. military officials said in November the flights were 
ordered to determine whether new Soviet-built MiG-23 fighters were 
equipped with nuclear weapons, ________

But President Carter said at a Nov. 30 news conference, “We have no 
evidence at all that atomic weapons are present in Cuba.”

Castro said the planes were added to Cuban forces “a year ago, but the 
information was withheld until now for propaganda purposes and as a 
means of political pressure.”

Pilot reportedly ‘not able’ 
to speak to investigators

PORTLAND, Ore. (AP) — An In­
terview with the pilot of the United 
Air Lines jet that crashed here would 
plug the last remaining gap in the 
Jtederal investigation of the crash.

But just when that interview will 
occur was in question today.

Federal investigators said they 
would make another attempt today to 
question Malbum McBroom, the pilot 
of the DC-8 that crashed here Thurs­
day, killing 10 of the 184 persons on 
board.

The Investigating teaWi fronr the 
National Transportation Safety 
Board has spent five days examining 
the wrpckage.^They. s^y evidence in­
dicates the plalie was out of fuel when 
it crashed.

McBroom, 52, of Loveland, Colo.,
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was reported in good condition at 
Gresham Community Hospital, but 
his doctor told investigators Tuesday 
he was not in good enough health to be 
questioned.

Pete Chesney of the Federal Avia­
tion Administration said the inter­
view was the last remaining major 
gap in the evidence. But he said he 
wasn’t sure McBroom would ever 
speak to investigators because of pos­
sible lawsuits.

“We don’t know whether he’s going 
to taUt-«F ««tr’-̂  Cboaney sa4A--“ffeV  
hired a lawyer and that’s very unusu­
al.”

Chesney said he had investigai^ at 
least a dozen'airline crashes and thlk 
was the first time a pilot had hired an 
attbmey.

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Drugs may react harmfully with your food, drinks

The drugs you take for help can 
turn around and hurt unless you are 
c^r^ful about what you swallow and 
when.

Drugs interact with foods, bever­
ages and other medicines and the 
resuits can cause illness and even 
death. Many drugs also have poten­
tially serious side effects. Individuai

responses vary widely.
‘‘There are people dying every day 

from adverse reactions to drugs,” 
says Toseph Graedon, author of ‘‘The 
People’s Pharmacy," a guide to med­
icines.

Ask questions about your prescrip­
tions. “It’s the doctor’s responsibility 
to communkate with the patient 
about the treatment,” Graedon says. 
But doctors don’t always have enough 
time. And they may not know about

your particular problems unless you 
tell them.

Have the doctor write down the 
brand and generic names of any drug 
^ scribed . Find out if there are any 

girestrictions on taking the medicine; 
.some drugs, for example, cannot be 
taken with fruit juice. Inquire about 
side effects and let the doctor know if 
you are taking any other medicines, 
prescription or non-prescription.

Steven Strauss, author of “Your

Prescrip tion  and You,” warns 
against combining medicines without 
advice. “When certain drugs are 
taken together, they may produce 
certain effects that do not occur if the 
drugs are taken individually or at a 
different time.”

Common foods also can cause seri­
ous problems with some drugs. “In 
general,” the Food and Drug Admin­
istration says, “the presence of food 
in the stomach and intestines can

influence a drug’s effectiveness by 
slowing down or speeding up the time 
it takes the medicine to go through the 
gastrointestinal tract to the site in the' 
body where it is needed.

The FDA says that it usually is 
unwise to take drugs with soda pop or 
with acid fruit or vegetable juices 
unless you check with your doctor 
first. These beverages can result in 
excess acidity that may cause some 
drugs to dissolve quickly in the stom­

ach instead of in the intestines where 
they can readily be absorbed into the 
bloodstream. -

Here is a look at some common 
types of drugs and foods they interact 
with:

TETRACYCLINE: Compounds 
containing tetracycline should not be 
used with milk or dairy products like 
cheese and yogurt. The calcium in the 
food cuts down the absorption of the 
drug.
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Carter taking 
political risks, 

^ays Ham Jordan

WASHINGTON (AP) — President 

Carter is taking what his top aide 
calls “considerable risks” with his 
political future.

Hamilton Jordan, presidential as­
sistant and the person Carter values 
as his best political brain, argues that 
two of those risks will pay dividends. 
But the third looks like a crap shoot.

First is the budget. Carter is cutting 
back some traditional Democratic 
programs and holding others at cur­
rent ievels of spending. The programs 
are designed to help the poor and 
disadvantaged.

When Carter unveils his budget 
later this month, blacks, big-city 
mayors, consumer advocates and 
labor leaders are not likely to be very 
happy.

Carter has one more budget to pre­
pare — a year from now — before the - 
1980 election. He can give back half a 

_loaf.
But then again, he might not.

“I’d argue that, although it’s upset­
ting to some people to cut the budget, 
the option is for the government not to 
do its part in the fight against infla­
tion,” Jordan says. “And that’s the 
single most pervasive problem the 

, people face.
“If we did one thing poorly last 

year, it’s that we did not make the 
argument, which is so valid, that the ‘ 
people that are hurt most by inflation 
are the people who are on fixed in­
comes and the poor and the disadvan­
taged.

“We’re cutting the budget with the 
higher purpose of bringing the rates 
of inflation under control — and that 
will benefit the poor and disadvan­
taged people and working people 
more than any other group in the 
country.”

The second risk is Carter’s effort to 
make the government responsive pol­
itically and administratively.

To that end, the White House per- 
.sonnel office, under Jordan’s supervi­

sion, began a review several months 
ago of second and third-ranking offi­
cials in the Cabinet departments. It 
sent evaluation reports in mid-De­
cember to Labor, Commerce, Justice 
and Energy.

The move resulted in public embar­
rassment.

Word l^ked that the White House 
didn’t like the way Under Secretary of 
Labor Robert Brown and Assistant 
Secretary Francis X. Burkhardt were 
performing.

Secretary Ray Marshall asked 
Burkhardt to resign.

Brown was Marshall’s personal 
choice for the No. 2 job at Labor. And 
Marshall said flatly that he would not 
ask Brhwn to leave.

The White House now says Brown 
was never a target.

