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WheatPoisohiné And 'Bilid Weed: g
Specialists Visit In Stratford

. Visitors at the County Agent’s
office this week included three
members of the Texas Agricul-
tural Experiment Station at
Amarillo and Pan-Tech  Farm,
located at the old Pantex Ord-
nance Plant near Amarillo. These
visitors were Dr. M. R. Calliham,
Veterinarian,and Dr. H. R.
Crookshank, Biochemist, from
the field laboratory at Pan-Tech
Farm, and Roger Hamilton,
Agronomist, from the Amarillo
Experiment Station. Drs. Calli-
‘ham and Crookshank are en-
gaged in research Wheat
Poisoning, while Mr. Hamilton
is conducting an extensive pro-
gram on the control of noxious
weeds which are of economic
importance in this area, parti-
culary bindweed and blueweed.

The purpose of this visit was
‘twofold. These research men are
anxious to know the County
Agents better and feel that time
spent with them in the local
county gives them an  excellent
opportunity to become well ac-
quainted. These men also = hope
that by visiting with the agents
out in the field they will be ad-
vised of the problems under in-
vestigation not only by the
agents, but also by farmers and
ranchmen whom they also have
opportunity to meet.

Both of the research projects
‘these men are working on are the
outgrowth of requests made oy
farmers and ranchmen of this
area through their County Agents.
The Wheat Poisoning project has
been under way for three years,
while the attack on bindweed is
in its first year, having started
in June, 1949.

Problems involved in  these

two research projects are entirely
different. In the case of wheat
poisoning the scientist has first

on

plant which causes livestock to
come down with what is
wheat poisoning. When this is
definitely determined then they
will be in much better position to
prescribe methods of handling
cattle grazing on wheat so as to
avoid death losses which result
from this grazing. Many theories
have been advanced by stockmen
and scientists but to date no one
really knows exactly why some
cattle succumb and others ap-
parently are not affected. Some
of the theories are: lack of cer-
tain minerals, too high protein,
and lack of sugar, calcium, and
magnesium in blood. With the
bindweed and blueweed problem
the gquestions to be answered are
practical and economical means
of farming the land which is
already infested and to prevent
further infestations. Various
chemicals and harmones are be-
ing tested as killing agents in an
effort- to <‘determine
proper time and method of ap-
plication. Intensive cultivation
methods are also being tested as
are rotation practices. Not only
methods of eradication being
tested but practical control
methods are also under study.
Work on these two projects is
under the supervision of the Tex-
as Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion, College Station, Texas. Co-
operating with the Texas Ex-
periment Station are: Amarillo
Experiment Station, Texas Tech-
nological College, Lubbock, and

Animal Husbandry  Division,
Bureau of Animal Industry,
United States Department of
Agriculture. :

__ These visitors were in* Strat-
ford in company with Knox Parr,
District Agent, Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A. and M. College,
who visits County Agents in this
area periodically for the purpose
of checking with them on the
progress of their work in each
of eighteen counties of the Pan-
handle district.

Polio Attack
May Not Mean

Li ity
ife Inmunity

One attack of polio may not
mean immunity for life, it was
revealed today by H. L. McMahen
Chairman of the Sherman Coun-
ty Chapter of the National
Foundation for Infantile Paral-
ysis.

The Chairman of the March of
Dimes organization stated that
a recent research report from
national headquasters indicates
these are at least three kinds of
polio virus capable of producing

the human disease and that in-

fection with one does not result
in resistance to either of the
other two.

Prior to the knowledge that
three kinds of polio virus exist,
physicians had been puzzled by
the numerous instances of polio
occuring more than once in cer-
tain individuals. McMahen cited
the case of a young girl in Texas
during last summer’s epidemic,
who came down with an attack
of polio just one week before she
was to enter the hospital for sur-
gery on a leg which had been par-
alyzed by polio two years pre-
viously.

More of these cases are being
reported by physicians. Recogni-
tion of the three different polio
viruses now offers a sound scien-
tific explanation for these tragic
multiple attacks.

Scientists believe there may be
other polio viruses in addition to
the three recently discovered.
Last year $1,370,000 in March of
Dimes funds were given to four
leading universities to determine

actual number of polio viruses
existing.

“If possible preventive for
polio such as a vaccine is to be

made, scientists must first know
how many polio viruses are cap-
able of causing the human di-
sease.

The four universities engaged
in this essential polio research
are University of Southern Cali-
fornia, University of Utah, Uni-
versity of Kansas, and University
of Pittsburgh. Mr. McMahen con-
cluded with the statement that a
deadline had been set for the
completion of this study by the
end of 1951.

