Lionismls v 
Method For 
Living Together

C. A. Cryer, district governor, 
speaking at the Lions Club meet­
ing in the Palace Cafe Monday 
night, described the principles of 
Lionism as the social training 
necessary in teaching peoples to 
get along living together for the 
establishing of world peace.

In opening his remarks, Cryer 
paid tribute to Kenneth Kendrick 
for his work as zone chairman 
and to Sam Wohlford for his ef­
forts in the preservation of hu­
man life.

Cryer described the district 
convention at Childress as a place 
where delegates will have a good 
time and where some girl from 
each town where there is a club 
will have an opportunity to win a 
beauty contest. The national 
convention at Chicago will be a 
greater event where Herb C. Pe- 
tree of Texas will be elected In­
ternational President.

There is nothing ^rong in'this 
world that a good dose of Lionism 
cannot cure, Cryer said. The 
cold war and the A-bomb pre­
sents a problem as deadly as we 
faced at Pearl Harbor for our 
basic foundations are being un­
dermined, he continued. “If we 
fail in America, the light of free­
dom will toe extinguished all over 
the world.”

“Gradually we are losing our 
freedom by not thinking. This 
is the only country on earth 
where a man can dream, and 
watch those dreams realized a f ' 
ter years of effort.”

“We have perfected a plane 
that will travel 25,000 miles an 
hour in the stratosphere, but we 
have not learned how to live to­
gether. It is our challenge to 
prove that men can enjoy eco­
nomic security without sacrific­
ing freedom.”

“We have won all the wars, but 
lost the ideals. It remains for 
Lionism to establish the Ameri­
can way of life by teaching peo­
ple to live together. The moral 
balance of economics, peace, and 
freedom are indivisible. In 
learning the skills of living to­
gether we can enjoy greater free­
dom than any place on earth, but 
we must accept the responsibUi-charge of the Royal Service. ____________  ______  ______

“Freedom is not a luxury, it is 
a tool with which to fight and 
build. Countries throughout, 
the world look to America for 
guidance. We must overcome 
the fear of abundance. When 
we offered materials to China, 
their delegation told us that A- 
merica could not help for Ameri­
cans had learned the skills ot 
production but had not learned 
how to live together.”

“We must bolster democracy 
without fear of abundance and 
labor and management must ac­
cept responsibilities they are not 
fulfilling.”

“The word, God, was omitted 
from a paragraph in the Bill o f 
Rights of the United Nations be­
cause only 7 members of the 27 
member board professed to know 
the meaning of the word,” Cryer 
said. “Social justice can be 
established on a basis of evalua­
tion of human rights with rever- 
ance for Christianity and the 
learning of how to live together 
in the masses.”

“Although we have modern in­
ventions, public and Christian ed­
ucational facilities t h r o u g h  
which we hoped to attain the be­
lief in ‘right over might’, we have 
experienced an age of intoler­
ance, poverty and depression,” 
Cryer said.

“We must maintain a phyloso- 
phy of government to keep pace 
with this age in which men are 
traveling faster and faster. Re­
presentatives of every nation 
were brought together in Cairo, 
Egypt in 36 hours for a recent 
meeting. We have new global 
neighbors and we must learn to 
live with them. The skiUs of 
Lionism will do much to enable 
fellow-men to learn the art 
living together. Lionism 
serve as the House by the side of 
the Road.”

Relating his experience in vis­
iting a reform school, Cryer said 
he was attracted by a beautiful 
young girl 'behind the bars.

What Is 
Communism?

(By Earl Bond)
In the previous installments I 

have spoken of the rise of Social­
ism in our government, and how 
this is simply setting the table for 
the Communists to eat at. Now 
I will try to show how the Com­
munists are bringing their pro­
paganda a little closer home to 
you and me.

I recently asked a woman a- 
bout her grandson who was at­
tending a prominent Southern 
University. She replied that he 
was doing fine- in his work, but 
that she was afraid he was turn­
ing out to be a Communist. In 
the two years that he had been in 
the university, his attitude tow­
ard the government and social 
life had undergone such a change 
that he was scarcely recognizable 
as the same boy, and this is not 
the first such report that I have 
had on this university. This hap­
pens to be our own Texas Univer­
sity. And what happens when the 
press makes any mention of such 
dirty work? Immediately the 
president, the regents, and all of­
ficials rise up in arms and loudly 
declare that such a thing simply 
cannot be, that those hallowed 
walls are sacred and devoted on­
ly to the intellectual growth of 
mankind, and that all the profes­
sors are men of the highest cali­
bre who have unselfishly given 
of their lives in the noble cause of 
education. This goes on and on 
for pages of fine print in the pa-