Jordan considers such embarrass­
ment an acceptable risk. The review 
will go on.

“They are our appointees — the 
Cabinet officers and these assistant

secretaries,” Jordan says. “We gave 
the Cabinet officers^broad latitude in 
choosing these people. It’s not unrea­
sonable two years later for us to come 
back and say, ‘Okay, we think you’ve 
made a mistake here. Let’s talk about 
it.’

“The bottom line is that if President 
Carter does a good job and stands for 
re-election, he’ll be re-elected,” Jor­
dan says. ’’If he’s judged over the 
next 12 to 18 months as not doing a 
good job, he will have political diffi­
culties.”

The crap shoot has to do with the 
image Carter will portray as an in­
cumbent. Can a president, who is the 
biggest Washington insider of all, run 
again as a Washington outsider?

Can he still tell people he’s not like- 
all those politicians in Washington?

“I thinMie can really have the best- 
of both worlds,” Jordan says. -

The question is whether any man, 
even a president, can have it both, 
ways.

Mexico jumps into 
sixth in production

MEXICO CITY (AP) — Mexico has leaped Into the sixth place among 
the world’s oil producing nations with the increase of their proven 
reserves to more than 40 billion barrels, an official for the Mexican oil * 
monopoly Pemex said Tuesday.

The figures were released by Pemex'President Jorge Diaz .Serrano in a 
New Year’s Day announcement. The figures have been certified by the 
Mexican Institute of Petroleum.

The Pemex announcement said the new proven reserves will give 
Mexico enough oil to continue production at a level of 1.835 million barrels 
a day for 60 years.

The new reserves put Mexico behind the Soviet Union, Saudi Arabia, 
Iran, the United .States and Kuwait among the world’s oil produced. 
Mexico’s 1.5 million barrels of daily production put it 13th in the world.

The Soviet Union has the world’s largest daily production of 10.9 billion 
barrels a day.

The Pemex spokesman said the new proven reserves include findings 
at a new discovery in Chicontepec, where in November the oil company 
announced an oil field with potential reserves of 106 billion barrels.

However potential reserves maintained at 200 billion barrels in the Jan.
I announcement the spokesman said, becau.se total resources in the 
Chicontepec find had not been evaluated.

The country’s probable reserves were also estimated at 44.6 billion 
barrels.

Mexico is experiencing a meteoric ri.se in its oil reserves with new 
discoveries taking place with increasing frequency. Just four months 
ago, Pemex said its proven reserves were only 20 billion barrels.

Foreign oil experts have indicated the Pemex figures are very 
conservative and have said the country proven reserves could reach 120 
billion barrels, or three times the new figures.

Brown finals opener; 
wildcat projects slated

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) -  The crisis 
in Iran — which provides five percent 
of the United States’ crude oil — 
should teach this country not to de­
pend on oil imports, kays Chairman 
Mack Wallace of the Texas Railroad 
Commission.

Wallace urged President Carter by 
letter to lead the United States in an 
all-out effort to raise domestic energy 
^oduction in 1979.

WallaceCsaid there are three es.sen 
tial elements in any program to give 
the nation “a greater degree of inter­
national respect and energy sufficien­
cy."

These elements include:
— Accelerated deregulation of oil 

and natural gas prices, with financial 
incentives for the industry so it will 
plough those incentives Into energy 
development.

— Measures to settle energy-en­
vironmental conflicts promptly and to 
encourage development of energy re­
sources controlled by the federal gov­
ernment.

— Measures to assist in the private 
development of high-cost energy re­
sources, such as synthetics, coal and 
shale.

Wallace said " it Is universally 
agreed" that the United States will be 
importing 12-16 million barrels of oil a 
day by 1985, ra th e r than the six 
million barrels per day called for by 
the national energy plan.

The Iranian crisis, he said, has 
demonstrated the inherent instability 
of “critically important" members of 
the Organization of Petroleum Ex­
porting Companies.

"We should never forget that they 
(OPEC members) are developing 
countries, experiencing all the inevi­
table strains and tensions of moderni­
zation,” Wallace said. "They are also 
the target of maximum Soviet efforts 
to heighten that instability."

Wallace also noted the recent in­
crease in foreign oil prices and said,

. "If this price trend continues, the 
objectives you (Carter) have set with 
respect to the control of inflation and 
the stabilization of the dollar will not 
be achieved”

"A nation which fails to react 
strongly and with determination to 
this l e s ^  In excessive external de­
pendence laSiinlikeiy to remain for 
long a great nation," Wallace said.

National, union officials

DENVER (AP) — National offi­
cials and local presidents of the 
60,000-member refinery workers 
union appear convinced there will be 
a strike against the oil industry when 
their two-year contracts expire at

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midnight Sunday.
Officials of several large union 

locals in Texas — where most major 
oil companies maintain corporate 
headquarters or large refineries — 
say a strike looms large because of 
one issue; President Carter’s wage- 
price guidelines.

The negotiations betvyeen the oil 
companies and the union represent 
the first major showdown under the 
Carter guidelines.

“It’s unfair to workers,” said Al 
Grospiron, president of the Denver- 
based Oil, Chemical and Atomic 
Workers International Union. “The

Spokesmen for the nation’s major 
oil companies declined comment on a 
possible strike.

UNTIL LAST WEEK, none of the oil 
companies had made contract offers. 
Gulf Oil broke the ice last Wednesday, 
and several other large companies 
followed by the end of the week, in­
cluding Texaco, Shell, and Phillips.

Salary increases in the contract 
offers' fell within the 7 percent figure 
of the Carter program.

Grospiron charged the oil compan­
ies with “wrapping themselves in the 
American flag” as justification for 
limiting pay raises and fringe-benefit 
improvements. “We’re fighting an in­
justice and we must resist. We have 
no choice,” he said in a recent inter­
view.

He maintained he does not tike the 
fact that OCAW is the first major 
union to negotiate since Carter issued 
his guidelines late last summer.

“I would prefer that we weren’t 
first up,” said Grospiron, a gravel­
voiced former Texas City, Texas, ma­
chine operator who has been presi­
dent of the international oil workers 
union since 1965. “This is getting us 
more publicity than I would like for us 
to have. But someone has to be first, 
and there’s nothing we can do about 
it.”