Highlights
If anyone wonders why the cost
of the Federal  government is
just about the most critical do-
mestic issue we face, a tabulation
recently printed by Reader’s Di-
gest will make the reason clear.
It simply shows the amounts of
money spent by each of the Pre-
sidents from the beginning of the
nation up to September 30, 1949.
In the early days, Federal
spending amounted to peanuts
compared with modern stand-
ards. Washington and Adams
each spent a little more than
$34,000,000. Lincoln had a  war
on his hands, yet his budgets
totalled only $3,252,000,000.
Thereafter, expenses went down
again. McKinley, for instance,
spent just over $2,000,000,000.
The first really big budget
came with the first world war

— nearly $47,000,000,000. Again
expenses dropped, with Coolidge

and Hoover together spending
around $34,000,000,000.
Then came the depression,

President Roosevelt and the New
Deal. During his first eight years
1in office Mr. Roosevelt’s admini-

stration cost some  $67,500,000.
000. The grand total
faor s | the Presi-

dents through 1940 was $179,620,-
000,000. And that total, it must
be remembered, covers more than
150 years of our history.
Reader’s Digest leaves out the
extraordinary expenditures of
the World War II years — 1941-
45, It then lists President
Truman’s spending from the 19-
46 fiscal year to the end of Sep-
tember, 1949. It adds up to over
$191,000,000,000 — nearly $12,
000,000,000 more than all his 32
predecessors spent except for the

11941-1945 period.
'| Here is a very revealing picture |

of the way the nation has gone. It
is true that conditions have
changed over the years. But it is
also true that the government
has expanded in every direction
to a point far greater than most
of us realize. Mr. Truman it now
a symbol of that expansion but he
is not the major cause. Pressure
groups of every kind have grown
infinitely more adept and power-
ful, and office holders
of both parties
are our huge budgets, with re-
curring Federal deficits in spite
of these budgets.

A noteworthy development is
the concern over our fiscal af-
fairs which is being expressed by
people who are not conservatives.
Speaking of taxes and deficits,
Dorothy Thompson says, ‘“This
appalling discrepancy between
what is spent and what is raised
occurs. When the national income
is near the highest in history! It
is absolutely reckless example of
the spirit of ‘after us the deluge.”
A great deal more pressure to cut
the cost of government may be
expected in the future than in
the past.

happening in America to dispel
the feeling of popular futility
toward big government and its
cost. Joseph C. Harsh, chief of
the Washington bureau of the
Christian Science Monitor, has
well defined this development.
As a theme running through the
news, he notes a rising public
protest, almost a revolt, against
higher government spending and
high taxes.

This is an old theme in public
sentiment, but the new factor,
which Mr. Harsh cites, “is the
political weight these voices are
exercising.” The President is no
longer talking in terms of new
taxes to meet increased govern-
ment costs but of economics to
bring government costs down to
income. An actual application
of the new idea is occuring in
the defense command, which is
cutting costs below the amounts
authorized by Congress. Else-

where recommendations of the
Hoover Commission are being
implemented.

There is in prospect for next

year an executive recommenda-
tion of a $42 billion budget, which
would be $1.5 billion below the
expenditures for the current
fiscal year. Senator Byrd’s preo-
posed $36 billion budget to avert

another deficit next year and
permit debt reduction has met
with widespread favor. In this
connection, the Monitor states

that reports from the grassroots
show the people are increasingly
concerned about the high cost
of government and deficit finan-
cing in boom times.

These apprehensions reflect-

ing a heartening popular
awakening, are well
founded upon the

realization of the meaning of in-
flation, oppressive taxation and
increasing controls that attend
more public spending. This
awareness may be intensified in
the near future as every worker
receives a report from his em-
ployer of the amount in with-
holdings from his income. for
1949. Taxpaying time has already
taken its cut of income at local
and state levels.

Seasonal health hazards - for
young children are to be guarded

against in the wintertime just
as carefully as they are in the
summertime in the opinion of

Dr. George W. Cox, State Health
Officer.

“Every mother is familiar
with so-called summer com-
plaints which affect small child-
ren but certain diseases can be
just as harmful and are just as
likely to make their appearance
unless proper precautions are
used,” Dr. Cox said.

In the group of winter diseases
Dr. Cox included influenza,
tonsillitis, pneumonia, bronchi-
tis, asthma, and even diptheria
when a child has not been im-
munized. Any such disease af-
fecting a child’s respiratory or
breathing system is apt to be
very serious and only too often
fatal. Pneumonia often develops
from"a neglected cold or may
follow a severe case of measles or
whooping cough. Bronchitis con-
dition may also prove to be an
after effect of these diseases and
these respiratory ailments are
much more difficult to combat
successfully than the digestive
ailments which are prevalent in
the summertime and known as
summer complaints.

“These winter diseases are es-
especially dangerous to babies
and veryyoung children,”
Dr. Cox stated. ‘““*Nearly

Children not in
vigorous health are naturally
more susceptible to these com-
plaints and the first line of de-
fense against them is to strength-
en the child’s power of resistance
against disease,” Dr. Cox advised.