pers, and the very thought of in­
vestigation brings loud cries of 
protest, and nothing ever comes 
of it. I cannot see why any tax 
supported institution or indivi­
dual should be above investiga­
tion, and their very protests at 
being investigated looks highly 
suspicious in itself. Commun­
ist propaganda finds easy fcx>t- 
hold in the institutions of higher 
learning where these ideas are 
thought to be intellectual and 
liberal, and nothing is quite so 
flattering to a young man or wo­
man in college as to be thought a 
“liberal”. Once ensnared they 
become disciples of some “liber­
al” professor and worship at his 
shrine, greedily gobbling up all 
the vicious propaganda' that he 
can put out. -

For some peculiar reason, stu­
dents of the arts and social sci­
ences are the most susceptible to 
this propaganda, possibly be­
cause it is in these fields that the 
propaganda can be put over most 
easily without arousing undue 
suspicion. Students of these 
subjects are more prone to go in­
to abstract thinking and indulg­
ing in utopian visions than the 
students of the more concrete 
sciences. The study of social 
problems in great detail will nat­
urally bring on a feeling of social 
consciousness, and a desire to do 
something about the plight of the 
poor underpriviledged. What 
better place could be found for 
the development of socialized 
thinking? It takes little prompt­
ing on the professor’s part to 
bring a lot of them around to 
thinking that the capitalist sys­
tem is at fault, and by the adopt- 
slums will be cleared, class dis­
tinctions will disappear, and the 
whole world will be happy and 
prosperous. These are the men 
a n d  w o m e n  w h o  wi,  11 
b e  r u n n i n g  t h e
government, the schools, and the 
communities a few years from 
now. What chance has Democ­
racy with such leadership?

In all probability it could not be 
proven that such a professor was 
a registered member of the Com­
munist Party, but he is serving 
their purposes just the same. 
In all probability his thinking has 
been simply guided by the think­
ing of a party member under 
whom he has studied or whose 
books he has read. The strange 
thing about Communism is that 
it’s greatest attraction is among 
the grossly poor and ignorant or 
the highly intellectual. It’s 
teachings are less attractive to 
the middle classes of moderate 
income and moderate education. 
The college student who has be­
come overly excited about the 
welfare of the poor, makes much 
ado over social distinctions, rac­
ial distinctions, and inequalities 
has in all probability fallen vic­
tim to a lot of Communist propa­
ganda in the course of his studies. 
He is the type selected by the 
Communist for leadership.

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Pensions 
And Prices

Growing demands for 
industrial pensions could tend, as

is pointed out by Dr. Marcus 
Nadler, professor of banking and 
finance at New York University, 
to become self-defeating. Unless 
pensions are accompanied by in­

creased efficiency of labor and 
equipment, they inevitably will 
mean higher costs of production 
And high production costs mean 
higher prices, thus reducing the 
value of pensions. This, in turn, 
would lead to demands for still 
higher pensions, thus repeating 
the whole leap-frogging process.

The benefits of pensions, as Dr. 
Nadler mentions, will be largely 
illusory unless the purchasing 
power of the dollar remains rela­
tively stable. This is so obvious 
an economic principle that it 
seems stange that it is often 
overlooked or ignored. The 
American Federation of Labor 
shows recognition of it when it 
insists, as it did in a recent 
economic report, that higher 
wages or other benefits to 
workers should be tied to greater 
productivity.

LONDON.—Ever wonder what it’s 
like to be struck by lightning?

Then listen to some folks who 
were.

(1) —“ You drop unconscious as if 
poleaxed.”

(3) —“You remain conscious, but 
feel like you’re floating on air.”

These reactions by persons who 
survived the experience are cited 
in the Lancet, authoritative British 
medical journal, by two army doc­
tors, Maj.

They said lightning injures in 
three ways: By the direct effect 
of the current, by superheated air 
or other objects traversed by the 
current, and by the expanded and 
repelled air.

If the expanded air hits you, the 
sensation is like receiving a ter­
rific blow on the head or back of 
the neck, they said.

As for burns, if they’ re extensivp 
victims usually don’t survive.