What Grospiron and other union 
[ Td'diins bend

the Carter guidelines to fit OCAW’s 
bargaining program.

THE UNION HAS put no specific 
price tag on the package it seeks, but 
in keeping with gains made by other 
major unions in 1978 before Carter 
issued his guidelines, the oil workers 
are presumably after an increase of 
11 or 12 percent, including major 
gains in company-paid medical cov­
erage.

Although union locals negotiate in­
dividual contracts with the oil com­
panies, they have voted Grospiron 
authority to call a national walkout.

Roy Barnes, secretary-treasurer of 
OCAW Local 367, a Houston unit of
3.600 members, most of whom are 
employees of Shell, said there was a 
strong possibility Grospiron would 
authorize a strike.

" I  think th e re ’s an excellen t 
chance,” Barnes said in a telephone 
interview. He pointed out that OCAW 
“doesn’t have the tradition of the 
United Minet^Workers — ‘no contract 
no work’ — so we wouldn’t necessari­
ly go out at midnight on Jan. 7. We’ll 
negotiate right down to the end if we 
feel we can get results."

Joe Campbell, secretary-treasurer 
of Local 227, the largest of three 
OCAW locals in Houston and one of 
the largest in the nation with 4,500 
members, said, -‘-4 think there’ll be 
strikes around the country.”

“I ’d hate to see it happen, because 1 
feel strikes hurt the workers too,” 
said Campbell. “But we feel Carter’s 
really turned his back on us."

BILLY PARHAM, secretary-trea­
surer of Local 423, a Texaco unit with
3.600 workers in Beaumont, Texas, 
said, "I think the president’s (Gro­
spiron) going to take us out. It’s as 
simple as that.”

One president of a small local said 
he believed the industry and the union 

might agree to a short-term contract, 
instead of the two-year agreements 
which have become traditional.

“I think if nothing else works, a 
short-term contract, like for about six

months, might be the way to go for 
right now,” said David Briscoe, presi­
dent of Local 2286, an Amoco bargain­
ing group in Salt Lake City which has 
160 members.

There are 245 oil companies and 
more than 400 contracts involved In 
the negotiations between the oil indus­
try and the union, according to the 
OCAW research department. Approx­
imately 17 million barrels of crude oil 
are processed daily in the United 
States. Of the 145 oil companies, the 
top 20 account for 14.6 million barrels 
of crude oil processed daily — or 85.8 
percent of the nationwide total.

“Many of the companies are vir­
tually mom-and-pop operations,” 
said Dick Leonard, ()CAW’s director 
of research.

The largest domestic crude oil pro­
cessor is Exxon USA of Houston,' 

■“whose refineries process 1.3 million 
barrels of crude oil each day.

A spokesman for Exxon USA, Joe 
Tucker, said that the company was 
only slightly involved in the OCAW 
negotiations. “Our only union refin­
ery is one in Great Falls, Montana, 
which has about 175 workers,” Tucker 
said.

WASHINGTON (AP)— The United 
States and other western oil-consum­
ing nations can survive the Iranian oil 
shutdown with no shortages or price 
increases for six months or more. 
State Department officials said Tues­
day.

Increased production by other oil 
exporting nations and a drawing 
down of existing oil stockpiles will 
more than cushion any shortage pro­
duced by the strikes against Iran’s oil 
industry, the officials, who asked not 
to be identified, said.

Iran, which normally exports 5 mil­
lion barrels of oil a day, ceased ex­
ports a week ago.

About half of the shortfall has since 
been made up by Saudi Arabia, which 
has increased its production by about 
1.5 million ba;-rels a day, and other 
Persian Gulf states, as well as Mexi­
co, the United Kingdom and Venezue­
la.

The administrartion official who 
briefed reporters said existing world 
stockpiles of oil wecebetween 4 MUion 
and 5 billion barrels.

“We estimate at the moment cur­
rent stocks plus the increased produc­
tion should be enough to avoid strin­
gent oil shortages over the coming 
weeks and even months,” the official

The Crimson Tide of Alabama, con­
querors of previously unbeaten Penn 
State in the Sugar Bowl, avenged last 
season’s disappointing runnerup fin­
ish and was named college football’s 
national champion for 1978 today by 
The Associated Press.

In a tight ttTree-w¥y r^ c e ^ i th  
Southern California and Oklahoma, 
Alabama received 38 first-place votes 
and 1,317 of a possible 1,360 points 
from a nationwide panel of 68 sports 
writers and-broadcasters.

Alabama defeated Penn State 14-7 
Monday and thereby captured the 
national championship it thought it 
should have won a year ago when the 
Crimson Tide wound up behind Notre 
Dame in a controversial finish.

Southern Cal, which defeated Mich­
igan 17-10 in the Rose Bowl, received

19 first-place votes and 1,285 poinfsr 
Oklahoma received the remaining l1 
first-place votes and 1,251 points fol­
lowing a 31-24 triumph over Nebraska 
in the Orange Bowl.

Alabama, Southern Cal and Oklaho­
ma all trailed top-rated Penn State in 
the final regular-.season poll. But the 
Nittany Lions slipped from first place 
to fourlh with 1,168 points after Ala­
bama ended their 19-game winning 
streak.

Michigan held onto fifth place with 
989 points despite its loss in the Rose 
Bowl. Clemson moved up from se­
venth to sixth with 950 points for a 
17-15 decision over Ohio State in the 
Gator Bowl. Notre Dame’s defending 
national champions finished seventh 
this time with 914 points. The Fighting 
Irish jumped from 10th place by edg­
ing Houston 35-34 in the Cotton Bowl.

Nebraska, the only team to beat 
Oklahoma this season, dropped from

sixth to~eighth after bowing to the 
Sooners in the Orange Bowl rematch. 
The Cornhuskers received 865 points.

The Texas Longhorns, who lost out 
on the national championship a year 
ago when they lost to Notre Dame in 
the Cotton Bowl, climbed from 14th to 
ninth place with 706 points following a 
42-0 rout of Maryland in the Sun 
Bowl.