FEnHEI-BEDDING!
Leaders of the Firemen’s union have 
called a nationwide strike starting with 
four great railroads on April 26. These 
railroads are the New York Central, Penn­
sylvania, Santa Fe, and Southern.

The union claim that a second fireman 
is needed on grounds o f safety is sheer 
hypocrisy. Safety has been dragged into 
this dispute only in an unsuccessful effort 
to give a cloak o f respectability to vicious 
feather-bedding demands.

After a careful study of the first de­
mands o f this union, a Presidential Fact 
Finding Board on May 21,1943, reported 
to President Roosevelt that there was no 
need for an extra fireman on diesel 
locomotives-

Again, on September 19, 1949, after a 
second hearing on the union leaders’ de­
mands, a second Board reported to Presi­
dent Truman that: "there presently exists 
no need for an additional fireman. . .  upon 
either the ground of safety or that o f 
efficiency and economy of operation.”

Safety Record of Diesels is 
Outstandingly Good

Although the railroads accepted the Bodrd 
findings, the union leaders have brazenly 
rejected them. They represetit that an

extra fireman is needed for "safety”  rea­
sons. Here’s what the Board had to say 
on that point:

“ The safety and on-time performance 
of diesel electric locomotives operated 
under current rules have been notably 
good . ̂  .
“ Upon careful analysis of the data sub­
mitted on safety, we have concluded 
that no valid reasons have been shown 
as a support for the Brotherhood pro­
posal under which a fireman would be 
required to be at all times continuously 
in the cab of road diesels. The proposal 
must be rejected.”

The reed reason behind these demands is 
that the union leaders are trying to make 
jobs where there is no work. In other 
words, a plain case of "feather-bedding.”  

The railroads have no intention o f 5deld- 
ing to these wasteful make-work demands.

Farley’s Return 
To Politics Is 
New York Forecast

WASHINGTON — The possible 
return of James A. Farley to the 
political arena commanded at­
tention Saturday because of its 
potential effect on the race for 
governor of New York this fall 
and on the presidential election 
in 1952.

Farley, former postmaster 
general and national chairman, 
has been mentioned as a possible 
Democratic nominee for gover­
nor of New York. Heretofore, the 
Democrats appeared intent on 
nominating State Chairman
Paul E. Fitzgerald of Buffalo 
over young Rep. Franklin D. 
Roosevelt, Jr.

On the Republican side.
Governor Dewey is a silent but 
receptive candidate for re-elect­
ion. His friends say the “slightest 
breeze” in the form of a draft 
will find him accepting renomi­
nation. He has some opposition 
but no prominent opponent for 
the nomination.
Fear of Democrats

The Farley boom brings two 
whispers iAto congressional 
cloak rooms. They are: (1) That 
New York Democrats fear they 
can not beat Dewey unless they 
nominate Farley, and (2) that 
Dewey will not run again if Far­
ley is chosen by the Democrats. 
Supporters of Fitzpatrick, of 
Tidurse, claim he too would de­
feat Dewey.

Friends of Farlby say he is not 
a candidate for the nomination 
but that he would accept it if 
there was a real draft for him. 
They picture the former FDR 
leader as intent on remaining 
in private business, without any 
special interest in being gover­
nor of New York, but willing to 
make the race if his party feels 
they really need him to win.

A Farley victory in New York 
could have far-reaching effect 
on future presidential politics.

Can It Be a Sin 
To Go to Church?

Church-going is not necessarily a 
good act. Worship may be a quite 
wicked deed. Most people are slow 
getting that into their heads. They 
think that one act of worship on 
Sunday will somehow make up for a 
lot of bad behavior Monday through 
Saturday inclusive. But it is not so. 
The first person in history to see 
and to say that worship need not be 
good and can even be very bad, was 
none other than the prophet Amos.

They followed the same ritual 
that was used in Jerusalem, 
they offered tithes and sacri­
fices, they kept the Sabbath, 
they attended the feasts and 
they observed the fasts and they 
sang the sacred hymns.
Yet Amos denounces the whole 

business, and condemns the wor­
shippers as guilty sinners. What 
was wrong? * « *
It Looked A ll Right

Re a d e r s  of the old Testament 
will remember that at Bethel, 

where the Israelites had one of their 
principal temples, golden calves 
had been set up to represent Jehov­
ah their God. Now even though the 
people worshipped the true God, 
surely it was wrong to worship him 
in the form of an animal.