Houston, ninth in the final regular- 
season poll, rounded out the Top Ten 
with 698 points.

The Second Ten consisted of Arkan­
sas, Michigan State, Purdue, UCLA, 
Missouri, tleorgia, Stanford, North 
Carolina State, Texas A&M and 
Maryland.

LONG BEACH. Calif. (AP) — For 
the fourth time in five years, the Los 
Angeles Rams will be playing in the 
National Football Conference Cham­
pionship game Sunday^ but there are 
differences this time around.

“ We are less predictable,” said 
first-year Coach Ray Malavasi about 
the Rams, who have lost in all of their 
NFC championship a-ppearances.

Hindman deals
in
COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) — Hugh 

Hindman, Ohio State's athletic direc­
tor, has the p e r f^  coach in mind to 
replace the fired Woody Hayes.

But he’s dealing only in general­
ities, not specific names.

“The new man should be a very 
aggressive recruiter, have high 
morals, a high work capacity, the 
public and the university’s confidence 
and real feeling for the student ath­
lete,’.’ Hindman told a news confer­
ence Tuesday.

“We’d like someone as young as 
possible. Coaching is a very difficult 
position. It requires some youth with 
the work schedule," said the Buck­
eyes’ athletic leader.

So what man fits all of that? Hind­
man may know — but he's not talking 
publicly.

“I won't name anybody until the 
new cPach is named. There will be no 
press conferences until the final one. 
(ietttieTTTrtY, yoa’i-r wasting your time 
on .speculation,” Hindman told the 
media jammed into a room in St. 
John’s Arena.

Hindman, along with William Nes- 
ter, vice president for student ser­
vices, has been charged by Ohio State 
President Harold Enarson with con- 
duc8ting a national search to find 
Hayes’ successor.

Hayes, for 28 seasons the Buckeyes’

mentor, was fired Saturday by Hind­
man, just hours after the volatile 
coach slugged a Clemson player dur­
ing a 17-15 Gator Bowl defeat.

Nester and Hindman head a search 
committee that also includes the 
school’s four athletic councilmen and 
three assistant athletic directors.

Hindman said the committee will 
conduct a preliminary screening of 
all the applicants and that then an 
undetermined number of finalists 
would be brought to the campus for 
interviews.

The committee will then recom­
mend Hayes’ successor to Enarson in 
what the president terms “ the ear­
liest feasible time.”

Hindman refuses to mea.sure a 
deadline in terms of days or weeks to 
hire the Big Ten si^hool's 20th head 
coach. “There is a possibility we will 
seek certain coaches,” he said.

The Ohio State athletic director re­
fused to speculate about Lou Holtz, 
thr ArkTmsas coach-considered the 
No. ) candidate. “I'm not going into 
that,” said Hindman.

Other-leading candidates figure to 
be these former Hayes’ players and 
coaching lieutenants; Bo Rein of 
North Carolina State, Jim Young of 
Purdue. Gary Moeller of Illinois, 
Dave McClain of Wisconsin, Earle 
Bruce of Iowa State and Ru(ly Hub­
bard of Florida A&M.

COLUMBUS, Ohio — Cleve Rush is 
a balding redhead who played football 
for Woody Hayes at Miami of Ohio 30 
years ago. Then he coached with 
Hayes at Ohio State before going to 
the pros. Now he sells cars in Spring- 
field, Ohio, and he made the hour's 
drive to 1711 Cardiff Ave. over the 
weekend to see If Woody wanted 
to talk.

A funereal rain fell. Hayes’ home is 
In Upper Arlington, a fashionable sub­
urb. A scarlet-and-gray van sat in the 
driveway alongside the white framed^ 
two-story house. Rush went to the*” 
back door and knocked, but Hayes 
was nut home and so his old friend put 
a business card in the door.

Rush wasn’t the first to come by. 
Three telegrams, three envelopes 
were left at the door. He wouldn’t be 
the last, either, for car after car 
pulled down the quiet street toward 
Hayes’ home, some stopping, some 
moving slowly past.

‘Tm  very. sadd(?ned by it,” Rush 
said of Hayes’ firing. “He’s tr grwrt ‘ 
man, just a great man — at coaching, 
at life, everything. He did a lot for 
people that nobody ever will know 
about.” -------- -------

IT IS eerie here. It is as if Woody 
Hayes has died. A local television 
station did a half-hour special — all in 
the past tense. In a sense, that is the 
proper mood, for Ohio State football 
has been Hayes’ life for 28 years.

“Hell, no,” Hayes said three years 
ago when someone asked if he intend­
ed to retire. "When I do. I’ll die on the 
50-yard line at Ohio Stadium in front 
of the usual crowd of 87,000.”

“If you do.” his questioner said, “ I 
sure hope the score’s in your favor.”

“If it isn’t" Hayes said, “I won’t.”
The morning after the firing, Hayes 

backed bis van against his offlcr~ 
building. He loaded it with memora­
bilia and books from his office. Even 
at age 65, he worked 70 and 80-hour 
weeks in that office. It was his (ife and 
now it is over. The book titles told 
about the man: “Superstars: . . . 
“D-Day" . . . “You Win With Peo­
ple?” i  . . “Great Military Attacks.”

IN THE day’s gentle rain, the van 
sat at Hayes’ home. "It was empty. 
Neighbors didn’t know, or weren’t 
saying, where Hayes was. The man 
who Tired him. Athletic Director Hugh 
Hindman, sent his wife to the door to 
shoo away a reporter. "He says he 
will make no further comments,” she 
said.

Hindman had said the firing was 
the toughest decision ever made. 
He was firing not only a legend but the 
man who coached him at Miami, later 
hired Jnm as an assistant and then 
politicl^d for is promotion to athletic 
director. Hayes would not resign, 
Hindman said, so he had no choice.

A source in the Big Ten said Hayes

worked this season under probatioh 
by the conference with an added ulti­
matum from Ohio State: no more 
embarrassments. Both actions were 
prompted Nov. 19, 1977, when Hayes 
slugged a television cam(iraman dur­
ing the Michigan game.

Hayes’ Big Ten probation expired 
exactly a year later, the source said, 
and so Hayes was six weeks intd* a 
clean slate when he threw a right 
cross at a Clemson player. The uni­
versity's ultimatum was open-ended, 
however, and people close to Hayes 
say it bothered him.