The form of their worship was all 
wrong, much further wrong than 
any form of Christian worship is 
today; yet Amos does not condemn 
them for worshipping in this mis­
taken way. Never once anywhere 
does he say a word about the gold­
en calves. And if he does not say 
anything about a big thing like gold­
en calves, still less does he have 
anything severe to say about less 
important departures from “ good 
form” in worship.

He does not condemn the peo­
ple for having the wrong hymn- 
book, or for not having a good 
choir. He hasn’t a word of 
blame for non-attendance at 
worship; indeed he comes down 
hardest on those who do attend. 
Apparently church attendance 
in Bethel was excellent—that 
was not their trouble.
Again, he has no fault to find with 

the Israelites because their “ ser­
vices were uninteresting.”  Maybe 
they were; but on the other hand 
they were probably full of color and 
of pageantry, something to see as 
well as to hear. Yet Amos was not 
impressed. Further, he makes no 
complaint about poor sermons.

* * «
What Was the Trouble?

Th e  t r o u b l e  with those people, 
the thing that made their wor­

ship sinful, was not some defeat in 
the act of worship itself. There was 
nothing they could do, Amos can 
think of nothing they could do, to 
“ improve the worship program”  as 
we would say.

The trouble with those people was 
not in church at all. It was on the 
outside. Almost alone in his time, 
a voice in the wilderness—for no 
one paid him any real attention— 
Amos, speaking for God, told the 
Sabbath - keeping, church-going, 
hymn-singing, tithing citizens of Is­
rael an important truth.

Religion, in short, cannot be 
shut off from the rest of life, as 
nearly everybody then thought 
and as too many people how 
think. Worship is simply no 
good if it is not lined up with a 
good life, a life good by inten­
tion and effort.
Jesus underscored this s a m e  

point. If you are at the very altar of 
God, in the act of offering him a 
gift, and remember that your broth­
er has something against you, go 
and make matters right with your 
brother before you offer the gift. 
See your brother before you see 
God! Or else God will not be at 
home to you.

Bluegill Battlers
Ever bait up a number six or 

eight hook, adjust the bobber, flip 
in your line and have the hog-wild 
bluegill tear the cane pole right 
out of your hands?

No, you probably haven’t. But, 
if this little panfish could compare 
in size with some of its larger 
brothers, much of your fishing 
would be a degenerate sport by 
comparison. Few other fish can 
make a line zing like a freshly-de­
ceived bluegill. Like grandfather’ s 
clock, this little fellow is almost 
always ready to strike! Let’ s look 
at a few of the things that regulate 
his ticking, says Gilbert Weiss, of 
the Missouri conservation depart­
ment.

Probably the best known mem­
ber of the sunfish family, the blue­
gill enjoys a wide range of latitude 
and longitude. Originally a native 
of the Mississippi, Great Lakes, 
and eastern seaboard drainage 
basin, the bluegill may now be

caught from New York to Cali­
fornia and from mid-Canada to 
Mexico. Although the ideal pond 
fish is yet to be found, fish cultur- 
ists would probably agree that the 
bluegill is our most adaptable, 
most successful pond-fish. Hence, 
the introduction of this species 
over most of the United States and 
much, of Canada.

Doubtless more people are fa­
miliar with the bluegill than any 
other one species; however, there 
remains, and probably always wiU, 
some confusion with other cousins 
of the sunfish clan. Common names 
are themselves confusing, for by 
locality the bluegill becomes pond- 
perch, punkinseed, bream, brim 
and a host of other misnomers.

Like most other sunfish, the blue­
gill is much flattened vertically. 
He is considerably rounded on his 
topside, whereas the belly follows 
somewhat straighter contour. Col­
oration, like most other fish, de­
pends a great deal on the water it 
inhabits. The back is almost al­
ways a dark olive-green. Most ol 
the upper two-thirds of the body 
and the head, excepting the lower 
gill covers and ear flaps, shares 
shades of olive-green, with a 
sprinkling of violet, purple, and 
lavender thrown in. The under­
parts are usually painted a rich 
yellow or yellowish-brown. The 
throat area is often a strikingly 
deep orange, bordered above by 
pale blue giU covers. As might 
be expected, the ear, or gill flap, is 
a deep blue-black.

In many states, bluegills spawn 
from May to September. They are 
colonial spawners, and numbers of 
males may be seen guarding their 
respective nests in a spawning 
area.