THE pRITISH Broadcasting Co.
' (BBC) came to Columbus to film a 
documentary on. t̂he Hayes phenome­
non. His teams won three national 
championships and 13 Big Ten cham­
pionships; he produced 58 All-Ameri­
cas, and his players won four Heis- 
man trophies. The BBC film was 
a fascinating study of a mercurial 
man.

Hayes’ personality grew darker 
after the Tilm was shown late in the 
season, according to Jimmy Crum, a 
local sportscaster and longtime 
friend of the coach.

"It showed Woody cussing and 
ranting,” Crum said. “ Ever since 
then, he acted like a bear with a sore 
rear end.”

“Hayes had become a caricature of 
himself,” said Max Brown, editor of a 
monthly magazine here. “He was de­
teriorating in front of everyone’s 
eyes.

USAC President Dick King said the 
exodus of all the major teams in the 
division removed pressure against 
changing the rules in favor of the 
cheaper stock blocks.

He entered the chairman’s office 
and noticed his report on B .J.’s 
desk.

“ You wanted to see me B.J.?” 
Tanklips said.

“Yes,” the chairman replied, “I 
just read your projections for 1979. 
You’re fired! ” —

“ Fired?” Tanklips'said, “ but 
why?”

“You’re predicting a recession. The 
board had a meeting and decided we 
had to cut back. You are the first one 
to go.”

Nazi m ay n e v e r  pay for crim es

WASHINGTON -  After 2.5 years, 

time may finally be runnhri* out for 
Andrija Artukovic, a former Nazi 
official alleged to be responsible for 
the murder o? hundreds of thousands 
of Yugoslavs during World War II

The aging Artukovic was minister 
of the interior in the Nazi puppet state 
of Croatia, and fhus was iff charge of 
the police and security forces. OfDcial 
U S government estimates hold him 
responsible for 200,000 deaths; 
testimony at the 1961 trial of Adolph 
Eichmann connected him with the 
killing of 660.000 persons, mostly 
Serbs and .lews.

Using an alias. Artukovic managed 
to slip-4nt« the United States in the 
confusion following the collapse of the 
Third Reich The Yugoslav govern­
ment has been trying to have him 
extradited ever since

In 1952, an immigration official 
ordered Artukovic deported Seven 
years later, however, another official 
reversed the order on grounds that 
Artukovic might be “persecuted” if 
he were sent back to hisjiomeland

In his long fight against depor­
tation. Artukovic has used a loophole 
in the immigration law that bars 
deportation of persons who might be 
persecuted because of race, religion 
or political beliefs.

But a recently enacted law, written 
by Rep Elizabeth Holtzman. D-N.Y., 
has closed that loophole as it applies 
to suspected Nazi war criminals The 
way is now clear for the Immigration 
Service to resume its deportation 
procedures

Immigration officials are trying to 
subpoena Artukovic for questioning.

He is fighting this move, and a court 
will rule shortly whether Artukovic 
can in fact be required to testify. 
Even if he loses that round, Artukovic 
can demand additional hearings and 
appeals. But with the new law. he can 
stall off the day of reckoning only so 
long.

Yugoslav officials have assured the 
United States government that Ar- 
tukovic will get a fair trial, and that 
American observers~wuuId be per­
mitted to monitor the proceedings to 
make sure everything is on the up and 
up

Meanwhile, congressional sources 
have told us that the special im­
migration task force, which handles 
Nazi war crimes suspects, is woefully 
understaffed-and underfunded. There 
are, at present, approximately 256 
active cases. In addition, one source 
estimates there may be as many as 
2,000 Nazi war criminals hiding out in 
the United States. -

Yet, incredibly, the Nazi-hunting 
task force numbers exactly five at­
torneys and two investigators to track 
down witnesses and documents, many 
in foreign countries, and to handle the 
massive legal paperwork.

In a private letter to Attorney 
General Griffin Bell. Sen. Howard 
Metzenbaum, D-Ohio, described the 
situation bluntly.

‘ ‘ T he  I m m i g r a t i o n  and 
Naturalization Service is charged 
with investigating and, where ap­
propriate. prosecuting individuals 
accused of concealing their in­
volvement in Nazi war crimes to gain 
entry to the United States,’̂  he wrote. 
“ It is clear that time is running out for 
this effort to identify and 1)rinij5̂ o

justice those who are guilty of the 
most atrocious crimes of this century. 
Many witnesses to their acts have 
died, many are sick and many have 
reached advanced age.Jf we are ever 
to take decisive action in this area, 
the time to do so is now”

Metzenbaum urged that the at­
torney general beef up the task force 
to at least 10 lawyers and eight in­
vestigators. and have the unit report 
directly to Bell’s office.

Sen . K en n ed y  rea d y  to a ssu m e p o w e r  at Ju d icia ry
WASHINGTON — Whenever Sen. 

Edward Kennedy moves, sparks and 
rumors fly. Nowadays, he readies 
himself to take over the powerful 
Judiciary Committee from Mississi- 
pi’s James 0. Eastland, who is retir­
ing after 23 years of gracious and 
restrained stewardship. So there is all 
manner of story wafting about the 
Hm that Kenney, in planifing the 
usual reorganization, is actually 
making a ruthless, heavy-handed 
power grab.

The title, “Judiciary,” probably 
makes most people think of courts, 

> the screening and confirmation of 
-  Judges, and the dust-covered legal 

■ystem. Actually, this is a power­
house committee, dealing with issues 
ultimately concerning consumer 
prices, protection of the citizenry 

‘ nom crime, civil rights, how the FBI

r ates and what happena to Jure- 
delinquents and so-called illegal 
aliens.

date power for himself and make sure 
that his favorite bills were not left to 
atrophy in subcommittee. This story 
held that Kennedy was so eager to 
clutch power that he was willing to 
incur the displeasure of incoming 
freshman senators, hopeful of landing 
a subcommittee chairmanship.