The nest, a small circular de­
pression on a gravel bottom or a 
clean-swept area on clay or muck, 
is constructed by the male some 
time previous to spawning time. 
To the male also falls the chore of 
fanning the eggs to keep them 
aerated, free from silt, and to 
prevent an ever-hungry horde of 
scavengers from partaking of a 
free lunch.

Actual counts of the eggs taken 
from female bluegills range from 
3,000 to as many as 50,000, de­
pending on the age, size, and phys­
ical condition of the fish. Counts of 
fry taken from nests range upward 
to 60,000.

Since the young ordinarily be­
come spawners themselves during 
their first year of life, the poten­
tial number of offspring from a 
few fish becomes enormous over 
tne span of a few years. Therein 
lies the reasoning behind the pres­
ent bass-bluegill pond stocking 
recommendations. Bluegills are 
primarily insect feeders; whereas, 
bass are predators, feeding largely 
upon young and immature blue­
gills. Nonetheless, there is danger 
in such large-scale reproduction. 
If balanced predator-prey relation­
ships are disturbed by misman­
agement, overpopulation m a y  
readily occur in small bodies of 
water.

As previously mentioned, the 
bluegill feeds largely on insects 
and their larva but an occasional 
minnow or small fish may be taken.

Don’t “Horse” ‘Em

The practice of “horsing”  in a 
fish — understandable under the 
stress and excitement of landing a 
big one—is probably the cause of 
more lost fish than any other one 
thing. The angler can avoid it by 
keeping a fairly tight line, but 
easing up a bit when it appears the 
fish wants to fight hard. Play the 
fish until it is through fighting 
and can be brought up close with­
out dashing around in fright when 
it sees you.

Light Bulb System 
Hastens Vegetables

Speed Up Development 
In Backyard Hotbeds
Burn 25-watt light bulbs in a 

backyard hotbed and you’ll eat 
your own early June peas next 
May,

That advice for home gardeners 
comes fpom Robert L. Zahour, 
Westinghouse lamp engineer. Such 
miniature “ greenhouses”  warmed 
by low-power bulbs hurry vege­
tables to the table 10 days ahead 
of regular seed plantings outdoors. 
Flower seeds started in hotbeds 
are brought to bloom one month 
earlier, he added.

The 25-watt bulb is best for hot­
beds because higher wattage bulbs 
are more apt to create hot spots in

the soil, stunting seed growth or 
scorching the tender young plants.

The cost of a bulb-heated hotbed 
averages only three-tenths of a 
cent per plant for electricity dur­
ing the entire six-weeks season in 
northern United States, the engi­
neer calculated. This is 30 per cent 
less than the cost of soil heated by 
electric cable and only half the 
cost of manure. Manure, which re­
quires soil preparation such as 
digging into frozen ground, depends 
upon fermentation for its heating 
effect in a hotbed.

Term 'Hybrid' in Swine 
Applicable to Offspring

The term “ hybrid”  has come to 
mean superior producing ability to 
the corn grower. It is natural, 
therefore, that the terms “ hybrid 
hog” and “ hybrid boar”  should 
interest corn belt pork producers.

It seems quite clear, most agri­
culturists are agreed, that “hybrid 
vigor”  eventually will increase 
greatly the efficiency of livestock 
production. Informed breeders, 
however, believe that there are not 
yet available adequate depend­
able sources of boars for produc­
ing hybrid hogs.

Furthermore, the name “ hybrid”  
in the accepted sense of the term 
should be reserved for the litters 
produced by the market-hog farm­
er.

Drganic Matter Loss

Maybe you don’t need a trip­
hammer to work your land. But if 
you have a hard time plowing the 
ground .don’t blame it on the weath­
er or your implements. The 
trouble may be due to loss of or­
ganic matter from the soil.

G. P. Walker, Purdue University 
extension agronomist, says that 
when soils can’t take plowing read­
ily, it’s a sign they are dangerously 
low in organic matter.

Walker’s advice is more feod 
crops in the rotation to give the 
soil an easily workea texture. Sod 
crops well fed with nitrogen, phos­
phate and potash put life in the 
soil and build up its organic mat­
ter supply. They improve structure 
and tilth.

Farmers Given Warning 
Of Newcastle Disease

Bold Ellis, poultry specialist of 
the Wyoming agricultural exten­
sion service, discloses that many 
farmers may be acquiring a false 
sense of security over the threat 
of Newcastle disease to their poul­
try flocks.

He pointed out that the disease 
has spread to every state in the 
union, and although there is less 
talk about it today than there was 
casualties are stiU very heavy.