Boies, who has been chief counsel to 
Kennedy's Anti-Trust Subcommittee, 
(he calls himself a political indepen­
dent though he worked in the late Sen. 
Robert Kennedy’s 1964 and 68 cam­
paigns), denies there wiU be only four 
subrammittees.

“There will be fire and maybe six,” 
he says, “ but we won’t really know 
until we know which senators are 
going to be on Judiciary. There must 
be some consolidation, and it is also r- 
unlikely that any freshmen will chair 
subcommittees.”

Two years ago, the Senate passed a 
resolution forbidding any committee 
to establish a “subunit” of a commit­
tee “other than a subcommittee.” 
’The purpose was to prevent the sub- 
terflige of a chairman kttling a sub- '  
committee and creating a “subunit” 
under his own wing. Though some 
critics argue that Uiis is prec^ely 
what Kennedy is doinf^in reofganiz-

Ing, Boies vigorously declares no such 
“subunits” are in the works.

Another charge leveled at Kennedy 
these days is that he will now control 
payrolls double tho.se of any other 
senator. Well, it’s true that the way 
Eastland ran Judiciary, he controlled 
about $1 million payroll, and if Ken­
nedy has his way, he’ll control over $3 
million of the $5 million committee 
payroll.

Moreover, as chairman oj the 
Health and Scientific Research Sub­
committee of Human Resources^ 
Kennedy has another payroll estimat­
ed at $400,000. Additionally, the chair­
manship of the Office of Technology 
Assessment which he now leads, gave 
him a big say-so over how its last 
budget of $10 million was spent, and 
as a continuing member he will have 
influence on the upcoming $11 million 
staff budget. Finally, his own Senate 
office payroll comes to $650,000 an­
nually. It could be that Kennedy is 
unsurpassed both in liberalism and in 
payroll in the Senate. The most inno­
cent of souls knows that money means 
power.

Still another allegation is that Ken­
nedy plans to move a great number of 
his offlee staff to the Judiciary Com­
mittee for the higher pay there. A top 
aide claims that no professionals will 
be mo^^g to Judiciary, though ac­
knowledging that it is likely that some' - 
secretarial staffers will move to the 
greener pasture.

Finally, there is fretting over Ken­
nedy’s plans for the' screening of 152 
new f^era l and appeals court jud^s. 
Eastland was pretty easy-going on ' 
Judgeship questions, generally allow­
ing local approval to be good enough. 
But Kenrt^y is deterij^ined to make

the screening process more thorough, 
and see to it that more blacks and 
women be considered for judgeships.

“ We’ll have more community 
groups Involved in the process,” 
Boies says. “Business and labor, civil 
rights and public interest groups. Se­
lecting those 152 will affect the jud- 
clary system for decades.”

INNOCENT ‘DESERTERS’; In the 
military lexicon, few labels carry the 
lasting stigma of “deserter.” Un­
fortunately, dozens of military per­
sonnel have been branded as deser­
ters when they may have been vic-̂  
Urns of accidents or foul play, their 
bodies never found.

One such case is that of 19:year-old 
Marine Lance Cpl. Gary Boutelier. 
who disappeared without explanation 
from his unit in Tennessee and was 
eventually listed as a deserter. His 
family prodded the Marine Corps into 
an investigation.

The investigators found that 
Boutelier was an unlikely deserter: 
He was due for 20 days’ leave, had a 
$1,500 bonus coming to him and had 
told a friend he would return from a 
motorcycle ride in a few hours.

The Marines now concede Boutelier 
was a model leatherneck who was 
probably murdered and disposed of 
without a trace. Nonetheless^he is 
still classed as a deserter, and most oi 
his military dependents’ rights are 
invalid.

His parents are asking Congress 
aiid the RentagOT fw a fuJt-icate 
investigation. They find no comfort in 
a Defense Department spokesman’s 
assurance that such mysterious 
disappearances make up only a tiny 
fraction of the thousands of deserter 
classifications each year.

Now Kennedy doesn’t have the total 
say on all of this. He must work with 
the concurrence of committee mem­
bers. some of whom aren’t even de­
signated yet. And he isn’t unusual as a 
new chairman who wants to make 
over a committee. Frank Church Is 
doing the same thing at Foreign Rela­
tions and not getting much attention 
for it, mostly because his name isn’t 
Kennedy.

If coffee 
goes down labor can’t make unrealis­
tic demands on us, and at the same 
time we can increase the price of out 
seltzer valves, which could turn the

It’s going to be our greatest year.” 

“ You wouldn’t be snowing me,

NEW YORK (AP) — They were a phenomenon of 
the soaring 60s, the same decade that sent a man to 
the moon. As sales rocketed, promoters spoke of a 
new era in personal rinance, an era that knew no 
limitations. _ .

It hasn’t turned out that way for the mutual funds, 
which pool the funds of many investors to buy a 
diversified portfolio of stocks and bonds, one that fevr 
amateur investors could put together themselves.

Net assets of $53 billion in 1968 are down to $44 
billion 10 years later, and they’d be considerably 
lower except for a rather recent change of concept.

During the heady days  ̂ some of the newer funds 
propelled themselves on a' fuel mixed of startting 
performance and bigger promises. Some of them 
doubled investors’ money in a year, and suggested 
they’d do it again.

Concerned, some of the old-line firms sought to 
warn that swift growth was not the sole goal of funds 
— that security, management services
and the like counted too. Their voices weren’t 
heard.

How could they with the noise so great! Stocks 
were soaring. The public clamored to get into the 
market. And young portfolio managers — “the new 
breed” — were‘̂ successfully courting the mass
media.

But the stock market turned sour, and the public 
soured on funds — indeed, on stocks in general. The 
days of sensational performance were over. Inves­
tors sold fund shares and put their money in the 
bank.

So suddenly did the false image evaporate that 
.some funds were unable immediately to redeem the 
shares.of disenchanted investors. Performance- 
oriented fund managers who once took bows, now hid 
instead.

The truth sank into the public consciousness that 
show business had no place in securities, a view held 
also by the Securities and Exchange Commission, 
which regulates the securities markets.

The public realized, often too late, that many of the 
big p<‘rformers hand’t any notion how to handle a 
declining market, and that many of the fund’s 
biggest performers now became the biggest losers.

They learned that professional management could 
mean many things: Hard-working pros with a deep 
public concern; or on other funds, a board made up 
of big-name, no-work figureheads.

The public learned some of the devious techniques 
too, such as buying popular stocks just before quar­
terly rep<irt time, the window-dressing being aimed 
at impressing shareholders but adding little to prof­
its.

The industry survived. In fact, .some funds contin­
ued to thrive, as they had for years before; they still 
enjoy'the trust of the public and probably will 
continue to do so through high markets and low.

But much of the damage hasn’t yet been repaired, 
even though the Investment Company Institute, 
which represents most of the industry, continues- to 
speak in terms of new records arid accompli.sh- 
ments.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Saying many consumers 
don't have sufficient information on how to buy life 
insurance, a House subcommittee Tuesday urged 
states to require agents to furni.sh clear and concise 
buyers’ guides to prospective customers.

“Americans spend well over $20 billion a year on 
individual life insurance policies,” said a report 
prepared by the House Commerce subcommittee on 
oversight and investigations, headed by Rep. John 
E. Moss. D-Calif.

The subebmitttee satd “states have been unduly 
slow and reticent” in developing regulations intend­
ed to increase information about buying life insur- - 
ance. “Signiricant consumer loss occurs because 
many apparently do not purchase life insurance 
products on the basis of suitability, quality and 
cost.” the oanel said.

The American Council of Life Insurance called the 
subcommittee’s conclusions “sweeping generaliza­
tions which are unsupported by the realities” of the 
marketplace. The council represents 90 percent of 
U.S. life insurance companies.

In addition to a buyers’ guide for consumers, the 
subcommittee said, states should require that agents 
provide summaries containing essential data about 
the particular policy the purchaser is considering.

Gen. Haig to resign 
from top N A TO  post

BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP) — (Jen. Alexander 
Haig, supreme commander of NATO forces in Eu­
rope, announced at a news conference today he will 
resign on June 30.

Haig said he offered his resignation to President 
Carter and the secretary general of the North Atlan­
tic Treaty Organization, Joseph Luns.

He said he had no political plans for the time 
being.

Haig was a top aide of former President Richard 
M. Nixon but did not become involved in the Water­
gate scandal which forced the president’s resigna- 
UoninJ»74* -  ,  / •

Raig, speaking at the allied military headquarters, 
30 miles south of Brussels, said he had commanded 
allied and U.S. troops in Europe for four and a half 
years.

He said he asked U.S. Defense Secretary Harold 
Brown a year ago to relieve him, but President 
Carter had asked him to continue for another year.

Government increases 
policing of businesses

WASHINGTON (AP) — The government stepped 
up its policing of businesses today to make sure they * 
comply with President Carter’s anti-inflation pro­
gram.

The Council on Wage and Price Stability said it will 
ask m o ^  than 1,000 cgsipanlas to diactou details of 
their corporate structure. That information could be 
used later if the council thinks a firm is violating the 
wage-price standards.

Previously, the council had been monitoring price 
and wage Thcreases of only the nation’s 500 largest 
businesses.

Barry Bosworth, council director, said his agency 
may start publishing a list of companies that violate 
the standards after March 31. The list will be used to 
withhold government contracts from violators.

The new regulations spell out more details o( the 
enforcement procedures of the anti-inflation pro­
gram, announced by Carter Oct. 24.

The program is considered voluntary, but die 
administration hopes to get companies to comply by 
threatening adverse publicity and withholding con­
tracts.

NAIROBI, Kenya (AP) — Millions 
of locusts from East Africa will in­
vade the Middle East and South A.sla 
early this year, the chairman of a 
locust control group warned'Tues­
day.

Dr. Geremew Deb«‘le said ih an 
Ethiopian radio report that the agri­
cultural pests were “beyond the con­
trolling power” of the Desert I..ocust 
Control Organization of East Africa 
and were bound to swarm over neigh 
boring regions.

D e^le, who is also Ethiopia’s agri­
cultural m inister, blamed heavy 
rains on both sides of the Red Sea and. 
Gulf of Aden for the infestation in 
East Africa, the radio said.

The report, monitored here, al.so 
said that control teams were unable 
to travel to breeding an-a.s because o'

fighting between Ethiopian troops 
and .secessionists in the northern Eri 
trean and eastern Ogaden provinces.

The locusts, large migratory grass- 
hopp«*rs, bred unhindered in northern 
.Somalia, northern and southeastern 
Ethiopia, and parts of .Sudan. They 
are known to c<»n.sume vast quantities 
of vegetation.

The UKUst control organization last 
month reported that 55 swarms were 
spotted in 'fUhiopia in I97H and each 
reportedly covered 10 to -40 square 
miles. An additional 3T SWafms were 

. seen breeding inKomalia and another 
3H in parts of southern .Sudan.

Kenyan officials here warned the 
Insect.s "wduTd begin to move into 
Kenya this month on prevailing winds 
and al.so west into the Middle East.

Too m uch sa lt 
re a lly  harm ful

MENOMONIE, Wis. (AP) — The rural farm wife 
was going through a mid-life crisis. Her busy hu.s- 
band didn’t taik with her much, the children had left 
home, and her life seemed empty.

She was tired all the time and iiad frequent 
headaches even though all she ever seemd to do was 
clean an already clean house.

But some of her doubts and fears came out one day 
while talking with the church secretary, a woman 
Who happened to b«* one of 30 “peer counselors” now 
working throughout rural Wisconsin. She began re 
cognizing her unhappiness and looking for ways to 
remedy it.

“They’re not psychoiogists or professional coun­
selors, but they ^are the first line of defense for 
mental health irysome rural areas,” says Lee Mori- 
cal, director of the federally funded project at the 
University of Wisconsin-.Stout set up to train the peer 
counselors.

Mrs. Morical says the aim of the three-year 
project was to train aiready empathetic women in 
the rudiments of coun.seltng in a nine-week crash 
course, then return them to their communities.

More than 460 women applied for the project, 39 
were ultimately trained and 30 now are working 
throughout the state for churches, social service 
agencies and other counseling centers.

The professionaisUwho oversee the farmer trainees 
are satisfied with their work because they donut try 
t«» do in-depth counseling and refer the more serious 
problems to profe.ssionals, Mrs. Morical says-.

“They are mostly wives and mothers with.natural 
nurturing and listening skills,” she says. “That’s 
what we were looking for.”

They don’t aggressively search out women in their 
areas with problems, she says, but rather make 
themselves available to listen and help however 
they can when a woman seeks help.

Their similar life experiences, Mrs. Morical says, 
help them relate to women with problems. “They re 
women, wives and mothers. They’ve been there,” 
she says.
I .She says many professionals were at first skepti­
cal, but now rely on the paraprofessional peer 
coun.selors. And, she says, “Client respon.se has 
been 100 percent positive.

“These are the people who aren’t getting the help

from the professionals and the agencies. In rural 
areas, you don’t get professional help unless it’s a 
crisis, something visible like being a battered wife or 
an alcoholic,” she says.

Mrs. Morical says, however, that the unrecog­
nized, smaller woes can lead to severe depression, 
extreme weight gain or loss^ lethargy or inabil­
ity to sleep and other disruptive symptoms.

“The.se are the problems that women don’t recog­
nize and don’t think are worth talking about to any­
one,” she says. “They’re noncritical but chronic 
problems that eat away and rot a person’s life.”

The peer counselors strive to make women feel 
better about themselves and help them find the inner 
strength to begin making the hard decisions about 
their lives, Mrs. Morical says.

‘”Fhey’re very much used to not being listened to 
and not feeling good about themselves,” says Mary 
Jo Reichenberger, 44, a peer counselor who works as 
a.liaison between clients and professionals at the 
Lutheran social service agency in Oshkosh.

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Citrus grow ers 'wait out' freeze
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M cALLEN, T exas 
(AP) — It was a point- 
less venture for many of 
the growers who manned 
the all-night Texas Cit­
rus M utual W eather 
Watch.

When the piercing cold 
front blew througK the 
Lower Rio Grande Val­
ley Tuesday there was 
little that could be done 
to protect the delicate or­
anges and grapefruit on 
the trees here. Less than 
10 per cent of the valley’s 
$40 million citrus crop is 
protected by artificial 
heating devices.

But they sat here early 
today anyway — drink­
ing coffee, telling of past 
freezes and keeping me­
ticulous tem perature 
records from such citrus' 
outposts as Texas Gar­
dens and Monte Alto.

“There are people who' 
come in and want some­
one to hold their hand,” 
said Art Shull, a long' 
time citrus man who first 
sat out a freeze in 1930. 
“They just want some­
one to tell that it’s not 
going to be as bad as they 
think.”

But the o v e rn ig h t 
freeze was bad. By 3 
a.m., the mercury had 
been low enough long 
enough to damage fruit 
on the trees.

A rc tic  cold front ends thaw, 
brings Northeast m ore co ld
By The Associated Press

An Arctic cold front that brought sub-zero tem­
peratures, snow and death to the nation’s mid-sec­
tion moved east today, ending a rainy January thaw 
in the Northeast.

The front turned balmy temperatures to an icy 
blast, with the temperature in New York City 
plummeting to 31 degrees early today from 57 
degrees at 6 p.m. Tuesday.

Snow was reported from Michigan through the 
Ohio Valley, in eastern Tennessee and the northern 
Rockies.

A heavy snow warning was issued fur northwest­
ern Pennsylvania, and winter storm warnings were 
posted in New York state and Vermont.

Travelers’ advisories were In effect for New York, 
Vermont and Pennsylvania, western Massachusetts, 
northwestern Connecticut, and New Jersey, and 
from North Carolina to Ohio.

In Kentucky, icy roads caused at least one death. 
State police said James McBride of Louisville died 
when his car skidded on icy Interstate 64 near 
Midway, Ky.

Barton Clark, 8, of Dallas died Tuesday when he 
touched a live electrical wire that neighbors, said 
snapped two days earlier under a heavy coat of 
Ice.

William Aston, vice president of Dallas Power and 
Light, said the dangling wire had not been repaired 
because of the huge number of repair calls since the 
weekend ice storm.

Hospital emergency rooms in Dallas were crowded 
with victims of cold weather and icy conditions 
Tuesday, with one hospital reporting 22 persons 
brought in with broken bones after slipping on ice.

Growers in the Rio Grande Valley of Texas held an 
all night vigil as freezing temperatures threatened 
the area’s $40 million citrus crop.

But in Florida, the citrus crop was reported safe 
despite temperatures in the 30s in the growing 
regions. Growers said winds would prevent frost 
damage in the central Florida groves.

The January thaw and rain washed out skiing in 
Massachusetts. “ It’s just grass now,” Robert Watro- 
ba of Jug End Resort in the western Berkshires 
said Tuesday.

Aftershocks of an earthquake that rattled five 
California counties continued Tuesday as winds of 90 
mph and flooding closed an interstate highway and 
several bridges, stranding hundreds of motorists.

The California Highway Patrol said six cars and 
three trailers were flipped by high winds on Inter­
state 8.

Frank Vasquez, 17, of Chula Vista, Calif., said his 
travel trailer was one of them.

“I don’t know how I managed to hold onto the 
pickup truck when the trailer overturned,” Vasquez 
said. “The wind was so strong it spun the whole rig 
all the way around so it was facing east.”

Rain and thundershowers were reported early 
today over southern Florida. Skies were mostly clear 
along the south Atlantic and Gulf coasts and from the 
eastern half of Texas and the northern Plains 
through the Mississippi Valley.

Officials here estimat­
ed that growers with 25 
acres in production could 
have lost up to $30,000 
worth of fruit during the, 
frigid night. Frenzied 
harvesting was expected 
to begin today as grow­
ers tried to get their crop 
to juice plants for imme­
diate processing.

For Shull, it was not 
the first all night vigil.

“I sat through a freeze 
in 1930, one in 1949, one in 
1951, one in 1962 and one 
in 1973,” Shull said. “And 
one in 1979.”

Industry officials here 
said that the latest freeze 
will probably be some­
where between the 1973 
and 1962 freezes as far as 
damage goes.

The 1962 freeze was 
among the most devas­
tating to hit this area.
